The Churchmen reviews the divorce 
Idatistics of the United States and 
affrees with another writer that 
more divorces are granted in the 
United States each year, than in the 
rest al the world.

Our neighbor Canada presents a far 
more creditable attitude on this sub­
ject than we do, writes the Cardi­
nal From 1867 to 1886, Inclusive, 
only 116 divorces Were granted in 
the Dominion of Canada, or an aver­
age of less than six every year, in a 
population of four millions. During 
the same twenty years there were in 
all Ireland only eleVen divorces. 
These two countries, the former 
about one half, the latter three quar­
ters, Catholic, should furnish food 
for thought as to a cure for our di­
vorce problem, showing that there is 
a cure that does cure, and this, I 
repeat, is religion.

A SHAMELESS VIOLATION.

How caii we vail ourselVes a 
Christian people, if we so flagrantly, 
shamelessly, legally violate a funda­
mental law of Christianity ? For if 
the sanctity and indissolubility of 
marriage does not constitute, a car­
dinal principle of Christianity, I am 
at a loss to know what does. Whet 
mockery to call those homes Christ­
ian where the mother’s heart is brok­
en, the father’s spirit crushed, and 
where children cannot cling to one 
of their parents without exciting the 
jealousy or hatred of the other !

Marriage is the most inviolable 
and irrevocable of all contracts ever 
formed. Every human compact but 
this may be lawfully dissolved. Na­
tions may be justified io abrogating 
treaties with each other, merchants 
my dissolve partnerships, brothers 
will eventually leave the paternal 
roof. and. like Jacob and Esau, se­
parate. Friends, like Abraham and 
Lot, may be obliged to part compa­
ny : but, by the law of God, the 
bond uniting husband and wife can 
be dissolved only by death. No 
earthly sword can sever the nuptial 
knot which the Lord has tied ; for, 
"what God hath Joined together, let 
not man put asunder."

FEW FLOWERS HAVE ODOR.

One of Uncle Sam's botanists at 
Washing’ton is said to have dis­
covered that out of 4300 specimens 
of flowers cultivated in the United 
States and in Europe only 428 
possess an agreeable perfume. Flow­
ers with white or cream-colored pe- ; 
tala are more frequently odoriferous 
then others. Next in order come 
the yellow flowers, then the red, af­
ter them the blue, and finally the 
violet, of which only 13 varieties 
out of 308 give off a pleasing per- : 
fume. In the whole list 3880 va­
rieties are offensive in odor and 2300 
have no perceptible smell, either 
good or bad.

ARRANGING THE VEIL.

It is quite an art these days to 
put on and arrange a veil neatly, 
ytt it must be done, for it is these 
very details that make or mar a 
whole costume.

However, a little time and patience 
together with pins and the aid of a i 
mirror, renders this seeming difficult , 
feat easy to even an amateur.

The veil must be handled carefully, 
though; an easy, gentle pulling and 
giving is required to adapt the fine 
mesh to hat brim and contour of the 
face.

Making a small knot in the mid­
dle of the upper edge is "a good 
beginning. Then arrange the Veil 
over the hat, keeping the knot and 
the little fullness it gives in a disect 
line with the tip of the nose. If the 
upper edge of the two ends of the 
veil are then pinned to the hat brim 
at bhek they are held out of the 
way, while the lower edge is taken 
with both hands and drawn back 
smoothly, but not too tight to the 
nape of the neck. Then the veil is 
fastened securely with a clasp or 
barette.

^}ach lower edg£ is then brought 
up from the barette or clasp to the 
brim of the hat and pinned fast. The 
veil must be smooth over the face 
and free from contact with the hair, 
otherwise the coiffure will become 
mussed. Then the ends should be 
twisted under the hat brim and pinn­
ed securely.

If possible conceal the pins used 
to fasten the veil in among the trim­
ming of the hat; this should be done 
as cleverly ns one can. An assorted 
collection of pins of different sizes 
and colors stuck carelessly in the hat

brim does not look well, to say the

The veil should not be pulled too 
tightly over the face, as it gives a 
strained appearance that should be 
avoided. Neither should it be al­
lowed to hang dejectedly about the 
chin, as this feature is fatal to 
smartness.

Great care should be exercised in 
selecting veils to have thorn tone in 
with the colors on thé hat. This is 
most important and the wise wo­
man will see to it that her veil does 
not scream at the other part of her 
costume.

HELPFUL HINTS.

To rid th'e house of black ants, 
brush thoroughly with a hot solu­
tion of alum and water all the cracks 
and crevices tha't are in-fested. Dis­
solve two pounds of alum in three 
quarts of water, and apply boiling 
hot. Another way to get rid of 
ants is to put slides of cucumber 
where the ants are found. It will 
surely drive them away.

To get rid of roaches, take equal 
.portions of corn meal and red lead, 
mix with molasses, and -spread on 
plates. At night set the plates on 
the floor, and leave them there se­
veral nights in succession. I have 
known this to clear out roaches when 
everything else had jailed.

Mildew may be removed if you rub 
the spots with laundry soap, put 
salt and lemon on them, and lay thé 
goods in the hot sunshine. It may 
be necessary to repeat this process 
more than once, but it is sure to 
werk in the end.

Paint stairvs may be removed with 
turpentine, tar stains with lard. 
Pour boiling water from a. height 
upon tea stains. Wash iodir.e stains

HOW TO SMOOTH ROUGHENED

ISAAC HENDERSON 
WORTHY CATHOLIC.
educational grounding.

His Books of Wide Circulation; HU 

Plays Known to all Critics.

Writing of Isaac Henderson. the 
author whose death was recently re­
corded in these columns, J. u. Rob­
bins, in America, relates that:

Mr. Henderson was born in the 
city of New York, Feb 13, 1850, of 
Scotch and Irish descent, though hia 
family had lived in America for many 
generations. After making his early 
studies in private schools and under 
tutors in his native city, he entered 
Williams College, from which he re­
ceived the degree of B.A.. M.A., and 
D.C.L. His wish upon graduation 
was to start at once upon literature 
as a profession, but his father, who 
was - a partner of William Cullen 
Bryant and John Bigelow in the 
ownership of the New York Evening 
Post, had other plans for him, to 
which the young man yielded rather 
unwillingly. lr.- 1872 he became 
connected with the Post, of which 
he was made assistant publisher in 
1875, and from 1876 publisher, 
stockholder and a member of the 
Board of Trustees. He often spoke 
gratefully in after life of his father’s 
wise judgment in thus giving him a 
sound business training. In 1880 
he sold out his interests in the Post 
and the iallowing year went abroad, 
living in Rome or London until his 
death.

THE FIRST NOVEL.

Mr. Henderson’s first novel, “The 
Prelate," was published in 1886, 
while still a* Protestant. He was 
most. conscientious while writing 
this book, taking pains to consult 
an Episcopalian clergyman, long re­
sident in Italy, to verify his state­
ments. Later, when a. Catholic, he 
realized on how many points he had 
been misinformed. lie published his 
second novel, “Agatha Page," two 
years later, and this was soon after 
dramatized under the title of “The 
Silent, Battle.” and produced by Sir 
Charley Wyndham himself. The plav 
Theatre in London. Later in the 
year, the same play, though called

Agatha." was acted at the Boston 
Museum. His second drama, “The 
Mummy and the Humming Bird ’’ 
was presented at Wyndham’s Thea­
tre in London, in 1901, the prin­
cipal male part being taken by Sir 
Charles Wyndhum himself- The play 
was given next yenr at the Empire 
I heat re.

Dark Cloud in France.
Number of Religious Vocations De­

creasing But Bishops are Hopeful.

There is but one dark cloud tin the 
horizon, writes a correspondent from 
Paris discussing the present situa­
tion in France. In some dioceses the 
number of ecclesiastical vocations 
has slightly fallen. All our bishops 
hold for certain that in another three 
or four years, this small crisis will 
be over. Already 1909 promises 
more than 1907 and 1908 have giv-^ 
en. And the recruiting is more from 
the middle, and even the rich classes 
—an advantage not to be despised 
for the support of the influence 
which will thus be gained to the 
Church.

The mission of the priest has not 
been extended by the fact of the se­
paration ; but has been made easier, 
his independence in many external 
actions greater. He has no longer, 
in the eyes of the people, that double 
character of minister of God and 
functionary of the Government, 
which harmed his prestige as much 
as it paralyzed his activity. The very 
oiganization of the Church can be 
more supple, as it is not longer sub­
ject to an endless number of ad­
ministrative regulations. Thus in 
Paris, new parishes could be created, 
which are still thought to be insuf­
ficient. More will be created, with 
new churches, the old ones being too 
small for the number of faithful. 
There is, in fact, e, revival of re­
ligious practice, and there are many 
conversions, in towns especially. The 
missions preached in the popular pa­
rishes have given truly extraordinary 
results.

A LIBERAL COMMUNITY.

On the occasion of the Feast of 
St. Philip and St. James, a most in­
teresting ceremony took place at 
St. Augustine’s Monastery, Rams­
gate, England, when the Right Rev­
erend Dom * Thomas Egaii. O .S.B., 
was solemnly blessed Abbot of the 
monastery. The ceremony took place 
in the beautiful chapel designed by 
Augustus Welby Pugin, and in which 
is his last resting place. The Abbot 
is a popular personage in Ramsgate 
and after the religious ceremony he 
was the recipient of an insignia of 
office and a purse of gold, gifts of 
the townspeople. The Mayor, 
non-Cafcholic, made the presentation- 
and in the course of his1 remarks said 
that the gifts were only a small, re­
cognition of the townspeople’s love 
and affection for their good friend. 
He added- that the Abbot would find 
that those who had subscribed to 
the testimonial were of every pos­
sible description of religion and po­
litics, and therefore he should take 
the presentation as really represent­
ing the feeling of the town towards 
him—not only of his own co-religion­
ists, but of the townspeople in gene­
ral. It would appear from this that 
Abbot Egan is a worthy man and 
the people of Ramsgate aze of the 
broad-minded character.

PROCESSIONS AND THE LAW.

The Briton demands fair play. He 
has his own understanding of the 
rules, and, whatever others may 
think of his interpi-etation, he car­
ries out the regulations with fair­
ness according to his own under- 
remding- Naturally not all Eng­
lishmen think alike; no more do all 
Irishmen, all Scotchmen or all Welsh 
men, but the thinking Briton is faii^ 
minded, and such exceptions as there 
are merely goes to prove the hu- 
man aspect of the matter. We had 
told in the other columns of The 
True Witness of a procession of the 
Blessed Sacrament which took place 
in Reading on Palm Sunday, later 
we told of protests against that 
procession; now—elsewhere in this 
journal—we tell of the action of a 
committee and the subsequent ac­
tion of the Council of Reading. The 
Watch Committee passed a resolu­
tion instructing the Head Constable 
to take steps to prevent further pro­
cessions. In turn the Council met 
and adopted a résolution regretting 
the action of its sub-oamtoittee. It 
appears that Reading is strongly 
non-Catholic; one judges from the re­
port that at the meeting of the 
Council at which thirty-three mem­
bers voted, but one was of the Ca­
tholic faith. The majority, how­
ever, proved- superior to bigotry and 
by a vote of nineteen to fourteen 
adopted the resolution. It is evi­
dent that the spirit of fair play is 
yet olive.

THE GERMAN 
TREATY:

It seems likely that more amicable 
trade relations will be established 
betwoezi Germany and Canada. There 
have been pour parlors to secure a 
better understanding. The tariff 
war between the two countries hit 
Germany severely and Dr. Lang, the 
recently appoineed German Consul 
General, is directing his efforts to 
secure more frienly trading terms. 
The official German statistics for 
1908, just published in Berlin, show 
,that the imports from Canada were 
of the value of £346,865, as against 
£481,667 in 1907, while the exports 
to Canada were of the value of 
£995,196, as against £1,451,422 in 
1907. As between Germany and 
Great Britain- the figures are: Im­
ports from Great Britain, £34,163,- 
430, as again St £47,870,490 in 
1907; exports to Great Britain, £48,- 
89 4,365, as against £51,979,215 in 
1907. In the recently published re­
port of the Berlin Chamber of Com­
merce, attention is called to the fact 
that during 1908 the trade between 
Germany amd Canada again shows a 
decline, and that miany articles 
which formerly were obtained regu­
larly by Canada from Germany are 
now drawn from France, Austria, 
and other countries; especially is this 
so in the case of d<eoo rated china, rub­
ber balls and toys of rubber, majo­
lica and stone wan; articles of better 
quality, cutlery and leather goods 
of better quality, and also lithogra­
phic cards, brushes and albums. The 
export of Canadian manufactures to 
Germany consists chiefly at present 
of mowing and reaping machines. Hi­
therto Germany has herself made 
only enough to meet one-third of the 
German demand, the other two- 
thirds being -supplied by the United 
States and Canada. But in another 
year’s time the greater part of the 
German demand will oe supplied by 
German factories. The German Agri­
cultural Association, which controls 
the patents for certain attachable 
improvements to these machines, is 
about to organize a joint stock com­
pany with £200,000 of agrarian ca­
pital, to be called "The German 
Harvester Manufacturing Company," 
believing it can sell the products 29 
per cent, cheaper than foreign com­
petitors. The Canadian Gazette, 
which is authority for the foregoing, 
asks, How does Canada propose to 
hold her share of the trade?

CATHOLIC
DISABILITIES:

Now that a bill aiming at tbe re­
lief of Catholic disabilities is receiv­
ing support in England, the follow­
ing provisions of the Emancipation 
Act of 1829 will be of interest:

"A Roman Catholic ecclesiastic is 
forbidden to exercise any of the 
rites or ceremonies of the Roman Ca­
tholic religion, or to wear the habit 
of his order, save within the usual 
places of worship or private hou»>es. 
Penalty £20."

"That Jesuits and members of the 
religious orders of societies of the 
Church of Romte bound by monastic 
or religious vows are resident with­
in the United Kingdom, and it is ex­
pedient to make provision for the 
gradual suppression and penal pro­
hibition of the same therein.'

To carry out this purpose it is 
provided:

"That all Jesuits and persons 
bound by monastic or religious vtvws 
must be registered."

"Forbids any such person to enter ] 
the United Kingdom, under pain of 
banishment for life, except by li-1 
cense of the Secretary of State and 
then ozily for a maximum period Qf 
six months. No license to be grant­
ed by a Catholic Secretary of 
State.”

"Any person admitting a new mem­
ber to any of the above religious or- 
ders is guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
any person seeking to be admitted is 
liable to banishment for life."

"No Roman Catholic can hold the 
office of Lord High Chancellor, 
Lord Keeper, or Lord Commissioner 
of the Great Seal of England. No 
Roman Catholic can hold the office 
of Lord Lieutenant or Lord Deputy, 
or other Chief Governor of Ireland."

As he told the House of 
Commons, "the poorer people are, 
tbe more is their food confined to 
bread and tea, and of the price of 
that tea, which of course was of 
the poorest quality, half went to 
the tax-gatherer. That is always 
the worst of indirect taxation: the 
poorer the people are, the heavier 
they are taxed. Tea and sugar are 
necessaries of life, and I think the 
rich mem who would wish to spare 
his own pocket at the expense of the 
bare pocket of the poor, is a very 
shabby rich man indeed. I am sure 
that I will carry with me the absent 
of even the classes upon whom I 
propose to place heavy burdens that, 
when we come to indirect taxes, at 
any rate those two essentials of life 
to-tbe poor, tea and sugar, ought to 
be exempt." We are sure that the 
Chancellor’s confidence is well plac­
ed. No rich man will r'egret that 
he bas refrained from increasing the 
tax on tea anti sugar. We are sure, 
too, that every Catholic priest will 
rejoice—and none know the needs and 
poverty of the poor so well as our 
clergy, who live and labor among 
them and realize the narrow econo­
my of their home»—that Mr. Lloyd

George has spared them any part of 
taxation on those two necessaries of 
life. We could wish that he had 
spared them a tax on one of the in- 
nocent luxuries of the laboring man, 
the humble pipe of twist tobacco. 
Azid we gladly support the hope of 
Mr. John Redmond that it may be 
found possible to except twist to­
bacco from1 the tax. The poor man’s 
tobacco already costs him pz'opor- 
tionafely more than the fragz'ant leaf 
of the rich. It would be a gracious 
act on the part of the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer to ease the price of 
the humble weed for the working 
man, and we hope he may see his 
way at least to except twist to­
bacco from any additional impost.

For the rert we have nothing but 
praise for the Budget. It propose» 
to find the money demanded for pur­
poses of national expenditure and 
national defence by looking for it in 
places where it is to be found. Tax­
ation should always be arranged in 
accord with ability to pay. It should 
also be arranged in proportion to 
'the advantages obtained from the ex- 
pénditure on the national services. 
Therefore the rich will naturally ex­
pect to bear taxation in proportion 
to ability and advantage. "What is 
it," Mr. Lloyd George asked, "that; 
has enabled the fortunate possessors 
of these incomes and fortunes to 
amass the wealth they enjov and be­
queath? Tbe security ensured for 
property by the agency of the State, 
the guaranteed immunity from the 
risks and destruction of war, en­
sured by our natural advantages and 
our. defensive forces." So he distri­
butes his burdens of taxation on for­
tunes in money and property in land. 
Income tax, death duties, succession 
duties, unearned increment from land 
leaseholds, and so forth are to pay 
in accordance with ability to meet a 
further tax, and advantages reaped 
from taxes already raised. In these 
respects his Budget is thoroughly'de­
mocratic amd is -to be welcomed not 
only for what it performs in the pré­
sent, but fdr what it promises in the 
future.

Dr. O’Dea’s Appointment Mark» 

New Era in Ireland.

The appointment of the most Rev. 
Dr. O’Dea to the See of Galway 
marks a new era in the history of 
the relations of Ireland with the 
Holy See. From the time of Gre­
gory XV. ( 1622 ) all business mat­
ters between this country and the 
Roman Curia have been transacted 
through the congregation of the Pro­
paganda, and during these years Ire­
land has been in the position of those 
regions in which the Church was im­
perfectly organized. Now, how­
ever, by the Apostolic Constitution 
published a few months ago, this 
country has been withdrawn from 
the jurisdiction of the Propaganda 
and placed directly under the ordin­
ary Common Ecclesiastical Law, so 
that for the future all business tran 
sactions will be carried on, not 
through • the Congregation already 
mentioned, but by that peculiar of­
fice or Tribunal to which the mat­
ters happen, to belong. The election 
of Bishops of Ireland in the future 
will be controlled by the congrega­
tion of the Consistory, and the pre­
sent is the first instance of agi ap­
pointment under the new regime.

Dr. O’Dea’s selection for Galway is 
particularly appropriate. He will 
have here, in guiding and shaping 
the destinies of the University Col­
lege ample scope for the display of 
that educational ability for which he 
has already earned such a high re­
putation.

^An abundant supply of pure, fresh 
air ie.a powerful natural agent for 
the. Prevention and cure of consump­
tion-We should be in the open air as 
much as possible; we should sleep in 
weil ventilated bed-rooms, preferably 
with windows wide open; we should 
-void crowded and poorly ventilated 
places, and we should make sure 
that the rooms in which we live and 
work are properly supplied with 
fresh air. There isr less danger that 
we will be injured by a little draft 
than by breathing stale air. When 
the weather is cold we should keep 
our bodies warm by clothing them 
properly and not by shutting out 
the fresh, pure air. If all persons 
breathed the full amount of pure air 
their bodies require, the frequency 
with which consumption occurs 
would be reduced.

Crowded, overheated, damp, im­
properly ventilated houses, work­
shops, bed-rooms, living rooms, and 
olaces of assembly are among the 
Important conditions that favor the 
spread of consumption.

When the windows of a - room are 
opened, the stale air passes out 
above and the fresh air in below ; 
hence, to secure proper ventilation, 
the windows should be open both 

from above and below. On a calm 
cool day, when there seems to be no 
current of air. the direction in which 
the air moves in a room can be 
shown by holding a lighted candle 
before an open window or door ; 
when the candle is held near the bot­
tom the flame will point into the 
room, and when held near the top 
it will point out. This simple ex­
periment shows that we should have 
openings high and low in our rooms 
to secure a constantly incoming sup­
ply of pure air, and to provide a 
passage for the outgoing stale air.

Disease germs that cannot live 
more than a few hours in the bright 
sunshine reirtain alive and dangerous 
many months in dark places.

Tubercle bacilli eoon die when the 
«un shines on them. Even diffused 
sunlight acts as a germicide.

SUNLIGHT FATAL TO TUBERCU­
LOSIS.

We need sunlight to keep the color 
of health in our cheeks. Wo cannot 
have too much sunshine in our houses 
even though it may fade the colors of 
wall papers and carpets.

Eating poorly cooked and other­
wise unwholesome food causes vari­
ous troubles of the digestion.

An Ancient Parish.

That at Isleworth Antedates the 

Doomsday Book.

At Isleworth, a suburb of London 
a new church was recently opened 
under unusual circumstances. Site 
and building, provided at a cost of 
£5000 were the gift of an anony­
mous donor. This resurrection of 
parish is historical. The parish 
was old when ite name was found in 
the Doomsday book* of nearly a 
thousand years ago.

A long succession of parish priests 
have left their name in history, fall­
ing at their post of honour during 
the terrible years of the Black Death 
right on to the time when Blessed 
John Hale, the vicar of Isleworth, 
and Blessed- Richard Reynolds, chap­
lain of Syion gave up their lives at 
Tyburn on May 4, 1585, for the faith 
of their fathers. The Brigettine Con­
vent of Syon had been established at 
St. Margaret’s in 1415, and it was 
transferred to Syon Park, at Isle­
worth, the present possession of the

in 3 539 by Henry VIII., restored in 
1557 by Mary, and finally suppressed 
by Elizabeth in 1559, Syon and Iste- 
worth' were united in their crucifix­
ion. Isléworth parish church passed 
into the hands of John- Wood, the 
first Protestant vicar, in 1562. Mass 
continued to bo heard in secret at 
times by a faithful few. The Catho­
lic Talbots at Shrewsbury House la­
ter had their chaplain, and furtively 
Catholics from all parts of the 
Thames Valley found their consola­
tion there, where Still the old ohapel 
stands which was the site of the 
sanctuary of Shrewsbury House. 
Bishop ’Talbot was the last to be 
tried at the Old Bailey, in 1771, for 
saying Mass. Bishop Chajlloner went 
to Isleworth, under the name of 
"Mr. Fisher,” to confirm a number 
of the brethren, and so the faith 
brokenly lived on. Kendal, Rairth- 
mell, Tommis, Allen, S.J., Wareing, 
Faenza, as parish priests, bring the 
story down to Mgr. Weld of living 
memory, and Father Gorman, but re­
cently deceased, and, last, to Father 
Eric Green, who took charge in 
1906.

faithful minister of the word, he 
discharges his duty conscientiously, 
without suppressing! or extenuating 
one iota of the lav/ He addressed 
the Corinthians as follows -:

To them that are married, not I, 
but the Lord commandeth that the 
wife depart not from her husband1. 
And if she depart, that she remain 
unmarried, or be reconciled to her 
husband. And let not the husband 
put e/way his wife.

Here we find the Apostle, in his 
Master's name, commanding the se­
parated couple to remain unmarried, 
without any reference to the case, 
of adultery. If, so important an ex­
ception existed, St. Paul would not 
have omitted to mention it ; other­
wise he would have rendered the 
Gospel yoke more grievous than its 
Founder intended.

We must, therefore, admit that, ac­
cording to the religion of Jesus 
Christ, conjugal infidelity does not 
warrant either party to marry again 
or else we are forced to the* conclu­
sion that the vast number of Christ­
ians whose knowledge of Christiani­
ty was derived solely from the 
teachings of Saints Mark, Luke, and 
Paul, were imperfectly instructed in 
their faith, i

Nor can we suppose that St. Mat- 
! thew gave to the married Christians 
of Palestine a privilege which St. 
Paul withheld from the Corinthians; 
for then the early Christian Church 
might have witnessed the unedifying 
spectacle of aggrieved husbands seek­
ing in Judea for a divorce from their 
adulterous wives which they could 
not obtain in Corinth ; just as dis­
contented spouses, in our times, sue 
in a neighboring State for a legal 
separation which is denied them in 
their own. Christ is not divided, 
nor do the Apostles contradict one 
another.

The Catholic Church, following 
the light of the Gospel, forbids a 
divorced man to enter into second 
espousals during the Fife of his form­
er partner. This is the inflexible 
law she first procladmed in the face 
of pagan emperors and people, nnd 
which she has ever uphçjd, in spite 
of the passions and. voluptuousness 
of her own rebellious children.
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
