. Impertinence of the Gospel.

Rev. Dr. Anderson, of Newton, in his stir- |
ring remarks at the late Massachusetts Chris-
tian Convention, said, with much pith, “ The
Gospel is a grand impertinence, always thrust-
iug iteelf where it is not wanted.” His state-
ment has a fioe ring to it, that satisfies the ear,
and a force of truth that carries the assent of
the beart.

The fact is, there is danger of our becoming
altogether too nice in our religious matters, if,
indeed, we have not become decidedly so al-
ready. We bow very deferentially into the
presence of those who are dying for a whole-
souled utterance of the Gospel messsge, and
allow ourselves fo be very civilly and very cooly
bowed out. The Gospel does not work in us as
it did in Paul, as he threaded the streets and
lanes of Ephesus with his tears and warnings;
or preached with stirred spirit to the loungers
and philosophers of Atbens; or clanked his
chains in the ears of Felix, and pointed him
away to.the judgment to come; or sent that
Gospel, in some way, up into the household of
Cwmsar. We are wanting in Christian manhood.
We shriok. We apologize. We deal in plati-
tudes. We are very careful of the proprieties,
and the decencies, and the many conventiona-
lisms with which a godless world has fenced it-
self around. We forget that the whole attitude
of Christianity is unalterably antagonistic. It
is a sword smiting ih every direction. It is a
demand made alike on all. It is for every crea-
ture. It eees in the beggar and in the miliion/]
sire equally a poor, perishing sinner; and has
for each the same cffer and the same warning,—
“ Believe, and be eaved—disbelieve and be
damned.” ) )

How the old believers, in their primitive sim-
plicity, went preaching the Word everywhere!
How the Gospel, in its uncouth impertinence,
thrust itself in synagogues nnd temples, market.
places and judgment-halls, private dwellings
snd palaces—always just where it wasn’t want-
ed, yet often making itself wanted ere it left.—
Men cursed them as now; but the curse often
ended in praise. They sneered—as the doubly
refined are ept to do by specisl prerogative—
but the sneer sometimes gave place to tears
of penitence ; or, if it did not, those brave and
earnest spirits cared for it as little as for the
dust they shook from their feet.

We put it, whether the church of to-day does
not need to become somewhat more impertinent ;
to be thrusting itself with the everlasting Gespel
a little further within the lines of worldly eti-
quette, or churcbly formalism, or skeptical in-
difference, or polished and tolerated sin. It is
true, it won’t be wanted, but so much the more
reason for thrusting itself in. It is just this im-
pertinence that caused the old heathen alters of
every god to be forsaken; and in these latter
days, so soon changed hooted Methodism into
one of the grandest organizatiors of modern
times. ‘

Beligions Indelligence,
Prayer in London—Religious
Activity.

Distant observers who read of the crimes of

such places as London and New Yock, are prone
to think of them as without a relieving featuref;
whereas, in point of fact, one extreme is usually
attended by the other, and the piety which ex-
ists side by side with abounding wickedness,
like trees exposed to mountain wirds, must take
strong hold in order to stend at all,
I have seen this of latein London. A devo-
tional fervor and religious activity of a very
edifying character have come to my notice. A
meeting was held at Commercial street Chapel,
and which was largely attended, was distinguish-
ed by a degree of devotional fervor which I have
rarely seen in America: It was a full house of
select auditors, all very serious men, who had
purchased a good degree and great boldness in
the faith. There was little speaking, none 1 be-
lieve except in connection with select portions
of Seripture, with which each one began his re-
marks. The time, from.!en to five, was chiefly
devoted to prayer, terminating with the Lord’s
Supper. No prompting was necessary, the vo-
luntary offerings cqualiog the opportunity to
present them. The whole assembly was moved
by a common impulse. There were on all sides
suppressed groans, cries, and tears. It was a
sighing and cryiog after God. One venerable
man’s utterance in prayer was so obstructed by
emotion that he could scarcely proceed.

Greatly inareased activity is visible in some
of the Churchés, and frequent accessions are
made to their number. A “general assurance
seems to be felt that they cannot labor in vainin
the Lord. - Mr. Spurgeon’s people are a remark-
sble example of this assurance. He has added
to his Church the past year between three and
four hundred, and last Sabbath announced that
filty-two were awaiting admissien during the
present week. The success of this man depends
upon his simgle faith in Gospel instrumentali-
ties, and the power with which the Holy Spirit
honors his unstudied and unpretending mes-
ssges. There in an utter abandobment in his
manner, as if it were of no account what his
hearers thought or said of bim, or whether he
sppeared as an intellectual and elcquent maa or
otherwise. For discrimination and power of
thought the sermons I have heard from him the
past two Sabbaths fall far below thoee I usually
hear from Henry Ward Beecher, but still they
are delivered with greater directness, and confi-
dence of immediate results in the conversion of
sinners. In this respect they are more in the
strain of Rev. Jacob Kopapp, the revivalist. I
speak only of the sermons I have heard ; no
doubt he rises on other occasions to s much
higher pitch of intellectual po‘nr.

Mr. Spurgeon’s efficiency lies in a quarter
where his American admirers least suspect. It
is in his administrative ability. His power to
do, and make others do, probably exceeds that
of any men in Eogland. He preached twice on
the Sabbath to seven thousand people, and ad-
mivistered to them the Lord’s Supper ; (or he
has done so the past twoe BSabbaths); has a
prayer-mieeting in bis church every morning and
evening ; has baptism two evenings of the week;
lectures, I am told, somewhers about every day,
manages & theological reminary of one hundred
students, for whose subsistence he chiefly pro-
vides ; publishes a monthly magazine and one
sermon every week ; has just jssued a hymn
book ; is about establishing an orphan asylum ;
manages a Church of 3,000 or 4 000 members ;
mskes frequent journeys to preach abroad ; and
how mavy more enterprises he has on hand 1
know not.

Of course he has to do much of this work
through the agency of others, keeping two clerks
to do his writing, twenty or thirty deacons, I be-

lieve, to do the pastoral visiting"and other work,
a corps of theological teachers, and other co-
operators, upon all of whom be has the faculty
of so impressing himself as to direct their work
and be the animating soul of the whole move-
ment. It is said that a commercial firm of Lon-
don were so impressed vith 'his administrative
ability, that they offered him fifteen thousand
dollars a year to embark bis influences in their
enterprise. He can s0 infase his own spirit into
others as to make them agone with himself in
his peculiar lines of labor apg activity, Since
John Wesley, no one bas probably evinced this
peculiu uiﬂ in an equal d‘w- He has no
umbition, however, for seotariag leadership, and
bas been specially sctive snd watchfu] in uniting
his own denomination andevangelical Christians
generally.

Tbe
work progresses, thousand of families are visited,
Churches are established, and the word of God
increases and multiplies.

These indications in England promise the
more for the world on account of its central
position in reference to commerce, influence,
and power, among the vations. A powerful
struggle is indeed going forward to eecure the
kingdom of popery. Not ouly are perverts to
Rome multiplying in certain quarters, but in the
Church itself popish practices ar¢ indulged in,
to the annoyance of the great mass of the peo-
ple. Ritualism is, at present, commarding much
attention. But these indications may be ex-
pected to follow the growing sctivity of the
evangelical Church Puseyism end neology,
or liberalism, are dividing the energies of the
Church, and, unless checked, threaten to under-
mine the Establishment, and turn the more prac-
itical ideas of the natiom into other channels of
truth and 1ighteousness.—N. Y. Ch. Advocate.

A men living
in Lou Ling, had been sick, and realized his]
unfitness to die, and he had a series of dreams
respecting a future state, but he could find no
one that could explain them. He went to Pi-
entsin, about one hundred and forty miles, to
seek sid of some Roman Catholics, and he was
providentially Jirected to a Protestant chapel,
under the charge of the English New Con-
pection Methodist Miseion. Here be remai-
ned several weeks, receiving religicus instruc-
tion which be joyfully received with implicit
faith. He returned home, but in a few weeks
returned with a written request, signed by many
of bis friends and neighbors, that a Christian
missionary should be sent among them. One
was sent with a supply of books, and the result
is  glorious revival has broken out among them.
From last accounts forty-five native converts
bad been baptized, and the interest is increasing
for many miles around. On Saturday afterncons
many come ten or twelve miles, bringing their
bedding and food with them, in order to attend
service on Sunday. Wonderful is this work.
To God be all the praise.

Scepticism and Superstition in
France.
The following from the French correspondent
of the New York Observer certainly presents s
very gloomy picture :

Nothing is more true thaa the old proverb,
‘ Extremes meet,’ and our country, at the pre-
sent time, furnishes many and striking examples
of this truth.

On the one hand the press, theatre, popular
literature, all that is exponent of the public
mind, is deeply stamped with anti-Christian
tendencies. It is true that violent and sarcastic
bostility, as in the second balf of the eighteeatb
century, no longer prevails; Voltaire’s bitter
sarcasms against the Gospel would not now be
tolerated. Bat there is deep contempt, or utter
indifference, for Christ and his doctrine—still
more, even, for the elementary truths of natural
religion, such as the existence of God, the im-
mortality of the soul.

Open the bocks which have the most success
in France; attend theatrical performances ; lis-
ten to the conversationyof worldly men—every
where you will find manifestations of vague pan-
theism of barren materialism. Religion is gene-
rally regarded as a superannuated institution.—
The idea of a future of reward and penalities
seems wholly abandomed and, as a logical result
of this scepticism public and private morals are
very corrupt. ¢ Demoralization increases in an
alarming degree,’ said lately s man thoroughly
familiar with the opinions and actions of our
population.

It must be confessed that the government it-

self offers no resistance to this moral decay ; on
the contrary, it favors the circulation of those
petty sheets which abound in scandalous anec-
dotes, obscene stories, immoral sentiments,
which weaken the sense of duty, and kindle
evil passions.
There is sadness in the reflection that the
civil power severely punishes onrytlfing inspir-
ed by political opposition, but is indifferent snd
even friendly to ideas and actions of an immor-
al natore. It is their system. Certainly it is
very wroug ; for a nation demoralized is fatally
drawn into degredation and ruin.

Can your readers believe that the priests and
monks circulate an immense quantity of letters
which, they say, are written by Christ's own
hand ?

They announce full pardon, or absolute in-
dulgence, for all sins—on what conditions P—
That of adoring a certain image, in some par-
ticular sanctuary, and of confessing to a priest !
These two formalities being accomplished, sal-
vation is sure. What a religion!

Worship of the immaculate Virgin has the
first rank, an exclusive place, in the teachings of
the Romish clergy. The Father and the Son
are Mary's instruments and servants; they fol-
low ber direotions, and grant favors accordiog
to her will. This is Mariolatry in excess.

Certainly there are in Fracce enlightened,
pious and upright men, even among ‘members of
the Romish Catholic communion. But the num-
ber daily diminishes. Scepticism and supersti-
tion seem to join bands to extend the sway of
immorality. To what are we drifting? Let
us pray the Lord to have mercy on our country
and His people.

The British Railway System.
Mr. Moses Beach of the N. Y. Sun, is writing
home interesting letters from Eogland. His
lsst communication ‘contains some very truthful
remarks upon the British railroad system, which
=ill slightly astonish a large number of his coun-
trymen who have been in the habit of deluding
themselves with the idea that those slow going
affairs which they call *lightning expresses,”
were the ‘ tallest travellers in all creation.’ Mr-
Beach says:

‘I confess that my Yankee pride gives way in
the comparison. We have stood still, compara-
tively, these twenty years in railroad affairs, and
hence from being first, are now in the second
rank. The Englishman sticks to his compart-
ment cars, but adds to the number of compart-
ments in each car, until on the newest roads, the
length of car fully equals the American. Then
this system of rigid attachmgnt of cara produces
a steadinese of motion much to be preferred over
our jerking rattle traps. But, perhaps, the most
striking ehange is i the mode of taking water.
What thiok you of ruuning a train-of a dozen
cars two hundred miles or more in five hours
without a stop of any kind ? The thing is done
Bere! A sufficincy of coal for fuel is easily pro-
vided, of course, and only neccssitating the car-
riage of a few pounds extra weight. The water
is taken up once in soms twenty miles without
the slightest delay, by a simple contrivance,
cute enough to have originated in a Yankee
brain, if it did not. A trough, half a mile long,
one foot wide, and four inches deep, made of
cast iron, is placed between the rails, and filled
water. Asthe train passes over this trougb, one
end of a pipe reaching forward from the tender,
and the thing is done! My description may not
convey the idea to 4 non-mechanical mind, but
those who have bailed out leaky boats with a
scoop, as often as you have done, will under-
dersand this'method of * ecooping’ water for the
locomative. With us the same plan would an-
swer for taking up small anthracite coal as well
as water, I do not doubt, eo that we might run
trains across the continent without a stop, if that
were desirable.’

The Blarney Stone.
About four miles northwest of the city of
Cork, in Ireland, is the small village of Blarney,
celebrated for the beauty of its environs, and
still more for the remains of an ancient castle, in
which is a wondrous stone, thought to possess
the power of imparting to any who kisses it a
fluent, persuasive and not over-honest tongue.
The exact position of the stone in the ruins is a
matter of dispute. Some say that it is lying
loose on the ground; others allege that it is at
the summit of the large square tower which was
originally the donjon or keep of the castle;

inserted in the wall at such a height that he who
would kiss it must consent to be suspended by
his beels from the top. W hen or how it first got
its singular reputation is not known ; but the su-
perstition concerning itis firmly fixed in the minds
of the Irish peasantry, hundreds of whom resort
to the castle every year for the purpose of kiss-
ing a stone endued with a property so marvel-
lous.

“The Pulpit Analyst is designed to form a
medium of intercourse between preachers and
thinkers of all denominations. It aims not only
to give a fair represenu(ion of contemporary
English preaching, but to stimulate young
preachers to yet higher efficiency in the minis-
try, by bringing together the most diversified
methods of preaching, as supplieg by represen-
tatives of all sections of the Church.” The work
is by no means a mere repertory of skeletons.
It abounds in rich thought, highly suggestive to
the Gospel preacher, but containing much also
that will be found invaluable by other students
of the word of God. Desirous of gleaning from

Some people appear to be utterly destitute of
foresight They cannot see the very next gate
that is to be opened.. They have nograsp of the
day ; the week ; the month. They enjoy break-
fast, and trust for dinner. They get the vicious
notion that other people should work for them ;
and that somehow, things will turn out all right.
Now all wise people anxiously study the doctrine
of inferences. Their lives are practically
logical.
The faculty of foresight, rightly developed,
gives to man peculiar elevation, and invests
him with commanding influence. He who sees
farthest will rule best.
There is a light-headed tkeology which says :
— Let to-morrow mind its own business; God
will make all right.” That is not faith, it is pre-
sumption ; it is not philosophy, it is nonsense
it is not repose, it is the laziest indolence.
The wise exercise of foresight makes life
pleasant. The man who canrot see through
two moments is always in a hurry; is never
calm ; is always jostled and pushed by an invis-
ible crowd ; he sees a spectre where he might
bail a friend.
This' foresight makes life pleasant by ecop~
omizing time. Time ifgolden. Moments can-
not be weighed by cazg¥s.”

She puts off every
engagement, and discounts all her purposes at a
ruinous per centage. So also with the man of
no system. He frets himself to death, and
perishes not alone. Procrastination binds him
hand and foot. He keeps books, but they are
all waste-books. He has ledgers, but they are
blank. He is always going to do something,
but never does it. He moves, scconds, and
carries resolutions every day ; that is he moves
them off to one side, and carries them into
oblivion! The men of the Church who do the
least are generally men of leisure. They have
only time to cross their lazy legs before a plea-
sant fire and criticize other people. They sleep
long, that they may have vigour to grumble
long.

The
penurious man turns summer into winter, and
it he had the wealth of Golconda ke would be
as poor as the barren rock. ¢ The liberal soul
shall be made fat. There is that scattereth and
yet increaseth ; there is that withholdeth more
than is meet, and it tendeth to poverty.” Aye!
Covetousness, as well as neglect, tends to pov-
erty. Strike the golden mean. Be prudent,
yet be generous; be zealous for thine own
interests, and then love thy neighbor as thyself.

Are we then fully at one upon this subject of
fomiﬁht 2 Do we agree as to its desirableness,
its -value, its expediency ?

social intercourse, and may it not be said to
study and to active duties P”

Copying the above, a secular paper adds : —

Housing Cattle.

MR. EDIToR.—Being snxious to gain all in-
formation possible in the farming way, I visited
the premises of P. E. Payson, Esq, to see for
myself his plan of housing neat cattle.

Mrs. Payson has a large barn of 121 feet in
length, with an L of 36 feet. In the cemtre part
of his barn is a place sufficient to accommodate
his whole stock of horned cattle without being
fastened by the heads as in the common way.
His cattle have an opportunity to walk about,
lick and rub themselves as they please. Good
racks are provided for their feed, & large door
hanging on rollers, and opening to the south, is
closed in cold and stormy weather, and opened
when warm and pleaeant. This plece is always
comfortable for cattle. 2

The refuse hay and straw is made use of for
bedding by being scattered about in the apart-
ment. When the door is closed the frost sel-
dom makes its appearance where the cattle are,
even in the coldest of weather ; in fact a man
could of a cold night sleep comfortably there.—
Having visited a number of barns this winter.
I bave seen no cattle looking so well, and in as
good condition as Mr. Payson’s. His stock are
perfectly clean.

Mr. Payeon informs me that he has kept his
stock in this way for the last 17 years, that he
would not go back to the old plan of fastening
them up by the heads, if any person would give
him yearly four dollars a head tor all the horned
cattle be keeps ; he also states that the manure
is worth thirty per cent more than that made i
the ordinary way in stables, and thrown out in
beaps exposed to the weather. From what 1
have seen, I feel perfectly satisfied his statements
are correct. Another great advantage is, the
liquid manure is all eaved. Mr. Payson’s plan
has been adoped by othere, who are delighted
with it

Mr. Payson’s arrangements for keeping his
sheep, calves, horses, ard coits, as weil as hogs,
&c. are excellent ; as also about his house and.
other buildings.

A HoRSE, remsrks the Rural World, will get
tired of standing and treading on a hard floor.
so will a cow, a sheep, a mau. A soft bed feels
easy—gives rest. And yet we neglect the bed-
diog of our stables to a great extent. - Injured
limbs and other ailments, especially of the hoef,
are the result often of a neglect here, as has
been clearly enough shown,and as any man can
clearly enough see if he gives the subject a mo-
ment’s consideration. Bed with straw, which is
plenty, or saw dust, or tan bark or shavings.
The dryer these materiald'are the better. Every
day remove the moistened bedding, and replace
with new. Such a floor, well bedded, adds
greatly to the warmth of a stable and thus be-
comes a fodder saver. The small holes and cre-
vices in a floor with a good bedding upon them
will let little or no cold through, and will drsin
the stable. Rather have a ground floor than
hard naked piank.

POULTRY probably pays more for the money
invested in it than any other branch of the farm
stock. Treat the poultry fairly, and the poultry
will treat you to flesh snd eggs accordingly.
They need an airy, dry, sunny place, where they
are protected from wind and dampness, and can
bask in the winter sunshine, whenever in con-
descends to come into their windows. They
like variety as well as sheep.  Boiled potatoes,
mashed with corn and cob-meal, dry corn, oats
barley and butcher’s scrape are all excellent.
Corn and cob meal is better than clear meal, as
they are apt to get too fat on the latter,

How 710 PURIFY RANCID LARD.—W&é had
some 40 pounds of rancid lard, which was va'ue-
lees as it was. Knowing the anticiptic quality
of the chloride of soda, I procured three ounces
which was poured into a pailfal of soft water,
and when hot the lard added.  After boiling it
thoroughly together for an hour or two it. was
set aside to cool. The lard was then taken off
when nearly cold, and was subsequently boiled
up. The colour was restored to an alabaster
white, and the lard was as sweet as a rose.—
Germantown Telegraph.

C. G. CorTING, Richmond, IiL, writes to the
New York Farmers’ Club that he has for the
last three years salted his pork hams in the same
pickle with his beef, and instead of hurting
them, the beef actually improves the flavour of
the ham. Some four years ago he thought he
would try a single ham with his beef, and found
it s0 much better than the ones pickled by them-
selves, that he has always pickled them with his
beef since.

STABLES and cellars need good ventilation.—
It is better to let in the cold air in blasts than
to coafine the air in the stables so that the ani-
mals breathe it over and over again, loaded
with the exhalations of their skins and lungs,
and the vapors which rise from their manure,
both solid and liquid. The health of the stock
requires fresh air; economy of feeling is a
