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Manitoba Business Men Up in Arms Against New Act
,v- Outside Corporations Doing Business in Winnipeg Withdrawing From the Field on Ac­

count of License to be Enforced on November 1st—Board of Trade, Grain Exchange,
Manufacturer's Association and Brokers’ Association Vigorously Opposing Act as it 
Now Stands—Effort Being Made to Have it Amended.

Winnipeg, Sept. 7—A enntagimis form 
ni’ indignation is spreading rapidly in 
tlit- province of Manitoba on tlit* event 
of it becoming known that on November 
1st. an act licensing all extra-provincial 
corporations ones into effect. Those wllo 
represent outside firms in this city and 
throughout the province are tin1 ones who 
are chiefly concerned, and since the act 
referred to was assented to on March 10 
last, and only a comparatively short lime 
remains to offer any resistance, it cannot 
lie wondered that the fee'ing against it 
is keen. To a casual observer the intro­
duction of this act would be a direct 
blow to the resident agent or broker do­
ing business for an extra-provincial firm. 
1'|hiii impiirv. however, it is learned that 
the sole purpose i- to increase the reve­
nue of the province. The purpos • i- 
fpiitc legitimate should it la- executed in 
such a way as not to be detrimental to 
other interests. No eiti/en of this prov­
ince is going to complain about the gov­
ernment endeavoring to eol'ect revenue, 
provided it is justly exacted, since in­
creased revenue means g-m-ral material 
progre-s. Tin- act a- it is outlined, how­
ever. may ami will undoubtedly increase 
the revenue, but that which the province 
will gain thereby, it will lose perhaps 
t enfold.

It i' impossible to definitely ascertain 
what tin- direct effect will be should it be 
enforced in its present reading. But 
anyone, who is in any degree familiar 
with the business situation in this prov­
ince. must surely know that tlm-» who 
w ill lie effected most, are men whose com­
mercial interests in Ibis province are 
widespread, and further that they are 
the men who form the major part of the 
industrial and commercial life of the 
province. If there is any province that 
contains and maintains by means of its 
peculiar commercial situation, resident 
brokers a fid commission representatives 
whose principals are incorjioratcd in 
perhaps every country in the world, it is 
the province of Manitoba. And for any 
government to pass such an act as the

Extra-Provincial Corporations Act" in 
this province is to strike a death blow at 
the heart of the commercial life upon 
which the existence of this province 
most largely depends.

Chief Terms of the Act.
It has been stated that this act. which 

by the way was introduced by Provincial 
Secretary. Hon. J. H. Howden, is a copy 
of the act which is in force in the other 
provinces, and why should Manitoba be 
immune from such an enactment t In 
the first place every business man in this

province and everyone who lias business 
interests here land this ineludes many 
from Ontario) should lie interested in 
knowing whether the aef is an exaet copy 
of the similar enactment in Ontario. Tin- 
writer is not faniilar with the-Itularin 
enaelment but it is learned from several 
sources that the Manitoba act is much 
more drastic and far-reaching. The fol­
lowing is the pith of the eiiaetinent al­
though only the first eight articles are 
mentioned out of a total of twcnly- 
seven :

1. In this net the expression 
"ext in-provincial eor| Miration " 
means a eorpnratiim ereated 
otherwise than by or under the 
authority of an act of the 
legislature of Manitoba.

2. Extra-provincial corpora­
tions of the classes mentioned 
in this section are not required 
to take out a license under this 
act. viz.:

Class 1. Corporations which 
have In-fore the commencement 
of this act. received from the 
government of Manitoba a li- 
eense to carry on business in

Class II. Corporations now or 
hereafter licensed or registered 
under the provisions of “The 
Manitoba Insurance Act:”

Class l\r. Corporations not 
having gain for any of their ob­
jects.

Unfairness is Charged.
I'ruin the above it will he seen that all 

extra-provincial corporation' not already 
chartered to do business in this province 
will be compelled to pay a license, which 
will lie levied according to its capital 
stock, or discontinue its business with 
the resident agent or broker under a 
penally which i' specified later in the 
act a fine of fifty dollars a day. 
Whether this i- the act in force in ttn- 
tario or not, for Manitoba at any rale, 
il i' manifestlx unjust and unfair.

The resident representatives are al- 
ready paying their business tax which in 
itself should he sufficient to enable them 
to carry on their business irrespective of 
the firms they represent. And for a fur­
ther tax In lie levied upun the linns oiit- 
sidv looks like a double tax. And again, 
i' excrx firm which i' repri s,.nted here 
h\ a broker going to -iilnnii according 
tn the formalities of the act a copy of 
it' liuiincia1 statement annually which 
max it may not become public prop Tty.’ 
And thi' i' only one of the many ridicu­
lous rei|itest'. What will he the result ? 
< 'orporalinns hitherto represented by a 
commission merchant will either with­
draw altogether or have themselves 
n presented hy travelers, fan the prov­
ince afford to have any one corporation 
leave the field ? The answer is emphati­
cally NO. from wholesalers and retailers 
alike, and apparently from every sane 
business man who believes in competition
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ami in having as many manufactured 
articles as possible in the trade in this 
province.

it may be argued that there is no dan­
ger of any corporation leaving the field 
.because it will be licensed and compelled 
in submit its financial statement. Rut it 
i- -inteil in the act that a corporation 
with the small capital stock of £500.000 
will be licensed *200 annually, and a 
license imposed upon the many com­
panies which are capitalized high into 
tin million' will be considerable.

Withdrawing From the Field.
One Winnipeg broker who lias become 

prominent in tile business life of this 
province, lias been recently notified by 
three large corporations, whom he Ini' 
been serving for years, that after Nov­
ember 1. 1009. they proposed to with­
draw uliiigether from Manitoba. A 
prominent corporation in London. Htig- 
liiiul. capitalized at *18.000.0110 which is 
being represented here by a eoninii'sion 
agent, emphatically states that by no 
mteaus will it comply with this act ;i' 
assented to by the government of Mani- 
iiiba. It is i.hvioiis that the loss to this 
country and to this province will In- 
great. There may be other corporations 
who could not afford,' owing to the vol­
ume of their business and their limited 
capitalization, to leave the field. Their 
first step would be to introduce travelers 
and dispense at mice with their commis­
sion agent. This is a particularly ridicu­
lous feature of tin* act.

Altogether the act is quite contrary 
in the best interest' of the country. A 
prominent whulv'iile hardware merchant 
in Winnipeg who has done more to de­
velop Manitoba and Western Canada 
than perhaps any other merchant in the 
country said that the act showed signs of 
manifest stupidity on the part of its 
promotois. its ii would jeopardize the 
commercial status which we have strug­
gled to Imild up ami maintain.

If it I- proven that the act is identical 
with that of Ontario, it is surely mani- 
ft st that there js enough difference in the 
two provinces to warrant a change in 
legis'ation. Winnipeg, the capital city 
of the province, is the gateway to the 
whole xvest. and through this city must 
einie the major portion of the merchan­
dize in use in the Dominion. This vast 
country xvith its rapidly growing popu­
lation must receive its supplies from 
eastern famnia, and in over-sea domin­
ions as well as from foreign countries, 
and be cause of this Winnipeg by its very 
nature mnsl be a city of commission and 
brokerage houses. And therefore, if it is 
necessary, should not Manitoba receive 
legislation such as xvill meet the condi­
tion' of this province?

At tin1 present time the Manitoba 
Hoard of Trade, the Manufacturers’ 
Association, ami the drain Exchange are 
working in harmony with the Brokers’ 
Association, in the preparation of a 
concrete statement which will show the 
peculiar injustices of the act in the hope 
that»with the aid of the attorney-general, 
the date of the enforcement might be

CREAM EXPORTATION.
Considerable quantities of créant arc 

now being exported from the eastern 
provinces to the Cnitcil States, where 
it is being turned into butter at a sav­
ing of le per pound duty.

The duty on exported butter is Ur per 
lb., and on rream is only fie per gal­
lon. Thus, by exporting the cream and 
making the butter in the States, the 
duty on the butter is reduced to -r per 
lb. In increasing numbers, dairymen 
and local commission men near the hol ­
der are finding this out, and using it to 
obtain United States prices for their 
butter.

Of course, if carried out to any large 
extent it will have an appreciable effect 
on the price of huticr in the eastern 
provinces. It would, however have at 
the same time the effect of raising th' 
home prices so that there would be less 
object in such exportation.

Peaches 
bring from 30c to 50e a box and plums 
70c to 75c. Little butter is being offered 
this summer, farmers preferring to turn 
Iiieir butter over to the stores, or to sell 
I tieir milk to the creamery. Eggs are 
also scarce, selling from 2Or to 22c.

James Murphy, who has for many 
years past conducted a grocery at Mit­
chell’s Bay, passed away last Thursday. 
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Canned peas are so scarce that de­
liveries are only about one-half the 
amount that the wholesale trade had 
contracted for.

Table codfish axe also high and scarce ; 
No. 1 shore table cod being worth $5.50 
per qtl.

The new season’s teas are just land­
ing and dealers say they are much 
pleased with the “cup” quality of the 
goods.

Among the weekly changes are the 
following:

Lard, pure, higher at 10c lb.; barley, 
bags, higher at $2.65; pork, clear backs, 
higher, at $28; bacon, rolls, higher, at 
15c lb. ; onions, Valencias, lower at 2*/g<: ; 
rolled oats, lower at $5.65.

The fall prospects for business in this 
province, taking all things into con­
sideration, looks favorable.

Trade is rapidly adjusting itself to 
the changed conditions. The farmers are 
getting good prices for their products, 
the fruit and vegetable crops are satis­
factory. and generally speaking, there 
is a good catch of fish, which will prob­
ably bring good prices. While collec­
tions have not attained to the old stand­
ard. yet there is a much better tone 
evident.

The retail 'grocers deserve a good deal 
of credit for the fact that very little 
Alliterated honey i- on the market to­

day Through their agitation for pure 
foods, strict laws were enacted which 
now makes it dangerous for any one to 
adulterate honey.

Honey is an article of food, the value 
of which is, in general., not understood. 
Not only is very little known of honey 
hut le— i- understood of the science of 
I ice-keeping, and tlii- wonderful busy bee. 
a- well a- the rare and attention required 
from the liee-keepcr.

There are from lift.unit to 7'i.lMHt bees 
in one hive, under complete and perfect 
government of mie ipircli. These gather, 
oxer and above what they need for their 
own sustenance, from till to l.SI lbs. of 
honey in a season. There is-. like in 
many other things, a great ilea! of un­
certainly and anxiety connected with the 
production of honey. It' the weather 
conditions are tot laxorahlc. the whole 
-easim may In- required to gather enough 
for their own -apport, and leave nothing 
to spare for the trouble and time of the 
lie -keeper.

Clover Honey Predominates.
I lie hulk of the marketable honey is 

gathered from I lie nectar of white clover, 
although honey i- gathered from the 
Ido—oins ot fruit I tees, berries. Inn—wood, 
dandelions, tlii-tb-, buckwheat and 
many other flowers, all (.f which have 
flavors of their own. In order to gel 
mire while clox'er or ha—xxoiMl louiex 
which are the two most desirable flavors,

the I lee-keeper lia- to watch hi> ll.es 
IToin day to day to see that the honey 
does not get mixed.

The time tin- hé.— can work on white 
chnvr runs front In days to d weeks. 
This year the time only lasted about 111 
day-, during which they could work to 
advantage.

If it rain- they cannot work, and 
' r. i g winds also interfere xxilli them. 

If llmre i- mueli rain, it not only inter­
file- with tin ir w irk lint the nectar i- 
much thinner and requires more hulk to 
make the same amount of honey. This 
rcquiri - not only iiuq-e loads to carry 
to tie- hive, lull it requires inure lime 

• ■ i ! ibor to evaporate the water and 
bring the honey to its proper consistency.

I nder thorough obedience to the queen 
who rfilcs on absolutely true principles, 
no cap i- allowed to be closed itnli! the 
honey i- perfect.

I try. hot weather also is unfavorable 
to the In-c-keepcr. The nectar which 
rises into the flower dries and gels hard 
and if drouth continues over a certain 
time destroys the nectar and the season 
ends.

Colonies Created Regularly.
I tees are constantly changing and a 

ticxx generation follows about every (i 
weeks. During good working weather 
they are -aid to kill themselves working, 
actually wearing out their wings. They 
go as far as three miles to gather honey. 
This means that they have to travel in 
many eases ti miles to bring home a small 
drop of honey the size of a grain of 
wheat.

There arc other thing- many people 
do not understand about honey. Very 
few know how to eat it when they get 
it. lloncy is a very rich food, equal in 
food value to three limes it- weight in
meat, and therefore nillsl I....... .. in
small quantities at a time.

Comb Versus Extracted Honey.
A g.....I many people also cannot umlcr-

stand xxliy comb honey i- -o much dearer 
than extracted louiex. ami are apt to 
think that extracted honey cannot be 
pure. The fact i- that bees van gather 
a- high a- L’t> lbs. of lioliev in the same 
time that it takes them to get 1 lb. of 
xxa\ 'ir •■onib. and in order to make the 
hi-t Use o| the bees, the bee-keeper takes 
the tilled combs from the hives, and 
I It rough a rapidly revolving machine 
throw- out the liquid honey and In* then 
place- the empty minlis back again for 
tile bees to (ill.

I ’tire honey xxi'l naturally harden and 
h come -olid iii a few monllis* time. This 
can either be liqtiilicd by warming, or it 
may be eaten, a- ! think it should he, in 
tin- candied form. In its solid condition 
it retains all the original flavors whereas 
In melting, if not very earefullv done.

DROUGHT AFFECTS FRUITS. 
Government Correspondents Deal With 

the Crops in Canada.
Apple prospects, according to inform­

ât inn received by the Fruit Division of 
the Dominion Government, declined dur­
ing August. The drought, which conti­
nued throughout the greater part of the 
month, caused a fairly heavy shrinkage 
in th. crop, though winter varieties par­
ticularly have been much benelitcd by 
tite recent rains. The sample generally 
is undersized but a favorable fall may 
bring a large percentage of the crop up 

o the average at maturity. A notice­
able feature in this year's apple crop has 
tiii'ii the many clusters or bunches of 
small •ntiliby apples that have bung to 
the trees. This condition is apparently 
ijiiite general both in Ontario and Nova 
Scotia, though large quantities i f the 
inferior tin it have (alien. The dry Mim­

ic.er. tIn- depredation of insects, and in 
particular ' the work of the Aphis, in 
sombiiiation with heavy •sitting' of fruit 
is responsible in a large measure for an 
uniiMial quantity of undersized and mis- 
formed fruit.

’1 he report in referring to pears says 
that there is very little change in the 
pear o ill look. A light to medium imp 
on 1 v «ill be harvested in Ontario. Pear 
blight is not quite as prevalent as last 
y ear

Situation in Plums.
The plum outlook in southern Ontario 

is fair to good, although the drop lias 
been very heavy, especially among the 
Bradshaws and Gucii. Considerable 
damage has also lu-en done by hail in 
the Niagara district. The rains of the 
latter part of the month have been of 
great benelit to the crop, which will be 
at least a good medium, with the ex­
cept ion of Japan varieties. Correspond­
ents report Japan plums light to me­
dium : European plums n good medium 
and American plums medium to full 
crop. Hed June. Burbank. Abundance 
and Bradshaw are light to medium ; 
I.omhards and Golden Drop medium to 
full crop . Bein'! Claude and Grand Duke, 
medium. The crop in British Columbia 
is light.

Peaches generally are a good crop in

tlie Niagara district and in the Essex 
peninsula Hail did some injury in the 
neighborhood of Grimsby. The Tri­
umphs and Early Rivers and other large 
varieties are harvested and have been 
bringing good prices. Crawfords are re­
ported heavier than usual in the Grims­
by district and Elbertas somewhat 
lighter. Early peaches are reported me­
dium and late peaches medium to full 
crop.

More Energy Needed Where Competition is Keen

Comparisons Among Various Towns and Cities Showing Aver­
age Population to Every Grocery Store—The More Fortunate 
Have an Average of About 500 —Methods Required for En­
forcement Where the Competition is Lively.

I lie iiiiiiihw nf grocery stores that can 
exist with profit in a town or city in 
comparison to the population is a prob­
lem which i- thought over a good deal by 
many merchants.

The quest ion i- one. of course. which 
present- various plias For instance, if 
a i-ily has a population of ."ill.Ollll and has 
loo grocery stores it due- not necessarily 
follow by any mentis that each grocer 
'ooks after the wants of TOO of the in­
habitants.

At the same time a city may have too 
many -toil- for the population. Every 
grocery, no matter what its -jz.e or the 
quality of service or goods it |mssesscs. 
attrae s a certain amount of custom. If 
every other store on the main street is a 
grocery store or if every corner in the 
outlying districts contains a couple of 
gri eerie- there are going to lie too many 
in that city.

If all these are oil an equal footing as 
regards appearance, service methods, etc., 
are concerned, none would have much of 
a chance to become successful in making 
money. Even if they are not on equal 
terms, every one has its own attract ions 
and few of the proprietors become 
iiiil'ioua res.

It i- clear that there can he ton many 
grocery stores in a business centre and it 
i- a fact that in some places there are 
too many in order that all or even the 
majority may secure enough trade to 
make their remaining in the business 
profitable.

Some Less Lucky Than Others.
A comparison among a few of the lead­

ing towns and cities in Ontario, demon­
strates the fact that grocers in some are 
more fortunate than those in others. 
Bradstreel "s trade guide in its latest is­
sue. is authority for the figures used be­
ll, w. Toronto with a population of some 
200,000 has IIOJ groceries, which on all 
average means about AIMI to every store. 
It may lie placed in the same class as

FROST AND THE BEAN CROP.

Damage Done in Some Places in Western 
Ontario—Beans Now Being Pulled.

Chatham. Sept. 7.—Light fn -: was re­
ported throughout this section oil the 
night of Sept. 1. In the immediate 
vicinity of Chatham and Blenheim, as 
well as in the Essex section, little dam­
age is reported.

In the vicinity of Highgate, in Oxford 
township, the frost is reported to have 
been more severe. Ice was formed in 
some places. In many cases the bean 
crop siilTered severely, and bean grower- 
will be heavy losers. Here and there 
weeds protected the crop, and compara­
tively little damage was done.

As Highgate is the centre of a large 
bean growing section, the effect of' the 
frost on the bean crop in general, if 
I lie lirsl serious reports prove correct, 
will be considerable. In other sections 
the frost does not seem to have hurt tin- 
beans.
