THE GOVERNMENT BANKING RESO 
LUTTONS.

The long controversy on the subject of thi 
terms on which the bank charters shall t* 
renewed will probably be terminated thii 
session, if the Ministry are strong enough t< 
carry the measure they have just brough 
down. There have been two well-definet 
sets of opinions on the subject, which hsvi 
been seething and bubbling in financial an< 
baiking circles for a long time back. Brief!; 
put, ghese opinions may be defined as fol 
lows : <11 every case, the main object sough' 
being to make the public secure in taking 
bank* notes, it was proposed in one case tha 
all circulating notes should be issued by th< 
government, and in another that they shook 
be issued by the banks, but only to snch si 
amount as the banks might lend to the gov 
eminent, which loan should be held as seen 
rity to the bill-holders. The objections to the 
first were, that if the government issued all 
the hank notes in the country, the tempta­
tion to extravagance would be irresistible, 
and the bills, like the kills of all governments 
now issuing them, would become irredeem­
able,, and fall to a discount ; besides which, 
to deprive the banks of the power to circu­
late would deprive them of the ]>owcr to 
accommodate the mercantile community to 
the extent of many millions of dollars. The 
objection to the second was, mainly, that by 
this measure, equally with the other, the 
power of the banks to accommodate the mer­
cantile business of the country would be 
curtailed to such sn extent that universal 
distress must ensue ; while, by fluctuation 
in the value of government securities, the 
security of the note would be endangered, 
and the soundness of its basis imjtaired.

These objections on being weighed by the 
mercantile community in every part of the 
country, and by many members of both 
houses of Parliament, were found to be so 
grave as to justify the inoet strenuous opposi­
tion to measures introduced first by Mr. 
Galt and then by Mr. Rose to give effect to 
them.

As a third and last alternative, a large 
Majority of the bankers of the Dominion 
proposed to amend and reform the existing 
system in such a way as would enable thé 
banks to accommodate the mercantile com­
munity to as grent_an extent as before, while 
at the same time safeguards were introduced 
which would prevent notes from becoming 
depreciated, and either note holders or de 
positon from suffering loss. The recommen­
dations made at various times to this effect 
have evidently formed the basis on which the 
present proposals of the government rest, 
and we now propose to give a brief summary 
of them, pointing out what is intended to

453

lie effected, and what will be their practical 
►pe rat ion. Before doing so, it will be well 
a note the amendments above referred to, - 
rhich arc briefly as follows:—

1st. To increase the qualification of Di- 
ector*, by compelling them to hold more

ilock.
2nd. To compel banks to accumulate a 

I [uarautec fund, to meet losses.
3rd. To make the stock holders liable to 

louble the amount of their stock, and to pro- 
nde means for enforcing the obligation.
, 4th. To amend the bank ri-turns in such a 

' ray as to shew whether the bank w as doing 
I. legitimate business or not. «-

5th. To prohibit banks with a small rap tai 
I roin obtaining charters.

All these have been embodied in the reeo- 
1 niions just submitted.

The qualification of Directors, by sqct. 12, 
i I fixed at not less than $5,000; but there is 
l he important proviso, that the whole Board 
i hall hold not leas tlian five per cent, of the 
' rh.de stock. The directors of a large bank 
' rill therefore be required to hold more stock 
f bail the directors of a small one, and the 
i c andalou* abuse will be prevented of Direo- 
\ ora having only a mere fraction of the stock 
i ou trolling the operations of a bank.

The second provision is inouï «orated in 
i set. 9, which enacts, that not more than 
' ight per cent, shall be divided, unless the 
vserved fund shall amount to at least 30 per 

i eut. of the capital. This will prevent these 
i «beurd divisions of profits which so much 
' tokened the Bank of Upper Canada and 
1 he Commercial Bank and the retention of 
' rhich might hare saved them from ruin.

The third will be found in sections 4 A 5,
' rhich provide, that after six months from the
< silure of a bank, the directors shall make 
i alls on the stockholders, which calls, if ne-
< essary, may be to an amount equal to the 
' «hole amount subscribed, and to prevent im- 
j roper transfers being made, in anticipation 
i 4 insolvency, it is provided—that all persons 
I ound on the register of the stockholders,
rithin three mouths of the failure, shall be 
iable to such calls. Had these provisions 
isen in force w hen the Bank oPUppee Cana- 

i la failed, its debts would hare been paid in 
: till long ago, and its notes would never have 
alien to* discount of more than 10 per rent, 

i * the very most. This single provision, in 
act, will render every creditor uf a chartered 
tank secure, unless there is an amount of 
rand as to the stock list, which is almost 
nconcyivable. To enable creditors of banks 
o see who are liable as stock holders, it is 
■rovided, that a list of them shall be laid 
«efore Parliament every year. This section 

: night go further, and provide* that a carri­
ed list of the stockholders of every beak 

i hould be hung up in s conspicuous pises in
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every one of ite offices, whether principal or 
euborditiate, and renewed every half-year. 
A provision like this, we believe, obtains in 
England.

The fourth recommendation is very fully 
met. A form of return is appended, which 
is vastly more searching and comprehensive 
than any which has existed previously. The 

B; banks under this form will have to show what 
amount they have on deposit from the Govern 
ment, as distinct from individuals, and what 
amount is due to their foreign agents, as dis­
tinct from other hanks. Had such a form 

■ been in operation in the days of the Bank of 
■ , Upper Canada, it would have restrained them 

from getting so deeply into debt in England, 
and been compelled to lend its money more 
discreetly. It is, however, in the amend­
ments in the statement of assets, that the 
greatest improvement is apparent. Under 
this head, the banks will lie required to show 
wbst amounts are lent to the, Government, if

fany, what to railway companies, what to other 
corporations, what to directors,, and what to 
the general public ; also, what debts are cur­
rent and what overdue, as well as to distin­
guish between bank premises and other real 
estate.

If these provisions are carried, and we 
sincerely hope they will, it is certjyn that a 

» strung and effectual restraint win be put 
upon many of those transactions by which 
losses have been made, or funds locked up, 
in the ]>astr and which have been the occa­
sion of the stopping of every bank which has 
either failed or suspended amongst us. We 
make bold to say that had such a system of 
returns been in ojieration during the last 
fifteen years, neither the Bank of Upper 
Canada nor the Commercial would have 
closed their doors ; and that in future there 
will be far less likelihood than ever before of 
banking institutions amongst us being en­
tangled in illegitimate transactions!

Another improvement under this head i* 
that banks having branches in various Pro­
vinces of the Dominion will be required to 
state what business they are doing in each. 
This will afford very useful information. The 

" manner in which returns are to lie made is 
very strictly defined, and stringent penalties 
are imposed for making such as are known 
to be false.

1 The recommendation as tp capital is met 
in sections 1 and S, which provide-’ that no 
new bank shall be chartered with less than 
one million dollars, the whole of which shall 
be subscribed, and at least twenty pei "cent, 
paid up before the bank shall commence 
business ; and the Finance Minister is to lie 
satisfied, in any way tliat may seem l»cst to 
him, that this provision has been strictly 
complied with.

Thus every recommendation matte by a 
majority pf the Bankers of the Dominion is 
embodied in the resolutions, but there are 
provision# in addition as to which there has 
been, an«J is now, considerable difference of 
opinion. Of this character is Sect. 3, which 
limits tlif circulation of banks to their paid- 
up capita. A perfectly needless restriction, 
ms it see lis to us. After such safeguards as 
have beep mentioned, and one which may be 
productive of great inconvenience in Ontario 
at a time when a heavy crop requires to be 
moved st good prices." All experience showi 
that circulation does and will regulate itself 
when there is the obligation to redeem in 
specie, apd that'it U not in this direction that 
danger lies, but in the loans and discounts 
The samr clause prohibits the issue of a note 
below fofir dollars, a provision of s very 
doubtful ; character, as it is our fixed don- 
viction that the circulation of Dominion 
notes ought to be abolished altogether. Of 
the sameicharayter is Sect. 7, which provides 
that a Hank’s liability shall never exceed 
three times its capital, plus its sjiecie and 
Dominioè notes ; a clause which .is taken 
from the old charters and made nuT-e obs­
tructive than before. The effect will be to 
prevent * large accumulation of deposits in 
any one ^$ank, which is really a very need­
less piece of interference" with their opera­
tions, ami the effect of which will be to de­
prive a bank of any stimulus to good man­
agement, For what is it that attracts de­
posits bi|t reputation for safety 1 And how 
does a Hank attain a reputation for safety 
but by gfiod management I The best man­
aged Bask will therefore, other things being 
equal, hire the most deposits ; but if it is 
restricted by an arbitrary rule from taking, 
or rath* from using more than a certain 
quantity, this inducement to manage well 
will be Ipst. The clause is objectionable on 
another iground, viz : that the ratio fixed 
rests uppn no principle. No reasSn can be 
gfven »iy it should he three times the cap­
ital, rather than twice or four times, or any 
other I o'‘portion. We believe the clause 
was oripnally copied from some Aine- 

•an charters, and originated with 
certain theorists in New York, who had some 
fanciful notions on the subject: consider, 
ing how!very low the deposits of banks in 
Canada jare, compared w ith those of Austra­
lia slid Britain, it does seem absurd to re­
strict tlipm, and we shall be glad tv see the 
clause swept away in comiqjttee.

The dther provisions of the resolutions are 
mostly pf a formal and technical character, 
or are mere repetitions of clauses already ex­
isting ifi bank charters. There are three, 
howevef, which deserve special notice. Sec­
tion 15 makes it a misdemeanor for an v offi­

cer of a hank to give an unfair preference to 
any creditor of a bank in the way of security, 
or by changing the nature of his claim. This 
might meet some rare case, but does not 
strike us as very practical.

Section 19 is a very imjiortaiit one. It 
enacts that banks shall always hold fifty per 
cent, of their cash reserves, in Up minion 
notes. If Dominion notes are to be retained, 
we do not know that this provision will be 
very injurious, except by weakening the 
specie basis on which bank liabilities rest. 
But we are firmly convinced that it is not 
for the interest of the country to retain Do­
minion notes at all. They will necessitate 
machinery for redemption, which may be 
either so cumbrous and complicated as to be 
per}«dually in danger of getting out of order, 
or stopping altogether, or it may be managed 
through a banking institution in such a way 
as to give that liank great pow er contrary to 
the public good. In any case cimsiderable 
exiiense must be incurred, and putting all 
things together, including the amount of 
specie required to be held for redemption of 
notes, w e believe that the country would loee 
little or nothing by negociating debentures 
in the ojien market, and redeeming the 
notes altogether. There would thus lie 
removed a standing source of danger and 
disquiet both to the Government, the pub­
lic, and the banks, and all danger of depre­
ciation in the currency would be obviated. 
We should be glad if the resolutions of the 
Finance Minister" can be so amended in pass­
ing through Parliament, and we are sure a 
large majority would sustain this policy.

The last provision we shall notice is that 
in section 18, which is to the effect that a 
bank shall always receive its own notes in 
1 sty ment at any of its offices, at par, but 
shall not be bound to redeem them in specie 
except at the place* qf payment. . This is a 
very useful provision, and will prevent any 
ambitious manager from laying ' a trap to 
catch his neighbour at a weak point. It 
Would be still more useful if the banks were 
bound to take all bank notes on deposit, so 
long as they are redeemed daily, in specie. 
This w ould prevent any bank from maliciously 
injuring its neighbour and doing immense 
damage to the country by throwing out its 
■owe. - I . . |- '

Such is the substance of the resolutions mi 
banking.

There are two other sets of resolutions, 
the one referring, to Dominion notes, the 
other to the currency of Nova Scotia ; but 
we have no time to notiee them further than 
to say the best way of dealing with Dominion 
notes will be to abolish them altogether, and 
as to the currency of Nova Scotia, the leaser 
interest must give way to the greater, and 
its currency should be assimilated to that of 
the rest of the Dominion.

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COMPOSITION WITH CREDITORS.

In the cnee of Fallen ex part* William», 
before the Chief Judge in Bankruptcy, in 
England, it has been decided that a compo­
sition deed ie not binding where it secures 
the creditors a less dividend than could have 
been paid ; that one net of creditors can 
have no moi* right to release a debtor from 
a penny in the pound on their fellow credi­
tors’ debts, than they have to release him 
from the whole twenty shillings. In the 
case referred to, application was made for 
the cancellation of a deed of composition 
executed by the bankrupt, the ground of 
complaint being that the bankrupt could pay 
seven shillings in the pound, and only offered 
to pay one shilling, and that this was unjust 
so as to make the deed invalid. The Judge 
expressed the opinion that generosity could 
not be practised at other people’s expense. 
The law he said, enabling a majority of 
creditors to accept a creditors composition 
in spite of a dissentient minority, assumed as 
an essential condition to the validity of such 
arrangement, that it should be in all respects 
just, and shall not have any taint “o< fraud, 
whether it consists in concealment, misrep­
resentation, inequality, or injustice. " This 
ruling is in accordance with common sense, 
and would doubtless be followed by our 
courts in case they were called on to decide 
a similar question under our Bankruptcy 
Act. Abuses in connection with composition 
deeds are. not unknown among us, but for 
the future, with this decision to guide, 
minorities will not be so harshly dealt with 
as in many cases they have been.

DECLINE OF THE GOLD PREMIUM.

Gold is down to 115. To very many this 
fall in the market was as unexpected and 
unaccountable as the sudden rise of the pre­
mium after the passage of the Legal Tender 
Act in 1862. A notion seems to prevail that 
there is some fixed point at wliich the pre­
mium should remain. This view is expressed 
by the Financial Chronicle in these terms :—- 
“ It is conceded that there is a normal pre- 
“ miuAi for gold over greenbacks, if we could 
“only discover it, and that this normal or 
“absolute price is the point to which the 
“ niarket price of gold will always tend.” 
To ! this nonsense the Chronicle does not 
giv* its full endoreation. If there be an 
“ absolute ” price, it is one that changea 
with every day. It is Subject to a thousand 
influences, such as the increase or decrease 
of exports and imports, of the revenue from 
duties or internal taxation, the public ex­
penditure, the productiveness of the soil, 
the mines or the forest. The credit of the 
government ie influenced' bom ell these

r

souroee, and that credit is the basis of the 
currency. Whatever tends to strengthen 
jmblic credit, or, what is the same thing, the 
public confidence in the ability and willing­
ness of the government to redeem all its 
promises, acts directly on the gold premium.

It cannot lie doubted that there has hith­
erto been, especially in Europe, a fear, 
whether well or ill-founded, that repudiation 
in some shape might be reported to. This 
influence has tended strongly to depress the 
price of all American Government and State 
obligations. Recent action in Congress has 
done much to dispel any doubt arising under 
this head. Resolutions have been adopted 
in the Senate affirming die principle that the 
present irredeemable currency should not l»e 
increased ; and the funding measures intro­
duced hare been favorably received. The 
decision of Clief Justice Chase is also cakcu 
lated to render any increase of the currency 
unlikely. These considerations have much 
to do with the significant fact recorded in the 
first line of thin article.

We gather from various sources the con­
clusion that the shrewdest mercantile men 
have become impressed with the belief that 
resumption isj not far in the distance. The 
journal above quoted says in reviewing the 
trade of the Week:—“The general tendency 
“ of the market is to lower figures, owing in 
“ a great measure to the belief which prevails 
“ very generally, that the settling of gold is 
“ n<4 owing to any unusual or temjKirary 
“ causes, but that it will continue, and that 
“ vahies must follow.” We have the same 
authority for saying that there is a manifest 
disposition among certain leading firms to 
effect large credit sales of leading staples at 
and below market rates, csj «dally dry goods, 
on which the term of credit is six months, 
in the confidence that the appreciation of 
legal tenders before pay-day comes will give 
a handsome profit. Whether this general 
anticipation i$ baaed on a sound view of the 
situation or not, the very fact of ita existence 
will tend strcgigly towards its realisation.

Black magnetic iron sands are found distributed 
in greater or leas abundam-e, iu numerous locali­
ties along the seaboard ot Connecticut and Rhode 
Island, and it ie said upon some of the adpwent 
islands. The utilization of these abundant and 
wide-spread deposits of an ore which is free from 
phosphorus and sulphur, and may be obtained in 
rgreat degree of purity by the magnet, is » pro­
blem well worthy the attention of metallurgists, 
and is already attracting i-onsiderable attention.
