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““ Gentlemen of the Council,
““ And Gentlemen of the Houfe of Affembly,

- '{"H E arrival of Lord Dorcheffer, at Quebec, with his

N Majefty’s Commifiions of Commander in Chief of the
Briti® forces in the North-American colonies, and Governor
of each province, having taken place fince your recefs. It is
with the greaieft fatisfaction I inform you of arrangements
which cannot fail to give every encouragement to this rifing
feitlement, The more intimate our union becomes with
our fifter colonies, and the more clofely our interefts cre con-
nected, the ftronger fhall we eventually be to encounter any:
obitacles to our growth and profperity.

¢ As i am perfuaded you will cheerfully adopt every mea—
{fure which fhall be conducive to thefe ends, I muft cail
vour attention to the means necctfary for our defence, with-
out which we can fcarcely hope for permanent fecurity. The
firft ftep to be taken in this bufinefs is the eftablifiment of
a provincial militia, it being of the highelt importance that
the military experience of the inhabitants thould vot be loft a-
midft their peaceful employments. We ought carefully to
fhun the danger of refting our fate on the quiet temper of
foreign ftates, nor fhould we ever rely on any but our ownarm
for immediate protection. A well regulated militia will
at ail times prove cur furcit fafeguard, and perhaps after what
we have experienced, no people would be more inexcufable:
fhould we be found in this refpet unprovided for emergen-
cies: and I am confident from the zeal you have fhewn to
forward the increafe and welfare of the province, you will
not delay to make ufe of refources within your power, for
fixing its frability.

« The unremitted attention of government to our interefls
and fitnation is alfo ftrongly manifefted by the arrival of
Commiffioness amongft us to examinc into the loffes and.fer-
vices of the loyalifts. It is now in the power of the Peti-
tioners to eftablifh their claims without leaving the province,
and numbers to whem the national bounty could not othes-
wife have been exiended, will in confequence of this mea-
fure, be enabled to carry on their improvements with double
ardor.
