long period in which the Revenue was either wasted or
srossly misap‘plied, I still think it my duty, in present-
ing the Bilis I hold in my hand, to state to your Ex-
celleney, that the Co]ony feels the same interest in
that matter which I then expressed to your Excel-
lency, and, we trust, that we may look forward to the
accomplishment of that important object at an early
