Albany, July 9.—A singular case of belief 
in the power of spiritual faith to cure physi­
cal ailments has cume to notice in Saratoga 
county.

As some workmen were boring for water on 

tb<* premises of Mr. Bell, on the town line, 
near James street, Forest village, at a late 
hour on Monday night, wheu at a distance of 
eighty feet, tho implement suddenly broke 
through tho crust and fell about two feet, 
where it was stopped and drawn out.

In 
morning the extraordinary apectaclo 
attracted large numbers of visitera, who looked 
on the rush of tho water with considerable 
astonishment. So great was its strength at 
this time that an opinion was expressed that 
there was power enough in tho well to drive 
all tlie machinery in town. Considerable 
chunks of stone thrown across the mouth 
danced about as if they wore feathers, while 
small stones which came up the funnel were 
tossed up twenty or twenty-five feet. The 
oxtruordiuary discharge continued all Tues 
day, so that the field of wheat across- 
the road, belonging to Mr. Powrie, was com­
pletely besprinkled with anything but a fresh 
shower. By Wednesday morning it had 
partially subsided, and it entirely stopped be­
fore night.

San Francisco Academy of Sciences to the 
members of the Bennett Exploring Expedi­
tion to the North Pole. Mr. Charles Wolcott 
Brooks discussed tho questions of the exist­
ence of an Arctic Continent, and the probabil- 

ng inhabited. If we carefully ex­
amine, savs Mr. Brooke, the almost universal 
features of all land known to 
prevailing form wherever w 
territorial area of magn 
an appendage trending southward. If we 
apply this rule, by turning the North Pole of 

globe toward us, may bear to an unknown 
Arctic Continent the same relation that South 
America does to North America, or Africa to 
Europe. Hence it is perfectly logical to in­
fer, by the great analogy of nature, that an 
Arctic Continent exists beneath the North 
Pole, extending three and a half to four 
degrees south from the northern axis of the 
earth. As previous Arctic expeditions have 
advanced to 83P 26’ north latitude—or with- 
iu 394 miles of the Pole—the distance thence 

uch a continent would not exceed about 
to 180 miles. This intervening space, 

however, is difficult to traverse, as it presents 
a very rough surface. If the sea during the 
height of a gale, when waves ran mounta 
high, were instantly frozen, it would present 
much the appearance here encountered. For 
ethnologists, the question is, Can an Arctic 
Continent be inhabited, should one exist ? 
This may be met by the well known fact, that 
the latitude of 78 ° is about the point of 
lowest mean temperature. The earth is 
about thirty-seven miles greater in diameter at 
the equator than from pole to pole, haring 
enlarged at one point and flattened at another 
because of its revolving motion. Now, it is 
well known that lower temperatures are en­
countered as we ascend high altitudes, and 
the depression at the poles may, by lessening 
the distance to the surface from the earth's 
centre, afforded a warmer temperature, which 
will enable the hardy Esquimaux, Ainos or 
some Hyperborean race, to exist upon an 
Arctic Continent.

church. As the funeral cortege passed 
every head in the vast concourse was 
uncovered, and subdued exclamations of 
sympathy and sorrow were heard on 
every hand. 'Minute guns were tired by 

battery of Royal Artillery during 
passage of the cortege, and as the b 
was borne into the church three 
of musketry were fired. The seats 
the church, with the exception of those 
reserved for the chief mourners, were al­
ready filled with the most destinguished 
members of the Bonaparte family from 
France and with a large number of the 
nobility and gentry of England.

treacherous bosom. No sensible man 
would say, Let us destroy our firearms 
now that the war is over, or throw down 
our walls now that the enemy has de­
parted. Let us not be careless, breth­
ren. There may he battles yet to tight 
equal to that of the Boyne. Let us then 
preserve the unity ot this army, keep 
our swords sharp and our powder dry. 
The very existence of this institution to­
day is in no small degree the safe guard 
of our liberties, and its perpetuation the 
pledge of our future peace.

The pithy speech of Rev. Bro. Norris 
was warmly applauded, and after some 
complimentary remarks by the chairman, 
Bro. Dr. Burgess, of Listowel, and Bro. 
Prenable, from Wellington, spoke for a 
ghort time.

L’ov. Bro. Cooper, who was then intro­
duced, after announcing that lie was un­
prepared to make a speech, treated his 
large audience to an excellent address, 
of which the following is hut a brief 
synopsis. The speaker preluded Ins 
remarks witji the eecsotiable statement 
that a nation or a countrypresent was 
largely nourished by t-lie aneruories ot 
the past. The memories which were 

kened this day were the life blood of 
our ideas of freedom and bles»'*”8' 
Politicians claimed that, upon them i °" 
pended the prosperity of a country. Ho 
would not despise good government—a 
nation should attend well to that—but 
the history of the nations of tho past tell 
us plainly that we must not make this 
the basis upon which to build our hopes 
of success. As proof of this assertion lie 
instanced Israel 
origin, and Greece with her great legis­
lators, and asked, where were they to day? 
Agriculturists claimed that our happiness 
and prosperity depend on a good soil 
and favorable climate; but the history of 
nation* gave a flat denial to this also, 
Egypt, Palestine, Italy and Spain furnish­
ing ample evidence. The principles 
of the Orange Order—the principles 
acknowledged by King William III. and 
bv everv successful people in the history 
of the past—were, that God protects 
those who look to Him, and He alone is 
the seource of a nation's prosperity and 
greatness. If these principles were 
allowed to die, the “ serpent" would get 
his coils around us before we were aware. 
He contended that the principles of 
Rome were dangerous to civil and 
religious liberty. Her “liberty" today 
was the same as it ever has been in the

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—Leprosy has mode its appearance in 
several parts of the Spanish province of Ali­
cante. and the authorities, alarmed by the 

ir of cases and the mortality, have tak­
en steps to establish a special hospital for 
lepers. In the province of Valencia 110 cases 
were reported last year, of which 71 proved 
fatal ; and in this province there has existed 
for a long time a leper's hospital. Leprosy is 
known there under two names, the malady of 
Maures and the malady of St. Lazarus ; and 
it manifests itself under two forms, the 
tubercular, or leprosy of the Greeks, and the 
vulgar, or the leprosy of the Jews. Cases of 
recovery are extremely rare. Full statistics 
respecting it are not to be procured, as its 
victims always resort to concealment, lhe 
notion that leprosy is to be found now only 
in Asia and Africa is erroneous ; it is met 
with iu various countries of Continental

Edison is again to the front with explan­
ations of the electric light contrivances which 
he has been perfecting in his studio, near 
Now York. Ho says :-“I have perfected a 
standard meter for measuring the electricity 
fed to the burners, the same as a gas meter.
It is all right. Second. I have perfected a 
method of insulating and conveying the wires 
from the generating stations to the houses of 
the consumer». Third. I have perfected an 
electric generator. I am satisfied that it can- 
not be improved. Ninety-four per cent, of the 
hotse-power used to run this generator is set 
free in the form of an electric current. lhe 
best machine thus far constructed only frees 
ninety per cent. To be sure this shows a 
difference of four per cent, in our favor ; but
our machine, unlike all other machines, de­
livers oigiity-two per cent, of the total power 
in the wire outside of the machine, it has 
what is called twice the electro-motor force, 
or gas pressure, of any machine yet made, 
with the same resistance of wire and speed. 
That is why wo get nearly double the power 
out of this generator over any known. 1 wi 
illustrate more clearly what I mean. We win 
say there is a hundred feet of wire wound onmy 
machine aud eight hundred feet outside of it. 
We distribute eight horse-power in an electric 
current. Eight-ninths of this current reaches 
the wire outside ef the generator and is used 
for light, and oue-ninth is lost iu the machine. 
The other machines may turn the same horse- 
power, within four or live per cent., into an 
electric current, but three of the eight horse­
power is lost in the generator, and not more 
than five horse-power reaches the light in the 
form of electricity. I am supposing that both 
machines carry a hundred feet of wire inside 
and eight hundred feet outside. To obtain 
the result shown by my generator their 
machine could carry no more than two hun­
dred feet outside. If there was a gr 
lengtli of wire they could not transfer the 
horse power. The consequence is that one- 
third of the horse power is lost in the machine, 
aud only two thirds is used. The successlul 
generator is the one that delivers- 
current outside of the machine, aud 
one that transforms the most
