water enrdles sonp but <lightly it is good, but
if the latter separates into flakes the water is
injurious to health if drunk without first pre-
cipitating the lime salts which it contains,
and which, when drunk, are by the heat of
the stomach deposited, instead of being taken
into the stomach, and poor health, alternate
constipation and diarrhoea, premature gray
bair and many other disorders, among which
may be mentioned dyspepsia in its most ag-
gravated forms, follow. While water that is
absolutely pure is not required to perfectly
maintain health, it is essential that it shonld
contain no putrefactive matter. The pre-
sence of certain animaleule in the water does
not injure the system, except when they are
dead and putrid.

Canadinn nnd American Indians in Con-
flict over Game—A Nerious Bow Aunti-
cipated,

A dispatch from Weshington says: * Gen-
eral Miles has been instructed by the War
Departwent to proceed at once with snflicient
force to repel the invasion of British Indians
who have crossed our border in pursuit of
buffalo, and are now menacing the Gros
Ventres, Assiniboines and other tribes located
in the northern part of Montana. Informa.
tion of this invasion was received at the In-
terior Departnent yesterday afternoon, and
the War Department was properly notified of
the necessity of acting at once to prevent fur-
ther trouble, the news received being to the
cffect that the British Indisus were well
armed and had already made attacks upon
the Americon Indians, driving the latter
southward. The report reccived from the
Indian agent at the Gros Ventres Agency,
Montaua, under date of June 16th, was that
invaders had already killed a number of
buffalo, and that the American Indians, in
their effort to pretect their own game, had
had several skirmishes, with loss of life on

encroached npon our territory, pursuing game
which could not be found within the limits of
British territory.  Canadian cfficials, it is
understood, have anticipated these troubles,
but the mounted police employed in keeping
the peace have confined their labors to patrol-
ling the line between the white settlements
and the Indian reservation.

To Prevent Chimupeys from Taking Fire

Tt is always a source of dread when a chim-
ney takes fire, and although it is not often
that roofs ignite from this caunse, yet they
sometimes do.

The following preseription is said to be effec-
tual in preventing & chimney from taking
fire : *'In building a chimucy put a quantity
of salt into the mortar with which the inter-
courses of brick are to be laid.

THE ZULU WAR.

Werrible Ncemes Am the
tsandula—A Visitto the Mceme

(From the kondon Daily News.)
At the top of the ascent, beyond the

in dashing style, we saw on our left front,

steep, isolated and almost inaccessible hill,
or rather crag, of Isandula, the contour of its
rugged crest strangely resembling a side view
of & couchant lion.
the high ground on its right were clearly visi-
ble up against the sky line the abandoned
waggous of the destroyed ecolumn. No Zulus
were seen. Flanking parties covered the
hills on either side of the track, along wbich
the head of the column passed at & trot with
small _def gn&nu. of Natal Carbin-ers in
front of the Dragoon Guards. Now we were
down in the last dip, had crossed the rocky
bed of the little stream, and were cantering
up the slope that stretched up to the crest
on which were the wagons. Already tokens
of the combat and bootless flight were appar-
ent. The line of retreat toward Fugitive's
Drift, along which, througha clink in the
Zulu encampment, our unfortunate comrades
who thus fgr survived tried to escape, lay
athwart a rocky slope to our right front,
with a precipitous ravine at its base. In this
ravine dead men lay thick—mere bones, with
toughened, discolored skin, like leather,cover-
irg them and clinging tight to them, the
flesh all wasted away. Some were almost
wholly dismembered, heaps of clammy yellow
bones. I forbear to describe the faces, with
their blackened features and beards blanched
by rain and sun. Every man had been dis-
emboweled. Some were scalped and others
subjected to yet ghastlier mutilation. The
clothes had lasted better than the poor bodies
they covered, and helped to keep the skeletons
together. A\l the way up the slope I traced
by the ghastly token of dead men the fitful
line of fight.

I came on & gully with &
gun limber jammed on its edge, and the
horses, their hides scored with assegai stabs,
hanging in their harness down the steep face
of the ravine. A little further on was a brok-
en and battered ambulance wagon, with its
team of mules mouldering in their harness,
and around lay the corpses of soldiers, poor
helpless wretches, dragged out of an intercep-
ted vehicle, and done to death without a
chance for life.
THE REFOSE OF DEATH,
still following the trail of bodies through
long rank grass and among stores I ap-
proached the crest. Here the slaughtered
ones lay very thick, so that the string became
a broad belt. Many hereabouts wore the uni-
form of the Natal police. On the bare ground,
on the crest itself, nmong the wagons, the
dead were less thick, but onthe slope beyond,
ou which from the crest we looked down, the
soene was the saddest and more full of wierd
desolation than any I had yet gazed upon.
There was none of the stark, blood-curdling
horror of a recent battle.field ; no pool of yet
wet blood ; no raw, gaping wounds; no torn
red flesh that seems yet quivering. Nothing
of all that makes the scene of yesterday's
battle so rampantly ghastly shocked the
senses. A strange, dead calm reigned in this
solitude of nature ; grain had grown luxuri-
antly round the wagons, sprouting from the
seed that dropped from the loads, falling in
soil fertilized by the life-blood of gallant men.
So long in most places had ﬁ:—ovn the grass
that 1t mercifully shrouded the dead whom
four long months to-morrow we have left un-
buried. As one strayed aimlessly about one
stumbled in the grass over skeletons that
rattled to the touch. Here lay a corpse with
a bayonet jammed into the mouth up to the
socket, transfixing the head and mouth a foot
iuto the ground.  There lay a form that
soemed cosily curled in calm sleep, turned
almost on its face, but seven assegai stabs
have pierced the back.  Most, however, lay
flat on the back, with the arms stretched
widely out and hands clenched. T noticed
ono man dead under a wagon, with his head
on a sadidle for a pillow anda tarpaulin drawn
over him, as if he had gone to sleep and
died so.
DURNFORD'S FINAL RESTING PLACE.

In a patch of long grass, near the right
flank of the camp, lay Durnford’s body, the
long mustache still clinging to the withered
skin on his face.

The London correspondent of the New Yerk
SHmes telln of & wonderful invention mado by
a mau in Yorkshire, which be describes as
follows :

1t had been reported to me that Mr, Binns,
a practical inventor and designer, had come
a8 near to the attainment of perpetual motion
as had yet been reached. He had constructed
machinery which could be set at work at the
beginning of the week and would go abead
until the end withont being touched, so long
as the steam engine continued to work-; that
the operation of fi ing p ded
continuously without tending : that the owner
locked up his mill at night, and went to bed,
while the machines maintained their busy re-
volutions, turning out miles of silk cords,
fringes, trimmings and other things; that,
whereas he used to employ scores of hands,
he now only needed a stoker, a book keeper,
and a few cleaners and packers to put up the
produce of his automatic mill. *‘But suppos-
ing there is & breakage of the yarn ?" I asked.
“The machine pauses, mends the break, end
goes on again,’” was the answer.

The next day I inspected the mill. I found
in the principal ap tecn hi

at work quite unattended. They were making
silk and woollen cords of all kinds and in
many colors, combinations of silk and woollen,
and in many varieties and designs. Large
bobbins, charged with material and feeding
themselves from endless rolls, revolved round
ench other upon a large rotating disk of
slower movement, It was almost like au as-
tronomical model of a sun, with a planetary
system in motion. Between them travelled
yarn in course of working, and this was
clothed in many hues and designs by
revolving silk. The old method of
manufacture was' to make the cords in
lengths longwise.

 The machines run at the rate of 17,000 re-
volutions & minute,” he said ; * that can be
increased, and they require no heald, reed, or
haruess to the warp-threads. The cords are
developed and used in any new silk trimming
gools, which are woven in combination with
the cord, and at this work agirl, at $4a
week, can in that time produce this class of
goods of $500 in value; in the endless
window-cord, 8540 ; chain or sash line, $1,-
300 ; and this same girl, at $4 a week, in the
silk, coston and wool yarn goods, can earn
$5,000 ; for, with the newest machine, just
mentioned, she is simply a cleaner and col-
lector.

ARE THE POLAR REGIONS HABIT-
LE.

At the reception given the other day by the
San ¥ranciseo Academy of Seiences to the
members of the Bennett Exploring Expedi-
tion to the North Pole, Mr. Charles Woleott
Brooks discussed the questions of the exist-
ence of an Arctic Continent, and the probabil-
ity of its being inhabited. If we carefully ex-
amine, says Mr. Brooks, the almost universal
features of all land known to us, we find a
prevailing form wherever we turn. Each
territorial area of magnitude seems to have
ppendage trending i d. If we
apply this rule, by turning the North Pole of
a globe toward us, may bear to an unknown
Arctic Continent the same relation that South
America does to North America, or Africa to
Europe. Hence it is perfectly logical to in-
fer, by the great analogy of nature, that an
Arctic Continent exists beneath the North
Pole, extending three and a half to four
degrees south from the northern axis of the
earth. As previous Arctic expeditions have
advanced to 839 26 north latitude—or with-
in 394 miles of the Pole—the distance thence
to such a continent would not exceed about
150to 180 miles. This intervering space,
however, is difficnlt to traverse, as it presents
a very rough surface. If the sea during the
height of a gale, when waves ran mountains
high, were instantly frozen, it would present
much the appearance here encountered. For

The chairman stated that operations at the
works had been reduced as much as possible
in consequence of the condition of the copper
market. The case in the Court of Sessions
rnised against the late divectors had been
compromised by the transfer of 4,000 shares
and payment of £800 from each director,
together with certain promoters’ money.

The Glasgow Herald says : **The Hunting-
ton Company being now in funds is prepared
to make goed its claim upon the vendor, Mr.
Huntington, the Postmaster-General of
Cavada, for 150,000. As for the worksin
Canada, they are kept going at a loss of
£1,200 o year, the expenditure being £1,600
and the income £400; but it is cheaper to
sngtain this loss than to allow tue works to
lie idle. The chairman, however, frankly
acknowledged that Mr. Huntington is the
richest prize the company has in the Domin-
jon. In the meantime, and tll the great
prize is reached, the company is looking out
for investments for its spare oapital. The
Company has £12,800 in cash on band, the
Canadian property is valued at £20,000, and
tho stocks are worth between £3,000 and
£4,000, g0 that the total amount of its assets
i= about £36,000. All this is independent of
the elaim the Company has upon Mr. Hunt-
ington. If a lmye portion of the purchase
wrung out of that astute Canadian
an, the last state of the Huntington
Copper and Sulphur Company (limited) will
Lo botter than its first, and it may yet have
« flourishing career, or, if not, a comfortable
amount of legal spoil to divide "among its
shareholdera.

PRINCE LEOPOLD AN A MANON,

Prince Leopold was installed Master of the
Lodge of Antiquity on the 25th ult. The
lodge itself is, with the exception of the Kil-
winning, the oldest in the craff, and acts
from immemorial antiquity. The Prince's
great-uncle, the Duke of Sussex, was master
of the lodge for thirty.four years, and among
the curiosities belonging to it are the trowels
used by the Duke when laying foundation-
stones, among them being that of the Cal-
edonian Asylam.

The mallet used was pro-
gsented to the lodge by Sir Christopher Wren,
who wasmaster of the lodge during 18 years,
and who initiated William the Third into
Freemasonary.

IMPORTANT DISCOVERY.
A Nubstitute for Silk Said to I2ave ¥een
Discovered.

Great excitement has been caused in the
Lyons market by a now discovery, which
purports to give to flax all the gualities and
appearances of silk. The discovery was made
by a Paris chemist, but the greatest secrecy
o the process is kept ; butas far as we
can learn, it probably consists in covering
flax or any other végetable fibre with anenvel-
ope of silky matter, just as metals are cover-
@l by galyano-plasty with a cont of gold or
gilver. It is well-known that silk is soluble,
not only  in powerful acids, but also in
8 d chloride of zine. Infact, M. Persoz
submitted some very interesting experiments
with chloride of zine on silk to the Academy
ences several years ago. The silk dis-
8 in a few moments under the influenco
at, when the salt is in a concentrated
golution. The silk comes out as a gummy
mass, and finally completely dissolves. If
the quantity of silk is large, the liquor be-
comes vicious and sirupy. M. Persoz further
neceeded in separating silk from its dissolv~
ent by the dialysor of Mr. Graham, thus ob-
taining a limpid, colorless liquid, which, on
evaporation, gives a hard and brittle eoating
or varnish, Does’'the new invention consist
in those qualities of soda and chloride of
zinc? ‘We cannot say at present, as the
most absolute secreoy 13 maintained, Flax
which is thug freated will not cost more than
five frances per kilogramme for the lowest
quality of silk, and even old silk rags can be
used for this marvelions transformation. It
will became, not as 'has been said, & succe~
daneum of pure silk, for flax does mnot offer
those qualities of elasticity,'fineness, etc.,
which belong to silk, but it can be used ad-
vantageously s & tram. ‘We have seen some
specimens of stuffs having a weft of the new
material, It was elastic and polished and
presented all the appearances of pure silk. A
company with a capital of 6,000,000 francs is
in course of formation for the manufacture of
this new textile; 8,000,000 shares are reserved
for the inventor. Decisive expeariments
aro to be made atone of the largest dyeinges-
tablishments.

Howthe Anniversarywas Cele-
brated in Listowel.

ELMA DISTRICT LODGES AND MANY

The 188th anmiversary of the Battle of
the Beyne was celabrated in Listowel in
a right royal manner.

JE IMPERIAL.
The Funeral Obsequies.

All is over, and the body of the Prince
Imperial rests at the side of the ashes of
his father. I'rains from London on Satur-
day brought vast numbers of people,
anxiousto witness the funeral ceremonies,
and the tidal trains from Boulogue and
regular train from Dever brought over
additional numbers of French men and
women anxious to pay this last tribute
to the Imperial Prince. From a very
early hour in the morning the grounds
of Camden House and the common ex-
tending outside the walls of these
grounds, to the Church of St. Mary, were
densely thronged with people. Queen
Victoria arrived at Chiselhurst station
in a special train at 8.30, and entering
her carriage which stood in readinesgfor
her, drove rapidly to Camden Hotse:
where she was received in the private
room of the Empress. TLetwoladies re-
mained together during the whele of the
morning ; neither of them accompanied
the body of the Prince to the church.
The Empress hiad passed a large portion
of the night in the room where the body
of her son reposed, semetimes convulsed
with agony, but having occasional
moments of repose and resignation. All
being at last arranged, the coffin was
tinally closed and hermetically sealed,
and was then borne from the room through
| the main door of Camden House into the
| road leading to the church. The chief
mourners were the Prince of Wales,Duke
of Edinburgh, Duke of Connaught, Duke
of Cambric Prince Jerome Napoleon,
| his two sons and the Prince of Monsco.
A groom led before the coffin the favorite
horse of the Prince. A double line of
Metropolitan Police, and astrong detach-
ment of Royal Artillery, lined the pass-

age-way from the Camden House to the
church. As the funeral corteye passed

every head in the vast concourse was
uncevered, and subdued exclamations of
sympathy and sorrow were heard on
every hand. Minute guns were fired by
the battery of Royal Artillery during the
passage of the cortege, and as the body
was borne into the church three volleys
of musketry were fired. The seats in
the church, with the exception of those
reserved for the chief mourners, were al-
ready filled with the most destinguished
members of the Bonaparte family from
France and with a large number of the
nobility and gentry of England. The
church was heavily draped in black, and
a handsome but simple catafalque in
front of the altar had been prepared to
receive the coffin. The funeral mass was
read by the Right Reverend James
Danell, Bishop of Southwark, with Mon-
signor Godard as deacon, and a French
priest as sub-deacon. At the conclusion
of the mass the spectators slowly with-
drew, leaving the body in front of the
altar, in custody of the members of the
| religious order, who watched over it un-
\ til the evening, when it was removed to

the temporary resting-place as igned to
| it beside the Emperor's tomb.
