NAVY OF UNITED STATES

POWERFUL FIGHTING FORCE

Was for Years Regarded as Second in
Efficiency Only to the British
Navy.

IS NOW SLIGHTLY INFERIOR
TO THE FLEET OF GERMANY

American Battleships Are Imposing in
Size and in Numbers.—Efficient
Personnel.

SAILORS CHIEFLY U. S. SUBJECTS

Dreadnoughts Will Likely Have Little
To Do in Hostilities With Mexi-
co.—Blockade Work.

Washington, - May 6.—The navy
of the United States has for
fifteen years been regarded as one of
the most formidable fighting forces in
the world. Up to a year or two
ago, it was surpassed only by the
British navy, and even now, is only
slightly inferior to the German fleet.
Although the American army has
been insignificant in comparison with
the huge armaments of European
poweérs, the American navy has al-
ways been a force to be reckoned with
very seriously. It has been one of
the main reascens for the influence
of the United States in the councils
cf the nations.

For the past ‘en years, the money
spent on the American navy has
never been less than $100,000,000 a
year. Last year the appropriation
touched the $140,000,000 mark, al-
though provision was made for only
one Dreadnought battleshib. The
larger part of thée money went for
up-keep, extension of dockyards, and

He
was very lucky indeed if his mer-
chant let him have enough provisions
to last him and his family during the
winter, and if he did get a supply
it was to be beaten out of his rights
and perhaps charged an enormous
price. For it seemed to be ever the
aim of e higher class of people to
keep thé poor man down, and I am
safe in saying that the honest, hard
toiling fisherman of Newfoundland,
never got their rights. - ;

And do you not call this slavery?
If it isn’t then I fail to understand
the meaning of that word. I know
whereof I speak and am prepared to
prove every word I say, because I
am a Newfoundlander myself, there-
fore no one can tell me any more
than I know.

of these are Chinese and Japanese
stewards. Only 63 whites in the U. S.
navy are not citizens of the United
States. :
Disecipline Not as Striet.

Discipline is not as strict as in the

German navy or the British navy, but
efficiency does not seem to suffer. éThe
shooting of the American navy is
probably equal to that of any other
fleet, though the fact that target
practice results for the whole fleet
are not published prevents accurate
comparison. At the Battle of Santi-
ago, 15 years ago, when the U. S.
navy was largely manned by foreign-
born sailors, pnly two shots out of
every 100 reached their mark. To-
day the percentage of thls would be
at least 50.
. -Repair facilities for a fleet operat-
ing along the Mexican coast are ade-
quate. Key West, to the south-west
of Florida, 'has a well-equipped, dock-
yard. The navy yard at San Fran-
cisco is the best on the Pacific coast,
and there dare dockyard facilities at
San Diego, only a few miles north of
the Mexican border.
