PREDICTS
CONSCRIPTION

During the Next Year, Men
Will be Taken From the
Farms, and Women Must
Take Their Places

London, Aug. 26.—Something in the
nature of Conscription, though the
term was not employed, was fore-
shadowed by Earl Selborne, President
of. the Board of Agriculture, in an
address this afternoon to a deputation
of agricultural land which
visited him in London.

“Many more men have
the Army, whether voluntary or com-
pulsory, said the Earl. ‘“Agricultural
laborers have done their part nobly
in this war, but responses have been
very unequal over the country. 1
forecast that during next year, men
will be taken from districts, and from
farms, whence hitherto they have not
gone. What I shall aim at, and to
which Lord Kitchener has been very
sympathetic, is to leave to farmers his
foreman, stockman and carters, but
the rest of the work will have to be
done by women or men not hitherto
engaged in agriculture.” Earl Sel-
borne emphasized the fact that Rus-
sia’s reverses imposed a great strain
on the Allies. “We have a greater
burden on our shoulders at the pres-
ent moment than six months ago,” he
said. “The financial strain is going
to be very great, and the situation is
going to demand from every class
greater and greater sacrifices.”

The speaker stated that the Navy
had the submarine menace well in
hand. This statement lends color to
recent unofficial reports to the effect
that the British have of late months
captured a very large number of
these submarines, and that many
others have been sunk since the be-
ginning of the war. British official
reports, however, have accounted for
but one German submarine besides
the one, the destruction of which is
announced to-day. Although there
have been vague 1eferences to sub-
marines being rammed or sunk by un-
armed ships in the British Channel,
and, in one instance, a reward offered
by the Admiralty for sinking a sub-
marine has been paid to a British
merchantman, there have been no of-
ficial intimation as to what method,
offensive or defensive, has been taken
by the British Navy against the sub-
marines, although the Admiralty pre-
viously announced its satisfaction
with these measures. Returning Am-
ericans have described the new Brit-
ish sport of submarine hunting, and
have said that great numbers of small
high-powered and very speedy motor
hoats, mounting guns of small. cali-
bre, constantly scoured the coastal
waters of Britain for months. There
also have been repeated stories of an
extensive system of submarine nets in
the Channel waters, and even that
one submarine net extends entirely
across the English Channel which
guard boats at the opening.

It is a notable fact that for nearly
a year the Franco-British naval trans-
port service across the Channel, by
means of which hundreds of thou-
sands of troops have been transport-
ed, has been maintained without, so
far as is known, a single troopship
having been supk by a submarine in
these waters.

French Destroyer Sinks a
German Near Ostend

HELP ARRIVED
ONLY IN TIME

To See the German Vessel
Go Down With all Hands

Paris, Aug. 26.—Details of the ac-
tion in which a German torpedo boat
destroyer was sunk by a French de-
stroyer on the night of August 22nd,
is contained in a dcbpatch from Dun-
kirk.

The German destroyer was more
powerful than the French destroyer,
the despatch avows, and the com-
mander of the French boat asked by
wireless for assistance. He did not
wait for the arrival of help, however,
but engaged the German craft.

The French boat fired first and
scored a hit. She then launched a
torpedo which 8ank her adversary.

After the first shot took effect, the

The bounties
will be on a sliding scale, not ex-
ceeding two cents per. pound and
wilk be granted  upon production
in Canada From Canadian orcs of
zinc containing not more than 2
per cent. impurities, when the
standard price of zinc in London,
Eng.,; falls below £33 per ton of
2,000 pounds. '

The bounty will nac be payabic
before the end of the war or.after
July 31, 1917, oron zinc contract-
ed for by the shell committee at &
price of 8 cents 'or .over per
pound.

In the present deplorable statg
of our finances, it may not be pos-
sible to do what is here recom-
mended, but that .does not hinder
us from pointing out what should
have been done long ago, and
what we hope will be done when a
more prosperous time comes to
visit us.

This waiting for somebody to
‘come in and do for us what we
should be doing for ourselves is
too_ childish a policy for a serious
people, and the sooner we discard
it, and depend upon our own
initiative the better it will be for
us, and the sooper we will gain
the respect of the world.

We have a long time been prat-
ing of our great natural resources,
but we are not doing anything to
peint them out, or to put them to
some economical use.

We have no geological survey

penditure. Now I have the returns
brought down, which show astonish-
ing figures. In the first place it shows
that since the Audit Act was passed
there has been spent the sum of §1-
513,000.00 under section 33, and upon
what is called Executive Responsibil-
ity, for services not previously pro-
vided for by the Legislature or an av-
erage spending of one hundred and
forty thousand dollars “a year. This
has afterwards been indemnified by
Parliament under the principle that
it is useless to lock the stable door
after the horse has been taken out
Of that large sum $391,000 has heen
spent under Sec. 33 of the Audit Act,
tollowing out the provisions therein,
and so far as my remarks this after-
noon are concerned largely coming
under the meaning of that Act. I am
sure that these items were put under
this heading because the Government
did not know where else to put them.
But even assuming that the $391,000
were urgently and immediately re-
quired for the public good, I still find
that since 1898 $726,000 has been
spent upon matters which were nei-
ther urgently nor immediately need-
ed. For if they had been thus ur-
gently and immediately required the
Government would have had these put
under Sec. 33. This money which am-
ounts to nearly three-quarters of &
million has been spent without lawful
authority under cover of this section
of the Act. It is an expenditure for
which the government can personally
be held liable, from the Governor
down to the smallest official who paid
out the money. The Governor and
Ministers were violating the spirit and
letter of the Act, likewise any official
who was in any way involved in the
payment of that sum, In addition 10
the above the sum of $366,000 Wwas
spent out of money borrowed for
which there was no: authority under
any Act, but which was afterwards
covered by a loan Act.

Dr. Prince reaches his conclusion,
and. presents it to his readers in this
latest: of small war volumes, after
considering -the ‘Kaiser’s antipathy
towards the Soeial Demeocrats of
Germany, his insistence upon
prerogatives—which are many, and
which: Dr. Prince ‘specifies in detail;
the: Kaiser's Divine Right delusion,
and lris dependenee upon the army;
his sentiments—psychologically con-
sidered and sdefined; -particylarly his
self-regarding sentiment; the aims
of the Germany democracy, etc.

Particularly interesting, in Ameri-
can eyes, is the analysis of-the Divine
Right delusion, becauge. it is so diffi-
cult for any Ameérican to view that
delusion seriously  held-by an intelli-
gentleman, as- the Kaiser patently is,
in this-modern: day. Of his imsistence
upon -that prerogative we need not
do more than speak, for it-has been
frequently projected:for-the -~ Kaiser
himgself. in. writing and speech. Dis-
cyssing delusions, Dr. Prince points
out-the. difference between the delu-
sions of a normal and of an abnormal
persgu “““The former can, if he de-
sires and the truth is. properly pre-
gented, change his belief; the abnor-
mal person cannot.” - Is. the Kaiser
abnormal—a paranoiac—or is he not?
This is Dr. Prince’s opinion:—

“It-would be an extravagance to say
that the :Kaiser’'s delusion is anything
mare than a normal fixed idea which
he.could change if he. wished to. But
this fixed idea is so strong, so deeply
rooted in:-his personality, and so di-
rectly- the expression of a cherished
and cultivated wish,:couscious or un-
that it dominates his in-
terpretation of facts which to an ordi-
nary. person. contradiet .it. - It leads
him to entirely ignore both palpable
facts, such as the purchase with cold
cash, by his ancestor, of the throne

Thus Dr. Prince does not subscribe
to the view: that the Kaiser, consid-~
cred in relation to his Divine Right
obsession,. is a pranoaic, ‘as , some
other observers. - have " held. = “The
Kaiser’s: fixed idea,” he thinks, “is,
according to. psychological laws, de-
termined' by wishes—his- wish to ‘be
sole and: autocratie ruler. # # * In
other :words, through the acceptance
of the Divine Right Delusion he finds
a means for the tulﬁlment of lis
Wwishes.” .

Last Night’s Meetihg'
At Episcopal Library

The meeting of Catholic citizens
called by His Grace the Archbishop
to consider the appointment of a lay
committee to co-operate with him in
dealing with financial conditions, as
they apply to the Archdiocese, took
place last night in the Episcopal Lib-
rary, and was largely attended, as
well as being most representative.
The Archbishop occupied the chair,
and Mr. M. A. Devine was appointed
Secretary. His Grace, after outlining
the object of the meeting, offered a
full statement of the financial condi-
tions of the Archdiocese, giving the
exact amount of indebtedness, which
he sub-divided under various heads.
The amount was not at all large. All
things considered, the conditions of
affairs was most gratifying in the
main. During the course of his re-
marks, His Grace referred to the mag-
nitude of the work done b\ his late
predecessor, Archbishop Howley. Dur-
ing his Episcopate, the external
structure - of the Cathedral and its
inner structure were repaired, the
new
ceilings being built, a new organ gal-
lery and side galleries comnstructed,
new hardwood floors laid, and new
pews erected, and the Sanctuary en-
larged, . while his posthumus work the
installing of a new altar rail, the gift
of Mrs. Morris, sister of Archbishop
Howley, had only recently been com-
pleted. The Archbishop concluded by
askilig the assistance and co-operation
of the laity.
in a very timely speech thanked His
Grace for the excellent and compre-
hensive manner in which he laid bare
conditions as they were, and assured
the Archbishop of the wunited and
earnest co-operation of the laity. He
moved that a committee be appointed
to act with the Archbishop in the
matter. Mr: J. M. Kenf seconded the
resolution, and most enthusiastically
endorsed all that had been said by
the previous speaker. Mr. J. Barron
moved and Mr. J. L. Slattery seconded
that the nomination of the committee
be left in the hands of the Archbishop,
which ‘was agreed upon. His Grace
announcing that he would consider
the matter during the next few days,
and inform those selected by letter,
The meeting adjourned at 9.15 o’clock.
