and Silesia.

A word of caution to the allies
comes from Petrograd. This is
that they must not expect the
Russians to. sweep onto Berlin,
overnight, as it were, as this may
take months and even longer. The,
Germans occupy the defences they
have been prparing for years, and
in ‘addition to this they may be
able to spare even mcre men for
the operation on their eastern
front. Russlans armies seem to be
gradually tonverging on Cracow.
and the siége or investment of
this ‘place appears not to be far
off, It is suggested that the Aus-
trian garrison of Cracow might
surrender to avoid a bombard-
ment, but this can be called noth-
ing more than a suggestion.

In East Prussia the Russian for-
ward movement seems to continue
and it is said that the Russian
generals are imposing on the cap-
tured town fines-in proportion to
those levied by the Germans cn
the cities of Belgium, These fines
correspond with the population of
the town taken. The British op-
erations against the Turks have
spread the conflagration to the
southern entrance of the Black
Sea, where Indian troops assist-
ed by a British warship have taken
a Turkish fort. In the Caucasus
the Russiafls and the Turks are
still at e!’ri]:os, both sides claiming
victories. ‘

The Russians
continue their advance, the magnitude
of which is almost impossible to cen-
ceive, even tc Canadians, familiar as
we are with long stretches of territory’
between the Atlantie and Pagific. The
Russians have swept Poland clean,
have driven the Austrians from Cen-
tral Galicia, and are invading East
Prussia. The contract is an enormous
one, and added to its enormity is an
actual invasion which .is taking place’
on Turkish soil. Withal, however, no
degisive resylt from these imovements
has as yet been attained. The issues
at stake are so large~that when battle
is again given it will be on a tremen-
dous scale, and will either mean the
investment of important German fort-
resses by the Russians or another re-
treat back into Poland. At any rate,
the Russians have mobilized a tremen-
dous force, but the operations are over
roads which, unlike those in France
and Belgium, are tremendously bad
between seasons.

In Flanders even Berlin complains
of bad weather for a ‘continuance of
the operations towards Calais, but the
feeling is growing that sooner or later
the Kaiser and his forces must give
this up as imposs\ih]e of attainment.
In’ connection ~with the work of the
Alli‘es, 8,000 French marines, including
2,000 gunners, have been assisting,
This means that in heavy artillery the
Allies have been of equal, if not of
greater, strength tham the Germans,
an advantage which frequently the
Germans have monopolized in » the
heavy fighting. Recent heavy rains
liave caused the Germans to retire
fré8m terrioiy “Which'-in ' four” weeksT
was paid fer by the sacrifice of thoy-
sands of lives, the flower of their
army. What this means in the final
reckoning can only be conjectured,
but for the moment it is to be assumed
that the Kaiser realizes it is a long,
long way to Calais, to Paris, and to
London.

Pacific waters may be
gleaned from the report that three
cruisers from the Atlantic are at the
Panama canal about to go through.
News of a naval battle from this quar-
ter will be heard before the conflict is
much older.

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STEEL TIRE PROTECTOR

A Canadian firm has lately been or-

f'anized under the name of The Steel |

rotector and Auto Tire Co, to manu-
fucture Steel-Tire Clasps and Double-
Tire Clamp-Hooks in Toronto and
Vancouver. :

A tire clasp to be practical must be
strong but light, easy to put on and
capable of withstanding the hard
knocks of the road.

teel-Tire Clasps are used as blow-
out. patches, protection and emer-
gency patches, as non-skids, as a pro-
tector to armor plate the whole tire
as 2 retread and as a clamp to hold
an old tire with bead cut off over an-
other of the same size. The latter use
has, however, been largely dropped in
favor of Double-Tire Clamp-Hooks.

Steel-Tire Clasps are smooth riding
due, partly to the fact that the clasps
prevent the tire from stretching with
infation, at the point where they
cover it. holding it in sufficient to
avoid vibration. The loops are on the
side of the treadplate and the material
is. only, 1-8-inch thick.

When used as blowout or protec-
tion patch enough of the clasps are
adjusted to cover the defect. It is the
only outer shoe of the style which
hooks to the rim or bead of tire,
which is made every quarter inch in
length so as to fit all makes and types
of pneumatic tires which may or may
not be worn or stretched. Tt is the
only shoe the tread of which may be
renewed so readily. It is more com-
pétft than any other and does not de-
teriorate by action of oil in the tool
box or on garage flobr, or with age,
and is therefore particularly suited to
carry in the car for emergency. It
avoids the necessity of carrying a
spare tire. Many take old tires which
they were saving for the junk man
and by reinforcing, repairing and pro-
tecting the defects with the aid of the
clasps, obtain thousands of miles
more service. It does not creep as it
is depressed in the rubber tighter than
a corked bottle, especially at the rim,
where' it cannot shift 1-16 of an inch.
1t looks well since there are no loose
lace ends hanging loose and since it

not pass around the rim of the
wheel. It is quicker to adjust than

any other and is more adaptable to fit
closely any size of d}e]fect.
‘or 8o _of ti

intervals around the tire are excellent
as a non-skid and are superior to
weed chains for the 'following rea-
sons:— ;

They do not rattle.

They may be left on the tire con<
tinuously thus avoiding the unpleas-
ant work of adjusting and removing
before and after every wet spell.

They are wide and flat and do not
cut the tires as do chains. They re-
inforce the tires, holding the pressure,
whereas chains only tend to weaken
the tires by chafino off the rubber.

They are more easily renewed than
chains, a new treadplate being readily
inserted by anyone. without special
tools.

They do not hang loose and break
bv catching on obstructions. Made
from band steel 1 3-4 inches wide they
are much stronger than the wire in
weed chains, and wear much longer
for the same reason.

The loops on the ends of the tread-
plate protrude erﬁ)ugh to give good
traction, but steel® will hold on a
greasy pavement whereas rubber in
any form will eagily skid.

They are better than steel-studded
treads since they present an alterna-
ting surface to the road of steel and
rubber, each surface material giving
better .traction than the other under
different road conditions, so that one
has with therm a maximum of effici-
ency all the time, without making
special changes for each kind of wea-
ther and condition of road.

In the mud they give splendid trac-
tion, the loops on the sides as well as
those on the treadplate, giving a grip.

They are light weight having no
circular chain at the side of the tyre
to hold them on as is required with
weed chains.

The principal need of the allies in
France, at present, however, is un-
derstood- to be in artillery and trans-
port units, and when the troops left
here last September it was expected
that some of the artillery units. which
are particularly well equipped and
trained, would be .speedily  sent to
France. Owing to the strict ~British
censorship, it is not expected that
anything will be sént out in regard
to the movement of Canadian troops
to France until after they are already
at the front and have perhaps had
their first baptism of fire. §

Meanwhile it may be noted that the
Canadians at Salisbury are not
more than a day’s journev from the
battle line, and can be rushed to the
front as quickly as’the hundreds of
thousands of French reserves in
southern and western France, who
have not vet been’ pressed into the
actual fighting.

NEW YORK, Nov. 15—The first

authentic detailed account of the sink-

ing of the British super-Dreadnouglit

Audacious on October 27, some 25

:mirles off the north coast of Ireland. as

the result of striking a mine or being

torpedoed, was brought here to-day,
by two eye-witnesses of the disastr.,

James R. Beames, bandmaster, and

Hugh Griffiths, musician, mmbers of

the orchestra of the Olympie, which

rescued the crew of the Audacious,
distributed many to various warships
and took the others to Lough Swilly.

The men arrived to-day on the Ameri-

can liner New York. 2

In' spité of the fact that there were

900 officers and mn on the Audacious,

and that the rescue work was carried

on under great difficulty in a heavy
sea, and a westerly, gale, only two lives
were lost. One was a petty officer,

'who was drowned out of a lifeboat,

and the other a gunner’s mate, who

.was struck by a fragment of steel

when the Audacious was blown up.

“When the Audacious was first

struck,” said Bandmaster Beames, “it

was thought that she had been tor-

-pedoed, but it was later determined

that the big battleship had run into

a mine placed by German trawlers;

flying the, Norwegian flag. Sailors

who remained om the Dreadnought
when finally brought aboard the Oly-

mpic about midnight on October 27,

stated that the Audacious had been

blown up and sunk by orders of the;

Admiralty. This step it was suggested

was taken to prevent the enemy, learn-

ing of the disaster.”

Bandmaster Beames told the story

to a reporter on the New York in part

as follows:
Olympic is Warned

“After the Olympic left New York
lon October 21,7 he said, “we heard
for the first time that the northeast
coast of Ireland was reported to have
been mined and that certain shipping
men in New York had bet as high
as 40 to 1 that the ship would not
reach Greenock, safely.
“All went well, however, until 10
a.m. on October 27, when we sighted
Tory Island, off the Irish coast. It
was a dull, cold morning, with a
strong westerly gale blowing and
very heavy seas. At 11 a.m. we sight-
ed two warships ahead. The larger
of the two was wallowing in  the
trough of the sea, and so deep by the
stern that the seas were washing over
th quarter deck. This was the Auda.
cious.

Audacious in Distress.

At first we did not think there was
anything serious the matter until the
other vessel, which proved to be the
cruiser Liverpool, began to circle zig-
rzag fashion across the course of the
 Olympic for about fifteen minutes, By
that time we were close enough to ob;
seérve from the deck without the aid of
glasses that the battleship had her dis-
Itress signals flying, a blue and white
checked flag, the letter “N” of the in-
fernational signal code at her main
signal yards. We stopped within 500
yards of the disabled warship, and a
few minutes later the order was given,
‘Man the boats.’
“Fourteen lifeboats were lowered.
Many Rescuers Assemble.

“While-the rescue work was going
on several torpedo boats, trawlers
and light cruisers had come on the
scene in answer to wireless messages
sent by the Liverpool. Two hundred
and fifty of the crew of the Audacious
were taken to the Olympic and 459
others were distributed among the
destroyers and the cruisers. The re-
maining 200 of the crew were mus-
tered on the forecastle head of the
Audacious to assist in attempting to
salve the ship.

“By this time the Audacious was
very deep in the water. The mine
had blown a hole into her at 8 o’clock
and she had then been between five
and six hours with water rushing
through the great breach in her port
quarter. The port rail of the quar-
ter deck was under water, and her
port guns in the main turret were
awash,

“Some of the Olympic boats made
as many as three trips in rescuing the
crew. By one o’clock the crew of the
Olympic had returned on board leav-
ing fourteen lifeboats adrift, because

Fury’s Fine Seamanship.

“The salvage operations were be-
gun by the little destroyer Fury by a
splendid piece of seamanship. She
came close up to the Olympic and
took a light steel hawser over to the
bow of the Audacious, where it was
put around the capstan, and the men
on the forecastle head hove in a big
steel hawser which they made fast
to the bawer chain of the Audacious.

“After skillful manoeuvring Capt.
Hi: J. Haddock. Commander of
the Olympic, started with a steady
strain to tow the battleship into
Lough -Swilly, which was twenty
miles away. The heavy seas lifted
.the Olympi¢c. up and caused the
hawser to snap from the weight of
the battleship in the trough of the
sea.

Germany, By Dishonoring Her
Pledge, Debars Herself From
International Agreements,

The only thing that has prevented
wars from being massacres, and
peace from being needlessly broken
in the intervals between wars is the
Law of Nations, Not in peace, but in
time of war, is the paramount neces-
sity of a Law.of Nations most
deeply and earnestly felt.

If you are cheated twice
by the same dishonorablee man that
is your fault. You are a fool.

Trom the hill of Weston Wood the
