I SUPERVISING CHILDREN’S PLAY

(By Fielding H. Yost in the "beliné-
atScxne one has said that if you want 
to know what the child is, study his 
play; if you want to influence what he 
is to become, direct the form of his play. 
This being true, it is of the utmost im­
portance to parents to see that their 
children have intelligent supervision dur­
ing their play hours as well as during the 
hours devoted to school work. The 
child that "just grows” like the cele­
brated Topsy may grow in a direction 
altogether different from that which his 
parents would have selected. ' ‘Further­
more, the most- rigid supervision of 
school work will often be offset by a 
laxity of supervision over the play peri­
ods.
