Mikado Opens Jap Diet 
In Great State.

The Yellow Races For 
British Territory.

Tokio, Dec. 28.—A discussion of the 
Japanese Government programme and 
method of limitation of emigration has 
commenced between the Foreign Office 
and American Ambassador O’Brien. Im­
mediately after the departure of Cana­
dian Minister of Labor Lemieux, Baron 
Chinda, Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
drove to the American embassy from the 
station, and discussed the American 
proposals and suggestions offered by 
Ambassador O’Brien for the help of the 
Japanese Government. It is understood 
that the discussion was entirely satis­
factory, and that a memorandum on the 
subject in the shape of a reply will soon 
be forthcoming. It is quite evident now 
that the Japanese Government recognizes 
the mistakes of administration on the 
part of a minor official in the past 
created the present difficult situation, 
and is determined that the future re­
striction of immigration will make com­
plaints from the American Government 
and people impossible. The difficulty ot 
dealing with the possibility of emigrants 
going over the borders of Canada and 
Mexico is now occupying much attention 
because it is recognized that while the 
possibility continues it will not be pos­
able to prevent a recurrence of com­
plaints.

japan Parliament Opened.
Tokio. Dec. 28, 11 a. m.—The 24th diet 

was formally opened at 10 a. m. to-day 
bv the Emperor, who delivered the speech 
from the throne in the House of leers.

The Emperor laid stress on the m- 
creasinglv cordial relations with foreign 
powers, -and the important bearing on 
peace in the far oust of the entente cor­
diale concluded with Russia and 1 ranee

dwelt on the importance of the 
more careful deliberation ol fiscal meas­
ures and said lie expected the concur- 
rence „[ the diet in the budget which 
would be presented by the go t eminent.

The opening scene in the upper house 
was a brilliant one. The 377 members 
composing the house were clothed in full 
evening dreat while the members of the 
diplomatic corps were dressed in full uni­
form.

The Emperor was driven to and from 
the diet in a closed carriage under the 
escort of a company of lancers.

The replies of the two houses to the 
epeech from the throne will be short and 
formal and will be presented to his maj­
esty at the palace later in the day, after 
which the president’s of both houses will 
report back to their respective houses

FIGHT WITH ROBBERS
Missouri Town Aroused by Explo­

sion Which Wrecked Bank.

St. Joseph, Mo., Dec. 27.—The Bank of 
Camden Point,- 35 miles southwest of 
this city, was robbed by three men 
early to-day. The robbers were dis­
covered by Professor Barlian, president 
of the Camden Point College, who saw a 
light in the,bank and aroused the citi­
zens. Three explosion#, set off by the 
burglars after the alarm was given, 
wrecked the safe and the interior of the 
bank. A fierce battle between citizens 
and the robbers took place, in which 
many shots wore exchanged, but the rob­
bers escaped. Later they were captured 
in the woods on Platte River near Eger- 
ton Junction, a station on the Rock Is­
land ltailroad. They were taken to 
Platte City and jailed. The loot was 
about $2,500, of which $1,000 was in sil-

The robbers have told where they hid 
the money in a straw stack near Ed- 
gerton. One of the bandits has been 
identified ns Clyde Reed, aged 25, son of 
a respectable farmer near Edgerton.

Scores of Englishmen on March Back 

lo Toronto.

New Liskcard, Ont., Dec. 27.—About 
80 English immigrants out of employ­
ment and with no money started to walk 
from McDougall’s Chutes, 100 miles 
north to here, to Toronto. The dis­
tance is about 480 miles. Three of 
them had their feet so badly frozen that 
they had to l>e carried as far as Engle- 
liart, and then brought to the hospital 
here. They are lying here in a pitiful 
condition. * They all tell of hard usage 
they say they received at the hands of 
some contractors of the railway line 
north of here.

There are a number of men coming 
into this country without situations, and 
as a result they can get no work here, 
and are left destitute. Some of the im­
migrants referred to above obtained en­
ough money to take them to Toronto, 
but the greater majority are on the 
march.

Soon after the or­
ganization the police were given the 
names of persons who were break­
ing the law in regard to gambling. 
As the department did nothing, a 
couple of detectives were brought in 
by the League and as a result of their 
work three men were sent to jail by 
the magistrate for keeping gambling 
houses. Two others were heavily 
fined by the judge and another was 
acquitted.

In February a deputation waited on 
the License Commissioners and aske<f 
that the liquor license law be more 
rigidly enforced. Nothing being done 
the Department at Toronto was wait­
ed upon and two detectives were 
sent here. These officers obtained 
evidence against twenty license hold­
ers and turned the cases over to the 
local license authority,* who took no 
action. Enquiries were made by the 
League at Toronto as to why noth­
ing was done and by the time It wee 
in possession of the facts, the time for 
laving charges—thirty days—had ex- 
pi led and nothing could be done. In 
the same month the Chief of Police 
was given the names of keepers of 
alleged gambling houses and the fol­
lowing month the Attorney-General 
was advised that the gambling laws 
were being broken in this city. In 
view of the inactivity of the police 
the Executive Committee sent a dep­
utation to Toronto to consult with 
Inspector Archibald, head of the Mor­
ality Department of Toronto. He ad­
vised the employing of private detec­
tives and recommended the two men 
who were recently at work here. He 
stated that McCrae and his partner 
had secured thirty-one convictions 
out of thirty-two cases of infractions 
of the Liquor Act in one month. These 
two men had also worked success­
fully in London. In regard to their 
work in Hamilton Sir Thomas Tay­
lor said he would call upon Mr. Peter 
Bertram to make a report.

Mr. Bertram said he was one of 
the committee which engaged the two

which English women have attempted 
to force their claims to the ballot, _ .

LA PATRIE’S SUCCESSOR.

New French Airship Built on New 
Principle.

Paris, Dec. 27.—There is being ex­
hibited at the Galerie des Machines a 
new airship invented by Baron Edmond 
de Marcay and the Dutch engineer, M. 
Kluytmuns. The inventors believe that 
one of the points which had hitherto 
made it difficult to obtain perfect sta­
bility in an airship was the fact that 
the propellers were attached to the 
frames a considerable distance below the 
centre of gravity, and, at all events, 
some fifteen or twenty yards below the 
centre of the balloon.

The new balloon, which is about the 
size of the ill-strred Patrie, carries a 
rigid frame iu the centre and is divided 
into two parts, fore and aft, of about 
equal size. The propeller is attached to 
the frame iu the centre of the balloon 
and revolves like two immense arms, de­
scribing a circle of larger diameter than 
that of the balloon. The mo-tor, of 
course, is in a separate frame below the 
balloon, and the power is transmitted 
to the propeller shaft by mean» of a belt.

The new airship has been inflated, and 
the trial so far as they could he car­
ried out iu the Galerie des Machine, 
have appeared to justify the claims of 
the inx'entors. All that noxv remahi*» is 
to give it a fair trial in the open air.

Bluing of Lumber. >
The forest service has undertaken es» 

pertinents at Bogalusa, La., with the 
object of rendering lumber immune) 
from the attacks of bluing, thereby 
stopping what at present is a serious 
losa. v>, y. 4

Bluing is due to the growth of low; 
forms of fungi, all of which probably 
belong to the genus Ceratostomella. This 
plant is too low in the scale of life to 
produce true seeds, but as a substitute 
it produces microscopic organisme call­
ed spores, which when ripe arc carried 
away by the wind in countless number*.

The air of forests, and especially, 
around many lumber yards) is so infest­
ed with such spores that when timber 
is placed in the yard to dry it is infected 
with them. If the timber happens to be 
moist and possesses necessary food to 
support the life of the plant the spores 
immediately germinate and send little 
threads, or hyphae, into the t issues.

Their action decomposes the sap and 
causes the wood to become discolored. 
The deterioration in value of lumber on 
account of this pest amounts to thou­
sands of dollar* each year.—From Amen 
ican Industries.

POCKET BLEW UP. 

Alabama Boy ChristmasKilled at 
Party;

Birmingham, Ala., Dec. 27.—Dan Brad­
ley, the sixteen-year-old son of a widoxv 
at Pratt City, died to-day as the result 
of injuries received in an explosion of 
dynamite at a Christmas party. The boy 
carried a piece of dynamite in his coat 
pocket.

The Marquis of Bute has fix’C seats 
in England, Scotland and Wales, and 
one of them, Mountstuart, Rothesay, 
covers an acre of ground, has 150 rooms 
and has actually cost over £2,000,000, 
representing, even at a modest 4 per 
cent, a value of £80,000 a year. One can 
easily understand that his lordship’s in­
come of £20,(MM) a year is not a peiinx- 
too much for the demands on it. (if

yards long, and boasts a sculpture gal­
lery 100 feet long and 58 feet high;

Such are but few of the “stately homes 

of England.” some of which are not seen 
by their lordly owners for more than a 
few weeks, if at all. in a year, although 
each of them costs many thousands a 
year to maintain.

It is said that there are at least sixty 
country homes in the United Kingdom 
xvhich require a staff of from 250 to 500 
servants, and involve an annual bill for 
wages ranging up to £20.(190. and in 
many of them the gardens alone account 
for more than £5,000 a year. How larg«- 
nre the number of servants employed in 
connection xvith these houses nml es­
tates is .«hoxvn by the folloxving ex­
ample—that of a relatively modest es­
tablishment in Suffolk: The total num­
ber of servants employed is 173, and of 
these the home farm and stables require 
54 and the gardens 40; indoor servants 
number 17, keepers and night men 16: 
the parks and lakes employ 10: the brick 
kilns 9, while there are 7 carpenters, 4 
bricklayers, 4 xvarreners, 3 lodgekeepers, 
3 painters and half a dozen engineers, 
blacksmiths and wheelwrights.

This, it should be remembered, is but a 
second-class establishment, although its 
wages bill reaches £8,000 a year. Of 
still smaller establishment, although it» 
about six hundred in the United King­
dom, employing between fifty and a hun­
dred servants, with wages bills averaging 
at least £4,000.

Expensive as country seats are to 
maintain, xvith a few exceptions, such as 
those mentioned, they arc little more 
costly than town houses. For a tiny 
house in Park lane, such as would be 
procurable in a London suburb for £00 
a year, a rental of £3,000 is asked; 
while some of the larger houses com­
mand a rent running into five figures. 
In Grosvenor square the rents range 
from £ 1,000 to £6,000 a year: in Ft. 
James’ square you mav pav as much as 
an annual rental of *£I0,000« £60.000 
lias been paid for a house in Carlton 
House Terrace, and Lord Burton gave 
£150,000 for a house in South .Audley

.And town and county houses are hut 
a part of the expenditure of the wealthy 
class xve are considering. .A steam yacht 
may easily run away with £5,000 a 
year; a similar sum is by no means un­
common for a grouse moor and a deer 
forest; a London season, with its costly 
entertainments, may easily account for 
£10,000, and so on through the long 
list of items which figure in the annual 
balance sheet of.the rich, and which are 
considered as necessary to them as bis 
tobacco to a poor man. It is thus not 
difficult to see how an income of even 
£100,000 or £200,000 may be dissipated, 
and how aghast many a man would be 
if lie were suddenly brought face to face 
with the necessity of cutting down ltis 
expenditure to a ‘pitiful £50,000 a year.

detectives who figured in the recent 
cases.

RENT STRIKERS WILL REFUSE TO 
PAY ON JAN. i.

Brooklyn Agents Throng Manhattan’s 
East. Side Trying to Induce Tene­
ment-Dwellers to Move Acrqss the 
River.

New York, Dec. 28.—Real estate 
agents from Brooklyn went into the 
crowded tenement house districts on the 
East Side of Manhattan to day and tried 
to do missionary work in their own in­
terests by urging the tenants, who are 
now engaged in a crusade for lower 
rents, to move to Brooklyn. But activ­
ity of outsiders dal not seem to disturb 
the local real estate owners and agents. 
One of them said that the Hast Skier is 
a homish jterson and likes to associate 
with the friends and neighbors whom 
lie has known since his arrival from 
Europe.

At the Socialist party headquarters 
on Grand street it was learned to-day. 
that the evictions made since the rent/ 
strike was decided upon have no real con­
nection with the movement. Such evic­
tions are fur failure to pay rent for the 
present and past months. The crucial 
point will come, if at all, when the col­
lectors make their January calls.

There were tenement house meetings 
on almost every block to-night. For the 
most part they were impromptu gather­
ings, without any attempt at organiza­
tion, but each was marked with many 
declarations af war against the land­
lords. Many of the tenants were of the 
opinion that their end could best be ac­
complished by resisting attempts at col­
lecting pnesent rents and affording shel­
ter to persons evicted. There were others 
who favored more drastic measures, and 
many tenants discussed a combined 
stand against the marshals in the event 
of evictions.

Pauline Newman, who is reputed to 
be the woman leader of the strike move­
ment., is in favor of moderation. fSJie 
lias told the women associated with her 
that they can hope to «in by united ac­
tion if they are careful to keep within 
the law, and that the landlords, if a 
united front be presented them, will be 
bound to yield rather than fight out 
thousands of dispossess cases in the 
municipal courts.

GEOLOGICAL.
Interesting Reference to Canadian i 

Blue Marble in England.

The geological section of the Hamilton 
Scientific Association met last night, A. 
T. Neill in the chair. Before the paper 
for the evening was read, a clipping from 
an English paper was read, referring to 
"Canadian blue, marble used for interior 
decorations in one of the finest palaces 
in England.” In describing the building, 
the writer says that it is fitted up in 
marble and a richness of detail that even 
the Caesars never dreamt of. This mar­
ble ^s found in Hastings County, Ontario, 
and is called sodalite. The quarry is 
now the private property of the Prince

Col. ( . t\ Grant read his paper, en­
titled “Continued Notes on Collection 
Beasou.” He said that the few places 
along the lake shore near XX'inona con­
taining fossils merely represent a rem­
nant of the glacial clay deposit extend­
ing continuously for miles. At the pond 
east of the camp at a comparatively re­
cent time the water of the lake burst 
through the barrier, washing away the 
clay deposited there, hut leaving many 
of the large rock specimens scattered on 
the* sand similar to one which he ex­
tracted three years ago, and which fur­
nished a well preserved specimen of Or- 
thodesiim Uurvata. The lake is making 
rapid progress southward, and pieces of 
shoreland are fast disappearing. He 
thinks that the rapid encroachment is 
due to the slow rising of the northern 
shore of the lake. He collected some 
specimens of Archaean rocks which were 
distributed along the shore at XX'inona, 
some of them having their representa­
tives in Lake Superior district and some 
from the rocks on the (Georgian Bay 
shore. He said that lié never for a mo­
ment imagined that the few isolated 
patches of glacial clay still remaining 
could have produced more than a small 
portion of the sand and shingle that is 
to la* found cn the Beach, knowing the 
deposit which underlies the Burlington 
Heights. He thinks that there is no 
doubt that the large volume of water 
which formerly rushed down by the* Al­
bion Mills, Stoney Creek, Grimsby, etc., 
conveyed a considerable portion of the. 
material which contributes to build that 
vast accumulation known as the Burling­
ton Heights.

Col. Grant showed quite a large num­
ber of fossils collected during the year, 

[ some of them very rare.

CHEAP COLD STORAGE.

Refrigerating Agent Now Procurable 
in Tabloid Form.

The present is essentially an a^e of 
tabloids, by means of which nearly every- ; 
thing, from mendicants to edibles, is ' 
obtainable in small, concentrated form. 
Biit possibly the strangest application of 
this modern development is the. produc­
tion of a refrigerating agent a la tabloid.

This refrigerant, the composition of i 
which is secret, is prepared in small pasr j 
tilles, which emit a freezing or sterilizing • 
vapor in an airtight chamber. By this 
means all descriptions of perishable arti­
cles—such ns fruit, poultry, eggs, milk, 
meal and so forth—may be preserved 
for any desired length of time as if 
stored in a natural ice or mechanical 
freezing chamber without any deteriora­
tion or alteration of flavor.

Every household can thus be equipped j 
with an excellent means of preservation,; 

j which is at once much cheaper and far 1 
} more convenient than ice. At the same ' 
I time it enables sterilized preservations! 
i to be carried out in those places and! 
I .climes where ire is not available. Not ; 
j only is it applicable to small household : 
j requirements, but it can be employed for 
j the largest installations where expensive 
j mid bulky refrigerating machinery is 
j now employed.

It. is anticipated that this invention 
(. will work a complete revolution in the 
j preèeat methods of refrigeration both in 
transport and storage. During the pro* 
longed heat of the American summer and

To Cough Properly.
Few people know how to cough pro­

perly. Jt never occurs to the ordin­
ary individual that there is a. right 
way and a wrong way of doing it. 
^ et it is a matter of no small im­
portance.

If every sigh means a drop of blood 
out of the heart, as people say, every 
cough means some greater or less 
proportion of time knocked off one’s 
life.

Most people cough as loudly and 
forcibly as they can. But it is rath­
er costly noise, for the single reason 
that it tears and inflames the lungs. 
The lungs consist of un extruordin 
arily delicate spongelike tissue, which 
sometimes gets inflamed and choked 
with phlegm. When we try to get 
rid of this substance we cough. But 
obviously, if we remove it violently, 
we must necessarily injure the deli­
cate lung tissue. Therefore, train 
yourself to cough ns gently as poa- 
aible.—From Health.

the Emperor’a appreciation and both 
houses, will adjourn for three weeks, at 
which time the business of the session 
will commence.

The overwhelming majority of the 
government in the diet makes it im­
probable that there will be any extended 
debate, although there may be some on 
the finance and immigration questions. 
It is generally understood, however, that 
all the leaders are practically agreed on 
the government’s policy, looking toward 
the restriction of emigration.

It is probable that a motion of lack 
of confidence in the cabinet will be in­
troduced because of the proposed in­
crease in taxation, which is unpopular 
with the masses.

The motion may possibly pass in view 
of the fact that this is the last session 
of the diet. The general election will 
occur in the spring at which time a new 
diet will be chosen.

The Yellow Problem.
London, Dec. 28.—A despatch to the 

Times from Pekin calls attention to 
the great number of Japanese soldiers 
still in Manchuria, though the coun­
try is perfectly tranquil, and records 
complaints of their incivility to rail­
way passengers.

The despatch also gives instances 
of the Japanese forbidding railway 
construction in Chinese territory, 
west of the Liao valley, and claims 
that it is impossible to reconcile this 
prohibition with any national inter­
pretation of the open door policy.

In an editorial on the Oriental im­
migration problem the Times des 
cribes the breaking up of the In­
dian congress as tending to justify 
those anxious to justify the exclusion 
of Indians as well as other Oriental 
races from the colonies and advo­
cate the calling of a commission 
representative of all the colonies, 
India and the mother country for a 
preliminary investigation to* assist 
the next Imperial conference to deal 
with the subject.

It sugests that the evidence taken 
before such a commission might coa 
vince some of the colonies of the im 
possibility of banging against the 
Oriental immigration and thinks that 
certain parts of the British territor­
ies most suited to Orientals and least 
suited to the white men’s habits 
might be specially reserved for Ori­
ental immigration. The editorial con­
cludes: At present the Oriental races 
realize our difficulities but a swarm­
ing intrusion of even unarmed paup­
ers cannot be resisted for ever.

Pinero usually conceives one situation 
and writes his play ground it, but the 
situation itself always seems to be one 
of several possible situations in which 
his characters might become involved, 
Gordin begins where Pinero leaves off. 
In the “Kreutzer Sonata,” for instance, 
ihe tragedy of the heroine's life when 
the play begins; it is a tragedy which 
one can see must inevitably involve both 
herself and her family as a ultimate 
catastrophe.

ROUND ABOUT TWEEDSIDE.

(N. ,Y. Scottish American.)
Hoxv fascinating is the region is known 

only to him steeped in its traditionary 
lore, or xxho, not having the good for­
tune to have been bom a Borderer, has 
explored its recesses under the guidance 
of a sympathetic cicerone. Every bosky 
dell has its eflin story; every sequester­
ed spot its grim tragedy of the long dead 
past; and every tinkling waterfall its 
song. Were the whole literature of 
Border land by some miraculous misfor­
tune swept away, says a wliter in the 
Scottish Field, the xvorld would’ lose 
a heritage of treasure that xvould leave 
it poor indeed. For it has laid its magic 
spell upon the pens of all great writers 
who have come within the sphere of its 
seductive glamor. The list of these is a 
long one, and to give a few from memory 
xve might instance Sir Robert Aytoun, 
Lord Yeeter, Robert Ferguson, Words­
worth, John Leyden, Henry Scott Rid­
dell, Burns, Professor .John Wilson, Jas. 
Thomson, Alexander Smith, and our 
modern Andrew Lang. In this xve have 
not included the great Wizard himself, 
for he stands apart, and the shadoxv of 
his great genius almost eclipses all. It 
is in "‘Fors Clavigera,” if you remember, 
that Ruskin confessed that he ;ould 
never hear the whispering and sighing of 
the Tweed among pebbles but it 
brought back to him the >ong of liis 
nurse as they crossed by Golds! re am 
Bridge from the south, in liU happy days. 
Thrice happy spot that could conjure up 
such recollections of an era of life as 
yet unsullied by the smirch of the world. 
“The Border district of Scotland was," he 
proceeds, "of all districts of tin* inhab­
ited world, pre-eminently a singing coun­
try—that which most naturally expresses 
its noble thoughts anti passions in song. 
The Tweed is a beautiful river, flo.viag 
broad and bright, for the lied is of milk 
white pebbles, unless where, here and 
there, it darkens into a deep pool over­
hung by the birches and altiers which 
had surxived the statelier growth of the 
primitive forest. With the murmur, 
whisper, and low voice of the stream, 
unmatched for mystery and sweetness, 
we must remember also the variable, 
but seldom xvild, thrilling of the xvjn-d 
among the recesses of the gi ns; and 
not least, the need of relief from the 
monotony of occupations involving some 
rhythmic measure of the beat of foot *»r j 
hand during the long evenings at the ; 
hearth side." It xx-as.John Veitch, a true 
son of the Border, who xx-rote: “You may 
see here in the summer time the gleam­
ing flow and hear the music, by day and 
night, of a river clear as the light of 
heaven. Its motion is poetry itself, a-» it 
now stays calm in pool, and then rushes 
bright and joyous in stream. There are 
green boughs, soft meadows and corn 
fields, and gently sloping hillsides and 
sunny parts «’ell and picturesquely 
wooded-—all looking as if the human 
life there was pleasant'and comfortable. 
It is in this region that xve find th** 
source of the Bolder lo\-e songs—in the 
17th century; and they groxv increas­
ingly in sympathy xvith the green 
boughs, the sun-gleam, and the gentle, 
murmur ot the river, the notes of eatlv 
birds and bleating of lambs, and t’.ie mel­
ancholy music uf the sequestered cushat 
of the woods in the Vale of Tweed.” "A 
river pure as the light of heaven, rush­
ing oxer milk xvliite pebbles—xvhat other 
stream has ex-er ex-oked such poetic 
iles? Whence springs this national vix-er? 
—for it is claimed that it is national 
rather than local.

The Tweed, the Annan and the Clyde, 
All rise from one hillside— 
an<l that high up among the hills 
and stony plapce of the Southern 
Highlands on the confines of Lan­
arkshire and Dumfriesshire, near 
Moffat. In the wastes of these great 
uplands, over 1,200 feet above the 
level of the sea, which is at Berwick, 
eighty miles axvay, there rises ' a 
small suring, known as "Tweed’s 
Well.” Like a bright eye it gleams in 
the midst of n small 'space of meadov. - 
land encircled hv the "great round 

j backed, kindly solemn hills,” as Dr. 
i "Rub” Brown called them. It is a 
j weird uncanny spot. The scenery in 
itself is not grand, but there is an 

1 awe of solitude and a pathos in the

feeling of desolation xvhich impresses 
the heart as powerfully as any natural 
grandeur. Here Wordsworth xvould 
have found "regions consecrate to old­
est time" where he could have roamed 
. . . at large among unpeopled

And mountainous retirements, only 
trqd

By devious footsteps.
Here is Keat’s "Nature Observatory,” 
the hax-en of the solitary. Yet this 
waste was once the ancient forest of 
Caledon. Could we but reconstruct 
its wilds, there might be seen flitt­
ing through its glades the ghosts of 
Merlin, "the xveird, half-crazed min­
strel of Upper Tweeddale;” Kenti- 
gern. the founder of Glasgow, xxlio in­
troduced Christianity to Tweedside; 
Cuthbert. one of the leading Border 
Saints, and the mystic Arthur, "of 
fresh adventures dreaming." But the 
wood is gone beyond recall, and only 
the spring remains, ex-er clear, floxv- 
ir.g and cold. Can it be xx-ondered 
that a river xxelling front such a 
source should form a “consecration, 
and the poet’s dream?" From Tweed’s 
Well to the sea the rixer tends to 
the north east.

SILVER AND GOLD PENCILS.

One With Leads of Three Colors—Some 
Set With Precious Stones.

lven«l pencils with leads of two colors, 
one color at each end. are common en­
ough. but here is n pencil xvith leads of 
three colors. It- is one of the many me­
tallic pencils made of silver or of gold 
from which the point holding the lead is 
made to project by means of a sliding 
•ring on the pencil ease or handle.

Ordinarily a silver or a golil pencil of 
this kind has but a single sliding ring, 
the pencil having but one point, enclos 
ing one lead. The three colored pencil 
has three sliding sections, one holding a 
black, one a blue and one a red lead, and 
each of these having attached to it and 
correspondingly colored a ring of its own 
on the outside of the pencil. So this pen­
cil. carrying a single lead, in which is 
substituted in place of the familiar slid­
ing ring a ratchet arrangement within 
the handle. Tip this pencil down in posi­
tion to write and the point elides out of 
itself, to be held there by the ratchet in­
side the handle. Tip the pencil up again 
and the ratchet releases its hold on the 
projected point, which then drops back 
into the handle.

An interesting thing in the pencil way 
j is the calendar pencil, in which the cal­

endar is carried on an elongated silver 
cap that fits snugly on the top of a pen­
cil of wood. This calendar cap may be 
used indefinitely, being simply placed on 
a new pencil when the old one has been 
used up.

Around on this metallic calendar cap 
are stamped or engraved the date num- 

j hers of a month, arranged in columns of 
! squares, precisely as they xvould be on 

the flat leaf of a printed monthly calen- 
[ dar except that here they arc printed so 
j around the cylinder. Above the date 

apace there is a narrower flat metallic 
ring which can be turned, and around 
on this ring arc stamped initial letters 
for the names of the days.

'L ou have to set this calendar monthly 
to bring the beginning date under the 

j right day. For instance, on the first day 
of a month beginning as did the present 
month of December, on a Sunday, you 
shift the day ring around so as to bring 
the “Su” on it for Sunday over the fig­
ure 1» in the date* column having that 
figure at- the top. and thus adjusted you 
have on the pencil cap a calendar cor­
rect as to days and dates for the month.

Silver pencils of the familiar sliding 
variety for either pocket or desk use 
are of course to be found in almost end­
less variety. Here, for instance, is a 
square pocket pencil having on its four 
sides the four card spots, a spade on one 
side, a heart on another and so on 
around, the spots in their proper color. 
I seful for a card player, who mav lav 
this pencil on the table with the right 
spot up at the beginning of the game, 
whereby to remember the trump.

Silx'er pencils range in price from 25 
cents to $12. They are sold not only to 
persons who buy them for their own‘use, 
but for gifts and for prizes at card par­
ties and for favors.

Pencils of a combination of metals 
may cost more. Here, designed to go 
xvith a desk set at the seam materials 
and style of finish, is a desk pencil made 
of bronze and silver xx-hich costs $26.

there are to be found many styles, rang­
ing in price from $3 to $800. the last- 
named price being for a pocket pencil 
square in shape and richly carved and 
set xvith small diamonds arranged in 
patterns.

Gold pencils are set also with various 
other precious or semi-precious stones, 
as rubies or sapphires or emeralds, and 
among these, as in fact among still oth­
ers set with diamonds alone or with dia­
monds in combination with other stones, 
may be found pencils at prices compara­
tively moderate.

Indeed, one beautiful gold pencil 
shown depends for its grace not upon 
precious stones, of xx-hich it has none. 
This is a pocket pencil of IS karat gold, 
square in shape, and all hand chased, 
- ••v- ■ *-"*!v and beautifully, a x-ery 
beautiful pencil this, and one that might 
appeal to many ni«‘ie than one set xvith 
precious stones. The price of this pencil 
is $125. Gold pencils set xvith precious 
stonr«. but of less elaborate workman­
ship. can be bought for considerably lr?s 
than that.

There are gold pencils having at the 
handle end a paper cutter or loiter open­
er. Still other grid pencils have upon 
them «lesigns in relief, perhaps of sport­
ing subjects, as of horses or of golf 
sticks, or it may he a design of an easy 
chair or of pipes and a tobacco pouch.

With Frank Gotch, from Iowa, to 
lead the anvil chorus, they should be 
able to stir up a din that would be 
heard across the lag briny and right into 
the mmcmioet recesses of Oovent Gar­
den, in London.

Gotch, if lie is correctly quoted, is sore 
because lie believes Tom O’Rourke took 
Rogers to England and billed him as the 
champion of the world. For Mr. Gotch’s 
information it may be stated that Tom 
O’Rourke did nothing of the kind.

O’Rourke, as well as all other sport­
ing authorities in this country and in 
Europe, knows that Hackenshmidt is .the 
real and undisputed champion of the 
world, and for that reason would not be 
so foolish as to make such a claim for 
his man Rogers.

What O’Rourke and Rogers liave both 
iClnimed, however, since their arrival 
in England is that Rogers had engaged 
in two international wrestling tourna­
ments, both of which were held in Mon­
treal and both of which Rogers won. 
Moreover, Frank Gotch was a contestant 
in the last tournament in which he fin­
ished fourth and that Rogers handily 
defeated in the final the man who lmd 
just as handily defeated the man from 
Iowa,

It would seem to be only in line with 
decent sportsmanship for Gotch to deny, 
at least, those statements before he 
talks about going to England to show 
Rogers up as an imposter, as he calls 
him. It might even lie necessary for 
him to come forward with corroborative 
evidence to show that O’Rourke and 
Rogers had misrepresented the facts be­
fore he would succeed in having himsrif 
believed. Gotch would certainly not 
have the effrontery to go to England 
and claim that he was the undisputed 
champion of this country. Surely not, 
for that would be fully as absurd as 
O’Rourke claiming that Rogers was the 
champion of the world—a claim O’Rourke 
has never made.

Rogers must have shown the English­
men something of merit, otherwise they 
would not have insisted on Hacken- 
slimidt recognizing his claim to a con­
test. Public sentiment in London has 
forced the Russian Lion to give the 
American a try for the title, and there 
will be few over here who will be sorry 
to see big Joe Rogers return with Hack- 
ensmidt’s scalp dangling from his belt.

It may be that Rogers will not win— 
it hardly sums possible that he cam de­
feat the Russian Lion—but whether he 
does or not both he and O’Rourke are 
entitled to great credit for forcing the 
champion to give them recognition by 
consenting to a match.

Frank Gotch and his coterie of sport­
ing writers might just as well let O’­
Rourke and his man Rogers severely 
alone, as they can gain nothing now by 
ghost dancing and beating the tom­
toms against them over here.

Frank Gotch once talked about en­
tering the prize-ring and so did Joe 
Rogers, for that matter. It mav be 
that Gotch can arrange a glove contest 
with Rogers when he gets back to this 
country. Such a match would be sure 
to draw more money than a contest on 
the mat. Don’t despair, Frank, you still 
man * chance to get on with O’Rourke’s

The Decadence of Porridge.
(From the Paris Matin.)

According to a recent Scottish author­
ity. the demand for oatmeal in a pure 
state—that is, as marketed from Scot­
land—is on the decline, and this condi­
tion of affairs is attributed to the inva­
sion of similar articles of food in flaked 
crushed, ground, or some other form 
from foreign countries. But the cause 
for this predilection is not far to sc- k. 
Scotch oatmeal, in the first place, re­
quires very careful cooking, while the 
foreign cereal food facilitates this opera­
tion. a factor greatly appreciated by tin* 
housewife. Moreover, the latter is plac­
ed on the market in convenient card­
board packages, which constitute admir­
able receptacles from the domestic point 
of view both for transport and storage, 
while at the same time it appeals to the 
dealer, who finds it much more conveni­
ent to stock the article in strong sealed 
packages than loose in bulk, in which 
state it is liable to severe deterioration 
unless quickly disposed of. The fact 
has been stated by more than one medi­
cal authority, especially by the advo­
cates of the Scottish product, that the 
foreign breakfast food sold in such at­
tractive packets is an ill-defined compo­
sition. Investigation, however, shows 
that such is not the case for numerous 
analyses have been made of these manu­
factured cereal breakfast foods and for 
the most part they arc entirely free 
from adulteration and in some cases dis­
tinctly improved by the treatment to 
which they have been submitted. At 
any rate, no harmful ingredients enter 
into the composition. Some are made 
from the coarser milling products, xvhile 
other brands contain certain proportions 
of molasses, glucose and similar sub­
stances. which, however, are not of an 
injurious character. The percentage of 
mineral ash is sometimes found to be 
abnormally high ; but this result is due 
to tho addition of salt for the improve­
ment of the flavor," and can in no way 
be construed as an adulterant. To re- 
x-ive the interest in Scottish oatmeal, the 
native producers should not be above 
taking a leaf from the practices of their 
foreign competitors in rendering the 
product more atractive to the house­
wife.—Chambers’ Journal.

Fog-Signalling.
'lliat a lug is an expensive incident to 

railway companies may be gathered from 
the fact that Messrs. Kynoeh, of Bir­
mingham, annually dispose of between 
one and two millions of fog signals at a 
trifle under .Cl per gross. Besides this 
outlay a large sum is also absorbed in 
wages and food for the men who attend 
to this important branch of railroad 
work, for, of course, a “fogger.” as he is 
called, is* always fed at the company’s 
expense when on duty.

The system of fog-signalling is simple 
! enough. As soon as a fog comes down 
■ a “fogger.” with a little hut and a fire 
j to protect him from the worst rigors 
1 of the weather, is stationed at the foot 
! of each “distant” signal post, and it is 
! his business to keep on the rails a couple 
j of detonators, by the explosion of which 
j the engine-driver may he informed that 

the road is not clear, and that he must 
i be able to stop by the time he reaches 
! the “home” signal, which forms the real 

protection of the station.
The man for the time acts as a sema­

phore. As soon as the arm goes up he 
clops a detonator on the rail, but di­
rectly the arm falls to the “all right po­
sition” the fogger removes the detona­
tor, at the same time showing a green 
light to the approaching train, the driv­
er of wwhich then knows that the fine 
is clear for him.

Nothing, therefore, should be more 
comforting to the railway traveller than 
the bang of the fog-signal. It is the fog- 
ger’s "all's well.” and shows that he is 
at his post and alive to his duty.—G. G.
TALLER SILK *HATS FOR MEN.

Changes in Style That the London 
Hatters Are Considering.

The question whether the tall hat 
shall become taller is now being anx­
iously debated by the half dozen west 
end hatters who rule the fashion, and 
several of them have almost decided to 
take a step in that direction by an in­
crease of one-sixteenth of an inch in 
height.

“The Englishman,” said a west end 
hatter yesterday, “is never violent or 
conspicuous in changing a fashion, and 
only a very slight alteration can be 
made at a time. For two or three years, 
however, there has been no decided 
change in the shape of the top hat, and 
it seems about time there, was some 
alteration. The limit of shallowness 
seems to have been reached They are 
now being made six inches deep in small 
sizes and about six and a quarter in the 
largest, so that they can only grow taller 
again. A sixteenth or even a quarter of 
an inch does not sound very much, but 
it really makes a great deal of differ­
ence in the appeal ranee of a hat. The 
very tall hat of fifteen years ago was 
only six and five-eighths inches deep.

JAPS IMPORTED 
BY CONTRACT.

SUMMARY OF IHVESTIGXTION 1 ELD 
AT VANC3J -ER.

Employed by Six C.«mp*.niss— if a Eli­
de** of Importatio i of Chinese Into 
British Colombia by Employment 
Agencies.

Ottawa. Dec. 27.—An interesting sum­
mary of the results of the investiga­
tion held at Vancouver by Mr. W. L. 
Mackenzie King. Deputy Minister of 
Labor, as special Royal Commissioner, 
appears in the Labor Gazette, and 
may. to a certain extent, be taken a» 
foreshadowing the report of that Royal 
Commission, which will be submitted 
to Parliament when it re-assamldes. 
The first two days of the inquiry were 
spent in examining Chinese immigrants 
who had just arrived at Vancouver 
on the Empress of India. In nearly all 
cases it was ascertained the passage 
money and head tax had been ad­
vanced by relatives ami friends in 
Canada with whom the emigrants in­
tended to work. The immigrants were 
induced to come by reports of the high 
wages to be obtained in this country, 
and many of them stated that they 
intended to return to China when they 
had made enough money. Xo evidence 
was disclosed pointing to the importa­
tion of Chinese by employment 
agencies A witness, representing a 
firm of Chinese merchants, stated that 
he had a contract with a canning com­
pany. by which he was paid a certain 
sum for packing each case, in return 
for which he furnished from 80 to 100 
men every* year to do the work, paying 
them not less than $80 per month.

An officer of the Canadian Nippon 
Supply Company said that his firm 
had supplied Japanese laborers to the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Ounpany 
and the British Columbia General Con­
tract Company. On Nov. 30th, at the 
closing session of the commission, there 
were produced copies of contracts be­
tween the Nippon Supply Company and 
six corporations, by which the former 
agreed to furnish a certain number of 
laborers, receiving in return a spec»- 1 
fled sum per man, out of which their 
wages would be paid. The parties to 
these contracts were the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway Company, the Welling­
ton Colliery Company, the British 
Columbia General Contract Company. 
Macdonald. Gzowski & Company. and 
two sawmill owners. All these con­
tracts contained a clause to the effect 
that the laborers must have been pro­
cured legally, and not in violation of 
the Immigration Act or the Alien Labor 
Act.

A few Hindoos, who were being de­
ported. gave evidences at Victoria be­
fore the commissioner on Nov. 23rd. It 
was alleged that one of their country­
men had collected suras of money from 
them, saying it was for the purpose of 
making presents to the Customs and 
immigration officers, who would then 
let them go. He then instituted habeas 
corpus proceedings and secured his 
own release. Under instructions from 
the commission, he was subsequently 
arrested by the police and arraigned 
on the charge of obtaining money un­
der false pretences. Many of the 
Hindoos testified that they had been 
induced to come to Canada through 
newspaper reporta of the count*

From other witnesses who appeared 
later before th~ commissioners it was 
shown that Dr. l'avichaud, a native of 
India, had brought a number of Hindoo 
laborers to Canada, and obtained em­
ployment for them, charging them $1 a 
month for his services.

“Mrs. Eddy lias consented that ’"he 
institution which she purposes to found 
will liear her name, and therefore will 
he known as ‘Mary Baker Ù Eddy s 
Charitable Fund.* Ice Hoard of Dir.-e 
tors will he created in Boston, the 
recognized headquarters of her church, 
and in pkm and scope this fund will he 
an educational opportunity by which 
indigent person- will be taught gra ni­
ton-iy the science of the Christ heal­
ing as practised by Jesus and as made 
known through the writings of Mrs. 
Eddy.

“i he sum of $1.000,000 will be de­
voted to this sole purpose.

“Mrs. Eddy's benevolence will be 
open to all those individuals wlio are 
genuinely interested in Christian 
Science ‘for it* truth’s sake, ami will 
present to the board of directors satis­
factory evidence of their indigence, 
their religious views and their moral 
character. The students of Christian 
Science will be maintained by this fund 
until such time as the board ot direc­
tors shall have pronounced them giod 
healers of the sick and deliver to 
them certificates to this effect. The 
lwneficiarh1* of this fund and the 
families of these who have families 
are to be supported from the income 
of the fund, and the number of 
students and their families to be sup­
ported will depend upon the amount of 
this income.”

Mrs. Eddy has turned this matter 
over to a prospective board of direc­
tors for them to work out the details 
of the charity. In the meantime, no 
further information on this subject 
can be given out.

Passenger Train From Port Huron 
Crashed Into Double-Header Freight 
in a Dense Fog Near Lenox, Mich.

Detroit. Dec. 27.—Speeding through 
a dense fog at forty miles an hour. 
Grand Trunk passenger train No. 5, 
which left Port Huron shortly before 
7 o’clock to night for this city, collided 
bend on with a double-header freight 
train one mile north of Lenox, Mich. 
Five trainmen met death, four being 
killed instantly, the fifth dying three 
hours later. All of the passengers es­
caped injury except a baby, who was 
only slightly hurt by being thrown out 
of its mother's arms and over a seat 
when the trains crashed.

The Two Men Were Talking Together 
in Gooderham Village, When the 
Elder Drew a Knife and Stabbed His 
Nephew Five Times.

Lindsay, Dec. 27.- The little village of 
Gooderham, in Haliburton county, was 
the scene of a vicious stabbing affair on 
Christmas Eve, wherein a young man 
named Roland Madill received injuries 
which may prove fatal.

LOOKS TO BRITAIN.
DOWAGER EMPRESS ALARMED AT 
GROWTH OF POPULAR AGITATION.

Yuan Shi Kai’s Position Strengthened 
by Pressure of British Government 
—Popular Cry for Recovery of 
Rights Spreading in China.

Pekin, Dec. 27—The dowager-Em- 
pi*e93 has given verbal orders to the In­
terior Department and to the police to 
suppress all public meetings in Pekin, 
and there is reason to believe that this 
order will be extended to the provinces.

The popular agitation along the lines 
of “rights recovery'” is growing in a 
phenomenal manner. The question of 
provincial as against federal sovereignty 
enters largely into the matter. Women's 
societies, schools for boys and for girls, 
the family newspapers and the political 
press all are participating in the agita­
tion, ami for a month past the Gov­
ernment here has been receiving tele­
grams in increasing numbers expressing 
the strong desire of the senders that the 
rights which have been alienated from 
them by foreigners be restored to the 
Chinese.

The movement has reached such mag­
nitude that the Government is thor­
oughly alarmed, and it is to-day striv­
ing to find a conciliatory position be­
tween the revolutionary agitators and 
those who consider themselves to he 
aggrieved. The agitation embraces the 
question of the patrol of the West 
River by Great Britain, in an effort to 
put an end to the piracy there and 
leading Englishmen here apprehend that 
the present popular hostility will re­
sult in an inquiry into the British trade. 
The Government is relying on the sup­
port of Great Britain, whose insistence 
upon China's maintenance of her orig­
inal position has produced an apparent 
solidarity among the Chinese Ministers. 
The pressure of the British Government 

! is strengthening the position of Yuan 
Shi Kai, whose security and influence in 
Pekin are regarded by foreigners us es­
sential to the safety and progress of

It is declared here that the foreign 
agitation in the matter of the atitude 
adopted by Great Britain with regard 
to Manchuria, and the warning <»f Rus­
sia concerning the annulment of the 
telegraph convention, have le.l tl» Brit­
ish Foreign Office to take action am* it 
is understood that this has been in the 
form of representation to the Tokiv 
Government. China, it is stat?d here, 
conoid era the attitude taken by Japan 
to be based upon impossible claims, and 
Jppau, it is averred, is taking advantage 
of China’s complications with Great, 
Britain In order to postpone the nego­
tiations regarding Manchuria.

Travellers arriving hero complain of 
what they call the organized incivditv, 
and in some cases even the "briUil con­
duct,” of the Japanese trainmen and 
guards on the Manchurian railway.

WAS SHOOTING 
ACCIDENTAL?

PEEL HIRED MAN’S EXPLANATION 
OF DEATH OF FARMER.

Declares Son Struck Gun—Boy, However, 
Who Was an Eyewitness, Corrobor­
ates Account Given by Js.:r»es Curry.

Brampton, Ont, Dec. 27.—John D. 
Terrace, the immigrant farm hand who 
on Wednesday night shot and killed aged 
William Curry at the h une o* his a< n, 
James Curry, of Toronto township, end 
Avho suffered severely iu the subsequent 
Struggle with his employer, has recover­
ed sufficiently from nis wounds to give 
his version of the ili'ai:, which di-fers 
entirely from the story told by Janies 
Curry. He declares that the shooting 
Avns an accident, and xiused by ’anies 
Curry striking the gun when Jt wes 
pointed at his father in fun.

He says that all the family but him­
self had been away for their Christmas 
dinner at the home of Mrs. Black, a 
married daughter of the dead man. He 
had spent the afternoon shooting spar­
rows and left the loaded gun standing in 
a corner of the farmhouse kitchen. Re­
turning home, they had supper, and the 
two Currys, a hired boy. and Terrace 
all did up the chores around the barn, 
and returning to the house played 
checkers and read the papers until the 
old man retired hortly before 0 o’clock. 
Terrace.and the boy also prepared to go 
to bed, and “for a bit of foolery,” as the 
prisoner expressed it. he picked up the 
gun and said to the younger Curry, ‘You 
had the laugh on me on Monday. I will 
haA'e it on you now,” referring to the 
ridicule to which he had been exposed 
on account of the awkwardness with 
which he went about his accustomed 
duties.

Son Struck Gun.
Curry answered him sharplv. and the 

old man came to the door of his bed­
room *in his nightdress and asked what 
the quarrel Avas about. ricrrace states 
he answered him that there Avas no 
quarrel at all, and to go back, hut that 
the old gentleman rushed up close to him 
and the younger man knocked the Aveapon 
up in bis hands Tn doing so the gun 
was discharged, the shot entering the 
left breast of the old man.

A scuffle ensued, the prisoner stating 
that he. and not, Curry, shouted to the 
boy to run off fo» help, and that in the 
stru*—le James Curry struck his head 
twice against the coal stove, and snatch­
ing up the shaker, struck him, Terrace, 
across the head, and that after that he 
kneAV no more.

Terrace cried bitterly last night on 
learning that the old man avos dead, 
and stated positively that there avas no 
intention of hurting him or anybody else. 
He feels his pasition keenly, and strongly 
reiterates the assertion that he had no 
intention of harming anybody, that the 
gun was pointed at James Curry merely 
for fun.

Boy Corroborate Cu.-ry.
| The story of the affair told by James 
Reid, the hired boy, who Avas a specta­
tor, differs altogether from that of Ter­
race, and bears out the version given by 
James Curry* The boy’s account is as 
follows:

Taken Afti: Hard Fight.
“On Monday,” said he, ’’when the 

pump man had finished his Avork, Mr. 
Curry pulled out a roll of money and 
paid him. Terrace had an eye on the 
money. Yesterday we all went to the 
Black’s for Christmas dinner, except Ter­
race, and after supper I Avalked home 
before the others to help with the chores. 
Terrace Avas just coming out of Mr. 
Curry’s room when I got home. I saAv 
him through the AvindoAv. He told me to 
help him with the chores, and I did. He 
avrs jawing me. He hadn’t eaten any 
dinner or any sunner hut a piece of cake. 
He said, Til be glad if they come home 
late, but I hope they Avon’t bring any­
body Avith them.’ He was pretty mad. 
He said he didn’t want to stay there all 
àlone • When we went 1 into the house 
he would pick up a papei and then throw
i£.A<M*3t.-and. Iroan trainer ^roeixiA jLha house

as if searching for something. He told 
me to get the lantern and a light, and 
he lit the lantern and Avent out to where 
Mr. Curry used to keep the guu.

Tells of th : Tragedy.
“When Mr. Curry and ‘father* came 

home, they sat down to read, and I sat 
by the stove. Terrace got up and came 
round Avith the gun and said to Mr. 
Curry. “Now, I'll have my turn out of 
you for laughing at me.’ Father came 
out of his room and Terrace said, ‘You 
dare move and I’ll shoot you.’ He just 
moved and Terrace shot him. Mr. Curry 
grabbed Terrace and another shot went 
into the ceiling. They knocked the lamp 
oA*er. I saw them Avith the shaker. Mr. 
Curry told me to run for Mr. McKay, 
and Terrace said, ‘Don’t you dare.’ I 
went and got him, and Avhen we got back 
Mr. Curry had Jack tied They were 
going to send for a doctor, but ‘father* 
said, ‘O, I think I’ll be all right.’ They 
went and got the doctor.”

FALL’S ROBBERY.
THREE DESPERATE CHARACTERS 

TAKEN IN FALLS HOTEL.

Fierce Fight With PlitMystery of 
Silver Found in R wine on Canadian 
Side Cleared Up-Twj Hones 
Looted.

Niagara Falls, Ont., Dec. 27. The 
mystery of the finding of the silver 
plate in a ravine near here on Christ­
inas Day has been cleared up. It proA*es 
to have been stolen from Clifton Place, 
the summer home of Mr. A. J. Wright, 
broker, of Buffalo, and from the Lang­
muir residence here, Avhich were ran­
sacked on Christmas Eve.

A few days ago a blacksmith of 
Niagara Falls, N. Y., reported that a 
number of small pieces of steel had 
l>een stolen from his place, and when 
the police Avere investigating the rob­
bery at the houses of Messrs. Wright 
and Langmuir they found several of 
these pieces, which had been used to 
force open the avhkIoavs. Following 
this clue to Niagara Falls, N. Y., they 
also found Avhere a gold watch, stolen 
from Mr. Wright's residence, had been 
pawned. They folloAved a number of 
clues, and finally the proprietor of the 
Niagara House stated that three men, 
carrying suspicious bundles, had engaged 
rooms at his hotel. Several detectives 
were set to watch the room from one on 
the opposite side of the hall, and to 
Avait for the return of the men, and to 
is said, had been in Buffalo.

About nine o’clock to-night the three 
men returned, and after the officers 
were severely handled and bitten, two 
of the men were finally clubbed into 
submission. They proved to be two dee- 
perate characters named Jerry Callahan 
and David Thomas, the latter a dis­
charged United States soldier, who has 
quite a police record. The third man, 
named Sam Woods, managed to escape.

In the room were found a large quan­
tity of dresses, nearly 50 suite of men’s 
clothing, jewelry and family relies, 
Avhieli were identified as having been 
stolen from the Wright and Lawnnuir 
residences. Mr. Wrights loss is said 
to be nearly $1,000, and Mr. Langmuir’» 
almost ns much, but no definite amount

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When the Circus Was Young

And Circus Going Was a Passion.

New York’s 4,000,000 still like the cir­
cus, but 80 years ago circus going was 
more than a habit. It was a passion 
which affected not only the little boys 
and girls but the grownups also.

Then horsemanship was the main fea­
ture of the circus. Sam Tatnell, “The 
Flying Horseman,” stood pre-eminent for 
his feats on a single horse, and jumped 
his mount over a pyramid of men and 
over a dining tabic set for twenty-five 
persons. Two boys and a little girl per­
formed on one pony; a Spanish horse 
called Romeo “leapt through a hogshead 
placed on the back of another horse,” 
and the “Combustible Horse Surrounded 
by Fireworks,” as the handbills pro­
claimed him, thrilled and mystified 
thousands.

But the circuses of that day provided 
a varied entertainment. There were 
clowns who would “leap over five horses 
ami throw somersaults through a balloon 
of fire." There were slack wire dancers, 
“ground and lofty tumblers,” clever bal­
ancers and other specialists, one of 
whom, Mrs. West, wife of the proprietor 
of the Broadway Circus, got particular 
mention because she “sang several songs 
and accompanied herself on a pianoforte, 
a feat never attempterL by any other per­
son.” That was in 1820. And besides 
these acts the circuses of that day had 
“spectacles,” which according to contem­
porary chroniclings were almost as grand 
as “The Durbar.” “The Destruction of 
Pompeii,” and others of three-quarters of 
a century later.

The circus came to New York soon af-« 
ter the theatre. Its growth in favor was 
very rapid and naturally more spectacu­
lar. and at the time of which lames 
Hardie wrote in his “Description of New 
York" it was particularly popular.

Looking backward one sees New 
Y'ork's first “circus troop” at what was 
known as the Collect in Broome street, 
on the outskirts of the city, in 1811. A 
stage was built in the open air. It was 
merely a platform about six feet high, 
ten or twelve feet wide and sixty feet

There was no ring for display of horse­
manship and no charge was made for 
beholding the performance, “the com­
pany relying on the generosity of the 
spectators, a lady handing around a tam­
bourine.” They soon afterward removed 
to the lot at Prince street and Ilroad- 
way. A ring was formed and the per­
formance commenced every day except 
Sunday at 4 o’clock and kept up until

The Broadway Circus, first in Mr. TTar- 
die’s enumeration, was at the east side 
of Broadway at the corner of White 
street. “The tambourine first served in 
the double duty of orchestra and collec­
tion box. but it grew into a band con­
sisting of three drums (one bass), a 
trumpet and two fifes.”

In 1812. when it was called the New 
York Circus, a company of players came 
to it from Boston and gave the “Military 
Manoevre.” whatever that was, with 
“feats on horseback, ground and lofty 
tumbling, and Don Quixpte on horse and 
foot.” the management1 announced that 
an elephant had been engaged for the 
evening of June 2.1. ami that “Messrs. 
Menial. Codert, Dttffie and Tatnell will 
appear on her back in pyramids, groups, 
etc.” The whole performance of that 
night was to conclude with the “Com­
bustible Horse” act that has been men­
tioned.

The prices'were: “Box, $1: green box, 
75 cents; pitt. 50 cents.” Performances 
began at 8 o’clock (this was the first 
night circus); no smoking was allowed, 
and season tickets could lie procured 
from Messrs. ( avetano and Redon at the 
circus or at their residence, 405 Broad- 
wav, nearly opposite.

In 1823 there was an amphitheatre 
and circus at the Richmond Hill Harden 
at the corner of Charlton and \ arick 
streets and through the winter a “grand 
caravan of living animals, among them 
a lion. ‘Old Napoleon,”’ was to be seen 
at 13 1‘uwery, while in March of the 
following year we read of a “New Cir- 
vu»” on (‘anal street, between Broad­
way and Klin streets, where a Mr. La 
Conta "threw a somersault through a 
rice tierce, the whole troop assisting in 
‘Sports of the King.’ ami Muster Spen­
cer performed on horseback.”

In 1825 the glories of the old «reus 
ou Broadway were dimmed before the 
tiuperior attractions of the Lafayette 
Circus o.n Laurens street I West Broad­
way), near Canal rtreet. At the opening 
“an address written by the poet Sam­
uel Woodworth, was delivered by Mr. 
Dinnell.”

There were new thrills. Master La 
Forrest "rode on his head without sad­
dle or bridle and leapt over a canvas 
ten feet wide.” Mr. Bogardue, from Mex­
ico, also gave a two home act, leaped 
over garters and a pyramid of men and 
threw a somersault over ten horses, and 
there was a “balancing upon the chin ut 
a boy seated on a pole by a young 
Greek, Rliigas.” At the performance ut 
Tuesday, July 12, Gen. Lafayette was 
present.

The Broadway Circus was reopened 
ill May, 1828. The entry1 was made by a 
“cavalcade of twenty Polish Lancera,” 
with horsemanship by three boys, danc­
ing by a girl, vaulting and tight rope 
performing by actors “fresh from Lon­
don”—a maic phrase of the press agent 
of that period.

.Meanwhile a specious and commodious 
building had been erected "quite out of 
the city” on Grand street, just opposite 
Harmon street, or, as it was afterward 
called, East Broadway. Hardie, describ­
ing it, said that at night the lights of 
that circus, which was named the Mount 
Pitt, coukl be seen in the distance if 
one stood at Chatham Square.

it was by all odds the finest circus 
building yet erected in New York, and 
“one 141 the largcwt places of amuse­
ment in America.” Built of wood, with 
a brick front that was very imposing, 
it had seats for 3,500 persons, and until 
the place was burned on Auust 0, 1820, 
it was well filled nearly every day.

The building stood near the cite of tho 
present Grand street ferry to Wiltiams- 
burg, and it was on the river sandis there 
that Dick Sands, long a popular per­
former, threw his first flipflups. Char­
ley White, one of the original successful 
minstrels, used to help trim the lamps 
at the Mount Pitt Circus to get flee 
admission to the «how.

The reason he didn’t get in by carry­
ing water for the elephant was that 
there was no elephant. Dan Gardner, a 
famous circus man for many years, and 
Archie Madden, a renowned clown, got 
their start there.

The quotation “To witch the world 
with noble horsemanship" appeared on 
the first programme issued by the 
Mount Pitt. The same programme an­
nounced that “a strong Police is engaged 
and strict order and decorum will be 
enforced.”

One notable feature of that circus 
was the singing on the night of Novem­
ber 11, 1826. of a «eng “commemorative 
of the Siege of Plattsburg, ip Seutem-
***r- 1814.” The song began;

Back side Albany stan’ Lake Cham-

The singer was Tatnell, the “Flying 
Horseman” in the character of a negro, 
and the singing of that darky jingle 
gave an impetus to that kind of min­
strelsy and caused it to spread and win 
popularity throughout the settled parts 
of the country.

It was in 1828, the year after the pub­
lication of Hardie'» book, that William 
Niblo’s “San Souci” garden was erected, 
and two years after that Blanchard’s 
noted Amphitheatre was opened on 
Chatham street, between Duane and: 

-Pearl.— X. Y. Sun.
{ That circus was given up ih four 
years, and a year later Janies Wesfcj 
an English equestrian manager who 
had exhibited in Boston and Phila­
delphia, erected another large wooden 
building “on Broadway near the 
Stone Bridge”—that is, just above 
Canal street. It opened on August 
121 “with the same fine troop and 
beautiful horses which had drawn 
crowded houses in England.” .

Among the performers were Mr. 
William on the slack wire, Mr. Camp­
bell, the clown, who would leap over 
five horses and three somersaults 
through a balloon of fire, and Mr. 
Blackmore, who would “balance on 
the slack wire and ride around the 
ring, his head on the neck of a quart 
bottle.” The “Flying Horseman’s” 
particularly advertised stunt then 
was leaping through the body of a 
mail coach and lighting on the saddle 
of a horse in full speed.

There was a pony 35 inches high" 
and an “Egyptian Pyramid, or Men 
Piled on Men,” was a famous act. 
Just before the end of that, first sea­
son West introduced “Roman Atti­
tudes. never before performed in 
America.” It was an act popular in 
England about that time..

Manager West’s wife was a great 
dancer, at least she was announced as 
“late of the Opera House. London.” 
and she gave lessons in “all the late 
new and fashionable' dances." West’s 
side line was conducting a “School 
for Ladies & Gentlement in the Pol­
ite Art of Riding.”

Victor Pepin, who a few years be­
fore had appeared with “a very bril­
liant train,” and opened a circus 
at Broadway and Magazine street, re­
turned in 1818 to open another on 
Broadway between Hester (now How­
ard) and Broome streets. He had 
“an airy, elegant and convenient es­
tablishment, erected at considerable 
expense.”

There appeared Tatnell. still re­
nowned. and Miss Wheland in “an 
Allemande on two horses”; Mr. May- 
bie on the slack rope, and Mme. Cos- 
sin, second only to the celebrated 
Sacqui, ascending <m a tight rope 
from the stage to the gallery. There 

I was a troupe of vaulters; Mr. C'amp- 
I bell was the clown, as he had been 
j with West; the “fireworks act” still 
I hung on. with a trained horse. Men- 
1 tor, doing the fiery stunt, and Romeo 
j did that jumping through a hogs- 
! head on another horse's back.

In September of that year they had 
a benefit for Campbell, the clown, 
and then produced for the first time 
a piece designed and prepared by 
Campbell himself, being “an engage­
ment between an American 74 and 
two frigates, the latter being blown 
up after several rounds.”

After being closed for a few months 
this circus war was reopened by Pepin 

i in 1819, “enlarged with an additional 
tier of boxes and with windows cut 

• in for ventilation.” A grand entry 
J of “eight elegantly mounted eques- 
1 trians” was given, 
j Two boys and a little girl per­

formed on a pony, and Sam Tatnell 
] leaped over garters, boards of lights, 
j and through a balloon at full speed.
I Othello was the name of a trained 
horse famous at that time. The ad- 

! vertisement read: “No smoking of se- 
i gars will he permitted, and persons 
j are respectfully requested not to enter 
j the ring.”
I A little later Pepin put on “the 
spectacle of Marlhrook, with the bat­
tle of New Orleans.” Those were the 

I famed equestrian dramas of that olden 
I time, with theatrical effect heighten- 
j ed by the participation of spirited 

horses that carapoled and plunged 
j and carried hero victoriously over 
j villain, or safely beyond his reach, 
j Between 1818 and 1820 there evi- 
I dently was a circus at the northeast 
j corner of Broadway and Prince street,
I for a writer in the New York Mirror 
j of July 3. 1830, says that .“within 
j lus remembrance it was a square of 
1 unoccupied ground, within a board 
j fence, taken possesion of some ten 
j or twelve years ago by a troop of 
vagabond equestrians and rope dan- 

' çers, who in time became a regular 
company, when a real permanent cir- 

; eus was established.”
In 1820 West was in the city again 

with his equestrian troupe, and he 
himself appeared for the first time 
in seven years, “giving feats of sleight 
of hand on horseback.” T.t was at 
that time that Mrs. West “sang sev­
eral songs and accompanied herseli 
on the pianoforte, a feat never at­
tempted by any other person.”

Sweden is declared to he extremely 
fortunate in her new rulers, who are 
pronounced by competent observers 'of 
Swedish affairs to be worthy successors 
of King Uscar and Queen Sophia. Hus 
tavus is declared to be a man who has 
many of the attributes to make a wise 
and a strong sovereign, while X icturia 

j is a clever woman of high attainments, 
who has the additional advantage of 
being fond of domesticity, and who has 
had a practical education in all the 
duties which become a good housewife. 
Besides the admirable personal charac­
teristics of the new sovereigns being 
a guarantee of their success us rulers, 
observers see in their mutual devotion 
an additional reason for Sweden to be 
able to look forward confidently to con­
tinuing ns a happy realm under the 
sway of Uustavus and his queen.

(hie of the most interesting things to 
Swedes in the accession of the present 
monarchs is the fact that for the first 
time since a Bernadotte sat on the 
throne one of the rulers of Sweden is it 
descendant of the ancient Swedish royal 
line of Hulstein-Hottorp. This situation 
comes about by reason of the fact that 
Victoria is the great-granddaughter of 
Gustavus IV. of Sweden, one of the 
kings of the Holstein-Gottorp line. The 
mother of the Grand Duke of Baden, 
Victoria's father, was the daughter ot 
Gustavus, the present Queen of Sweden 
being thus a direct descendant of that 
monarch of the old regime in Sweden. 
The marriage of Victoria to the present 
king was for this reason extremely pomi* * 
lar with the Swedes, ns the children 
of the couple thus unite in their blood 
the strains of both the house of Holstein- 
Gottorp and of the Bernadettes. The 
new crown prince of Sweden, Prince 
Gustavus Adolphus, who is 25 years old, 
will, when he comes to the throne, re­
store the old line of the .Swedish kings 
to the extent of being their descendant 
through his great-great-grandmother on 
his maternal side. He will, nevertheless, 
however, take his place in the roll of 
the Bernadotte kings because of his 
paternal ancestry.

The new king, who is the great grand­
son 0/ Bernadotte, Napoleon’s marshal, 
is declared to have inherited from King 
Oscar many of that monarch’s charac­
teristics. Gustavus is versatile to a 
considerable degree, and in this he cer­
tainly resembles his father, who was 
admittedly the most versatile sovereign 
in Europe. Gustavus inherits his father’s 
manly tendencies to a marked extent. 
He is, like his sire, the possessor of a 
figure of commanding height, finely knit, 
with a kingly presence.

He is excessively fond of the chase, 
and has been known for years as one 
of the best royal huntsmen in Europe. 
He developed his taste for shooting as 
the result of being sent into the wilder 
part of Sweden when in his youth to 
live for a long period of time, it being 
desired in this way to overcome his 
tendency to he more of a dreamer than 
a doer. In later years his fondness for 
day dreaming and the building cf castles 
in Spain has merely resulted in his 
being excessively partial to portry. In 
his earlier years, however, it was feared 
that his poetic tendencies might grow 
uuon him to such an extent that he 
would become too little a man of action 
for the kingly position for which he 
was destined. He was accordingly sent 
off to live, the simple life in; the coun­
try. to fish, to ride and to shdot.

Tho plan worked splendidly. Young 
Gustavus gave up his day dreaming and

)>as$ed his hours in the abase. He be 
came enthusiastic to a. degree over the 
open-air life of hunting and of action, 
so that when ho was brought back to 
Stockholm has entirely set the minds of 
his parents at rest as to the fear that 
he might liecome g habitual dreamer of 
dreams. Ever since he has been a very 
keen huntsman and has spent a part of 
each year in the pursuit of game, large 
and small.

Gustavus, however, has by no means 
smothered entirely his natural taste, nat­
urally inherited from a man as fond 
of poetry ns King Oscar—for poetry and 
for literature. He has always remained 
excessively fond of poetry and has a 
wide knowledge of the great poets of 
the continent and England. Somewhat 
of a linguist, agajn following his father, 
he is able to read many of the poets 
in the original tongues. General litera­
ture also has taken much of the time 

j of the new ruler, who has a taste of 
wide culture and discrimination. Here, 
again, he resembles his father.

For another of the arts—music—-Gus­
tavus entertains a deep love. Here, still 
again, he resembles Oscar, who had a 
splendid baritone voice, which he some­
times used on public occasions to lead 
singing bv great masses of his subjects 
on fete days and at patriotic celebra­
tions. Gustavus has a bass voice of 
good tone, and he has been in the habit 
of singing much at home. His voice, 
however, has rarely been heard in pub­
lic. Following precedents set l>y Oscar 
it is quite probable that the new King 
will sing in public on suitable occasions.

As a ruler, probably the most marked 
characteristic of Gustavus which his sub­
jects will see displayed is his unswerving 
sense of duty, his resolution in carrying 
out what he believes to lie the right, 
coupled to excellent judgment and good 
sense. The brilliancy and capabilities of 
King Oscar gave him such an ascendant 
position in the eyes of his subjects that 
Gustavus, as Crown Prince, was very 
much overshadowed by his brilliant fath­
er. Nevertheless, Gustavus had several 
opportunities to show his mettle, and 
each time that he was brought into the 
limelight lie proved that he was a man 
of determined character and strong per­
sonality. He has proved that he is abso­
lutely unafraid and utterly honest, and 
that he will do what appears to be his 
duty without fear or favor for any man 
or clique. One of the most famous of 
Gustavus’ remarks—framed because it 
was taken as showing conclusively the 
kind of King lie is to make as far as 
law enforcement goes—was made some 
vears ago while King Oscar was out of 
the country on a trip through portions 
of Europe' Gustavus was left in his 
position as a practical King, all the Gov­
ernmental functions of his father devolv­
ing upon him.

While thus acting as regent several 
notorious criminals were sentenced to 

: death in the usual course of justice. Os- 
! car was accustomed to show clemency 
! wherever possible, and on sentence being 
! pHhsed the friends of the condemned men 
at once made application to Gustavus 

I for commutation of sentence to impris­
onment for life. Gustavus entirely re­

fused to interfere with the action of the 
' laws of the land. “Laws are made to be 
1 respected, to be carried out. and not to 

be mere empty words”—that was the 
reply of Gustavus when he. refused re­
commendations for pardon which had 
been made. The criminals were accord­
ingly executed. The refusal of Gustavus 
and his dictum became matters of much

comment throughout the country. 
Swedes felt that a sure index had been 
given that Oscar’s successor was to be 
a man of determined character and a 
ruler who would riile in act as well as

Despite the stern sense of duty which 
has characterized him in public affairs, 
Gustavus is a genial and kindly man in 
the private relations of life. He is fond 
of his home and excessively fond of his 
wife, close communion and sympathy ex­
isting between the two. Of intimates 
the new King had few. It has been- said 
by some observers that Gustavus has 
taken, to a considerable extent. Emperor 
William of Germany as his model in the 
art of being a King, tempered by follow­
ing in the steps of his own father in 
many regards. Other observers, how­
ever, insist that Gustavus does not set 
up William as a model in any respect 
except that of attendance to duty. This 
latter view would seem to be borne out 
by the fact that Gustavus is generally 
said to dislike military life and military 
things—that he is essentially an admin­
istrator in times of peace rather than 
a prince who has ambitions to lead his 
troops to battle. It is known that he 
postponed joining the army as long as 
ne could.

To his other attributes which fit him 
for his new position as ruler, Gustavus 
adds good judgment and admirable sense. 
So excellent did Oscar consider his son's 
judgment that it is said the King in 
several highly important crises followed 
the line of conduct laid down by Gus­
tavus. Oscar, of recent years in particu­
lar, is said to have relied largely upon 
the views of Gustavus in general conduct 
of affairs of state.

The sovereign who thus comes to the 
throne with many characteristics fitting 
him to be a successful ruler, was born 
at Drottningholm Slot, the royal rural 
residence, on June 16, 19,18. Through his 
mother he is relnted to the royal families 
of Holland, Waldeck-Pyrmont, and Nas-

“ King Oscnr thoroughly believed in the 
value of a democratic training for the 
heir to the throne, and OaJ*™».» 
accordingly sent to the public schools 
patronized by the wealthier el a as of 
Swede». Under instructions from King 
Osrar, the teachers of Gustavus ac­
corded him the same kind of treatment 
as that given the other pupils. The way 
was made no softer for the Grown Prince 
at school than if he had lwen an ordin- 
arv youth, with the result that the rig­
orous discipline had an admirable effect 
upon the lad’s character.

The marriage of Gustavus took place 
on Sept. 20, 1881, the match being very 
popular for reasons already stated. 
Three sons were born t& Gustavus and 
Victoria. Prince Gustavùs Adolf,, the 
present Crown Prince, was horn Nov. 
11. 1882, being given the title of the 
Duke of Scania. The other two sons of 
the new king and queen are Prince Wil­
helm, Duke of Sodermankuid, born June 
17, 1884, and Prince Erik, Duke of Veat- 
manland, born April 20, 1889.

Victoria, who is to reign over Sweden 
as the consort of Gustavus, is as well 
fitted as her husband to play the part 
of a ruler. She had many advantages of 
education, being the favorite grand 
daughter of the Empress Augusta, wife 
of Kaiser Wilhelm 1. of Germany. The 
Grand Duchess of Baden, Victoria’s 
mother, was the daughter of Augusta. 
Victoria is thus the cousin of the present 
ruler of Germany.

The new Queen of Sweden is a talent- 
ad woman, being an admirable musician, 
an artist, and a writer. It was early 
seen by her parent* that Victoria was 
to be a princess of high attainments, 
and her education was planned with the 
view of developing her talents to the 
full. The practical side of a woman’s 
education, however was not overlooked. 
Following the example set by King Ell­
wand and Queen Alexandra with their 
daughters, the Grand Duke and Duchess 
of Baden saw to it that their daughter 
received a thoroughly practical training. 
She was taught how to sew and to darn, 
how to make butter, and how»to manage 
a house. She was also taught to cook, 
and for cookery she displayed a natural 
aptitude which made her a past master 
at the culinary art. She has always re­
tained a fondness for cooking, and even 
yet exercises her skill in this direction. 
As a girl she used frequently to indulge 
her taste for cooking, and would often 
make dainty dishes for Kaiser Wilhelm’s 
breakfast, as well as supplying the 
cakes for afternoon coffee.

At painting, drawing, writing and 
music Victoria has proved herself just 
as good as at cookery. Many of her 
drawings have shown real talent, while 
she has written several sketches for 
private circulation which display great 
cleverness.

About ten years ago Victoria fell into 
a state of very bad health, her lungs 
being affected, and she was obliged to 
spend the winters in the south of France 
and at Rome. Rome at this period of 
her life was her favorite resort, and 
she frequently had audiences with Pope 
Leo, with whom she was always per­
sona grata. Of late years, however, 
Victoria has greatly improved in health, 
and is very much stronger and more 
robust in every way.

The new Crown Prince of Sweden will 
introduce an English queen to the 
throne, if he reigns and his wife lives. 
On June 15, 1905, Prince Gustavus Adolf 
was married to Princess Marguerite Vic­
toria, daughter of Prince Arthur, Duke 
of Connaught, a brother of King Ed­
ward. The wedding took place with 
"much pomp and ceremony at Windsor 
Castle/most of the royal house of Eng­
land being present. The new Crown 
Prince had been very carefully educated, 
with the one idea in view that he would 
some day sit on the throne of Sweden. 
Part of his upbringing was largely 
superintended by Queen Sophia, as well 
as by King Oscar, because of the long 
absences from Sweden of his mother, 
due to her ill health. The new Crown 
Princess is a tall, handsome woman, a 
favorite with her uncle, King Edward, 
who nicknamed her "Daisy”—a name 
by which she is known in the British 
royal family circle. She is the same age 
as her husband, 25, having been born 
June 15, 1882. The Crown Prince ami 
Princess have two children, both sons, 
Th eldest, who is in the direct line to 
the succession, is Prince Gustavus Adolf, 
and was born April *22, 1906. He is known 
as the Duke of Westerbotten. The 
second eon was born last Juan.

The Great Assouan Dam in Egypt.
The twentieth century adaptation of 

the ancient principles of irrigation, sur 
passing the skill displayed in the filling 
in of hollows and the creation of lakes 
by the Egyptian engineers of the Twelfth 
Dynasty, is best exemplified in the 
Assouan dam, which mey be said to have 
drawn on the constructive experience of 
the world and particularly of the new 
world, the west contributing to the east 
through the engineer corps of the United 
States army, whose plans for lock gates 
for the Nicaragua Canal were utilized. 
The building of the dam at Assouan was 
determined by an international commis­
sion of eminent experts, which included 
British, French and Italian engineers. 
Now that plans for raising the dam are 
being carried out it is essential to know- 
something of the mechanical and techni­
cal features of the construction in order 
to have a full comprehension of the 
influence which it exerts on civilization 
b y increasing crop areas ami the pro­
ductiveness of lands already cropped.

Assouan is the head of the first cata­
ract. 585 miles above Cairo, and the Nile 
at this point is 350 feet above the level 
of the Mediterranean, having a fall of 
five inches per mile from Assouan to 
Cairo and of one inch per mile from 
Cairo to the Mediterranean. It was here 
that the Nile gauge could be depended 
no to show with the greatest accuracy 
whether famine threatened, sufficiency 
would satisfy, or plenty would rejoice 
the land. The dam, which is also a 
waterway, as originally constructed was 
a granite structure, tlie_ granite being

Nowadays consuls are only ap­
pointed after having undergone a pretty stiff 
examination as to general fitness; and after 
appointment have to put in a month of rigor­
ous training in the line of special fitness. 
Uncle Sam has established a school for them

Fortunately Herbert C. Hengatlar. who has . suc­
ceeded Mr. Carr as chief - of the Consular Bureau. Is 
quite as much Interested in the new school for consuls as 
his predecessor.

He baa organized an army that Is the wonder and 
amazement* of foreign military critics, has succeeded 
In obliterating all the popular and caste objections 
to military service, so that the sons of nobility now 
are proud to appear In uniform; has substituted mod­
em text books for ancient classics, has compelled the 
abolition of torture, and has transformed Pekin from 
the filthiest city in the world Into a metropolis with 
well paved and cleanly keprt roads and avennes that 
compare favorably with those of - American and Euro­
pean cities.

He was responsible for the. recent decree of the 
Chinese government against opium, and is doing hls 
best to banish that bane of his country. He seeks to 
learn from foreigners, and Is eager to adopt the best 
ideas of Occidental civilization.

His greatest achievement, perhaps, has been In 
modernizing the Chinese army. All the nations of the 
world now recognize that In the future the army of 
China must he considered seriously.

Formerly there was no cohesion In the Chinese 
army, and. each commander acted for htmself with 
Irresponsible light heartedness. Indeed, until quite 
recently there was no Imperial army.* but only pro­
vincial armies, which.

They hastened back to 
Pekin to make long reports to their respective gov­
ernments—reports In which they stated that the 
Chinese army was no longer an unknown quantity, to 
be held In contempt, but had made astonishing 
progress and was upon a footing of training and effi­
ciency that must be seriously considered by the states­
men and soldier chiefs of the world.

Not only has Yuan organized and equipped a mod­
em and effective-army; he Is osganlzlag a common 
school system that Is expected to do wonders with 
the ignorant masses of the people In • that thickly 
populated country.

Much more powerful than was D1 Hung Chang, 
even tn the palmiest days of the. latter, he presents 
a Striking contrast. In to that astute states­
man. For he Is shert-and burly, with the iœdk of a bull 
and the complexion of a laborer In the field.

HINA is going into the newspaper business.

It is to have a government organ in each 
province, all patterned after the modern 
sheet that has taken the place of the old 

Pekin Gazette, long the official paper of the coun­
try.

This is but one of the progressive steps taken 
by Yuan Shi Kai. who has made himself the virtual 
dictator of the Flowery Kingdom.

How to Properly Care for the Shoes

By her street shoes as much as any 
other thing is the weM-dressed girl to t* 
known, and, while the task of keepinj 
footgear in order seems a disagreeable 

j one to her who has not a maid, a little 
method will simplify it exceedingly.

For instance, calfskin boot 
so difficult to dean when 
dirty may long be kept from 
tioii they are given several coats of 
blacking as soon as they come from the

In point, of fact, this may be done be­
fore they are sent home. If after that 
they are put on trees as soon as being 
taken from the feet and wiped with a 
piece of unbleached cotton cloth to be 
reserved for the purpose, they will keep 
in fine condition for weeks. Even mud, 
if allowed to remain on to dry before 
removing with a stiff clothes brush, will 
do little harm. A good w'iping with the 
cloth will bring up the perfect shine 
again. The secret of this lies in hiring 
a thick coating of blacking put on them 
before the boots are first worn.

In caring for any kind of street shoes 
big gloves should always be pulled on to 
protect the hands.

Russet leather should have precisely 
the same treatment that is given to calf­
skin. Incidentally brushing the laces or 
buttonholes and edges of the soles with 
a stiff whisk broom liefore rubbing with 
the cloth should be done to all boots.

If by any possibility calfskin boots be­
come thoroughly wet they should lie well 
covered with kerosene oil before being 
put away on trees to dry. The oil will 
prevent their hardening. It should l*e ! 
wiped of fthe next day with a soft doth 1 
and the boots be given a new coat of 
blacking. Only instead of one coat at a 
time they should always have three.

#T'HE fad for tailored suits in 
A striped materials is an innova­
tion that must be extremely grati­
fying to stout women, for this year 
they may be sure that their toilets 
are not only up to date, but be­
coming. and, fortunately, neither 
the latest models nor the favorite 
fabrics will have to be sacrificed 
because they are not suitable.

As to materials, the varieties of 
stripes and their colorings are so 
large that a becoming selection is 
quite easy. There are contrasting 
stripes, invisible stripes and stripes 
created by a hair-line weave much 
heavier than the background, while 
the width of the stripes varies 
from one-eighth to an inch.

— The most popular, because the 
moot generally becoming, is the 
stripe one-quarter of an inch wide 
in two colors.

He is em­
boldened to make this onslaught upon 
the English theatre by reason of the 
great success achieved there last spring 
by Miss George in “Divorçons.” Mantell j 
will be sent to the world's capital ; Miss 
George will return there at the close of 
the American season, and ‘‘Way Down 
East” will be shipped across the ocean 
for an English verdict.

During his London visit with Miss 
George and her company Brady had op­
portunity to contrast conditions in the 
theatres of England and of American. 
His observations are of a sort that will, 
no doubt, prove of interest to the Ameri­
can theatre-goer.

In their interior arrangements and 
service (said Mr. Brady) even the newest 
of the London theatres have disadvan- j 
tages that seem strange to Americans. • 
The cost of admission to the first-class j 
houses is more than in this country, but ! 
the conveniences, without reference to j 
tiie plav itself, are far from connnensur- ! 
ete with the increased expense. The ! 
scale of prices in the west end theatres. : 
reduced to American currency, is about 
as follows: Stalls or orchestra seats. : 
$2.52; front seats in the, circle, $1.80: | 
back rows of the circle, $1.44: upper j 
circle, 96 cents: pit. 60 cents: gallery, 24 j 
cents. Thus the best seats cost more ’ 
than in the corresponding places in . 
American theatres, while the rate for the ; 
cheaper seats is a trifle less.

Men ushers are not yet known to Lon­
don. The duty of seating the audience 
still fÿls to voting, women, whose posi­
tions are modem developments of the 
orange women of the seventeenth and 
eighteenth mtitries. Thse ushers are not 
averse to taking a tip. and they always 
exact a sixpence (12 cents) for each nro- ; 

. gramme. No stated number of girls is , 
emploved. but. instead, the force is in-.i 
creased or cut down in accordance with : 
the volume of the patronage. There are 
no head ushers.

London has not yet countenance side- i 
walk-ticket speculation, but the public is j 
as badly imposed upon as are New York-. > 
ers by speculators. A dozen so-called ; 
libraries control, if they wish, practically 
the whole supply of theatre tickets. Tin- 
theatres open i y acknowledge their busi­
ness relations with these libraries, and 
furnish all the s»ats demanded, which 
are then sold at an advance on the regu­
lar price varying from a sixpence to four 
shillings London seems to prefer
the library system even with its exor­
bitant exactions, cn account of the con­
venience it affords the public, which is 
able to open running accounts with the 
library proprietors.

Every theatre in London has its bar, 
where all kinds of drinks are sold, but 
few theatre managers are in control of 

v this department of the playhouse. -The 
privilege is on an annual lease. The re­
venue the bar privilege provides each 
theatre, however, is a considerable iteirl, 
ranging from $250 to $500 weekly. In the 
case of a music hall this revenue often 
pays all the runnning expenses of the 
house. The proprietors of the bars con­
trol the programme privileges and pay 
the ushers, and are likewise responsible 
for the serving of tea and the sale uf 
candies between the acts.

Many managers would prefer to sup­
ply their patrons with programmes free 
of efilrge. but the present system is so 
well established and bar proprietors 
cling with such tenacity to the pro­
gramme privileges, that the theatre 
managers are powerless, except on the 
opening nights of plays, when, by com­
mon consent, programmes are supplied 
free of charge.

There is another individual in the Lon­
don theatres who is unknown in similar 
places of amusement in this country. He 
is called a “packer.” His business is to 
watch over the pit and see that its oc­
cupants are crowded into the smallest 
possible space. He is an official of great 
responsibility, for at well-attended per­
formances the skillful discharge of his 
duty will add $50 a night to the box of­
fice receipts.

London safeguards its theatre audi­

ences as well as we do, with the differ­
ence that the cost falls upon the theatre 
manager. In each playhouse a fireman 
with absolute authority is stationed. His 
salary is paid by the theatre, though it 
does not control his actions. The police­
man’s duties are the game as at thea­
tres in this country, and he assists in 
handling the rush for carriages when 
the audience is dismissed.

United States actors who appear in 
London invariably find that they must 
change their methods slightly to suit the 
demands of English audiences. On open­
ing nights, for instance, they must “play 
to” the pit and galleries in order to win 
a cordial response. In America the ac­
tor's chief concern is to suit the tastes 
of the occupants of the seats in the or-

Act-ors abroad are a-lso annoyed bv the 
persistency of audiences in refusing to 
come to their seats until about 0.30 
o’clock, and owing to this tardiness 
nearly every play in London is preceded 
by a curtain-raiser. although Grace 
George had what is known as an “en­
tertainer'’ precede “Divorçons.* This 
first part is aimed to «appeal to the 
tastes of the gallery and pit, occcupants 
of which arrive at the theatre early and 
remain Late.

Mr. Burton made no response, although 
he was unable to recall a previous t Mat­
ing. She said that she was in hard luck, 
and had been to a fortune teller. The 
clairvoyant had told her, that if she 
could borrow four hits from a black- 
eyed man (Mr. Burton's eyes look like 
burnt holes in a blanket), and bet it 
on the races, she would win big.

Sam Burton has a heart as big as his 
two-hundred pound body, and unable to 
resist such a well-timed appeal, he gave 
the woman four bits. Several days pass­
ed and Mr. Burton saw no more of the 
lady, but one evening while “doing” 
Coney, she rushed up to him all smiles 
and happiness and returned the four 
bits. The fortune teller had hit it right 
the four bits won, aiui she put the mon­
ey on each succeeding race with the 
same good luck until she had enough 
money to restore her happiness. Mr. 
Burton afterwards learned that she was 
a dressmaker in one of the department 
stores.

Mr. Burton's one regret is, that he 
forgot to ask her the name of the for­
tune teller.

The Chicago American has the follow­
ing to say about professional critics in 
Chicago and it applies to more critics 
in smaller places:

“The professional critic begins ns a 
nuisance and ends usually as a conceit­
ed donkey. The dramatic, musical and 
literary critics Stand ^mit prominent 
among all self-satisfied donkeys.

Managers, playwrights, actors and ac­
tresses do at least the best they can. 
Thcv work long hours, they study, they 
take pains, they think things over. They 
do what they can to please, amuse or 
elevate the public. And they hope for 
a reward.

“The self sufficient, fatuous critic ar­
rives. His aim is not to “build up by 
constructive criticism.” Ilis object is 
to make the world see what a wonder­
fully briliant, satirical critic he is. He 
belittles the effort of hard working 
people. He discourages those that need 
encouragement and judicious praise.

“If he"can succeed in bringing tears to 
the eyes of some poor woman" who is 
desperately struggling to get on. if he 
can wound deeply the pride of a man 
who has never offended him, who is 
simply guilty of do.ing as well as he can, 
the asinine type of dramatic, musical or 
literary critic feels that he has done a 
noble deed.

"There are exceptions to the rule. 
There are men engaged in criticism— 

! very few—who really know what hard 
vi urk is, and what it means. Some of 
these are recognized as men of know­
ledge and ability. Their severest critic­
ism is taken kindly because it teaches 
and tries to teach.

The giving of concerts and recitals 
is becoming more and more of a pro­
blem fj e world over. Hamilton has 
not reached the worst stage in its 
development, but even here it is not 
always the thing of ease that it seems 
to the casual observer to be. ’ Few 
of th'e concerts and recitals given by 
instrumentalists and singers who are 
not- widely known prove financially 
satisfactory. The great majority of 
afternoons or evenings of music ar­
ranged by local players and vocalists 
no more than pay the actual expenses 
incurred, and not infrequently the 
concert giver has to contribute any­
where from $10 to $100 to cover the 
deficit. It also happens from time to 
time some of the widely known and 
loudly heralded “big folk” do not 
draw audiences large enough to save 
their managers from loss. The big 
ones themselves usually receive their 
regulation amount, for, as a rule, they 
are assured a fixed sum by the man­
ager who imports them or by the 
piano firm whose instrument they 
play. But this is wholly apart 
from the amount the public pays into 
the box office.

The reason for giving recitals? Us­
ually for advertising purposes—to in­
troduce talents or personalities un­
known to the larger circle of music 
patrons, to get newspaper reviews 
which can be used in circulars and 
which help in the securing of other 
engagements and of pupils, and to 
demonstrate to the public what has 
been accomplished or is being accom­
plished by the concert giver‘along the 
line of musical progress. The per­
forming of music for music’s sake 
alone is not often t^e motive that 
prompts. Publicity for gain of fame 
and cash is the customary incentive. 
If the recital or the concert prove 
successful so that all expenses are 
paid, the giver is apt to be content ; 
if it, does not pay the bills, then he 
makes up the deficit and charges the 
amount to advertising.

But the getting of audiences is be­
coming more and more difficult as 
time goes on. Here “papering” of 
the houses does not obtain to such 
extent as it does in some places. 
There are. of course, many musical 
entertainments gixen here to which 
free tickets are scattered broadcast, 
but this is not the case with the ma­
jority of the recitals that have place 
among the best of the season brings.

But “papering” is liable to be a dan­
gerous policy to pursue. For the old say­
ing of “once a deadhead always a dead­
head” holds good to-day just as it did 
when the first manager gave it utter­
ance. The man, woman or child who has 
gone once on a free ticket to any enter­
tainment is never ready to part with 
money for admission thereafter. And 
the giving out of free ti-'kets results 
therefore in a distinct lessening of the 
paying propensities of the public. Let a 
theatre do ae did one of the houses 
in Chicago a season or two ago—distri­
bute free tickets liberally for the first 
night of each week—and soon the busi­
ness and the house suffers materially. 
The audiences co.me, but they come only 
on the free nights, for people soon learn, 
as they learned in the case cited, that by 
waiting chance would be had to see the 
performance for nothing—the passes 
would arrive before the end of the en­
gagement was reached.

The plan for using the students as 
concert room fillers is now to be tried in 
New York. The envelopes are requested 
and the manager is trying the using of 
them. He has no expense of mailing, for 
the envelopes are stamped by the pupi!. 
and he gets audiences that are musically 
intelligent.

The “phenomenal successes” of this de­

He or she has paid for appeal- 
ance, and the managers and hall owners 
have been the only profilers by the pro­
ceedings. A few lines of “notice” in the 
papers there, a paid paragraph or a long 
“write up” in the American musical 
journals which are the leeches of the 
musical profession, sucking the life 
blood out of nearly every one connected 
with the profession, expensive cable­
grams to the “folks at home.” and then 
a long struggle for further appearances 
—these are tiie “gain” the concert giver 
in the European capitals has for his 
money and his labor. And it would 
seëm that similar conditions are begin­
ning to obtain In New York since the 
“Deadheads Wanted” system is being 
tried out there. How soon will it come 
to Hamilton?

How serious the conditions are getting 
to he in ELurope is shown by a paragraph 
whicli appeared recently in the Tageblatt 
of Cologne, Germany. It states that a 
song recital had been arranged to be 
given there by Hans Pfitzner and the 
opera singer Moeet. Now, Hans Pfiitz- 
ner is a man of some importance in Ger­
many. He is p composer of not little re­
con ized ability, and he is the director 
of the Conservatory of Music at Strass- 
burg—a position of worth. For this 

•concert in Cologne he had arranged to 
give a programme of the latest songs—• 
compositions not before heard there. He 
had engaged Moest, who is a singer pop­
ular and approved, and it naturally was 
expected that the music lovers of Col- 
one would avail themselves eagerly of the 
opportunity to hear such a singer in a 
programme of new songs by a popular 
composer, who himself was a man of 
high standing and who would assist in 
the concert. The day of the recital came 
and not a single ticket had been even so 
much as inquired for, to say nothing of 
being sold! Mr. Pfitzner arrived, and 
when told of the conditions refused to 
let the managers distribute free tickets, 
and the concert was canceled.

That such conditions obtain in Ger­
many in one of the principal music cen­
tres of the empire shows how overcrowd­
ed is the concert field and how out of all 
proportion is the number of professional 
musicians to the demand existent for 
their services.

The Pfitzner recital, or non-recital, 
had an amusing sequel, however. The 
recital was to have been given in one 
of the large salons of the Hotel Disch.* 
The evening when it was to have taken 
place the manager of the hotel was ap­
proached by one of his waiters, who said 
a gentleman had arrived who demanded 
that the great salon should be brilliant­
ly illuminated, and also the anteroom 
that adjoined it, and that supper for one 
should be served in the salon. Herr Disch 
went to see who the remarkable indi­
vidual was, and found himself face to 
face with a gentleman who introduced 
himself as Herr Hans Pfitzner, of Strass- 
burg. The latter explained that inas­
much as he had engaged the salon and 
the ante-room for the evening for bis re­
cital, he felt that he had a right to use 
it, and he wished his supper served there. 
Herr Disch explained to him that he was 
ready to satisfy his demands, but that 
inasmuch as the managers who had had 
the direction of the recital Ijad been to 
the hotel, and, owing to the canceling of 
the evening, had asked for and secured » 
reduction of the rental charges from 100 
marks to 60 marks. Herr Pfitzner would 
have to pay the extra 40 marks if ha 
wished to use the salon for his supping 
place. The composer concluded he had 
given out enough for his recital, and con­
sented to have his supper served in the 
regular dining room.

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The Queen of Sheba

The Biblical story of the Queen of 
Sheba, thanks to its romantic charac­
ter. has had a noteworthy career, says 
the Journal of American Folklore. It 
mas embellished by post-Biblical Jew­
ish writers, with a vast amount of fan­
ciful detail. From Jew» in North Ar­
abia likewise Arabs, and is used by 
Mohammed in the Koran, in South Ar­
abia likewise Arabs received it from 
Jews and carried it across the Red Sea 
into Abyssinia, and learned historiogra­
phers traced the lineage of the royal 
family of Abyssinia to the famous 
Queen. Site became and is still a name 
for all that is magnificent and intelli­
gently curious.

According to the narrative (Kings, 
x.. 2 Chronicles. ix.|. the Queen having 
heard of Solomon » wisdom, comes to 
Jerusalem in great state, with spices, 
gold and precious stones to test him: 
ehe plies him with hard questions con- i 
cerning everything that interests her. 
and receives satisfactory answers—there j 
was no promem that Solomon was not | 
able to solve. Further be shows her ' 
his palace and his housahcM arrange J 
ments. including the fine bearing and 
splendid dress of his attendants, v. Uh 
the result that ehe is lost in admira­
tion of his riches and wisdom. “Happy.” | 
ehe exclaims, “are those who serve you i 
end bear your wisdom, and blessed* be ! 
your God who has bestowed on you such | 
excellence and happiness!” Then after 
the usual exchange of presents she goes 
back to h*r own land and we hear no 
more of her in the Old Testament.

This story cannot be taken as hist ori- j 
*al. The “Sheba*’ means, as is evident i 
from the presents brought by the queen, : 
b the famous region in southwest Ara­
bia later known as Yemen, the South, 
the Arabic name (yaman) by confusion 
wfth a similar word (yamin) was under­
stood to mean ‘fortunate.** and the von- : 
sequent Roman designation. Arabia Fe­
lix, has become a part of pur geographi­
cal nomenclature. Though the early hie- j 
tory of this region is not known to us j 
it is not probable that the Israelites ware 
Sheba (the native name is Saba) exis* i 
ted as early as the times of Solomon 
(middle of the tenth centurv R. G) But I 
i is not probable that the Israelites were 
acquainted with the Sabean land in Sol 
omon’s time. The other mentions of 
Sheba in the Old Testament all belong 
in the period after the capture of Jeru­
salem by the Chaldeans 86 B. C.i.when 
the Jews came into possesion of Babr- 
lonian geographical learning. The storv 
in Kings is a part of the idealizing le­
gendary matter that gathered about 
colomon s name. Doubtless Lie had a 
reputation in his day for some sort of 
wisdom, a* David in his dav was e<- 
teemed as a poet : but David became in 
the tradition the ideal religious poet and 
Solomon the ideal sage. He is said to 
have composed 3.000 proverbs and 1.000 
wmgs, and to have spoken of all plants 
ana animais of which literarv activity* 
no trace has come to us. The exubef- 
wnce of the legend appears in the state­
ment (1 Kings iv.. 34. in the English 
Xersion) that visitors from all peoples 
and all kings of the earth came to him 
to hear his wisdom—a form of state­
ment that betrays the late date when 
the Jew* came into contact with a great 
number of nations.

The story is not the less interesting 
being legendary. If. as seems prob­

able, it arose in the sixth or the fifth 
century B. CL, when Sheba became 
prominent in the Old Testament, we i 
may infer that at that time Solomon ‘ 
was thought of mainly as a splendid 
and practically wise King, and had not ; 
attained the reputation assigned him by j 
the authors and editors of Proverbs, the \ 
Bong of Songs and Ecclesiastes. It is j 
noteworthy, a ko. that the custom of 
asking “hard questions” existed at the 
time. Unfortunately the story does not 
tell what these questions were, and this 
iaok the fancy of later -writers under­
took to supply. Among the literary pro­
ductions of the post-Biblical Jew's are 
certain parapharaaes of Biblical books 
(Targiime.) and commentaries ( Midrash) j 
abounding in anecdotes, queer conceits ! 
and all sorts of gossip. Much of this 
material may have been the product of i 
familiar talks by teachers to their pu­
pils. which sometimes ran into storv f 
telling not unlike that of the Moslem 
raw is. to which we owe a good deal of 
thy matter of the “Thousand and One : 
Kighte.” These books have preserved • 
a great mass of popular Jewish beliefs J 
and fancies, parallel to certain opinions 
and beliefs found in the early Christian 
writers and such beliefs come under the 
head of folk lore, according to the wid­
er definition sometimes given that tenu.

The Book of Esther, though it makes 
no reference to religion, was a favorite 
among the Jews, because it describes a 
great national triumph . which is, how 
ever, not historical.) Three late para 
phrases of the book have come down 
to us, the second of which gives an- 
other list of riddles, together with an ac- j 
count of how the Queen came to visit i 
Solomon. After an extraordinary con- < 
fused history of the foreign monarch» 
who had oppressed Israel, the writer 
turns to David and then t« Solomon (of 
whom also he had previously spoken) 
to whom God had given dominion over 
ajl beasts, birds, reptiles, demons and 
spirite, and he knew the speech of all j 
thees. On a certain day when his heart I 
was warmed by wine he made a great j 
feast, invited all the neighboring kings | 
of the east and the west, had music on ! 
all sorts of instruments, and ordered all 
the beasts and demons to Be brought ill 
order that the kings might see his great­
ness. All these came except the moor­
cock, whom the angry King was about 
to put to death. The bird, however, 
excused himself by saying that for three 
months he had been flying over the 
earth, without food or drink, to see if 
there was any land that did not ac 
knowledge the King’s authority—he had 
come on a land in the east abounding in 
gold and silver, with trees as old às the 
creation, and watered from the Gorden 
of Eden; its inhabitants, ignorant of 
war. and ruled over by a woman, whose 
name was the Queen of Sheba ; and. he 
added, if the King desired, he would 
bring the rulers of that land in fetters 
and lay them at his feet. The King ap 
proved, a letter was written and the 
bird, attended by the other birds, de­
parted with the letter attached to his 
Wing. When he readied Sheba, the 
Queen had just gone to the shore of the 
sea to perform her devotions—looking up 
she sees the sun obscured by the host 
of birds and is astounded—the bird
descends, she sees the letter and reads 
(in substance) : “King Solomon greets 
von and your nobles. Know that God 

. ex» given me authority over beasts, etc., 
and all kings send me greeting. If you 
wRl do likewise I will confer great 
honor on you." The Queen decided 
that it would be wise to obey. She sent 
eostlv presents, with a letter saying 
thst though the journey from Sheba or- 

. dinarilv took seven years, yet on ac­
count of the questions she wished to 
ask. she would come in three veers. She 
came accordingly, had a splendid recep­
tion, and put her test question. First

riddle: A wooden well with iron buckets 
that draw up stones and pour out water. 
The answer is, th etube of antimony 
(kohl, used by women to blacken their 
eyebrows : the ‘‘stones"’ arc the chalk 
contained in the antimony mixture, the 
“buckets"’ arc the needles with which 
the mitxure is applied to the eyebrows. 
Second riddle : As dust it comes forth 
from the ground. its food is dust of 
the earth, it is .poured out like water, 
and it illuminates the house. Answer, 
naphtha. Third riddle: A piper passes 
over its head and it utters a loud and 
bitter cry. its head is like a reed, it is 
honor for the rich, disgrace for the poor, 
honor for the dead, disgrace for the 
living, joy to birds, trouble for fishes. 
Answer, flax—the wind pipes over the 
flax stalks, linen furnishes garments of 
varying value to different classes .of 
men. from flax are made shelters for 
birds, nests for fishes. These seem to be 
poor things to take a three years’ jour­
ney for; one might expect more serious 
questions to be assigned to an intellect- 
tually eager woman and a wise man; 
but these riddles are the tattle of story­
tellers.

THE DIVINING ROD.

No Mysterious Virtues Hidden In the 
Dowser’s Wand.

In experiments with the divinin.i 
rod as used for discovering under­
ground supplies of water one of the 
geologists of the United States Geo­
logical Survey found that at points 
it turned downward independent! t 
of his will but more complete tests 
showed that the down turning re­
sulted from slight and—until watched 
for—unconscious changes in the in­
clination of his body, the effects ot 
which were communicated through 
the arms and wrists to the rod. No 
movement of the rod from cause» 
outside the body could be detected, 
and it soon became obvious that the 
view held by other men of science 
is correct—that the operation of the 
“divining rod” is generally due to 
unconscious movements of the body 
or of the muscles of the hand. The 
experiments made show that thesô 
movements happen most frequently* 
at places where the operator*: experi­
ence has led him to believe that water 
may be found.

The uselessness of the divining rod 
is indicated by the facts that the rod 
max be worked at will by the oj>er- 
ator. that he fails to detect strong 
currents of water running in tunnels 
and other channels that afford no 
surface indications of water, and that 
his locations in limestone regions 
where xvater flows in well defined 
channels are rarely more successful 
than those dependent on mere gu°-s 
es. In fact its operators are success­
ful only in regions in which groun i 
water occurs in a definite sheet in 
porous material, or in more or less 
clayey deposits, such as the pebbly 
clay 'or till, in which, although a 
few failures occur, wells would get 
water anywhere.

Ground water occurs under certain 
definite conditions, and as in humid 
regions a stream may be predicted 
wherever a valley is known, so one 
familiar with rocks and ground 
water conditions may predict places 
where ground water can be found. 
No appliance, either electrical or me­
chanical, has yet been successfully 
used for detecting water in places 
where plain common sense or mere 
guessing would not have shown its 
presence just as well. The onlv ad 
vantage of employing a “water 
witch."* as the operator of the divin­
ing rod is sometimes called, is that 
skilled services are obtained, most 
met. so employed being keener and 
better observers of the occurrence 
and movements of ground water than 
the^ average person.—From the Scien­
tific American.

CHIEF DINIZULU.
SOUTH AFRICA’S' MOST POWERFUL 

AND TURBULENT CHIEFTAIN.

Memories of the Great War Recalled by 
Present Crisis in Zululand.

Dlntzulu, once King of the Zulus, and now 
their chief, is to-day one of the most inter­
esting savages in thé whole world. Nearly 
thirty years ago we British found that there 
was no fiercer or braver raçe of savages 
thae the Zulus, and this Dlntzulu is 3 ue- 
acendant of the most despotic and barbarous 
ruling house known to man.

Chaka. the "hyena man. " was his ances- 
ter; Chaka who made the Zulus me te»*«* 
of South Africa.

In me early years of the nineteenth cen­
tury tuat Kiug made the Zulus oraye by a 
simple expeuuut. I! any of his warriors re- 

| turned deieated they were slaughtered in gold 
blood. So deciding that it was better to* be 
killed in battle than to return and be slaugh­
tered as cowards, the Zulus, always a splen­
did fighting stock, went torth ' literally to 
conquer or die.

His slaughter of his subjects and the hat­
red it evoKcd enabled Dingaan, Chaka^s 
brothei. to kill him and usurp his place. 
Dingaan was feared almost as Chaka had 
been. Then came Panda; then. the fierce 
Cetewayo. remembered " as the King respon­
sible for the wiping out of a British force at 

; Isandlhwana. And Dinizulu is the son of 
i Cetewayo and direct descendant of Chaka.

He became King after Cctewago, but his 
power was short lived. Arrested for dis­
loyalty. be was tried for high treason at 
Eshowe found guilty, and sentenced to exile 
in St. Helena tor ten years. This was just 
twenty years ago.

At St. Helena he showed great readiness 
in acquiring the English manners and lang­
uage. as well a* a liking for gin. In 183Ü. 
in spite of the protests of Colonists who 

i prophesied trouble, he was restored to his 
native land, given a house at Eshowe and a 
salary of £5vO per annum, which the Natal 
government still pay him. Later on he was 
allowed to return to the royal kraal of his

We need only go back to the days of the 
great Zulu war to know how the Zulus can 
fight. When Cetewayo refused to reply to 

. the British ultimaiiou of 1«7S. and massing 
j his forces, prepared to fight for his right 

to rule as he pleased as an independent king, 
we had swift and murderous proof of the 
valour of the savages. Tommy Atkins, voiced 
by Rudyard Kipling, recalls how

" A Zulu impl dished us up in style.” 
and the memory of the fearful days of 
Isandlhwana and Rorke's Drift, and the la­
mentable death of the Prince Imperial, are 
trecl. in the minds of living ■'men.

The massacre at Isandlhwana (""The Lion's 
l Hill") is one of the moat disastrous cn- 

countert with savages in the annals of the 
British army. Lord Chelmsford, the general 
in command of the British troops, marched 
with the main column of the three that were 
invading Zululand across the Buffalo River, 
end encamped at Isandlhwana. "Major Dart- 
nell. going out with a reconnoitring force, 
sent to say the Zulus were near him in great 
force and Lord Chelmsford and Colonel 
Glyn moved out with reinforcements, leaving 
Colonel Pul lei ne to guard the camp with 
abou* TOO British and 600 native troops.

While the British commander-in-chief was 
thus decoyed from his base, au army of 
24.000 fleet-footed Zulus was hastening round

twenty-three patients. Then behind the bar­
ricade.-, together, the British, after fifteen 
hours" fighting, beat the Zulus back.

Three hundred and fifty dead savages were 
found round the camp afterwards, and of the 
■allant little force only seventeen were killed. 
Eleven Victoria Crosses were awarded to men 
of that force, and never were crosses more 
bravly earned.

the Kills to swoop down upon the doomed those gallant four, the two Joneses, 
camu and Williams, bring out twenty

The force left at Isandlhwana under Col­
onels Durnford (summoned from Rorke's 
Drift) and Pullelne was composed of mount­
ed infantry and volunteers, seventy of the 
Royal Artillery with two guns, and some 
companies of the 24th Regiment and the 
Natal Carabineers. By noon the mass of 
Zulus, the cream of Cetewayo’s army, swarm­
ed round the little force In a great crescent.
Our men hastily tried to form a laager with 
the wagons. But it was too late.

The men fought to the death. Thousands 
of Zulus were killed, but the horns of the 
Zulu crescent swept round -»ud attacked them 
in the rear, and the force was wiped out.

In the midst cf that desperate struggle we 
have a picture (says Mr. A. L. Haydon, la 
his recently published book. “The Story of 
the V. C.“) of Captain Younghusband. of the 
24th. standing erect on an empty wagon with 
three privates and keeping a crowd of the 
enemy at bay. The privates fall at last, 
shot cr assegaied by Zulus, who clamber up 
the sides, but the tall soldierly figure holds 
the warriors off. Then, his last, cartridge 
gone, he leaps down sword In hand to cut 
his way through to liberty. It was not pos­
sible. But he died fighting like a lion.

Lieutenant Teigmnouth Melvilt, of the 24th 
Regiment, by command of Colonel Pnlleine, 
made a deaparate attempt to escape with 
the colors. He fought his way on horseback 
through the press, and pursued by scores of 
Zulus galloped to the river, six miles away.
Lieutenant Coghill, of the same rçgiment. 
aise broke through the savages and Joined, 
his brother-officer. Coghill swam across, but 
Melvill’s horse was exhausted, and the rider 
was swept from the saddle. Coghill went 
back to his aid, only have Ills horse shot 
by the Zulus, who 4hMH come up. Together 
the two .officers sjriupgied from the water, 
but their end had <pme. The savages sur­
rounded them. Days laier their bodies were 
found surrounded by a^ing of Zulus who had 
fallen to their revolvers.
•~iA ;îew hours later came the defence of 
Rork’s Drift-one of the most heroic feats In 
the history of the British Army. After Isand­
lhwana about 5.000 Zulus pushed on to take 
possession of this camp, which was held by 
ti) men of the 24th (South Wales Borderers),
Durnford’s Horse, and Natal Mounted Po­
lk c under Lieutenants Chard and Bromhead.

To them came a few desperate fugitives 
with news of the disaster and advancing 
Zulus. A hasty rampart of biscuit boxes and 
mc-alio bags was thrown up. The Zulus, 
true to their traditions, first tried to "rush” 
the defences. They were mowed down by 
rifle fire, met with the bayonet, and rolled 
b-2’-.

Again and again they charged, to be re­
pulsed with fearful slaughter. They set fire 
to the thatched roof of the hospital which, 
a few yards away, was defended by six 
heroes. With" desperate valour the savages 
fought their way into the burning building.

Privates William and Thomas Jones, hav­
ing no more cartridges, met them with the 
bayonet Zulu after Zulu is killed, and their 
bodle.- in the doorway help to keep back the 
others, while Privates Hook and Williams 
earrv out the patients into the barricades 
where the rest are fighting.

The defenders are driven from room to 
room. hut. shooting and bayoneting Zulus 
who flaht their way through the doorways.

We never fail to hear a great deal about 
the launch of a big battleship dr cruiser 
when it takes place, but lew people realise 
the importance of other classes of vessels 
which are frequently taking the water whose 
business in life it is to help theee high-caste 
ships In various way*. One of the most im­
portant of these classes Is that of the “re­
pair shit».’’ . .

It is only within the last five years that 
the Admiralty have seriously turned their 
attention to the provision of these vessels. 
The first to be added to the fleet was H.M.S. 
Assistance, best known to the public through 
her unfortunate grounding off the coast of 
Morocco about two years ago. She possesses 
equipment for carrying out all sorts of minor 
repairs, and is fitted with special distilling 
apparatus, so that ehe can supply fresh 

I water to any ship of the fleet to which she 
mav he attached.

j Previous to the building of the Assistance 
there had been no attempt made to provide 

I our sea-going squadrons with a repair “shop"
I thst could be always under their lee. The 
| nearest approach to anything of the f f."t was 
: made about twenty years ago. when the 
! HecH and Vulcan were fitted up as “mother- 
j ships’’ for torpedo-boats. The first was an 

ex-P. and O. liner, the latter practically a 
I cruiser, and in reality she was more useful 
! in the last-mentioned capacity than in that 
I for which she was built. Both these vwsels 

carried workshops on a more or less small 
I scale, and also half a dozen second-class 
! torpedo-boats, which were stowed on the up­

per deck and hoisted in and out by steam 
derricks. This type of torpedo-boat, however, 
never proved satisfactory and was very soon 
relegated to the scrap-heap.

But now a great advance has been made in 
this direction by the passing into the active 
fleet of H.M.S. Cyclops. Little has been 
heard about this vessel, though she may be 
said to mark a new era In the history of the 
Navy. This is partly due to the fact that 
the lurid lleht which Is thrown on the actual 
fighting chips as a rule leaves these very 
necessary auxiliaries in the shadow. But it 
is also due in large measure to the great 
secrecy with which the Admiralty have sur­
rounded her design.

Like the Dreadnought, in her own line H. 
M.S. Cyclops marks an entirely new depar­
ture In ship-bulldlng. Nothing so extensive 
In the wav of repair-ships has ever been at­
tempted before. It is no exaggeration to 
say that she Is a veritable floating dockyard. 
She is. in fact, equal In capacity to a dock­
yard employing 300 hands. She carries this 
numboi of mechanics, in addition to the crew 
necessary to work the ordinary routine of 
the ship. No guns take up valuable space 

! or increase the displacement. Every atom 
of room that can be obtained Is utilized for

__ ___ Lan ode In Manitoba or the North­
west Provinces, excepting 8 and 26. not re­
served. may be homesteaded by any person 
the sole head of a family, or male over li 
years of age. to the extent of one-quarter 
section, of 160 acres, more or leas.

Application for homestead entry must be 
made in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency. Entry 
by proxy may. however, be mada at an 
Agency on certain conditions by the father, 
mother, son. daughter, brother or sister of 
an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or can ce Halloa 
made personally at any Sub-agent’s office 
may be wired to the Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application Is to have prior­
ity and the land will be held until the ne­
cessary papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mail.

In case of "personation” or fraud ths ap­
plicant will forfeit all priority of cla^n or 
if entry has been grants! it will be summar­
ily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must be 
made in person. The applicant must oe eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for cancellation will he received 
from an individual until that application has 
been disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subsequent to 
Institution exf cancellation proceedings, the 
applicant for cancellation will be entitled to 
prior right of entry.

Applicant for cancellation oust state In 
what particular the homesteader is in de­
fault.

A homesteader whose entry la not the 
subject of cancellation proceedings, may, 
subject to the approval of Department, re­
linquish it in favour of father, mother, eon. 
daughter, brother or sister If eligible, but 
to no one else, on tiling declaration of aban­
donment.

DUTIES—A eettler is required to perform 
the duties under one of the following plane:

(1) At least six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each year dur­
ing the term of three years.

12) A homesteader may. if he so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by liv­
ing on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty (R0) acres in extent. In 
the vicinity of his homestead. Joint owner­
ship ir. land will not meet this requirement.

(3) If the fether (or mother. If the father 
Is deceased) of a homesteader has permanent 
residence on farming land owned soiely by 
him. not less than eighty (SO) acres in extent. 
In the vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in the vicinity, 
such homesteader may perform his own resi­
dence duties by living with the father (or 
mother).

(4‘< The term “vicinity" in the two pre­
ceding paragraphs to defined as meaning not 
more than nine miles in a direct line, ex­
clusive of road allowances crossed In the 
measurement.

5) A homesteader Intending to perform 
hie residence duties in accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
Agent for the district of such intention.

Before making application for patent the 
eettler .must give sir. months’ notice In writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa, of his Intention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
MINING REGULATIONS.

COAL.—Coal mining rights may be leased 
for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
2.660 acres shall be leased to one Individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age. 
or over, having discovered mineral In place, 
may locate a claim 1.500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is 45.
At least $100 muM be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining .*•- 
corder in lieu thereof. When $500 has been 
extended or paid, the locator may. upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the land at $1 
per acre.

The patent provides for the paÿmect of a 
royalty of 2% per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 101 
feet square; entrance fee, $5; renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected on 
the output affermit exceeds $10.000.

•t a very small cost.

Of course, there are cheap copies 
of these dainty collars and ties and 
rabats, copies worked out in coarse 
linen and lawn that may be pur­
chased for a mere trifle.

But the fastidious woman who. 
hesitates at the price asked for the 
daintier models either makes her 
own or goes without.

The turnover hand-embroidered 
collars of linen which are so dis­
tinctly smart are one of the ex­
pensive luxuries.

For the imported collars distress­
ing prices are asked.

Even the simplest sells for a dol­
lar, and the very pretty ones are 
priced at from $2.50 to $3.50.

There are still others more ex­
pensive offered. By tho time a 
woman has enough of these collars 
to meet her needs—provided she 
intends to wear them often—she 
has spent considerable money.

Hand embroidery is, of course, 
the essential detail in the majority 
of these collars.

Handsome collars, with the usual 
linen support, but with the turn­
down part in fine Irish lace, are 
modish, and look well with a deli­
cately colored scarf drawn around 
them under the lace and knotted in

But the average woman prefers 
• hand-embroidered or hand-made 
collar in linen.

Here, too, she will find many 
openwork effects, and a number of 
collars with very open-work em­
broidery and with insets of Valen­
ciennes combined with embroidery.

Many of the French collars are 
extremely high, and even the lowest 
are a trifle high for the short­
necked woman.

The highest of these collars are 
usually made with two buttonholes, 
and a flaw often found with these 
expensive affairs is that the collar 
is as large at the top as it is at the 
bottom, instead of slanting to fit 
the neck, and being firmly held by 
the upper buttonhole.

Presumably the embroiderers are responsible 
for this shaping, becauao they want to do their em­
broidery designs upon straight pieces of linen, but 
the result is often trying, and in order to got col­
lars to fit a great many women are compelled to 
make their own.

Another plan that has been generally adopted 
ia to buy a collar a size small and then slit the but­
tonhole over at the bottom to ease the collar there.

It, ia not difficult to rework the buttonholes, 
and the tie hides any defect r.t the base of the col­
lar, while if the top of the collar is too large, it 
stands out from the neck in a most unbecoming 
fashion.

Another thing to remember in connection with 
these French collais is that they are apparently 
worked without any regard to t'ueir actual size.

A woman with a small neck may blithely pur­
chase a twelve-and-a-half, and take it home and 
find that it is a size and a half too large for her, 
or she may buy a thirteen and find that it meas­
ures only twelve inches.

And, by the way, only a few collars come in a 
size so small as twelve, but upon measurement 
many of the twelve-and-a-half collars prove but 
twelves, so the woman who wears a twelve need not 
despair.

The part of wisdom is to find exactly how many 
inches long one's collar should be, and then have 
one’s embroidered collar measured.

Pretty lingerie tabs are slipped up under these 
collars quite to the top and pinned invisibly there. 
Any kind of a fancy pin may be used to hold the 
collar sides, but the dragon fly, with the straight

—

line of his spreading wings near -die 
top of the collar, is particularly ef­
fective.

Laces and lingerie bows ef nil 
shapes are worn, and are exceeding­
ly pretty, but many of them ha veto 
be ripped entirely apart for la*KH 
dering.

Loops and ends, exquisitely em­
broidered, are in most of these bows, 
and many of the fine pleated rabapta 
have bows to match attached—aa ia 
the case, too, with many of the frills 
for blouse fronts.

At first, nearly all these frills 
were finely pleated, but this made 
laundry problems,, and now one 
finds many unpleated frills of lace 
and embroidery, or entirely of ïâcp, 
with tiny relieving knots of narrow 
ribbon. ‘-a

Any of these collars, rabats or 
frills may readily be made at home 
at a very slight cost—then there ia 
the added attraction that they may 
be made to fit.

As Christmas gifts they are de­
lightful.

Among the silk ties the soft scfrirf 
of greater or less width is the Y»- 
vorite, and is tied in an ordinàrv

Very narrow, stiff little ties of 
■ilk. usually in black, bright green, 
purple or apricot yellow or China 
blue, are worn, tied in a prim little

There are many varieties of ihe 
made bows which aro not looked tip- 
on with scorn, and they often give 
better effect than the tie which goes 
around the neck and must be tied 
each time.

The simpler these bows are the 
better their air. as a rule,, and one 
of the most satisfactory is formed 
of two exceedingly tiny bowa of t*f- 
feta act closely one above thé other.

A bar pin holding the two sides 
of the collar closely together mid 
passing between the two knots fast­
ens the bow securely and gives a 
trim finish to the. neck arrangement.

The first illustration shown ia in 
bright green taffeta. The bow da 
small and smartly stiff, and hàa 
four ends. -The ends may be plfctn 
or finished with tiny balls cf taffeta, 
as shown in the sketch.

The second sketch is of velvet 
ribbon, one inch in width. Old blue, 
purple and green and black are Hie 
colors mostly worn.

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Hair Ribbons for Young Girls THE LONG SHOULDER LINE Hints for the Home Dressmaker

AT FIRST sight white may be 
thought an extravagance, on 

account of its showing soil so easily, 
but this really is not so.

On the contrary, it is economy, 
for white hair ribbons will be pretty 
worn with every kind of colored 
frock, and when unclean can be 
much more successfully washed 
than most colors.

For quite small girls, whose heads 
are bobbed, a dainty pink or blue 
bow that ties the lock off the face, 
the loops coming on the left side, is 
a pretty decoration.

A very fair child of 5 years of age 
is the only type to whom the colors 
are more becoming than white.

Little brunettes and those consid­
ered neither blonde nor dark will 
be all the more attractively cos­
tumed for a touch of a delicate 
shade in their dresses.

Next to all white hair ribbons 
come those in Dresden designs and 
pompadour effects. Those, too, give 
an agreeable finish to a white toilet.

Using Proper Colors
*JpHE sallow woman should be 

taught to eschew tan, and tho 
ghostly person with dead black hair 
and a parchment complexion should 
be told to boycott bright gowns.

Faded blondes, who always seem 
to love pale blue, should be en­
couraged to introduce touches of 
rose and poppy red into their cos­
tumes.

The woman with the skin like a 
camellia and warm brown hair 
should be decked in warm mauve 
and browns.

Some women stick stubbornly to 
the colors they like, irrespective of 
whether or cot they are becoming.

One woman whose hair, eyes and 
skin are three different shades of 
gray always wears gray.

but when the frock is of flowered or­
gandy or similar fabric plain rib­
bons of the prevailing color in the 
dress are best.

It may seem unnecessary to say 
this, but the mistake is so often 
made that the caution may possi­
bly be welcomed.

Very delicate colors in hair rib­
bons should be used when the hair 
is dressed to roll back from the 
face and is tied just at the back 
of the ears. This brings the bows 
close to the face, and decided col­
orings are not always becoming to 
piquant little features.

White, of course, may always be 
relied upon, blue is comparatively 
safe, but pink or green should be 
used with caution.

The shell shade of pink is excep­
tionally pretty when confining 
brown or golden-brown locks; pale 
green and white may be used for 
chestnut-haired belles.

When. the hair is divided into 
front and back portions, and the 
former is taken pompadour fashion 
to the crown of the head and tied 
there, the color of the ribbon is of 
less importance; almost anything at 
hand will answer, especially if the 
back portion falls unconfined. If, 
however, as sometimes happens, it 
is braided, then due regard should 
be given to the color selected, as the 
ribbon is brought rather near the 
face.

Young girls from 14 years of age 
and upward -re usually very fastid­
ious in the matter of hair ribbons.

The fashion of wearing a large 
bow with a rosette of narrow ribbon 
to match is a pretty one, and, right­
ly arranged, a very coquettish style. 
The front hair should be in a parted 
pompadour effect, both sides puffed, 
then tied at the left. The fluffy lit­
tle rosette conceals the string, and, 
incidentally, a safety pin makes a 
better security for this than a hair-
P The back hair is braided at the 
nape of the neck, then looped and 
tied with a-broad ribbon in a very 
large bow.

Black hair ribbons are always cor­
rect for morning and street wear, 
and often give tone or -character to 
a light toilet.

Soft, black ribbon is generally 
preferred to the etifler taffeta on 
account of the rusty look that this 
silk takes on after it baa bean worn 
a abort time.

DARTS still favors the long shoul- 
1 dcr line, and most of the high- 
class creations now arriving in New 
York for the winter trade have this 
effect introduced in some way, either 
through the medium of shoulder 
caps, epaulets or braid trimming.

The originator of this idea is a 
famous French dressmaker, who 
discovered that a long shoulder line 
was becoming to every customer and 
lent an air of distinction to the most 
unattractive figure.

By employing this effect he was 
able to broaden the shoulders and 
taper the back, thus giving the ap­

pearance of an erect and gracetul 
carriage and a* the same time di­
minishing the apparent size of the 
waist by several inches.

According to the very latest de­
cree of fashion two distinct types of 
waists arc to be worn this winter, 
those intended to accompany plain, 
strictly tailored gowns and those 
for wear on dressy occasions.

The first mentioned 'waists are of 
linen, madras, fancyshirting and 
pique, in white, principally^ A few 
white grounds with colored markings 
are seen, but nil white appears to 
have the preference.

Some flannel waists, in stripes, 
plaids and plain colors, are shown. 
In silk waists there is also a large 
variety of tailormade models to be 
found.

Plaids et present are particularly 
smart, and a good many stripes are 
worn.

Plain taffetas in navy, brown, 
green, blatk and other fashionable 
c*. rs arc also used.

The stvlp of the tailored waists 
does no.t admit of much variation, 
but when it comes to dressy waists 
there is a Urge And varied choice of 
lovely models.

ÇUMPTUOUS is the only word 

that expresses the newest muffs.
Some of them are simply immense 

in regard to size, and all are of the 
richest furs.

One on this order, fashioned from 
caracul, was made with flaring ends 
faced with black satin, box pleated 
and edged with a ruohing, black silk 
cords adorning the front—a regu­
lar granny muff indeed.

Combs and Pins
'T'HE plain amoer-colored combe 
* ' and pins for tho blonde girl, and 
those in dark shell for the brunette, 
are entirely corrcât this winter.

The combs an smarter when 
made with plain tops, without knobs 
or other docoratioiti.

The button pins are used where 
tho hair is worn oritop of the head. 
The top pert of these pins turn back 
over the hair in a flat piece of shell 
like a largo button.

The effect is very good.
For kcoplng flying ends of the 

hair at home are shown corkscrew 
pins of amber — atrange-looking 
things that "eerew into the hair in 
Spiral fashion, so that it would eeem 
that they never wopld come out 
again, ;

But they are, in met, compara­
tively easy of edjusta|ent.

A LL well-finished skirts have 
hangers; they are made four 

inches long and sewed flat to the in­
side belt, more toward the back than 
the front; the skirt is heavier 
toward the back.

Work a fancy stitch with colored 
silk on center of belt, which indi­
cates center-front.

The best method of putting on 
fasteners is to sew them strongly 
to a stout piece of silk tape, hem­
ming these strips of tape closely to 
opening after all the pressing is 
done. The fasteners are apt to make 
shiny places when pressing is done 
after they are in place.

When the belt is of silk it should 
be cut on the straight goods, usual­
ly two and one-quarter inches long­
er than the size of the waist. This 
allows for seams and the lap, the 
widths varying; very narrow for a 
stout figure, not more than half­
inch wide when finished, whereas a 
slim person may have one ar. inch 
wide when finished.

Stitch one edge to outside of 
skirt, taking three-eighths inch 
seam off ; then tun. remaining edge 
over the top of the skirt, turn over 
another three-eighths inch seam 
and stitch down by hand or machine.

A deep ruffle added to the lower 
edge of the gingham aprons used in 
the kitchen is a great protection. 
So many grease spots seem to get 
on the bit of the dress showing be­
low the ordinary apron.

The joining of flounce to skirt ie 
a simple matter. The lower edge of 
the skirt is turned up once, then 
the flounce is basted on and a nar­
row ribbon or bias strip of ailk 
conceals the join and forms a neat 
finish.

A box-pleated ruohing sewn to the 
end of tne flounce ia a decided im­
provement in many ways. In fitting 
the belt—which, by the way, varies 
in width, a stout figure requiring 
but the least bit ef a belt, a Blender 
figure finding one measuring two 
inches wide the better ohoioe—it 
will be found wise to plaee the belt 
around the waist flrat, then pin the 
skirt to it, rather than basting, and 
then trying on, beoause in this way 
tho skirt may be raised or lowered

according to the figure or slight pe­
culiarities of the wearer. * J

There are few figures so perfect 
that no alterations are necessâjÿ. 
In the event of a plain-flaring foun­
dation skirt being chosen and-tio 
ruffle, then it should be interlined 
with a thin liair-cloth or the featb- 
erbone that comes for the purpose, 
otherwise the outer skirt will Kill 
in around the feet. The seams Be­
ing carefully stitched and pre^d 
on the skirt proper, the belt should 
be adjusted, marking it with colored 
cotton exactly at this point toli>e 
pinned to the center of the frqnt 
gore and a lap of an inch and*S 
half in the back.

One word about princess and the 
ordinary skirts. They have widen­
ed around their lower edge uiAil 
they measure from four yards and 
a half to five yards and a half. It 
is, therefore, necessary to pay strict 
attention to the taping of the full­
ness so that it hangs as it shoulcL
