FroM present appearances the Presi-
dental campaign now heing fought in
the neighboring Republic bids fair to
be the hottest and most bijtter ever
engaged in by the voting power of
that great people. The nomination of
Gen. Garfield at Chicago by the
Republican Counvention on the 36th
ballot created asudden surprise from
Maine to California. Conklin the
Great Republican Leader was unable
to cope with Blaine, and the latter
recognizing that Grant’s solid vote of
806 was against him, virtually allow-
ed his name ,to be withdrawn and
threw the strength of his following in
favor ot the ‘‘dark horse,” Garfield.
This nomination was a disappoint.
ment, in fact, was looked upon as an
egregious blunder, in so far as the
opinion of the rank and file of the
Republican party could be ascertained.
However they reckoned on the Demo-
crats commiting a blunder far in
excess of this, at their Convention to
be held in Cincinnati some weeks
later, by the nomination of Samuel J.
Tilden—the President elect. Their
hopes were not realized. The Repub-
licans were not prepared for Tilden’s
letter declining a nomination. This
was a master-piece of policy, and will
do more towards electing the Demo-
cratic candidate than can be easily
estimated. Then the nomina-
tion ot General Winfield Scott Han-
cock by the Democratic party
on the 5th ballot was a greater sur-
prise to the Republicans than the
nomination of Garfield. Hancock was
a Union Soldier, and loved by the
army.

This would of necessity draw to
his support the votes of the soldiers.
Party papers sought to outrival each
other in abuse of the candidates.
From ourreading we are inclined to
the belief that Hancock’s record is
the purest, and that his election as
President is assured. Returning
boards , delegations to the South and
electoral commissions may possibly
deprive him of the Presidential chair
if elected, as was done with Mr.
Tilden in 1876.

The recent election in Maine was a
severe blow o Mr. Blaine and the
Republican party. Maine was Blaine’s
‘State-Republican for twenty-five
years; carrying majorities for that
party from 500 to 1600. General

publican. ¢As Maine goes so goes
the Union,” is an old and trite watch-
word aloug the line and every nerve
was strained in this contest for
victory. It was hard for James G.
Blaine to wire General Garfield that
his state had condemned the nomiuee
of the Republicans. The losers in this
first battle, charge their opponents
with fraud, corruption, bribery, etc.,
‘We presume these means were used
on both sides.

STORIES OF WRECKS—THE S8QUID FISH-

ERY,—A TALK WITH A SCOTCHWOMAN.

ETC., ETC. .

Various vessels have been wreck-
ed on the shores of this Bay, and
human skulls have been washed out
of the bank upon the shore after
great gales and coius of ' gold and
silver have at these times also been
tound on the beach.- These are said
to have come from the wreck of a
French frigate, which was stranded
there during a fearful gale many
years ago, when Louisburg was
yet a city.  Our Captain, who was
a native of Aspey -Bay with  true
Highland superstition, informed us
that often during some stormy night
mournful groans, aud the sad la-
menting voices of those who perish.
ed on these dreary shores, were
heard lanienting their sad fate. He
had never heard them himself bat
others had. - At the time ofour
visit the fishermen were rejoicing in
the multitude of squid, which had
maade their appearance on the coast.
These fish when caught and salied
are carried to the Island of Saint
Pierie, where they are stored and
sold as bait for codfish to the fisher:
men; Saint Ann's and Aspey Bay
ure the only places in the Island
where they are caught in quantities.
They are taken with what is called
ajigger, which is a piece of 'ead
about three inches long of a cunical
shape. In it there are ubout a
dozen and a half of hooks. The
squid come close into the
rocks in great numbers to spawn and
some times the tide leaves themin
quantities on the shore. - The way
in which they are caught is this:
thejigger to which a line is faster-
ed, is cast from the boat into the
sea; Lhe fish seeing this rush at it,
seize it with their mouth and are
hauled into the boat and shaken
offt. The week previous to our
arrival 13 loads of squid, about
40,000 each, had been caught.
The price paid for chem by the
French fishermen was about 35
cents per hundred. Cape North,
which forms the northern extre-
mity of the Bay as well as of - the
Island is 55 miles from Cape Race.

What is a Gentleman.

HOW CARDINAL NEWMAN ANSWERS THE
QUASTION.

It is almost a definition of a gentle-
man to say he is one whp never inflicts
pain. This description is both refined,
and accurate a8 far as it goes. He is mainly
occupied in merely removing the obstacles
which hinder the free and unembarassed
action of those about him; and he con-
‘curs with their movements rather .than
take the initiative himself. His benefits
may be considered at parallel to what are
called comforts or conveniences .in
arrangemnients of a personal nature; like
an easy chair or a good fire, which do’
their part in dispelling cold and fatigue,
though Nature provides means of rest
and animal heat without them. The true
gentleman in like mannér  carefully
avoids whatever ‘may cause a jar or a
jolt in the minds of those with whom he
# cast; all clashing of opirion, or col
lision of all restraint or suspicion, or
gloow or resentment—his great’ concern
being to make everyone. at their ease
at home. He has his eyes on all his
company, he is tender toward the bashfal;
gentle toward the distant, and merciful
toward the absurd; he guards against un-
seasonable allusions or topics which may
irritate; hé is seldom prominent in con-
versation, and never wearisome. He
makes light of favors while he does them,
and seems to be: receiving what he is
conferring. He never speaks of himself
except when compelled; never defends
imself by a 1aere retort; he has not ears
for slander or gossip, is scrupulous in
imputing motives to those who iaterfere
with him, and iuterprets everything for
the best. He is.never mean or little in
his disputes,never takes unfair advantages,
never mistakes personalties or sharp
sayings for arguments, or insinuates evil
which he dare not say out. - From a long
sighted prudence he observes the maxim of
the ancient sage, thay we should conduct
ourselves towards our enemy as if he
were one day to be our friend. He has
too much sense to be affronted at in-
sults, and too well employed to remember
injuries. He is patient, forbearing, and
resigned, on philosophical principles; he
submits to pain, because it is irreparable
to death, because it is hisdestiny. If he
engages in controversy of any kind, his
disciplined intellect preserves him from
the blundering discourtesy of better,
perhaps, but less educated minds, who,
like blunt weapons, tear and hack instead
of cutting clean, who mistake the point
in argument, waste their strength on
trifles, misconceive their adversary, and
leave the question more involved than
they find it. He may be right or wrong
in his opinion, but he is too ' clearheaded
to be unjust; he is a3 simple as he is for-
cible, and as brief, as heig decisive.
Nowhere shall we find greater candor,
consideration, indulgeance; Le throws
bimself into the minds of his oppon-

i

ents, he aceaunts for their mistakes, he
knows ghe weakness of human reason as
well agite rtrength, its province and its
limits. If ha be an unbeliever, he will
be too profound and large minded to
ridicale-religion or to act agatnst if; he
is too wise to be & dogmatist or fanatic
in bis infidelity.  He respects piety and
devotion; he even supports institutions as
venerable, beautiful, or useful, to which
he does not assent; he honors the : min-
isters of religion, and it conteuts him to
decline its mysteries without. assailing or
denouncing them.. He is a friend of
religious toleration, and that, not only
because his philosophy has taught Mim
to look ‘on all forms of faith “with an
impartial eye, but also from the gentle-
ness of effeminacy of feeling, which is
the attendant of civilization." T

Hunting on the Miramichi
with a Clergyman. .

Fast 1v THBE TRraPs.

[werrTexr ror THE sTa®:]

Some few years since an eccentric
clergyman of the Church of England
came to me and proposed that we
should go into partnership as hunters,
he appeared to have plenty of money
and [ had no objections. We chose for
our hunting ground the rough spruce
covered  hills which surrounded the
Miramichi lake. ~ As game of all kinds
at that time was abundant—there being
not only plenty of sable and mink, but
also caribon on the neighboring heath,
and moose were yarded on nearly every
hill around. We took the toboggans to
Humbell’s camp on the head of McLean
Brook—one of the branches of the
Nashwaak. Here we loaded them up
with pork, flour and other hunting sup-
plies and started on our journey. We
reached ‘the ovtlet of Miramichi Lake
the same evening, it was about the 10th
of January and the weather was ex-
tremely cold, but we -passed the night
tolerably comfortable in the old huat-
ing camps which stand a few rods south
of the eastern extremity of the lake.
Fixing our residence here, we set up
a few traps for mink and sable. These
we baited with fish of which we caught
abundance in the laks; as well as with
partridge heads. My Rev. partner was
but a poor hunter.” We spent ‘a few
days endeavoring to still hunt caribou,
but failed. And as I generally gucceed
in wy hunting undertakings (which I
have always conducted in silence,) I
charged the want of success to the noisy
tongue of the clergyman. We saw. one
drove of these animals numbering eleven
but failcd to get within range and so
abandc .ed this business.

Among other traps which we had set,
there was one intended for loupcerviers.
Its position was west of our camp and
about turee quarters of a mile distant
from it. Itstood on the shore of the
lake or quite close to it. The trap
was of steel and was placed in the door
way o a little brush house about three
feet high in which was set as bait the
body of a hare which we had shot.
-.One morning while I - was at work
preparing breakiast, since, as my part-
ner would never soil his hands with the
dirty kettle or frying pan, this was
always left to me, as was the chopping
of the wood, the carrying it in as well as
the putting it on the fire. - My associate
said to me, “I will go and see if there
'3 a loupcervierin the trap,”” and accord-
igly sallied forth on this expedition.
About twenty minutes after he had left
me, I heard the report of his gun and on
going to the camp door heard him cal-
ling at the top of his lungs. Putting on
my snow shoes, not even waiting for my
cap, I ran across the snowy survace of
the lake, There he stood
looking at a dead animal which lay on
the snow beside him. A glance showed
me that it was & loupcervier which had
fallen beneath the bullet of his rifle.
My brother hunter was in & great state
of excitement. ‘What _a narrow
escape I have had,”” he said. The fact
of the matter was that a small bush had
been fastened to the trap so that the
animal could not carry it to any great
distance.. Although he might succeed
in getting a few ®ods away, the sur-
rounding trees were sure to bring him
up at last, and the traces of loupcervier
trap and bush were very easily followed.
In this instance when the anima. had
got caught by the foot in the trap, he
had started off as soon as he felt the
teeth in his leg and had succeeded in
guining the top ot a snowy entrance &
few feet distant which overlooked the

bait house.

My pastor who had straggled care-
lessly up to this gun in hand, with his
eyes fixed on the door, seeing nothing
there, stooped to look in. When, ona
sudden to his utter amaze ment from the
top of the little snow hill above his head.
there arose a frightful sound, something
between a ‘cry, howl and shriek.

RETURN OF THE MINISTERS
AND THEIR MISSIONS.

Reports have reached us of the safe
arrival in Cacada of Sir John A.

Full details of the arrangements
for the building of the Pacific Railway
will not be made public until they have
been first presented to the House. 8o far
as can be ascertained some modifications
in the arrangements previously announced
have been made bat the main result
remains the same, An agreement has
been completed with & powerful London,
Paris and American syndicate; and a
provisional contract signed by the Min-
isters in London, oa behalf of the Cana-
dian Government; subject to approval by
the Canadian Parliament at its session
in February next, and not at a special
session to be called, as previously an-
nounced.  Another point is that the name
of the capitalists or firms composing the
syndicate are not the same; and they do
not cover 80 wide a field in the financial
world. But they are quite equal to the
undertaking ard that is enough. Mesers.
Morton, Rose & Co., are the London firm
meationed; La Societe Generale de
Paris, the French; and the American
comprise the Canadian and United States
capitalists before referred to in connection
with this enterprise. In our eyes,
especially in view of the tone of the Eng-
lish press, it is particularly important to
have these last, because of
their experience. The London Economist
throws cold water on the project, but its
ussertions are based on the manifest
ignorance of its editor of the question,on
which he yet uudertakes to dogmatise.
The London Times farther published a
leading article on the question on the day
after the Ministers sailed, whi:h has been
telegraphed by the Atlantic Cable.
We might take exception to some
points inthe vone of this; but we

.anot to the general tenor of the argu-
ment. It states the shady side -of the
bargain for the capitalists to whom the

oncession had been assigned, is the por-
tion of the road north of Lake Superior.
This cannot be denied. We have in fact
ourselves set forth the same. That region
is yet & howling waste, but it is known
to possess great mineral wealth, probably
much greater than that of the south
shore, of which there has been profitable
development.
