But his sincerity never makes
that counterfeit goodior equiva-
lent to the genuine.

No one who loves the peerless
oratorio “The Messiah"—and who
that has heard it does not?—can
fail to find place in his heart for
the amiable though stern old man
whose genius envolved it. It has
comforted the souls of millions;
it has dried tears, renewed hope,
and lifted the downcast as few
other musical compositions have
done. The Alleluia Chorus
alone would have been quite
enough to Lsmortaiize the name;
of Handel. : 3
The author of “The Messiah”
was, in many ways, 80 like the
great English lexicographer that
he might almost be called the
Dr. Johnson of musig, or the
dictionary-maker be termed the
Handel of literature, as you
please, Both were overbearing
at times, gentlemannered at
others; vorasious eaters, guick
to take offence and quick to for-
give; and withal, in » oertain
way, eminently and earnestly
lous,

This marvellous compoaition
was first performed in Dublin in
April, 1749; and the proceeds—
some £400—were promptly given
to the city's charities. Indeed,
Handel had always a strange
feeling toward this masterspiece
of bis, maintaining that never,
it he oould help it, should it be
vendered mebely for gain. Of all
the ohayities of Dublin, he loved
best the Foundlings’ Hospital:
and “The Mesaish was frequently
glven for the beneflt of the de-
serted infants which it sheltered.

One day Lord Kinnoul ecom-
plimented Handel upon the
pleagure this oratorio had given
snswered: “} am Il pleased,
my Lord, it I haye only entertain-
ed them: I wished to make them
better.
