The annual report of the Marine and
Fisheries Department came to hand a
few days ago. Frem it we learn the fol-
lowing particulars respecting thefisheries
of the Goderich Division, which extends
from Kettle Polnt to Point Clark on
Lake Huron. The yield of fish wasas
follows:—

Value $36,737

fish have been sold partly in Canadian
and partly i:' ;ho Amenur markets.

fishing, owcv‘o:’dwu done before the
very stormy and rough weather of the
fall, when nearly one balf of the nets in
this divisiomn was destroyed, and some
of the fishermen had the misfortune of
havi their fish-houses. washed away
with all their contents, by the water.

The fishery laws fhave been well ob-
served during the past season, and no
cases of violatien are reported.”

The report states the number of men
employed in the fisheries at Goderich to
be 48, valae of boats, nets and material
employed $10,300, gill nets used 153,200
yards, total valae of fish caught $20,992;
and at Bayfield, men employed 18,
wvalue of boats, nets &c $3200, yards of
net used 37,750, total value eof fish
eaught $6,784. With the exception of
Kincardine, whose fisheries are about
oqual in extent to those at Bayfield,
and River au Sable and . Bosanquet
which employ quite a number of hands,
the fisheries at the ether stations on the
lake are comparatively limited.
