The hay, when
at all dusty, should bs well shaken and
sprinkled with salt water, previous to
being fed. The treatment of heaves con-
sist of proper restriction indieting,these-
lection of healthy, nutricious and easily
digested food. Attentionshould be given
to the watering. Horsesshouldnotbewat-
ered immediately after or before feed-
ing, especially the latter; the better way
being to water a little and often during
the day. It is well to commence the
medical treatment by giving a cathartic,
after which much benefit will be derived
from the following powder mixed in the
feed morning and evening:—arsenic,four
grains; poweréd nux vomica, twenty
grains; powered gentian root,one drachm
powered Jamaca ginger, one half drachm
mix for one dose.

condition. The peovple of Ontario do
value their Jiberties. They enjoy their
solf-government. They know that their
local affairs are better c.nducted than
they would be if everything was man-
ed from Ottawa. With our own Leg-
ture at our own doors ; witk its fall
senae of responsibility ; with the voice
of Ontario at hand to speak out in time
to arrest unpopular legislation, or to us-
do it if it was carried through in spite of
the popular will, those rights which are
most valuable to us can be easily pre-
served. The keystone of our rights is
effective local legislation on exclusively
local affairs. If by your verdict at the
polls you allcw the Dominion Parliament
to meddle with the laws of the Assem-
bly, because the members of the House
of Commons think the laws are such as
should not be passed, under the form of
Federal Union you have practically a
Legislative Union. You might better
have the real than the sham thing. You

— A
telegram was received here on Monday,
stating that R. H. Call, better known as

nown to the people. A very interest-
ing boek could be written of his life and
adventures, but we will confine oursel-
ves to a few incidents only.

When walking the tight
wire first became a popular way of mak-
ing a living he turned his attention
thereto, and made a tour through Cana-
da as Prof. Wood; while performing at
Paris, from two high buildings, one end
of the wire gave way, and he was thrown
to the ground, but as he slid down the
wire in his fall, his injuries were not of
a serious nature, He next figured asa
sailor, crossing the Atlantic several
times, once visiting the coast of Africa,
where he was laid up with yellow fever.
Sometime after he made a tour of the
Eastera States as a journeyman printer.
A few years ago he got married and set-
tled down in Clinton, at this business.
He started a job office here, making his
wn press nn(i wsoden type, in which
business he remained until a short time
ago, notwithstanding his adversities.
o matter what his misfortunes or how
hard his lines were, he was always in
ood humor. Being subject to heart
glineue, he at times suffe very acute-
ly, which he manfully bore under all
circumstances. About three months
since he went to Winnipeg, his wife and
children following, and he has since been
employed as one of the engine drivers in
the Free Press. Out of a family of 19,
his sister is now the only one living.

His Love of Notoriety mot to be Gratified.

Crecker, of the jail, has receivedalready
over 200 applications from representa-
tives of the press for tickets to witness
the hanging of Guiteau. A law of the
district says that all executions shall be
private and witnessed by the jail officials

that the sentence of the court was faith-
fully executed. Unless some way is
found to get around this law Guiteau
will not have the audience he eyidently
wants whén he is hanged.

Justiee Bradley, of the U. S. supreme
eourt, has rendered decision denying
the applicatiun for a writ of habeas cor-
pus in the Guiteau case, and affirming
the judgment of the court below.

1‘|‘:o assassih has as yet shown po  fear
of meeting death, although it is expect-
ed by the jail officials that he will break
down at the Jast moment. Ten murder-
ers have been hung at the jail since it
was built, and only one of them showed
any signs of fear on the scaffold. The
fact that Guiteau has shown himself to
be a consummate coward is the reason
why the jailor believes he will break
down before the execution takes place.
He is inclined to be serious, indulges in
no bravado, but says he has not aban-
doned the hope that the President will
reprieve him. The prisoner is under
surveillance day and and night. No one
is allowed t(:l:seak with him excepting
his counsel Dr. Hicks, the clergy-
man in attendance. It is said that no
one is permitted to see the prisoner, bat
people _ properly iutmducas are somé-
times allowed the privilege of peepin
through the barred door of his cel
Guiteau passes most of his tiine reading
the Bible, an occupation that is peculiar-
ly - appropriate to a person in his situa-
tion. No arrangements for the execn-
cution have yet been made, and the final

mme will not be completed until
shortly before the execution. The gal-
lows is a permanent structure and al-
ways in position, so far as mere hanging
is concerned. Nothing remains to be
done except to adjust the ropes. A new
rope is to be used, and it will be shrunk
some time next week.

James Van Heise, of Newark, N. J.,
has been asked by the authorities of
Washington to superingtend the hanging
of Charles J. Guiteau, and $200 has
bean offered him for his services, Van
deise has written to Washington that
if he undertakes the work he will require
that a gallows similar to that in use by
him in New Jersey shall be used, and
that he shall be allowed one assistant.
He alse asks that amount of compensa-
tion shall be increased. Van Heise has
conducted thirteen hangings in New Jer-
sey, as follows : Four in Middlesex, two
in Elizabeth, one in Belvidere, one in
Jersey City and four in Newark. He
is an expert hangman and is not credited
with a single blunder The gallows
used by him has been improved by him,
and it 1s now in the jail at Newark,where
two condemned murderers are awaiting
the result of their applications to the
court of errors for new trials. Van
Heise is a working carpenter:
