Hardisty, July 20 On Thursday ev­

Rev. Mr. Corden said that some peo­
ple might think it injudicious for a 
minister of the gospel to 'be on a 
political platform.

Personally, he could do as he wished. 
If he were speaking officially it'would 
be different, and if he ever spoke party 
liolities Irom the pulpit fie hoped he 
would bear sharply of it.

Be was present' at the receirt 
eervative meeting and he was certainly 
disappointed at the plan of campaign 
that party had adopted.

exactly alike. He referred to. the pro­
secution and conviction of members ol 
the Lumber Combine as an instance ot 
the desire of-the government to pro­
tect the people from the corporations. 

WiR Enforce this Law as Others.
In connection with the administra­

tion of the laws, he spoke of the 
Lord’s Day Act, calling attention to 
the fact that in some quarters the gov­
ernment were censured for -their en­
forcement of this law. He pointed 
out that the act Was a Federal enact­
ment, and that as long as it remained 
on the statute books his department 
would enforce it.

He then took up the telephone ques 
lion of the province, showing how the 
Alberta government, under Hon. Mr. 
Rutherford, had freed the people from 
the grasping control of the Bell Tele­
phone Co. The Minister of Public 
Works war extending the telephone 
system as rapidly as possible, and he 
understood that this year would sqe 
the line into Hardisty.

The matter of C.P.R. taxation was 
next touched upon, the. speaker ex­
plaining why the municipalities and 
school districts could not collect taxes 
from this corporation. Under the 
agreement with the old Conservative 
government the company’s lines were 
exempt from taxation for twenty years 
from the grant of the lands by the 
Crown. The Company claimed that 
this meant twenty years from the date 
ol issue of patent and not from the 
date of the agreement. Three cases 
had been agreement.

The C.P.R. Outwitted.
One method had been devised loi 

extracting some taxes Irom the C. P. 
R. This same old agreement exempt­
ed the company's lines rfom taxation 
forever. But through an oversight ol 
the company’s solicitor in the drafting 
of the bill, the branch lines were not 
mentioned. The government have tax­
ed these branch lines, and last yeai 
received a cheque for $121,000 Iron) thr 
C.P.R. He reminded his hearers that 
Mr. Haultain was in power in the 
Northwest for" ten years. In this time 
he had spent much money making 
trips to Ottawa for larger subsidies 
but had not taken advantage of this- 
Opportunity to tax the C.P.R Hi 
then spoke of the district courts act’ 
pointing out that by this act the cost 
of litigation was made far less to th< 
people, since the judges travelled tt 
the different towns and held sessions 
For instance, some time ago if th.

In conclusion, he said that the gov­

ernment’s fight against the telephone 
railway and lumber corporations had 
resulted in turning the capitalists o: 
the country against the Liberal party 
and that the government depended on 
the endorsation and the votes of th< 
plain everyday people.

Mr. Cross was heartily applauded 
when he resumed his seat.

The Minister of Agriculture.
The Minister ol Agriculture war

As To Pork Factory.

She fled at the command of 
her cousin, August. She did not see 
him fire any shots though she knew 
he had a loaded revilver m his pocket. 
Search was made for the missing 
cousin immediately çhen the police 
learned of his connection with the 
case. He could not be found. The 
police believe he planned the murder 
of Mr. Eberhard and perhaps also pur­
posed killing her daughter. They de­
clared he engaged the assailants if 
there really were any, to attack the 
woman at the spot previously agreed 
upon, and perhaps tired some shots 
himself. One motive was probably rob­
bery. He knew his aunt was carrying 
a large amount of money with her.

STILL HAS THE GOLD.

Government Expert Says Yukon is by 
no Means Worked Out.

Ottawa, July 21—A summary of1 the 
report covering the work of the mines 
branch for the first year, of its opera­
tion, under the reorganization carried 
into effect in May of 1907, has just 
been issued by Hon. Mr. Templeman, 
minister of the department. Th,e re­
port covers the results of the investi­
gations made by officials of the de­
partment into mineral deposits and 
processes in every part of the Do­
minion.

With regard to the reported occur­
rences oi iron ore near FeUetangui- 
shene last September, an investigation 
carried on by Mr. B. F. HannelLsliows 
tlmt the amount of bog ore discovered 
originated as a deposit irom a nearby 
spring. And there are no iron ore de­
posits of ecnonomic importance in the 
district. Officials of the department 
weie sent to each ol the provinces with 
a view to gathering full information 
regarding the mining industries of 
Canada.

b. B. Caimes, m his report on the 
Yukon territory states that although 
the days of individual placer mining 
is practically at an end, at least on 
the older creeks, the country is by no 
means nearly worked out, and con­
tinued large gold production may be 
expected for many years to come. New­
er systems of working are being dis- 
cuvared and new fields are being 
founq. Stewart\River and its tribu­
taries will, judging by last year's pros­
pecting, yield much more than "hereto- 
fofe.

CAN RATBS BE BOOSTED.

A Proceudure in U. S. Opposed to In­
terstate Commission.

New York, July 20—A special de
«patch to the Tribune from- Washing­

“When practically all the eastern 
roads and for that matter the roads 
of the country by a mutual agreement 
raises rates it is to my mind a procedure 
which brings them under the charge of 
the anti-trust law which prevents pool­
ing and illegal combinations** said Mr. 
Clements.

Louisville, Ky., July 18—’That freight 
rates should' be advanced in the terri­
tory of the Southeastern Freight Asso­
ciation and the Southeastern Missis­
sippi Valley Association, which takes 
in all of the territory south of the Ohio 
river and east of the Mississipi was de 
cided at a meeting of thé executive of­
ficers of all the railway systems which 
closed today.

THE CARDSTON 
CROP ENORMOUS

Estimate of Yield its 2,430,000 Bush­
els—Harvesting to Commence 

First of Angust.

Calgary, July 20.--A staff correspon­
dent of the Calgary Herald, making 
an estimate of the Alberta crop re­
ports from Cardston that the fall 
wheat is filled and beginning to take 
on that yellow tint like the yellow 
gold we hear about. The rains’of the 
past week, a blessing though they 
were to the spring crops, have ,4et 
the harvest back about a week. With 
hot. weather, cutting will doubtless be­
gin in some fields by August 1st. In 
the vicinity of Cardston there were 
this spring in cultivation approxi­
mately 157,000 acres. The district 
lies along the branch of the Alberta 
Railway and Irrigation Company's 
line to Cardston, south of Magrath to 
the boundary. The principal com­
munities comprised are Spring Cou­
lee, where W. 'Thompson has some 
5,000 acres in wheat and a vastly 
greater area under - preparation for 
fall sowing ; WoolfrmI, east of Cards­
ton, adjacent to tire vast stock 
ranches of the Milk River bridge ; 
Mountain Viexf, the farthest south­
west wheat country : Kimball, Taylor- 
ville, Leavitt and oth<;r localities, be­
sides Cardston itself.

100,000 Acres in Crop.
Of this 157,000 acres plowed this 

spring, it is estimated that 100,000 
acres are in crops. Approximately 
20,000 acres are in fall wheat and will 
yield an average of. bushels per 
acre, barring disaster. The tjplanCB 
is in spring wheat ami will average, 
putting it conservatively, 20 bushels. 
It looks better than that now, but by 
the time it is ready for cutting about 
September 1st innumerable • things 
can happen.

Cardston is to enjoy a harvest of 2,- 
430,003 bushels. Besides this, there 
will be a feed Crop of o.lts. barley, hay 
etc., end the country is well stocked 
with horses, cattle, sheep and nogs. 
The- potato crop w-as lost because' of 
the heavy rains rotting the head. 
Cardston, like the whole of Alberta, 
has a future awaiting her. Her prin­
cipal need is transportation. It costs 
7c a bushel to get the wheat to the 
main line of the C.P.R , and the in­
adequate elevatpr servibei is annoying.

Government Comes to Assistance.
But the day of her emancipation 

broke with the hews that the govern­
ment would subsidize ths Madeod- 
Cardston & Montana Railway. The 
road will probably follow the old 
trail from Macleod to Stand Off, on 
the centre of the west line of the 
Blood Indian Reserve. Thence it 
will run south through the 60,000 acre 
tract, now owned by the Mormons, 
and cut across the south end of the 
reserve to Cardston, thence south to 
the boundary at a point somewhere 
about range 25.

REVOLUTIONISTS ACTIVE.

THE MEETING AT REVAL.

THE OFFICIAL OPENING.

Of the Tercentenary Celebrations Be­
gan To-Day—Prince Makes Calls.
Quebec, July 23.—Today sees the 

official opening of the celebration in 
commemoration of the 300th anniver­
sary of the founding of the ancient 
capital of Canada by Champlain. The 
morning was spent by His Royal 
Highness in paying calls on the vari­
ous warships, in the harbor, and re­
turning the official calls ol foreign re­
presentatives. Tiie Prince has been 
escorted by Field Marshall Lord Ro­
berts and has been received with ac- 
clai mwherev«f he appeared on the 
streets.

Between French President and Em­
peror Nicholas Will Resemble Re­
cent Meeting.

St. Petersburg, July- 21—The official 
plans ior the reception of President 
Fallieres at Reval follow the general 
lines of those adopted at the meeting 
between King Edward and Emperor 
Nicholas. There will be an exchange 
of gala dinners first on board the Rus­
sian imperial yacht Standard and thq. 
second night on board the French bat­
tleship Verit. A serenade will be giv­
en by the Esthonia singing society as 
on the occasion of King Edward’s visit. 
The duration of the French president's 
stay is expected to be about thirty 
hours. He will arrive on July 27th.

Plot to Assassinate Leopold.
Brussels, July 21—The Journal states 

that the Belgian authorities are greatly 
alarmed over the rumor of a plot to 
assassinate King Leopold. Several 
anarchists have been arrested.

U. S. CAPITAL IN MANCHURIA.

Governor of Mukden Coming to Amer­
ica to Interest Capital.

Pekin, July 21—Tile edict issued 
Monday, which directs Jang Shao Yi, 
governor of the province of Mukden, 
to proceed to Washington to thank the 
American government on behalf of 
China for restoring a portion of the 
Boxer indemnity, is believed to be a 
screen to the real purpose of Jang 
Shao Yi’s mission, which is said really 
to be for the purpose of enlisting Am­
erican capital in Manchuria. In 
March the throne granted Jang Shao 
Yi authority to issue g loan to finance 
the administration of Manchuria. This 
was understood to have been an at­
tempt to negotiate that part of the 
Boxer indemnity which the govern­
ment of the United States had propos­
ed to cancel. -It would also ally the 
power and influence of the United 
States for the conversion of Manchuria 
to China. The plan appears to be 
fraternal and embraces the participa­
tion of the powers that are partial cred­
itors of China, such as Great Britain, 
France, Germany and Japan.

Shah Has by no Means Quelled Dis­
turbers.

Téhéran, July 21—The successes of 
the revolutionists at Tabriz have ‘en­
couraged the local revolutionary lead­
ers and caused apprehensions of renew­
ed disturbances. Rapid preparations 
are being made ti> conciliate the 
shah's forces and ten thousand horse­
men of the Mahdi tribe at Bakhtiar, 
have arrived on the outskirts of the 
city. "Quarters are being prepared for 
them in the vicinity of the shah’s pal­
ace which is being transferred into a 
fortress. Guns have been mounted on 
the Walls commanding the city in all 
directions. A strong party led by Amir 
Bogatur has influenced the s 
against re-establishment of representa­
tive institutions. Reactioners are ac­
tively at work among the populace col­
lecting signatures to petitions asking 
the shah to abrogate the constitution 
and a memorial to the same effectifs 
being prepared for presentation to 
Great Britain and Russia.

TWO SCORE INJURED.

Collision on Electric Railway Near Au­
rora, III—Motorman Responsible.

Chicago, July 21—Nearly two scores 
of passengers on the Aurora, Elgin and 
Chicago third rail electric railroad were 
injured at 8 o’clock this morning in a 
head-on collision between two trains 
which came together. Several of the in­
jured may die. They were taken to St. 
Charles hospital. Aurora. The failure of 
one of the motormen to obey orders caus­
ed the collision. Scarcely a person escap­
ed injury of some kind. George James, 
county attorney of Kane county, had his 
leg broken.

Air Line New York to Boston.
Boatorr, July 21—Messrs. Whipple. 

Sears and Ogden at the request of 
Charles J. Glidden, are preparing or­
ganization papers to incorporate the 
American Aerial Navigation company. 
The credation of the new company is 
for the purpose of manufacturing and 
operating aerial devices and establish- 
ng aerial routes for transportation of 

freight and passengers in the United 
States, Canada and Mexico. Glidden 
anticipates that within the next 18 
months the new company will be 
carrying passengers and merchandise 
by “air line” between New York and 
Boston, either by the use of dirgible 
balloon or aeroplane.

Mr. Borden Misrej (resents Facts to Alarm the Public at the “Staggering* 
Cost of the Government Owned Section of the National Transcontin­
ental Railwa y—Why ?—Says We Should “ Pause,” But Follower 
Says “Give In Up.”

By a Staff Correspondent.,
Ottawa, July 13—We are now finding 

out what Mr. Borden and hits friends 
really think of pi I bile ownership ot 
railways—that ia of, the public owner­
ship—which consist‘s in building gov­
ernment owned railways instead of in 
talking.

Mr. I>< lden discussed the subject 
the other day—that, is the subject in 
concrete form. He jbegan his remarks 
by declaring hie intention of gaining 
the results of a-yme computations 
“touching the oost of the eastern di 
“vision of. the transcontinental rail­
way.” As- the eastern section is the 
part being built t jy the people Mr. 
Borden thus announced his purpose 
to be an exposition of what the gov­
ernment-owned .sec (ion was likely to 
cost. It is interesting to note how 
he followed out this avowed purpose, 
for in hie method of treating the sub­
ject is reflected a n attitude toward 
government ownership anything bul 
complimentary to his declarations oi 
four years ago. j

After announcing this purpose o' 
discussing the cost]of the eastern sec­
tion Mr. Borden went on to say : “It 
was “provided that, government should 
“guarantee the boude, with respect to 
“the construction of the prairie sec­
tion, to an amount not exceeding 
“$13,000 per mile, and with respect to 
“the mountain section to an amount 
“not exceeding $30,000 per mile. By 
“section 4 of the agreement of 1904 that 
“was modified so jar as the mountain 
“section ia concerned, so that in re- 
“speot of the mountain section the 
“country is under obligation to guar­
antee bonds to (he ampunt oi three- 
“fourths of the cost of construction, 
“whatever that cost qf 'construction 
may be." .......................

This declaration it will be observed 
relates not to the eastern but to the 
western section of the road; not to 
the government-owned portion in any 
manner, shape or form, but to the com­
pany-owned section. Yet this fact was 
neither explain» f nor hinted at. The 
obligations regaining the prairie and 
mountain sections were recited as the 
second link In hqs argument, following 
without break or, distinction the open­
ing declaration tjliat he would discuss 
the cost of the government-owned sec­
tion. Thus was the way prepared for 
adding the obligations regarding the 
western division )o the possible cost of 
the eastern division and saddling the 
government own ership policy with the 
burden of the wjliole enterprise.

This was precisely what Mr. Borden 
proceeded to do. He put in a state­
ment of calculations made by himself 
and headed “Statement of cost to Can­
ada of the National Transcontinental 
railway.”

That an equally good road could 
lave been built for less money lié did 
lot claim. His sole purpose as de­
feated by himself was to represent 
o the people that “by the time this 
‘road' is completed the debt of this 
‘country will have readier! the figure 
'of about 450 million dollars.” From 
which he concluded “that such a con­
sideration. might well give us pâuae.”

Ôn« Woman Killed and Many
seriously Injured in Connecticut.
Greenwich. Conn., July 20.—One 

woman was killed and two were per­
haps fatally injured ' and nearly a 
dozen persons were - seriously hurt 
when the White Mountain express of 
the N.Y., N.H. and H. railroad was 
wrecked one hundred feet west of the 
station here.

Spreading rails caused the ten- 
car train to leave the tracks while 
it was crossing a bridge over steam­
boat road, and five of the passenger 
coaches, including four Pullmans, 
were hurled into a ditch, where they 
collapsed" like paper boxes. That 
less than 15 of the passengers wen 
killed or injured appears little short 
of miraculous, as the train was going 
fifty miles an hour.

The most tragic incident of the 
wreck was the death of Miss Margaret 
Armstrong,_ of Wayne, Pa., who was 
seated beside her mother in one of 
the Pullman coaches when the train 
left the tracks. Miss Armstrong 
sprang from her seat and leaped out 
of a window just as the car toppled 
over, and she was ground to death 
as her mother looked on. Mrs. Arm­
strong fainted from the shock, and 
when she recovered consciousness in 
the hospital she was out of her mind. 
The doctors administered opiates to 
quiet her. They say her condition 
is serious, and that she may die, al­
though she was not injured in the 
wreck.

The other woman who may die is 
Mrs. A. W. Drake, of No. 17 East 
street. Eighth street, New York city, 
who was crushed in one of the cars.

An immediate investigation as 'to 
the cause of the wreck is to be made. 
The coroner has had the engineer and 
both conductors of the train placed 
under arrest, and he is having the 
work of removing the wreckage watch­
ed. x

This action was taken because of a 
report that reached the coroner that 
rotten tie on the bridge caused the ad 
cident.

Regina, Sask., July 22—Following 
the dissolution.6f the first legislature 
of Saskatchewan and the calling of 
the elections on August 14th, Premier 
Scott has issued the following address 
to the electors of Saskatthewan review­
ing the work of the government dur­
ing the past three years, outlining the 
main lines of future policy and pledg­
ing a continuance of prudent and pro- 
gwseive administration :—
To the Electors of Saskatchewan.

Gentlemen—To give effect to a meas­
ure for the enlargement of the repre­
sentation of the people in the legisla­
tive assembly, the House elected in 
1905 has been dissolved, and you are 
required on August 14th next to choose 
the members oi the larger assembly.

Government's General Policy.
The government formed at the in­

auguration of the province whom you 
confirmed in office on December 13, 
1905, and of which I have the -honor to 
be the head, ask you to pass judgment 
on their general program ami with 
particular reference to the following 
subjects ;—

(1>—Railways—To procure rapkl ex­
tension oi' branch lines.

(2) r-Telephones—To connect immedi­
ately all the settled portions of the 
province by long distance lines under 
government control and operation; 
to enable municipal ownership and 
operation of local exchanges, and to 
encourage the development of rural 
service by public aid in the form of 
necessary poles delivered at the near­
est railway station, and the whole to 
be supervised, and as to rates and ser­
vice controlled by a department of the 
government,*

(3) —Education—To distribute frèe of 
cost to school boards for free use of all 
pupils the Alexandra readers and to re- 
luce the cost of other school hooks.

(4) —Rural Municipalities—To pass 
into law at the first session of the new 
legislature an act creating the same.

With a degree of confidence I appeal 
to you upon the above policy and upon 
the government’s administrative and 
.egislative record.

At the outset, so as to secure prompt, 
progressive and practical conduct of 
iff ai vs 1 procured as colleagues three 
gentlemen excellently equipped and 
lualified for the respective branches ol 
work.

vide as well a capital outlay exceeding 1 
calf a ^trillion dollars on large steel 
(rides and permanent public build- 

Tf)(| provincial treasurer will 
sell bonds this year and the moneys 
thus temporarily borrowed on capital 
account from current revenues will be 
restored and mtide available for gen­
eral services. Thé province is in a 
healthy financial position at present, 
•iot being in "debt for a single dollar 
lotwithstanding that in three years 
we have placed hiore than half a mil­
lion dollars into permanent or capital 
improvements.

I can do no more'here than make a 
cursory allusion to other features of 
•ur work. The government' was invit­
'd to take part in 1904 in two import- 
a’-'t conferences-at Ottawa, namely, the 
conference of all the provincial gov­
ernments with the federal government 
on the question of subsidies, and a 
conference of Ofttario, Manitoba vind 
Saskatchewan government with the 
.ederal government on the question oi 
the unorganized territory bordering 
Hudson Bay, We presented a claim 
for the extension of Saskatchewan’s 
boundaries to the Bay so as to include 
Port Churchill. The claim has not 
been admitted. The results of the first 
mentioned conference were pre-emin- 
•ntly satisfactory to this province. We 
obtained an immediate subsidy 
crease of $1'30,000 per annum *and 
revision of terms which, in future 
years, after we pass, the former popu­
lation maximum of 8<fo,000 souls will, 
bring additional revenues to the pro­
vince amounting to hundreds oî thou­
sands, and eventually even millions of 
dollars per annum.

In Two Crises.

The activity of the government In 
two crises, the fuel famine conditions 
in the fall of 1906 and Jiie seed grain 
problem in the present year, require 
July to he mentioned. It is with es­
pecial satisfaction that I revert to the 
appeal I made in 1905 for your sup­
port of my policy upon the Hudson 
Bay railway question.

In 
the meantime we have unceasingly 
worked to obtain the road.

Graham, the minister of rail­
ways, announce in parliament 
decision of the Federal government to 
construct the load to -the Bay at «nice, 
and to ask for a vote of $100,000 to 
begin necessary surveying.

Bank Statement Shows Slow But
Steady Betterment of Conditions.

Ottawa, Julÿ 23.—The bank state­
ment isstued to-day èhyws a steady, 
thoiigh slow progress towards improve­
ment in the business situation. The 
deposits on demand \show an increase 
of eight million dollars, while those 
on notice show a falling off of less 
than one million. Call loans in Can­
ada show an increase of about half a 
million, and outside of Canada have 
increased over four millions. Cur­
rent loans in Canada have shown a 
decrease of over three m liions. The 
total liabilities show an increase from 
734 to 746 millions, but on the other 
hand the assets have increased from 
908 to 926 millions.

CHICAGO LIVE STOCK.
Chicago, July 22—The cattle trade 

was about steady today. Some 1 ‘>00 
westerns got in, 'but tlie total suppiv 
was moderate, and Monday's price's 
were held. Lambs were slow at de­
clines of 50 to 75c for the week Sheep 
were firm at 25c decline. Good na­
tive lambs sold at $6.25. 1.500 cattle 
arrived, which was enough to fill tin- 
moderate demand.
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Aid To Railways,
On the question of the extension 

of branch railway lines within the 
province, the condition of a large 
number of settlements has been forc­
ing upon me the conclusion that a 
policy of aid to railways on the part 
of Saskatchewan cannot be avoided 
without retarding progress and dis­
couraging the settlers. At .the con­
clusion of our last session we took 
into serious consideration a number 
of the -more immediately urgent cases, 
petitions for which had come to the 
government from settlers and applica­
tions for aid thereto from the railway 
con)pauies. Before consenting td tyo 
misé aiif by the province, we ’decided 
to present these cases at Ottawa, and 
we have had success at Ottawa, in 
procuring aid from Parliament suffi 
cient to ensure construction in a num­
ber of tile cases. Negotiations are 
still in progress with the Ottawa au­
thorities respecting other branch 
roads, including the projected bran­
ches of the Grand Trunk Pacific, Cana­
dian Pacific and southern branches oi 
the Canadian Northern . I am autho­
rized by my colleagues to pledge the 
government to a policy of rapid 
branch railway extension in portions 
of the province, vyhere sucli extensions 
are required to give transportation fa 
eilities and competition and to ensuji 
continued development ' and progress.

Promises Redeemed.
Three years ago you accepted m\ 

promise to conduct affairs so as to 
promote peace and progress through 
out the province. I have not failed 
to strive to redeem • those promises. 
Peace prevails, progress has been 
marked. If the line of action support­
ed by you in 1905 and followed by tht 
government in the intervening yeafs 
continues to meet your approval, and 
you so signify by electing mem ben­
to support the policy and programme 
which I have the honor to present 
herewith for your judgment, you mai 
rely on a continuance'of' administra 
tion calculated to produce constant 
and rapid improvement of condition.- 
under which our’ people live and work.

The jiolicy I ask you to endorse is f- 
policy of pluck, push and progress.

Free Trade Gpipion Grows in German
Pres* Declares That People Are Too 

Highly Taxed on Necessaries, and 
That Protection is Dead Weight. 
English IPliiHcy Compared.

Germany is not without its free 
trade aspirations, in spite of the ring 
of tariffs which surrounds the coun­
try. Some recent articles in promin­
ent German newspapers have been 
very remarkable testimony to this 
fact. For instance, the Gerliner Bor- 
sen Courier, jnrblished on May 28th, 
an article which said :

“All attempts to reform the finances 
of the empire will fail unless it is 
realized that our entire financial pol­
icy is wroflg. Frey trade England has 
an ep.ormous surplus every year, and 
pays off its national debt at such a 
rate that, unless unforeseen circum­
stances arise, the debt will stand in 
190(1 at the figure at which it stood in 
1889—viz., £697,000,000, after having 
fcached. £771,009,000 in 1903. On the 
other hand, not only Germany, but 
also the United States, Russia and 
Frgncv, all protectionist countries, 
can barely balance their accounts," 
This shows us that no lasting reform 
of our imperial finances is possible 
till we adopt more free trade princi­
ples; we miist remove from the shoul­
ders of opr population the heavy bur­
den of taxes on the necessaries of life.

“England, no doubt, also taxes food, 
but only articles of luxury, such as 
tobacco, sugar, spirits and wine, 
whereas Germany draws a fourth or a 
fifth of her entire customs revenue 
from the duties on corn, vegetables, 
and malt, and more than half from 
tlie duties on those articles together 
with petroleum, coffee and wine. The 
English income tax and death duties 
bring in enormous sums, while not 
pressing on the poorer classes, who 
only have to pay the comparative low 
duties on spirits, tea and tobacco.

“Of course our protective system 
cannot be dropped all of a sudden, as 
it would mean the ruin of those 
group such as the Agrarians, who are 
benefit y rg under the present system. 
But we must never forget the desir, 
ability of a gradual change in the di­
rection of free trade, and as a begin­
ning it is the duty of Liberals to pre­
vent the nAw taxes being distributed 
in the old way, and pressing more. ,, ,, dianship of national decorum, declareshardly on the poorer classes than on )ouare incompetent to serve as a friend-
rhriKfi u’hn nrnur the nhinf aiiuontann i "«r . -•those who draw the chief advantage 
from our system of protection.”

Enrich the Capitatists.
Perhaps more .noteworthy still is the 

article in the Berliner Tageblatt on 
the eame day :

“It has been suggested that it is the 
duty of Liberals to set aside their eac- 
red principles and help in the work ot 
producing a lasting reform of the Im­
perial finances, which means that the 
Liberals are to help to carry various 
new direct taxes. If the proposed rë- 
lorm were likely to’ he really lasting 
süch might indeed 6e the duty ot Lib 
erals; but this is nut the. case. If it 
is desired to place the finances of the 
German Empire on a spund basis one 
must get a clear view of the causes of 
the perpetual deficit and remove those 
causes instead of always inventing 
new taxes from every corner and lay­
ing ever fresh burdens on the shoul­
ders of the German people.

"There can be nb’doutit that the rea­
son of the evil lies.,in our mistaken- 
financial policy. Our customs duties 
and indirect taxes have necessitated a 
gigantic apny of officials, have in­
creased the price ot everything, and 
have added enormously to the ex­
penses of Empire, states, municipali­
ties and communes by the necessity 
of paying more tor all materials re 
quired and of increasing the wages 
of employees and workmen. The lat­
est “Bulow” tariff has necessitated an 
incte-ase of official salaries in Prussia 
afone by over £7,000,000, and in tfie 
Empire by almost as much; the total 
increase for Empire, separate states 
and communes caused by our cuatoms 
policy can be estimated at least £100,- 
000,000.

“At the sam<p time only a small por­
tion of these duties w hich are paid by 
the German people in the increased 
price of their necessaries of life flows 
into the treasury ; a much greater part 
goes into the pockets of a few great 
landowners and manufacturers, and 
the greatest part of all disappears in 
wasteful production. Baron Rhein 
baben remarked last year that Eng­
land is paÿing off her debt while we 
are,, increasing ours, but it must be 
remembered that England could not 
attempt to pay off her debt till sfie 
had adopted free trade, apd that her 
period of protection w-as also that of a 
perpetual increase of her debt. It is 
a mistake to suggest that Germany 
could be as prosperous as England if 
she made her direct taxes as high; 
England gets a large revenue from 
her indirect taxes and purely fiscal 
customs titities which are far higher 
on so-called articles of luxury than 
those in Germany.

Luxuries and' Necessaries.
"Germany could obtain far more, re­

venue from brandy, wipe, beer and 
bus to pay so much for the neces­
saries of life—bread, meat eggs, but­
ter, in fact, everything—are made so 
dear by the customs duties. If one 
Was to pav^eo much for the neces­
saries one can afford less luxuries; 
and if, therefore, the latter are more 
te)*cd the consumption is*reduced, the 
yield falls beloiy expectation and the 
indhetry concerned is damaged. If 
the necessaries of life were nnt taxed 
our customs revenue could probably 
be doubiod, and therefore our protec­
tive , system may be said to directly 
iiampev our revenue from “ indirect 
taxation. But it also hampers the re­
venue from direct taxation, as cat) 
he seen by remembering the tremen­
dous strides in \yealth which England 
made after the repel of the Onrn 
laws, which had acted, as ours do 
now, as a dead-weight on national 
progress.

“Our great commercial development 
of which we hear so much, is chiefly 
due to out great increase of popula­
tion, which naturally brings about an

increase of consumption and thereby 
4 growing amount of imported food 

raw materials, which -have 
by in creased exports, 
serious reason for our 

bad financial condition ie the ever in- 
oreaeing expenditure for the afmy and 
payy, and till we can come to some 
understanding with opr neighbors for 
a reduction of armaments ' every in­
crease of revenue from new taxes will 
be swallowed up.by this Moloch.

“If We obtained the £26,006,000 more 
revenue from new taxes, as Dr. 
Paasohc suggests, we shall in a few 
years be in as bad « -financial condi­
tion as ever, unless we change our 
fiscal system and reduce our military 
expenditure.”

LOST HIS LIFE IN RACE.

Swimmer Was Seized With Cramps—
Valiant Efforts Made te Save Him.
Chicago, July 19— In sight of ten

thousand persons,while women scream­
ed and men ran shouting along the 
banks of the Chicago river, Al. G. 
Freeze, fifty-five years old, one of the 
contestants in the “Marathon swim­
ming race,” was drowned off Madison 
street yesterday.

Six or seven men leaped into the 
river to save him and several drown- 
ings were narrowly averted, some of 
the valiant swimmers being rescued 
from the murky waters only hy the 
mostl strenuous efforts of the police.

While the rescuers were being sav­
ed, Freeze sank for’the third time and 
was drowned. He was seized with 
what is known as “double cramp,” a 
variety of water paralyéls..

At the Van Buren street finish of 
thç race, thousands, ignorant of the 
tragedy, being enaoted a few blocks 
away, cheered the winner, S. G. Jen­
sen, of the Illinois Athletic club. An­
ton Jaeger, of the same club, was sec­
ond. Miss Anna Harris, the only wo­
man contestant, came in sixteenth 
amid the tumultuous cheere of the 
crowd.

CASTRO Expels jiereus.

Minister From Netherlands to Venezuela 
Displeases the President.

Caracas, Venezuela. July 23—President 
Castro has expelled J. H. Dereue. min­
ister in residence of the Netherlands, 
from Venezuela. The minister’s pass­
ports were sent to him by the Venezue­
lan minister of foreign affaire. With the 
passports Senor Paul sent a letter in 
which he said:

“In view of thn opinions expressed 'n 
your published letter of April 9, Presid­
ent Caetro, who is entrusted with guar-

ly medinmein relations between this 
government and the Netherlands. Conse­
quently he sends you your passports 
that you may leave Venezula.”

Senor Paul has sent another letter to 
the foreign minister of the Netherlands 
in which he eaye in this connection, 
“This indespeiisible measure affects 
only Dereus; it will not alter the exist­
ing friendly relations between Venezuela 
and the Netherlands. Venezuela desires 
to cultivate their relation but through 
another diplomatic intermediary who 
would be a messenger friéudqhip and 
harmony.”

PLANS MASSACRE OF JEWS.

Famous Anti-Semitic Leader Has 
Scheme to Wine Out Hebrews.

Berlin, July 22—A general slaughter 
bf Jews throughout all Russia has been 
planned by M. K. Rusehevan, the fam 
ous anti-Semitic leader, according to 
information received here today. Ruse­
hevan is said to have organized the 
horrible Kishineff program of 1903, 
which was the worst massacre in the 
history of the attacks on the Jews in 
Russia. |

The statement made here save that 
Rusehcvpu’s new plan contemplates 
simultaneous attacks on the Jews in 
practically every city in Russia, where 
they reside in great numbers. It is 
hinted that the massacres are arranged 
to begin on the Jewish new year, early 
in October. The plot is the most dar­
ing and astounding ever conceived by 
the anti-Semites, who, however, are be­
lieved to be pledged to the extermina­
tion of all Jews who cannot ‘be driven 
from the country.

Profiting by former experience#, it 
ie reported that the Jews are accumulat­
ing-arms and instead of a one-sided 
massacre, this time it will be a man- 
to-man encounter in every case, if the 
information proves correct.

Menitoba, Ontario and Quebec Receive Lerge Extensions of Territory-r- 

Fioancial Compensation for Manitoba ‘ a Subject for Negotiation-— 
Representation of Smaller Provinces Safeguarded.

By a Staff Correspondent. i
Ottawa, July 14—The premier intro 

duced his resolution regarding the ex 1 
tension of provincial boundaries yes 
terday. The text of the resolution fol 
Iowa-.—

Whereas petitions have, been preeenl 
ed to the government and to this Housi 
from the legislative assembly of Man 
itoba, praying lor an extension of'tin 
boundaries of the said province north 
ward and eastward, and for an addi 
tional subsidy to the said province ii 
lieu of the ownership of public land: 
in the territory to be so added.

Be it resolved
That it is expedient that the praye: 

of the said petitions should be acceded 
to, and that upon such terms and con 
ditjons as may be agreed to hy the sai< 
legislative assembly and by pallia 
ment, the boundaries of Manitoba b. 
extended as follows:—

The -northern boundary to -be tin 
sixtieth parallel of latitude; tire west 
ern boundary to be the eastern bound 
ary line of the province of Saskatche 
wan to the said sixtieth parallel; thi 
eastern boundary to be the present 
eastern boundary as far north as tip 
northeast comer of the province.thenci 
on a straight line to the most easterr 
point of Island Lake, and thence on* 
straight line to the point where tin 
eighty-ninth meridian of west longi­
tude intersects the shore line of Hud­
son Bay.

And be it further resolved :—
That whereas notwithstanding tin 

extension oi‘ territory above described, 
the ungranted lands of the crown in 
the territory to be added to the said 
province will still continue to be ad 
ministered by the government of Can­
ada for the purposes of the Dominion. 
and the said province will not havi 
the public land as a source of revenue 

It is just and equitable to recognizi 
the increased cost of civil government 
which such extension of territory will 
occasion to the province, and in view 
Of the premises, to make to the said 
province an increased allowance by 
money payment, the amount of whici, 
should be the subject of negotiation 
between the government of Canada 
and the government of Manitoba.

And be if further resolved :—
That, upon the legislature of the 

province of Ontario consenting thereto, 
it is expedient to extend the bounder 
ies of the said province, upon such 
terms and conditions as may be agreed 
io by the said legislature and by par­
liament, so as to include "all the terri­
tory to the north of the said province 
lying between the extended boundar­
ies o2 Manitoba above described and 
the waters of James Bay and Hudson 
Bay.

And be it further resolved :—
That, upon the legislature, -of the 

province of Quebec consenting thereto, 
it is expedient to extend the bound­
aries of the said province, upon such 
ternie and conditions as may. be agreed 
to by the said legislature and by par­
liament, so as to include all the terri­
tory to the north of the said province 
now known as Ungava, and extending 
to the waters of James Bay and Hud­
son Bay and the entrance thereto from 
the sea.

In brief this resolution asked the 
House ;—

1— To affirm the proposed extensions 
of Manitoba, Ontario and Quebec.

2— To affirm tffe principle that Mani­
toba be allowed a money grant instead 
of the crown land in the proposed ad­
dition.

So far as the extensions are concern- 
ed it is difficult to see how any other 
division of the unorganized territory 
could have been made with a preten­
sion to justice.

No one has disputed Quebec’s logical 
geographical right to Ungava. No 
other province borders on it. Every 
other province is separated from it 
by sea or by the province of Quebec, 
or both. No other province has claim­
ed it or aaked for it. Conditions of 
soil and climate seem to absolutely 
preclude the hope or sufficient popu­
lation ever establishing itself in the 
territory to wàrrant its formation into 
a new province. Quebec offered to 
extend its provincial machinery over 
the region and declared its willingness 
to assume the burden of administering 
it- From the Dominion's standpoint it 
looks like a splendid opportunity to

'et rid of a region where thé cost of 
dministration must be disproportion- 
tely high and which promised to re­
am little into the chapnels of Domin- 
on revenue. On the other hand, be- 
ause a provincial collects revenue 
vom different sources than the Do- 
ninion, Quebec may be able to tqpre 
: early make the income balance the 
i utley.
The only argument advanced yester- 

iay against this extension wag that of 
;lie possible effect on the parliament- 
ry representation from other pro- 

iinces. The British North America act 
lakes Quebec the “pivotal" province

eeing to the Maritime provinces the 
lumbers of members gîven them at 
ionfederation. Ungava, ho*wevèr, was 
rot likely to become the home of a 
lufflciently large number' of people to 
neasurabiy affect the matter.

The extensions granted Manitoba 
tnd Ontario do not meet the demands 
if either province, but are* as practic: 
ible a compromise as possible. To 
;rant either province’s demands was 
rot possible without leaving the other 
imarting under a .belief or wrong. Both 
irovinees wanted practically all of 
outhern Keewatin. The territory was 
livided by a line running northeaster- 
y from the corner of Manitoba to the 
lay and each province given the con- 
iguous portion. This gives Manitoba 
he harbors at the mouth of the 
riiurchill and Neason rivers. The ter­
tiary north to the northerly limil of 

Alberta and Saskatchewan. That 
Manitoba gets the best of the bargain

This was 
put out of business when Sir Wilfrid 
pointed out that the conditions were 
necessarily matters for negotiation; 
that though a bill were passed by 
King, Lords and Commons, it would 
still remain to be seen whether Mani­
toba would accept the terms. H« pro­
posed therefore to offer Manitoba the 
extension and invite the Manitoba gov­
ernment to confer as to the compensa­
tion for the lands. He was favoralblr 
disposed toward the claim that that 
province should receive an allowance 
for public buildings. Negotiation was 
not necessary with Ontarie and Quebec 
because they were willing to take the 
lands.

The resolution carried with an am­
endment -by Mr. E. M. MacDonald, -of 
Picton, safeguarding thé representa­
tion of the Maritime provinces.

THE CATTLE EMBARGO.
It seems that there is a possibility 

anil indeed a probability of the Im­
perial Parliament removing the em­
bargo upon Canadian cattle which was 
placed upon our animals under a mis­
apprehension, and kept upon {hem by 
mis representation.

The reason given for the embargo 
was that the Canadian cattle weir 
diseased, which was not true.

THE DISPOSAL OF TIMBER.
The utter, collapse of the Opposition 

charges regarding tlie disposal of tim­
ber berths in the Northwest has been 
a source of discomfort to the scandal 
hunters at Ottawa, but some of the 
local campaigners are not so liaudi- 
apped by the fact, of which they 

either remain in blissful ignorance or 
absolutely ignore. In-all the investi­
gations regarding timber leases it was 
hown and proven that in every case 

where timber was disposed of, it was 
sold to the highest bidder after being 
advertised in the newspapers, and was 
. old to tile man who offered the most 
money for it regardless of what lii: 
political opinions might be.

The efforts of Mr. Ames to show 
lhat some limits were worth large 
. unis of money now which were sold 
for very no mi mV amounts, elided, like 
every other effort of Mr. Ames, by 
serving to make the Conservative 
member for St. Antoine a little more 
ridiculous, if that be possible. No 
man In tlie House of Commons has 
■ hown less knowledge of the West, in 
discussing Western questions, than 
lias Mr. Ames. His charges regard­
ing the Cedar Lake limit fell very flat 
when it was shown that his valuation 
of it was purely imaginary. That 
matter was very effectively disposed 
of by the Minister of the Interior in 
tile following remarks in the House of 
Commons :

-“In regard to the stupendous va­
lues. The bon. member for St. 
Antoine gives $600.000 as the value 
of the Cedar Lake limit. Does my 
hon. friend who gave that value 
know that at the present time and 
under present conditions a timber

limit on Cedar Lake is of no more 
actual value as a working proposi­
tion, so far as ray poor judgment 
goes, than if it were in the moon? 
It is of no more value to-day than 
it was when the lion. memlieT for 
Argeuteuil acquired an interest 
there. It is just as near Winnipeg 
to-day as it was then. Lumber was 
dearer in Winnipeg then than it is 
to-day. It was not worth anything 
then and it is not worth anything 
more as a working proposition now. 
It has a speculative value and my 
hon. friend has regaled this House 
and attempted to spread throughout 
the oonntry the idea that this gov­
ernment is robbing the country of 
that speculative value, I do not 
known that it is necessary to em­
phasize that statement; it is so ut­
terly absurd that I am sure that 

even my hon. friend will himself be 
able to see it. There were during 
lie past year or two town lots in 
Winnipeg, in Regina, in Saskatoon, 
in Edmonton and other places in 
the Northwest ; perhaps my lion. 
friend acquired an interest in some 
of these town lots when he was up 
there. They had a speculative value 
running into millions and millions 
and millions, because they were be­
ing bought and sold on tlie market 
in those days. They had a value 
which is as legitimate a value as 
my hon. friend has put on the Cedar 
Lake limit.”
The Conservative party when in 

powef in 1881 disposed of the right to 
cut timber upon large areas free. 
There was no system of tender or pub­
lic sale, and in the list of names of 
those granted timber berths then we 
find very few lumbermen. The great 
majority of those who got these berths 
were Tory politicians who never 
meant to <jjo anything but speculate 
in these timber values. The avowed 
policy of the Conservative Govern­
ment in so disposing of these berths 
then was to develop the country,, and 
have the timber converted into lum­
ber. The success of their efforts along 
this line as compared with the manu­
facture of 'lumber under the regula­
tions of the Liberal Government are 
set out in a speech by the Minister of 
the Interior as follows :

“Now what has been the success 
of the efforts made in regard to the 
development of that country in that 
respect ? In 1881 there was a total 
lumber cut—giving only round fig­
ures—of 13,000,000 feet, and lumber 
sales of 12,000,000 feet. In 1896 the 
lumber cut was 32.000,000 ftet, and 
the sales 3i,000,000 feet. These fig­
ures refer " to Manitoba and the 
Northwest and the railway belt of 
British Columbia. That was less 
than a three-fold increase in sixteen 
years. The policy and purpose of 
the administration then was to get 
out the lumber and as a result of 
that policy and administration they 
were successful in nearly trebling 
the cut in sixteen years. For the 
nine months ending March 31. 1907, 
the lumber cut was 141,000,000 féet, 
and the lulrtber sales 188,000.000 feet. 
That is to say, taking nine months 
instead of a year, there was a four 
fold increase under the administra­
tion of this government in ten year 
as against a less than three-fold in­
crease under the administration of 
our friends opposite in sixteen 
years. Now both the governments 
were striving for the same thing— 
to get the lumber cut. to get it on 
the market so that settlers could 
buy’and use it. While I have noth­
ing to say at this stage of the dis­
cussion in condemnation of- the pol­
icy of the late government in that 
connection I must point out. the 
policy in both cases being the same 
—the enormously greater success of 
this government in achieving devel­
opment that these records show.

In regard to the number of mills, 
there were 55 in 1806, and 99 in 1907. 
It may be interesting to know where 
the increase of mills took place. In 
the Winnipeg district there were 29 
rtiUls in 1896, and 29 in 1907 ; in Ed­
monton, 2 in 1896, end 16 ill 1907; 
in Calgary, 10 in 1996, and 13 in 
1907 ; ill Prince Albert, 3 in *896, and 
6 in 1007 ; in Westminster, 11 in 
1896, and 25 in 1907. I think it is 
fair to say that haying succeeded 
to the extent this government lias 
succeeded in securing the develop­
ment of the lumber industry, and 
having secured that development by 
the alienation of a total of some- 
tilling less than 8,000 square miles of 
timber, tlieir administration stands 
in a much more favorable light than 
the administration of their prede­
cessors, who, with the alienation of 
some 30,000 squares of timber, only 
succeeded in getting a lumber cut 
of 34,000,000 feet in tlie year 1896.

“ VOTES FOR WOMEN.’’
For months London lias .-been- enter­

tained and excited by the militant ad­
vocacy of votes for women. Female 
agitators bavé gone about speaking on 
the doorsteps of Downing street, ap­
pealing to members of Parliament tea 
drinking on the terrace at Westmin­
ster .chaining themselves to Minister­
ial front doors, and attempting to force 
a way into the lobbies of the House 
of Commons. These tactics have 
brought tlie women before the magi­
strates on charges of disorderly con­
duct, and numbers of them have gone 
to jail.

London also has witnessed a demon­
stration of another kind which lias 
had an unquestioned effect. Ten thou­
sand women marched in orderly and 
dignified procession from Horse 
Guards avenue,- through Piccadilly 
Circus and Trafalgar square to Albert 
Hall. In that procession, for instance, 
were women of title, physicians, ac­
tresses, musicians, .painters, journal­
ists, scientists, novelists, essayists and 
nurses. Hundreds of them wore the 
cholastic cap and gown, and not a 

few displayed tjie doctor’s hood. Lady 
Henry Somerset, Lady Frances Bal­
four, Miss Emily Davis, LL.D.. and 
Mrs. Henry Fawcett, LL.D., headed 
the legions. Never has there been a 
more remarkable concrete demonstra­
tion of- the place women have attained 
in the purely intellectual life of the 
nation. And all these women want 
votes.

• It was an army with banners, and 
very banner emphasized the demand 

for the suffrage. Some of them asked 
pertinent but inconvenient questions. 
Others bore the names of famous wo­
men—Caroline . Hciacliell, Charlotte 
Bronte, Elizabeth Barrett Browning, 
George Eliot, Sarah Siddons, Jennie 
I.i-nd, Florence Nightingale. The sug- 
g< stion was enough. Onlookers re­
membered that not one of these had 
"ver voted. Yet when the nurses, 
bearing their banner with the picture 
jf Florence Nightingale and the name 
"Crimea” embroidered upon, it swung 
past the Service CH»b, grizzle-haired 
veterans bared their heads. A gal­
lant act, gallantly June.

But the procession,, remarkable as it 
was, not- only {rqr iie. representative 
cltaracter, but loisMjgSlKrlect organiza­
tion and marstumfef?, was not so 
striking as the bearing of the onlook­
ers. The people were impressed with 
the demonstration. There was con­
tinual cheering and hand-clapping. 
.111(1 plainly the sympathy of the pub­
lic was with the marching host. At 
first there was some scoffing, sonic- 
ribaldry “from the top of omnibuses,” 
as one ijewspaper writer graphically 
explains, but it almost immediately 
died away. This was not a demonstra­
tion of wild-eyed suffragettes, but of 
dignified women-suffragists. Tlie dif­
ference was felt and appreciated. It 
is diiffcult to impress a London crowd. 
Its sense of humor is uppermost. But 
a feast for the eye and a stimulus for 
the rye and a stimulus for the imagi­
nation such as this parade undoubted­
ly was suppressed the impulse to he 
humorous.

What will be the result? The Cam­
paign has been a long and weary one. 
Mr. Asquith had demanded proof that 
the cause of woman’s enfranchisement 
was generally supported in the coun­
try. This demonstration was tlie an­
swer. But even a Liberal Premier 
must go slowly. No one is now so 
stupid as to argue that women are not 
intellectually qualified for the franch­
ise, but that is no proof that the ma­
jority want it. A change of such mag­
nitude in the government of the coun­
try cometh hot save by prayer and 
tasting. Yet it cgnnot be denied that 
the cause has made noticeable prog­
ress. The old belief that a wife and 
mother needed no education and no 
culture is fading. Why it ever exist­
ed none can say, for the sons of edu­
cated mothers are the salt of the earth. 
It may lie tliat before many years the 
franchise will be extended to women. 
But it is questionable whether public 
opinion is ripe for it at the moment.— 
Toronto News.

THE FISHERY LEASES.
The fishery leases are proving a 

star topic-or some Opposition orators 
through Alberta at present. It if 
rather remarkable that so little has 
anybody been affected by these leases 
that no one would have known of 
their existence were it not for their 
being aired in Parliament and on the 
stump. Like other Opposition charges 
the method is to tell only half the 
truth. The insinuation is generally 
made that these leases arc exclusive 
and are granted for no consideration 
but the $10 fee. A few clauses from 
the leases might serve to set this mat­
ter right. .

The object in granting these leases

is to develop tlie fishing industry of 
thé country, as one clause of the lease 
providing for this development reads 
;u follows :

“That the said lessee of dhe- said 
Company shall, during the three 
years following the first day of May, 
1904, expend a sum- of at least one 
thousand dollars per annum in the 
exploration of tlie territory hereby 
leased, and during tlie period of ten 
years from the 1st of May next, 
shall expend and lay out at least 
fifty thousand dollars in the explor­
ation, development, equipment and 
improvement of the said property 
hereby leased.”
As to tile power_of the government 

to cancel, these leases if any tinfair 
methods arc pursued by these com­
panies, the following clause will ex­
plain :

“That if tl.e said lessee of the 
said Company shall fail or neglect 
to pay the rent hereinbefore reserv­
ed and stipulated for, or any part 
thereof, or shall neglect or fail to 
perform any of the other conditions, 
terms or provisions hereinbefore 
mentioned, or if the said fishery is 
bring improperly operated by the 
said lessee or the said Company con­
trary to the terms of this lease, so 

, as to prejudicially affect the public 
interests, the Minister may give or 
cause to be given three months’ no­
tice in writing to the said -lessee or 
the said company, that the term of 
the lease by these presents created 
will be determined and cancelled 
and tlie said term and lease shall 
thereupon and thereby be determin­
ed. ended and cancelled, and His 
Majesty may thereupon resume pos­
session of the said fishery and the 
privileges hereby created without 
indemnifying the said lessee or the 
said Company for any improvements 
that may have been done, and His 
Majesty may thereafter .Without let 
or hindrance from the 'said lessee 
or the said company, resume pos­
session of the said fishery and the 
privileges by these presents hereby- 
created, and may continue to enjoy 
the same or relet them to others as 
His Majesty may deem fit.

That the said lessee, ov the said 
company shall be liable -for any 
damage or loss that may accrue to 
His Majesty by reason of any act of 
neglect of the said lessee.or tlie said 
company in connection with the 
said fishery, and shall indemnify 
and hold harmless His Majesty from 
all costs, loss and damage in con­
nection therewith.”
Regarding the right to grant other 

leases, tile following clause will ex­
plain :

“His Majesty reserves tlie right to 
grant other leases in and upon said 
livers and lake; but no other lease 
will be granted to fish in and uffon 
the said rivers and tributaries, with­
in a limit of ten miles from any 
fishing or refrigerating station erect­
ed by the said lessee or the said 
company thereon' or in tsaid lake 
within a limit of fifty miles from 
any. such station erected on said 
lake,'
From a perusal of these clauses of

the leases it becomes plainly apparent 
that the Opposition charges are as 
foundationless in this matter as in 
every other they take up.

OLD AGE PENSIONS.
The following excerpt, from the. 

speech by Premier Asquith upon the 
second reading of the bill to provide 
old age pensions, is the sanest and 
most statesmanlike expression , that 
has probably ever been given to the 
real need of old age pensions in Great 
Britain, and the larger view that the 
British member of 'Parliament should 
take in the dispensation of this state 
bounty. Ever since Burns said : “Oh, 
age and want, thou ill-matched pair, 
show man was made to mourn,” the 
solution of the problem of relief for 
the deserving poor has bulked large in 
the minds of patriotic statesmen. In 
closing his speech, Mr. Asquitli said : 

“We will not consent to the intro­
duction of any disqualifying dis­
crimination unless we are satisfied 
that it would apply merely to the 
wastrel and the loafer. It has been 
suggested that we might postpone to 
? later date dealing with this mat- 
* r. There is no parliamentary short 

it to tlie millenium (laughter). Are 
#e to sit still, dumb lipped, with 
folded arms, bewildered brains and 
palsied energies while this great 
procession of the poor and necessi­
tous linger out the last days of a life 
the strenuous years of which were 
given to the service of industdy. 
(Ministerial cheers). We say no, 
and we ask the House to take the 
first step towards the accomplish­
ment of this great and beneficent 
work (loud „Ministerial cheers).

MANITOBA AND THE LAND 
QUESTION.

The extension of the boundaries of 
Manitoba and the conditions under 
which the same is made would, be 
rather embarrassing to Mr. Borden, 
the leader of the Opposition, were it 
not for the fact that lie has become 
so accustomed to taking dictation from 
Hon. G. E. Foster and others of his 
party, that an order to right about 
face upon a question of policy sits 
lightly upon his shoulders.

The bill to enlarge the boundaries 
oi Manitoba does not give to that Pro­
vince control of the land thus added 
to its domain, but will provide a cash 
subsidy in lieu of revenue from laud. 
In othÿr words, Manitoba is now being 
treated upon the land question in the 
same way as she was treated by Sir 
John A. Macdonald at the formation 
of that, province, and just as Alberta 
and Saskatchewan were treated by 
the Autonomy Acts of 1905.

When the Alberta and Saskatche­

wan Acts were passed, Mr. Borden 
and his followers made the loqdest 
kind of protest upon the land and 
school clauses of the Acts. A little 
later political expediency required 
that Mr. Borden shdtfid drop his pro­
test against the school clauses, and 
he forthwith cast what he had digni­
fied by the name of principles to the 
winds, and while he toured the West 
with Mr. J. H. G. Bergeron he was 
scrupulously careful nevtr to mention 
the school question.

Having summarily disposed of one 
ot his pet twins, he naturally clung 
closer to the other lest some ruthless 
Tory boss should command him to 
drop^it also, a request he never could 
have the courage to refuse. To make 
it doubly sure as a principle in the 
Tory failli lie incorporated it in a 
plank of his Halifax platform, declar­
ing tliat lie would give to Alberta and 
Saskatchewan tlieir lands “upon fail- 
terms,” taking good care, of course, 
not to state the terms. It is worthy 
of notice that in this plank of the 
Halifax platform no mention is made 
of restoring any lands to Manitoba. 
Doubtless Mr. Borden was afraid to 
venture upon the domain of Premier 
Roblin. His good behaviour in this 
particular does not seem to have 
availed him much, though, as no 
sooner had Mr. Borden left the West 
after declaring upon every platform 
that the Western Provinces should 
own their lands, than Mr. Roblin 
made the public announcement that 
when the boundaries' of Manitoba were 
extended tie did not want the land 
given to the Province, but_ instead 
wished the same generous treatment 
accorded to the Provinces of Alberta 
and Saskatchewan. Thus the first 
body ‘blow at Mr. Borden’s Halifax 
platform was struck by liis first lieu­
tenant in Manitoba. This declaration 
was followed by a resolution passed 
in the Manitoba Legislature making a 
demand for a- subsidy rallier than the 
lands.

The bill to extend tlie boundaries 
of Manitoba is now before the House 
of Commons, what will Mr. Borden 
and liis followers do? Will they re­
pudiate their former principles or will 
they repudiate Roblin and Rogers ? 
Tlie situation is certainly an awkward 
one for Mr. Borden, and should make 
him wonder whether he is a real lead­
er or only an imaginary one. This 
difficulty comes from the one-man 
platform of Mr. Borden. True to the 
traditions of Toryism, the leader of 
the Opposition undertook to dictate 
to the whole party what its platform 
should be without reckoning upon 
Mr. Roblin.

As to what the Tory press will do 
that is easily answered, they Will right 
about face at the crack of the whip 
just as they did when their efforts to 
drive Foster, out of the party failed, 
and they turned from scathing con­
demnation of the Union Trust manag­
er to servile adulation of the chief or­
ganizer of the nest of traitors.

The additional territory granted to 
Manitoba makes it one of the large 
Provinces in Canada. Mr. Roblin es­
timates the increase to be 202,630 
square miles, which with the original 
73,732 square miles contained by the 
Province makes its .present area 276,- 
362 square miles, while that of Alberta 
is 253,510 and Saskatchewan 250,650. 
A Liberal administration is doing jus­
tice to Manitoba.

OPPOSING THE RAILWAY
Senator Landry’s motion ill the 

Senate to kill Hon. Geo. P. Graham’s 
bill to amend the Railway Act by add­
ing three more members to the Rail­
way Commission, shows where many 
of the Conservatives stand with regard 
to the regulation of the railways. Few 
public bodies iii Canada have proven 
tlieir necessity and justified their ex­
istence better than the Railway Com­
mission. The greatest drawback has 
been that Canada fs so large it takes 
one Commission a long time to travel 
over the whole country to adjust dis­
putes. It is to avoid delays in the 
work that Mr. Graham introduced 
this amendment as the attention is to 
have two commissions, so that while 
one is engaged in some part of Can­
ada hearing evidence the- other three 
members may be engaged in similar 
work a thousand miles away.

The West is particularly interested 
in the appointment of these new Com­
missioners as it has been somewhat 
difficult for the present Commission 
to find time to give this part of the 
country the attention it deserves, while 
there is no part of Canada who*- rail­
way matters require more adjustment 
than in these Western Provinces. It 
has been pretty generally understood 
that some Western men should lie 
appointed on the new Commission 
who would understand conditions in 
tliis part of the country.

After the excellent work done by 
the Railway Commission throughout 
Canada, the man who would oppose 
any measure to enlarge its scope, or 
increase its efficiency by adding three 
extra members, is no friend of tlie 
Canadian shippers. . It is significant 
that no Tory meipber of the Commons 
opposed it for .the very good reason 
that they have to seek re-election, so

it was left to a Tory section of the 
Senate to serve the one time Tnry 
masters and still firm friends, the rail­
way corporations.

ALBERTA DAIRYING.
Alberta is destined to be the- greatest 

dairying province of the Dominion, 
this is the growing opinion of farmers 
all over this Province. Abundance ot 
grass and water and every other con­
dition for the production of dice- 
aÿd butter are to be found in every 
section, and the farmers are realizing 
tiie growing importance of mixed 
farming in a country like this. Tin- 
growing of grain and raising of catt t<- 
and horses were looked upon a few 
years ago as the only agricultural in­
dustries of this part of Western Can­
ada, and few people considered it even 
advisable to go into both the raising 
of grain and growing of stock, but a 
winter and summer like that of 1907 
gave the follower of mixed farming 
such an advantage that the agricultur­
ists all over the Province are awaken­
ing to the necessity of having inure 
than one or two sources of realizing 
cash profits on tlieir farm.

The establishment of creameries in 
different parts of the province has 
been a splendid source of income t<. 
many farmers during tlie past few 
years, and we venture the opinion 
that there will be a greater demand 
than ever, during the next few years, 
for butter factories in all parts of 
Alberta. The farmer is able to get 
ready money for his cream during tlie 
summer months, when lie has few oili­
er sources of income, which enables 
him to do business upon a cash basis, 
and anything that helps to abolish tin- 
çredit system throughout Alberta will 
confer one of the greatest boons pos­
sible, upon the Province.

There have been some very prosper­
ous creameries in operation for the 
past few years, and their results have 
been felt by the patrons, but the suc­
cess of some of those recently erected 
is! almost phenomenal. The creamery, 
which is a private one, established a 
little over a year ago at Camrose, lias 
been a decided success; and it is esti­
mated that the proprietors will dis­
pose of about 100,000 worth of butter 
during the present tiyelvc months. An­
other creamery at Spriiig Lake, under 
the auspices of the Provincial Govern­
ment rUs now running its first season 
and last week some 2,500 lbs. of but­
ter was manufactured in this factory, 
which at the average price obtained 
for butter by these creameries last 
year, of 23.'<c, would net to the farm­
ers in that neighborhood the snug 
sum of $587.50 for the week or about 
$2,500 for the month. The cows in 
that section are at tlieir highest flow" 
of milk at present, and this average 
will not keep up, but it serves to il­
lustrate what the dairy industry 
means to the farmers of this Province.

The Spring Lake creamery is about 
nine miles south of Daysland, and i ( - 
a splendid section of country. On - 
patron oi this creamery, Mr. Peter 
Zimm-'r, supplied cream enough to 
manufacture 236 pounds oi butter last 
week, which will net him about $55 
for the week, which is rather a hand­
some income. This is the product of 
some twenty-five cows. The manu­
facture of butter is only in its infancy 
as an industry, in Alberta, but it bid- 
fair to be one of the greatest and best, 
not only in this Province, but in Can­
ada. The establishment of creameries 
has been perhaps the most important 
work undertaken by the Provincial 
Department of Agriculture, and will 
some day be a great monument to the 
credit of Hon. W, T. Finlay, the Min­
ister of Agriculture.

NOT INDIGNANT—AMUSED.

Saskatchewan Treats Chicago Man’s 
Knock of Crop With a Smile.

Regina, Sask., July 22—The reports 
from Chicago that W. B. Snow, the al­
leged crop expert, is knocking the Sas­
katchewan crop after a hurried trip 
through a corner of the province, are 
received here with amusement rather 
than indignation. The department of 
agriculture lias received no reports in­
dicating such conditions as Snow as­
serts exist all over the province,though 
of course, it is admitted that thougli 
generally the crop prospects were ne' 
er better, and the average yield likely 
to surpass all records, there are parts 
where the grain is poor, where then 
lips been too much water or drouth nr 
where slovenly farmers have seeded 
on old stubble or where frozen seed 
was put into the ground. But it is 
ridiculous to say such conditions af­
fect even five per cent, of the crop. Tlie 
absurdity of the statement is so obvi­
ous that it is unlikely the department 
will consider it necessary to issue a 
statement. Conditions have not de­
teriorated since the glowing June re­
port was published a fortnight ago.

INESE EMPEROR ILL. Canvas
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CUSTOM REGULATIONS FOR 
IMPORTED STOCK.

On July 1st there came- into effect 
new regulations regarding the custom 
entry of animals imported into Canada 
for the improvement of stock. Here­
tofore all certificates of registration 
which were apparently genuine were 
accepted by custom officers for the pur­
pose of free entry. Und=- 
regulations either a Canadian certifi­
cate of registration or an import cer­
tificate as the case maw be must be 
presented.

Canadian certificates of registration 
must be presented at the port of entry 
for the following breeds:—

Cattle—Shorthorn, Ayrshire, Here­
ford, French-Canadian, Galloway, Ab- 
erdeen-Angus, Red Polled, Jersey, Hol- 
eteiu and Guernsey.

Horses—Clydesdale, Hackney, Shire, 
Percheron, Thoroughbred, Belgian and 
French-Canad i an.

Ponies—Shetland, Welsh, New For­
est, polo and riding, Exmoor, Conne­
mara and Hackney.

Swine—Yorkshire, Berkshire, Tam- 
wqrth, Çhester-White, Poland China, 
Durcie-Jersey. Essex and Victoria.

Sheep—Shropshire, Lincoln, Oxford 
Doive, Dorset, Southdown, Hampshire 
and Leicester.

The Canadian records for all above 
mentioned breeds with the exception 
oi that for Holstein cattle are con­
ducted under the Canadian national 
eystem, Ottawa. The Holstein record 
is located at St. George, Ont. In mak­
ing application for the registration of 
an imported animal the foreign certi­
ficate of registration in addition to the 
usual application must be forwarded.

There are' from time to time animals 
imported into Canada of breeds for 
which there are no Canadian records, 
but which are recorded in books of 
record of recognized foreign associa­
tions. To secure free customs entry 
for an animal so recorded it is neces­
sary to forward to the Canadian Na­
tional Records, Ottawa, the foreign 
certificate of registration. The ac­
countant of the Canadian National 
Records will return to the importer 
the foreign certificate to which will 
be attached an import certificate 
which will be authority to the cus­
tom officer to admit the animal duty 
free, A n nnmal charge will be made

Experiments in the destruction of 
noxious weeds by spraying are at pre 
sent being tried in Alberta by the 
weed branch of the Department of 
Agriculture.

KILLING WEEDS BY SPRAYING.

The Experimental Station of North 
Dakota has issued a bulletin on 
"Weed Control by Means of Chemical 
Sprays."

Experiments in sprayinig to eradi­
cate weeds in grain fields have been 
conducted at that station from season 
to season for the past ten years. The 
results obtained show that the'general 
use of this method of combating cer­
tain weeds will save the farmers of 
the country millions of dollars an­
nually. It is' not expeyted—^hat 
sp-nyinc wjtl supplant other metrtods 

... •■<!.- ip Chech, but UP" 
i* will, supplement'these methods and 
prove amile.Me in fighting many of 
the most pernicious weeds which come 
up m fields of grain. The possibility 
of success in killing weeds in a grain 
field bv the use of a chemical spray, 
whiçh does not injure the grain, will 
not surprise those who are familiar 
with the use of spraying compounds 
to destroy various forms of fungi, 
which are plants of a low order. Only 
by experiment is it possible to learn 
what weeds can be killed by a spray 
which will not injure the growing 
grain stalks among which the weeds 
are growing.

The best time to do the work, is 
while the weeds are young, succulent 
and making a rapid growth. Those 
which develop slowly under dry con­
ditions are much harder to kill.

Mustard or charlock can be readily 
kiltid by spraying with solutions cf 
either iron sulphate or copper sul­
phate. It requires about 52 gallons 
of spraying liquid per acre. To mak- 
the liquid, use from 75 to 100 pounds 
of iron sulphate for each 52 gallon- 
of -water, or 12 to 15 pounds of cop­
per sulphate. Common salt can be 
used with fair success, dissolving one 
third of a barrel in 52 gallons of water 
but there Is some danger that it will 
injure the grain.

King-heàd or Greater Ragweed can 
be controlled in the same way, but 
should be sprayed while quite young. 
The same sprays are fo be used, but 
at the greatest strength mentioned.

The Canada thistle can be cheeked 
in growth in grain fields by spraying, 
but is best fought by frequent spray­
ings without regard to the grain. The 
moet effective spray for this weed i- 
eodium arsenite at the rate of IX to 2 
pounds to each 52 gallons of water, 
but owing to the extremely poisonous 
nature of this -spray, a solution o! 
common salt is recommended. If th‘ 
object is to kill the thistles without 
regard to what tbew may be growing 
among, use half a barrel of saltMo 5$ 
gallons of water.

Spray as often as the plants get 3 
few inches-above the ground, and if 
shoots appear the second season oper 
ate on thém again the same way, an ! 
usually the pest- will be fully eradi­
cated. When scattered through grab 
fields it ia advised that the first spray 
ing be done with a spray of one-thirc 
barrel of salt to each 52 gallons o 
water at the time when the plants ar« 
about ten inches high. Spray a week 
later with a spray of 15 pounds of 
copper sulphate to each 52 gallons <•! 
water. After the grain has been har­
vested, spray again.

The sow thistle is becoming very 
trvuhlesoiie. It spreads by under­
ground rfljots like the Canada thistle 
but cannot be killed by spraying.

Weeds which can be controlled by 
the sprays that kill mustard are fais' 
flax, shepherd's purse, pepper grass, 
corn cockle, chickweed, bindweed 
phsntain, rough pigweed and cockle 

< bar.
Weeds of à grassy nature cannot

GUELPH TO KEEP WINTER FAIR.
The vote in Guelph on the question 

of the by-law granting ten thousand 
dollars for the erection of suitable 
quarters for the holding of the On­
tario Winter Fair, resulted in the ad­
option of the by-law. To the ten 
thousand dollars voted by Guelph 
ratepayers the Ontario government 
adds $30,000. The whole voté polled 
on the question did not show any en­
thusiasm on the part of Guelph. Not 
quite six hundred votes were polled 
on both sides. The by-law carried 
by a majority of over a hundred yotes 
As the plans are already out, the bùsi- 
ness of erecting the building will he 
commenced at once, in order to pe 
ready for the Opening of the fair next 
December. 4

MONDAY'S GRAIN MARKETS.
Winnipeg, Man., July 20.—World's 

shipments showed a decrease of 34, 
068,000 and visible a decrease of til 
000, the supply now standing at 13,- 
200,000, as against 46,637,000 for the 
same date last year. There were 
additional reports of damage from 
drought in North Dakota and Minne­
sota, bullish factors which to some 
extent were offset by a drop of X to 
Id in Liverpool. There was an in­
crease in strength in the American 
markets at the opening but later a re­
action and Chicago closed X lower for 
July and September and X for Decem­
ber. Minneapolis deelined IX tor 
July, September was unchanged, and 
December X lower.

In Winnipeg there were fair re­
ceipts, a moderate demand for cash 
and futures and considerable business 
done in export.

The export demand is for new 
wheat. Prices for July and August 
closed slightly higher, but there was 
a decline in price of October and De­
cember,. due mainly to continued 
favorable crop reports, good weather 
and light general rain during night 
over a great part of the wheat belt. 
Recent heavy receipts are due to 
many of the- interior farmers sell­
ing wheat, which they have held 
through the winter unground, owing 
to the poor demand for flour. The 
weather throughout the Canadian west 
is generally favorable for filling • f 
wheat, as there -has been hot sun, 
gentle showers and light, cool winds 
all within the past 24 hours.

ALBERTA SPELLS OPPORTUNITY.

E. W. Randall, dean and director of 
the Department of Agriculture in the 
University of Minnesota was among the 
touring Minnesotans who visited Edmon­
ton last evening. Dean Randall is in 
close touch with all agricultural inter­
ests in the state and has given consid­
erable thought to all world movements 
that effect agriculture. When asked by 
a Bulletin representative of his impres­
sions of Alberta he said that everything 
here spells opportunity. "Jf you look 
over the history of the' world’s progress" 
said the dean, "you will find that there 
has been a great change in the last hun­
dred years. Owing to the advance of 
civilization, famine, plague and deeim- 
inating wars are fast becoming a thing 
of the past and there is nothing to pre­
vent the population of the world in­
creasing more rapidly than ever before. 
The great centres of population in Eu­
rope are looking for an outlet and Al­
berta is in a position to supply it. This 
is the secret of the stream of immigra­
tion to the Canadian west. "Then again,” 
continued the dean "farm land in the 
United States and Eastern Canada is 
largely occupied with the result that 
farmers are sending their sons to Al­
berta And Saskatchewan to lay hold on 
new lands."

Turning to Agriculture.
One of the greatest world’s move­

ments at the present time in the opinion 
of Dean Randall, is “back to the land.” 
A notable proof of this was the recent 
congress of the governors of every state 
in the union at Washington to discuss 
the resources of the commonwealth. At 
that congress the highest tribute was 
paid to agriculture and a plea was made 
on every hand to conserve all the agri­
cultural resources of the waste of the 
country was deplored and the import­
ance of scientific methods was pointed 
out. "All this indicates," said Dean 
Randall "that agriculture is receiving 
more and more prominence every year. 
Alberta with its large tracts of excellent 
agriculture land will have a very rapid 
development."

Progress In the State.
Asked as to the progress of agricul­

ture in the state of Minnesota, Dean 
Randall said that attention was being 
directed to a suitable rotation of crops. 
No lands should be kept producing the 
some kind of grain every year as the 
soil soon becomes depreciated. As a re­
sult of the experiments the fertility of 
the soil has been much preserved and 
improved. Another line of experiments 
is the breeding of new varieties of 
grains which will show greater hardi­
ness and productiveness. Great success 
has been attained in this direction. A 
new variety of corn has been invented 
which will mature about fifteen days 
sooner than any other. This renders 
danger to the corn by frost very impro­
bable.

A chart was used, and 
the lesson was exceedingly interesting 
and beautiful in its simplicity, elicit­
ing ready answers from the little ones 
to the questions put by the tegcher 
The' time taken was not more than 10 
minutes. Mr. Archibald- then took up 
the subjects o {“The teacher’s trainiu 
course,” “Bible study in the home,” 
“Memorization of the Scriptures and 
Catechism,” “The supplemental les­
sons and reasons for same,” “The- art 
of illustrating” by story, blackboard 
or pictures, and showed plainly their 
advantage.

The evening session opened at 8 
o’clock. Mr. John Paul, superinten­
dent of the Sunday school, occupied 
the chair. Mr. Archibald first address­
ed the meeting taking for his subject, 
"The supreme aim of the Sabbath 
school,” showing that to-day the Sab-, 
bath school was regarded as a very 
essential part of the church, and was 
organized for a definite purpose, mak­
ing a strong appeal for the constant 
reading of the Bible. Said the speak­
er, “XVe are in more danger to-day of 
losing the Bible through neglect, than 
through anything the higher critics 
can do,” and urged the necessity of 
memorizing passages of Scripture, and 
so teach the Word of God through 
our organized Sunday school, that we 
may lead souls to Christ.

Following this was the address of 
Rev. D. P. MaeQuarrie, of Pittsburgh, 
Pa., on the subject, “The Relation oi 
the Sunday school to the home,’ 
pointing out the vital relationship and 
the absolute necessity of the Sunday 
school, the home being the first insti­
tution, and the Sunday school next, 
the speaking making an urgent ap 
peal to the ministers and teachers to 
go out niter the children and low 
them into the Kingdom. This pro­
voked some discussion ; Rev. XV. J. 
Howard, D.D., of the Methodist 
church, said he did not believe in the 
play-boy preacher,” whereupon Rev. 
MaeQuarrie scored the pastors and 
teachers who stood off from the child­
ren and the young people in their 
play, amusements and athletics, say­
ing in part: “The reason why some of 
you pastors and teachers are not more 
successful in reaching the young is 
because you are using old country and 
eastern methods in this new country 
The message must be the same, but 
the method must change with circum­
stances.” Mr. R. Walton’s subject 
“Character,” was much enjoyed, and 
was discussed by Rev. A. D. McDon­
ald, of Lament, and a few kindly spok­
en words of appreciation from Rev. 
XV. J. Howard closed the evening ses­
sion. A vote of thanks to Mr. Archi­
bald for his excellent addresses was 
moved by Mr. Hamilton and support 
ed by Mr. MacDonald.

The average percentage germination 
of the 127 care eft western oats cleaned 
at the Winnipeg elevators was 88 pet 
cent. Four cars germinated 100 per 
cent., 66 cars .90 per cent, find under 
100 per cent., 38 cars 80 per cent, and 
under 90 per cent., 12 earâ 70 per cent, 
and under 80 per cent., and seven cars 
below 70 per cent.

The 29 cars clëaned at, Brandon 
averaged 85 per cent, germination. 
Eleven cars were over 90 per cent., 11 
cars were over 80 per cent, and under 
90 per cent., three cars were over 70 
per cent, and the lowest 81 per cent, 
four cars were under 70 per cent.

Thé six care cleaned at Regina aver­
aged 85 per cent, the highest being 94 
per cent, and tre lowest 81 per cent. 
The 24 cars distributed from Calgary 

; averaged 86 per cent. One car gave a 
germination of 100 per cent., nine cars 
were 90 per cent, and under 100 per 
cent., eight cars were 80 per cent, and 
under 90 per cent., five cars 70 per 
cent., and under 80 per cent, and ohe 
car "66 per cent. yThe seven cars of 
Ontario oats cleaned at Winnipeg 
averaged 95 per cent., the highest be­
ing 97 per cent, and the lowest 91 per­
cent.

The 61 cars of Prince Edward Island 
oats cleaned at Winnipeg averaged 88 
per cent., the highest being 100 per 
cent, and the lowest 78 per vent. One 
car germinated 100 per cent,, 25 cars 
90 per cent, and under 100 per cent., 
33 cars 80 per cent, and under 90 per­
cent. and two cars under 80 per cent.

The 133 cars of British oats cleaned 
at Winnipeg gave an average of 89 per­
cent., the Highest being 99 per cent, 
and the lowest 78 per cent. Fifty-nine 
cars were over 90 per cent., 73 ears 
were 80 per cent, and under 90 per 
cent, and one car below 80 per, cent. 
The 31 cars of British oats from (he 
Empress of Ireland shipment cleaned 
at Fort William averaged 92 per cent, 
germination, the highest being 99 per 
cent. and. the lowest 84 per cent. The 
32 cars of British oats from the Em 
press of Britain shipment cleaned at 
Fort William averaged 88 per cent, 
germination, the highest being 100 per 
cent, and the lowest 78 per cent.

The Official Report .ef tbe Seed Qem- 
mieaioner Shows That Seed Grain
Earned To Farmers, of West Wat

BAR OPEN AFER TEN.

The first conviction under the new 
clause in the Liquor. License Ordin­
ance providing for the ten o’clock clos­
ing of hotel bars, was made in Cal­
gary this week, when the proprietor 
of the Grand Union hotel, Calgary, 
was fined $50 by Magistrate Crispier 
Smith, for keeping the bar in bis ho­
tel open during prohibited hours. He 
was also fined $100 for keeping a sec­
ond bar open. The conviction was se 
cured upon information furnished by 
the licehse branch of the Attorney- 
General’s Department.

VOLUME V,me report of ,the seed commission­
er on the workr of the branch in con­
nection with-the purchase and (lis 

-tribution of government seed grain 
last spring, as recently presented tc 
the dëpartment, contains much inter­
esting information as to the quality of 
the grain distributed. Details as" tç 
the standard pf inspection and thé 
recleaning operations are given, but 
the_ public are already more or less 
familiar with this phase of the work 
and the really Important part, of the 
rfport, from their standpoint, is thaï 
dealing with the purity grid the ger­
mination qualities of the grain sent 
out.

All of the grain purchased was in- 
spected by officers of the seed branch, 
and, after being accepted, it was clean­
ed in one of the elevators under the 
supervision of representatives of the. 
provincial governments of Saskatche­
wan and Alberta. The provincial re­
presentatives had authority to have 
the grain cleaned1 as often as neces­
sary, in order to remove the small I 
seeds and bring it to the highest pos­
sible state/ of cleanliness before being 
sacked. It was also the duty of the 
provincial men to take representative 
samples of each car lot that was sent 
out. These samples were collected 
doily from the Winnipeg cleaning ele­
vators and stored in the office of the 
chief grain inspector. When the work 
of cleaning was completed at Bran 
don, Moose Jaw, Regina and Fort 
William, samples of the cars sent out 
from these points were also sent to the 
office of the chief grain inspector at 
Winnipeg, An analysis of each of 
these ear samples was made by the 
seed branch offeers. In the cas» of 
the grain purchased at Calgary and 
Edmonton, the report is based on the 
original ’ inspection certificates. The 
report indicates that the average qual­
ity of the grain sent out was very 
high, considering the fact that it had 
to be purchased from commercial 
channels. t

Analysis For Purity.
The report shows that of the 545 

samples of wheat analyzed, nearly all 
representing fpi! carlots, 149, or 27 per 
cent., were entirely free from noxious 
weeds mentioned in section 6 of the 
Seed Control act; 167 lots, or 31 per 
cent., while not entirely free from nox­
ious weeds, contained not more than 
one per pound, thus conforming to the 
provisions of the Seed Control act; 165 
lots, or 30 per cent., contained more 
than one noxious weed seed per pound 
and not more than five, or about one- 
twenty-fifth of 1 per cent. ; while 64 
lots, or 12 per cent., contained more 
than five noxious weed seeds per 
pound. The maximum number ot 
weeds seeds per pohnd allowed by the 
standard of inspection was ten. All of 
the wheat sent out had to be selected 
from commercial grain, but after 
cleaning, 58 per cent of it was of such 
quality that it could have been sold1 
as seedsmen’s stock under the Seed 
Control net.

Of the oats, those purchased in Wes­
tern Canada were by far the most 
badly contaminated witli noxious 
weed seeds. Of the 201 lots analyzed. 

.16, or 8 per cent., were free from weed 
seeds mentioned in section 6 of the 
Seed Control att ; 16, not entirely free 
from noxious weed seeds, contained 
not more than one per pound ; 63 lots, 
or 32 per cent., contained over one 
noxious weed seed per pound, but net 
over five; whil^ 106, or 52 per cent.; 
contained over five noxious weed seeds 
per pound. The maximum number al­
lowed, by the standard of inspection, 
was 25.

With the exception of four cars, all 
the oats supplied from Ontario con­
formed to the provisions of the Seed 
Control act. Four wild"oatsf per pound 
was the highest proportion of impuri­
ties shown in any of the Ontario oats 
cleaned at Winnipeg.

Of the 61 lots of Prince Edward 
Island oats examined, 57, or 77 per 
cent., were entirely free from noxious 
weed seeds, while all the rest conform­
ed to the Seed Control act with the ex­
ception of two cars, which contained a 
fraction over one wild oats per pound. 
The wild oats in -the Prince Edward 
Island oats were of the smooth white 
variety.

Of the 200 samples of recleaned Brit­
ish oats examined,"56, or 28 per cent., 
were entirely free from noxious weed 
seeds; 85, or 42% per cnt„ contained 
pot"more than one wild out per pound : 
while 59, or '29% per cent., contained 
more than one wild oat per pound,,
