lieves the Contractors from the ob-
ligation of accepting in payment at
par, bonds feor which tbe Colony can
obtain but 96 at this time. In other
words, the Liberal Administration, in
making payment for the main line at
$15,600 per mile in bonds at par —
though they were sonly worth 90 to
93 —saved the Colony from seven to
ten per centum of the value of the
total issue.. The! Contractor had to
bear this apparent, though . perhaps
not to him very real, loss, though the
loss would have been real enough had
the Coleny been obliged, as din, the
present instance, to dispose of them in
London. It is apparent, then, that in
comparison with the present Govern-
men’s method ‘of paying TReids for
railroads—placing the bonds in the
open market at’96—that the Liberals;
saved to the Colony, by their wisdom,]
from $1092 to 1560 per mile of line.

On the other hand, Sir Edward Mor-
ris, in placing his bonds on the mark-
et at 96, assumes a direct loss of four
per centum, which, had the Liberal
precedent been followed, would have
gaved to the Colony. That
instead of the new branch lines cost-
ing the Government $15,000 per mile,
they are costing four per centum over
that figure, or Fifteen Thousand Six
Hundred Dollars Per Mile—A Figure
Precisely the Same as That Paid the
Reids for the Construction of our
Trans-Insular Railway.

Looking at the matter, then, pure-
ly from the.point of view of the pur-
pose for which the new loan is rais-
ed, and accepting at their face the
statement which the Premier sets
before us, what becomes of Sir Ed-
ward Morris's great triumph (?) so
boastfully heralded in the Govern-
ment press? It is clear that he and
his “People’s Party” have not hand-
led the matter nearly as well as a
Liberal Administration could have
done.

The Morris Loan

Not- Popular.

“London, July 16. . The un-
derwriters take 93 per cent of the
Government of Newfoundland £800,-
000 three and a half per cent.”

The meaning of the two messages
is obvious. It is this. Previously
arrangements had been made to offer
£800,000 of bonds to the public last
week, and an agreement had been en-
terered into, also previously, for un-
derwriter to take up what the public
did not buy. The issue price to the
public was 97%. In other words a
£100 bond was offered to the public
ai £97, 10s., out of this the agents ex-
pense would come. After the d‘educ-
tion had been made, a clear £96 was
expected.

Windermere reports that the pub-
lice only bought £56,000, and left
£772,000 unbought. This the un-
derwriters take under the agreement
made prior to the issue of last week.

It is the text of this agreement
about which the public are curious.
They wish to know the price, the
charges and conditions generally un-
der which the wunderwriters hold
£772,000 out of the £800,000 of this
loan. ¥

The reception of this issue of the
31% at 97% cannot be regarded as en-
couraging. - The public gave it a dis-
tinetly chilly reception.

To describe this reception by the
British investing public as a “finan-
cial triumph” was farcical. To con-
gratulate Sir Edward Morris on it
was fulsome. To exchange congratu-
latory notes on it was fatuous.

The paeans of praise at the success
of the flotation of the loan were as
misplaced as the sneers at Sir Robert
Bond.

We have no desire to gloat over Sir
Edward Morris's lack of success at
selling the loan to the public at the
issue price. We would rather condole
with him on his failure. The event
forbids us to cry “Well done!” But
like the public, we desire informa-
tion. We would like to see the texts
of the agreement relating to the un-
derwriting; the arrangement ns o
price to the underwriters, expenses.
conditions, &c., and also the text of
the agreement ‘relating to the deposit
of the proceeds with “financial cor-
porations.”

Serious Mine Explosion

JOHANNESBURG,
Transvaal, July 22.
Fifteen natives are dead here and
76 natives and 13 white miners in-
jured as the result of an explosion ;

| Labrador Report
by S.S. Invermore.

The s.s. Invermore, Capt. Parsons,
arrived here. from Labrador at 7 a.m.
to-day. The ship went as far north
as East Turnavick and called at all
the usual ports both in Newfoundland
and Labrador going and returning.
The weather going down was fairly
good with a little fog, but the return
trip was stormy and cold with almost
continuous thick fog.

AT MACOVICK,
where Capt. Parsons arrived on the
15th, Capt. Bartlett had 60 qtls. for
three traps. The prospects were
much better and he expected to do
well when the weather improved.
AT AILIK
not much is being done with the fish.
There is a good sign with jiggers but
nothing worth speaking of with
traps. Dunne of Harbor Grace is
there, but up to the 15th had done no-
thing with traps. The weather had
been too stormy to trust twine in the
water,
AT MACOVICK AND IRON BOUND
ISLANDS
there was the best fishing of any part
of the whole coast. It was impossible
in the weather prevailing—sea, N.E.
gale and thick fog—to keep traps .in
the water. There were five schooners
at Iron Bound Island with from 100
to 150 "qtls. each, including the Mer-
cers and Normans of Bay Roberts,
and Nolan of Catalina. Norman had
150 gtls. in salt, and Nolan and Mer-
cer 100 qgtls. each.
RAGGED ISLANDS.

Nothing doing here; did not call
there returning, but had heard a re-
port that the fishermen could not jig
enough to eat.

CAPE HARRISON.,

Glavine, of Harbor Grace, one of
Ryan’s dealers, is fishing there. He
had 50 qtls. on the 14th. Ledrew had
about the same and all the other traps
here had from 50 to 60 qtls. The
prospects looked good when the In-
vermore was going down, but on the
return trip, two days after, there was
nothing doing owing principally to the
stormy weather and impossibility of
overhauling traps.

SLOOP COVE.

Notwithstanding the report that
seems to have come from there by
wireless about Capt. Kennedy ‘of Car-
bonear doing well with fish, Capt.
Parsons says there is nothing doing
there and that the fishermen can’t
get enough to eat.

gales raging nearly all the way down
almost without a let up.
