Facing the 
foe with calm courage and a gaping 
wound in his collarbone, he turned, 
delivered an original iioem in a 
haughty tone of voice, and plunging 
into the Tiber swam across in 9 4-3 
seconds. Thus was Rome saved by a 
union" of poetry and pluck, qualities 
which are not often fused in the same 
individual.
