climate of the poUthenT totes be­
comes increasingly apparent.

During all the présent winter mil­
lions of European soldiers have been 
living in trenches far frotq, the com­
forts of even an American jÿfreet in 
midwinter—for an American street is 
usually well drained, .while the 
trenches fill with water which then 
freezes, making it necessary to chop 
the garrison out in the morning at 
gféat labor and expense.

Winter in western Europe consists 
of blizzards and thaws and mud and 
ice in equal parts. After a private 
soldier has lain for a few days in i a 
trench paved with six inches of mud, 
frozen feet comes almost as a reliéf.

In thé trenches one does not have a 
chance to bathe or thaw out or sleép 
with any persistency, or drink hot' 
lemonade for incipient pneumonia. It 
is impossible to waste any time keep­
ing warm because the entire business 
of war is to make it warm for the en­
emy.

We cannot 'help thinking that if 
Parliament, the Reichstag, the House 
of Deputies and the Duma were to tie 
compelled to legislate In trenches 
with chilblains at their fefet, a gnaw­
ing, empty sensation half way up and 
unlimited shrapnel just overhead, 
some new and very intelligent ideas 
regarding .peace might be evolved 
within a few days.

They say that when the soldiers 
have lived in a trench for a few 
weeks they make it very comfortable 
by draining it, digging deep caves and 
installing baths and stoves and a card 
table. However, patriotism demands 
that just as a trench becomes suffi­
ciently comfortable to keep a hog in 
without arousing the Humane So­
ciety, its occupants must rise and 
charge forward 1,000 yards, driving 
the- enemy before them and lying 
down triumphantly opcevmore in the 
mud and snow.

Trench life is wasted in Europe, par* 
ticularly upon the English, who have 
already learned how to live happily 
in unheated houses at a temperature 
of 40 with fog .trimmings, but it would 
be a great education and help to 
millions of Americans.

After an Americai soldier has sur­
vived a campaign in a trench he 
would look upon the modern street 
car with more fortitude and would be 
able to hang onto the roof during the 
rush hours in January or stand on the 
slush covered floor in perfect comfort: 
He might even be able to live in a city 
flat building operated by a janitor’s 
union without murmur or complaint.

One news­
paper that sells for one cent has paid 
out thls^far an average Of 51,000 a

No Blockade.
It turns out just as we stated on 

Saturday, the German notice, of which 
so much was made by the German 
Press, and which misled many of the 
American newspapers, wtfs not a 
notice of a blockade of British and 
French ports. It was a notice that 
they intended to take what steps they 
could against the transport of British 
troops and stores to France, to ham­
per British commerce as much as 
possible and that in doing so neutral 
shipping might accidently be destroy­
ed. As to the last contingency, each 
case must stand on its own bottom, 
and the merits and demerits of the 
event will be dealt with separately by 
those concerned when the contin­
gency arises. It is a matter which 
will involve Germany with explana­
tions, protests, apologies and difficul­
ties with neutrals, the chief of which 
will be the United States, and we cat 
leave it at that and await the events. 
As to the second contingency, it is 
not likely that the German Navy can 
do more damage in the future than 
they have done in the past six months 
when they had a greater number of 
cruisers afloat on the seven seas. 
They may possibly do more damage in 
the home waters, as they put more 
submarines to work, but steps will be 
taken by the British Admiralty to 
counteract their wor.k as much as 
possible and the result is not 
likely to hamper seriously British 
commerce, though it may raise war 
risks in home waters. As to the first 
contingency, they have not succeeded 
in sinking a single transport in six 
months, and though they may succeed 
in sinking a few in the future, as was 
possible in the past, it not likely they 
will meet with any marked success. 
But all this is not a blockade of Brit­
ish and French waters, it merely is a 
notice of an intention of trying to do 
what they have been trying to do the 
past six months, with perhaps a tac­
it reference that they will do it by 
submarines as Admiral Van Terpitz 
threatened to do some time ago. A 
notice of a blockade is a notice of an 
intention to stop all commerce, whe­
ther by a belligerent or a neutral with 
the blockaded country. The German 
ambassador at Washington has disa­
vowed absolutely any intention of in­
terfering with American shipping car­
rying non-contraband goods and he 
has therefore disavowed any thought 
of a blockade. In Germany, however, 
the* people are given the idea that Ger­
many intends to blockade those wa­
ters. As we said on Saturday, the 
German people are being fooled.

Some thirteen vessels seeking her­
ring cargoes were frightened away 
from Bay of Islands in the early part 
of January without having secured 
full cargoes, and at a time when her­
ring were numerous, owing to alarm­
ing reports relative to approaching 
drift ice. A message was received 
from Daniel’s Harbor, saying that the 
ice pack was moving rapidly to the 
westward ; just about that time a ves­
sel leaving here ran into some light 
slob ice which had made in Port au 
Port Bay. The captain, not knowing 
where the ice came from, took it to 
be the northern floé. He ran back to 
Woods Island- and reported accord­
ingly. The vessels then in the Arms 
of Bay of Islands seeking herring 
cargoes, with the exception of one. 
got underway, fearing to be caught 
here- all winter. The next day they 
sailed, but saw no sign of ice on their 
passage out the Gulf. Some of these 
vessels had. only 25 barrels of her­
ring on board, others from 150 to 800 
barrels. If they had remained to load 
they could easily have done so as did 
the one which remained behind, for 
not until the beginning- of the present 
month—some three weeks later—was 
there any sign of drift ice off Bay of 
Islands. It is estimated that the 
loading of these thirteen vessels with 
frozen herring would have represent­
ed an outlay of about forty thousand 
dollars. This amount. would have 
gone to the fishermen of Bay of Is­
lands, and in turn over forty per 
cent, of it would have gone to the 
treasury in customs duties. The loss 
of this could have been easily avoid­
ed. With the establishment of a Pub­
lic Information Bureau, supplying 
reliable reports relative to the move­
ments of ice in the Gulf, the vessel 
masters would have a fair idea of just 
how much risk they may ta.ke without 
endangering the prospects of them 
getting away with their vessels. We 
shall return to this matter again 
later. ,*

A proposal has been made to organ­

ize a corps of women aviators to 
serve with the allied armies now 
fighting the Germans.

The idqa has been received with eiv 
thusiasm by many women, who reject 
the ancient theory of feminine weak­
ness and declare that their sex is 
fully as fit to face peril as the men.

The aviators have proved them­
selves one of the most valuable fac­
tors in the war. There is a great 
need of more of them, and it is, im­
possible to train them in a hurry. 
This is one of the strongest reasons 
urged in favor of using the maty 
skilled women aviators in the fight­
ing.

The Princess Shakhovskaya, who 
has won fame as an aViator, has gone 
to the front. Sjie will join General 
Rennenkampif’s army operating in 
East Prussia.

So far as known the princess is the 
only woman aviator in service in the 
war. She is the first woman aviator 
to receive a commission for war ser­
vice from the Russian Government. 
The princess’ application for a com­
mission was rejected at first because 
of the fear that should she be captur­
ed by the Germans they might shoot 
her as a spy.

The princess learned to fly in Ger­
many. , She has visited New York.

The suggestion has actually ap­
peared in .print that -Lady Victoria 
May Pery, daughter of the Earl of 
Limerick, should heroine chief of a 
British royal feminine flying corps.

Lady Victoria is one of the most 
dashing and certainly the prettiest of 
English women aviators. She was 
trained in aviation by Grahame- 
Whitc and the late Gustav Hamel, in 
whose company she looped the loop in 
a most daring manner. Hamel was 
eventually killed while doing this 
trick. _

One of the most daring of women 
aviators is Mile. Helene Dutrieu of 
France. She was the first woman to 
perform the loop the loop trick, that 
death defying stunt that made men's 
blood stand still when they first saw 
a mn do iat. Mile. Dutrieu did it as 
coolly and cleverly as any man.

She is a tall, slender girl, with an 
exquisite figure, as supple as a bam­
boo, and as strong as steel.

She has carried a man passenger 
very often and is therefore Well quali­
fied for war aviation, in which two 
persons in a machine are almost a 
necessity.

Mile. Dutrieu received the Legion 
of Honor decoration for her exploits. 
She would undoubtedly make a dar-' 
ing leader of fighting aviators. / 
Miss Spencer Kavanagh has also dis­

tinguished herself as an aviator. Miss 
Kavanagh has also been a sports­
woman, having hunted, broken horses, 
driven automobiles in races and gone 
in for athletic contests. She wished 
to learn to fly as soon as it became 
known that it was a possible achieve­
ment and went to Pau determined to 
master it.

She usds the Blériot monoplane, 
which has been likened to a great 
drqgon fly when in flight. She has 
had some bad accidents and was laid 
u.p with a broken wrist for a while. 
She has learned.to control the ma­
chine now, and, like oth?r aviators, 
she takes the dangers as part of the 
game.

Boys and Girls
at the Front

Child Patriots ot Russia.
(By. Stephen Graham.)

One of the phenomena which show 
how popular the war is in Russia is 
the participation of the children in 
the conflict. There is scarcely a town 
school in Russia from which boys 
have not run away to the war. Hun­
dreds of girls have gone off in boys’ 
clothes and tried to" pass themselves 
off as * boys and enlist as volunteers, 
and several have got through, since 
the medical examination is only a 
negligible formality required in one 
place, forgotten in another—the Rus­
sians are so fit as a wHole.v So among 
the wounded in the battle of .the Nie- 
man was a broad-shouîtieréd, !vigorp.us 
girl from Zlato-Ust, only sixteen, years 
old, and nobody had dreamed1 that 
she was other than the man for whom 
she was passing herself off. But not 
only boys and girls of sixteen and 
seventeen but also ehildren of eleven, 
and twelve have contrived to have- a 
hand either in the fighting or in the
nursing. . .«* "M* „ - « >!

While I was in Villna there was a 
touching caee^a "tittle igirLiof twelve 
yéars,-Marugia -Charushina, turned up.
She had run away from her home in 
Viatka, some thousand miles away, 
had gyt in the train "às a hare”— 
i.e., without a ticket. The conductor 
had smiled on her and let her go on.
At Vilna *in the traffic of the great 
Polish city she Vjisr Si Utile' hewUSe#-. 
ed, but sire asked -a-ÿassing soldier' 
the way î»^î_hdspït(Üvr1ih teolGhfer to; 
one and she explained to him that she 
had come to nurse the wounded. At 
"the hospital a Red Cross nurse ques­
tioned her and she gave the same an­
swer. The nurse- telegraphed 16 the 
little girl’s father and asked his per­
mission that she should remain in the 
hospital nursing the wounded sol­

diers. The father gave permission, so 
little Marusia was allowed to remain. 
A «uniform was made for her, and now, 
as the smallest sister of mercy of 
all, she tends the soldiers and is very 
popular.

Selioolboy’s Eleven Battles.
There was at Stefan Krafcherika, a 

boy of ten. ,-who said he wanted . to 
fight the Germans and so was taken 
along by the indulgent soldiers. He 
was attached to the artillery and 
handed' up Shells out of the, shell box­
es during three battles, and (Arne out 
'of all unsèathsd and glorious and 
happy. Then Victor Katchalof, a boy- 
of thirteen, had his horse shot under 
him and was himself wounded in the 
leg during the fight against the Aus­
trians below Lfof. Bonstantim Bsof; 
a boy of thirteen was wounded by 
shrapnel at Avgustof.

: Perhaps the greatest schoolboy 
hero of Russia is a boy named Orlof, 
froye..X8cfm#ftr; :t town school, v He 
fought in eleven battles and was 
eventually decorated by the Czar with 
the Order ot St. George. While re- 
eoiinoitering tie- came into collision 
with a great force of the enemy. He 
lay in a trench with his fellows and 
fmjght all day. But ammunition ran 
very low, and Orlof saved his corps 
by Creeping out in the dark and find­
ing'his way through heaps of corpses 
to ,the main Russian focCe. ' He was 
under gun and artillery fire all the 
time, but he succeeded $ in getting 
across, and so saved his friends. -

There are many stories of the child­
ren left behind in the towns and pro­
vinces overrun by the Germans. I 
give an amusing one.
