We do not want
any new or more specious version of
the rescue of Antwerp.

KIPLING’S SON STILL MISSING.

. LONDON, Oct. 11.
Rudyard Kipling has receiveds no
further news -of his son, who ~was

wounded and reported missing in the
North of France. He was only slight-
ly wounded when last seen. His par-
ents are hopeful that he suffered no

more serious fate than being taken
prisoner inside the German lines.

things that Americans, who have
been in the habit- of looking upon
themselves as a little better than

Britons, have not thoroughly realized.
It is fully understood elsewhere, as is
shown by the enthusiasm with which
the colonists are hastening to help
their titanic mother strike down the
puny forces of the Boers. The lesson
is an impressive one. It teaches nof
only that the Boers must inevitably
be overcome but that it will be infin-
itely better for them as well as for the
remainder of South Africa. Civiliza-
tion has a great deal of work to do in
the Dark Continent, and the best
workers should do it. The English
stand head and shoulders as coloniz-
ers above Germans, French and Por-
tuguese, who divide the territory with
her. Under them not only the na-
tives' will receive the largest possible
liberty, but the Dutch themselves
will feel the quickening influence of a
higher and better civilization. The
Boers may be conquered, but they still
will be permitted to rule themselves,
though they will not be allowed to
rule other people. Their unprogres-
sive, wasteful, tyrannical and corrupt
government that will give way to an
enlightenment that will lift them into
a higher plane of life. They are
fighting now. against their better des-
tiny, but it is' not conceivable that
they will fight long, and it is be
hoped they will not.”

The Boers to-doy realize that to be
a part of the Britizl Liapire is some-
thing worth figiiting and dying for,
although it is only sixteen years since
they battled stubbornly to prevent
incorporation. in that Empire. Not
since the Highlanders who fought at
Culloden for the Stuarts, scaled the
Heights of Abraham for the Hanover-
ans fourteen years later has three
yeen so sudden’ and so complete a
reconciliation as that of Briton and
Boer. The plans of Germany -to de-
tach South Africa from the Empire
have utterly collapsed, and the hman
who, above all others, brought about
Germany’s undoing is General Botha,
a Boer. “Marse Henrry” never said a
truer word than when he told the
readers of The Courier-Journal in
1899 that under British rule “the
Dutch themselves will feel the quick-
ening impulse of a higher and better
civilization.”—Toronto Globe.

They con-
tinually obtrude on conversation;  at
the table the conflict between their
mother’s desire to have them eat one
thing and their own to eat something
else dominates all else.
A Home Or A Kindergarten?

“Far from being seen and not
heard they are both seen and heard
from six in the morning until six at
night, and their mother breathes a
sigh of relief when they are ‘finally
out of the way’ as she calls it. Her
home isn’t a home at all, it is an ill-
ordered kindergarten.”

As I said in the beginning, this is

an aggravated case. But it is un-
deniable that children play a much
more dominant part in the home

than they did a generation or so ago.
Personally I am fond of children.
But I cannot say I like to see children
permitted to dominate the home and

home life, undisciplined and -unre-
strained, as many do.

Prohibition Meeling.

The meeting held at the T. A. Arm-
oury last night in the interests of Pro-
hibition was largely attended.- Mr. H.
E. Cowan presided, and briefly ex-
plained the object of the gathering.
It had been decided at a previous
meeting to have a special committee
take up the work of the camrpaign in
the ecity. A Nominating Committee
had been appointed to select officers,
and Mr. George J. Coughlan acting

for the Committee, had chosen the
following:—
President—Dr. H. M. Mosdell.
Vice-Presidents — Messrs. C. R.

Steer, Charles Myler and J. R. John-
stone.

Secretary—Mr.\' P.-G. Butler.

The above nominations were then
unanimously adopted by the meeting.

Owing to the unavoidable absence
o: the President, Mr. Cowan was re-

quested to remain in the chair and

conduct the business of the meet-
ing.
Mr. P. G. Butler thanked the Com-

mittee for nominating him as Secre-
tary and pledged his support in the
cause. He had only recently been
converted to the Prohibition cause
but had seen enough of the evil effects
of liquor to throw himself fully mto
the campaign.

Mr. W. J. Ellis, President of the
Total Abstinence Society was the next
speaker. He had always been a total
abstainer, and to be consistent he
could not do otherwise than join
forces with those who were trying to
rid the country of the evil. His fight
was not against the men who drink,
nor against the men who sell liquor, as
most of them are good fellows. Still
he was thoroughly in earnest in his
opposition to the traffig ‘but at the
same time he believed that the cam-
‘paign should be conducted inoffen-
sively. Complete organization was
necessary, and every agency should
“be utilized to secure the desired re-
sult. He knew that there was a
strong sentiment in favour of Prohibi-
tion to-day, and felt quite certain that
with a vigorous campaign more votes
than necessary would be obtained.

Mr. J. M. Devine upon
addressed the meeting and stated that
ke had given the matter of Prohibition
much serious thougth and careful

invitation,

study and had resolved to throw in
his lot with those who favored the
abolition of liquor. niany, said Mr.
Devine, advocate moral suasion but to
my mind this is of no use when a
man’s will power is gone, and the only
effective way to settle the question is
to abolish the traffic completely. He
expressed the opinion that, in the
coming election, a big majority would
be rolled up for Prehibition.

Rev. J. S. Sutherland was the next
speaker. He was pleased to hear the
laymen speak because they were deal-
ing with facts and not with theories.
He had never done-much temperance
work himself but when the oppor-
tunity presented itself for him +to
vote for Prohibition in Canada he had

'{done so and would gladly do so here

in November. He was of the opinion
that the people had the right to say
whether Prohibition was good for the
country or not, and in the coming
campaign the welfare of the whole,
people should be considered rather
than that of the individual. %

Rev. Harry Royle wished\ to avail
of the opportunity to repudiate cer-
tain stories that have been circulated
since the question came up. He was

a Temperance crank but at the same
time would assist the campaign only
in ‘a gentlemanly manner. .He spoke
strongly against liquor being given to
volunteers. He was a Britisher and
wanted to see our volunteers most ef-
ficient, and thought that any business
which makes them inefficient should
be wiped out.

Mr. R. Callahan in a brief speech
expressed his interest in the move-
ment for Prohibition and hoped that
the efforts of the Committee might be
crowned with success.

The chairman then announced that
a further meeting will be held in the
same place to-morrow night. Before

closing the meeting ‘he outlined some
of the work done in the various ex-
tern districts of the Island, and the
proceedings finished with the singing
of the National Anthem.

Machine-Guns.

—-
Against machine-guns the rifleman
is helpless, a military expert remark-
ed recently; and he was right. Ac-
tual tests of machine-guns have shown
them to be superior to picked marks-
men. At a test in this country some
time ago, forty-two first-class shots
were pitted against one Maxim, each
side firing for one minute at a target
representing infantry in line at a dis-
tance which was unknown, but which
was actually 1,000 yards. These were
the results: forty-two men, 408 rounds
72 hits; machine-gun, 228 rounds, 69

time in getting the range.

Machine-guns are really rifles with
a mechanical feed, which supplies
them rapidly with cartridges. In all
modern patterns they are automatic in
action. The gas produced by the ex-
plosion or shock of the recoil opens
the breach, ejects the spent cartridge,
loads the rifle, closes the breach, and
fires the charge. These complicated
operations are carried out with extra-

To give an example. The Maxim
can fire at least 450 rounds a minute,
or more than seven shots per second,
and if in exceptionally good order and
cleverly -operated can discharge
rounds a minute.

In the British Army at the begin-
ning of the war the number of ma-
chine-guns was two to gach battal-
ion or cavalry regiment. In the Ger-
man army there was an extraordinary
development of the machine-gun sec-
tions shortly before the war. Indeed,
the enemy is stated to have taken the
field with 50,000 of these weapons, so
that each German battalion must have
had ten, if not more, which gave them
an enormous advantage above the Al-
lies at the outset.—Tit-Bits.

1. The Colonial Secretary may, if he
considers it expedient so to do, ap-
point a person to be Censor of the
writings, copy or matter printed or
the publications issued at any print-
ing house, printing establishment or
works, and any person so appointed
shall have the right to enter and visit
the premises with any asistant or as-
sistants, from time to time, and re-
main there for such time or times
as may be reasonably necessary, and
to examine, consider, approve or re-
ject any writing, copy or matter
printed or proposed to be printed at
or issued for publication from the
said premises, and, after the appoint-
ment of any such person and the noti-
fication thereof to the proprietor,
manager or person in charge of the
said premises, no writing, copy or
other matter shall be printed there or
issued for ©publication therefrom
which is not approved by the person
so appointed as Censor, and any such
printing or issue for publication,
without such approval, shall be deem-
ed to be a contravention of this order.

2. The printing or circulation or
procuring to be printed or circula-
ted of any letter, communication, re-
port or news concerning the opera-
tions of the present war or the move-
ment of any of the forces, naval ‘or
military, of His Majesty or of His
Majesty’s allies, or as to any of the
naval or military forces or operations
of His Majesty or of His Majesty’s
allies connected with or for the pur-
pose of the war, or criticising or com-
menting upon the policy, proceedings
or action of the Government of any
neutral state, if such printing or cir-
culation or any of the statements con-
tained in such letter, communication,
report or news be likely to cause dis-
affection to His Majesty or to prevent,
hinder or interfere with the success
of the forces by land or by sea of His
Majesty or of His Majesty’s allies, or
to prejudice His Majesty’s relations
with any foreign state or otherwise
to assist or encourage the enemy, or
to prevent, embarrass or hinder the
successful prosecution of the war,
shall be deemed to be a contravention
of this order, and, in any prosecutlon
for or in respect of any such offence
instituted by the authority of the At-
torney General, it shall be presumed,
in the absence of proof to the con-
trary, that the printing or circulation
of the statements in respect of which
the prosecution is brought were like-
ly to cause disaffection to His Majes-
ty or to prevent, hinder or interfere
with the success of the forces by land
or by sea of His Majesty or of His
Majesty’s allies or to prejudice His
Majesty’s relations with a foreign
state ,or otherwise to assist or en-
courage the enemy or to prevent, em-
barrass or hinder the successful
prosecution of the war.

3. For any contravention of this or-
der the offender shall be liable upon
indictment to imprisonment for a

.| term not exceeding two years, and to

a fine not exceeding five thousand
dollars, or upon summary conviction
to imprisonment for a term not ex-
ceeding six months, and a fine not
exceeding two thousand dollars; and
the proprietor of the premises, and
every director or officer of any cor-
poration controlling or operating the
premises, where any such offence is
committed, shall also severally be
liable upon indictment or summary
conviction to imprisonment and fine
as aforesaid. Moreover, all copies of
any book, newspaper, periodical, pam-
phlet, or tract printed, issued, circu-
later or published in contravention
of this order, in the possession of
whomsoever they may be, may be
seized and destroyed by any peace
officer, and, if the Colonial Secretary
so direct, the printing presses, plant
and machinery within or connected
with the premises shall be seized, and
the premises may be closed indefin-
itely or for such period as the Colon-
ial Secretary may name.

Under the provisions of section Six
of the War Measures Act, 1914, His
Excellency the Governor in Council
has been pleased to approve the fol-
lowing Rules and Regulations: 4
1 No person shall, without lawful
authority, publish or communicate
any information with respect to the
movement or disposition of any of the
forces, ships, or war materials of His
Majesty or of His Majesty’s Allies, or
with respect to the plans of any naval
or military operations by any such
forces or ships, or with respect to any
works or measures undertaken for or

connected with the fortification or de-
fence of any place, if the information
is such as is calculated to be or
might be directly or indirectly useful
to the enemy.

2 No person shall, without the per-
mission of the competent naval or
military authority, make any photo-
graph, sketch, plan, model or other
representation of any of the forces or
ships of His Majesty of any of His
Majesty’s Allies, or of any naval or
military work, or of any dock or har-
bor work in connection with any
place in this Colony, and no person
in the vicinity of such forces, ships
or work, shall, without such permis-
sion, have in his possession any photo-
graphic or other -apparatus, or other
material or things suitable for use in
naking any such representation. For
the purpose of this regulation, the ex-
pression “Harbour work” includes
lights, buoys, beacons, marks, and ot-
her things for thé purpose of facili-
tating navigation in or into a harbour.
3, No person shall, by word of
mouth or in writing, spread reports
likely to create disaffection or alarm
among any of His Majesty’s forces, or
among the cividan population.

4. Any person who attempts to com-
mit, or procures, aids or abets, the
commission of any act prohibited by
the foregoing special regulations, or
harbors any person whom he knows,
or has reasonable grounds for sup-
posing, to have acted in contravention
of such regulations in like manner as
if he had committed the act.

5. No person shall, without lawful
authority, sell, give, distribute or per-
mit the selling, giving or distributing
of any newspaper, tract, or pamphlet
or any information which is forbidden
to be published or communicated un-
der paragraph one of these Orders
and Regulations,

6. No person shall, without lawful
authority, sell give, distribute or per-
mit the selling, giving or distributing
of any photograph, sketch, plan, mod-
el, or other representation which is
forbidden to be under paragraph two
of those orders and regulations.

7. Any person contravening any of
the provisions of the foregoing Orders
and Regulations shall be liable, upon
summary conviction before a Stipen-
diary Magistrate, to a penalty not ex-
ceeding five thousand dollars, or im-
prisonment for any term not exceed-
ing five years, or to both fine and im-
prisonment.

Smoke Secreens
- For Ships.

The accuracy of modern naval gun-
nery is so marvellous that the only
hope for a ship to escape being sunk
when within range of the guns is to
hide itself. That is easier said than
done, however, and there is only one

_~way in which it can be done, and that

is by means of a ‘“smoke screen.” It
it hard for one ship to hide herself
behind her own smoke, unless the
wind is favourable, but for a number
of ships to put a huge fog of black
smoke between them and their pur-
suers is comparatively easy.

The” smoke is caused by oil fuel,
and it can be turned on or off at will
by supplying more or less air to the
furnaces. It is so dense and black
that it is quite impossible to see more
than a few yards through it. It will
be remembered that Admiral Sir David
Beatty mentioned the German smoke
screen in his despatch of the battle
of the North Sea. To use his own
words, “The enemy’s destroyers emit-
ted vast columns of smoke to screen’
their battle-cruisers, and under cover
of this the latter altered their course.”

German military aviators, too, ex-
plode smoke balls in the rear of their
machines, so that, when hotly pursued.

The body will
oxidize a two-ounce quantity of alco- !
hol in twenty-four hours, and will do
it so completely that no trace of al-
cohol can be found in any excretory
substance. This simply means that
thbe unnatural heat produced i‘n the
body by the presence of the stimulant
answers, for the time being at least,
for what would otherwise be produced
by the expenditure of fats and carbo-
hydrates. These latter are the fuel

-| stored up by the body and normally

burned up in the production of neces-
sary bodily heat. When alcohol is
consumed it furnishes heat—though
not a natural heat— and this expendi-
ture is avoided.. The fat is therefofe
stored up in the body unused, and cor-
pulence is the necessary result. This,
of course, is not a normal condition
nor a proper process. It becomes
thore unnatural with increasing; use
of alcohol.”—Tit-Bits.

THEIR TRICKS AND. WILES,

There is no limit to the daring and
effrontery of spies in France, and so
necessary is it to take every precau-
tion against them that conversation
between soldiers and civilians is view-
ed with grave disfavour by the au-
thorities.

“In these times,” the Morning Post
contfnues, “we must not stand upon
the order'/of our doing. We have a
right to demand of the countries con-
cerned that they declare themselves
If Greece

let us use our army and navy to free
her from that faction.”

Wounded,
But Willin’!

Telling of Some Interesting Mar-
riages That Have Taken Place
Recently.

“Do I get a marriage license here?
I mean a ten-shilling one for a sol-
dier.” .
“My fiance is home on forty-eight
hours’ leave, and we want to be mar-
ried while we've got the chance,” she
confided, after she had made the ne-
cessary; statements and filled in the
form. “We should have been married
at Easter, but for the war, and when
he enlisted I was up in Scotland, and
he went out to the Front before we
could arrange things. He’s been
wounded, and now he’s coming home
we're going to make sure of each
other!”

No Time for Banns.

She handed over her ten shillings.
Then, with more smiles and thanks,
she made her way outside to show the
precious document to a friend who
was waiting for her.

“Large numbers of men in both
services have taken advantage of this
reduced fee,” remarked the clerk. “Of
eourse, you know it would be two
pounds in the ordinary way, but last
October the archbishops arranged that
marriage licenses should be issued for
soldiers and sailors at a cheaper rate,
when they cannot afford the full fee.

“Men in the service don’t get much
chance these days to have their banns
¢alled in the usual way in church. By
the time they were called on the sec-
ond Sunday the intending bridegroom
would be back in the Dardanelles or
trenches, or moved to some camp a
hundred miles or more away; and,
of course, the full fee of two pounds
was more than some of them could’
manage.”

“I suppose the conditions under
which the license is issued are the
same?” I queried.

“Oh, yes. The party taking out the
license must have resided fifteen days
in the parish where the wedding is to
take place.”

“This war must have upset a good
many young folks’ wedding arrange-
ments?”’

“Of course it has. Why, some of
them had already had their banns
called once or twice, and then had to
put off the wedding because of the
bridegroom going to the Front. So
now they take the first opportunity to
come back and get a license.

“The news of the reduced fees soon
reached the trenches, and now every
time a batch of our brave fellows come
home on leave it means a rush here
for the licenses. Quite pathetic it is,
too, to see the wounded chaps come
along with their swethearts, who are
as proud as ever they can be of their
boys on crutches, or bandaged, or
maybe with an empty sleeve. They
may be wounded, but they are quite
willing to wed.”

“Do you often have the girls come
to take the license out instead of the
men?” I queried.

He laughed.

“More often than the men them-
selves. It’s wonderful how shy Tom-
my and Jack often are at this busi-
ness, and fellows who have covered
themselves with glory, and would face
a dozen Germans single-handed with-
out flinching, are as nervous as pos-
sible when it comes to paying a visit
here. I've known a fine young -chap
in khaki to stop outside while his bet-
ter-palf-to-be came to fix things up.
