Under the provision of the War Measure Act, au-
thority is given to the Minister of Militia to deal with
the matter of augmentation of pay of the Royal Naval
Reservists, Nfld., in consultation with the Senior
Naval Officer, St. John’s. :

It is ordered that a sum of 33c. per day be placed
to the credit of each Naval Reservist from the time of
commencement of the war, in cases where men were
then serving, or otherwise, from the time when their
services began up to the time of discharge, or of death,
or to the 30th of September, 1917, inclusive.

As the rate of pay of Naval Reservists was in-

creased from October 1st, 1917, and as the difference
between the amount they receive and that allowed the
members of The Royal Newfoundland Regiment is
17¢. per day, this difference will also be credited them
from that date.

The foregoing amounts will not in any case be
made a payment from Admiralty sources. The Min-
ister of Militia, St. John’s, Nfld., is solely responsible
for the issue of any sums due. j

“‘Th:Vicfory Loan.

The popularity of Newfoundland's
proposed Victory Loan appears to be
agsured, that is if the various expres-
gions of opinion coming in are to be
accepted as a criterion. And there is
no reason to helieve otherwise. Since
announcing that a local loan was feas-
fble and pointing out that nothing
whatever stood in the way of floating
thig loan providing that it was made
attractive and non assessable for tax-
es, this paper has mnot made any
lengthy comments on the measure,
preferring to let public opinion shape
itself. Had such been unfavorable,
we should have met the hostile argu-
ments and controverted them. Being
favorably received, and generally ap-
proved of, nothing now stands in the
way of the Government’s getting down
to business and placing the Bonds on
the market. But the resultant success
of Newfoundland’s first endeavour to
raise money at home, will have to be
calculated by the provisions of the
Loan Bill, now before the Legislature.
It will easily be observed that an
Income Tax and a Local Loan are in-
compatible. Our able correspondent
‘Vigilance’ has pointed out that ob-
jectionable feature and produced the
opinions of jurists and political econ-
omists in substantiation of his state-
ments. These. we commend to the
Government. They are worth consid-
eration.

The next important item consists“in
the denominations of the Bond issue
and the repayable term. The Canadian
Loan of Dec., 1917 was offered in
three maturities, the choice of which
was optional with _the subscriber,
namely:

5 year Bonds due December, 1922,

10 year Bonds due December, 1827,

20 year Bonds due December, 1987.

With interest payable (without
charge) half yearly on June 1st and
December 1st at any branch of any
chartered Bank in Canada. The de-
nominations of these Bonds were
$50, $100, $500 and $1,000. With the
{ssue price at par, bearing interest at
B% per cent, per annum, They are
free from taxes, including any income
tax, imposed subsequently by any
enactment of the Canadian Parlia-
ment, The payments are arranged se
that the 20 year {ssues give a nett ine
terest yleld of 561 per cent.! the 10
year, 6,68 per cent, and the § yoar an
{nterest yield of 6,81 per eent. If gub-
geriptions are-paid in full en eertain
{nstalment dates, further provisien is
made for diseount, whieh inereases
the nett interest yield, Holders of
Deminion of Canada Debenture stock,
due Oetober 1gt, 1010 and of the three
preceding issues of Canada War
L.oans, are given the privilege of sur=
vendering such Ponds in part payment
for the Vietory L.oan issue.

The Canadian terms appear to be
worth accepting as, a standard for
Newfoundiand's Loan, only it should
be borne in mind that instead of the
minimum for this country being
$60, it should be placed at $20, and
the maximum at $500, with in betwee!
denominations of $50, $100 and $200,
all bearing interest at the rate of 6
per cent. with a special discount for
payment in full of total subscription.
These Bonds should also be non-
assessable, and negotiable as w2ll as
redeemable, so that if a holder be-
comes embarrassed temporarily, he
could convert his holdings into cash,
either through the Departrfient of Fin-
ance or at any chartered Bank doing
business in Newfoundland. The ma-
turing period should not be for long-
er than ten years, excepting in the
denomination of $500, which should
be for 20 years, as the men with the
most money would naturally purchase
the high denomination issues at the
maximum maturity_period as a safe
and substantial investment. The sur-
render of Newfoundland debentures in
part payment could also be arranged.
There are many other reasons why, if
properly carried out, this proposed
joan would meet with the success it
deserves, and it should be easy for
the Government to make the issue at-
tractive and profitable. But it must
be free from any political taint or
pplmul influence, Solicitation of:sub-
scriptions should be placed in  the

charge of thoroughly competent can-
vassers. A newspaper advertising
campaign is an essential, and a pro-
perly gualified advertising manager
should be engaged.

Worse Than a Blunder,

Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—In looking over what purports
to be a report of proceedings of the
House of Assembly on Saturday last,
I notice that the Minister of Finance,
when moving the House into “ommit-
tee of the Whole to consider the New
Loan Bill, is alleged to have said,—
“the Security is gilt edge, the British
Empire,” The natural inference to
be drawnp by the general public, from
this statement, proceeding from a Min-
ister of the Crown is, that the Imperial
Government will be responsible for the
due payment of interest and principal
of the proposed Loan, if this Colony
should default in the payment of the
same. If the statement did not mean
that, then it meant nothing, and was
simply clap trap. But coming rom the
Minister of Finance it is very serious
clap trap indeed, because it i{s calcu-
lated to deceive many who may con-
tribute to the Loan, And, if the Min-
{ster of Finance was not authorized
to pledge the Imperial Government ag
security for the due payment of the
Loan, and the interest thereon, as the
same shall fall due, them, it will be
recognised that unless his statement
in explained or withdrawn the Ueverns
ment may later on flad themsslves
eonfronted with the echarge of ebtain-
ing meney under false pretences, I
would very respeetfully direet the ats
tention of the Prime Minister to this
worse than blunder. 1 say worse than
blunder, for I feel quite sure that the
imperial Government has not and will
not guarantee the Loan, as we are
not a Crown Colony #8 yet, and such
a guarantee would be incompatible
with our position under Responsible
Government.

tion, is the security of the revenues of
this Coleny. When those fail to re-
spond to the Colony’'s liabilitles we
become bankrupt, and then we shall
be taken over by the Imperial Govern-
ment as a Crown Colony, or handed
over by the Imperial Governgent to
the Dominion of Canada.

THE WAR.

The events of thé past. week in the
various theatres and departments of
the war call for little comment. The
lull that precedes the certain renewal
of the storm continues, and strength-
ons, by .each day's pestponement, the
Allies’ confidence and power to resist
it when it comes, It may be prema-
ture to say that the German offensive
has been broken, but it is beginning
to look like it, As the best ~critics
predicted some weeks ago, the ene-
my's successive attacks have been
each of shorter duration than its pre-
decessor and achieved less; and he 8
most elearly at a loss already where
to deliver the next., That alone is the
best earnest of his fallure. Yet he is
under the necessity of attacking some-
where, and speedily. Thus he will
lose more men and the balance of su-
perior reserve on the Allies’ side
doubly increase, from that cause, and
from the {npouring reinforcements
from America, which have already
reached the heartening figure of half
a million. The inevitable course of
events should tell a far different story
at the end of the summer than Wwe
have been reading since March 21st.
Apart from this generally encour-
aging inactivity, comparatively speak-
ing, on the battlefronts, the most note-
worthy feature of the news has been
the splendid naval offensive against
the submarines, Whether or not Os-
tend and Zeebrugge are blocked, &
little more success will render them
so, and the U-boat piracy be robbed
of a good half of its effectiveness.
And apart from results, the raids have
been the finest possible evidence of
the pluck and fighting spirit of the
British tar. The traditions of the
Navy are more than a figure of speech.

THE EXTENSION BILL.

Let us be thankful for small mer-
cies. By virtue of the amendment
passed in the Council yesterday, which
I presume will be accepted in the
House, the life of our “parliament”
will be prolonged for a year only, in-
stead of the originally intended eight-
een months or more. It is six months
too long as it is, but at least it means
that the next regular session will see
a fully constituted Government in har-
ness. This improvement  should now
be followed by the insertion of a pro-
vision for the holding of the neces-
sary bye-elections. If these elemen-
tary acts of justice are performed,

critics and opponents will make its
task of carrying out the conscriptive
measure more dificult than it need
be.

ly as I have already said. “Let all go
to Labrador as before,” advises this
Minister of the Crown. The answer is,
if any man between 19 and 24 does 80,
he should be arrested and with him
anyone aiding and abetting him. Nor
{s it dificult to see in every line Mr.
Coaker's intention, as far as he can
carry it out, to postpone the enforce-
ment of the Act to as distant-a date
as possible, and the heartfelt wish
that it may not be necessary to en-
force it at all. As a mere expression
of views towards the war by a private
citizen, the letter would be reprehen-
sible enough; it is difficult to imagine
that the Cabinet Minister who wrote it
is allowed to retain his seat a single
day.

SAYS ITS ALL LIES,

BERLIN, To-day.

The British attempt to block the
harbour of Ostend was a failure, ac-
cording to an official report issued to-
day. An old eruiser, entirely battered
to pieces, lies aground before the bhar-
bor, but outside the navigation chan-
nel, and the entrance to the harboy is
quite free. The report eomtinues, at
three a.m. Friday, British naval forces
after a violent bombardment, made a
blockading attack on Ostend. Meny
enemy ships under the protection of
artificial fog, tried to force their way
jnto the harbour were driven off by
the excellently directed fire of our
coastal batteries. Only dead men were
found on board the stranded vessel,
two survivors of whose crew leaped
overboard, and were captured, accord-
ing to information received. At least
two enemy motor boats were shot
away, and one monitor badly dam-
aged. The blockading attempt there-
fore was a complete failure, and once
again the enemy has sacrificed human
lives and ships in vain.

REVIEW OF EVENTS,

German submarine operations from
the harbor of Ostend, have been seri-
ously hampered for a time, if not ren-

‘dered impossible by a daring raid

made on the harbor by the British
forces on Friday morning. An offi-
cial statement issued by the British
Admiralty, says the Channel leading
out of the inner harbor has been
completely blocked by the hulk of the
old cruiser Vindictive, which was
manoeuvred into position under heavy
fire and then suank by ‘bombs. It ap-
pears, however, that there is doubt
that the entire Channel is blocked, one
report saying that the ship lies at an
angle and doesn’t absolutely inter-
rupt the use of the fairway. The Ger-
man official report concerning the
raid says the attempt was a failure,
and the hulk of the cruiser lies out-
side of the navigation Channel. This
may be compared to the report issued
on April 24th, the day following the
raid on Zeebrugge, which claimed
that no damage was done to the Mole
or Harbor there, but subsequent
events have proved that the damage
done by the raid on April 23rd, was
of a serious nature. It is pointed out
that the obstruetion in the Channel at
Ostend will tend to eventually close
the harbor, through the action of the
tides and the rapid silting up of the
harbor. If Ostend and Zeebhrugge are
removed as ports from which the Ger-
man U-beats may be operated, the
Germarns apparently will be compelled
to withdraw their submarines to their
home ports. In this cennection it is
interesting to note that a week ago
it was said that the greaest mine
field known to naval overations, had
been planted in the North Sea to.com-
bat the submarines. It.was.confident-
ly stated that the area of this mine
field would be 121,782 square miles,
and that it would he comnleted May
15th. ~Some months ago Admiral Jel-
licoe of the British Navy. said that the
submarine menace would he met by
Aungust 1st, and it is possible that he
had the blncking of the harbors of Os-
tend and Zeebrugge, and the laying of

Never before in History has a War been planned
like this. Hitherto all wars have had some sort of
pretext of right or impulse of passion. It has been re-
served to the German military party to plot wilfully
l‘:;‘dd wantonly a great crime against the peace of man-

nd.

And the hypocrisy with which Germany supports
the crime makes it still more abominable. As Judas
treated the Christ, Germany is treating Civilization.
Under appeals to God, Germany masks the utmost
malignities of the devil. The German nation to-day
knows no Law except that of the pagan, the liar, the
ravisher, the murderer. They are a curse let loose on
the Earth. And the task demanded of all of us is to
fight and conquer this curse just as in our moral life
we are bound to figcht and conquer Sin. The Cause is
a far broader and holier Cause than that which im-
pelled the Crusaders against the Saracens.

We may thank God that the greater nations of the
World have realised the justice of the Cause; and I
believe that every man in Newfoundland will one day
be thankful that he was at least asked to face this
question—“Is it not my higher duty to go out and save
humanity from destruction?”

Remember that your wives, your children, your
cottages, your boats, are in positive danger if the Ger-
man breaks through France. As he is treating the
foolish Russians, so he will treat every nation whom
he touches—America, Canada, Newfoundland, are to
him mere obiectives for his greedy brutality. He is
entirely evil, he has no sense of right and no feelings

of Mercy.

This mass of incarnate selfishness is held back by
the strong arm of the Allies in France. Will any man
of British race decline to do all he can to defeat and

crush it?

At this moment the need is specially great, for the
Germans are now desperate. They begin to realise
the truth of that dread decree “He that takes the
sword, shall perish with the sword”. At no horror
will they hesitate if they can but escape the punish-
ment that is their due.

Now on every man and woman among us lies the
duty to bear a hand in administering that punishment
a duty not only to ourselves but to posterity. If age
or health prevent some of us from going they de not
prevent us from following the greatest example ever
set to mankind and making the sacrifice of that which
is dearest to our hearts.
