Reliable 
reports from Budapest say that the 
Rumanians have taken sixty per cent, 
of the Hungarian locomotives in good 
repair, ninety-five per cent, of the 
passenger equipment of the railways, 
and 5000 freight cars.

ARRESTED BY GERMANS.
COPENHAGEN, Aug. 28.

Three members of the British miss­
ion to Lithuania were arrested by 
German soldiers and taken to Mitau, 
according to Riga despatches to the 
Lettish press bureau. The British 
mission at Riga subsequently secured 
the release of the men.

BOOSTING HINBENBÜRG.
BERLIN, Aug. 27.

The National Liberals are booming 
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg for 
the presidency in the first elections 
to be held under the new constitution. 
The directorate of the party urges the 
obliteration of party lines in the init­
ial election for the president of the 
new republic and calls upon the 
voters to rally round the man whose 
name has been “the epitome of faith­
ful service to the country in war, in 
victory, and in the hour of need.”

IMMIGRATION BILL’S
SECOND READING.

MELBOURNE, Aug. 28.
(Reuter Despatch.)—The amended 

Immigration Bill for the exclusion of 
anarchists and former enemy subjects 
for five years has received its second 
reading in the House of Representa­
tives. The measure was opposed by 
the Labor members, who contended 
that it was possible that the bill 
would be used against workers.

NO NATAL REDUCTION.
LONDON. Aug. 28.

(Reuter Despatch.)—A cable to 
the “Times” from Wellington, New 
Zealand, states that, in replying to 
a deputation of the Navy League, Ad­
miral Sir John Jellicoe stated that 
any great reduction in the naval ex­
penditure of Great Britain will be 
impossible, and it is , likely to remain 
at about a pound per head. New 
Zealand, if it desired to do its share 
in maintaining the navy, should also 
contribute a pound per head, either 
in cash or as a New Zealand unit 
maintained and trained in complete 
uniformity with the imperial fleet 
and in no way tied merely to the 
shores of New Zealand.

IRISH SUPPORT FOR HENDERSON.
LONDON. Aug. 28. 

Arthur Henderson will receive the 
whole Irish vote in the Widens bve 
election. It numbers about 4,000. T. P 
O’Connor writes assuring that the 
Irish voters will send the Government 
a message that the regime of orange 
militarism in Ireland, to which the 
Liberal Prime Minister is not. assumed 
to give his sanction and assistance, 
must come to an end. Mr. Fisher, Mr. 
Henderson’s opponent, supports the 
system of limited home rule but ex­
presses himself as opposed to coercion 
of Ulster. Mr. Fisher also challenges 
Mr. Henderson to prove by documents 
his assertions regarding the power 
he alleges was given him to assume 
the Russian Ambassadorship, but Mr. 
Henderson declines to discuss this 
matter further. A “Times” special cor­
respondent says it is not improbable 
that the voting will be largely influ­
enced by the electors’ judgement on 
Mr. Henderson’s personal integrity, 
for personal questions are rapidly be­
ing exalted to the supreme issue of 
the election.

BIG SALE TO FRANCE.
WASHINGTON, D.C., Aug. 28.

The sale to France for $400,000.000, 
of all American expeditionary force 
property in that country, except that 
withheld for return to the United 
States and for the use of troops re­
maining, is provided for in a con­
tract signed with the French Gov­
ernment. The war department was 
advised to-day by its special liquida­
tion commission that payment will be 
made in ton year gold bonds, bearing 
interest at the rate of five per cent, 
from Aug. 1, 1928.

Traps Doing Well.
Two men who arrived from Renews 

to-day inform the Telegram that fish 
has been very plentiful in that neigh­
borhood the past few days, and those 
who have their traps in the water 
have done exceptionally well. There 
are several northern schooners there 
trap fishing and are securing a good 
voyage. It is to be regretted that 
so many of the fishermen have taken 
in their traps, under the mistaken 
idea that the fish are not to be 
caught in the twine after a certain 
date. The old fishermen are of opin­
ion that we cannot regulate the 
movements of the finny tribe even 
by act of parliament, and thus those 
who have kept their twine in the water 
have been rewarded.

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FEAR OF EVIL, The Tramp Comes Back

The First Showing

With the gradual restoration of 
peace conditions, tramps are reported 
to be reappearing on many roads. The 
period of demobilisation has mobilis*- 
ed them; after having been myster­
iously stabilised during the war, they j 
are once more drifting along their 
accustomed channels, to the renewed 
annoyance of the settled population. 
Their disappearance during the past 
four or five years has been one of 
the most curious of the minor social 
phenomena of the time.

“The casual wards and the *beg- 
gar’s bushes’ on the heath will again 
become the daily and nightly recep­
tacles of these dismal figures, whom 
the accustomed control of the police 
will no doubt prevent from becoming 
a serious menace,” says the Times, 
discussing. “The return of the Vag­
rant." But in any vision of a brighter 
England the elimination of these 
waste products of humanity must 
take its place. It is almost hopeless 
to attempt to reclaim adult vagrants, 
the arguments in favour of hiding 
them, should be regarded with great 
mistrust. Out of sight is out of 
mind.

“A demand for driving vagrants off 
the roads and streets is often due to 
a desire, not to improve their con­
dition, but to be rid of a visible off­
ence. Most vagrants are well acquain­
ted with the law as it applies to them­
selves, and have too little energy and 
initiative to transgress it seriously. 
Sc long as they keep within its 
bounds, there is no sufficient justifi­
cation for forbidding them to follow 
the only life for which they are fit. 
On the other hand, the most vigilant 
efforts must be made to prevent their 
children from following in their foot­
steps; and where the law is found, in 
practice, to be insufficient to secure 
them a healthy upbringing and prop­
er education, it should be strength­
ened.

“Much false sentiment prevails »- 
bout the charms of vagrancy and the 
benefits of sleeping under the stars. 
The stars do not always shine, and 
there is no benefit in sleeping in the 
rain. The first need, in dealing with 
this question, is for the educated pub­
lic to clear its mind of the notion that 
tramps are alluring And romantiq, 
creatures of finer clay. George Bor­
row laughed at his gipsies in his 
sleeve, whereas too many of his read­
ers take them seriously. Most vag­
rants, moreover, are far inferior to 
gipsies of the type which Borrow des­
cribed, alike in mind, morals, and 
physique. Vagrancy is a brutalising 
existence, which few of those who 
have eulogised it have lived for long.”

A PERSONAL TRIBUTE.
; Editor Evening Telegram

Dear Sir,—As one who had the hea- 
; our of knowing him personally I 
[ should like. Sir, with your permission, 

to pay a tribute to the memory of the 
great statesman and soldier whose 

1 sudden passing was announced in yes- 
! terday's press despatch from Pretoria,

General Botha and I were colleagues 
; at the Imperial Conference of 1911, 

and during the five weeks of the Con­
ference, and subsequently at the Coro­
nation festivities of thaLyear, we met 
almost daily. Among the most inter­
esting of my memories are the fre­
quent talks I had with him at the 
Hotel Cecil in London, where we Over­
seas representatives all stayed. It is 
impossible to describe the charm of 
his personality. All who met him 
loved him. He was easily the most 
popular visitor to England on that oc­
casion. None, except His Majesty the 
King, on the day of the Royal Pro­
cession through London, evoked so 
much enthusiasm; and he took the ac­
clamation he everywhere received with 
the quiet dignity of a strong man, 
one possessing that simplicity of man­
ner and modesty of nature we always 
like to find associated with greatness 
—without which, indeed, true great­
ness is seldom found.

In recounting my experiences of that 
year I have always said that the most 
striking situation in the course of the 
Conference was seen when, by invita­
tion of the Prime Minister, Mr. As­
quith, the representatives of the Do­
minions sat on the Committee of Im­
perial Defence, during the days the 
Foreign policy and the defences of the 
Empire were under review. Not only 
Sir Edward Grey, the Foreign Secre­
tary, but Lord Haldane, the Minister 
for War, and Mr. McKenna, the First 
Lord of the Admiralty, addressed us— 
unfolding Britain’s foreign policy, her 

| naval and military programmes, and 
the strong and weak points in our de­
fences. All this, of course, at secret 
sittings. At the table with us sat 
Lord Kitchener, Sir John French and 
other men famous in the Boer War; 
and, as it happened, opposite to them 
sat Botha—General Botha. How the 
whirligig of time brought in its re­
venges ! It was only a few years pre­
vious that Botha, as Commander of 
the Boer forces, showed what courage, 
resource and military genius he pos­
sessed. The resolute, active, daunt­
less, elusive foe of England—there he 
sat at that Secret Council listening to 
the views of the Foreign Office, the 
War Office and the Admiralty. But 
the man was indeed worthy of this 
trust and confidence. He was not 
only the greatest Boer General of the 
South African War, but the leading 
spirit and guiding mind of both British 
and Boer since that war; the man to 
whom South Africa, in large mea­
sure, owed the Union it had so splen­
didly and rapidly achieved, and of 
which he became the first Prime Min­
ister.

You could not be in General Botha’s 
company five minutes without feeling 
convinced of his absolute Ipyalty to 
the Empire. I remember well his 
speech on the opening day of the Con­
ference when he said: “We have come 
to lay a wreath from South Africa on 
the grave of our beloved friend King 
Edward the Peacemaker, and to assure 
His Majesty King George of our devot­
ed loyalty to his throne and person.” 
One felt that the man who took the 
oath of allegiance to the British Crown 
at Vereeniging meant to keep that oath. 
In several subsequent speeches I 
heard him deliver, he dealt in words of 
simple' but impressive eloquence with 
the priceless boon of British liberty and 
with the necessity of strengthening 
the bonds of Empire. He was obvious­
ly proud of his new allegiance, 
and in every vote he cast and in every­
thing he said at the Conference he 
showed his loyalty to the Crcmi, and 
his desire for a permanent and closer 
Imperial unity.

General Botha’s achievements dur­
ing the recent Great War—his con- 

1 quest of German South West Africa,
. his suppression of rebellion, his mis­
sion to Poland since the armistice, and 

i his statesmanlike bearing at the Peace 
Conference—all these are fresh in our 
minds. It is hard that the end should 
come so suddenly, and so soon after 
his return to his own country. Soldier 
and statesman, he will be mourned 

, by all true friends of the British Com­
monwealth.

Dealing with a proposed 
method of changing the climate 
of Newfoundland and of the 
eastern section of Canada, the 
article was of much local inter­
est, although, it cannot be de­
nied, it was written in a far­
fetched, hyperbolied style.

The suggested plan is “sim­
ply” to build a great dam across 
the Strait of Belle Isle and 
thereby cut off the Arctic cur­
rent and turn it out into the 
Atlantic. In this way the Gulf 
Stream would not be turned off 
to the south of us and set 
across to England but allowed 
to flow north and bring with it 
the balmy breath of the sunny 
south. The undertaking, at the 
first glance, seems to be a gigan­
tic, if not impossible, one, and 
there will be many who will 
doubt the possibility of its ac­
complishment. When we re­
member the great feats of sci­
ence that have been made in 
other parts of the world, how­
ever, our doubt should be dissi­
pated and our fears set at rest.

And wouldn’t it be convenient 
—instead of spending a mint of 
money in “going south,” we 
could simply remain at home 
and receive the benefit of the 
southern breezes and heat?

If 
a booklet showing the auto numbers, 
and names of owners was procurable 
at bookstores, it would tend to stop 
a lot of joy riding, as everyone would 
know whose car was in such a place, 
etc.

Congratulations
The Telegram congratulates 

the Inspector General of Police 
upon his prompt action in the 
matter of speeding. i

Last evening a party of po­
lice, numbering four, was sta­
tioned on Cornwall Avenue and 
remained there until nearly 
eleven o’clock. Several cars 
were stopped and altogether a 
splendid night’s work was done.

One car without tail-light 
passed along and refused to 
stop at the command of the 
squad. A police officer, who 
stood out to hold the car up, was 
almost killed when the driver 
refused to obey and continued 
on at a breakneck speed. If the 
constable had not jumped back 
in time he certainly would have 
been knocked down.

The only clue gotten by the 
squad was that the car was a 
Ford. If the officer had been 
killed it would have been the 
same. No other clew would 
have been offering and the con­
temptible culprit would have 
escaped the just penalty of his 
crime.

It is up to the Motor Associa­
tion, now, to set enquiries going 
to discover the driver of the 
Ford car. If' it fails to make 
enquiries only one construction 
can be put on the matter : the 
Motor Association is a farce and 
a joke.

Speeding must go. The safe­
ty of citizens must not be 
jeopardized by reckless road- 
hogs who have not the first re­
semblance to manhood.

Citizens should co-operate 
with the Inspector General, now, 
and keep a vigilant look-out for 
speeding cars and their num­
bers. These should be passed 
over to him with the offer to 
give condemnatory evidence. In 
this way every citizen will be­
come an officer of the law and 
speeding will be put down.

As before stated, the Inspect­
or General deserves much praise 
for his promptness in attending 
to the matter once it had been 
brought to his notice. He should 
not end his efforts there, how­
ever, but beconîe even more 
vigilant and unceasing vin his 
fight to put down speeding and 
the road-hog.

The Adelaide Street reform 
will remain a monument to the 
energy of 3£r. Hutchings, and 
this reform will add the climax.

Speeding must go. The road- 
hog must be placed where he 
rightfully belongs.

Service-the Evening Telegram.

C. C. C. Camp.

The Annual Sports Day Athletics 
In connection with the C.C.C. camp, 
took place at the camp grounds “Pow- 
Ærscourt,” Manuels, on Wednesday 
afternoon and although the weather 
conditions were unfavourable In ,the 
city for sports the weather man was 
in better form at Manuels and the 
sports were held without any interfer­
ence from weather conditions except­
ing the usual "rain showers" so pre­
valent in our climate.

In the relay race a 
most exciting contest took place be­
tween the Boy Scouts and Cadets, the 
Cadets winning by a slight margin, 
Halley giving Russell a most gamy 
fight at the finish, the winning team 
were Ptes.

The Tragedy of Beauty.
LOVELY WOMEN WHOSE ATTRAC­

TIONS HAVE SNARED THEM 
TO DISHONOR AND SHAME.

Bohemia had hardly recovered from 
the shock of Billie Carleton's untime­
ly death, when the West End was sud­
denly horrified to hear of a tragedy 
hardly less terrible—the suicide cf 
another outstanding beauty, Mrs. 
Atherton.

Say what one will, there cannot he 
the slightest doubt that to scores of 
women beauty in the long run is noth­
ing more or léss than a curse. Just 
as in the far-off days it was a curse 
to Cleopatra, or fifteen hundred years 
afterwards to Mary Queen of Scots, 
so it has been through all the stages 
of human history.

From a Scottish Village.

Near the village of Davidson's 
Mains, Midlothian, stands a school- 
house which for a number of years 
visitors came from far and near to 
have a peep at, it being the place 
where another famous beauty receiv­
ed her early education—Evelyn Thaw.
A beautiful child she was, attracting ! 
universal attention, even when only 
ten or twelve ; but how many of those 
who smiled approvingly on her bud­
ding loveliness could have guessed at 
the appalling tragedy that was soon 
to cloud the very dawn of her woman­
hood—a tragedy embracing the mur­
der of the American millionaire, 
Stanford "White, the sensational trial 
and sentence of Harry Thaw, and the 
wrecking of a life, which a few years 
previous was brimful of nought but 
the, highest hope.

Take the case of one of those ex­
traordinary beauties the Gunnings. 
So exquisitively beautiful were these j 
fair sisters, it will be remembered, 
that when they walked out in the ; 
London parks, they were provided j 
with an armed escort to keep the 
crowds from inconveniencing them. 
Yet in spite of the worldly advan­
tages their beauty procured for them 
—for one the heart of a duke, for the 
other that of an earl—tragic in the 
extreme were the last days of one of 

j these wonderful women. 
j When in the course of years her 
j beauty began to fade, she took to ar­
tificial means to improve her appear­
ance, and in the end so poisoned her 
system that her life was despaired 
of. The woman who was all sunshine 
and happiness when the world was at 
her feet, could no longer bear up when 
the adverse winds of circumstances 
howled round her castle walls.

The Friend of Nelson.

“Now that I can no longer be beau­
tiful, let me die,” was one of her last 
utterances ; not surely a very exalted 
or inspiring declaration to come from 
the lips of one fast approaching 
death.

Though she has been in her grave 
nigh on a hundred years now, people 
have not ceased to rave of Lady Ham­
ilton, the friend of Nelson, the en­
chantress' of the painter Romney, the 
woman who, from poverty and ob­
scurity, rose to such fame and power j 
as to count in her. train some of the 
most distinguished men in Europe. ! 
How many are aware, however, that j 
at the very time when her beauty was 
at its very height, the fair Emma j 
wrote to Greville that she was so ob-

jectly miserable that she proposed re­
turning to Scotland, even if she had 
to walk barefooted through the snow, 
determined first to put an end to his 
life, and after that, her own?

One of the loveliest women of her 
day wa.=f Elizabeth Lindley, the girl 
who eloped with Sheridan. "The 
Beauty of the Bath" was the name by 
which this wonderful woman was 
known in her younger days, yet at 
one time so aggrieved was she by 
the attention of a suitor with whom 
she wished to have nothing to do, 
that she, in spite of her youth and 
beauty, actually attempted to poison 
herself.

right would they force me to submit 
to this indignity—to be the object to 
be stared at and ridiculed by a vulgar 
crowd?

Doubtless if pressure is brought to 
bear upon Holland, the ex-Kaiser will 
be handed over, or he may even go so 
far as to voluntarily surrender him­
self to the League of Nations. But, it 
is far more probable that the ex-Kaiser 
will have been smuggled out of Hol­
land by the Prussian militarists, who 
have vowed he shall never be placed 
on his trial, before this is actually ac­
complished.

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New Climate * 
Aim of Newfoundland,

Big Dominion Is Planning Scheme to 
Keep Back Ice From Arctic and 
Produce Balmy Weather.
St. John’s, N.F,. Aug. 17.—New­

foundland Is contemplating changing 
Its climates. The impossible of a 
decade ago is the every-day affair of 
to-day, -so why shouldn’t a country 
change its climate if it doesn’t like 
it?

The climate of

Newfoundland al­

though by no means a very cold one, 
would be changed if a breakwater 
were built across the Straits of Belle 
Isle, between the island and the 
main land and the cold Labrador 
current weW shunted out into the 
Atlantic ocean. Such a dam is being 
seriously considered. It would cost 
an immense sum of money but en­
gineers say it presents few difficulties.

The Labrador current at present is 
the chief factor in moulding the cli­
mate not only of Newfoundland but of 
the maritime provinces of Canada and 
of New England. Coming down from 
the Arctic ocean, it pours through the 
Straits of Belle Isle and, circulating 
around the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
washes with its cold flood the coast 
of Newfoundland, Quebec, New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia. Then passing 
through Cabot Strait, it turns south 
and sweeps along New England. Its 
strong southward flow acts as aOcold 
wedge which pries the Gulf Stream 
away from all these coasts and shunts 
that ocean river, bearing the warmth 
of the tropics, off northeastward 
across the ocean.

If the Bell Isle dam is built the 
Labrador current would be blocked 
out of the Gulf of St. Lawrence and, 
sheering off southeast, would miss the 
mainland and continue to effect only 
the northeastern coast of Newfound­
land. The Gulf Stream then would 
ease in against the continent and, 
flowing into the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
warm all the surrounding shores and 
islands.

The Gulf Stream is responsible for 
the mild winter climate of England 
and northern France. England is far­
ther north than Newfoundland. If 
after cooling off in its long passage 
across the northern seas, the Gulf 
Stream is still such a factor in temper­
ing England’s climate, it would have 
an even greater effect, it is believed, 
in tempering the winter climate of 
eastern Canada and New England.

The climate of Newfoundland is not 
as cold as that of Canada or many 
parts of New England, but the Island­
ers are not satisfied and are of the 
opinion that if the project were real­
ized, its influence would be felt far in­
land. The mouth of the St. Lawrence 
river is in the same latitude as south­
ern Alberta. Yet while the St. Law­
rence ports are blocked with ice in 
winter, there is only light snowfalls on1 
the prairie farmlands of southern Al­
berta and livestock graze out of doors 
all the year round. Alberta is an illus-
