“Generous hearted people hare 
ottered to pay board for a deserted 
eat. Tet children are allowed to live 

’ under the most wretched conditions.
—News item in yesterday’s Telegram.

There are hobbies and there 
are fads, as likewise there are 

■ hobbyists and faddists. Is there 
a great deal of difference be-j 
tween the two, or is the faddist 

; a more extreme specimen than 
I the hobbyist? Standard diction- 
I aries define the word Fad as a 

hobby; (but it will be noticed 
; that they do not define a hobby 
: as a fad) a whim; a craze ; a 

custom, amusement, etc., fol­
lowed for a time with exag­
gerated zeal. A Hobby is defin- 

• ed as “a subject or plan to which 
a hobbyist is constantly revert- 

1 ing; a favorite and ever recurr­
ing subject of discourse thought 
or effort ; a topic, theme or the 
like unduly occupying one’s at­
tention or interest.” As a quo­
tation “Riding a pet hobby.” 
After all there is not a great 
deal to choose from between the 

' two. A distinction without a dif­
ference, as it were. But readers 
may ask is the matter of pro­
viding “a rest house for dis­
abled horses” a hobby or a fad? 
In our opinion it is neither. The 
exaggerated zeal of those who 
propose an asylum for worn out 
and disabled equines is born of 
a mistaken sense of the etej^ial 
fitness of things. Humanitarian- 
ism is stretched to the limit 
w’hen such are proposed, es­
pecially when the cries of starv­
ed and emaciated little children 
are ascending to high heaven 
in a prayer for food and cloth­
ing. Is this a time then to pro­
pose such an utopian idea as 
“rest houses for disabled 
horses?” Of what practical 
utility is a disabled or a diseased 
horse ? Would it not be better to 
sènd the animal to the knacker 
apd have it humanely put out of 
its misery ? When little children 
are going hungry from morning 
till night, when their adolescent 
bodies are chilled throughvand 
through for want of proper 
clothing, is it the time to or­
ganize a fund, prompted by 
maudlin sentiment, to provide a 
rest camp for disabled horses ? 
If so why not follow it up with 
a canicilium for decrepit dogs, a 
felinicilia for aged and' pauper­
ized cats, an aquarium for dis­
eased and helpless fish, a bovin- 
arium for milkless cows, and 
unything else you please? But 
don’t bother about the children. 
Let them die or live. It is only 
another instance of the sur­
vival of the fittest. “Don’t throw 
stones at stray dogs or cats,” 
said one bright and oft quoted 
genius, on Wednesday after-» 
noon. But he did not refer to the 
little waifs sheltering 'under a 
canvas covering in freezipg 
w’eather down near the steps of 
the Custom House. Another 
would' be philanthropist soared 
into higher realms and urged 
upon the children, whom he ad­
dressed, the necessity of pre­
serving the lives of our song 
birds. Tl^e ornithological speci­
mens he meant. He did not, how­
ever, dwell upon the greater ne­
cessity of keeping alive the hu­
man song birds, these boys and 
girls of misfortune, who are to­
day shivering and shrinking; 
from cold and hunger, and beg-

crustpf bread or a cast off gar- 
ment rîot at all. These do not 
count. Rest camps for disabled 
horses 1 What an idea! What do 
the people of St. John’s who are 
living from hand to mouth think 
of it? The “Song of the Shirt” 
is being more than sung in St. 
John’s to-day. It has almost be­
come a "De profundis,” but even 
with all these things staring 
them in the face, there is a class 
who can advocate rest camps for 
disabled horses. Is not there a 
jarring note in this transparent 
attempt to gain notoriety? At 
Tuesday’s meeting in the Pres­
byterian Hall to consider the 
completion of the Maternity 
Hospital—a boon to suffering 
womanhood—there was not a 
Corporal’s Guard of the public 
present. Our contemporary—the 
Advocate— in its issue of Wed­
nesday deals most severely with 
this lack of interest exhibited, 
and takes the public severely to 
task for its apathy and non-in­
terest in this great movement. 
We agree entirely with every 
word the Advocate utters on this 
subject, and would quote its 
well deserved strictures on those 
who failed to attend, had we but 
the space. Suffering humanity in 
the shape of unborn children, is 
not considered by the persons 
who adopt the cult of rest camps 
for diseased horses. Misdirected 
movement when there is so much 
present human suffering in this 
city. Misdirected movement 
when it puts the animal on a 
higher plane than the coming 
child. Misdirected movement 
when it seeks to gather funds 
for the purpose as represented, 
when there is so great a neces­
sity for the alleviation of human 
ills within the community. Gen­
erous hearted people have offer­
ed to provide board for a stray 
cat. Would the same generous 
hearted lot offer to provide 
board, lodging and clothing for 
a stray child ? Not at all. They 
would rather give their money 
to provide a rest camp for dis­
abled horses. Verily, to quote 
the words of Puck, “What fools 
these mortals be.”

gram intimating that the Irish 
Free State Constitution Bill had 
received the Royal assent on 
Tuesday afternoon, and that an 
announcement was made in 
Wednesday’s papers to the effect 
that the King has been pleased 
to approve of Mr. Timothy Mi­
chael Healy, K.C., as Governor 
General Designate of the Irish 
Free State.

This official confirmation will 
be of interest to our people.

BEFOBE THE CHIEF JUSTICE.
The matter of Mendez Lima * Co. 

of Brazil, who are suing for a sum of 
about £5,000 in connection with a 
cargo of fish shipped under the Fish­
ery Regulations by schooner Freedom 
from Port Union, was resumed in 
Court this morning. In the Bill of 
Lading Mr. G. M. Barr whose brand 
was used on the fish packages was 
described as shipper and not as own­
er, and this, with other facts submit­
ted, did not imply that he was the only 
principal In the agreement, so that a 
point was raised at the last hearing 
as to the admission of Mr. Barr’s 
evidence. At this morning’s session 
Mr. Justice Kent ruled, in view of the 
facts submitted, that his evidence 
should be admitted. Called to the 
stand Mr. Barr stated that his nego­
tiations started with Mr. Coaker for 
the sale of fish in 1920. On behalf of 
Mr. Coaker he nlade a contract with 
Mendez Lima & Co. for a cargo by 
schooner Freedom at 100 shillings per 
drum, payment to be made at 90 shil­
lings in St. John’s on completion of 
documents, and 10 shillings after de­
livery and acceptance of the fish. The 

'fish loaded was from the Union Trad­
ing Co. and as agent he received $1 
per drum for his services. After the 
vessel had sailed about the second 
week in January he drew on the Bank 
of Nova Scotia, for the amount as 
agreed upon, and after a credit of 
certain amounts, the balance was 
paid over to the Union Trading Co. 
After the arrival of the vessel at 
Maceio he received a message stating 
that the quality of the fish «ras not 
in accordance with the agreement and 
consequently the 10 shillings per 
drum was not paid. Mr. Barr then 
arranged with his agent in Brazil, Mr. 
LeMessurier. to examine the cargo 
and received an answer that the qual­
ity of the fish was not satisfactory. 
Several letters and interviews with 
the local agent of Messrs. Mendez Lima 
& Co. followed. Amongst the letter re­
ceived was one claiming that the fish 
was sunburnt, dun, black, and sticky. 
Eventually from the report of Mr. 
LeMessurier a claim of 30 shillings 
was made by the Brazilian purchas­
ers. Amongst the documents put in 
evidence was a letter from Mr. Mon­
roe, as Mendez Lima’s agent to Mr. 
Barr, telling of a conversation he had 
with Mr. Coaker and the latter agree­
ing that 20 shillings per drum re­
duction. was the best he could do 
with the stipulation that it be de­
frayed by an allowance on a ship­
ment to go by the Novelty., This let­
ter was dated April 21st and was sub­
mitted by Mr. Winter as evidence of 
Mr. Coaker’s liability of 20 shill, 
less the 10 shillings the Brazifec, 
firm held back.

Cross-examined by Mr. Mews, MS.; 
Barr stated that Mr. Monroe was 
agent for Mendez Lima Co. for about 
6 years, and he understood his com 
mission was about 1% from the time 
he made the arrangements with Mr. 
Coaker. He spent his week ends at 
Port Union and frequently visited the 
fish stores. He saw bulks of fish in­
tended for the Brazilian market and 
they appealed fairly satisfactory to 
him.

HALLET WINS VICTOR LÜDORLM 

STATUS.

A record attendance and well cop- 
tested events marked the 1st Annual 
Newfoundland Indoor Championships 
Meet, conducted by the National 
Sports Committee at the Prince’s Rink 
last night. Despite the many other 
attractions, sporting enthusiasts turn­
ed up in their thousands, and were 
all well repaid by the display of ath­
letic skill witnessed. Promptly on 
time the first event was run off, and 
from then on there was not ihe slight­
est delay, a feature that evoked con­
siderable complimentary comment. 
The Mt. Cashel Band was present and 
supplied delightful music throughout 
the evening. Gerald Halley, who made 
a great impression in sporting circles 
in the various sports held the past 
summer, won the Victor Ludorum, 
having 18 points to his credit, carry­
ing oft the 50, 100, and 220 yard
events in fine style, while he finished 
a very close second to Stan Jackson 
who won the % -_mile. Jackson, who . 
is a brother of Laurie, made his first 
appearance on the track last night, 
and his performance in winning the 
quarter mile dash ip 62 seconds, on a 
track entirely new to him, is worthy 
of note, and he is upholding his Hali­
fax record. Although he lost out in 
the half mile event, the showing 
made was a most creditable one. Bur­
nell the walker, hung up a new record 
for the 1 mile walk, doing it in 8.01.
He gave one of the finest exhibitions 
of walking witnessed in this country, 
while Burgess who beat out Muir by 
a spectacular finish, gives promise of 
becoming an athlete of repute in a few 
years. The junior events proved quite 
popular. O’C. Lynch won out from 
Maher in the 100 yards, and 14 mile 
dashes, by a very narrow margin ; 
while Collins just managed to nose 
out the plucky little runner "Gus” 
Bailey in the half mile. The time of 
2min. 45sec. for a ' junior under 15 
years, on a board track with .so many 
corners to contend with, compares 
very favorably with the time made 
bv several of the seniors. The 1 mile 
race proved tq be one of the chief 
events of the evening, as Laurie 
Jackson appeared on the list of en­
tries. Three competitors started vj.::
C Stone, C.L.B.; W. Thorburn and L. 
Jackson. At the crack of the pistol 
C. Stone took the lead, travelling at 
a. fast clip, followed by Thorburn, 
while the Halifax wonder was conten­
ted with third place. After the third 
lap Jackson cut loose, overhauled his 
rivals, and set up a fast pace as he 
went out to front position. At the 
half way mark the Haligonian in­
creased his lead tb ^half a lap with 
Thorburn running second in hot pur­
suit, hut Jackson whoî^an a brilliant 
race crossed over with1 Ü scant thirty 
yards to spare in 4 minutes 55% sec. 
Thorburn in a well timed sprint cut 
down the winners lead in the third 
lap. Jackson’s time established a new 
indoor record. The crack tug-of-war 
team, the Guards Old Comrades, won 
their event by default, the T.P.U. 
team, failing to appear. It was regret­
table that this event did not take 
place as it gave every promise of be­
ing the most interesting item on the 
programme. The Cadet team, who 
gave the Champions such a hard pull 
for the honors in the Dominion Sports 
were satisfied to take the place of the 
Truckmen’s Protective Union, but as 
they did net enter before the list hart 
closed, the Guards would not compete 
against them other than an Exhibition, 
which the Cadets, ot course, refused 
to do. The Basket Ball finals also 
went to the Guards Old Comrades by 
default, the Cadet team refusing to 
participate.

THE DOPE ALMOST UPSET.

The last event on the programme, 
the 5 mile race, proved to he the great­
est racing event, by two aspirants for 
the honors, ever witnessed in this 
country. Laurie Jackson, who made 
such a name for himself on Mon­
day night in the 10 mile race against 

J3ell, almost had his honors wrested 
from him by the plucky young Ron 
O’Toole, the lone competitor who 
started against him. Jack «Bell who 
has been confined to his home, suffer­
ing from the after effects of a cramp 
in the stomach, was ordered to stay 
out of the race by his physician, 
which proved a disappointment to all. 
But without Bell, the youngster chas­
ed the Halifax marvel to the very last 
lap and was only defeated by 40 yards 
In a race that shook the building from 
end to end with applause and such as 
never was heard in that enclosure 
before, and it was a fitting conclusion 
to a successful sports programme.

At the crack of the pistol O’Toole 
took the lead with Jackson on his 
heels. After the first round they ex- | 
changed positions, and lap after lap 
they went at a terrific speed.
