Manila, March 19, (A.P,)—~Smug-
gling of dynamite ‘from British-North
Borneo into the Sulu archipelago is
inereaging despite the efforts of the
Philippines customs authorities.

'AGENTS for NFLD,
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The Overthr;w
of a Strong Man.

The resignation of Premier
Poincare following immediately
upon his defeat in the Chamber
of Deputies does not come as a
surprise to those who have been
watching events in France, but
it will be the.oceasion of general
regret even to those whe believed
that his attitude on the repara-
tions question was to a great ex-
tent responsible for the weaken-
ing of the bonds of the entente
cordiale.

Premier Poincare may be
termed obstinate, and he certain-
lv does possess that characteris-
tic; he may be said to have con-
sidered french interests first,
and to have shown but little re-
gard for the war claims of Great
Britain. In that opinion too there
is more truth than fiction. By
some people he is accused of in-
sincerity and of having deserted
his ally, but the aceuracy or
otherwise of these assertions de-
pends entirely upon the point of
view from which his actions and
the actions. of others are judged.
It will be generally admitted,
however that he has proved him-
self a strong man, and that his
actions have always been prompt-
ed by intensely patriotic mo-
tives.

The occupation of the Ruhr
may have been and probably was
an error of judgment, but it was
a mistake of which under similar
ecircumstances any statesmen
might have been guilty. Numer-
ous conferences over the repar-
ations problems invariably end-
ed in a stalemate, and
meanwhile the industrial life of
the country was showing but lit=
tle signs of recovery. Seeing no
hope of wringing from Germany
b¥- united action the compensa-
tion due the Allies under the
terms of the treaty, Poincare de-
cided to take the matter in his

own hands, and compel Germany |

to pay what was owing fo
France, or take the conse-
quences.

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Mr. MacDonald’s
Two Posts
(By ERNEST LAW, C.B.)

It has been surprising to note how
the assumption by Mr, Ramsay Mac-
Donald of the Secretaryship for For-
eign Affairs together with the Prem-
iership not only execited no protest
but seems to have been received with
almost general acquiescence, espec-
ially by Conservatives.

Yet it was the grave risks and dan-
gers involved in the unchecked exer-

cise of the Foreign Secretary’s funct-'’

ions that led to the historic contest
between Lord John Russell and Lord
Palmerston in 1850, when Lord John,
as Prime Minister, compelled Lord
Palmerston to submit all important
_ despatches to him, and consequently
to the whole Cabinet if he saw fit.

Then there is the more recent case
of Lord Salisbury’s taking the Foreign
Office when he became Prime Minis-
ter in 1885; again on the supersession
of Lord Iddesleigh on January 7, 1887,
and yet again in 1895 until 1900, when
he relinquished it to Lord Lansdowne
and was criticised not only by the
Liberals and Gladstone but also by
many Conservatives. For instance,
Sir Stafford Northcote, as he was then,
in 1885 expressed his stronmg disap-
proval of it, saying that if he was to
lead the House of Commons he would {
nave to “insist that he should see all
the Foreign Office despatches as if he
were Prime Minister, otherwise there
might be serious trouble.”

The precedent set by Lord
Salisbury has not been followed. Lord
Rosebery, when he became Prime
Minister on the retirement of Glad-
stone in March 1894, at. gnce vacated
the Foreign Office, No Prime Minister |
since has ventured to clutch the'
double prize, ‘

In the exceptional case of Lord Sal-
isbury, his policy and decisions re-,
ceiving no criticism from a mind of}
equal authority, the results were by
no means unimpeachable.

There stands out the ghostly blund-
er—afterwards acknowledged by him-
self—of handing ‘over Heligoland to
the German Emperor to become a base
for the German Fleet, in spite of the
forebodings of a few far-seeing au-
thorities independent of party. And
there was his hailing of the Triple
Alliance as “tidings of great joy.”

Three times also during his adminis-
tration of foreign affairs we were
brought dangerously near the brink of
war—with the United States of Amer-
ica on the Venezuela boundary  busi-
ness; with Germany over the Jameson
Raid and the Boer War; and with
France over -Fashoda. 3

These perilous developments were
not so much due to Lord Salisbury be-
ing; as a foreign diplomatist said of
him “a lath painted to look like steel”
~~we have known others since—but
rather to his unfettered comtrol, Yet |

\even so, he was subject, to criticism
in the House of Lords. £ ®
