Miss 
Teune Karaeumoto, the daughter of 
a wealthy landowner in Kuchikimura, 
has offered herself as a sacrifice to 
be buried alive in order to safeguard 
a new shrine at Momoyama.

There is a tradition in Japan that 
years ago when the famous Asakusa 
Temple in Tokyo was being built a 
virgin offered her body, which Was 
buried alive to form the foundation 
of the central pillar. This is the 
reason, people say, that the temple 
miraculously escaped the tire and 
earthquake of September, 1923.

Mausoleum.
A similar event would have taken 

place this year, where a new shrine 
is being built in the grounds of the 
Meiji Tenno's Mausoleum, had the 
offer of Miss Karasumoto, who was 
willing to be buried, not been re­
fused.

She therefore began a movement to 
have all the daughters of the village 
give their tresses as a sacrifice. As 
a consequence, the long black hair 
of eighty-nine village girls, certainly 
the crown of glory of all Japanese 
women, is to he burled beneath the 
shrine, protecting it and perpetuating 
the interesting tradition.

It is not generally known, 
however, that the first legal pro­
nouncement against smoke as a pub­
lic nuisance was made by Sir Ed­
ward Coke, Chief Justice of the 
King’s Bench during the early part 
pf the seventeenth century.

Chancellor Coke settled the ques­
tion in Aldred case in 1616. This de­
cision made smoke a nuisance against 
which a court might issue an in­
junction and an aggrieved person 
might recover damages. The word 
coke (says a writer in ‘Combustion’) 
was originally derived from an old 
English term, “coaks, meaning cin­
ders.

Our law Is still consistent in call­
ing the abatement of smoke a health 
measure and placing the enforce­
ment of the law in the hands of the 
health departments of various muni­
cipalities or parishes.

| The report on the recent religious 
census in Paisley has now been sub­
mitted and approved by a local joint 
churches committee.

! According to the returns, house­
holds to the number of 14,257 afforded 
information, pnd of these 10,010 
claimed Church connection, 1,789 no 
Church connection, and 2,288 were 
Roman Catholic.

Over 70 per cent, of the households 
thus claimed connection with some 
place of Protestant worship, and in 
view of the attacks made on the 
Church from many sides the figures 
gave satisfaction.

It was, however, a disquieting fact 
that 1,789 families made no claim to 
Church connection. It was recom­
mended by the committee that the 
cards of these households be allocated 
among the churches and that the ser­
vices of the Boys' Brigade and the 
Girl Guides be called upon to secure 
the children although the parents re­
mained obdurate.

A scrutiny of the cards showed that 
the absentees from Sunday schools 
and Bible classes belonged chiefly to 
the two extremes of the social scale.

Bible classes appear in a large de-l 
gree to fail in their purpose, às 2,074 
young persons of suitable age from 
households connected with churches 
were not in attendance.

AT BELFAST FOB THE 
STEAM PACKET CO.

BELFAST, July 8.—A 22,000 ton 
motor ahlrf, the largest and most 
powerful of its type in the world, was 
launched at Queen Island. Belfast, 
yesterday and christened Asturias by 
the Duchess of Abercorn. The ship 
will trade with the Argentine and 
Brazil. It will accommodate 1,720 pas­
sengers.

The Asturias is 630 feet in length 
and 72 feet abeam. She is a two fun­
nel ship with cruiser stern, and has 
separate main and auxiliary engine 
rooms. Mlectricity will be used almost 
exclusively for auxiliary purposes. 
The Asturias is a twin-screw ship, and 
each propelling engine is of larger 
size than any internal combustion 
motor that has yet been installed at 
sea. Thtietai output of the machinery 
is 20,000 i.h.p., when the engines are 
running at 115 r.p.m., and it is 'an­
ticipated that the vessel’s speed will 
be in the neighborhood of 16 knots. It 
is estinMbed the daily consumption of 
oil fuel will not be more than 70 tons. 
It will he accommodated mainly v in 
deep tanks, and there will be sufficient 
storage capacity for a complete round 
voyage.

Deadheads in the Church
Many Churc^eembers expect

get a free ticket to Heaven, for, 
they were examined, says The Baptist, 
the rosters of the churches would re­
veal the names of a startlingly large 
number of deadheads who get for 
nothing what the self-respecting mem 
bars pay for. Tree* deadheads, we 
are told, are sometimes officers in the 
church, and at times they have been 
known to hold positions of leadership 
in denominational councils. It is be­
yond the farthest stretch of The Bap­
tist's logic “to reason out the mental 
gyrations and the ethical standards of 
a church member who rubs his face 
with a brass candlestick and goes 
through on his cheek." Unable to get 
any satisfactory explanation of this 
situation by studying the deadhead, 
The Baptist turns to the church itself 
as an organisation and there finds the 
cause that accounts for it All de­
nominations are affected, and The 
Baptist’s findings are probably true of 
all:

“Thousands of members are taken 
into the churches annually without 
any due process of instruction in the 
fiscal affairs of the organization, and 
without enlightenment as to their 
own relation to the financial support 
of the kingdom of God. They receive 
the right hand of fellowship, but fel­
lowship in giving for the relief of the 
unfortunate, for the support of the 
local church and for the maintenance 
of the missionary, educational and 
philanthropic enterprises of the de­
nomination fa seldom explained, The 
stewardship of money Is a high-sound­
ing phrase to many members of our 
churches, end they do not know that 
It simply means In plain words the 
giving of at least 10 per cent, of their 
Income to the support of the church 
end benevolences of various kinds re­
gularly each week by the envelop 
system or some other system equally 
good. Most church organisations are 
sadly behind the times In the matter 
of developing the members in the duty 
of giving. Each member is left to 
hie own impulse to give what he thinks 
is His share without knowing what 
the officers of the church regard as 
his share. Indeed there are multi­
tudes of churches which never check 
on the members to determine what is 
the equitable share of each for tip 
support of the church and Its mis 
sionary obligation!.

“We heard of a church the other 
day which reported a $2,600 surplus 
in the treasury with all bills phld and 
all obligations met in full. On inquiry 
we found that the pastor and officers 
have worked out a system by which 
the financial ability of each member or 
each family in the church is ascertain­
ed, and on this basis the tentative 
amount which each should pledge an­
nually for current expenses and bene­
volences is determined. When the 
every-member canvass is made at the 
beginning of the fiscal year this tenta­
tive amount 1» wisely suggested to 
each person or family solicited for a 
pledge, and in almost every case the 
suggestion is cheerfully accepted and 
the subscription signed accordingly. 
There is not a single deadhead in this 
particular church, because no member 
is permitted to go through on his 
face, A check is kept on this .account 
quarterly, and discipline follows in 
due time if he fails to meet his finan­
cial obligations to the church."

Another Discovery In Ancient Saqqara 
Necropolis.

^CAIBO—Mr. Cecil Firth, of the De­
partment of Antiquities, has made an­
other interesting find in the Saqqara 
Necropolis (16 miles south qjt Giza and 
Cairo).

Excavating south-eastward from the 
famous Step Pyramid (or the Pyramid 
of Zoser), he has found a large build- 
in* which is probably the temple of

Fluted columns such as have been 
found elsewhere in the Saqqara region 
are again to be seen in this building.

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Improving the 
Standard of 

Our Products
On Saturday we dealt with the 

evil effect of the Tal Qual sys­
tem upon the Newfoundland cod- 
fishery, and the necessity from a 
moral standpoint in particular 
of doing away with it, by volun­
tary action, preferably, or if that 
is impossible, by legislative en­
actment.

If the principle, or rather, the 
lack of principle which underlies 
this system, applied exclusively 
to the codfishery the question of 
finding a solution might not be 
difficult, but a study of the var­
ious branches of the fishing in­
dustry indicates only too clearly 
such is not the case. Practices of 
a similar kind are found in sev­
eral of them, and the injurious 
effect both on the producer and 
on the markèt is as serious as is 
the Tal Qual system in the cod- 
fishery. Obviously, preceding leg­
islation, there must be a move­
ment to" open the eyes of the 
people to the evil, and to con­
vince them that their moral sup­
port is the first essential in any 
action taken to improve the 
standard of our products.

We have been quoted instances 
where Newfoundland lobster, 
which has been found upon ex­
amination in accordance with the 
guarantee, has readily been pur­
chased at the highest prices, but 
unfortunately, in the same mar­
ket, without any marks on the 
containers to distinguish thé one 
from the other, has been ex­
posed for sale Newfoundland 
lobster of an altogether inferior 
quality. Only last year the Tele­
gram described a case where a 
packer had shipped into town a 
consignment of lobster, several 
tins of which upon examination 
were found to contain refuse. 
What happened? The offender 
was convicted and a nominal 
punishment was imposed. The 
offence was not regarded as a 
deadly blow against the welfare 
of the country, and the oppor­
tunity was lost to warn other 
like offenders of the enormity of 
the crime.

How many instances could be 
quoted of dishonesty of the same 
kind discovered in the salmon 
pack ? On our desk are two New­
foundland tins of this fish, and 
another put up by the Gosse- 
Millard Co. of British Columbia. 
One of the local containers shows 
by the manner in which the tin 
has been soldered that it is the 
work of a person quite unskilled 
in the business. The cover, which 
is intended to have been sealed 
down by the crimping process, 
has been clumsily soldered, and 
there is not even a label to im­
prove its unattractive appear­
ance. The other local tin gives 
every indication of careful work 
and is wrapped in a label which 
bears the packer’s name. As 
an ordinary customer, we would 
attach more importance to that 
fact than almost anything else, 
because it is in the nature of a 
guarantee of the contents. 
What is more to the point, we 
have made enquiries as to the 
nature of the quality, of this 
manufacturer’s output, and 
have been told that it is ex­
cellent. Superior as the ap­
pearance of this local product is

to the other from a glance at 
the outside, as a purchaser who 
was unaware of any difference 
in quality between British Col­
umbian and Newfoundland sal­
mon, we must admit that 
having discarded the shabby 
looking tin and examined the 
other with a certain amount of 
interest, we should feel inclined 
to decide in favour of Gosse- 
Millard product, even at the 
risk of being taken to task for 
not supporting a local industry. 
The appeal to the eye is a strong 
factor in influencing the buyer.

We have mentioned these in­
stances of obstacles met with 
in disposing of our products. 
Others more familiar with the 
fish business could quote many 
others and furnish more strik­
ing details. The result of our 
herring fishery, for instance, 
which^should be an enormous 
source of wealth to the country, 
is anything but as important as 
it might be made, and is this not 
due in a great measure to our 
own folly? Ask anyone who has 
examined the shipments sent to 
New York and they will prompt­
ly explain the reason why it 
does not fetch the price of fish 
sent from other places.

These matters have surely 
been discussed sufficiently. The 
time has come for action. Let 
us take up the slogan, as our 
correspondent writing on these 
matters to-day suggests, and do 
it now.

Falling a Mile
for a Diploma

Needless to say, the fall of a mile 
I of so required of the student who seeks 

the diploma is not made without me­
chanical aid. The student Is attach- 

I ed to a parachute. He Is not really 
I learning how to fall—that hardly re­

quires teaching—but how to float 
gently downward from an air-plane, 

I and land without accident. Nor is 
this quite so easy as It might seem, 
for it appears that the parachute us­
er drops at the rate of about sixteen 
feet per second In still air, and that 
to land when the wind blows, say, 20 
miles an hour, is equivalent to jump­
ing from a train moving at the same 
speed. The trick of easy landing, we 
are told by a writer in Popular Me­
chanics (Chicago), is to draw up the 
feet and bend the knees. But this

Bat the change In 
the map Is quite noticeable, capes hav­
ing been added here and bays scooped 
out there.

A great Inundation such as the one 
that occurred In 1099, which cut off 
what Is now known as the Goodwin 
Sands, well known to visitors to 
Ramsgate, Margate, and Deal, takes a 
lot of making up; hut at Dungeness, 
in Kent, the rolling waves, blown 
shorewards by south-west winds, are 
constantly piling up the shingle. It 
Is calculated that the building of this 
g^eat causeway proceeds at the rate 
ot three feet a year.

On the coast ot Cumberland the sea 
Is retreating, and the Solway Firth Is 
slowly closing Its wide mouth. At low 
tide immense* areas of sand lie un­
covered all the way from Fleetwood 
to the shores ot Wigton Bay. Consid­
erable reclamation has taken place 
around the Wash and much more is 
in contemplation. There can be tit­
tle doubt that, tike the Zuyder Zee ot 
Holland, the Wash represents an In­
undation and Incursion of the sea 
within comparatively recent times.

Magistrate’s Court
THIS HORNING’S SESSION.

When Court opened this morning 
in the further hearing ot the action 
against the officers of the Herbert 
Green and others, Mr. Fenelon opened 
the case for the defence by calling 
Capt. Thomas Bryne as the first wit­
ness.

Thomas H. Bryne—Upon being 
sworn, stated he was Captain ot the 
American vessel Orleans, now In port. 
On the evening ot Saturday, July 4th, 
about six o’clock witness was on 
board his vessel the Orleans, and af­
ter the labourers finished work he 
went ashore. The vessel was moored 
at A. Harvey’s wharf. Witness 
went up to the street and met Mr. 
Wills, the stevedore for Harvey’s, who 
had charge of the cargo. After a 
short conversation they separated, but 
met again a short while later when 
Wills was in company with Customs 
officer Kendrick. Mr. Wilis left them 
and Capt. Bryne then invited Kendrick 
aboard the vessel. Witness did not 
know what Kendrick’s work or calling 
was up to that time. They walked to­
ward the Orleans and while on the 
wharf Kendrick told witness that they 
had a busy day on the Furness Withy 
dock. Capt. Bryne asked what he. was- 
doing, and received the reply that 
they were loading the Herbert Green 
with liquor. Asked what his work was, 
Kendrick said that he was a plain 
clothes revenue officer. Witness then 
told Kendrick that he had been up to 
the Controller’s trying to get a case 
or two of liquor, but found that they 
could not sell It by the case. Witness 
then asked Kendrick If It was possible 
for him to get a case from the Herbert 
Green. Kendrick replied it would be 
alright if they would let him have It. 
Witness then went to the Furness 
Withy wharf and met Customs officer 
Wilson on the dock alongside of the 
Herbert Green. Capt. Bryne asked 
Wilson if the captain ot the Herbert 
Green was on board. Wilson replied 
that he. was not Capt. Bryne knew 
Wilson, as he was aboard his vessel 
on a previous occasion. A few minu­
tes later Capt. Nauffts of the Herbert 
Green arrived. Meanwhile witness was 
discussing the question of getting a 
case ot liquor ,or two from the Her­
bert Green with Customs officers Wil­
son and Kendrick. The captain of the 
Herbert Green then came down on the 
dock, and spoke to Wilson as he 
passed along to his ship. He was in 
company with another man, whom he 
did not know. After they had proceed­
ed on board, ‘Capt. Bryne asked Wil­
son If that was the captain of the ship, 
to which Wilson replied “Yes."

Capt. Bryne then went on board the 
Herbert Green In company with Wil­
son about 7.30 p.m. When witness 
went up to the cabin door he asked 
for the captain. Capt. Nauffts replied 
that he was the man. Bryne told the 
captain he was trying to get a case or 
two of liquor from the Controller’s, 
but was told he could not get the 
quantity he required. Witness then 
asked Capt. Nauffts If he had any 
liquor to sell, but received the reply 
that it was in charge ot super cargo 
Ryan. Witness then met the latter and 
was told that he would gladly give 
one or two or even three cases, but he 
was afraid of getting In trouble over 
it. Witness-understood Ryan to say 
Nothing doing.” He then excused 

himself and told witness he was In a 
hurry to proceed down town. While 
they were in the cabin witness asked 
Capt. Nauffts when he was going to_ 
sall and was told at 12 o’clock. Wit­
ness then asked the captain to think 
the liquor matter over, as the Customs 
officer was there, and that It would he 
alright. Witness asked what time they 
would be back on board, and received 
the answer 11 o’clock. Witness stated 
he would call again. Super cargo Ryan 
did not make any reply to witness’s 
remark that he would come back and 
see him at that hour. The whole con­
versation in the cabin only lasted 
about five minutes. Kendrick was on 
the deck when witness entered the 
cabin.

A conversation followed on the dock 
after witness came ashore. Both 
Capt. Bryne and Kendrick then left 
the Furness Withy premises and went 
on board the Orleans. Kendrick stay­
ed with Capt Bryne until 10 o’clock 
but he left there tor twenty minutes 
and returned again at eleven o'clock. 
Shears joined Kendrick and witness 
in the cabin about nine o’clock. Wit­
ness stated Shears was a friend ot 
his. They had previous business con­
nections when the Orleans brought 
a cargo of coal to the Gas Company 
and were friends of considerable 
standing. Capt. Bryne’s talk to Ken­
drick on board the Orleans was on 
different subjects, Including the pos­
sibility of getting some liquor from 
the Herbert Green. Kendrick made a 
remark that the Government had been 
paid their revenue on the liquor that 
was on board the Herbert Green, men­
tioning the price and that it was re­
leased from bond. Kendrick also re­
marked that If the captain wanted to 
take It away from here and not land 
It, It was all right This statement 
was made when Kendrick, Shears and 
witness were together in the Orleans 
cabin. Nothing had been said about 
prices during the interview on board 
the Herbert Green with Captain and 
the Super-cargo, witness adding that 
they had simply retrfsed to let him 
have It While Kendrick and Shears 
were In the Orleans cabin, witness

Shears 
then went ashore and later returned 
to tell the captain that he had got the 
money. He did not pass the money 
over to witness then. Kendrick then 
went ashore and returned about 
twenty minutes later. The trio eat 
talking in the Orleans until eleven 
o'clock, when (hey left there and went 
over to the Herbert Green. Capt 
Bryne asked for Capt. Nauffts and 
Super-cargo Ryan, but found they had 
not arrived.

Capt. Bryne then spent a few minu­
tes with Shears and Kendrick with 
Wilson alongside, and he returned with 
Shears a few minutes later to the 
Orleans to get his sweater. Kendrick 
remained at the Furness Withy wharf 
and said to witness and Shears that 
he would signal to Orleans when Capt 
Naufft’s returned. Witness did not 
hear what the signal was to be. Wit­
ness was in the cabin of the Orleans 
putting on Ms sweater when Shears 
told him that Rendrick had given the 
signal. They then went over to the 
Furness Withy wharf and found the 
capaln and super-cargo on board the 
Herbert Green. The hour was about 
11.16 p.m. Witness asked Mr. Ryan 
who had previously been pointed out 
as the super-cargo, if he decided to let 
him have the liquor, and received the 
reply “nothing doing,” stating he was 
afraid to do it on account of getting 
into trouble. While the captain was 
there the engineer came in with a bill 
to be signed by Capt. Nauffts, and that 
the engines were ready. While wit­
ness was there Wilson also came In 
with a bill and passed It to Capt. 
Nauffts.

Talking With Coal
MICROPHONE MARTELS.

The Idea that coal has any connec­
tion with telephones may seem strange 
to most people. More startling still is 
the fact that this particular kind of 
coal costs about two thousand pounds 
per ton.

Millions of people use this coal 
every day, though they do not recog­
nize It It Is found in the microphone 
of every telephone.

Most people know how the vibra­
tions of the voice alter the resistance 
of the carbon grannies and thus Im­
press the sound waves on the electric 
current. To prepare granules for the 
telephone transmitter, blocks of the 
finest authracite coal are taken. An­
thracite is chosen because It is rich 
In carbon, which renders It suitable 
for the work of varying the electric 
current.

When the lumps have been ground 
up, the duet is sifted and all that is 
not of the correct size is thrown aside. 
The remainder Is washed and treated 
with various chemical solutions to 
remove all impurities.

Tee Precious to Burn.

N Letter Sleuth

HOW THE TYPEWRITER DETEC­
TIVE WORKS.

An interesting calling is that of 
typewriter detective. His services 
are very necessary when it is wished 
to trace the authorship of a type­
written document or to determine its 
authenticity.

At first glimpse you would be dis­
posed to declare, with many old- 
fashioned lawyers, that beyond re­
vealing the make of machine, from 
its characteristic type, the thing was 
impossible.

The typewriter detective, however, 
is a magician. Hand him ten typed 
i--nr,,*imilhrly worded, and he will 
tell you whether one person did six,
u. tiigiit or ten.

He will sort them Into groups— 
two by this man, three, by that, five 
by the other. He will tell you whe­
ther the unsigned blackmailing letter 
your client received Yaet week was 
typed by the same person who sent a 
similar letter to another of your 
clients last year.

In addition to the position of the 
address and date at the top of the 
letter, the “Dear Sir” and the “Yours 
faithfully,” the marginal width, the 
spacing, and so on, which black­
mailers, putting their trust ’ in the 
anonymity of their typed letters, sel­
dom remember to change in each 
letter, every writer on the machine 
has his or her characteristic touch.

Certain letters of the aphabet, in 
certain words, are tapped much hard­
er than others, though quite uncon­
sciously.

Type on typewriter keys, again, is 
by no means absolutely similar, much 
as it appears so to the casual glance. 
Look carefully into samples of the 
typing done on six different machines 
of the same make, by the same man, 
and the odds are that you will pre­
sently fiqjl some letter of the alpha­
bet very slightly, but quite unmis­
takably, possessing a characteristic 
of its own. And once you use a 
powerful magnifying-glass, tiny flaws 
causing one M or B, or what not, to 
differ from its counterpart on a bro­
ther machine, pop up right and left.

.On most machines, again, there is 
at least one type bar that is either 
slightly loose or slightly bent. The 
result may not be perceptible to the 
casual reader, but the typewriter 
detective’s patience reveals it. It in 
two letters or documents the letter 
“E” tilts now slightly forward, now 
slightly backward (from a loose key) 
in the first document, and keeps 
quite steady in the second, the pre­
sumption is that they emanated from 
different machines.

Serifs differ, too. They are the 
little straight lines at each end, for 
example, of the curved line that we 
call the letter "S.” Often a serif will 
be ever so slightly cprved, or atilt. 
The length of the tiny crossbar of 
the “T” Is another potential clue on 
which the typewriter detective poun­
ces. Enlarged ten times in a photo­
graph, and then measured, the diff­
erence in two crossbars becomes ap­
parent.

Now and again, though not in this 
country, magazines and newspapers 
reproduce a highly confidential type­
written document that has come from 
Government archives. Usually it is 
not the original, hut a copy made by 
someone in the department concern­
ed. There have been some highly 
unpleasant awakenings for the copy­
ists concerned, for typewriter detec­
tives -have promptly been able to 
prove to their chiefs, without the 
shadow of a doubt, who they were.

Spacing and punctuation vary a 
lot. One person invariably leaves 
three blank spaces after a full atop. 
Another .two, another one. The for­
ger’s tricks wltl^ eraser and substi­
tuted letters and figures may deceive 
lawyers, but they don’t get by the 
typewriter detective.

Are those figures really genuine? 
Was that clause really typed at the 
time, or has it been added or sub­
stituted since?

He promptly enlarges that part of 
the document photographically to 
fifty times its former size. A skilful 
handler of a typewriter can add a new 
clause so that it passes muster per­
fectly—until enlarged. When each 
line of type In the letter Is five Inch­
es high, however, you spot the slight 
difference in alignment in a moment 
A million to one the added clause is 
slightly, but quite clearly, higher or 
lower than the rest of the wording.

His enlarging camera, and his en­
cyclopaedic knowledge of the Ins and 
outs of type, on .every make of ma­
chine that has appeared, and been 
superseded by later patterns, for 
thirty years past , are by no means all 
his stock in trade.

He has a magic cupboard of mys­
terious little bottles. How the forger 
hates those little bottles I One of 
the tests they perform is to bring up 
quite clearly and erased wording.
