Exexrrany Damaces.—AtShrewsbury a
special jury has given a bricklayer nam-
ed Steadman £350 damages for the loss
of an eye and other injuries resulting
from his being accidentally shot by a
gentleman named Wells, resident at
Eaton Mascott Hall. The plaintiff was
walking along a turnpike road i

gﬂup loud shouts
