Sad Accident.—The Champion says : 
A very sad and painful accident occurred 
in Milton on Saturday last, to a child of 
Mr. James Bailey, mason. It appears 
that the child who was about two years 
old, being thirsty seized a saucer placed 
to catch lye, and before ho could be pre­
vented drank it up. Prompt remedies 
were at once applied, and Dru. Street and 
Freeman were called in, but all was in 
vain, and as the child’s windpipe was 
destroyed he died the same night.

The Wallace Oak.—An ancient oak- 
tree, known as “ Wallace’s oak,” which 
grew in the village of Elderslle.the birth­
place of Sir Wm. Wallace, was blown 
down by a violent storm on the 17th Feb 
ruary, 1856. The tree was a great object 
of attraction to strangers from its associa­
tion with the name of the “herd of Scot­
land,” who, according to tradition,on one 
occasion hid himself from the pursuit of 
his enemies among its branches. A few 
years before it was blown down some of 
the last acorns that it produced were 
pulled by Mr. Johnston, the baron officer 
on the Elderslie estate. Two of these 
acorns were planted by Mr. Johnston be­
side his house at Newton Woods, and the 
result was the growth of two young oaks. 
Some years ago.Mr. David Semple, writer, 
Paisley, a well-known and enthusiastic 
antiquary, while walking through the 
grounds at Newton was agreeably sur­
prised on seeing these interesting pro­
ducts of the famous tree,and felt a strong 
desire to have one of them planted in 
some part of Paisly, where it would be 
preseved as a precious memorial of the 
past. Mr. Johnson readily consented to 
part with one of the young trees on ob­
taining the sanction of Mrs. Speirs, the 
owner of the estate. Her permission was 
at once granted, but no suitable place be­
ing found in Paisley to which to trans­
plant it, several years elapsed before it 
was found convenient to remove it. At 
length an excellent spot for the sapling 
has been found in the new public park 
which Thomas Coats, Esq., is laying out 
as a free gift to the inhabitants of Pais­
ley. Mr. Coats, having learned about 
the young Wallace oak, was desirous to 
have it planted in the park. Mr. Myles, 
the factor of the estate, was applied to. 
Captain Speirs, having reached his ma­
jority, entered into possession since the 
first negotiations, and the matter having 
been referred to himjauthority to remove 
the tree was obtained. The superintend­
ent of the park having accordingly got it 
transferred thither on Monday last, and 
on Tuesday he planted it in a suitable 
position near the west.end of the grounds. 
The tree is about eight feet high, and is 
in a fine healthy condition. It will 
doubtless form a most attractive object to 
persons visiting the park. We under­
stand it is in contemplation to have a 
brief account of the tree painted on a 
board and placed beside it, for the infor­
mation of visitors.—Scotch Paper.

Exemplary Damages.-At Shrewsbury a 
special jury has given a bricklayer nam­
ed Steadman £350 damages for the loss 
Of an eye and other injuries resulting 
from his being accidentally shot by a 
gentleman named Wells, resident at 
Eaton Mascott Hall. The plaintiff was 
walking along a turnpike road intersect­
ing Mr. Wells’ grounds, when the gentle­
man shot a rabbit and hit Steadman in 
tho face. A little- earlier Mr. Wells’ 
gamekeeper shot a rabbit as it ran across 
the road, and Steadman being dangerous­
ly near at the time, called to the game- 
keeper over the hedge, and hoped he 
would not shoot him. In addition to his' 
Shropshire estate, Mr. Wells is the pro­
prietor of another near Wolverhampton 
ton, where he owns tho Moxley Iron­
works, and is reported to be one of tho 
wealthiest iron-masters in the district. 
Steadman has a family of ten children. 
On one occasion, Mrs. Wells, after pay­
ing a visit to the untortunate man as ho 
lay in the hospital at Shrewsbury, left 
half a crown with him, a week or two 
after, Mr. Wells, meeting him in the 
road, stopped his ’carriage and presented 
him with a similiar coin. But on the 
other hand, Steadman, who was a tenant 
of Mr. Wells, was required to pay his 
rent in fall on quarter-day, notwithstand­
ing the fact that since the date of the 
accident he had been unable to follow 
his employment.

London, May 8—The Times of this day 
has late and official intelligence from the 
English expedition in Abyssinia. The 
despatches are dated at Talanta, April 21. 
Gen. Napier expected to start for the Red 
Sea coast with his entire army about the 
25th of May. The city of Magdala, the 
seat of Theodoras’ palace, was burnt by 
the British forces.

New York, May 0—The Herald's Aby»- 
sinlan special gives the following details 
of the capture of Magdala. As soon as 
the English advance came in view, the 
Abyssinian enemy stood forth in grand 
array. As if in response to the sight, 
Theodorus opened at once with mortars 
on Napier, and the British replied with 
same gun. The fire from defences having 
continued a short time,three thousand five 
hundred warriors, setting up load shouts 
of joy and revenge and chanting national 
songs of triumph, dashed with great ar­
dour down the steep height from the 
palace fortress, and chared the British 
light batteries gallantly. Napier’s men 
stood firm, and the Abyssinians were re­
pulsed, having 700 warriors, including 2 
prominent chiefs, killed during the en­
gagement. The tactics of Theodoras’ 
officers were judicious and the courage of 
hie soldiers excellent. Aware of his great 
loss, Theodorus forwarded a flag of truce 
to Napier, enquiring on what terms the 
English would negotiate a peace. Gen. 
Napier replied in the nfcme of the Queen ; 
his terms were unconditional surrender. 
Theodorus said he would never accept 
such arbitrary terms. Seeing even his 
present defeat, he would prefer to fight to 
the end. In conclusion, the King, request­
ed Gen. Napier to take the British cap­
tives, whom he would hand over to him, 
and go away when they had all been re­
leased. The King refused positively a 
surrender for himself, and the conference 
was broken off. Magdala was conse­
quently stfcsaaed by the English a few 
days afterwards. During the latest mo­
ment ot the fighting, after the British as­
sault, and when driven to his last stand 
point, Theodorus attempted suicide on 
three separate occasions. He was render­
ed perfectly furious by his d Meats. The 
released captives say they saw three hun­
dred native prisoners killed by the king’s 
order on the 9th of April. Theodoras 
was buried in the church at Magdala, of­
ficial respect being shown to his remains. 
The young Prince Theodorus will be 
conveyed to England and educated there. 
Geebayzz, the friendly chief who aided 
the British army in its march through 
Tigre, will be duly crowned as King of 
Abyssinia, thus introducing a new dynas­
ty in that quarter.

London, May 8.—Official despatches 
have been received at the India Office 
from Gen. Napier, dated at Talanta, 
Abyssinia, on the 21st of ApnL After 
the capture of Magdala, thirty guns and 
mortars, belonging to the Abysinnian 
monarch, were destroyed and the town 
razed completely. Gen. Napier reports 
that the Queen and the heir apparent to 
the throne are in camp. The army will 
reach the Red Sea Coast during May. All 
troops were well, and the array trains 
were well up with the advance guard of 
the returning forces.

Dublin, May 8.—The case of George 
F. Train was brought before the bank­
ruptcy court here to-day. In reply to 
questions put to him, Mr. Train said he 
had no property himself, and no control 
Over that pertaining to his wife. He was 
recommitted for further examination.

The 
new island thrown up is four hun dred 
feet high and is now joined to the main 
land by a stream of lava a mile wide. A- 
large stream of water has burst from the 
mountain, where the "earth eYuptio: ■ oc­
curred. The base of the volcano Is abouS 
thirty miles in circumference. At least 
half a million dollars wdrth of property hi 
destroyed. Many visitors had gone from 
Honolulu. The worst Is thought to be 
over, but the lava flow continues. It is a 
grand spectacle.

In 
Ontario and Quebec, all commercial trans­
actions are to bo left as heretofore for any 
rate that may be agreed on between par­
ties, but for loans on security of real estate 
eight per cent Is to be the highest rate 
that may be enfoTced by law. Banks in 
Ontario and Quebec are left as they now 
are.

ofThe Attempted Assassination 
Prince Alfred.

The following is the dispatch received 
in London on the 25th April, from Aus­
tralia, informing the Secretary of State 
of the attempted assassination of Prince 
Alfred :—

On the 12th March a person named 
O’Farrell deliberately shot his Royal 
Highness the Duke of Edinburgh in the 
back, at a public picnic given in aid of 
the Sailors’ Home at Clontarf, Nidle Har­
bour, Port Jackson. Providentially the 
wound was not fatal, and he is now able 
to go on board his ship, and hopes short­
ly to resume his duties, The ball was 
easily removed on Saturday, the 14th 
March, by Dra. Watson and Young of her 
Majesty’s ships Challenger and Galatea. 
O’Farrell fired another shot the moment 
he was seized, which severely wounded 
a gentleman named Thorne in the foot ; 
the hall has been extracted, and he iç 
doing well. The assassin, who avowed 
himself to be a Fenian, was arrested on 
the spot. In consequence of the report 
of a medical board, Commodore Lambert 
has ordered his Royal Highness to return 
to England as soon as he is sufficiently 
recovered, which will probably be next
