Mr. John Smith, an old resident of
Pilkiagton, for some years Reeve of the
Township and Warden of the County,
being about to leave for Manitoba, &
number of his friends in the County
gave him a complimen dinner at
Dalby’s Hotel, Elora, on Friday night.
Mr. John Mair, present Warden of the
County, occupied the chair, the vice-
chairman being Mr, Hugh Roberts, Reeve
of Pilkingtou. Among the company ~
were’ Qol. Clarke, M. P. P, for Centre
Wellington, Messrs. Johu Beattie, County
Clerk, J. Brohman, Deputy Reeve of Pilk-
ington, Hugh Hamilton, Reeve of Elora,
J. M. Fraser, George McKenzie, Gedrge*
Hirst, F. Reynolds, Thos. MeQueen, Geo.
Faskin, John Barpett, R. Hughes, Thos.
MecQuillan, Chas, Allan, John Wingfield,
Adam Simpsen, John Rowden, Wm. Bye,;.
and a number of other.old friends and
well-wishers o{’Mr Smith from Pilkington,
Elora, Guelph and' other parts of the
County.

After the company had done full jus-
tice to the excellent dnd substantial
dinvier provided by Mr. Dalby, the chair-
man gave the usual loyal and patriotic
toasts, which were heartily responded to,
Col. Clarke responded to the toast of
the Army, Navy and Volpnteers, and re-
lquked that it was always a pleasurd- for
him to do so, especially for the Volun-
teers in the County of .Wellington, who
were always ready and willing to
serve their country and to do their
duty faithfully and well. He referred
with pride to the faet that their worthy
guest, Mr, Smith, was the first man in -
the County Couneil to recommend that
the serviees of the Volunteers should be
properly reeognized by the County. This
was during the memorable-days of June
in 1866, and only a few days after the
Council liberally acted on his suggestion,
and have continued to recognize their
services eversince. He had great pleasure,
on behalf of the Volunteers, of conveying
to his old friend their thanks for- such
timely and thoughtful eoncern for their
welfare.
