It is not as if Germany were
the only competitor with whom England
had to deal, - As far as the interior of
Eastern Africa is concerned, England’s
interests are much rather with Lake Ny-
assa than with Lake Nyanza, and on Lake
Nyasaa land comes in contact with
Portugal.

TWO SERMONS.

We have lately seen two sermons on
gambling. The style of the two discourses
is very different and there is a greater dif-
ference still betweenthemen hy whom they
were delivered. One preacher is the Rev.
Mr. Farthing, a clergyman of the Episco-
pal Church, and the other is Pat Sheedy,
who is not a clergyman at all buta man
who is morally and socially as far from a
Minister of the Gospel as he can well be.
Mr. Farthing denounces gambling because
it tends to deprave the community and
diverts men from honest toil. He looks
upon the practice of gambling: both as a
delusion and a snare. It is deceptive to
the last degree. The man who ruins him-
self by gambling, he affirms, falls deliber-
ately into a snare that is set for him be-
fore his eyes. The games in which he
stakes his money were invented by gam-
blers, not for the benefit of such as he is,
but for the professional gambler. Mr.
Farthingsaysthatnone but the professional
gambler makes money by games of chance.
“Even,” he says, *‘if the appliances-are
not fixed so as te prevent the novice from
winning, the superior knowledge of the
game possessed by the professional ren-
ders loss to the beginner a certainty.”
Pat Sheedy, who is a backer of prize
tighters and a gambler, comes to the same
conclusion as the parson but by a very
different road. Pat has bought his exper-
ience and has paid a great deal for it. He
declares that gambling does not pay. He
does not except the professional gambler
or thedishonest gambler. He gives it as
the result of his observations—and his op-
portunities of observing have been ex-
ceptionally good—that the great bulk of

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THE MARINE HOSPITAL,

The Patients Complain of the Irregmlarity of
of the Medical Attendant and Ask That
Something be Done.

-

A few 'days ago a well-known sea
captain-in conversation with a CoLoNisT
reporter, made mention of a visit paid to

Marine Hospital. What he saw during
his visit ha stated was suflicient to . con-
vince him that the institution was, to say
the least, very poorly managed, the atten-
tion given the unfortunate patients being
far from what the dictates of humanity
required. Having always regarded the
Marine Hospital as one of the institutions
of which our city has reason to feel proud,
the reporter determined to investigate at
once. For this purpose he paid a visit to
the hospital yesterday afternoon, and
found four of the patients at present un-
dergoing treatment in the dimly-lighted
ward. Quartermaster Coveney, of the
S.S. Parthia, who is laid up with a
broken foot, welcomed the reporter and
expressed himself as only too pleased to
introduce him to the patients and tell all
he knew about the origin of the rumors
of neglect. Said he: *‘I came here on the
25th October with a broken foot. I had
it broken on board ship. I have nothing
to complain of about the treatment here.
You see I don’t require hardly any treat-
ment, but just have to wait until my foot
is well. My foot was set by the ship’s
surgeon before I came here and so the
doctor has nothing to do for me.”

He then took up his crutches and hob-
bled off to where a Mr. Brown, who was
brought from Moodyville about the first
of the month, was half-sitting, half-lying
on his cot. Mr. Brown held out & wasted
hand to the reporter, and then in a weak,
unsteady voice told him what he had to
say of the treatment the patients receive.
He did not blame the attendant, he said,
for not being able to look after the pa-
tients and care for them as they should be
cared for. He did not think he was a
proper person to be placed in charge of a
sick room and look after all the other
work of the hospital beside. The attend-
ant, he said, was a deaf, old man, who
went to bed at eight o’clock, and no mat-
ter how bad a patient might be taken in
the night, even if he was dying, no one
came near until the morning. He did
not say it could be helped, but it -was ra-
ther hard on the patients, who since he
had been there were forced to make their
own beds or leave them unmade. After be-
ing brought to the hospital, he said, it
was a full day before the doctor came to
see him and then the wedicine which he
should have, had only been given once.
The doctor, he said, did not make regular
visits. It was always several days be-
tween his calls.

A fever patient named Gates was the
last talked to. He said that he could say
very little more than Mr. Brown had. The
irregularity of the doctor’s visits was the
principal hardship which the patients had
to put up with.

The other patients were sleeping and so
the reporter bade the unfortunate’suffer-
ers ‘‘good-bye” and made his way out.

1t is very probable that some arrange-
ments can be made at once to increase the
usefulness of the hospital, and do away
with the grievances of which the patients
complain. It is to be hoped this will be
done at once, and that the Marine Hospi-
tal will maintain a high reputation, and
remain a charitable institution ereditable
to the philanthropy of its founders and
supporters and to the city of Victoria.

task of bringing the body of the deceased
prelate to this city. On the 11th of Se|

the ' casket  contain
all that was mortal of the
esteemed archbishop was = disinterred
and placed on board the war vessel, which
reached Esquimalt on Wednesday morn-
last. Arrangements were made for
the reception of the body, and on Thurs-
day morning the casket was lowered from
the vessel, placed in a barge and conveyed
ashore. While the remains were in transit
to the landing, all the vesselsin Esquimalt
harbor lowered their to half-mast, and
a file of marines on H. M. 8. Espeigle pre-
sented arms as the funeral procession
The casket was placed in the
hearse and conveyed to the episcopal
palace on Yates street, followed by a large
number of the clergy and congregation of
the R. C. Cathedral. On Th y even-
ing the metalic casket in which the body
was brought from St. Michael’s, was
opened and the remains transferred to a
beautiful ebony casket with silver mount-
ings. Although decomposition had set in
the features were easily recognizable, and
it was found upon examination that the
bullet whick had so suddenly ended a
noble life, had entered the body immedi-
ately above the heart, and not in the
forehead as was mentioned by
one of the Indian witnesses at the
trial of the assassin. Medical men who
examined the wound, stated that the bul-
let had severed the main ' artery of the
heart, and death was instantaneous. The
remains having been robed in a surplice,
and a breviary and the two palliumns, with
which the deceased had been invested, be-
ing placed upon the body, the casket was
closed for the last time. The silver plate
upon the lid bore the simple inscription:
““Most Rev. Charles John Seghers. Died
Nov. 28th, 1886: aged 47 years. R. I. P.”

THE FUNERAL.

The body remained in the library of the
palace until 9 o’clock yesterday morning,
when the final obsequies were performed.
Long before that hour the cathedral,
which was heavily draped in mourning,
was filled with people of all creeds, who
knew and revered the deceased in life,
and were anxious to assist at the last cere-
monies in connection with his tragic
death. A few minutes after 9 o’clock the
casket was placed in the hearse, and the
procession started for the cathedral. First
came the members of St. Joseph’s Soci-
ety  and the Young Men’s Insti-
tute, then the clergy; the hearse;
chief mourners; Sisters of  Saint
Anp; the school children, and lastly the
general public. The procession passed
down Yates street to Douglas, along
Douglas to View, and thence to the cathe-
dral, where the casket was placed close to
the altar rails, on a bier, surrounded by
wax tapers. Archbishop Gross, of Ore-
gon, celebrated a solemn requiem mass,
with Father Mandart as assistant priest,
Féthers Rondeault and Brabant as dea-
cons of honor, and Fathers Manioleux
and Leterme as deacons of the mass. - The
following prelates and clergy occupied
seats within the sanctuary: Bishop Du-
rieux, assisted by Father Donckele ;
Bishop Junger, assisted by Father Dur-
and; Bishop Brondel, assisted by Father
Solery; Bishop Lemmens, assisted by
Father Fay; Father Van Nevel, master
of ceremonies; Bros. Walsh and Morgan,
0. M. L., acolytes.

After the reading of the last gospel,
which concluded the mass, Bishop Broa-
del ascended the pulpit and delivered the
eulogy upon the deceased prelate. His
lordship took his text from the 2nd
book of Kings, chapter 1, verses
26 and 27, ‘I grieve for thee, my brother
Jonathan,exceeding beautiful, and amiable
to me above the love of women. As the
mother loveth her only son, so did I love
thee. How are the valiant fallen, and
the weapons of war perished.” The right
rev. gentleman paid a glowing and fervid
tribute to the virtues of the deceased; he
gave a graphic description of his life from
childhood to the time of his death, and
having been a classmate of the deceased
bishop when both were students at the
American ocollege in Louvain, he was well
qualified to fulfill the task. As he pro-
ceeded to describe the manifold good
qualities of the deceased, his learning, his
piety, and the esteem in. which he was
held by all classes, there was scarcely a
dry eye among the large congregation,
and with a voice almost choked with
emotion, he brought his eulogy to a close
with a magnificent burst of eloquence,
amidst the sobs of many of his auditors.

The final ceremonies were themn pro-
ceeded with by all the prelates, when the
casket was conveyed to the rear of the
church and placed in the vault beneath
the sanctuary, side by side with the re-
mains of the late Bishop Demers and the
late Father Jonckau.

The following gentlemen officiated as
pall-bearers: A. McDonald,J. Dougherty,
M. McTiernan, John T, Fee, D. F. Fee,
Jr., Z. McDonald. Chief -mourners:
Messrs. Theo. Davie, E. A. McQuade, C.

The deceased prelate was one of the few
Catholic archbishops who had the honor
of being twice invested with the pallium.
He received the first upon becoming Arch-
bishop of Oregon, and when he resigned
that See to come back as bishop of his be-
loved Vancouver Island, he forfeited the
right to wear the pallium although it re-
mained in his possession. Pope Leo
XII1., however, as asignal mark of favor,
bestowed the diguity of the pallium upon
Archbishop Seghers a second time, and
the investiture took place in the cathedral
here about six weeks %ofore he departed for
his fatal trip to Alaska.

I received these manu-
scripts from Dr. Griffin as copy for the
Soctal World.

Cross-examined by Mr. Walker—All
the writing, I am almost positive, is in
the Doctor’s handwriting.

W. C. Whyte called—My name is Wil-
liam C. Whyte. Ilive in Victoria. (The
five threatening letters received by Mr.
Dunsmuir—exhibits A to E—produced).
I have seen all these letters before. I
have tried to get letter paper similar to
that on which these lettars are written, in
Victoria. 1 succeeded in getting paper
which I think is identical with that on
which the five letters are written. 1 got
itat M. W. Waitt & Co.’s. 1 tried all
the other stationers in town. None..of
them had it. 1 enquired at Waitt’s to
whom they had sold similar paper. I have
seen writing of Dr. Griffin’s. I have
compared the writing on these letters with
writing of his. I became of the opinion
that the prisoner, Dr. Griffin, wrote those
letters to Mr. Dunsmuir, 1 had my rea-
sons for forming this opinion. .The sim-
ilarity of the handwriting had everything
to do with my forming this opinion.

Cross-examined Mr. Walker—I
compared the writing on the letters sent
to Mr. Dunsmuir, with Dr. Griftin’s wri-
ting on exhibit J and exhibit L. (Exhibit
J previously sworn to as being Dr. Grif-
fin's writing by Mr. Cohen). It is on
these alone that I based my opinion, al-
though I have seen other wnting of Doc-
tor Griffin’s.

To his honor—I have lived in Victoria
for about three years. Am accountant in
the E. & N. Railway office, and corres-
pondent and private secretary to Hon.
Robert Dunsmuir.

Henry H. Heywood, sworn: I live in
Victoria and am acquainted with Dr.
Griffin. T wasnever in his employ, nor
have 1 ever worked with him. I have
worked in the office of the Star,” & news-
paper at one time published in Victoria.
I have met Dr. Griffin and conversed with
him #n the Star office several times. Mr.
Dunsmuir’s name was mentioned to me by
Dr. Griffin in a conversation which took
place in the Windsor Hotel.

A FLYING VISIT.

What an Eastern ILady Saw in Vietorla—A
Picture That is Not a Photograph.

(Cor d to the Montreal “ Star.”)

Why is Victoria sad ? Because of Van
couver. And when I tell you about Van
couver the reason will appear. But she
is charming in her saduess, she sits therc
watching the waves of what she fondly
thought was her own Pacific, like a dear
old maiden aunt in curl-papers. Very
“‘set in her ways” too is Victoria, and
one of her ways for a long time, and is
yet, to a certain extent, a dislike for all
“‘Canadians,” as she calls them. I don'v
know what the original ‘‘Canadian” that
penetrated her fastnesses from the East
ever did to Victoria, whether he flirted
with her in a financial way, or went back
and wrote derogatory newspaper articles
about her, but he must be responsible
for this otherwise unaccountable preju-
dice. For Vi(&% is not Canadian, ex
‘cept by grace and Confederation—oh no !
Pre-eminently British. There is always
a man-of-war at Esquimalt—which you
are to pronounce &s it is spelled, with a
long i, and an accent on it, and not ‘‘Es-
kimo” as you are tempted to de—and the
officers lend their brass buttons and sun-
burned complexions to Victoria society
the year round. There are games on
“the green” which quite remind
you of Goldsmith, and box-bordered
garden paths, and Government buildings
of the most quaint design, one story, of
dull red brick with wooden ornaments,
each department housed separstely in one
square. They had been using the hall of
legislature for a teachers’ examination
when we saw it, and it was temporarily
deprived of the dignity-which its purpose
implies. The-mace, I know, was lying
around in quite a casual way, as if it
knew itself to be wooden inside and didn’t
care. In an ante-room of the hall of jus-
tice we saw several tin boxes, each with a
lawyer’s name in black letters on it. We
had no business to do such a thing, but
one box was open and we looked in. It
contained the most beautiful gray horse
hair wig, all in regular and symmetrical
curls. The eminent counsel who wears it
must remind himself constantly of the
days of Lord Wolseley. It must be very
becoming too—at least it was to Louis.
The best. Chinese quarter in Canada, with
its joss house and opium dens is,of course,
at. Victoria, and one sees in it often the
queer. picture of the North American
Indian bargaming with the other round
faced barbarian from over seas, Not
one-hundredth part of the opium
manufactured here is consumed in
Canada. On the raw drug the Ameri-
can Government charges a duty of
ten dollars a pound, against the one
dollar imposed here. Our government
collects one hundred thousand dollars a
year on the opium import. Ninety-nine
hundredth parts of the stuff goes to the
States, openly or smuggled. The cans
are sent hither and thither by express to
evade the American detectives, who are
as sharp on the Pacific coast as anywhere
else. Not long ago they seized $2,000
worth of contrabrand opium, after devi-
ous wanderings, -in Detroit. Often it
crosses the continent more than once be-
fore it reaches the San Francisco market.
In Victoria they will show you a safe con-
taining $25,000 worth of the brown taffy-
like stuff, a little blue jar full worth
twenty-five dollars. And you will see a
Chinesé proprietor on quite a large scale
dip out what might be a teaspoonful with
a stick, dab it on a bit of brown paper,
weigh it carefully and sell it for ten cents.
Talking of the Celestials, the general feel-
ing in British Columbia about the Ameri-
can Chinese Exclusion Act does not seem
to be one of extreme disapproval. There
is a hope that it will bring about Ckinese
discrimination in favor of England and
so of Canada, and the British Columbian,
whose pretensions to political morality are
modest, does not hesitate to gleat over
the prospect of large importations of
Chinese to be smuggled acrcss the fron-
tier. Thus doth our neighbor's sin turn
to good account with us. In the mean-
time it is rather pitiful to see the poops
of two large Canadian vessels, which left
Shanghai while yet the bill was pending,
crowded with Chinamen in bond, who
cannot leave the ship, and stand in stupid
wonder at the laws of these Christians.

Nobody knows just why Victoria is so
conservative, perhaps it is Chinese influ-
ence wafted across the Pacific. But to
fully appreciate her conservatism you must
dine at her big hotel, with its plain old
silver, Bismarck’s cook and dingy horse-
hair furniture, where the waiter will ask
you if you'll ““’ave a slice hoff the joint,
sir?” drive all about it in the sleepy Oc-
tober sunshine and then go back to Van-
couver and sit down and think. You
haven’t-discovered how many people there
are in Victoria, they seem to be mostly in
the house, but you know it is about thirty-
seven years old.

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LONDON’S HORROR.

Opinion of an Eminent English Physician as
to the Sanity of the Murderer—
“Twenty Victims Before I
Surrender.”

Dr. Forbes Winslow, a recognized Eng-
lish authority on questions of mania, has
expressed the following opinion in regard
to the murder of Mary Jane Fisher, the
latest victim of -the Whitechapel mur-
derer :

+It-is,” said he, ‘‘the work of the same
homicidal lunatic who has committed the
other crimes in Whitechapel. ~All ithe
harrowing details point to this conclusion.
The way in which the murder was done
and the strange state in which the bod,
was left is not'consistent with sanity.
stated some days ago that the murderer
was then in a lucid interval and would re-
commence directly this state had passed
away. It appears that the authorities
were forgetting this theory and that some
one had beén persuading them that the
fact of 80 long a time intervening between
the murders, therefore the murderer
could not be a homicidal maniac. I de-
sire flatly to deny this and to state more
emphatically than ever that the murderer
is‘one and the same person, and that he
is a lunatic suffering from homicidal mon-
omania, who, during lucid intervals, is
calm and forgetful of what he has been
doing in the madness of his attack.”

The attempt to track the murderer
with bloodhounds has proved a flat fail-
ure. These sagacious animals, after wan-
dering helplessly up and dowu a few
streets, lifted up their heads and bayed
their inability to carry the case any fur-
ther. The result had long ago been fore-
seen by those who read the ludicrous pic-
ture presented to Londoners some weeks
ago when a policeman was detailed to
take exercise, and canter up and down
the Whitechapel road, with two star
bloodhounds, especially engaged for the
purpose of detection in anticipation of the
rext murder that might come along. One
day the bloodhounds broke the bonds
that held them to their blue-uniformed
captor and disappeared, and then London
was treated to the edifying spectacle of
the police pursuing the escaped dogs all
over the city and the crowd chasing the
police.

The. only case in which a murder in
England has ever been successfully tracked
by bloodhounds occurred a few years ago.
A little girl was missed from her home in
Bolton, Lancashire, and after several
days’ vain search her parents reluctantly
consented to allow one of their neighbors
to try a young bloodhound. The dog took
the scent from the girl’s Sunday clothing,
followed the scent to a barber’s shop,
pushed his head through some paper
which covered a. disused chimney, and
there the body was found.. The barber's
trial, confession, and execution followed.

The first murder occurred early in the
month of October, 1887, the victim being
an elderly woman, gin-soaked, degraded
and lost. On August 7th of this year,
Martha Turner, another of the fallen, be-
came the second victim, the similarity be-
tween the two murders being striking
enough to attract attention. After iwo
or three weeks the murderer re-began his
horrible work with Mary Anu Nichols,the
same mutilation of the remains being no-
ticeable in each case. After a lapse of
only eight days, Annie Chapman was
murdered, and on the 23d of September
the remains of the fourth victim were dis-
covered. On Oct. 6th ‘“‘Happy Lip” An-
nie became the fifth victim. Half-an-
hour after another body was discovered,
making -the sixth. On the following
morning a decomposed body was un-
earthed near the Thames embankment.
Then came the Mitre-square discovery,
and the ninth was that of Lizzie Fisher.

On the wall of the narrow passage-way
where Annie Chapman’s corpse lay were
written these words: ‘‘Twenty before I
surrender.” Lizzie Fisher, or Mary Jane
Lawrence, as some called her, is number
nine on the list. 'Who can doubt that the
murderer will complete the course he has
mapped out for himself until some morn-
ing he quietly walks into the office of one
of the London police stations and hands
his card to the inspector at the desk!
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STILL ON THE SCENT.

Additional Rewards for the Arrest of the
Whitechapel Fiend.

LoNpoN, Nov. 18.—On the arrival of
the Birmingham train this morning, a Dr.

He registered at the Angel
Hotel with his old friend Frank Carne,
and enjoyed a chat about old times and
old timers. ‘“There are but few of them
left now,” remarked the Cap'nto a re-
porter of THE Coronmst. * With my
early partners, Jas. Riley and C. Hager-
man, 1 was among the first at William
Creck. My partners went there in
1859, and I reached there in 1861
We built the first boats that ran on Cari-
boo Lake. Hagerman is still living but
Ruley is dead, and there are but three or
four of the old "hands who still remain.
Cariboo Cameron came back to his old
stamping ground to die. Itook dinner
with him two days before his death; it
was on the day I left Barkerville, and I
heard of his sudden death when at Ques-
nelle.

I have not lost faith in old Cariboo,”
said the Cap’n, ‘‘and believe that there is
plenty of ¢old there yet. All that it
needs is energy to search it out and
muscle to develop it, There is no
question that Cariboo is the finest
gold field on the Pacitic coast, and offers
the best field for prospecting, and I be-
lieve diggings will yet be discovered that
will rival the best that have been worked.

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WESTMINSTER ASSIZES.

(Before Hon. Justice McCreight).

The fall assizes held at Westminster
were brought to a conclusion yesterday,
the last case being that of Jones for the
murder of Durant. As previously report-
ed in THE Coronist, Jones was charged
with the murder of Durant about five
miles ‘below St. Mary’s Mission. They
quarrelled over an Indian woman. Jones
loaded his gun and shot Durant. On
Monday evening the case went to the
jury at 7:40 o’clock after a careful review
of the evidence by the learned judge.
After deliberating for about two hours,
the jury returned into court with a ver-
dict of wilful murder. The prisoner be-
ing asked if he had anything to say, re-
plied *‘no ” in an indifferent and listless
manner. Amid the profound silence of a
crowded courtroom, and with visible agi-
tation; the judge said to the prisoner,
““You have been found guilty to the
highest crime known to the law, and the
sentence of this court is that you shall be
taken to the place from whence you came,
from thence on the 9th day of January
next you shall be -taken to the place of
execution and hanged by the neck until
you are dead, and may the Uord have
mercy on your soul.” The condemned
man was then removed from the dock,
and the court adjourned until yesterday,
when the other prisoners convicted were
brought up for judgment, and Hon. Jus-
tice McOreight pronounced the followin,
sentences: Jimmie, the Indian foun
guilty of maliciously cutting and wound-
ing, two years in the penitentiary; Hen
Cook and Ah You, found guilty of man-
slaughter of an Indian girl at Ladner’s
Landing, Ah You three years in the peni-
tentiary, and Hen Cook twelve years;
Patrick Kane, found guilty of an assault
with attempt to rob, two years in the
penitentiary; Joseph Colea, found guilty
of manslaughter, three years’ imprison-
ment; Frank Donahue, found guilty of
uttering forged bills at Vancouver, five
years in the penitentiary. The court
then adjourned sine die.

Deputy-Sheriff John M. Langley testi-
fied to arresting prisoner on board the

The industry in which
he is engaged is a native industry, but the
Government in direct opposition to its
own principles does all it can to discour-
age him.

great

Canadian producer.

It prevents him from making a
fair start,and forces from him avery large
proportion of his profits ifhe is successful,
and hastens his ruin if he meets unlooked
for difficulties. This is not the position
in which the Government of a country
should place itself with regard to any in-
dustry. The British Columbia miner does
not ask the Federal Government to ex-
tend protection to him by placing a high
duty on the product of foreign mines. A
high duty, if it were imposed, would be of
no benefit to him whatever. He  there-
fore does not ask the taxpayers of the
Dominion to help him in the slightest de-
gree. He is quite willing to pay his share
towards the encouragement of the pro-
tected industries; but he looks upon it as
the greatest injustice that while paying
for the encouragement of other industries,
the industry in which he is engaged,
which wants nothing from anyone, should
be 80 heavily taxed. And it is an injust-
ice. The miner who needs for the suc-
cessful prosecution of the work in which
he is engaged machinery . costing say,
$20,000, will, before  he begins his work,
have to pay to the Government the very
considerable sum of $7,000.° What does
he get in return for this very heavy con-
tribution to the general revenue? Noth-
ing whatever. The duty is imposed
for the purpose of encouraging the manu-
facture of machinery in the Dominion,
but the machinery he wants cannot be
purchased in the Dominion. 1t must be
imported. He needs the very best ma-
chinery that is made. He requires all
the newest patents, the latest improve-
ments. He cannot get them in Canada.
Under the circumstances, even if mining
machinery were manufactured in the Do-
minion, the British Columbia miner
would not be asking any great favor to be
allowed to import his plant from & mining
country in which the manufacture of
mining machinery and mining tools is
made a specialty; but since he cannot get
such machinery in the Dominion at all,
he is only asking the Government to act
in conformity with its own principles and
policy when he demands that he be
allowed to import it duty free. This is
the only protection that the Government
«can extend to him, and it can grant him

The Welsh as well as the Scotch and
Irish are agitating for Home Rule. ~ The
‘Welsh National Council held its second
meeting a month or so ago at Newton. It
issued a manifesto defining the objects and
the demands of Welsh Home Rulers.
They declare that they are loyal to the
Empire but assert the right of the Welsh
people, while upholding - Imperial unity,
to a greater share of self-government than
they now enjoy. They demand. the de-
struction of the church establish t, the
nationalization of tithes, the development
of intermediate schools, and land legisla-
tion securing equitable rents, security of
¢ and pensation for all agricul-
tural improvements. The majority of
the Welsh people being dissenters it is
but ‘natural that they should not look
upon the church by law established with a
friendly eye.and thedepression underwhich
agriculture in evary part of the United.
Kingdom has been for some time suffering
seems to make some change in the tenure
of land almost a necessity. ~The Imperial
Parliament being so overburdened with
work of really a provineial and municipa!
nature it has_been forced to neglect
measures which are lovked upon as of the
utmost importance in different parts of
the Kingdom. The operation of the
Municipalities Act may lesson this griev-
ance, but it canuot afford a remedy for
the principal evils complained of by the
Welsh National Council. There are,
however, those who believe that Church
establishments are doomed in England and
Scotland as well as in Wales. Disestab-
lishment is regarded as only a question of

men who believe that the severance of the
Church from the State will not be in any
respect injurious to the true interests of
the Church. A radical change in the land
laws of Great Britain is regarded by many
thinkers as inevitable. A precedent has
already been created in Ireland, and
legislation on the same principles for
England, Scotlaud and Wales is con-
sidered not very far off. So the Welsh
agitators  if they only wait, will, in the
uot very distant future, obtain all they
desire without interfering in the slightest
degree, even in appearance, with the
unity of the Empire. What the Welsh
and Scotch Home Rulers appear to want
is to exchange the present legislative
union of the three kingdomns for a federal
union something like that which obtains
in Canada. But public opinion in Great
Gritain is strongly opposed to any such
change, and it is likely that the Welsh
and Scotch Home Rulers will agitate for
a very long time in vain. The case of
Treland is somewhat different. 1f the
people of England were not convinced
that what the Irish really want is not a
form of federal union but complete sever-
aace trom Great Britain, the prospect of
the Irish Home Rulers attaining a measure
of self-government would be
brighter than it is.

They
have formed a colony at Lee’s Creek, Al-
berta. They are doing well. They are
industrious and frugal, and they help one
another, consequently, if they have half
a chance, they will be certain to thrive.
They are applying to -the Dominion Gov-
ernment for favors. The Government, if
it is wise, will be very cautious in its
dealings with these pedple. They are not
desirable as settlers. At first they de-
clared that they had given up polygamy,
and there were people simple enough to
believe them. Now they are not so
strong in their repudiation of their
peculiar institution and ask the Gov-
ernment to permit those of them
who have already more than one wife
to live with them—that is, to toler-
ate polygamy provisionally, as it were.
When  they get stronger they will no
doubt throw off the thin disguise thay still
retain and insist upon practising polygamy
according to the tepets -of their re-
ligion. They will then be a separ-
ate community, and the tendency
will be, asit is in the States, to make the
distinction between Mormon and Gentile
wider and wider as time progresses until
they will not only be separate from their
aeighbors,but bitterly antagonistic. Chris-
tians will not mix with Mormons, and
Mormons will have as little dealings as
possible with Christians. Tt will not be
wise to aid in the introduction of such an
element ef discord and demoralization in-
to the Oanadian Northwest. If the Mor-
mons settlein any part of the Dominion,
they should settle on the same terms as
other immigrants, aud they should be
subject to all the laws of the country. No
favors should be extended to them. - But
they should be given to understand that
the Government will not wink at any of
their illegal practices, ahd thet if they
violate the laws of the land regarding mar-
riage they must abide by the conse-
quences. ; B

She wants to think
and act for herself, and is ready to resent
indignity. King Milan is, from all that
we can read of him, simply & brute. He
iz coarse and, tyraunical, and not the sort
of man by any means that a high-spirited
virtuous woman can put up with. While
she has been a pattern of conjugal fiidel-
ity, he is ‘motoriously the reverse. ' The
King of Servia is not the kind-of man
who can go into a court and claim ‘a
divorce.

But being a
king the complaisant Archbishop of Bel-
gnde. notwithstanding the kind of life he
is known to have led, dissolves the tie
that binds him to his virtuous wife.

necessity of Austria’s being prepared for
any contingency. Their policy is likely
to produce the result required. The gov-
ernments will get the credits they ask for,
and when the loan is secured noth-
ing more will be heard about
invasion until more money is need for
war purposes. - The French Government
wants the immense sum of $160,000,000
to complete the natiunal armaments. It
does not need to create a war scare to
make the Legislature willing to vote the
money. The Triple Alliance is regarded
as a standing wmenace against France.
With Germany, Austria, and Italy armed
to the teeth, and making themselves still
more formidable, France cannot afford to
have a weak spot in her armor. She
must be prepared to face this strong com-
bination  whatever policy they may see fit
to pursue. _It is therefore altogether like-
ly that the French Government will ‘get
all the money it needs to place the coun-
try in a position of security.

The Emperor William’s visits to Russia,
Austria, and I[taly have as yet been pro-
ductive of no visible results. ‘It was
hoped that the young Emperor when he
visited the Pope would show by some
sign that he was favorable to returning to
the Holy See the temporal power of which
it had been deprived. But if such hopes
were entertained by the Head of the Ca-
‘tholic Church and his adherents, the
Emperor William took some pains: to
show that they were altogether ground-
less. He did everything he ocould’ to
show that he regarded Rome as the capi-
tal of the Kingdom of Italy, and that he

HIGH LICENSE.

High license is working well in Penn-
sylvania. The new law that went into
operation there in June last is exeedingly
stringent. The person who petitions for
a license to sell spirituous liquors must
give security that he will ohserve the law,
The penalties for the violation of the law
are exceedingly severe. The granting of
licenses is placed in the hands of the
judges of the court of session whose duty
it is to make a rigid enquiry into the ante-

| cedents of the applicant and the require:

ments of the locality in which he proposes
to open a bar. . The first result of the new
law was that a very large .proportion” of
the applications for license were refused,
and consequently two-thirds ot the saloons
and hotel bars were closed. There were
in Philadelphia last year 5,773 licensed
saloons. They were cut down by the
judges to 1,268.  Since the law went into
operation there have been 3,422 petitions
for license; of these only 1,399 were
granted. The result of the operation -of
the law has been that there have been far
leso street drunkenness, less disorder and
fewer arrests. Mr. Charles Emory Smith,
editor of the Philadelphia Press, says:
“In June, July, August and September
of 1887, the commitments - were for the
five months respectively,- 2,737, 2,728,
2,736, . 2,765;  In the correspofiding
months.of 1888 (since the high license
law went into operation) they were 1,563,
1,645, 1,817, 1,904.” ‘This diminution ‘of
commitments has occurred while the pop-
ulation ‘was ‘increasing. These 1
must have been highly satisfactory to the
friends of high license.

A SLIGHT MISTAKE.

. In an article on “‘the public health” the
Oregonian says that smallpox is common
in the rural districts of Canada. This is
not true. In the rural districts of Canada
generally smallpox is almost unkmown. If
a'person pitted with smallpox is seen in
any of the towns or country districts of

Ontario, the Maritime Provinces, Mani-
toba or British Columbia it will be in
nearly éVery case fouund on enquiry that
he is either a foreigner or a native of the
province of Quebec. Quebec is the only
province of the Dominion in which the
smallpox does any mischief to speak of,
and even there it is only the French Can:
adians who areits victims. 'These people
look upon smallpox, like the measles, as a
disease which almost everyone must have
some time in his life. They, as a people,
have, or it perhaps would be more correct
to say had, a very strong prejudice against
vaccination and it is moast difficult to pre-
vail upon them to conform to any regula-
tion that may be made for the isolation of
smallpox patients. During the visitation
of the smallpox in 1885 the most stringent
means had to be taken to prevail upon the
French Canadian population to submit to
vaccination, and the isolation of
persons suffering from the disease
was found to be impossible. People ob-
stinately resisted the Board of. Health’s
officials who tried to enforce the health
regulations. This was not contined to
what is generally regarded as the ignor-
ant class. The gentleman who is now
chief of the Montreal police, tore down the
placard warning the public that the small-
pox was in his house more than once, and
when brought up before the City Recorder
to answer for the offence was treated by
him most tenderly and sympathetically.
In consequence of - this neglect of the
proper precautious, the mortality among
the French Canadian population of the
city was most deplorable. There was,
perhaps, never a niore marked instance of
the efficacy of the observance of sanitary
rules than was witnessed in Montreal dur-
ing that terrible visitation. The French
Canadians who neglected all sanitary pre-
cautions and who entertained an appar-
outly inveterate antipathy to vaccination,
live principally in the eastern section of
the city. The English-speaking citizens
reside principally in its western section.
From the record of thedeaths from small-
pox, an outsider could distinguish
at a glance between . the eastern
and western divisions - of the city.
In the eastern division the deaths were
were very numerous, in the western they
were comparatively and conspicuously
few. So apparent was this that the
French people themselves noticed it, and
after a while, attributed it to the right
cause. Their prejudice against vaccina-
tion vigibly diminished, and they became
more amenable to sanitary law. They
now allow their children to be vaccinated
and they see the necessity of keeping
those who are suffering from the disease
apart from the rest of the community.
The lesson they have learned was a very
severe one, but it will be salutary in its
effects.. We do not think that Montreal
will ever again suffer 80 much from the
scourge of smallpox as it did in the sum-
mer and autumn of 1885. We do not
know whether there has been any im-
provement in this respect among the in-
habitants of the country districts of
Quebec, but we rather think that the ex-
perience which cost Montreal so much has
had a beneficial effect upon the whole pro-
vince. . Our Portland contemporary must
not think that because Montreal once
suffered dreadfully from .a- visitation of
smallpox the disease is common .1n every
part of :Canada. Such is not the case.
Every part of Canada except the Province
of Quebec, is as free from ‘smallpox as the
healthiest part of the United States. And
now in Quebec the oaly people who suffer
from it are the French Canadians.
