BRIFSSN FEELINGS ON THE PROS-
PECTS OF WAR.

The Native Pugnacity Thoroughly Aroused
~—Longing to Take it Out of Someone—
Pollitical Dissensions Forgotten In the
Russtan Menace.: ;

LoxpoN, March 8,—It looks as if the
English ministers were wise in their reli-
ance upon the shortness of the popular
memory, -for already the grave political
crisis which spoiled their sleep a week ago
to-night seems practically forgotten, It is
true that a deep personal bitterness remains
among the people, as witness scores of

printed refusals to contribute to the Gor-
don memorial fund  because Mr, Glad-
sione’s name. is -on the ccmmittee, It is
true also that all the dangers of a hostile
majority combination at any stage of the
supply proceeding still exist, but no one
appears just now to give them much
thought,

. This rathér curious pldcidity of politics,
doming as it does so soon after the violent
storm of last week, is the legitimate result
of the Russian menace on the Afghan
border, and it grows more and more evi-
dent that the ministry acted on this ex-
pectation,

In gll the capitals of western Europe
there s a genanﬁ idea that Russia does not
want war, but that she intends to take ad-
vantage of England’s present Afghan em-
barrassment, in order to grab all that it is
safe to touch short of provoking actual
hostilities. England wants war even less,
but she is’in the awkward position of hav-
ing declared that certain things would be a
casus belli, and these thin%l Russia has
coolly done. The Russian forces on the
frontier are under command of Gen, Ko-
maroff, who is a hot-headed Slavophile,
and who, it is quite likely, has exceeded at
least the spirit of his instructions, but the
imperial authorities are too proud to order,
him to withdraw,

On the other hand, England has had to
solve her doubts of the ameer’s fidelity by
giving pledges to defend every inch of his
territory,and Sir Peter Lumsden, who is at
the head of the English half of the bound-
ary commission, has had to forestall the
Russian attempts to bribe the Afghan
garrisons at the outposts by advising them
to fight if the Russians advanc>d and by
promising English aid. It seems difficult
to discover whether the territory in dis-
pute really belongs to the ameer or not,
for there is a mass of testimony on both
pides, but nothing 18 clearer than that
three years ago the Russian frontier was
500 miles away from Herat, and now it is
a short march from Herat. “Saraks itself
is only 200 miles from Herat, PulI’katum
is only 150 and the frontier proposed by
M., Lessar is only gighty miles.: The fron-
tier whoh was rearranged by the Russians
in the recent general staff map is only
shirty miles distant. i

Of conrse there is the usual talk that
everything depends. on Prince Bismarck
whether war is permitted, and the timor-
ous souls and quid nuncs find great com-
fort'in the-visit of Bismarck’s son, Count
Herbert, whom they suspect of having an
olive branch concealed on his person. As
a matter of fact in the present situation

- much mere is likely to depend on the

strength of Gen. Komaroff’s potations and
the - state of his commissariat than on
Vrince Bismarok’s sttttude. The Russians
certainly did not begin their present game
without an ‘understanding at Berlin that
they were to be allowed to play it out in
their own way, and it is too late now for
the German chancellor to interfere, even
if -he desired to do so, and no number of
family visite ean change the situation,
This is the only intelligent inference from
his recent speech, which was -that he
wathed his hands of the conséquences of
Mr, Gladstone’s foreign policy. )

A great deal issaid also about the initial
liberal mistake of abandoning a German
slliance for an illusory friendship with per-
fidious and selfish France, which deserted
England the moment the Egyptian trouble
arose, and ‘much is further said of the
necessity of a reversal now, as Lord
Palmerston reversed ‘his policy in 1859,
when he turned sharply around to the
Austrian side after France had annexed
Savoy.

Englishmen are much mystified by the
intricate essays of their newspapers on the

~balance of power in Europe and disturbed
to the very soul by the wretched way that
things seem to be going all around, but
they are quite willing to have it out now
with Russia if needs be, and they would
resent very stoutly any sign on the part of
the ministry of backing down before the
Ruseian advance. There is a general
resolution that if England must fight,
to do it so thoroughiy that the Russian
bear will be limp for the next half century,
No doubt much of this feeling is due to
the widespread mortification over the in-
glorious collapse of the Soudan campaign.
It has required the utmost press diplomacy
to elevate the retreats across the desert
and down the Nile to the dignity of a
withdrawal, and the late talk of a concen-
tration at Dongola, or somewhere near
Dongola, further humiliates the British
pride. Eence it is only human nature to
tind a sort of consolation in the prospect of
hitting somebody else. |

Kngland is better prepared for an'Asiatic
war than might be imagined from the fact
that the Soudan reinforcements have so
disturbed the home system that there are
scarcely soldiers enough to spare in London
to. perform messenger duty at the war
office; for England could concentrate 80,-
000 good soldiers at Candahar in a few
weeks, and here in Eogland the trouble
arises more from a lack of sense inthe sys-
tem than from a lack of men, Noone
doubted here that Russia would be terribly
whipped in the event of war, unless there
should be unsuspected treason in India.

The latest information is that Ruassia has
sent another conciliatory assurance that
she will make no further advance on Herat
and 'that Lord Granville, afier a long con-
sultation with the cabinet, has decided to
answer that this assurance is very gratify-
ing, but that the Russian force must posi-
tively retire from the disputed territory
which she now occupies. This the Russian
authorities lLiave already 4wice declined
to do.

chronic bankruptcy needds no comment
but it is something new for England to b
@s hard ap as she is now. Do what she
will Mr, Childers is still further than ever
this year from making both ends meet, and
all sorts of plans for raising the wind are
advanced and discussed, The most.ohvi-
ous resort, of course, is the income tax,
already at sixpence in the pound. Probably

A Protest From Earl Granville—A Steamer
 Stopped at Gibraltar.

Loxpox, March 8,—The Chinese govern-
ment complains that regulations have been
relaxed at Hong Kong and Singnapore in
favor of the French, English traders
in Chinese seas complain that German
ships have been assured protection and are
thus obtaining freights that would other-
wise be secured by English vessels. Gran-
ville has sent an emphatic remonstrance to
Prime Minister Ferry against searching
vessels going from ‘English ports to Hong
Kong or Japan not touching at Chinese
porta.

GiBRALTAR, March 8,—The | British
steamer Scrathleven has arrived here with
a cargo of Remington rifles and ammuni-
tion, As the destination is presumably
China the French consul telegraphed to
Paris for instructions as to whether the
Strathleven will be allowed to proceed.

SHANGHAI, March 8,—Great excitement
exists here, owing to the reported over-
hauling and searching of several English
and American steamers en route to Ton-
quin, by Fredch men-of war. The vessels
were searched on the pretence that they
had rice and other articles declared contra-
band of war by France on board.

The Reinforcements for Suakim,

Svakiy, March 8. —Steamers are arriv-
ing daily with reinforcements.- To-day
six transports anchored here, having on
board a body of engineers, commisariat
corps,detachment to conduct balloon opera-
tions, medical contingent and transport
corps. Transports also brought a number
of horses and mules, as well as supplies of
various kinds for the garrison.

Hostile Arabs at Tawai are becoming
alarmed at the number of ships arriving,
The Awaiai tribe is ready to desert Osman
Digna whenever an opportunity presents
itself.  Food. is scarce and the Hasheen
Arabs are sending their women and cattle
into the mountains,

The transports on the way to Suakim
with guards, etc,, are detained at Suez
awaiting Gen, Greaves’ report regarding
the water supply at Suakim. The trans
ports, it is also said, await orders whether
to proceed to Kurrachee, where an immense
supply of stores is being accumulated.

An advance beyond Sinkat is not in-
tended until autumn, The intention is to
encamp the main body at Sinkat during
the hot weather,the site selected being 3000
feet above the sea level and three days’
journey from Suakim. A successful battle
with Osman Digna will have to be fonght
before the camp can be safely established.

An Advance Ordered Upon Kerti.

Suakim, March 8,—A reconnaissance
from Suakim to-day disclosed the presence
of detachments of the enemy in different
localities aggregating 10,000, An Arabian
peper says the mahdi has sent his lieutenant
at Metemneh a reward of $5000 for bravery
and ordered him to advance apon Korti,

Gen. Buller'’s Terrible Ketreat.
Lonpox, March 8.—A despatch from
Korti states that the retreat of Gen, Bul-
ler’s troops from Gadkul to Korti was a
forced march of a most toilsome kind, Hot

For,
whereas the other two ingredients have a
itendency to turn rancid if the cake is left
too long, petroleum, on the other hand,
retains all the flavor which it had when
first mixed with flour and currants, and
not cnly keeps itself in & high state of
preservation, but also prevents any other
part of the composition from betraying its
age, Thus the bakers and the confection-
ers are able to sell on the morrow and for
some days afterward the cakes which they
did not dispose of on the day when they
were baked, and the gain to them
is beyond any dispute., Unfortunately
the device, when regarded from the
conggmer’s point of view, loses many of
its charms, and it is subject to this objec-
tion: that many good, loyal French women
and, their children feel uncomfortable
about receiving into their internal economy
a liquid which was known to have made
such havoc of the insides of the Tuileries
and other buildings.
