The destruction of bees by freezing out 
and other causes is said to be hampering 
much of the germination of fruit through 
the Leamington district. The scarcity of 
bees is evident in blossom time, and 
farmers ascribe this to be detrimental to 
the perfecting of fruit and vegetables 
alike. All the early cucumbers are grown 
in the greenhouses made vacant by the 
setting out of tomatoes and other plants. 
Here under the burning glass, but furn­
ished with abundance of water/ the cu­
cumber thrives except for the presence of 
bees. Several farmers have, this year, 
placed hives of bees in the vine-clad hot­
houses, and are receiving splendid re­
sults from the experiment.

During the storm on Sunday evening, 
July 27tli, the barn on Mrs. Rachael Ban­
nister’s farm, 14th con., Plympton, was 
struck by lightning and all the out build­
ings were burned. " They included the 
barn, two stables and a drive shed. The 
contents of the barn, including 25 tons of 
hay, this year’s wheat crop, a wagon and 
rack and a seerl drill, were also destroy­
ed. Mrs. Bannister’s loss on the build­
ings is about $1800. with $750 insurance. 
C. Steer, who has the farm rented, lias a 
loss of $1200 on the contents, on which 
there was $490 insurance. Both policies- 
are in the lyondon Mutual. Mr. Steer 
had finished drawing in his wheat Satur­
day, and the last load was still on the 
wagon.

The sad nwrfSpaf the death of Albert 
Bell, of Medicine Hat. which occurred 
there Saturday. July 27th, reached rela­
tives here Sunday. Deceased, who was 
in his 22nd year, was a resident of For­
est, occupying a position in the Arcade 
Hardware store, until about a year ago, 
when he went to Brigdcn, and last March 
accompanied Mr. J. P. McCormick to 
Medicine Hat. He was an amiable young 
man. and possessed enough ambition to 
make good. In his business career here 
“Shine” as he was better known, was ad­
mired for his faithtul services and kindly 
manner of dealing with the public, while 
socially he was one ot the popular young 
men of the town, and the news of his 
death from typhoid fever was a shock to 
all. Deceased was a son of the late 
Frank Bell, and is survived by one sister, 
Mrs. Dupee, of Lavallee, Ont. The re­
mains left Medicine Hat Tuesday even­
ing, and are expected to arrive here on 
Saturday. The funeral took place from 
the residence of Mrs. Gammon, Clyde 
street, Forest,Sunday afternoon to Beech* 
wood cemetery.—Forest Free Press.

How Long Will You Live ?

A life table measuring the health 
conditions, based on the mortality in 
three years, 1909 to 1911, inclusive, 
has been prenared by the Depart­
ment of Health, New York City. In 
1882 a similar life table was prepar­
ed under the direction of the late 
Dr. John S. Billings.

The compilation shows thajr thirty 
years ago a child under 5 years could 
expect to live 41 years, while a child 
at that age at present may look for­
ward to a future lifetime of almost 
52 years, an increase of almost 11 
years. The life of a child between 
5 and 10 years has been prolonged 
from 46 to 51. A person of 25 to 
30 had an expectancy of life 30 years 
ago of almost 32.6 years. At pres­
ent the expectancy is 34.3, an in­
crease of 1.7 years.

Persons between 40 and 45 years 
had an expectancy of life of 23.9 
years a generation and a half ago, 
and at present one of 23.4 a decreas­
ed expectancy of six months. At all 
ages above 40 years there is a con­
stantly increasing diminution of the 
duration of life varying from 6 
months at 40 to 3 months at 85 
years.

The table shows the expectancy of 
life is greater among females than 
among males up to 40 years. Above 
40 the reverse is. true, Eighty-nine 
per cent, of the saving of life is be­
fore the twentieth year of age, and 
especially among children under 5 
years.

The remarkable decreases in the 
mortality from diphtheria and croup, 
measles, scarlet fever and smallpox, 
under 5 years account for this com­
paratively tremendous prolongation 
at ages under 5 years.

The increased mortality above 40 
is attributed to certain diseases that 
affect the heart, kidneys, stomach, 
liver and intestines. The death rate 
from cancer, heart diseases and kid­
ney diseases has increased within a 
generation. Accompanying this in­
creased mortality has been an in­
crease in the consumption of spirit­
uous liquors and nitrogenous articles 
of food, which the circular says 
means too much drink and too much 
meat.

season of short grain supply, writes a 
Kansas hog raiser in the American Ag­
riculturist At this time you have a 
number of pigs, if the sows were bred 
for spring farrow, and in no other way 
can you hasten their growth so cheail­
ly and satisfactorily as by providing 
plenty of succulent feed during the 
first six months of their growth. Rape, 
green oats, rye, alfalfa and clovevNave 
among the first available for cutting 
and feeding green.

It will not do to depend on 
early In the season.

One of my . neighbors who always 
made good in the hog bnslness kept 
his bogs In a dry lot This plan, how­
ever, Is not to be recommended If 
there Is any way to prevent It, as it 
necessitates extra labor at a time 
when labor Is at a premium In other 
lines of farm work. This man al­
ways planted an acre or two, depend­
ing on the number of hogs he kept In 
sweet corn. This he began to feed, 
stalk and all, when the grain began to 
set When this was all gone be usur 
ally had some early com ripening. 
Early In the summer a email patch of 
oats furnished succulent feed until 
the oats crop was ready to harvest 
and by that time sorghum was ready 
to fill in the gap between the oats 
and sweet corn.

The late spring of 1012, with its cold 
rains and clammy soil, was not condu­
cive to even sprouting of corn and 
Kafir; hence the sweet corn crop on 
my farm was cut short and I did not 
have much sweet corn with which to 
supplement my pasture during the dry 
season. I had, however, a good sired 
patch of mangels Intended for winter 
feeding, and 1 used these Instead. It 
seems strange that farmers, ns a rule, 
do not seem to realize the value of 
these roots as stock fefed. For six or 
seven years I have raised them for 
hogs, poultry and cows, and each sea­
son finds me wishing I had planted 
more. The main objection to them Is 
the amount of work required In raising 
the crop, but they are such heavy 
ylelders a small plot produces a large 
amount of rich feed.

Milking Capacity of Sows.
The difference in the milking capaci­

ty of different sows is as wide as in 
cows, as would readily be recognized 
if sows were in the habit of being 
milked as cows arc. When the milk­
ing is done in an experimental way the 
difference becomes manifest. Accord­
ing to the Wisconsin experiment sta­
tion, the average milk yield from ma­
ture sows ranges from 4.1 pounds to 
5.8 pounds daily, but in experiments 
made with four sows the highest yield 
made in one day was 8.7 pounds, while 
the lowest was 1.2 pounds. These fig­
ures indicate how wide .may be the 
difference in the milk yield of different 
sows. The number of pounds of milk 
given, however, does not afford a fair 
idea of the work the sow actually does, 
for the milk is about twice as rich as 
that of the ordinary cow. In the ex­
periments referred to the average com­
position of nine samples of sows’ milk 
was: Water, 80.35 per cent; fat. 8.24 
per cent; solids not fat, 11.41 per cent

Calves In Summer.
When calves are born in the spring 

it is better to keep them housed dur­
ing the summer than to turn them out 
to grass to fight the flies and to with­
stand the hot rays of the sun, says 
Hoard’s Dairyman. Calves raised in" a 
clean, shaded barn will do much bet­
ter. At a very early age the calves 
consume very little, if any, grass. The 
ideal way is to have the calves born In 
September and October. The first few 
months of a calf’s life it requires con­
siderable personal attention, and dur­
ing the winter months especially there 
is more time to devote to the stock 
than in the busy summer months. 
When spring comes the calf is six or 
seven months old and can be turned to 
pasture to advantage. It is past the 
period when it needs very much close 
attention. If the grass is good and 
plenty of water supplied, the calf will 
largely look after itself.

Bacon Production.

To produce good bacon it Is best to 
have grazing for the hogs. To raise 
hogs in a pen is costly. Many kinds 
of grazing can be provided, even if 
one’s farm is small. It is possible to 
soil hogs as other animals, and It Is 
economical to do so. Originally the 
hog was a grazing animal—and* be 
still Is. if given a chance. ,v v

Union Stock Yards, Aug. 5.—The run 

here to-day totalled 144 cars, containing 
2,298 cattle, 1,288 sheep, 2,110 hogs, 206 
calves and ten horses.

Following the holiday, today’s open­
ing was a little slow, but even at that it 
xyas a great deal brisker than last week’s 
closing. After two weeks of gradually 
declining prices, cattle took a jump to­
day, and registered an increase of fifty 
cents over last week’s closing prices. 
The stock was also of a better grade than 
has been shipped in during the past two 
weeks, and as a result trade was better. 
There was very little improvement in 
cows, that market remaining about steady 
with last week. Sheep also brightened 
up and while there was a fairly large run 
it was not excessive for the opening day, 
and this market gained about twenty-five 
cents. Lambs and calves, however, were 
just about the same as last week, though 
in all probability they will both brighten 
up before the close. After selling at a 
very high price for two weaks, hogs fin­
ally took a drop. This week the drop 
was from 15 to 25c. After such a sensa­
tional sale as the hog market has had for 
the past two weeks, there was bound to 
be a drop.

Choice butcher’s cattle sold from $6.25 
to #6 50, medium from $5.50 to $6.00, and 
common from $4.50 to $5.00. Choice but­
chers’ cows went from $5.15 to $5.30, 
medium from $4.50 to $5.00, and common 
from $3.25 to $4.00. Butchers’ bulls 
ranged from $3.00 to $5.50, canners and 
cutters from $2.00 to $3.00, and milkers 
and springers from $40.00 to $65.00, ac­
cording to quality. Good feeders sold 
from $5.25 to $5.75, and heavy feeding 
bulls from $3.75 to $4.25. Calves (good 
veal) brought from $5.00 to $7.00, and 
common from $3.50 to $4.50. Spring 
lambs went from $7.00 to $7.50, and com­
mon from $4.00 to $4.50. Light ewes 
sold from $5.00 to $5.50, heavy ewes from 
$4.00 to $4.50, and bucks and culls from 
$3.00 to $3.50. On the hog market quo­

A letter received by Mr. Gardiner,
5 50 ' Principal of the Ontario School for the
6 65 Blind, from the Superintendent' of the 
6 10\ American Mission School for the Blind

at Bombay, India, mentions that the 
estimated number of blind people in 
India is 500,000, of whom certainly no 
more that 500 have had any opportunity 
for an education or training along in­
dustrial lines. Reports from many 
places ill the United States, as well as 
from TiTâH.y European countries, indicate 
that blindness is decreasing in the most 
highly civilized communities, largely as 
the result of greater knowledge, and 
more attention to preventive measures, 
on the part of physicians and nurses. 
While the returns of the last Dominion 
census on this subject have not yet been 
tabulated and published, there is reason 
to believe that a similar statement is 
applicable to Canada. Nevertheless it 
is probable that there are now—as there 
always have been—many young peoplç 
in Ontario who ought ' to .be en­
rolled as pupils in the School at Brant­
ford, but are not. Some parents of 
blind children have never heard of the 
School ; others are sensitive about letting 
it be known that their children are 
afflicted ; many, from what might be 
described as excessive affection, do not 
like to be separated from their children, 
even for the children’s good. To get 
into communication with the parents of 
those for whose benefit the School is 
maintained, the Principal depends large­
ly upon the kind intervention of neigh­
bors, teachers, ministers and municipal 
officers and he will be glad to get from 
any reader of the Guide-Advocate the 
name and postofflee address of any per­
son under twenty-one years of age, who 
is blind, or whose sight is so defective 
that attendance at the local Public 
School is not practicable. 7 the 
methods in use at Brantford,/ good 
English education can be act/ d by 
the sightless, and instructioni also
given in such trades as are available to 
enable the blind to become self-support­
ing. There is no charge for board, 
tuition or books.

though I was a child to him, he was a 
good deal to me—a tall, handsome, in­
tellectual boy—and I would have given 
a year of my life for a single word or 
even look indicating his slightest Inter­
est in me.

When Alan was graduated at college 
he was made assistant professor of 
English literature at his alma mater.

The university was a co-ed institution, 
and when 1 became twenty I entered 
for a degree. My brother Tom had 
gone far away, and Professor Broad- 
well, who was just entering upon his 
duties as an Instructor, was not aware 
that there was such a person as myself 
among the students. I did not make 
myself known to him. and I had so 
changed that he did not recognize me.

Then he gave me the 
grammatical rule for it all, and when 
he bad finished. It I were drowning 
and should act In accordance with my 
understanding of bis explanation, I 
would certainly forbid any one to help 
me. But I didn’t tefl him so. I simply 
looked as If it were all clear to me.

He was certainly very kind to give 
me all this Information, and if 1 had 
had any conscience I should have been 
ashamed of myself that nine-tenths of 
it was unnecessary, I having made the 
errors on purpose. I thanked him at 
the end of his Instructions and said 
that I would profit by them, which 
was deceptive, for I intended to make 
other mistakes In my next essay that 
would bring about a similar Interview.

And so I did. On the second occa­
sion of my being called upon to remain 
after lecture for Instruction the profes­
sor complimented me even more high­
ly on my handling of my subject than 
before, but he seemed to be much dis­
tressed on my deficiency of handling 
the English language. “You confuse 
the verbs ‘to lie’ and ’to lay,’ ” he said, 
“the one meaning to recline, the other 
to place some thing.” He gave me the 
grammatical construction, then asked 
me to give him an example.

Then I con­
gratulated myself that I bad made 
considerable advance toward obtaining 
the degree that was nearest my heart— 
M. A. It, or mistress of the art of 
love.

I blush now, years after I was aim­
ing at this degree, at the devices, the 
expedients, to which I resorted. Dur­
ing the period that I was handing in 
essays to Professor Broadwell I con­
tinued a pretended obtuseness at his 
instructions that they might be re­
peated over and over again. I put off 
telling him that I was the sister of his 
boy chum, that I bad acted the part 
of messenger for him when I was a 
little girl and that during his visits to 
Tom had never once looked at or 
spoken to me except as he would to a 
child.

He 
had lost track of Broadwell, but, tak­
ing up a college bulletin, saw his name 
among those of the faculty.

LUCKY YOUNGSTERS.
Some of Britain’s Little Heirs to Vast 

Tracts of Land.
Who is the luckiest youngster in 

Britain? Examination of the peerage 
reveals many interesting cases of boys 
of tender years who will one day in­
herit vast riches, estates, and great 
family honors, the most fortunate, 
perhaps, being the five-year-old Earl 
of Arundel and Surrey, the son of the 
Duke of Norfolk, who is heir to both 
his father’s and mother’s estates. The 
Duke of Norfolk owns 50,000 acres in 
some of the fairest English counties, 
his rent roll exceeding a quarter of 
a million a year, while the Duchess 
of Norfolk—Baroness Herries in her 
own right—owns 18,900 acres.

The duke is one of London’s great 
landowners, owning a considerable 
slice of the southeast side of the 
Strand, and, according to a compe­
tent authority, the rent roll of this 
land a couple of decades ago was 
£52,000. New buildings in Norfolk 
and Surrey streets have immeasur­
ably augmented the rent roll, which 
has probably increased threefold in 
value.

À year previous to the birth of the 
Earl of Arundel and Surrey a son was 
born to the Marquis of Bute, “the 
uncrowned king of Cardiff,” as he has 
been called, whose father left the en­
ormous fortune of £6,000,000. His son 
and heir, the Earl of Dumfries, a 
bright little youngster of six years of 
age, will inherit vast estates which 
cover 117,000 acres, in addition to 
many titles. Lord Bute is the wealth­
iest peer in Scotland, although he does 
not possess quite so many* acres as 
the Earl-of Dalhousie, who came into 
the title, an income of over £50,000 a 
year, and about 138,000 acres of land, 
when a boy of nine. His son and heir 
is Lord Ramsay, who was born in 
1904.

Two more instances of vast fortunes 
which will descend to lucky young­
sters, not only from their fathers, but 
also from their mothers, are afforded 
by the cases of the Marquis of Bland- 
ford, son of the Duke of Marlborough, 
who is now sixteen years of age, and 
Viscount Mandeville, son of the Duke 
of Manchester, who was born eleven 
years ago. The Duke of «Manchester 
owns some 70,000 acres of land,, and is 
also possessor, of four country resi­
dences, two "in England and two in 
Ireland. His wife, Miss Helena Zim- 
mermam, daughter of* an American 
railway magnate, whom he married 
in 1900, brought much "wealth. to the 
Manchester family. With two excep- 

j tions the Duke of Marlborough is the 
| smallest of ducal landowners. He 
| possesses about 26,500 acres of land, 
j the revenue being given at £36,000.

Quite a number of heirs to large 
■ estates were born in 1894, the same 
! year as the Prince of Wales, and such 
! names as Lord Whitchester, grandson 

and heir, after his father, to the duke- 
! dom of Buccleuch and Queensburg, 
I occur to one readily, says The Ladies’ 
| Field. The duke is easily, the biggest 

,j landlord in Britain. He owns 460,000 
acres, mostly in Scotland, and much 

j of it is barren land.- The Earl of 
I Hillsborough, born in 1894, son of the 
j Marquis of Downshire, will inherit 
; some day 120,000 acres. A great many 
| acres of his future property are in 

Ireland and some, ia. Berkshire.

Professor Tî B. Wood, of Cambridge, 
England, lecturing at the Royal Insti­
tution, exposed the pretensions of bread.

The “staff of life," he said, "has been 
masquerading as a valuable food on the 
strength of the protein it contains, but 
it has now been discovered that half of 
that protein is composed of glutominic 
acid, of which the human system requires 
but a minute quantity, while the remain­
der is split up into a dozen or fifteen 
other products of considerable value to 
animal life, but which are necessarily 
found in bread only in almost infinitesi­
mal pronortions. In order to obtain 
sufficient quantities of the latter on a 
bread dietary, the system would have to 
cope with a vast amount of waste gluto­
minic acid.

“What we want to encourage people 
to do,” Professor Wood declared, “is 
not to worry about eating this kind of 
bread or that kind of bread, but to mix 
other things with their bread in order to 
get protein better suited to animal re­
quirements than is this extraordinarily 
lopsided protein which is derived from 
bread.”

The Holidays

It is peculiar,but nevertheless true 
that children greet the advent of the 
holiday season with much the feeling 
of gratification common to the pris­
oner who is paroled. To draw a 
definite line of demaikation between 
innate aversion of school and aver­
sion justified by school conditions is 
impossible, yet we cannot help but 
feel that hereditary influences, if 
they are as strong a force as repre­
sented, are largely responsible for 
the status of school in the mind of 
the child.

All educational efforts of recent 
years have been directed with a 
view toward making school life at­
tractive to the pupil, for only those 
lessons learned under pleasant aus­
pices can he of the utmost value in 
after-life. Despite the strides that 
have been made in the direction of 
popular education we still have a 
preponderating majority of boys and 
girls who spend countless hours in 
anticipating the arrival of the next 
holiday season and in forgetting 
what they have learned when the 
vacation does arrive. Our school sys­
tem is not much at fault It is 
merely the assertion of youth's av­
ersion to discipline and restraint.

The Humble Hen

barnyard or chicken yard, thankfully 
assimilating the various bits of nu­
triment or gravel that attract her 
attention. In the proper season she 
betakes herself to her nest and there 
exercises to the full the instinct that 
prompts her to bring into being those 
fluffy little objects that go about 
shouting “peep” and pecking vainly 
at everything in sight, “just like 
mother."

When the boarding house table 
calls for its Sunday sacrifice, it is 
the ben who off ers herself as a balm 
to the palates of the homeless.

When the dark maw of the cold 
storage warehouse opens, it is the 
hen who furnishes the eggs to fill 
that, emptiness, and her eggs that 
rest in mute, inglorious certainty 
within that darkness, knowing if 
they know anything at all, that 
whatever their age, they will once 
more appear to the world in the guise 
of freshness and bring a price un­
dreamed of even in the glory of their 
youth.

Man owes much to the hen. Were 
there no hens, no man would be hen­
pecked. He might even have to be 
duckpecked. And think of the igno­
miny and discomfort of that ! Were 
there no hens, the man whose garden 
fails would have to find some other 
excuse than that most convenient 
one of the neighbors poultry.

to be of Variations in the Test

Frequent experiments have shown 
that one single test of a cow’s milk 
is not reliable as an indication of 
what percentage of fat her milk nor­
mally contains. A great many well 
known causes affect the test, also 
some causes that are unknown at 
present even by the closest students. 
This “variation in the test" is one of 
the puzzles of the cow's individuality 
and because of these puzzling varia­
tions it is advisable to take composite 
samples at intervals so as to ascer­
tain the average test.

Some recent painstaking investiga­
tions at one of the dairy research 
stations in England with seven cows 
for two days, even covering such de­
tails as a separate test of eleven suc­
cessive pints, three times a day, from 
the four quarters of the udder, show 
that while the average test with the 
cows giving thirty pounds of milk 
per day was 3.6 per cent, the varia­
tion was all the way from only six 
tenths of one per cent up to nine and 
a half per cent of fat.

This is clear proof of how mislead­
ing one single test mav be. If the 
real earning capacity of each individ­
ual cow is to bo computed, it must 
be on the basis, of her annual pro­
duction of milk and fat less the cost 
of feed ; regu'ar weighing and test­
ing give that knowledge which every 
factory patron should have of each 
cow he keeps.—Department of Agri­
culture.
