There is now a widespread public
interest in the above subject and in-
stead ‘of advocating new forms of
activity it may be necessary to guard
against undue multiplication of or-
ganizations, with heavy expenses
and diffusion_of effort says the To-
ronto Globe.
The whole community is getting a
firm grip on the idea that all build-
ing of character, all progress and —e-
form, must begin with the chi.i
First, we must see to it that the in-
fant life of the Province there is a
healthy foundation on which to build
and then add to the happiness and
culture of child life so that there
may be normal and all-round devel-
opment. It was in recognition of this
principle that the Government re-
cently passed the Mothers’ Allow-
ance Act, whereby one million dol-
lars per annum will be paid to wid-
owed mothers to enable them proper-
ly to care for their children in their
own homes. Provision was made also
for the appointment of public nurses
to be distributed in each county or
group of counties, with the duty of
helping to educate mothers in the
better care of infants so that use-
ful lives may be saved. To a large
extent the numerous important child
welfare movements of the present
day are the outcome of the Chil-
dren’s Protection Act of 1892-3, un-
der which officially recognized Chil-
dren’s Aid Societies are organized
throughout the Province, Buf, after
all, the essential thing is not law or
system, but that each individual man
and woman should feel a personal
responsibility to help influence for
good the young lives that are grow-
ing up to carry on in the days to
come. The best service is personal
and individual, and great results can
be Iooked for only when all classes
of the people are co-operating to put
our social laws and the Golden Rule
into effective operation.

REV. W. H. BROWNLEE DIES
OF SLEEPING SICKNESS

St. Thomas, March 17.— The city
lost one of its most highly respected
citizens in the death of Rev. W. F.
Brownlee, rector of St. James’ Ang-
lican church, <which occurred this
afternoon about 4 o’clock after an
illness of six weeks of sleeping sick-
ness. Mr. Brownlee had been in a
critical condition for some time, and
although his end was not unexpect-
ed, the news of his death willbe re-
ceivéd with deep regret by his many
friends and parishioners, who are
aware of the invalyable work he has
done in the ministry of the Ang-
lican church, not only in St. Thomas |
but elsewhere.

Mi. Brownlee was born in Brooke
township in 1866, was educated in
the public schools, later entering
Western University and Huron Col-
lege, London, where he took his de-
gree in 1891. He was ordained as a
deacon by Bishop Baldwin in 1891,
and to the priesthood in 1892. After
some years of travelling missionary
work he was rector of Biddulph,
Ridgetown and Southampton church-
es before coming to St. Thomas in
1910. He was one of Western On-
tario’s foremost Orangemen and al-
ways participated in gatherings of
the Orange Order, both in this and
other cities.

He was married in 1892 to Miss
Lilian Hamley, of Harriston, who,
‘with five daughters and one somn,
survive. The eldest daughter, Mrs.
Reginald Bowler, is in Winnipeg;
Frances is in her final year at West-
ern University; Kathleen and Doro-
thy and Stewart at home. Miss Edith
Brownlee, who was visiting her sister
in Winnipeg, is expected in the city
tonight.

T passed a bill regulating the taking of Ahe
vote on the Referendum in Ontario on Appil 18.
The points to remember are as follows: -

Every British subject by birth or naturalization,
man or woman, resident in the Dominion of Canada
one year previous to February 1, 1921, and resident
in the Province of Ontario for two manths previous
to same date, is entitled to vote, unless otherwise
disqualified.

Voters' Lists used in the last provincial referendum
are the lists to be used in this Referendum, subject
to revision. Every voter in an urban polling divi-
sion must be on the list, and will presumably be
on the list only in the division in which Me resides.
In incorporated cities and towns of 1,000 popula-
tfon or over, arrangements will be made for receiv-
ing applications from any who are not now on the
list on March 29 to April 4 inclusive—except Sun-
day—when for six clear days dfficers will sit to
receive such applications.

In rural polling divisions the voter must be either
on the list or be put upon it as a resident and be
vouched for as such by another resident.

Both affirmative and negative sides have the right
to select scrutineers.

TAKING THE CENSUS

For taking the census of Canada
which begins on June 1 next, the
sum of $1,620,000 has been set aside
in the estimates, which will make the
cost about 18 cents for every man,
woman and child in the Dominion if
the population proves to be nine mil-
lion. The number of enumerators to
be sapointed is 24,000, and their
work in the coming census will be
much easier than formerly. There
are thirty-six questions in the popu-
lation schedule. In 1919 agricultural
statistics were taken on four sched-
ules, and at this census on one. As
annual census figures are now ob-
tained regarding agriculture, min-
ing, fishing, mortality and industry,
it was possible to reduce the sched-
ules and questions greatly. The four
schedules concern; First, popula-
tion, with supplementary schedule
on the blind, etc., Second, the agri-
culture schedule, with name of every
farm in Canada, its owner, and de-
tails concerning it; Third, the cen-
sus of animals not on farms, but in
towns and cities. The pay to enum-
erators is five cents for every name
on the schedule, 30 cents for details

of every farm, 10 cents for every
entry concerning animals and gar-
dens in cities and towns, $4.50 in
Central Canada and the Maritime

Provinces for every hundred names
in lieu of expenses for horse hire,
ete., $6 per hundred in the Prairie
Provinces, and more in British. Col-
umbia.

CANNOT BE CENSUS OFFICIALS

The Department of Statistics at
Ottawa will notify the Assessment
Commissioners in each riding that it
will not be permitted
appointments of any officials con-
nected with municipal councils to
the position of enumerator or any
other position in connection with the
taking of the census. The reason for
this is that there is a lot of informa-
tion which the Government will re-
quire to be taken and which will be
of a confidential nature. The Gov-
erment desires to make it imposa-
ible for this information to be used
for taxation purposes. either for
Municipal, Provincial or Dominion
legislatures. This prohibition will ex-
tend to reeves, rural
road masters, etec.,
connected

to make any

councillors,
or any person
in any way with Provin-
cial or Municipal offices.

Taxing a man on the value of priv-
ate services is simply taking private
property for public use without com-
pensation—in other words stealing
by due process of law. When a man
builds, paints or improves his house,
he pays 'for these services to the
painter and builder. Why, then,
should he be called to pay for these
services a second time to the town
that did not build or paint—in fact,
rendered no services and delivered
no goods?

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SEEING SNAKES

i (Toronto Stur.)

As birds do a great deal of harm
to the cherry crop, a way of scaring
them off, as given by Senator Mc-
Lean, of Connecticut, is worth pub-
lishing in Ontario. In the south
robins and other birds in the winter
learn to give a wide berth to the
black snake, which is very fond of
birds. The senator says if you cut
an old garden hose into four foot
lengths and put a length of this into
each cherry tree, the robins, think-
ing each piece of hose is a black
snake, will keep a long way from
those trees.

“MY ONLY BROTHER DIED
150 YEARS AGO,” HE SAID

“Have you no kinsmen to help
you?” was asked of a poor man who
applied for relief in Brussels a few
days ago.

“My only brother died 150/ years
ago,” answered the applicant.
Amazing as was his statement, it
proved to be true.

A still more extraordinary lapse of
time between the birth of two broth-
ers is recorded by Henry Bellender-
Ker, a well-known English lawyer of
the early nineteenth century. One of
the witnesses in a probate action in
which Bellender-Ker was engaged
was asked if he had any brothers or
sisters. He replied “My only brother
died 152 years ago.”

A murmur of incredulity ran
through the court, yet documentary
evidence was produced to confirm
the old man’s statement. His father
had married at the age of nineteen,
and by this wife had a son who died
in infancy. He married again at the
age of seventy-five and had another
son, the witness, who was ninety-six,
when he gave his evidence.

The Fox family can show g re-
markable record of this type. There
were only two generations in the di-
rect line of descent between Sir, Ste-
phen Fox, who was born in 1627 and
(so it is said) attended Charles I. on
the scaffold, and the third Earl of Il-
chester, who died in 1858. Thus it
happened that of two aunts of
Charles James Fox, one, his father’s
half-sister, ' died in 1653, and the

other, Lady Sarah Napiner, his
mother’s youngest sister, died in
1828.

The Maude family is another long-
lived line.. Captain Francis Maude,
R.N., was born in 1798 and survived
until 1886. His paternal grandfather
was born in 1673, and his father,
the first Lord Hawarden, in 1729.
The three generations covering 213
years. Lord Hawarden married in
1777, for his third wife, a bride of
eighteen, who died in 1851, There
were thus 122 years between the
birth of the husband and the death
of his wife.

Generally speaking, people as a
rule haven’t much use for the man
with a grouch.

Electrically-heated appliances suf-
fer most from frequently being left
with current on when actually not in
use. This may be avoided for three
good reasons: (1) It wastes current,
/2) Excessive heat impairs tae finish.
() It is apt to injure the heating
whic¢h will reach a much
higher temperature than the regu-
lar working temperature and damage
is done,

So that to leave your electric iron
without being in use and with cur-
rent on all the time means a heat
that burns off the nickel, burns off
the soleplat and does the heating
element no good. The best way to
make sure that the current is off is
to pull out the switch-plug at the
appliance; never turns off the ecur-
rent at the lamp socket unless the
switch-plug is’ out.

THOSE GOOD OLD DAYS

In announcing an increase in sub-
scription to $2 per year, the Kincar-
dine Review thus goes into relative
values: “When the present publisher
of The Review bought the business
a year's subscription would buy a
cord of wood two feet long. Now we
have to give the paper for three
years for a cord of wood sixteen inch-
es long. Since then all the products
such as we buy directly or indirectly
from hundreds of our subscribers
have increased in the same ratio. The
$1 we got from the farmer for The
Review would buy 8 to 12 dozens of

$2.25 ped 100 pounds; today it is
$7.00. We could add more to this
list to make the comparison complete
but these are sufficient to show any
reader that he or she is still getting
the best of the deal in an exchange
of commodiffes. A newspaper at the
new price is still the cheapest article
that can be purchased today.”

EMMER AND SPELT

Judging from thé mumber of en-
quiries received here, at other agri-
cultural institutions, and by the
agricultural press, it appears that
much confusion exists in the minds
of the farming community in regard
to Emmer, Spelt and “Speltz”. A
few words of explanation, therefore
seem desirable.

Emmer and spelt
lated cereals which resemble wheat,
but differ from it by retaining the
chaff when they are threshed. This
retention is due to two causes, first,
the tightness of the chaff around the
kernel, and second, the brittleness of
the head, which causes it to break
very readily, and therefore, makes
it more difficult in ordinary thresh-
ing to extract the kernels.

There is no such thing as “Speltz”
and there is no such word in the
English language. When this word
is used Common Emmer is the grain
which is meant. 7

Common Emmeér is the most val-
uable of all the varieties of emmer
and spelt, but it has been too much
advertised and praised by parties
who had seed for sale. For ordinary
climates it is certainly inferior in
usefulness to the grains more com-
monly grown. It may, however,
prove valuable in some caseg in very
dry districts. It resists drought and
rust better than ordinary wheats but
it cannot take the place of these, be-
cause the kernels do not thresh out
clean. Special machinery would have
to be used if it were required to re-
move the chaff. Emmer, therefore,
must be compared with other grains
and not with wheat. As a rule farm-
ers' will find it more advantageous
to grow barley or oats than to grow
Common Emmer, particularly in
climates where there is a reasonable

CARE OF SEED POTATOES AND
PREPARATION FOR PLANTING

(Experimental Farm Notes)

For an ‘early crop, it is a commen
practice to také the seed tubers toa
light room of about 60 degreeé tem-
perature by the 20th March, to give
them four to six weeks to warm up
and sprout. A thick green sprout
not more than a half inch long is
wanted. The exact gain in growth
from this treatment has not been
determined. In one trial at the Ex-
perimental Station, Fredericton, the
difference in growth as between seed
so treated and seed taken immedi-
ately from the cellar wis very slight.
Plants from the sprouted seed were
only feom two to three days ahead
of the others.
¢ To kill any spores of common scab
and to some extent, Rhizoctonia, the
potatoes should be treated with a
disinfectant. The safest to use is for-
malin, at the rate of a pint to 30
gallons of water. The tubers are
best bagged and then immersed for
two hours.

Investigators are now trying out
methods of disinfection whereby the
use of heat-and greater strength of
solution will materially hasten the
process of disinfection.

Experiments have proven quite
clearly that the most economical way
to use seed is to cut to sets weigh-
ing not less than one ounce and not
more than two ounces, with from
two to three eyes to a set. Cutting
by a machine or a cutting board
may be economical in large commer-
cial operations, but as when using
these the size of sets and number of
eyes cannot be well regulated nor
elimination of internal disease car-
ried out the advantage of speed may
not be good economy.

To make sure that no sets infect-
ed with Black Leg, Fusarium Wilt,
Late Blight and other possible
troubles are planted, the best pro-
cedure  is, first, to throw out all cut
and bruised tubers, cut a thin slice
off the stem end and then discard
any tubers showing discoloration.
Two knives should be used, one kept
standing in a can of formalin solu-
tion; immediately a discolored pota-
to is cut, the knife used should be
put in the disinfectant and the other
knife taken. ;

As the sets dry out quickly
when cut and will heat if left in
piles or barrels, they should be coat-
ed with dust. Gypsum, or land plas-
ter, is one of the best materials to
use, and if from two to four quarts
is spread through the barrel of seed
the sets will keep cool and firm with
out deterioration for days and even
weeks. Air slaked lime is frequently
used and sometimes road dust and
sulphur. Lime, if not thoroughly
slaked, may injure the eyes and
make the sets unpleasant to handle,

THE EXPERIMENTAL FARMS
SYSTEM

Remark has several times been
made in Parliament and elsewhere
that the splendid work performed by
the Experimental Farms System of
Cana_da is not mnearly so widely
known and appreciated as it should
be. In the Agricultural Gazette of
Canada for January there appears an
outline of the systems and the tasks
in which it is engaged. The Central
Experimental Farm at Ottawa is the
headquarters of the twenty branch
or auxiliary farms and stations. Itis
stated that there is one farm in each
of the provinces of Prince Edward
Island, New Brunsgwick, and Ontario,
two in Nova Scotia, four in Quebeec,
two in Manitoba, three in Saskat-
chewan, two in Alberta and four in
British Columbia. There are also
two-sub-stations in Alberta, two in
the Yukon and one in British Colum-
bia. In addition, working with the
system are tobacco stations at Farn-
ham, Que., and Harrow, Ont. At.all
of these experimental and research
work of national importance is
carried on.

been established in New Brunswick
Nova Scotia, Quebec, Alberta, anid
Sasl atchew11.

OIL BEARING SEEDS .,

(Experimental Farms Note)

oily seeds is very large. Some of the
most important of these such as the
0Oil Palm, Brazil Nut, Peanut, etc.,
cannot be cultivated Canada.
Among those which have been tried
in this country or which are worthy
of trial are ,Flax, Hemp, Soy Bean,
Sunflower, Castor Bean, Opium Pop-
py, and Rape.

It is unnécessary to say anything
about Flax which furnishes the val-
uable Linseed Oil so extensively used
in the manufacture of paints,
ishes, linoleums, ete.

Hemp has ripened seeds each year
for several years past at the Central
Experimental Farm at Ottawa. Hemp
seed oil, though not equal in this re-
spect to Linseed Oil, has good dry-
ing properties and is used for paints
and varnishes,

The oil content averaged
a litt.e over 20 per cent. The "o is
extensively used in China and Japan
for edible purposes and the cake
forms a valuable caitie food. In thig
country the oil is used mainly for
soap-making. It has considerabls
drying properties and is also used
to some extent for making paints.

Russian Sunflowers have been culs
tivated with success at Ottawa. They
are valuable honey plants and the
dried stems can be used for fuel.
Some specimens reached a height of
10 feet with heads 15 inches in di.
ameter. The kernels may contain asg
much as 50 per cent. of oil. The oi}
has a pleasant taste and is used tg
some extent for edible purposes, fop
making soap, and to some extent fog
varnishes.

The Castor Oil Plant is grown
mainly in warm or tropical countries
but ripe seeds have been obtained
each year from a number of variet«
jes grown at Ottawa. The worst feas
ture about this plant is that eaclj
seed-capsule bursts when ripe and
scatters the seeds to some distaned
around, thus necessitating frequengf
collection of the seeds by hand. Al
variety was grown last year whick
does not appear to have this objecs
tionable feature and will be furthes
experimented with. An analysis off
the whole seed, made by the Domin<
ion Chemist, showed from 39 to 47
per cent. of oil present. Castor Oill
has very extensive uses, being ems
ployed for medicinal purposes, dresse
ing leather, lubrication of machins
soap-making, ointments, dyeingg
and insulating material for ‘electrig
cables.

Opium Poppy has grown satisface
torily at the Experimental Farmy
The oil is edible and is also used fog
fine artist’s paints. ;

Rape would probably grow in Can<
ada but I have not experimented
with- it. It yields Colza Oil whichy
owing to its viscosity, ranks high ag
a lubricant. It is also used as an ed+
ible oil, for burning and other pure
poses.
