Work for the season opened up
briskly on Thursday last at M. W.
Graves and Co’s, Evaporator and all
the paring machines are in Commis-
sion. \The Monitor man made a short

wisit there a few days ago and will

endeavor to give a brief resume o
the work.

At both sides of a long table which
runs the length of the room are found
the full complement of busy workers.
On one side are the paring machines,
each of which keeps one person busy
feeding. Speed is regulated to the
deftness and quickness of the oper-
ator. The machines peel and core
the apples which pass through to the
other side of the .table where the
small amount of skin left on either
end is trimmed off. They then go
on to an endless chain conveyor and
are carried up to the second floor
where they are bleached to prevent
any discoloration and pass over the
knives of the slicing machine and
drop into barrels placed to receive
them, They are taken to drying rooms
with slat floors through which heat
comes from furnaces below. Here they
are thoroughly dried or evaporated,
the period of time required being
#rom 16 to 30 hours acconding to at-
mospheric conditions, etc. They are
then packed into boxes ready for ship-
ment. /

The plant has a capacity of 300
barrels per day. .

CHURCHILL,

«Britain Was Never More Noble Than

But before the conscience of the
American nation could assert its as.
cendancy over its political machinery,
a long and terrible road must be
needlessly travelled by mankind,

The British regular Army reached
in the nick of time, the decisive point
of the great opening battle on land.

Everything had been staked by the
German- General Staff upon_ the turn-
ing movement through Belgium.

The inconceivable errors of Gene-
ral Jofre and the French Headquar-
ters favored in every way the Ger-
man plans. :

The French armies of the ceatre
and right were everywhere hurled
back in their attempt to invade Ger-
many, and their left was completely
enveloped by the German onrush,

But for the fact that the British
Army—though only 100,000 strong—
was massed in protection of the ex-
treme French left, the encircling of
the Fifth French Army and the piece-
meal disorganization of the whole
French line must have followed.

Then came the Marne.. National
pride must not lead us to exaggerate
the part played by our small and war-
stricken forces., They dealt a weighty
blow at-a_decisive point, They thrust
into the gap which opened between
the armies of Bulow and Kluck.

So exactly was the stupendous
struggle balanced that the withdraw-
al of a single corps from one side or
its addition to the other would prob-
ably have decided all,

But the glory of what is inadequate-
ly called the Battle of the Marne be-
longs to France,

The whole line of the French arm-
jes, undaunted by defeat, unshaken
by the frightiul losses they had sus-
tained—the heaviest in the whole war
—not demoralised by nearly a fort-
night’s retirement, turned upon their
pursuers on' a, front of nearly 200
miles, and by a superb manifestation
of the national will to live saved their
country and the cause of the Allies.

In this we bore our part in full pro-
portion to our small numbers,

The weight of the British Empire
in the war grew with each month that
passed, British influence had played
its part in keeping Italy neutral; it
later became decisive in winning her
to the Allied cause, The British Navy
continued to rule the seas for all
practical purposes without interfer-
ence. Our Army in the field grew

It was in this #©inal period of th
war that the scale of the British ef-
fort reached its maximum,

The British Em$ire had lost near-
1y a million men and over two and a
half million wounded. It was main-
taining over five million soldiers in
the field.

We may be pardoned after ten
years in dwelling for a few moments
upon our country’s deeds.

Since the British people have over-
come these mountains, let them not
tremble at the molehills among which
‘hey now reside.

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MORE SCALLOP BEDS
ARE DISCOVERED

Outlook Good For Brier Island Seal-
lop Fishing.—Steamer Ex.
amining Grounds,

Following the investigation of the
scallop fishing grounds in the vicin-
ity of the Lurcher Lightship, Bay of
Fundy, as already reported to The
Herald by its Yarmouth correspond-
ent, the fishery patrol cruiser Arleux,
Captain Harry Cousins, proceeded to
Westport to take up an examination
of the grounds off Brier Island West
Light bearing east southeast four and
a half miles, where a prolific area
was discovered. The light four foot
rake used, caught a fine lot of scal-
lops, forty-three being taken in one
haul. . There is every sign that a most
profitable fishery is available.

To ascertain more fully the extent
of the grounds, Ward Fisher, Halifax,
chief fishery inspector for the Mari-
time Provinces who was on board, de-
cided that a further survey. should be
made of that part of the bdy, and
operations were thus carried on two
miles west southwest of the position
heretofore mentioned. The results
were assuring and also in the waters
two miles sounthwest by west of the
Southwest Ledge buoy. The depth of
water throughout the entire survey
was forty-five fathoms,

Apparently the whole area gone
over, is a continuation of the Lur-
cher scallop grounds, with the prob-
ability there is a gully running along
the whole south coast. It is quite
evident a successful fishery is' avail-
able to enterprising fishermen who
will fit out with suitable gear. This
is particularly applicable to the
grounds from Brief Island eastward.

Chief Inspector Fisher was accom-
panied on the trip by two of his pro-
vinecial staff, H. H. Marshall of Dig-
by, inspector of fisheries for Nova
Scotia, and G. E. Torrie, of Digby,
tishery overseer for that county.

Rossignol and he states that he has
three parties booked up for Decem-
ber, who are coming to the Province
for the express purpose of hunting
wild cats. These animals are very
numerous in that part of Queens coun-
ty, and by the use of specially train-
od hounds is one of the most exciting
of sports.

While the capture of wild cats has
hitherto in Nova Scotia been a mat-
ter solely for the hunter or trapper,
and the matter of hunting them for
the sake of sport has never been de-
veloped. Mr. Moore claims that it is
a field of -sport that may attract a
considerable number of people to
hunting camps in the Province at a
season of the year when they might
otherwise be closed. The best com-
ditjons for the hunt is when heavy
snow covers the ground and the ani-
mals are trailed through the snow.
The specially trained hounds will not
attack the cats, but trail them to
their lair, leading the hunter to them.

Although Alberts only became a
province eighteen years ago, its
population has increased fourfold,
while the grain yield has increased
twentyfold. The total agricultural
products of Alberta in 1923 were
worth $228,000,000.

The scheme for the settlement of
British emigrants in Canada may
assume & new aspect as a result of
the presence in London, England, of
the Hon. J. A. Robb, Canadian Min-_
ister of Immigration. Canada fa-
vors the movement of entire fam-
lies to Canada from Great Britain,
rather than that of single men.

Among the biggest muscalunges
caught this year was one landed at
the Canadian Pacifiec Railway’s
French River (Ont.) .Bungalow
Camp, by Samuel Franklin, South-
ern Sales Manager of Claflins, Inec,
New York City. Mr. Franklin had
a light tackle and had never hooked
a lunge before.

.ipped the scale at 88% ‘pounds.

A total of 13,7743 Canadians,
most of them native-born, has been
repatriated from the United States
during the months of April, May
and June, according to figures
announced by -the ~Department of
Imntigration. During these three
months 53,425 persons immigrated
to Canada, which represented an in-
crease of 12,292 over the same pe-
riod of last year.

Marquis wheat, originated at the
Dominion Experimental Farms and
now world famous, has success-
fully invaded South America, being
grown in the Argemtine Republic
last year with results that, accord-
ing to authorities there, exmceeded
the expectations of the most opti-
mistic advocates of the grain. Fur-
ther shipments of seed. are being
made to the Argemtine by the Ca-
nadian Seed Growers’ Aassociation.

One--of .the most diverse and im-
teresting aggregations eof passea-
gers ever assembled in Canada left
Montreal for Ewrope on August
20th aboard the Canadian Pacific
liner Minnedosa. It included Ma-
jors S. de Beires and Brito Pais,
who recemtly flew from Lisbon te
Macsao, China, a large party of
scientists returning from the recent
convention of the British Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science
at Toronto, Colonel Geo. Ham,
genial and internationally known
“ambassador of the Canadian Pa-
cific” and “Soldier” Jones, Cana-
dian heavyweight boxer.

The first all-British direct cable
service between Mentreal and Lon-
don was opensd on August 18th by
the Canadian Pacific Telegraphs.

GREAT MARKET IS :
POSSIBLE OVERSEAS

Canada Must Study Demands of Trade

Highly Specialized Demands of Brit-
ish Market Must be Studied.

Quebec.—Hon. T. A. Low, Minister
of Trade and Commerce, stated on his
arrival here on the Canadian Pacific
steamer Empress of Scotland that his
trip to England and continental Eu-
rope had been a most profitable one
and from his observationg while
abroad he believed that an increase in
Canadian export trade might be ex-
pected very soon.

At Rottendam, on invitation of the
Board of Trade and the leading citi-
zens, he inspected the system of dis-
tribution of Canadian wheat to the
Dutch mills. Sometime was spent in-
quiring into the receipts and ship-
ment o: Canadian wheat in England.
Mr. Low admitted this had been jone
with a view to further enquiry as to
the improvement in the method of
handiiag of Canadiac whe:t for ex-
purt skipment, from the Lead of the
lake to the overseas conuntries,
Canadian flour, too, was in univer
sal demand because of its superior
baking strength, Special effotts were
being made in two or three directions
to assure a bettir marker for th's
year’'s crop.

In several European countries
special efforts were being experded
by the department to opev up a re-
ciprocal trade in certain lines.

Mr. Low stated, also, that a tremen-
dous market was possible in the ex’
port of meats, but that Canada must
study the highly specialized demani,
especially of the British market, to
greater degree than in the past, if
she is to become a successful sales-

man abroad in this field.

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DISINFECTING ANP WHITEWASH-
ING POULTRY HOUSES.

(Experimental Farms Note.)

All poultry houses should be thor-
oughly cleaned inside before the pul-
lets are put into winter quarters and
it is also a good plan to whitewash
at least once a year. A valuable dis-
infectant whitewash suitable for this
purpose, and also for hog houses,
barn basements, stables, etc., is made
ag follows: slaked lime, 1% pecks;
salt, 2 lbs.; commercial concentrated
lime-sulphur, 4 gals.; watef, 40 gal-
lons. For a small quantity the follow-
ing proportions are Suitable: slaked
lime, 1 heaping quart; salt 3 table-
spoonfuls; commercial concentrated
lime-sulphur, 1% qts.; water, 4 gal-
lons. This amount is suficient for
the ordinary single-pen henhouse.
One ounce of alumn to the gallon of
lime whitewash makes it adhere much

more satistactorily, while a pound of
cheap bar soap dissolved in a gallon
of boiling water and added to about
5 gallons of thick whitewash will give
it a gloss like oil paint. To insure
penetration into cracks and crevices,
and particularly if a large area is to
be covered, the application is prefer-
ably done with a high-pressure spray
pump.

The houses may be disinfected with
creolin or some other good disinfect-
ant before the whitewash is applied.
A satisfactory mixture for this pur-
pose is 1 pint of creolin and 2 pints
of kerosene oil in 5 gallons of water.
One ounce of carbolic acid may be
added to this to increase the effec-
tiveness of the mixture. This solu-
tion should be forced into every crack
and crevice with a spray pump, es-
pecially around the nests, roosts and
adjoining walls.

In addition to the yearly white-
washing or disinfecting, dry lime
should be scattered on the droppings
board once a week, and the droppings
removed daily.
