Perhaps it is not going too far to
say that Mr. Barss is the Judge Lind-
sey of Vermont. Certainly they both
subscribe to and practice the prin-
ciples laid down in the following ex-
tract from the Burlington address of
the latter;

““Your own boy is not safe unless
‘“all boys are safe, and if we be-
‘‘lieve in brotherbood we shall not
‘““‘turn our backs on the children.
‘“The policeman should be the friend
““of the boy ard the boy should be
““the friend of the policeman, but
‘“ in many instances we see the
“‘state assuming the attitude of the
‘‘enemy towards the boy. If we are
‘‘to understand the boy we must
‘“‘understard his environment. The
‘‘difference between the bad boy and
‘‘the good is the difference between
‘‘environments. It absurd in
‘‘dealing with a child to apply the
““‘same methods as when dealing
“with a mar. Fear is the father of
“‘lies. If you want to get the truth
““ out of & boy first get the fear out
“ of him. The parert, whose anger
“‘rather than love prompts punish-
“‘ment, soon has the hatred of the
“boy and he gets immediately be-
‘‘yond parental control.”

No
event of any importance in the life
of a Khasi takes place without divina
tion by egg-breaking. The number o
eggs broken for omens is only Yimited
by the resources of the owner. CGroups
of Khasis may be seen arguing and
wrangling for hours, and accompany-
ing their ejaculations by furious!y
hanging an egg on the ground, until
iz time they are standing in a disgust-
ing mess of egg shells, yolks, and the
blood-red saliva caused by betel-chew-
ing. When the success or failure of
some prospective event is in qucs-
tion, the custom is to drop an egg on
a peculiarly shaped board, and then,
from the configuration of the splash-
ed yolk, and the position of the bits
of shell, draw an augury concerning
what is likely to happen. When it i3
desired to discover the cause of some
sickness or mistortune, the man ad-
dresses the egg after this fashion: “Oh
egg, I am only a man, and ignorant,
and can divine nothing. You can com-
municate’ with spirits, and between
them and us haye intercourse. Now,
say, who has done this—who has caus-
od this man to fall sick?

He was Smallest Man in Canada, |
Being Less Than Three Feet

In Height.

Lockport, May 27.— Edward Hup-
man, probably the smallest man in
Canada, died yesterday at his home
in Allendale, five miles from here. He,
was thirty-eight years of age. His
height was but two feet nine inches, '
ard he weighed about thirty pounds. |
He had been ill for about five months
with stomach trouble, but the imme-
diate csuse of death was paralysis
with which he was stricken on Sun-
.day. Both Mr. Hupman and his par-
ents were always adverse to his ap-
pearing on exhibition, but when the
Dominion eshibition was held in Hal-
i ax four years ago he appeared there
in company with his sister, who is
now about twenty years of age, and
of exceedingly small stature.

“pDON'T CLEAR YOUR
THROAT SO MUCH.”

(From the New York Medical Record) !
| The impulse to clear an obstructed
air passage is perfectly natural. When
air fails to pass freely it is usuelly
because the passage is narrowed by |
congestion and sweiling of its lining
membrane. But a person thus affected |
is apt to think that the trouble is
caused by an obstructien, which must
be removed by forcing through the
tube a column of air under pressure. |
He, therefore, either coughs, clears |
his throat or blows his nose. ‘

The facts are about as follows:—
An extra supply of blood is summon-
ed to resist an invading foe, and ir-
ritation, swelling and secretion are
incidents of the ensuing conflict. it|
may be said that irritation sourds !
the alarm, swelling indicates the|
presence of reinforcements, and secre-
tion provides a covered way under
which the affected part returns to aj]
normal condition. The. removal of
mucus by the successful application
of a blast of air does not justify the |
eflort made, but really indicates that
a natural protection has been su-
rendered.

[WRECK OF “COLBORNE”

FAMOUS DISASTER OF 1838 COST
FORTY-THREE LIVES.

Only Twelve of Vessel’s Company
Ever Touched Land Again—Two
Hundred Thousand Dollars In
Specie Went Down and an Im-
mensely Valuable Cargo of General
Merchandise.

Throughout the two old provinces
of Canada there was in the year 1838
no name better known or more fre-
quently mentioned than that of Bir
John Colborne.

The uprising egainst the Govern-
ment that had broken out in 1837
flared up again in the following year,
and Sir John, as commander-in-chief
of the forces in Canada, was the man
of the hour. :

Before his militery operations the
flame of insurrection was soon stamp-
ed out, although it has been charged
that on some occasions he was un-
necessarily severe.

However, that
sideration here.

In order that he might have a
table service in keeping with his high
position, and stvle of living, he caus-
ed to be sent out from England a
valuable collection of silver plate,
and by a rather remarkable coin-
cidence the plete .was shipped on a
vessel that bore Sir John’s name, the
Colborne, of Hull, England.

The Colborne was a barque of 350
tons, commanded by Captain Kent,
an experienced seaman. During Aug-
ust. 1838, she took on her cargo at
London, and considering the small-
ness of the vessel, it was one of the
most valuable cargoes ever shipped
out oi the Thames., consisting of gen-
eral merchandise, wines, spirits,
sperm oil and spices

Besides this Sir John Colborne’s
valuable plate, a large collection of
ornaments for churches in
Lower Canada and £40,000 1n gpecie
in boxes, each box containing one
thousand sovereigns. A large por-
tion of this money belonged to the
Government, and much of it was in-
tended to be used in paying the troops
in Canada. Some of the gold was for
the Canadian banks.

The crew oi the Colborne consisted
of seventeen men, and besides the
crew there were thirty-eight passen-
gers. - Among the passengers were a
number of British officers going out
to join the forces in Canada, and
their wives and children—Capt. Jas.
Elliott Hudson, his wife, five daugh-
ters and four sons; Mr. Wm. Walker,
of the Royal Nevy, brother-in-law to
Capt. Hudson ; Capt. Bucket and wile,
and others of like rank. A number of
Canadigns were also on board—Mr.
W_ Scolell, of Hamilton, Ont.; Mrs.
Wilson. of the same place; Mrs
Keast, of Torento; Mr. George Manly,
deputy sheriff of Quebec, and others.

The passengers were, with few ex-
ceptions, persons of meens such as
to-lay are to be found in the first-
class eebin of #n ocean liner.

Her desiination was Quebec, and,
therefore, instead of being in the Bay
of Chaleur, she should have been
peseing up the Guif of Bt /Lawrence.

That she was so far out of ber
course shows that a fatal and inex-
cusable error had been made in the
reckonings.

As night came on the Captain sight-
ed a light which he said was on Anti-
costi Island in the Gulf.

St. John a party of 170 people
from Great Britain to go into occupa-
tion on  farms,

The new policy of the company in-
volves the nt of farms
varying in size from 80 to 100 acres.
On each of these farms the company
breaks snd  cultivates 50 acres and
puts it in crop, fences the farm, puts
down a well and erects a small house
and brrn, the cost of these improve-
ments being added to the list price of
the land, and Zthe purchasers given
ten years in to pay for the land
and improvements.

In the colonization of the West, it
has been found that the American or
Canadian farmer is not afraid of pio-
neer conditions, and is prepared to
take possessign of a prairie farm and
immediately pfaeed to make his own
improvements, §ving in a tent or tem-
porary shelterg@=til he can get a
house erected.

Settlers from Great Britain and
Northern ' Europe are not accustomed
to pioneer conditions dn the West,
and settlement by this class has been
deterred ‘owing to the fact that they
were unacquainted with these condi-
tions, and were afraid of the hard-
ships resulting “therefrsmy. To meet
this condition, the new policy of the
company has been org@ized, and the
succeds so far met with indicate that
the number of people who can be
brought out to occupy improved farms
is only limited by the number of
farms which can be got ready for
them.

Anyone who had geen the first
party which arrived on the Empress
of Britain would have been struck by
the appearance of these people, and
by the fact that they are of a class
which, up to date, Canada has been
obtaining a very smali number.

The company makes it a rule that
these improved farms are only sold to
married men who have had previous
experience, and the faet that on theinr
arrival in Alberta they can at once
move on to a farm with some crop
in the ground, and with a comforiable
house in which to settle their bel
ings, as well as a barn for 1bli
the horses and cattle that th
immediately buy, makes their chance
of success very much greater than it
would be wete they &imply turned
loose on unimproved land.

The new policy of the company is
the first of its kind which has been
tried in connection with the coloniza-
tion of railway land in Amerieca, and
its inauguration has prebably attract-
ed more attention than any scheme
since the tide of immigration began.

Toronto Boy for South Pole.

One of the phvsicists who will ac-
company Capt. Scott on his British
oxpedition in search of the South
Pole this year ia Mz, C. 8. Wright,
an old Toronto. bey, who has been
vorking the last twe Tears in Cam-
bridge under Prof. Zir J. J. Thomsoa
in the famous Cavendish Laboratory.
AM#. Wright was oducated at Upper
Canada College (head boy 1904) and
the University of Toronto, where he
taok first-class horors each yoars, and
inally won the 1%5! exhibition schol-
. He is thd sccond son of Mr
\Mred Wright, Cenadian manager of
the London & Langashite Fire Insur-
ance Co. The work of the physicists,
Dr. Simpson and Mr. Wright, will
omprise the usual meteorological and
magnetic work, and in addition a sur-
vey of the currents and econditions in
the upper stmosphere wili be attempt-
ed by seading up specially construct-
ed balloons carrying instruments for
registering the temperature and
height. n&'ork on ocean currents, at-
mospheric electricity, radioactivity of
the sea and air, salinity of sea water
and analysis of the atmosphere will
also be undertaken.

Another point to which Mr. Wright
intends to devote considerable at-
tention is the investigation of the
ice from the
point of view of its age and past his-
tory. Should any simple relation be
found connecting the crystal structure
and the age of ice considerable light
would at once be thrown upon the
origin of the great ice barrier—that
vast floating ice sheet, 200 feet high,
200 miles long and of unknown width,
which has so long puzzled the mind
of the geologist.
