The Rev. Andrew King, D.D., Emcenitus
fofessor of Systematic Theology of vur |
harck, died at Helcnsburgh, Scotland, on |
be 24th February. He was eighty-three
iears of age.  Previous to the Disruption
{:1843, he was one of the Glasgow Parish
Bninisters.  He togk an active part in the |
Non-Tutrusion controversy, and was one of
ghe brave Five Hundred who signed the
Pro7esT and left the establishment. In |
1848 he came to Nova Scotia as Professor |
if Systematic Theology and Chureh His- |
oy for the Free Charch Clollege,—having
n commissioned by the Colonial Cum-
tee of the Frec Church. He arrived
¢ on the 18th October, and delivered his
jaugoral lecture on the 2nd November.
tFrom *hat day, till he finally 1eft our shores,
11871, he was closely identified with the |
wth wnd progress of Presbyterianism in
se sea-Provinces. He was willing to
‘n’ﬂ and be spent in the Master’s sorvice. |
ceriainly newer spared time or strength. ‘
never refused an invitation or neglected
opportunity of preaching the Gospel of !
rist while his health permitted.

E In the spring of 1870 be was ill for sev- |
weeks, and his increasing infirmities
ned him that he could not long dis-
rge the onerous daties of his office with
gomfort or satisfaction to himself. e ac-
ringly communicated. to the Synod of
70 his intention to resign, and his willing-
to do so whenever the Synod should
love him by appointing his successor-
be Synod on that occasion elected a gen-
mai in Scotland who declined to accept

the position. The Synod adupted unani-
mouasly the following Minnte respecting Dj.
{ing  We quote it as fully and literally
expressing our own estimate of oar vener-
able father’s services and his character and
attainments :— '

“In connectivn with the retirement of
the Rev. Andrew Kidg, D.D., from his
work as Professor of Theology and Church
History, the Syrod agree to rocord their
deep sense of the value of his services
throughout a period of 22 years in training
young men for the work of the ministry in
these Lower Provinces. His extensive ac-
quaintance with the literature of his dopart-
ment, the lucid order and fulness of me-
thodical treatment which he brought to
bear upon the exposition of thevlogical
topies, the precision with which he degned
the point at issue in controversy, and the
incisive logic with which he exposed and
refuted error, fonnd their apprupriate sphicre
in the Divinity class room ; while the grave
courtesy and kindliness ot his mannerat
once maintained the dignity of his chair,
and secared the affection of his pupils. His
thurough familiarity with the procedure of
Church courts, his firmness in maintaining
the principles of Presbyterian government
and discipline, and his wisdom 1n applying
them to the varying circumstances of the
Church gave weight to his wunnscl in Tres-
bytery and Synod. And so long as his
strength permitted he lab-ared abundantly,
in the pulpit, in committees, and otherwise,
tv promote the interests of the Church and
the cdification of the people.”

Dr. King's health improved so ferin
1670, that he was able to discharge theé
duties of his chisir with unexpected efficie
ency during the session ot .1870-1, till with-
in three weeks of its close, when he was
brought to the brink of the grave by con-
gestion of the lungs. He recovered and
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regained his health to such a measure that
he made up his mind to remove to Scotland
to spend there the remainder of his days.
Previous to his departure, the Synod pre-
sented him with anaffectionate and grateful
Address in which special reference was made
to the munificent gift of his Library to the
College. Triends in this city and elsewhere
united in a ‘>stimonial to him the day be-
fore his final farewell. No one who was$
present at that deeply affecting interview
will forget the solemn, earnest, fatherly and
pathetic words of our venerable father and
friend. Much as he loved Scotland, he
Toved Nova Scotia very much too, and he
Ieft behind him here the people who held
him most dear on earth. It was not with-
out much and unwonted hesitation that he
made up his mind finally to eross the ocean.
Happily his health was greatly improved by
his return to Scotland; and he was, till
within a few weeks of his death,remarkably
vigorous for a man of his years and labours.

Dr. King has left his mark permanently
upon the Presbyterianism of these Prov-
inces. He was the first Moderator of the
Presbyterian Church of the Lower Prov-
inces, and he took the deepest interest in
the prosperity of all her enterprizes. It is
impossible to speak too highly of him as a

man of conscience towards God and men.

He was a straightforward antagonist, an
honest counsellor, a faithful and most loy-
al friend. He regarded with the devoutest
reverence the Word of God and he delight-
ed greatly in its exposition. He was as
far as possible above cant and sham ; and
was every whit an honest man.

THE SUPPLEMRENTING FUND,

(As to this balance I may remark thais
is more in appearance than in reality, asa
payment falls to be made out of it which
will all but sweep it away.)

Now, at first sight, the position of the
Fund would seem not to be an unsatisfa
tory one, if so far all claims have been met
and nearly three months of the financiat §
year are yet to run. But the matter s
sumes a very different aspect when it is §
considered, (1) that on the first day of
July next about $2000 will be required to §
provide for the payment of the half yeatly §
supplements then due; (2) That of the §
whole amount contributed so far this year,
not much more than one half, . e., say
81600, has been contributed by our own J
Church, for mearly $500 of the Balancs §
from last year, with which the account g
opens was given by the Free Church of
Scotland ; and (3), that, as I am informed §
by the Treasurer, four congregations have §
contributed more than one third of this
$1600. .

Such, then, is the present position of the g
Fund. At this date the receipts and ex- §
penditure about balance each other, and at
the expiration of threc months, about $2000 2
will be needed to pay the supplements then
due. While it is; perhaps, not far from the §
trazh 10 say that having regard to the fore
going facts, the Church as a whole has vt
come up to the help of this scheme in the §
measures that might fairly be expected of §
it.
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To what cause this apparent lack of in-
terest may be attributed, it is difficult to sny.
It may be that the impression has gone
abroad that the Fund is in a better position
than in point of fact it is, or the necessities

"of the other schemes brought prominently
forward of late, may hiwve thrust the claims
of this somewhat into the background, or
some may be disposed to blame the Com-
mittee for not taking more active measures
during the current year on its behalf. As
tothe last, T may observe, that the Com-
mittee considered that—as the result of their

labours during former years—the Scheme

had so commended itself to the intelligence
and affections of our people, as to require
now no very special efforts on their part
But be the causes what they may, the posi- |,
tion and prospects of the Fund, as brought
out above, demand and should receive the
serious consideration of the whole Church,
—for, as has often been pointed out, there
is no one scheme which is more essential to
her well-being than, this.

In view of the forcn'omv I may take the
liberty of making one or two suggestions.of
a practical kind :—

1. All supplemented congregations
should take collections for this Fund. This
is the Synod’s injunction, and it is to be
hoped that due care will be taken to obey i zt

2. Tp to the twelfth of March only 78
congregations  had
amount given was only $1600, and more
than.one third-of this was given by four
congregations. I hope thatat the end of
the financial-year, or, at -all events, at the
meeting of Synod, the Treasurer will be
able to make a very different report. The
proportion of non-contributing congrega-
tions is far too large. The sum of $160C is

scheme. .And surely if,; four cangregations
havo °given more than one' third of -this
amount, the conclusion cannot.be resisted : ;

circular, and I am glad to say that we did
not appeal in vain. This yewr for the
reason already given, we did not think .i¢
advisable to take this course; but what has
been said shews sufficiently that their liber-
ality is not less needed now. In this con-
nection the example of ““ W., Quebec,” is
worth referring to. Tlis gentleman—who
I believe is entirely unconnected with our
Province or our Church, happened to see a
letter which appeared in the Record of the

I would
carnestly, therefore, urge the claims of this
Fund upon our people, and especially upon
those of them to whom God has given
wealth; and whose. liberality we have ex-
perienced in former years, and X confidently
hope that should these lines meet their.eye

It has
prospered enough-to encourage ug for the
future, and to rouse us to greater liberality
on its behalf. Dalhousie College and the
Hall cost the Church largely, but we must
bear the expence; it is money well spent.

No feature in our history is more encour.
aging than the readiness with which our
young men volunteer for foreign service.
No soorer is there a call for a fresh labourer
in the New Hebrides or in Trinidad than
offers of service are received. Young men
and young women take their lives in their
hands and venture cheerfully upon paths of
peril and hardship far away “ among the
Gentiles.” The correlative fact of the
readiness of our people to support Missions
is equally encouraging

It is most encouraging to note the fidelity
with which our Church adheres to the
¢“faith once delivered to the Saints,”’—
sound doetrine of which she need not be
ashamed. While other bodics are rushing
off to Romanism, Ritualism, Unitarianism,
or Infidelity, the simple truth of God’s
‘Word is as precious as ever to our minis-
ters and people. Never, never let it be
otherwise !

THE WAY T0 GIVE.

“ Every man according as he purposethin
his hu\rt, so let him give; not gr ml-rm sy, or
of necessity ; for God loveth a cheerful siven"

—2 Cor ix. 7.

Giving is sn important Christian daty.
A man cannot be a Christian at all without
being a giving Christian.  Our Church
asks cvery one who becomes a Church
member to give of his substance according
as God hath blessed him, to the support of
the Gospel and the maintenance of the
different schemes of the Church.  And she
is right. The poorest Jew was not s
poor as to be exempted from bringing bis
offering, and the poorest Christian is not
by the word of God, and ought not to te
by any Christian Church, exempted from
giving.

It is about how to give, however, that 1
would like to say an earnest word. Giving
and the spirit of ~iving are too often widely
different things. Paul tells us how we are
to give:

1. “Every man” is to give “ according
as he purposeth in his heart”” Bvery man,
you sec; not the rich; not the Christian
who has been successful in his undertakings, §
but every man is to give, and as he pur- §
poseth in his heart. )

When the collector used to go round §
with his subseription list, getting subscrip- §
tions for some benevolent object or other, B
or for some Church scheme, such as For- §
eign Missions, or Home Missions, or Edu- N
cation, or the minister’s stipend, it he &
wunted to make the thing o success, he §
would go to some generoas-hearted rich &
man, if there were any such, to head the &
list with a good large subseription. Then @&
when he had got the list well headed he
felt he could go to the proud-spirited, nig- &
gardly-hearted ones with an argument they @
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wuld not withstand. Te would appeal to
their worldly pride.  ‘“ Surely, sir, you
won't be behind your neighbour there. Let
B nc.low you what he is down for. That
. - solacthing respectable 1sn’t it?  Now,
b sou must be upsides with him at least.
Remember the whole community is to see
this subseription list, and it will never do
for a leading man like you to be sccond
f or thivd here. You must occupy a first

place for your own credit’s sake. And,
morcover, we are going to publish the
§ names and  donations of the generous
donors. Come now, let the Chureh and
the world see you can do it when you
Jike.”

Such an all-powerful argument generally
g ccceeds, and succeeds where nothing else
B3 would have succeeded. The wily collector
& s assailed him in the only approachable
money point in his whole character. Ie
§ might have iectured him for a fortnight
Il vithout getting a cent out of him, on the
Rty of giving, or the importance of giving,
or the necessity of giving, or the pleasure
and profitableness of giving, or the worthi-
wss and commendableness of the object.
Nothing but a cunning assault upon his
B pride and vanity would bring him to give
) atall.

And so all the way round. “ Collector,”
another will say, “let me see that list of
yours. 1 want to see what Mr. so and so
isdown for. Justso. Well, you may put
my name down for the same.”

Now that is not the way to collect nor
2y e way to give. It is not God’s way at
i lcist. God’s way is, “Ivery man as he
g puposcth in his heart.” No Christian
should ask how much any other Christian
g gives in order toknow how much he should
& give.  He should ask his own conscience
B Il should commune with his own heart’
B Aud when he gives his heart should go
@& dong with his gift. It is not the amount
& ve give, so much as the amonnt of heart
@ ve give along with it, that tells. Many a
B rich man’s thousand dollar gift, proudly
# and ustentatiously given, and so thankfully
§ tcknowledged, and so very prominenty
¥ noted and remarked upon by the editors of
g the Decord and the Church’s Treasurer, is

very little thought of by the Lord, and per-
haps is allowed to be expended in some un-
wise enterprize ; while, on the other hand,
some humble-hearted  Christian  widow-
woman’s mites, given with a glad, gushiog
heart, that she has something to give for
His honour who has given her Himselfare
sent round and round, here and there and
everywhere, in an unending mission of
good.

Ah! this heart giving which’ Paul
recommends so strongly and indicates as
the only true giving, is not much thought
of to-day. Itis the money we want, and
the more the better. No matter where it
comes from. It may be the price of blood,
the rumseller’s aceursed gains, the kept-
back earnings of the honest, hardworking
poor, the rewards of spoliation and frand
and what not, but no matter, the Church’s
hand is stretched out to receive all that is
put into it, and the larger the amounts, the
1ore lowly she stoops in acknowledgment.
Ah! no wonder the Church’s funds accoms-
plish often so littie good. Her money is
not always heart given money.

Now, Idon’t say the Church should re-
ccive none of the world’s wealth. I don’t
say she should throw back the world’s gifts
in his face and tell him to bestow his favor
somewhere else. I don’t say she should
be forever examining into the motives and
and principies of givers. Bat this I think
the Church should do or something like it.
She should so avow the great principle she
goes npon in receiving, that those who give
give as they purpose in their hearts—that
their giving be heart giving. I don’t think
it is the Church’s duty to go hat-in-hand
begging at the doors of rich worldlings
whose hearts are known to be consecrated
to mammon’s service, and whose wealth is
known to be the gains of oppression, fraud
and shameful wrong-doing. Such iligotten
and illgiven gifts can’t do much good any
where, and the Church is really richer
without them. If they come of their own
accord and . voluntarily give into the
Church’s treasury, well and good. It can’t
be wrong to receive anybody’s mouney n
that way, for, it may be, God, who has the
hearts of all men in His power, the hearts.
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of tho rich as well as the poor, the hearts of [

the bad as well as the good, may be moving
them to give. But for the Church, by wily
worldly policy, and flattery, and cunning,
and the thousand unscriptural and unchris-
tian schemes of getting the purse-strings of
the rich and monied of the world loosened,
and their money from them, which are had'
recourse to now-a-days, is neither honest
nor honourable, much less holy and heav-
enly. Giving, to beright giving, should be
heart giving.

2. The man who gives is not to give
grudgingly, or of necessity, but he is to be
a cheexful giver.

“When the Collector goes his rounds col-
lecting for the Church’s schemes, how few
give him a hearty weleome. How few say
to him, *“ Collector, X am real glad to sce
you. I was looking for you before this.
God has been good to me. He has filled
my barn up to the rafters with plenty. e
has blessed my family with health. Ile has
made goodness and mercy, sunshine and
hope smile sweetly upon me, T was long-
ing to see you, for I wanted to give Him a
thank-oftering in acknowledgment, a poor
acknowledgment of His goodness to' me.”

Sometimes he meets with such givers,
but not very often. Generally he has to
to listen to most dolorous tales of hard
times, damaged crops, scarcity of money,
sickness and sorrow, until the collector
feels like giving instead of getting.

Now, sometimes it is hard to give.
Money is scaree sometimes, and work is
hard to be got, and provisions are dear, and
crops fail, and sickness comes. It was hard
for the poor widow in the Gospel to give,
but for all that she made out to give with-

_out any grudging, or grumbling, or grind-
ing necessity.  She did not go to the treas-
urer with a carefully thoughe out and
worded tale of woe. “Ah! treasurer, you
don’t know how hard it is for me to get
along at all. 'Why, sir, it is almost im-
possible for me to live, and it is a great
sacrifice for me to give these two miites.
They are all I have in the world, all my
living.”> No, she passed along among the
crowd of givers yithout letting ner sorrow
and hardship be known.

It is not the real poor that say mogt
about their poverty. The worthy poor
suffer without a murmaur. Nor is it the
poor that are the worst givers. ““here isg
class of people that never know when they
arc well off, that can never see goodnes‘s
and merey in anything, and that are forever
grumbling. That micerable class take ang
keep all they get hold of, and there is no
getting anything out of them, and certamly
not without doleful grumblings, and grud!’:.
ings and growlings.

The giving which God delights in i
hearty, happy giving, not the giving of
hard necessity.  ““ God loves a cheerful
giver.”  Thatis the way Ile gives. How
lavishly Il scatters His blessings around
on all, on the unworthy and ungrateful as
well ason the good and thankful, How
freely and bountifully the fountains of :
plenty pour out their rich abundance to all |
‘T'he $un shines, the showers fall; the bins
of summer sing, and the flowess of spring
bloom so cheerfully for all that have a bean
to enjoy them. And not only the commun
Llessings of His Providence does He gne
in that free happy way, but also the rich
blessings of Mis grace. What a cheerful
giver God is!

Now God wants us to be like Himself,
the giving ehildren of such a giving Father.
He wants us to know the joy and happines
and spiritual good of giving. When we
give cheerfully and heartily and liberally
according to our means to a good cause, we
feel that it is healthful to ouwr souls; 1t has
an cxpansive effect upon our natures; it
clevates our beings; it makes us Christ-hhe
as well as does others good.

Thus, it is one thing te give, and another
thing very difierent to give as God would
have us give. The amount we give s im-
portant, but the right spirit, the giving
heart behind the gift is even more unportant.
It pays some people to give hberally. It
a goud advertisement of their busines
Every paper blazes abroad far and wide
their munificence, and everybody kncws
them and talks about them. Their shops
are thronged with customers. Their bus-
ness is patronized by the Church, and they
are able to go on giving. Ah! there it
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Janger of our falling into the condemna-
ton of the devil in giving as well as in
werything else.

PROFESSORS' SALARIES.

At the last meeting of Synod, not mere-
Iy the duty and propriety, but the necessity
of increasing the income of our Professors,
was universally admitted. There weretwo
propositions for accomplishing the ohject,
between which the Synod made its choice.
One was a motion by Rev. J. Cameron to
add $300 to cach for the current year.
“The Synod preferred a resolution lesy defi-
nite but none less obligatory, especially on
the majority which carried it.  The re:olu-
tion set forth that the salaries ought to be
$2000, and remitted to the Board to do all
they could to come to this point.

At a meeting held in July, the Board
having met, fele that they were under obli-
gation to adopt immediate measures to in-
crease their revenues, and issued in August
a circular to all ministers requesting them
to follow up their vote and the vote of the
represtntative Elders at Synod, by corres-
ponding effort. The circular gave notice
that the Board felt anxious that the Synod’s
expressed desire should be realized to the
extent ot adding at least $300 during the
present year, giving information that an
average of S35 from 100 coungregations or
$29.25 from 120 would be required to ac-
complish this.

The Board will meet in ten days to find
that their expectations have not been realized
~—to find that not 20 congregations have
come up to the average, that 80 have.fallen
below it, that fifiy give under 520, and 30
under $10.  There are 8 congregations be-
tween S30 and S$40, six between 850 and
880, one at S101.73, and one at $318.12,
and between twenty and thirty have not yet
forwarded anything.

We shall assume however, that they will,
but yet at the rate of giving which has ob-
tained, it is certain that the sum required
will not be forthcoming from this remnant.

The whole receipts to date from interest
and Churches are §5306, and the whole
expenditure for salaries at the old rate and
other expenses comes as nearly as possible
to the same sum, so that practically there is
so far, nothing to be divided. Salaries
however, being all paid up to the date of
closing of the acccunts, the receipts for the
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next two months can nem'ly‘an be applied
to the desired object. )

We have thus presented an admirable
opportunity for congregations who feel that

MISSIONARIES IN DANGER 1§ GHINA,

The Philadelphia Presby{cfrian quotes
from the Shanghai Couricr the following
account of troubles in China:

“Tarly in the year 1873 it was resolved
to cstablish a station at Chi-mi, two hun-
dred miles to the south-west of Chefoo. A
sect was there discovered called “the pecu-
liar people,” whose faith, it was thought,
made them more accessible to the preachers
of Christianity. Accordingly, in the mid-
dle of last'suremer the Rev. Mr. Corbett
went to Chi-mi to open a station. He took
with him his three younger children, his
library, and his personal effects. He was
quite successful in his work, and his preach-
ing attracted much attention in the district.
Alout the middle: of December word came
to Clicfoo that My. Corbett had been stoned
while on some of his preaching rounds, and
that his steps were usually followed by a
large crowd of excited men. The local
magistrate-was friendly, but was unabie to
restrain the pupulace. Things soon came
to such a serious pass that Mr. Corbert was
obliged to fly for his safety and that of his
ohildren. Befure taking this extreme step

he had observed an unusual amount of
agitation amongst the villages for some
time, people §0ing. from house to house
during the whole day and night, and
last, it being unsafe to leave except in the
quictest manner, he had to get his children
Away on the backs of some of the converts,
Following a few £ behind him on pak
mules were some of his clothes and thos of
the children, but these were attacked, and
the clothes all stolen.”

AWhen news of his perilous condition
reached Chefoo, the Rev. Mr. Echard, im.
pelled by a noble and couragon~ sy,
started to give help to his friend an uss.
ciate, and to rescue him, it possit’ I
the hands of his enemies. As it pruvedin
the end, his presence was not needed by bis
colléague, for two days after Mr. Fekard
left, Myr. Corbett arrived safely with his
children at Chefoo, greatly to the joy of the
missionaries. Mr. Eckard, not kuowing
this, went on to the place where the riots
had occurred. On’ his arrival at Toa-pu,
(the place where Mr. Corbett resided, and
where_the chief difticalty took place,) he
found that Mr. Corbett had already 1uft, and
that his house had subsequently heen at
tacked, and all its contents destroyed or
stolen. His cow,-bedding, and a number
of valuable articles had been, stolen. The
rioters had also ripped up the hoard- of the
slecping room in search, threy said, of arms,
which they supposed Mr. Corbett to have
possessed, with the view of distributing them
to the people and creating an_insurrection.
They also expected to find the remaius of
dead children, which were said to have heen
killed by Mr. Corbett, in order to get their
hones. i

Mr. Eckard learned that five thousand
men had followed Mr. Corbett to o certain
puint, intendibg to kill the «“Foreign Devil”
He was not himself molested till he arrived
at Ling-san, a town about ten miles south
of Chi-mi city. There he was refused ad-
mittance to the inn, but managed to furee
his way into a room at last reluctanty
pointed out by the landlord, and vncein-
side, he barricaded the door.

A large crowd collected, and for ahout
two hours, stones were thrown at the door
and window amid cries of “Don’tlet the
devil stay;” bat the night proving enld
and Mr.” Eckard remaining silent, they
finally took their departure. At fiveo'clack
next morning he left for Toa pu, at which
Fl:xce he arrived atnéon. He had notheen
ong here before two underlings from the
Chi-mi yamen came and demand his busi
ness. They scemed sutisfied with his ex-
planation, and were friendly,. Tn spite ofan
urgen: warning, received from a conver,
Mr. Eckard was obliged to stay at Toa-pu
that night, taking the precaution, however,
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of remnining in one house during the day,
and zong to another during the night.

Neat day he began his homeward jour-
nev avoiding the rond he had previo wsly
travelled, as this was blocked up by a large
cowd waiting for his return.  The people
cromded round him at several places, and
were very sullen, refusing even to speak;
tat he was not subjected to any further
trouble.  The day after New Year, Mr.
Eckard again reached Chefoo, and was
gladly received by the wmissionaries, and by
the forcign residents of the city.

I was the elder son of Sir John Patte-
son, an English judge. He was a gradu-
ate of Ovford, and he might look forward
wa su-cessful if not a brilliant carcer at
bmc, but when Bishop Selwyu called for
sid, voung Patteson bravely volunteered.
85 the editor of the Sundiy Mayazinc,
dfer deseriling the young man's parting
with father and fricnds, and the father’s
theerful vesignation : “ We say deliberately

wo have seldom scen anything more beauti-
ful than this or more fitted to rcbuke the
selfishness of parents who won't let their
sons go abroad in the service of the Lord.”

The young Christian hero. brought up
in the lap of Tuxury and surrounded with
every refinement, was yet willing to serve
Christ anywhere, and so he obeyed the eall
to go out to the dark and blood-stained isles
of the South Pacific. Here is an example
to our own young men. .Are they ever re-
luctant to endure the hardships and priva-
tions, we will not say of Foreign Mission
stations, but of Home Mission stations, far
away in the lonely wilderness or by desolate
shores? Is there not a little ambition shewn
sometinies to be near towns, or in towns
or villages, or at least near railway lines 2
This in passing

Patteson was appointed Bishop at the
age of thirty-two. His time was devoted
to gathering young men from. the islands,
bringing them to a central institution,
teaching and training them there, and then
sending them back to their humes as native
missionaries. New Zealand was his ¢ base
of operations.” Like our own missionaries,
he was always ready to labour with his
hands as occasion required.  * Every mis-
sionary,” said he, “should be a carpenter,
a mason, smrfething of & butcher, and =&
great deal of a cook.” He further advises
yovng men to learn something of glazing,
tinkering, chopping down trees, sawing logs,
builkiing houses, setting limbs, drawing
teeth, &c., sorts of wurk with which he
had  himself of necessity become ac-
quainted. But these things were all step-
ping--tones to the une grand end. “ His
longings, his dreams, his prayers, were all
for the ccnversion of men’s hearts to Ged
through faith in ILs Son; his plans, his
studies, his labours, were all dirccted to no
inferior end, and when success was vouch-
safed, his juy was overflowing and un-
bounded.

He had great respect and affection for the
watives; and in this he reminds us of Dr.
Gedd’ ;, who always insisted on the strong
common sense and natural sagacity of the
Polynesians, and who loved them deeply,
as a father loves his children,

land since he left for New Zealand in 1854,
He was ardently attached to his family and
friends, yet he could not be persnaded to
Ieave his field of ever-increasing toil. In
1871 the New Zealand bishops urged him
to go to England for rest; but he could not
leave the islands, cspecially. he said, on ac-
count of the horrible slave trade, which
was desolating them. Thetraffic in natives,
which our own missionaries so carnestly
denounced, was an object of horror to
Bishop Patteson. In September, 1871, he
was cruising in the Southern Cross, among
islands where he knew the natives were un-
friendly. Still he was most cager to make a
beginning on the Santa Cruz group. On
the day before his death he wrote to Bishop
Selwyn : “.And now what will the next
few days bring forth ¢ It may be God’s
will that the opening for the Gospel may
be given to us now. Sometimes I feel as
if 1 were almiest tyo fmportunate in my
longiuzs for some Leginning here; and I
try not to be impatient, and to wait His
good time, knowinr that it will.come when
it is the fulness of tme.  Then again I am
tempted to think it .« ot soon, if not now,
the trading vessels will wake it impossible,
as men think, to obiwin an opening here.
But I am on the whole hopeful, though
somewnat fainthcarted.”  Next day eame
the fatul tiagedy.  The vessel had come as !

close to the shore of Nuhapu as the reef
would permit. A few canoes were seen
hovering inside the reef. ‘The Bishop ennsed
the boat to be lowered, and, with a few
attendants, pulled in among the canoes.
He aceepted an invitation 1o enter oue ot
the canocs and ;o ashore. The bout re
mained at a distance. In ahout half an
hour the treacherous savages attacked the
men in the buat with puisoned arrows, and
two of the wounded died of locljaw.  The
Loat made fer the vessel, and the wor
fears were entertained for the Bishop. By
and-by they saw two canocs coming towards
them.  One of the two cast off the uiher
and rowed back., The men of the Soute .
Cress rowed cautiously towards the canoe.
They saw a bundle lying in the hottom
of itwhich they found to be the body of
Bishop Patteson. A placid smile was suit
on that beautiful face; a palm leaf was
fastened over the breast; and the bady was
marked by five wounds,—indicating that
vengeance had thus been taken for the lives
of five natives Kidnapped and slain by an
Luglish < KR ship, as the traders an
called.  The dearh of the good Bihop did
mare, perhaps, than his life would hawe
doune to put a check to the abominable cru-
clties of the Polynesian slave trade.

Meetings were held on the same
day in the Kinnaird 1lall at five o’clock, in
Bell-street United Presbyterian church at
‘63(), and in the Kinnaird Hall again at
7.30. On all these occasions many were
obliged to go away, unable to find even
standing-room. Inquirers met afterwards
in the Chapel-street Free chureh at nine
o'clock. “T'he meetings were to be con-
tinued throughout the week, and at its close
on Saturday (Feb. 7), the Americans were
announced to leave Dundee for Glasgow.

The
deepest solemnity rested on the meeting,
and the outburst of supplication from a
thousand hearts seemed to be more than a
prelude of blessing—was itself, in fact a re-
vival. Many felt as if a new light from
eternity was coming in upon them. On
that Sabbath evening not fewer than five
thousand persons were assembled in con-
nection with Messrs. Moody and Sankey’s
cfforts.
The prayer-meeting at noon has been
held cvery day of the week in Free St.
Audrew’s church, and considering that
almost everybody in this town is at work
at that hour, the attendance is very large.
The Bible reading every afternoon in Free
St. Paul’s has been attended by a crowded
and deeply-interested audience.  Probably
never beforein the history of this town have
so many persons of the upper classes been
gathered together for a similar purpose.
So great was the crowd at the evening ser-
vices, that it was found necessary in addi-
tion to the large United Presbyterian church
in Bell street, to throw open James’ United
Preshyterian  church m  the nnmediate
ncighborhood, whilst Frec Chapelshade wus
occupied entirely by the inquivers and the
workers, of whom there are a hundred,
carcfully sclected and appomted to deal
with the anxious.

Of the singing and speaking it is almost

unnecessary to add a word. Mr. Sankey’s
magnificent vo'ce is unquestionably onc of
the finest gifts which a Christian man could
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lay on the altar of God. Why should it
scem a strange thing that glad tidings
should be sung? And such glad tidings!
It were a small matter to say that by those
holy songs hearts are thrilled and ears are
won. - What is far better, new conceptions
of the Gospel and of the great central figure
in the Gospel—the Son of God—are thus
conveyed to the minds of many. It may
without exaggeration be szid of Mr. Moody’s
speaking, that he thundered and wept by
turns all the week. What sweetness, and
tenderness, and heart-moving touches! Ilis
Bible-reading on ** The Blood” was singu-
lavly clear, masterly, and convincing. To
quote from one of our daily newspapers—
“ Mr. Moody said : As carly as in Gen. ili.,
they had blood covering sin.  Abel’s sacri-
fice was aceepted becanse he brought blood.
Cain’s frait might seem more beaatiful, but
God did not accept it.  Without shedding
of blood th re was noremissiyn.  And God
gave the reason in Exodus, ¢ The life is in
the blood.” It was not & live lamb that
was tied to the door-posts of the Israclites
in Beypt; bt the blood was sprinkled over
them. It was not the life of Christ that

saved ; no imitation of lis life would suf- |

fice, but Flis death, 1lis blood. If a man
made light of the blood, there was no hope
for him. The Bible was bound together
by a scarlet thread—the blood ran all
through.”

No report can convey an adequate con-
ception of the impression made upon the
andience.

Mr. Moody’s addvess on the freeness of
the Gospel was the happiest, sunniest, ten-
derest setting forth of * grace abounding
that ever I listened to.

O depth of mercy ! can it be
That gate was left ajar for me ?”
which had first impressed her, and she re-
ceived the full blessing at the Watch-night
service, Dec. 31.
BERWICK.

Theamunt of interest felt there has been
very great. While in Edinburgh large
strata of soviety have not been touched by
the movement, or touched only in the case
of units, in Berwick an approach has at
least heen made towards a universal im-
pression.

In regard to the kind of addresses deliver-
ed, Dr. Cairns said :—

‘I havenow been a minister of Christ for
more than twenty-cight years, and have
listened to all varieties of preaching—in
many sanctuaries and in other places—but
more powerful, passionate, soul-stirring ex-
hortations and appeals than I have heard
night after night in this place, I do not ex-
pect to hear in this world ; and 1 feel how
tremendous will be the responsibility if all
this has been passed through by any onein
vain. It has been to the glory of our God
and Saviour that this Exchange—so often
.tilled with other cchoes—has resoundeqd
with the glorious gospel, that its walls and
roof have given back the hallelnjahs of mul-
titudes, not & few of whom have juined in
the praise as a “new song,” and that night-
ly on the floor and in the retiring roowmns
there have knelt with their spiritual advisers,
those who were struggling out of darkuess
and sin into the marvellous light of Christ’s
kingdom. Whateiver becomes of the future,
these things belong to the history of the
past; and they will be memorable as show-
g the power of a revived Christianity to
lay its band upon all things, and suldue
and consecrate all to Chiist.  Truly wou-
dertal has been the attendance for nearly a
month on these nightly meetings. With a
very tew cxceptions, the Exchauge has been
tilled and repeatedly crowded with more
than fitteen hundrea auditors; nor has this
been dependent to any very marked degree
on the presence of strangers, fur sume very
Jarge mecungs have been addressed by local
brethren alone; and the unfailing atteud-
ance and deep attention can only be asuibed
to the preseunce of the Spirit of God.”

His testimony s to the election, and the
absence of intemperance, is very suiking :

“ Through the ten days of the ¢lections
the attendance never declined ; aud on the
mght of the termination of the contest, a
minister from a distance told me that he
passed through a crowd of four hundred,
addressed by one noble lord on the issue of
the poll, to erter the Exchange, and find
to lus joy a crowd three times s large lis-
tening to another member of the pecrage
preaching Christ, augl exhorting his hearers
to make their own calling and election for
cternity sure.  These things are mentioned
to the glory of God, who heard the carnest
prayers of many people, that the election
might notsweep away spirvitual impressions,
and made it pass without a single case of

intemperance chargeable to any resident in

the election week.  In the preceding wel
there was but onc case, and in the lipt
week after the awakening ther2 was nonegy
all,  These facts open up a vista intu the
futare of the must chieering kind, anld oy
that Clirist’s name needs only to be exalied
to banish every crime and vice from tle
face of the earth.”

WHAT ROME IS DOIRG,

ary society for the propagation of the tunets
of Popery. It is the most extensive suciety
in existence, and always seems to have sufs
ficient funds for the carrying on of its
work. A report of its receipts has been
issued for 1872, showing the large in-
come which this society has at its dis-
posal. In that year no less than £221.
807 was raised, and counsiderably wmore
than half this amount was contributed by
France, and £2495 by North Amurica,
The mode by which this large amount i
raised is worthy of notice and shoald be
seriously refleeted upon by every wada o
the Recard. What gives this wissivuary
society its great power and such a vastin

The Boa:d of Foreign Missions

Met at New Glasgow on Tuesday the
1ithelt The Annual Reports of Rev. d.
;\l‘nrmn and of Rev. K. J. Graat were read,
with acromjanying dovmments and ac-
caunts, and all found ligbly satistactory.

It appeared that there was still a debt on
the Chureh, and on the manse, which taken
together made nearly $300.  The Seeretary
was authorized to liquidate this from the
children’s fund, raised for mission ship and
far sehaole, and other ¢xtras in Trinidad,
and if any Sabhath Schools had not yet
responded, to invite them to do so, as all
the contributions that could be realized
would he required to meet. all the demands
on this fund. .

The most important business emerging
fiom the correspondence arose from the
reading of the foliowing document :—

Sax Ferxaxpo, Jan. 20th, 1874,
To the Board of Forcign Missions Pres.

Ch,L.P., B. N. A.

We beg to make the following repre-
sentations :—

1. We are convinced that the success of
this mission depends very largely upon the
extent to which the Gospel is carried by a
living messenger to the people of the Estates
and villages at their own homes.

2. The field is so wide and the popula-
tion o grear, that your present missionar-
ics are not able to overtake the work ag it
should be done. .

8. This is the department of work in
which native Catechists can be st use-
fully employed.

4. We have two men whom we believe
to be relinble, who might be employed in
this work at once,

SOODEEN,

who canitot continue at his present post on
accountof his henlth, He is offered a situa-
tion in San Iernando, as interpreter and
clerk to the Inspector of immigiants, and
this he will probably accept in the mean-
time. In this sitnation he will be able to
do some service for the mission; but it
would be better if his whole time and ener-
gies could be devoted to mission work and
this he would himself prefer.

LAL BIBARB,

who has been for the past ten months acting
as Catechist with Mr. Grant.  Till Jan. 1st
the Presbyterian Congregation, San Fer-
nando, contributed to his support in recog-
nition of services given them by Mr. Grant.
But for the preseut that support has ceased,
as the congregation have secured for a time,
the services of Rev. Dr. Auderson. And
our hope is ‘hat befure Jong they will have
a settled minister of their own.

5. In these circumstances we beg very
rvespectfully to represent that we think the
time has come when the Church should
authorize the appo'ntment of two native
Catechists, and guarantee their support.

6. The suppuit necessagy weuld be $25
per month or £6210 sterling per annum
for Soodeen. and 20 per month or £30
sterling per annum for Lil Bilbiarg.

7. They wonld Le located, one in the
San Fernando district, and the other in the
centre of the Jere district, under the im-
mediate supeivision of your missionaries.

After full consideration it was agreed
unanimously, “ To authorize, in compli-
ance with the joint vequest of our mission-
aries at San Fernando, and for the reasons
set forth in the paper read, the appointment
of 1the two young men named as nativo
evangelists, un the terns speeified, and to
guarantee ther salary.” It was farther
agreed, ““ that the Seevetary bring this reso-
lution before Churches in the Record, in
the hope that the support of these young
nmien may be assumed by some union of
contiguous Sahbath schools, or of Churches
or of persons.”

The facts arc now before the Church.
Evidently the support of one of these young

men would be no burthen to the Sabbath
scl:ools of Ialifax, or St. Jolm, of Pictou,
or New Glasgow.  Tither of these groups
could assume one without greatly diminish-
ing their ordinary gifts.  Lruro Congrega-
tion and Bible Class could take one, or if
this were rather heavy, Truro and Onslow
in harmony could bear the burthen.
young people in the congregations of Stewi-
. acke Vualley conld by union assume one.
We believe the same could be done by the
Sabbath schools of Richibucto and Chat-
ham, and again by those of St. John’s and
Harbour Grace, in Newfoundland, and
other groups could be easily selected, such
as Maitlahd, Noel and Kenneteook,—Wind

sor, St. Croix and Newport,~—Shubenaca-
die, Gny’s River and Elmsdale, or the four
congregations of Lunenburg.

We have named the Sabbath Schools,
because we wish the young people to have
the honour, and as we, in all swmcerity,
anticipule many applications, we pledge m
advance the privilege to those who  firsti
make request for it. Those who kesitate too
long in coming to a decision, will likely miss
the present, and have to wait for some
future opportunity.

Letters were read from Rev. Mr. Christie
ot the Trinidad Mission which were order-
ed to be published as well as the Reports
Jjust read, and letters from Mr. Morton, and
from Rev. Messrs. Annand, McKenzie and
Murray of the New Hebrides Mission.

The Sccretary was direeted to acknow-
ledge receipt of all these letters, and to as-
sure the Drethren of the sympathy aficetion,
and prayers of members of the Board. Rev.
D. B. Blair then engaged in special prayer
for our missionaries, their work, their con-
verts, and their helpers, with thanks+to God
for goudness and mercy duving the year
past.

TRINIDAD MISSION.

Letter from Rev. Mr, Christie.
Couva, February 24,1874,

Dear Mr. McGregor,~—Since writing you
by last mail we have settled in the locality
to which we wereappointed.  Itis too soont
yet for me to say muach about the work,
and this time I will merely attempt to give
some general idea of the surroundings.

Trimdad is about the size of P. E. Island,
but ditfers in shape, being almost square—
about 50 miles from N. to S., and 35 or 40
from E. to W. The west side of theisland
i3 the most important portion at present, as
it is the part in which there is most cutti-
vation. This side faces the Gulf of Paria,
which separates it from the continent of
South America. At the N. W. corner of
the Buy is situated Port of Spain, the capi-

The {

tal of the Istand, a city about as large gg
Halifax ; at the other end of the Bay, aliont
35 miles distant, is the town of San Ler-
nando, where Messrs. Grant and Moyion
reside. It is a town of abont 60U0 inhabi.
tants. T'he distriet of Couva to which we
have been appointed, is about one-thind of
the way from San Fernando 10 Doy of
Spain,  There is daily conneetion fetween
the difterent places by means of & steamer
plying up and down the coast.  Dwnng the
dry season there is a very good ruad, waich
however, in the rainy season, ix alimost .
passible, on account of the mud.  The il
hereis generally clayey, and stones are very
scarco, the gravel which has been puton
some parts of the roads, having to be twoughy
at great expense from San Fernando.
Couva is considered the most fertde dis.
trict in the Island, and the estaies here
generally yield a good profit.  Sugar is the
principal crop, but back a few miles on the
Meontserrat Hills there are large plantations
of the Cacao plant, from which chovalateis
made. There are eight Estates here con-
nected with the missjon.  There is one
school on Tisperanza taught by Aungjee, &
converted Brahman, for the children from
that estate, and from Phoenix Puik and
Providence, on Lxchange for Iixchange
and Camden, and we hope soon to startone
on Sevilla, for Sevilla, Brechin Castle and
Rivulet Estates.  There was a small school
on Sevilla up titl the beginning of the New
Year, but it has been thought best to give
it up for the present, as we have no suitable
room ; but the manager has prowisel to
put up a school-house in the course of iwo
or three months.  Couva is generally very
flat and in some parts is considered very
unhealthy. This especially is the case on
the Estates Iying near the shore, which is
fringed with mangrove swamps. Irom
these there avises a great deal of malarial
poison, which renders the nearest Istates
very unhealthy. Places, however, a short
distance from the shore, say a mile or two,
are seldom troubled with malaria, exeept
when the wind blows from the West,
Happily the prevailing wind during cight
months of the year is the Trade wmd,
which blows from the East, aud geuerally
very strongly. Duaring the remaimng four
months which include the greater pact of
the rainy season, the winds are vaiable,
aud consequently no part is as healthy.
The place in which we arc now livg,
Iixchange Village, is usually free frum
fever during the greaier part of the year.
For the present we have rented a small
new cedar house, but although it is « hvuse
of cedar it only contains two reums, a
closet and a little room 6x$, which i> used
as & kitchen. We hope before six months
to settle in our permanent home. Mr
Burnley the proprictor of Esperanza Es-

tate, it is exp'ccted will put up o house for '

the missionary on a healthy part of the
Lstate  We hope the house will be com-
meneed in May, and will be fit for use early
in the rainy scason. At present we ere
toth enjoying excellent health, and have
felt very little ill efteet from the hot wea-
ther. I have visited most of the Estates,
but am able to do very little on account of
my irnorance of the language, so I am
spending ost of my time now in the study
of Hindustani. I expect after this to have
an Buglish service every Sabbath in one of
the school-houses.  There are avout 24
Preshyterians here, nearly all of them men
who have come out from Scotland, and it
is at their request I undertake the work.

Letter from Rev. John Morton.

Sax Fenryanvo, Jan'y. 17th, 1874,

Rov. and dear Brother,.—For some months
1 have written you but little, TIf any
apoluzy be necessary, the blame must be
Iaid upun a constant press of work. M.
Grant wrote you of the baptism of Harry,
Gangaleen, Lhzabeth Sadaphal, Soohie
wife of Juraman, and Annajec’s baby,
which took place, Sept. 28th.  We did not
reccive the December Record, and so canndt
say whether that letter was published or
not, but take for granted that it was.

Kantoo was married to Jalabeeih Dec.
3lst. ' When he wished to be baptized, the
question arose should he not first he mar-
ried. Ile was regarded as married by his
coutrvinen, but the ceremony was of no
legal force in ‘Trinidad. Tt was plainly de-
sitable that he sheuld first be married in
Christian form, but Jalabeeah, while will-
ine to remain with him, refused to be mar-
ried.  We did net think his baptism s':.ould
be po-tponed, nor could we advise him to
put her away.  We therefore baptized him,
leavinz the unhelieving wife to remain.  Ile
has been very diligent in teaching her, and
for come months she has been a candidate
for baptism.  And not only she, but her
mother, who was formerly very violently
opposed to Christianity, asks baptism for
herself, and her little girl. Jalabeedh is
well instructed in Christian trath, and will
prohably he baptized in, a few weeks.  Her
mother is more ignorant, but it is pleasayy
10 see how completely she has thrown away
her faith in false gods, and how well she
has grasped the leading points of the doc-
trine ot the Gospel.

I may mention a few facts respeeting
three boys who attend the Ne Plus Ultra
day school, and are in Mrs, Morton’s class
in the San Fernando Sabbath School.

1. George Perinni, o 1ad of 15, was
baptized Dee. 28th. A few months ago he

was going to Port of Spain in a small ves-
sel, which was dismasted in a squall and
blown away across the gulf of Paria.
There were five men on board, and their
principal subsistence for ten duys was three
Ibs. of flour. They had no fresh water,
and were almost dead when fallen in with
and helped. After this Periinnii showed
more diligence than everin secking instrue-
tion, never being once absent from  his
place on Sunday mornings, though for some
weeks he was very lame from sores, and
the distance is o mile and a half.

2. Sammy, who was anxious to be bap-
tized at the same time as Pervidnnd. Ilis
parents at first consented, but have since
raised difficultics, and caused delay with the
hope we think of gaining some pecuniary
advantage. The last time Mis. Morton
spoke to his father on the subject, he hesi-
tated, and referring to Sammy’s shabby
clothing; said that he had only one son, and
he wished him to be dressed like a gentle-
man when baptized. A friend standing by
with more boldness, suggested that the
matter be settled by giving Sammy’s father
$5. Under these circumstances delay is
neeessary, as we carefully avoid giving
anything where it might have the appear-
ance of a bribe.

3. Samaroo, who wants to be baptized,

_but he has matted locks which aro very

sacred in the eyes of Hindoos Ilis friends
all declare that until these matted locks
have been with much expense of sacred
ceremony cut off, he caunot be baptized.
They are to make a great feast, call many
brahmans, and spend much money to get
the locks solemnly cut, and after that he
may be baptized.

Arthur Harridds was baptized at Iere
Village on the 3rd inst. Hecame to Trini-
dad a little more than two years ago, and
was indentured to Mr. Darling, proprietor
of “The Lothians” Estate. IIcis a Ben-
galee, educated in his own language, and
able also to read English. Fecling that he
was unfit for field labonr, he wrote a polite
note to his master in English, asking to be
eiven some other work., Mr. Darling took
him as servant, and this post he still fills,
Mr. Darling, who has taken much interest
in our work and done us many kindnesses,
asked my interest in him when visiting the
Estate, and he has been under Christian
instruction ever since. Ilis parents were
Hindoos, but he had joined the Brahmo
Somaj sect, and as the first of the seet, I
had ever met, I took a great deal of interest
in him. Of course he had thrown away all
faith in popular Hinduism. and was a theist.
The sacredness of animal life was a_strong
point with him at first, a point which he
defended with a good deal of ingenuity.

A much more important point was his
belief that there is some truth in all the
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books claiming to be sacred, with more. or
less of error in all, and that our duty is to
sift all and veceive only what in them we
find to be true.  Ie read the lust tracts on
this poiut published in  Iudia—read the
Bible too and heard it read daily at family
worship, and held many enrnest conversa-
tions with myself. At last he found him-
sclf face to face with these two problems:—

1. What sacred truth is there revealed in
other books which the Bible dues not re-
veal ? .

2. What crror is there in the Bible?

After full consideration of these two
problems, he received the Bible as the word
of God to the exclusion of all other books
claiming to be sacred.

Still important truths had to be studied,
and many practical considerations to be
weighed before his being baptized. With
respect to some of these we conld help him
little, as every one must woik out for him-
self some of life’s most important practical
problems. llow to serve his master not-
withstanding daily vexativns from careless
fellow-servants, was a question that cost
him some thought. But we could promise
him no change ol circumstances, and had
we been able to du su, wonld hiave refused
to speak a word that might bring in a
worldly motive. As the ycar drew to a
close, he resolved to delay no longer, and
on the first Subbath of the new year he was
admitted to the Christian Church. Our
hope and prayer is, that as he is intelligent
above many, he may prove devoted and
useful above many. 1le is now reading the
Pilgrim’s Progress in his own native Ben-
galee, and thus we leave him for the pre-
sent,

The hurry and worry of School examina-
tions and cnicrtainments are just over, and
T pause to tell you something of our year's
labours. “The Yord hath crowned the
year with his goodness.”” A measare of
success las artended every department of
our work, and for this we feel thankful.,
We have laboured Hard, but what cares the
husbandman for that, if he has the pros-
pect of a good harvest. We have had our
anxieties and you will admit that they
were not groundless when I inform you of
the existence of a secret, crafty, organized
and active gpposition chielly by Moham-
medans, which was designad to thwart our

efforts and break up our Mission. Nearly
eyery convert was tampered with, aud 1
some cascs fair promises of reward were
made if Christianity were renonnced. Tl
depressivn Frodnccd by our apprehensiong
was more than compeusated by the fulness
of our joy in finding our young imen true,
Suid one to a tempter, “1 once twk jou
to be my friend, bur you are not a true
friend, and you can be my fricud no longer,
if you try to turn wy mind from the Cliris.
tian religion. When in India I thought
that & visit to a Sacred Shrine or a bath i
the Ganges could wash away my sins, but
now I sec that it is the blood of Jesns
alone. Testimony of this character gives
force to the words of the Apostle, “ye are
my joy and crown.”

Let me give some details of our work

Much attention has been given to

THE YOUNG.

Ile who graciously reccived the litile
ones in His arms, and gave the command
‘“feed my Lambs,” did not overlook them
we believe in the great commission,
“Go ye into the world and preach the
Gospel to every creature.”  If the young
mind and heart be pre-occupied with the
word ot life we are encouraged to  look fur
growth, stability and fruit. It is the surest
way to a national regencration. 'We there.
fore continue to give much of our time and
strength to the Schools.

During the year
THREE NEW SCHOOLS
have been opened in my district,

Wellington, though not on the list before
received last year a small portion of the
Picton Teacher’s time, but in January Mr.
Cumming the generous progrietor of these
estates made provision for another Teacher,
erected a neat and comfortable School
room, affording accommodation also for
the School master. and the appended statis.
tical table indicates with what success.

In February o School was opeuned on
Point-a-Pierre Road, a section of San Fer-
nando, but too great a distance for the chil-
dren to attend our Government School.
The Scotch Congregation had a School
room in this district oceupicd only on the
Sabbath, and we engaged a young woman,
paying her four dollars per month for the
Coolie children, and by tuition fees from
the Creoles the balance of salary was raised.
TBhe School did very well, but this arrange-
ment will now be discontinued as our San
Fernando School]after holidays will be re-
moved to & more central locality, and by
giving the young woman referred to the
second place in our School, first monitor,
we hope to secure all her Coolie children.

A third School was opened on the Philip
pine Estate in Scptember, and is supported
by Mr. McKenzie, the proprietor, who by

I may mention, farther that we contri-
buted to the support of a Coolie monitor in
. 3 Ward Scheol to the extent of twenty-
four dollars as an experiment. We hoped
1o mduce the children to come from the
Estate to the Ward School, but after per-
severing for six months we gave it up, feel-
we that we bade signally failed, and con-
wnced that Estate Schools must do the
preparatory worlk.

In the six Echools under my care which
recive no aid from Government, veligious
mstruction is  daily given.  T'wenty-five
pupils daily read the Scriptures, who did
not know the alphabet when these Schools
were opened.  We aim in reading the
Seriptures at something higher than a cor-
ret pronunciation.  The children are
growing in kowledge, and in the fear of
the Lord, and avoid evil, I belicve from a
higher principle than one nore highly
favored, who one day at my eclbow was
pouring out a volley of oaths, but when
rminded of his wickedness, he humbly
begged pardon, saying “1 did not know
you were & parson.”

Onr San Fernando School is doing well,
tut during =chool hours no religious in
struction s given.  On cvery Tuesday
evenng the children come to the Church
for religious instruction. About 50 usually
attend, but the Sabbath Scheol is the most
cfiicient agency.

A SABBATH DAY'S WORK.

From 8 to 93—Sabhath School ; from 11
to 12}—service for Scotch Congregation ;
from 1 to 2—Tinglish service for children;
from 2 to 33—assisting Mr. Morton in the
Hindostani service. ISvening spent either
on an Istate or in breaking the Bread of
Life from door to door.

In our Sabbath School we enrolled 120,
our largest attendance 100, daily average
i3, Inthis work we were aided by several
young men of the Scoteh Congregation, by
some of our converts as well as by Mrs.
Horton and Mrs. Grant. This is a_deeply
ineeresting part of our work, and if in the

K ‘I'rovidence of God I should ever again

labour a1 home, 1 would watch more care-
fully over the Sabbath School even though
Lshould preach less. Often a little after
$ suurise have we heard the little ones sing-
j ing their hymus in the Honse of God await-
g g the hour for school. From a home
j stand point, this may uot appear strange,
! but it must be borne in mind that up till
E the hour of nine o’clock the street is all

@ ostir. Market is open, in all the petty

shops people are buying and sciling, yet
through all this commotion our littde folks
§ vead their way to the Sabbath School,
j veat and clean generally, and many with

{

the Bible in hand. We have prosccuted 8
connected course of Bible instruction,
generally taking up a Seripture character
and filling up the historical gap with oral
instructions, and reviewing every Sabbath
and on Tuesday evenings. The intercst
has been well sustained and the progress of
the pupils very encouraging. The atten-
dauce daily of Asiatics for the year was
from 55 to 60, many of the moure advanced
rarcly missing a Sabbath. At the end of
each” quarter special notice was taken of
those who were present 13 Sabbaths, We
are under great ohligation to the managing
committee of the Book and Tract Deposi-
tory, Halifux, for the abundans supply of
suitable papers, &e., from that Depot.

SCOTTISH CHURCI.

At 11 the Scotch Congregation met. Mr.
Morton preached in the evening of every
4th Sabbath, and I condueted service 38
Sabbaths, and the: $200 paid by them in
lien of service rendeved by us has all been
paid over to Lal Bihari, our Catechist, to
the monitor at the Ward School, and to
the Point-a-Pierre School.

The Rev Rev. S. T. Anderson, D. D,
of the Cumberiand Presbyterian Church of
the United States, has recently arrived
here, with a view to open a Mission in
Venezuela where at present I am informed
there is not a single Protestant Minister.
He will remain here for a time prosecuting
the study of the Spanish language, and
has agreed to supply the Scotch Congrega-
tion. This arrangement will be an un-
speakable relief to us.

OUR BOYS.

During the year we have watched the
growing interest of our School boys with
pleasure, and in the month of July arranged
an additional service for their benefit. Seve-
ral of them aroe Madras, some are Chinese,
and have no knowledge of the Hindustani,
bat. speak English pretry well, and even the
Calcutta ghildren show a preference for the
Tnglish. ~ This service is at one o’clock,
and is attended by about 25 young people.
This we regard as a nucleus of an Knglish
speaking congregation. Of the 2 o’clock
service Mr. Morton will speak more fully.

Farther, scveral young men are nightly
taught to read in one or other of your Mis-
sion families. There is a noteworthy fea-
ture which I may mention. Four of these
yonng men were friendly when we first
came here, afterwards they forsook us, so
that we fel¢ as if they were lost to the mis.
sion, but they have returned evidently with
a determination to get on.

OUR GIRLS,

Then to gain the Little gitls, a_special ef-
fort was put furth which added 6 or 7 to
our list, under the promise of new dresses,
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&e., which were given at Christmas. Kind
friends would render good service by send-
ing “prints” of any kind for dresses. Did
our means admit of any additional outlay, I
would no* make this suggestion, but in the
ipterests of the Mission my expenses have
annually exceeded my salary, since coming
here.
OUR CATECHIST.

Ilow has the Catechist been employed ?
He has proved an humble, earnest, faithful
worker, possessing the full confidence of all
engaged in the work. Ile has laboured
alone and with myself—publicly, and from
house to house. Ile speaks with freedom
and with puwer, proving a valuable helper,
and we sincerely trust that as the aid trom
the Scoteh congregation is now withdrawn,
that your Board or individual congrega-
tivns will make provision for the support of
this class of helpers,

RESULTS.

I have largely anticipated what might
properly cowmne under this head. Schools
have multiplied—the attendance has been
more regular, the general interest has in-
creased, and the progress of the pupils is
decided. From the ranks of our Sabbath
School three intelligent lads from 12 to 14
years of age have been baptized, and 13
who were baptized in infancy, cither in the
Buglish or R. C. Church, but who are in-
debted to us for all the instruction they had
received, made application, and we have
accepted, and do now recognize them as
baptized members of our Church.

Four infunts of Christian parents were
baptized, and seven adults.  Let me vemind
your Board that all the Baptisms in our re-
spective districts took place in the San
Ternando Church, and that the fruit indi-
cated is a joint property which we gather
up and humbly and thankfully place at the
feet of Jesns.  “Not unto us, O Lord, not
unto us, but unto Thy name give glory.”

The mauner in which the Mission has
been sustained by the contributivns of
friends at hone and in Trinidad, calls for
gratitude.

CLOSE.

In conclusion may I notentreat a fresh
interest in our Missivn.  The Charchnever
has lost at home by showing diligence
abroad, for what we do for others spiritual-
ly, we do for ourselves.  There is truth in
the remnuh of Henry Clay, itis all trath,
“the more religion we send abroad, the
more we have at home.” Definiteness of
aim aids in cvery department of hfe, and
under Gud it Dhas achicved the noblest
triumphs of the Guspel. Sometimes our
Wesleyan friends are heard to enquire,
“why has not the Gospel now the power
that it had in the days of the Wesleys?”’
The Free Church luoking back 30 yearsare

able, perhaps, to contrast the earnestness
and life of that period with the apathy of
the present. The history of the U. p,
Church, perhaps ean furnish a like illustra.
tion. In those times the Church felt she
had a definite work to do, and she dul it
not slackly, and her success was as arhed
as her efforts. Let the Church now have g
definite object, let the ministers full of the
spirit of Missions, make®*prominent the
Chureh’s mission, and bear every lrarer
out in spirit and set him down in the wils
of the valley full of dry bones, and enconr.
age him to ery out, *“‘come from the four
winds O breath and breathe on these lain
that they may live,” and soon from the
most unlikely quarter an exceeding ieat
army would be found coming up tu the
help of the Lord.  Let the Chwreh only put
forth her energies, the encrgy of a compas.
sionate soul for the perishing, the encrgy
of a living faith in the word which is
mighty, the energy of a heart filled with
unutterable groanimgs to the prayer hicaring
God, and the encrgy and power of the
wealth which God has entrusted to her
membership, and who can tell the abunlant
fruit which may be gathered in the year
about to dawn “to the praise of the glory
of His grace.”

NEW HEBRIDES MISSION.

Letter from Rev. §. W. McXenzie.
Eraxor, Erare, Dec. 2nd, 1873,

Rev. and Dear Sir,—

I intend going round to Havamuah
TIarbour in a few days, and as there will be
an opportunitity of sending away leters
from there before the end of the year, I
must get a few lines ready for you. I am
happy to be able to inform you that we are
all three very well, and although we have
had some discouragements, yet our wourk
scems to advauce. You cannot imagine
how discouraging it is to see our young
men carried away beyond our rearh by

those wretched traders and slavers, and
those who have heen away for a time
brought home to us to die. We have had
several instances of this lately. .\ few
weeks ago five young men were canicl off
by of S. Erromanga, and nearly all the
village were made drunk.  On Sutath
. last another died who had been home bata

short time; yesterday another was Lrunght

home and had to be carried from the "oat
j o the house. To-day another was carried

off. But if this is discouraging, I wantto
{ tell you of blind old David, for if he were

the only soul saved by all the effurts that
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our Chureh has put forth, it would be ample
reward.  Who can tell the value of cach
jewel that adorns the Saviour’s crown ?
Blind David is onc of the eight men bap-
tized by Dr. Geddie some time before Mr.
Morn«on came, as deseribed in Murray’s
Western Polynesia.  He is the onlv native
I have yet met who is fully devoted to the
Saviour. Alany more of them are, I be-
lieve, sinceve Christians, but they are only
babes in Christ.  David seems more like
an aged Christian at home. Frequently
when he was engaging in prayer, I have
seen him so deeply impressed that he al-
most broke down. The other day I was
espluning to him the parable of the rich
fool, and I noticed a glow come over his
countenance, aud immiediately tears burst
from his eyes. I never saw any person
rore happy and contented than he seems
tobe. We have been living at Pango most
of the time since our settlement, bt find-
ing it to be a very unhealthy place, we
moved to this village a few weeks ago, and
intend making it our permanent home. It
15 sand to be mueh healthier than Pango,
and 1s much more convenient for visiting
other villages. I am sorry, however, to say
ihat so far we have had no encouragement
from the heathen. They still hold ont
sgainst the Gospel. A short time ago I
visited an inland village called Bufa. Dur-
ing the time T was amongst them the na-
tives were quite friendly, and listened to
what I said; but when I was returning
home I found some bushes cut across the
path. I did not know what it meant, but
our own natives that were with me said it
was in order to forbid me to go back again.

Letter from Rev. J. Annand.
IrReRrIK, Fate, Dec. 2ud, 1873.
Dear Mz, McGreconr,—

Twrite you a few lines tn the hope that
an opnortunity may offer soon of sending
them to Sydney by some trading vessel.
The hurricane season will soon be here,
consequently  the majority of the vessels
in these geas leave for Australia and else-
where. ‘

We are enjoying good health, and as
many of the comforts of life as the most of
Missionavies on this group do the first year,
but that i< not saying very mueh respecting
onr eomforts,  However, we can truly say
that the Master has heen with us to cheer
and enconrage in many ways.

Respeeting our work, we have done
mothine ver directly towards the evangel-
e of these people. I have preached
nene war have 1 tried to organize a school.
All <o fur has heen preparatory, and much
more time must still be spent in the same

way. Our prospects here looked very dark
for a time, and in fact they are by no means
bright yet. Meli, the most populous of
our islands, is still cold and exclusive.
They never come to visit us at all.  TFila,
our nearest isle, is our hope; from her peo-
ple we are getting the language, slowly
though it be.  Our work is particularly dis-
conraging. Oux chiefs are opposed to us,
and the Gospel is not only not dexired, but
it is, for the present at least, prohibited on
the island. We are tolerated hecause they
cannot well help themselves. The land
npon which we live was purchased three or
four years ago from the high chief of TFila,
who was very much more friendly to the
Gospel than the present head chief is. .. The
dread of men of war prevents them killing
white men now, but it dces not keep them
from murdering others. Only a few weeks
ago, two women living with an American
negro, quite near to us, were shot in their
bed at midnight, by order, it seems, of our
head chief. Truly thisis one of the dark
places of the carth, and it is certainly full
of the habitations of cruclty. The whole
idez of these people scems to be selfishness
in its most disgusting forms. All their
dealings with white men are characterized
by deceit and treachery. They seem far
more destitute of gratitude than the most
of our domestic animals. We have-seen
nothing good as yet in these people, so that
when speaking of them you will excuse
our referring to the one side only of their
characters.

Our people will do nothing for us yet'
All the help we have had has been from
Paugo natives. Still we have some friends
on Tila—at least we think so. Many of
the young people scem very friendly,
and were it not for their chief we could
probably get help from them. Owing to
our not having any Fila people living with
us and the shortness of their visits when
they do come, we have great difficulty
in getting the language. We hope to work
our way in amongst these people by-and-
by. " Even now we have much satisfaction
in labouring here. We are learning a lan-
guage, so far as we can ascertain, entirely
unknown to any white men, and without
one line of literature.

We feel our own nothingness here, and
the need of the Spirit’s mightv influcuce.
The czuse of Cluist seenus to languish on
these islands. Mow dark and gloomy
the prospects for these degraded people.
They are apparently doomed to destruction,
for they are rapidly decressing, and most
tenaciously clinging to their idols and
abominable customs. ¢ Brethen pray tor
us!”  Surely your prayers are nceded hore
it anywhere on carth.

Nearly all the men of Fila and Moeli have
been away with traders and planters for a
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longer or shorter time, and the most of

them can speak-a little English.  Many of
them can sweai quite fluently in our tongue.

So far as we are able to judge yet, there is

not one person who has been really benefit-

ed by their intercourse with white men.

They have learned much that is bad, and.
if they get any good,the bad has completely

absorbed it. ‘T'raders cannot get them away

now as formerly to the plantations, but they

get them to go as boats’ crews, while col-

lecting labourers on the other islands.

Our two islands were in a state of war a
few weeks ago, but after each side waiting
a weck upon the other to make the attack
they succeeded in making peace.

We feel the loss of soviety, and the pub-
lic services of the sanctuary very much,
but still time scems to pass very rapidly,
we are kept g0 busy.

All the brethren on Fate and Nguna are
well.

Presbytery of Pictou.

The Presbytery of Pictou met in James
Church, New Glasgow, on the 17th Feb.,
and was constituted by the Rev. E. A.
McCurdy, Moderator.

A letter was read from the Rev. Isaac
Murray, declining the call from Merigo-
mish.

The Rev. Mr. Wyllie, as deputy from the
Committee on the Supplemental Fund,
addressed the Presbytery on that subject.
Whereupon, the Presbytery expressed the
pleasurc with which they hieard bim, their
deep iuterest in the scheme, and  their
willingness cordially to vecommend it to
the increased libefality of their Congrega-
tions.

The Presbytery then took up the sub-
Jjeet of Union as remitted by Synod.

The first article in Basis was unani-
mously agreed to.

The Rev. M. Blair proposed an Amend-
ment to the first part of the sccond Article
as follows :—

“That the Westminster Confession of
faith and the Longer and Shorter Cate-
chisms, be the subordinate standards of
this Church, &e.”

For this Amendment 9 voted, and for
the Article as agreed upon by Synod 11
voted, so that the Amendment was lost.

The third Article was unanimously
agreed to.

In reference to the fourth Article, Mr.
Blair made the following motion :—

“ That inasmuch as the Basis contains
no deliverance ou the Ieadship of Christ
aud the Spiritual independence of the

Church, this Presbytery regard this omis.
sion as a serions objection to Union,”

For this motion 6 voted, and 10 voted
against it,

The majority of Presbytery considered
that the statements in the Confession of
Iaith are sufficient on the Ieadship of
Christ, and that all negotiating Churches
arc thoroughly sound on this point—and
that so far as the Spiritnal independence
of the Church is concerned, there is ng
circumstances existing in this country de.
manding & special deliverance on “that
point. .

The further diseussion of the Union was
deferred until the Presbytery meets in May.

Christian schools have been
established in various towns. There is &
growing interest in the study of the Scrip-
tures, and & larger number of Bibles were
sold in Spain than in Italy last year.
Great numbers of Bibles have been sent trom
Madrid to Mexico. Five million Spanish
Gospel tracts have been cireulated in Spain
by the Religious ‘Lract Society of Loadon
during the past five years.

Baptism of an India Prince.

Recent intelligence from India aunounces
the baptism of Kauwar Har Nam Singh,
the younger brother of s Highness the
Maharajah of Kapurthala in the Younjab,
and son of the late Maharajah Raudhir
Singh, who married a Christian wife in
1859. The youn: princes abuve mentoned
were the sons of a former wife.  They were
educated by the Rev. J. S. Woodside, &
Presbyterian minister.

The youth who has now been baptized,
is about twenty-two years of age. He hes
reccived a very good Dnglish education,
and gives promise of great usefulness in
future. 1is brother, the reigning Mahara-
jah, is a few yearsolder.  Both received the

~same course of instruction, and it is car-

unestly hoped he may erc long tollow his
example. The imporiance of this accession
to the runks of the Christian Church in
Indin, will be understood when it is remem-
bered that these two young men represent
onc of the most important tribes in the
Punjab—the Ahluwalia Missl.” "Their
father was the first of the Punjab chicts
who threw in his lot with the British Gov-
crament in_the great mautiny of 1857, and
commanded an important auxitiary force
which took an active partin crushing the
rebellion in Oudh. This is the sccond
baptism among the princes of India. The
first was the Maharajah Dhulip Singh, who
resides in England.

It is hoped that Har Nam Singh, may
be allowed 1o remain among his own peo-
ple and become a tower of strength to the
Church of Christ in that land.

Dr. Candlieh in Death.

“Pray for me,” he said to one at his
bedsiag when his end was drawing near,
“that I may have a more lively sense of
Christ’s presence and salvation.””  And yet,
he added, “ I would only ask for that if it
be God’s will, for I am satisfied. X have
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never believed in frames and feclings as
grounds of confidence.

That is cnough for me.” * His
words to Dr. Buchannan about the same
time, were these : “I would fain have had
a more vivid and realizing sense of eternal
things—otf sin and salvation, and of the
the great coming change ; but I am resting
on the Word, which is abiding and sare:
I am resting on Christ, and him cracified.”
Gn yet another orcasion, when speaking of
his approaching decease, he said, with the
same naturalness: “ It is hard to realize
the entire break between this life and the
future. When I try to think of it, I always
find mysclf still taking an interest in the
ongoings of the world and of the churcls
after my death—looking on at my own
funeral, and so on—and cannot realize an
entirely new seene. There is so little re-
vealed in Scripture, except that it is to be
‘with Christ’ and T just think of him'’”
On still another he said: “This is the
beginning of the end, and we must look it
in the fice; and I can look forward to it,
not with rupture—no! not acything like

that—but I know whom I have believed.” .

The Sobbath Sehool,
LESSONS FOR MAY.

FIRST SABBATIL

Sgsmscr :=—The Five Offerings.—Lev. vii.
37-38.

Golden Text :—Heb. ix. 28 ; Par. passages
—Isa. liil. 3, S, 11, 12; 1 Peter ii. 94,

For a full account of these offerings, read
the preceding part of the Book of Leviticus.
The burnt, sin, and trespass offerings were
expiatory in their character, the meat and
peace offerings were cucharistic, though all
of them, perhaps, were sometimes petition-
ary. All of them, except the meat offering,
were to be sacrifices, that is they were to
consist of the bodies of domestic animals,
ceremonially clean, and slain for the pur-
pose. They were not to be imperfect or in-
ferior, but the best of their kind ; to show
that God requires the best services of His
people ; and also to point out the excellence
of that great sacrifice of which all these
were but types.

The burnt offering was the most import-
ant and solemm, and also the most ancient
sacrifice, having been offered from the time
of Abel downwards. It might be cither a
national offering or made by individuals.
The animal was to be cither a bullock of
three years old, asheep or a goat of one
year old, in each case 2 male, a-turtle dove
or a pigeon, according to the means of the
offerer.  The victim was to be brought to
the door of the tabernacle or temple and the
