NEWS OF THE MINES.

THE LONDON STOCK EXCHANGE.
{The British Columbia Review, (xu. 28)

Friday, Oct. 27.

Several British victories have already tak-
en place in the Trausvzal and as money is
easier, the stock markets are good. For
the expenses of the war, the English gov-
ernment will raise £8,000,000 by e crea-
tion of treasury bills and to liquidate this
amount or whatover else may be required, it
is not unreasonable to suppose that a spe-
cial tax will be placed on the output of
Witwatersrand when the mines resume work-
ing. There is less wild speculation in South
African mining shares than was the case a
week ago, but prices on bafence have fur-
improved. Amwii.an  and Canadian
railroads are higher, encouraged mainly
by large traffic increases, and a point in
connection with the last-named is a propos-
ed reorganization of the finances of the
Chicago and Grand Trunk Company.

The B. C. department maintains the
brighter aspect previously noted, and in B.
A.C.'s, LeRoi, Velvet, London and B. C.
QGold Fields, Ymir, and Yukon Gold Fields,
transactions have taken place at  higher
prices, but as there is less feature than cir-
cumstances warrant, the war is evidently
having its usually repressive influence on
general  business.  The fortnightly settie-
ment, concluded this evening, scarcely calls
for further comment, except that a fair
number of shares have beca transferred to
pew hands.
