The
Veginners are paid trom tho outset the sum of $10 00 per month, with a
prospect of a spredy rise, and uniforms, board and washing aro also pro
vided The course of instruction incledes o term in the Jufirmary Ward, a
pumnber of lectures, and much practical work in cobnection with the caro of
the insane. This is o wovo in the right direction and wo extend hearty
good wishes to any of vur young wowon who may enter upon this humani-

terian work.

The litt'e face, nuw scarrod for
life, makes a muto appeal for other chi dren of the same class—the little
waifs whose pareuts, if they Lave any ‘o 8pesh of, aro unabio tu cato pro-
perly for their needs. The SP.C A. in Ontario hias given special cousi or-
ation to this sad pha e of city life, snd during ths last t.rm of tho Logisla-
trre, 4 Children's Chacter was adupted with the view of romoving chudren
frow vieious of depraved Lotnes.  Our urphanoges are already well ulled, a8
are thoso in the Sister Prosince, and tho plan Jevised by the S I.C.A. there
will fit e ua'ly we!l hero. The ideais to find comfurtablo Provincial homes
for the tit*'e wards of the Provincs. They may be free y adopted, as are
mny of the ‘itle w.ifs sont us frum Great Britain, ot they msy bo boarded
by tke Province for a small sum. In cithor caso thoy will reap the full
benefit ¢f the homo life, and their woifare will be prumuted by their closo
cunnecticn with the Children's Aid Societies, which will assumo the responsi-
bility for the well-treatmozt of the children in their country homes.
Whi'o wo appreciato to the full the good work which Dr. Barnardo and
othors of his stamp are dving, wo cannot but think that the waifs ot our
own country demand the first attontion. Thers is moro chance of success
in life for the hoy or girl who is trained in a comfortable country home
than there is for the child of the poor-house, or for the chiid who conscious-
ly reccives charity. Why sbould not our own chitdren, who aro already in
need receivo the benefit of the country home, the country air, the country
tra.ning to a lifo of activity and usofulness.  The littlo child whoso injaries
have como 0 pathetically before us of late, is not the only ons in hor con-
dition. Theto aro vther children to bo rescued. but uotil wo agree on somo
systom by which their wants can bo met, individuals will shrink from
assuming he responsibili.y of disclosure. W cannot close without quoting
the ea:nest words of a contemporary :—* The child of to-dsy. is tho citizena
of the future, and once placed 1n the right path and given a fair start in tho
raco of life, tho poorest youngsior in the land may roach any position in
the state, howover exalted.” ‘
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HiLr 1v A Sone Strait.—8ir George Dibbs, who has suffered much
on account of the late financial disssters 1n New South Wales, has been
tendered an address by the people. 1is most bitter polliical opponents
pralsed the coursge, intelligence and financial sbillty which he had displayed
in mecting both public and private reverses, and asked that some substantial
recognition should be given to the man who had been so boffetted by for-
tuoe. Thesum of 83.500 was st once subscribed and forwarded to the
Premier.  As ho has recently passed through the bankruptcy court, the
help s most timely, and the kindly wishes and good will which both his
friends and opponents displayed will make the gift acceptable to the proud
statesman.,

A VENTURE 1IN Fisn.—~There seems to be a chance that Nova Scotia,
which is so far removed from Australia, may yot profit directly by the newly-
opened steamship lice between the Ialand Contlnent and Vancouver. A
gentleman who has restded both in the Maritime Provinces and in Austra-
lis, and is therefore acqusinted with the dewands and supplies of both
places, states that there is money to be made in the fish trads if our dealers
will but take it up, He said that canoed fish, lobsters and dry cod are
scarce in the Australian market, but that they are extremely saleable.
Frelght can be forwarded at low rates via the C. P. R. direct to Sydney or
Melbourne. Should any of our dealets care 1o try forwardivg a consignment
Collector Harrlngton will be most happy to discuss the matter with them.

Ax Uxprovokep Distursance.—The telegraphic reports of the recent
riols in Paris seem ke echoes of the past, and yet there seems to be no
serlous trouble which is thus ehowlng itself. Victor Hugo's books are full
of pictures of Parisian conflicts, of mob-risings and of street-barricadings, but
for every past disturbatce some ostensible reason has been given. The
trouble of to-day is a merc bagatelle—it is only the common fued which has
existed from time immemorial between the civilian and student classes, 2nd
of late years between the student class and the guardians of the law. So
far the policemen have borne the blunt of the fight, as many of their num-
ber who are wounded and some who are dead will silently attest. The
students, though the responsible parties, have suffered comparatively utile,
but they should cerisinly pay some penalty for haviog so unnecesarily
broken the peace.

Tor WheeL Goes Rouxp.—\What the Eiffel Tower was to the Patls
Exposition, the Ferris Wheel is to the World's Fair, It is a unique
American idea, and is perhaps more suited to American ideas than a station-
ary tower would have been, for it is built in accordance with the American
motto of “‘ keep-a-moving.” The gigantic wheel, or more properly wheels,
resembles o buge blcycle in shape and Is huog on two towers. It is 264
feet in helghbt and 250 feet in dismeter. Thiny-six passenger coaches, cach
as large as an ordinsry car, are hung from the outer rim of the wheel, The
usual frelght of the cars for a single trip on fine days is 2,160 homan
beings. The wheel revolves slowly, the cars maintaining the same relative
positions. The view increases in bosuty with each upward movement, snd
at last includes all of the Fair grounds and much of Lake Michigan. The
aerlal form of transit is more apparent thap real, snd crowds of sightsecrs
are constantly awaiting their turoe on the remarkable wheel.

Sexp TURKEYS T0 GREAT BRiTaIN.—Prof. Saunders is most enthusias-
tic and persistent over his self-chosen work of  booming"” Canadlan farm
produce. He has convinced many of our farmers, greaily to the advantage
of their pockets, that there is good money to be made in sendiog egge, bat-
ter and cheese to the British market. Some of our pouitry mea who took
his advice made a good thing out of supplying chickens, geese and turkeys
to the British markets during the last season, but a new departure have been
made by Mr. Wm, J. Bell, of Angus, Ont., who shipped a live pair of
bronze tuskeys to the well-known dealers, Abbott Bros., Rookery Farm;
Thuxton Hinghsm, Norfolk. The blrds, which were of large size, were at
once exhibited at the Royal Show, Chester, where they woo the first prizee,
Mr. Bell received $75.00 as the purchase- price of the pair, and has received
orders for as large a price for apy equally fine pairs which he may send.
There seems to be money in turkey for him, and if for bim, why not for
scores more of our poultry-raisers.

BREATAING VERSUS EXERcise.—Msjor-General Drayson, once well-
known in Halifax, claims that he has made a discovery which will prevent
much suffering to humanity. He aeserts, and with a good show of reason,
that the object of all exercise 1s to stimulate breathing, and thus give a
larger supply of oxygen to the blood. Therefore, he says, why tske vigor-
ous exerciee for the sske of exercise, when the body is already weary. A
simpler way will be to obtsin tho necessary oxygen by stimulating the
action of the lungs by rapld breathing—a process which may be effected
while one Hes back quietly in an arm-chair. If the process is kept up long
enough the cffect on the system is the same as if a long walk had been
undertaken, while the body Is not correspondingly wearied. O. course itis
necessary that only pure air should be thus inhaled. Another advantage of
the discovery {s, thay this same rapid breathiog will ward off restlesaners
ang sleeplessness, The man who tosses about at night has but to pago the
floor for & few minates, puffiog ltke a steam eogioe, wheo ho again rechines
12 will be to fall into & peaceful sleep, The Major's remedy has the advan-
tage of being extremely sitnple, and is probably barmless; and while we
are not prepated to endorse all of his conclusions, we recommend bis idea
to out readers for their serious consideration.

Tue Conp Storack Dip Nor Wonx.~—The fruit-growers of Hova
Scotis ar: disappointed, and with ceason, at the result of the fruit competi-
tions ~. the World's Fair. Every eflfort was made to forward a frult
exhitit which would be worthy of the Province, and an excellent and
exr.ericnced commissioner was appoloted to ropresent our Province before
th: managers. The Dominion Government took an activo intesest {n the
display and pald all expenses Incurred for transit andstorsge, and yet the dis-
pssy was a wretched one. The fruit, which was packed and stored in the
sutumo of 1892, was in an advanced etate of decay when opened, and the
exhibit was of necessity made up from a few barrels of apples which were
forwarded in the spring. Yet, bad as the results have been, we cannot
afford to lose the prestiye which we have been slowly gainlog among the
fruit-growers. In October there will be another fruit exhibit, and a chance
will be glven to removo the stigms from our products, A choice collection
of apples from sowe of our well-known orchards cannot fail to show up
well even at Chicsge, There will be less risk of decay, and no need of
fatal *cold storage ;” aud if our growers will but make a united effort to
show what can be done i the fruit line, they will have done both a tem-
poral good to toemselves and a vast missionary wu.k: lor the Province,

Tne Ban or Soutu Canoria.—Temperance workers bardly koow
whether to cry up or down the experiment which is being tried in South
Caroliva. Since the first of the montb, the Evans Dispensaty Law has
been in force. This law is designed to prohibit all liquor-selling by private
individuals, and to prevent liquor being sold to minors, drunken persoos,
habitual druoksrds, or uokoown persons, The entire liquor business is
now la the hands of the State officlal. A sperisi commissioner has been
appointed to purchase all the liquors which are to be sold in the State,
He is to buy largely from South Carolina brewors and distillers, and so
eocourage home industry. His stock Is then to be eold to county dispen-
scrs, who are not permitted to sell less than half a piat to any customer,
aod who are liable to heavy fines if the liquor is drank upon the premises.
Esch purchaser is required to be vouched for, and is then required to fill
in o blaok, giviog age, residence, occupation, etc. It is thought by the
promotors of the law, that on account of these restrictions on the traflic,
and on account of the greatly Increasad price of the liquor sold, that the
temperance cause will be benefitted, while, on the other hand, many tem-
perance workers object to the State recoguition of the traffic, and fear that
tto liquor business, even when hampered as it is at present, will prove so
remunerative that the resuit will be that the drinkiog habit will be eocour-
aged by the State.

Berrer TREATMENT WANTED,—The travelling public is patient and
long-suffering, but that {s no reason why it shouid be imposed upon.
Travellers leaving Halifax from the excellent station-house at the north
end constantly complain, and we thiok with justice, of the treatment which
they recelve. “ o excuraion days and on public holidays it is most diffi-
cult to secure tickets. There is a coistant jammiog between the miliog
and the agent's window, and the purchasing of ticketa is only accomphished
after a protracted and heated struggle that takes the cdge off t..- day's enjay-
ment. It is extremely awkward and sometimes unsafe for women to push
their way to the wlodow, as many pleasure-seckers who left the city on
Labor Day will testify. Another inconvenience which regular travellers
have to put up with is the short time allowed them for purchasiog theic
tickets and checking their baggage before the traln starts. As the licket
window is not opened until a few mioutes before the time of departure, and
as the travellers are not permitted to obtain checks uatil they can show
their tickets, there is a general scramble at the window and also at the
baggage room. A third obetscle is the presentation of the ticket to the
gate-man, and then comes a grand rush for the train. This state of aflairs
should not exist. It isap ibjustice to the travelling public who pay for
comfortable accommodation. The railway compaoies should be the ser-
vants, not the masters, of the people; and in return for wages paid them
should render efficient service. We trust that ia the near fature the much-
needed reforms may o effected.

A Cunious Panrnersoir.—The Government of the United States 2nd
the Czar of Russia have in all probabil ty ontered into an off:osive and
defensive a’ilance with the avowed object of curbing the power of Great
Britain on the bigh seas. At the recent Columbian review, where the
British men-of-war so easlly carried off the laurels for speed, power and
beauty, not a little ill-feeling was excited. It was especially hard to swal-
low the fact that the Blake was the cynosure of ail sightseers, and that on
the vesscls and launches continually carryirg strangers out, a fee was charged
* 10 see the Blake, the teip to include the leaser war ships as well.”  Itis bad
enough to be overlooked, but to be bunched 1n with the ships of all nations
as a sideshow to the Dlake was more than the American and thc Ruesian
ships could stand. The pique has culminated in a general ill-fecling which
in all probabiliy is also connected with the sealing dispute, and in the event
of an open rupture with Great Britalo, the United States will have a strong
ally io Russia, Three or four Rassian war vessels are now in New York
hatbor, and negotiativns have been begun for the establishmeat of a Rassien
dock ip that port. The newspaper thoory s that the two countries are
* natural friends who will one day divide the world between them ™ We
would humbly remark that grabbiog is more ususl with these two friends
than dividing, snd that 1o the latter the Russian method ot division might
not be well recelved in the United States.  This, however, concercs the far
uncertain future, the immediste matter is the present alliance. Itis not
probable that the Republic will long relish the {dea of acting as a cat's paw
for the Russian Cazar.

10g the alarm caused the fire 10 have a big headway before the fire depar -
ment arrived on the scene, the straw and lumber makiog grod fuel for the
fierce flames.  The fire spread io ao easterly direction, and it scemed at one
ttme as though the district bounded by Agricola, West, North Goeorge and
Charles Streets would go, but thanks to the sirenuous exertions of the fire-
men bul a patl of the wuckly scttled block was destroyed. Ssaven houses
on Juhn S.reet were practically destroyed, and Davidsou's store houss on
North George St the large bain aod the residence owned by the Migses
Landall on Charles St., between John and North George were buraed to the
ground. By 7.30 the fire was fally uoder control, although it smouldered
all night. The firemen did good work and deserve great credit for the
dispatch and eflicicncy with which they got the roaring mass of flumes
under control. John Davidson & Son's loss is estimated at 85.000 with
$700 ivsurance , Missss Lindall's at §3 Goo, no iosuraace; D. W Bur-
goyne's house and barn, damage $6oo, i-'surance 2180o. The other
properties destroyed were only partially insured. All Halifax turoed out
to see the fire, and the crowds «hich gathered at the scene from six to
tlght o'clock included all classes from the uppertendom to the lower
hoodlum.

1t seoms bardly fitting to wrilo anything in connection with the glories
and beauties of the Fair, after tho fearful tragedy enacted thoro this afternoon,
whon eighteen brave and noble men wero killed, and scores are lying in the
hospitals shockingly maimoed aud burned.

or rather rock, Dudley Warner's reforence to tho man who was out of sight
of land for the first time in his life on arriving at Windsor Junction pros-
onts itsclf readily, These Cliff Dwollers, as you probably know, have or
had their dwollings far up in the rock with much more rock abovo them,
Strango to say, for thelr gardens or farms, they went up on the plains in the
rocks above them. Springs or wells of water wore to be found in the rocks,
honco they woro able to irrigate their farms.

COMMERCIAL,

Tho tradoe eilustion throughout C'anada is wirtually unchanged sinco last
week. Merchants and manufacturers gonerally report businoss quiot, but
pot more eo than is usual at this season of tho yoar. Travellers have Leon
fairly successful in bookiog au*umn orders for staple lines of dry goads, and
outlying traders report prospects on the whole encouraging. The general
tone is cheerful. Reports from all sections of the Dominion sposk favorably
of crop prospects sud indicato a fair avorage yield. Too hay crop hss im
proved very much in tho last fortnight through the influence ot tho raine,
which camo just in time to save it from the parching ani drying effects of
the provious drought, and will turn out very satisfactory, both as rogards
quantity and quality, in most soctions. Thus, undor tho prospoctive large
Luropean demond snd Incroased values over last year's prices, will doubtless
prove & not Insigoificant factor among the soveral valuablo cxport prodacts
of this country and give profitable returns to prodacers

The recont suspension of the Commercisl Bank of Manitoba brings two
important facts into & prominent light., First, that country branches aro not
to bo relied upon to furnish ready money to tho head oflice in any sudden
cmergency. Secondly, that the adveat of castern banks of Iarge resources
into Manitobs and the North-West has introduced a competition that must
be fatal to any but the wost conservative class of banking It also sbuws
that the late Sir Francis 1lincks was right in urging, when the first licn of
circulation was adopted, that banks that are sioking will thiat their potesor
st least hand thom over to pressing creditors. The increase of about §150,-
000 in the circulation of the (*ammercial Dok jist beforo its suspension is
atcribed to the payment of notes to depositors when othor funds gave out—
the notes baing as good aslegal tenders under the circumstances if not bettor.

Tho statements of Dominion revenue and expondituroe for the month of
June and for the twelve months endiog June 30 havo just boen i-sued. Tho
revenuo for tho month was 82,050,155 and the expenditure $1,963,138,
showing an increase in the former ff §141,718 arJ a decrease in the latter
of 331,114 as compared with Juve of last year, For tho twelvo 1onths
onding June 3V the figures stand as follows -

It thus appoars that the revenue has increased $1,281,228 over tho twolve
months of last year, and the oxpenditure has decreasod 3€14,5G%, so that the
present surplus is §1,89%,706 more than i* was at this timoe last yoar It
must be romembered, however, that these figures are not tinal, and that tho
present apparent surplus of $6,630,6U3 will probably be reduced by five
millions or so whon the interest on I'ast Ollico snd Government Savings
Banks deposits is allowed, and other expenditures chargeable to June but
not psyable till July have been accounted for,

Weekty Fivaseiar. Review or Hesny Crews asp Co.,, New Yons,
Jury 33, 1893.—*The finaocisl markets continue disturbod and oxoited. So
far ss roapects monoy, thero has beon somo improroment ; but it has boon
rather in tho spirit provailing among the banks than in any inocrosso in the
fuads avsilablo for loans or discounts. I'rom somo poiats currency has beon
flowing nward, but tho noew disturbances at Donvor, Kavsss City and St,
Louis havo caused vutward romiltinces that have probably offsot thosoe gains,
Tho banke, howover, aro conlident of their ability to control the situation
and resin oxpeclint of an oatly turn in the current of aflsirs. Thoy attach
no serious importaoco to the troubles among thoe far Westorn small bsnks,
as it is found that thoso Inatitutions aro gonorally in a sound coudition and
may bo oxpocted to resumo payment so soon as the temporary pinic among
lopositora subsides.  ‘U'no ‘run' on tho Donvor baoks appoars to bo chielly
duo to tho exciting harangues of cortain local domsgnguos and silver fanatics,
and thorefore must subsido on tho sobor second thought ; whilo thero will
rorain tho advantsgo of its woskening the pro-silvor olemant in Congrees
duting tho coming debato on the Shorman Act. Tho silver States are having
a tasto of tho fruits of thoir policy, and will honcoforth botter undorstand
what that policy means.

Tho stock matket has bron uusottled and widely fluctustivg. The
‘bears’ havo summoned their whole forco of attsck, employing every
resourcs of rumor and canard and asailing almas every important atosk on
the liat in dotall. With allies in London, thoy have slso attacked our
ancurities in tho transstlantic markets, ciusiog heavy doclines thero and
London aales in this city. 'Thoir forces have boen handled in concort and
with groat skill, and somo hoivy declinos havo resulted from large * short "
salos, from which however thero have been quick recoverios 2pon purchases
to cover tho esles, Tho uneottled condition of the London warket snd the
bank troubles in the West have cncouraged the ¢ bear ’ side, and that thoy
have not made a deopor impression on tho market is clesr evidoneco of its
intrinric strongth, Purchases for invostment aro cortainly on tho increase,
and hoarded money is gradually being turned into the dividend paying atocks.

Qaotations are 1ow onongh to justify large msrginal purchases, but the
difficulty of borrowing mounoy on time at present precludes such operations
on nny considerable scale. Tho oxperionco of tho past week, however,
domonstrates tho ability of holders of tho loading railway stocks to protect
thoir interests, and tho * bears !’ may find it prudont to moderato solling that
brings no profit. The genoral conditions aftocting the market admit tha hopo
of a favorable turn in sifsirs. Although general business is stili suffaring, it is
rather however from apprehension thiz from any unsound condition of
aflsits, Tho number of failures has beon fow compared with the radical
naturo of tho disturbanco, aud those that have hspponed have shown an
ontiroly excoptivasl ratio of assets to liabilitios. As a rule, thoro is no
sorious distrust among banks agaiost commorclal paper, tho rostraints on
discuunts 18 duo to tho dithcalty of keoping up the reserves to tho legal
limit , and whon tho scaro subsides and tho now hoarded money bogins to
fow rapidly back into the banks, there will bo no difficulty in the mercantile
communi'y gotting all tho accomodation neoded, and Wall Stroet will then got
pleaty of time muney aleo. Tho new troubles among tho Westorn banks
have, fur the time being, pul 8 stop to the reflux of currcncy that set in
somo ton days ago , bat, in tho absence of new outbreaks of that character,
the muvoment may bo expectod to reappesr. Iv is tho nataral courso for
euch a disturbauce as we are now oxperiencing to bo followed by a lull, in
which carroncy accumulatos in the banke, and a poriod of extrome esso in
moaey sels in. Wo seom to bo now vorgiog upun tbat turn in affsirs, and
all that is needful to its appearing is a cessation of stastling accidents, The
vne thing, vut-ide of the neodful silver logislation, that would, above all
othors, Lasten this recuporative movoment, would bo the return to the banks
of the wany millivns of muney nuw buing hoarded by the savings bauks snd
other institutions, Tuae cuntinued rotention of thie monoy from bankiog uso
tonds to fuster distruet, and it provents the banks frum assuming a position
of strongth that would put a new faco upon tho situation. It is puroly a
blicd and solfish timidity that is keeping the money frum - = and thersby
crippling the hanking resources upon which the whole count.y is directly or
indirvetly dependont. Do not tho administrators of these funds think it
timo they relaxed their paralyzing grasp

The silver quistion hya gow but a pariial icfluenco upon thu course of aflairs,
for the reason that it is taken for granted that all daoger from that source will
be eliminated by the carly action of Congress upua the Shermin Act. It
begina, howovor, to bo more clearly approciated that, following that action,
suiuething should be promp.ly done to give greator olasticity to our bank
circulation. With a viow to (hat end, I recently suggested to the Comp-
troller of the Currency that the National Binking laws should be so amen-
ded as to admit of notes being issued up to the full par amouat of the boads
doposited , and that also the Lanks should bo permitted to issue a farther
amuunt of citculation up t.

The regular Drtish demand will not bu in
fall forco for some woeks and, meanwhile, buyers on the other side show
none of tho anxioty to mako contracts that thoy did a year ago.

Driep Fruit,—Thero hes boon a steady jobbing demand for raisins,
which has been sufficiont to cloar out practically all the stock remsining 1n
first handa, A very fair trade is also doing n currants for tho soason.
Advices from Deaia as to raisins stato that the prospects for new crop are
encouraging.

Sucar.—Thero has beon no material chango 1n the local sttuation
regarding sugar.

THE REDUCTION OF PHuUSPHOLUS IN PlG IRON.
LEngineering and Mining Journal,

No metallurgical question that has arisen within the last 40 years has
demsnded and rocoived o greator sharo of scientific interest than that of tho
rolations of phosphorus to iron. Not only have metallurgicsl chomists the
world over spent years of labor over tho probloms involved, but capitalists,
as well, have contributed freoly with their wealth to bring tho matter within
rango of commerciel possibilitiea.

For tho manufacture of steol, ores are divided into high-phosphorus and
low-phosphoius, or non-Bossomoer and Bessomer, the limitations of the
ordipary processes being circumscribed by the amount of this olement
prosent in the ore. Of the 12,000,000 tons of steel now annually produced
in the world certainly not less than threo-fiurths, or 9,000,000 tons, sre
mado of ores that contain, per 100 parts of motallic iron, not more than
0:07 part of phosphorus, so that the steel resulting fzcm tho conversion of
the pig iron made from such oves daes not contsin more than 0-10 per cent.

burden of ore, flux and fuel comes out of the blast furnace in the pig iron,
none of it going into tho elsg. This assomption is so far truo that for all
practical purposes it may be sccep'od as entirely rolisble under present
conditions of blast furnace practice. But that it is not true under ail con-
ditions is equally indisputable.
In the article reforred to, Mr. Kjeliberg, who is a laborious exporiaboter,
bas gone over the ground very tboroughly, comsidering tho difficulties
stlending such work. Ho set boforo himself the question of determiping
whether the temporsture or the basicity and acidity of the burden would
influence the phosphorus content of *he pig iron, whether, in other words,
tbo blast furnsce practice itself might not throw some light upon the sffinity
between molten iron and phosphorus. Ho ewployed a small blsst furnsce
in waich, bowsver, tho temperatare of the blast did not exceed 225° C. (=
437° F.), about the melting point of tin, and used five diffsreat kinds of ore,
Tho first was hematite with 60 per cent. iron snd O 2 per cont, phosphorus ;
the socond magnetilo with 69 por cont. iron and 0 7 per cent. phosphorus ;
the third hematite with 65 per cent. iron snd 12 per cent. phospborus ;
tho fourth msgnotite, with 58 per cent. iron, and 2 6 per cent. phospborus;
and the fifih magnetite, with 51 per cent. iron and 3-6 por cent phosphoras;
His conclusions aro 8s follows: 1., When tho phoapborus contont of
the oreis not sbove 1-25 p.c., the temparetures,under which he worked, do not
influence the phosphoras-contsnt of the pig itop, nor does the amount of
silica in the slag. The groster part of tho phosphorus of the ore is combined
with the iron, only a small portion, 5 to 10 pet cent., going into tho slog.
2. When the phbosphorus in the ore is atove 1 250 it begins to enter the
slag, and this slagging process increases in intensity with the iocreasing
percentsge of phosphorus, Both the tempersture of the furnace and the
scidity of the slag commence to influence the reduction of the phospborus,
and this action also incresses with the amount of phosphorus up to 3-5 per
cent. If the oro contsins as much as 35 per cent. of phosphorus, the
graater nsee of this slemsni cowbines, under all citcorstances, with thoron.
If, bowever, the ore charge be increased apd the burden made basic the
phosphorus content of the ore may rise to 3 § per cont, and still 40 to 50 par
cent. of it be slagged off. With a higher temperature and an acid burden
95 pat cent. of the phosphorus, already slsgged, can be made to enter the
1ron.
3. No volstalization took place in the blast furnace even with oro con-
tainiog 3-6 per cent.
4. Tho carbon-content of the pig iron diminishes with the incresse of
phosphorus, but is not manifest until the phosphorus rises to about 3 per
cont. Tho pig iton obtained from the ores richest in phosphorus contained

only a small amourt of graphits and was white, with mirror-like planes on

the surface of the fracturo.
n

5. The content of silicon vsries with that of phosphorus; a ssmple of
charecai iron with 4 per cent. of phosphorua contsined no moro silicon than
atzol docs  Pig iron contsining upward of 4 per cont of phosphorus can be
made 1o take up a fow tenths of ono por cent. of ailicon only by urging the
blast and using an acid slag. The plg iron of the highest phosphurus was
quite brittle, a slight blow of a L.ammer sorviog to break a bar into many
pieces.

Mr. Kjelilberg mskes the followiog practicsl suggestona: To make
basic open-hearth atock with not ovor 0 6 per cent. phospborus, 1t 18 advis-
able to use GU per cont ore contsining not over 0-: per cont. phophorus.
For cast irons, with pbosphorus up t3 1 per cent., oro with 60 per cont. 1ron
and not over 0 6 por cent phosphorus shounid be used.

For Thomas iron, with at least 2 por cent. phesphorus, the oro must
contain at losst 1.6 por cent phosphorus, and GO per cent iron, sz only 3
of tho phosphorus is reduced and onters the pig.

Sume yoars
380, in tho flush timos at Birmingham, Als., a company was organized for
tho purpose of bLuiiding a blast furnaco to bo linod with basic instoad of
scid brick. It was known s the Dratt Sicol Company, and was to have
beon capitslized at $20,000,000. Tlut monoy grow scarco and tho capitalizi-
tion was finslly put at 87,000,000. It was understood that $20,000 of this
was subscribed, end that the foundations of the furnace wero laid at Carters-
villo, Ga. But tho project failed. It is possible thet with a basic lined
farnaco, o basic burden nud s low temporature tho phosphorus of the ore
may, in gropt moasure, bo induced ta ontor tho slsg, but we cannot bphovo
that this action would go on to such sn entent as tc make Desseruor pig out
of non-Bessemor stock, or 1o mako even a profitablo roduction of the phos-
phorus. \Whon nres contsin too much phosphorus for the Bossemor process
it is not likely that any blast furnaco practico can, on the large scale and
with coke as fuo), reduco this to the Bysemer limit, and do v profitably.
On the samo grounds it may bo urged thata reduction ¢f phosphorus in non-
Bessemer stock, but not to the Bessemor limit, would have no advantsge
commensurate with the cost.

Tho great dufliculty in the way of tho utilization of non-Bessomer ores
for steol makiog 18 not in the reduction of tho phesphborus in the pig iron,
butthe eilicon. Ths is the bug-bear, and the question is how to make low sili-
con iron of ores contsining from 10 to 20 per cont of eilica and coke with 8
to 15 per cent of ash. If this can be succe:sfully done, and bseic opon-
hearth stock of not meore than 1 per cont of silicon be furnished regularly
and in lergo quantities, the phosptorus question will take caro of itself.

TIMBERING IN MINES.,

The following is the paper read by Mr. Madden, Deputy Inspector, at 8
meoting of the Wostville Mining Student’s Association.

GenTLEMEN,— Before beginning my subject I must thank you for elect-
ing wo vico president of your ipstitute. I also wish to express my rogret
for being absent at your last meeting, but circumstances, over which I had
no cootrol, prevented my attendacce. You requested me to write a paper
on somo mining subject. 1 do not wish to disappoint you, so havo hastily
put together a few thoughts. We are now approaching what we term our
rash of summer work, thorefore I would like to draw the attention of this
mooting to one important featura of mining in which we bave the most
accideots, namoly, talls of coal ard roof stone at the working faco. I assure
you this is & matter io mining v-bich requires all tho care and at-ention that
can be given it. To.night as I stand here with mining officials from various
coilieries and mon whom I know to be practical men, I thought this subject
would set you thinking, and thst then your thoughts put to action might
be conducive to safety of lifo ard limb. As 1 havo had over 10 years
experience through the various mines of this proviace and bave scen
mapy diffstent ways of setting timber,” I have beon called upon, at diffor-
ont times, to investigate accidents from this cause, in nearly every winein
the province, and I think I am safo 10 saying that in all cises I foond plenty
of timber, but in my opinion the timber was not properly set, and instead of
brosking snd giviog warning to the miner they have siipped oat and let the
broken measures down. It reqaires great skill and care on the part of the
miner in order to protect himself from injary by falls of coil and stone.
Neverthelees a greater number of the accidents which occur from tho rbove

" cause could by the exercise of proper precautions, be prevented. I have ob-

smong tho employ ees, of instructions given them for their own safety. In
some cases these inetructions sre totally distogarded thereby placing the
-"minera lifoin double danger.
Most of theso accidents are preventabls, and therefore can bs clearly
charg-d to neglect. It is imposaible to estsblish a goneral rule regarding
timbering in mioes, as the condutions of each mine vary so that thero is no

“ this eourco of danger. In fict the cundition existing in one vein clone
changos from day to day, as the work advances, 6o that the miner has only
his own gocd judgment, or that cf the mine boss, to guide him.

Statistics show that 50 to 60°,, of the accidents in miniog is cansed by
falls from roof and sides.

Now tho safeguard on which the miner must rely is careful attention to
the pecaliarities of the roof snd sides, and ho should frequently sound
thom to sce if they remsin solid.

Tho responsibity of secaring his workingplsce res's with the mioer him-
solf, but ho must bo subjeci—to a certain extent in this matter—to the
mapagement. Tho msnsgowent is supposed to know the genersl character-
istics of tho veins in the colliery, and they csn mnke their rules so that they
will bo of considorable practicable bonefit, but the rules will bs worthless
unless they aro onforced.
