CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

A correspondent, wrnting from Otawa,
states that th. unsold sto.k of luimber in
the Ottawa valley is almost nothmng, and
that he does not believe thai there is any
dry stock in first hands. This opinion
bears but the statement made in our last
issue that tue stock of white pine is much
less than at the correspondng perods of
previotis years. Manufacturers are con-
stantly receivmng orders for immediate and
sping'shspment, .but the number of te-
quests. for early shipment indicate that
retail dealers and consumers are carrymg
light stocks. Within the next few weeks
this demand is certain to bc mncreased, as
bills for buildings, bridge work, wharves,
corporation supplies, etc., will call for no
small guantity of stock.

The.building season is opening up in a
most satisfactory manner, and seems to
atgurell for the consumption oi a large
quantify of lumber. The hardwood de-
mand is sti!l comparatively light, but
manufacturers are holding prices firmly.
A large number of inquiries for stock bas
been received from British importers, but
as far as can be learned few transactions
have taken place. The reason for this,
we understand, is that manufacturers
have refused to dispose of their better
-grades suitable for the English market at
the prices offered. Shingles and lath are
gaining in strength. Soie .dealers in
Toronto are asking $2.75 for the best
quality of pine shingles.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNsWIcK.
The outlook for British trade from the

S'. Lwrence.is more hopeful than last
year, owing to the expectation of lower
freight rates. The excessive rates which
ruled last season werc a great handicap to
the shipment of lumber, and rade it dif.
ficult for shippers to fulfill contracts with-
out loss. The charters effectcd for early
spring sailing have been on more reason-
able terms. An average quantity of
spruce and pine deals has been placed
wýith British impnrters, and it is understood
that the prices compare favorably with
those received for last year's productirn.
The spruce of the lower provinces has not
been taken as freely as might be wished
for, but buyers arc now showing -greater
des're to close contracts. Operations in
the woods have progressed very satisfac-
torily, but just now sone of the firms
have been compelled to cease work on
account of the deep snow.

NEW BRUNSWICK CEDAR SHINGLES-
There is not much change to report re-

gaidmng market prices for 1ew Brunswick
cedar shingles. About the usual volume
of trade for midwinter is reported, and
prices if anythng are hardening, in r-

sponse to the demand o)f many of the pro-
du.trs that they be paid $3 or better for
Extras and corresponding prices for lower

grades. Upper grade shingles are cer.

amnly in very short supply, and quantity
in makers' hands is depleting instead of
increasing. The bulk of actual sales aie
made on the basis of Boston freights at
the following . Extras, $2.85 toi $2.90 ,
Clears, $2.55 to $26o, 2nd Clear and
Clear Whites, $2.o to $2.25. As stated
above, the tendency of the market is to-
wards higher prices, especially for Extras
and Clears. The outlook would certainly
indicate that manufacturers who are
strong enough to hold their stock of these
grades for six weeks would then easily
realize their vleas of values.

MANITOBA AND nRiriSNi COLUMnIA.

Retail dealers in Winnipeg have given
little attention to business during the
past week, interest being centered in the
annual meeting of the Western Retail
Laimbermen's Association. The reports
submitted at this meeting show :hat
cutting of prices by dealers bas been quite
prevalent, but negotiations are now under
way which it is hoped will result in es.
tablishing a more uniform price list.
Wholesale prices are' sieady, and there is
a good prospect for a large demand for
lumber in the spring. British Columbia
mantifacturers report an average volume
of trade. Shippers to foreign countries
find it d:fficult to obtain suitable vessels
for early loadintg. Two t.harters were
made during January, one to Cork and the
other to Callao, Burrard Inlet being the
loading point. The freight rate to the
Unted Kingdom :s 8; shillings, Mel-
t>ourne or Adelaide 60 shillings, Free-
mantle 70 shillings, Tientsn 75 shillings,
and Shanhai 6i shllings.

UNITED STATES.

The lumber trade nf the United States
is developng very satisfactorsty. Apart
from the districts that have suffered from
severe winter weather, there his been an
expansion in demand and a hardenng ten-
dency in prices. L-rge purchases have
been made at tppîer lake mill points. In
white pine there ts reported a lght supply
of No. 2 dimension boards and plece
stuff. The unsold stock on the docks is
being rapidly cleaned up, and the new cut
is being contracted for quite freely. The
logging season, however, has been unusu-
ally favorable, and a heavy cut of pine

A q A[)A
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lumber is likely t Ibe made this year.
Were it not (or this feature, it is beheved
that there would be a general advance in
prices, as there is every piospect of a
large consumption of lunmber this year
for building and ollier pturposes. In the
Saginaw valley Canadian stock is held at
$15 to $18, and box lumber at $15. Light
receipts of spruce at Boston and New
Yorlk have strengthened that lumber. For
13-foot stock in firsts and seconds $9.50
to $ar is being asked in New York.
Spruce lath is in excellent demand. Quo.
tations at Bangor, Me., are $a.io to $2-75.

Dealers are booking orders more liber-
ally for hardwoods. Basswood is mtch
enquired for, and soit elm is moving
moderately. The former is strong, and is
expected to sell at higher prices before
long. Box culls are selling in the Chicago
market at$i o2.5o, which represents an ad-
vance o) 'o cents over recent quotations.
Hemlock is being purchased steadily in
Buffalo and Tonawanda, chiefly for the
P'an-Amneican buildings. The base price
is $13.

GRFAT IIRiIAIN.

Considerable business haF been closed
recently n pine and spruce for the British
market. Agents of Canadian houses
have made sales of spruce ait the following
prires, delivered on vessel at London:
3 x ii second quality, io 3s; 3 x 9 sec.
ond quality, £8 5s ; thirds, £9 îos and
£8 5s ; fourths, £8 5s and £7 [55 ; 3 x 7
third quality, £7 15s. Such sales as have
been made show a tendency towardshigh-
er prices, but owing to the somewhat un.

settled conditinn of the tinber ma•ket
bu> ers are not disposed to contract very
heavily. A report fron London states
that pine and spruce are being placed
quite freely, but it seenis thait the buying
has been largely confined to London, as
ai Liverpool and other ports trade is
quiet. At Glasgow there are occasional
enquiries for fourth quality pine deals,
which are scarce and strong on the belief
that a very limited quantity will be im.
ported this year. The freight market is
fairly :ctive, but there is every prospect
that rates will bc considerably lower than
last year. The fixtures already made
show a declîne of about five shillings.

The tenth alnnuail leetiing of the im ksis.

sippi Valley Lunibermîien's Association was
ield :n Miinneapolis Ot I ebruntry gtl. An
exhaustive retport was subinitîed by the
secretary, from which we extract the fol.
owinig bearing upon the condition of the
whiite pine Incuber snarket :

The three coniditions imosi strongly cou-
ducing to ai scason of ieavy dzniand for
lumîber, making the maintenintice of a finis
and uniforn p rive possible, exiit to-day.
Thev are. fir-;t, the tnerai shortage of
stock ; second, lie general prosperly and
purchasing power of lie enunti y; third,
the unquestioneic building activitv of the
coliming scasoi

Stocks in the hands of flie dealers
throughout our distributing territory are
minuch less than nornial. This is but natur-
ai wien the uîncertain state of the niarket
for the past year s taken into considera-
lon. 1 lic deaiers bought lto-bI until "i t
f'ey needed it for imniediate sale, as there
was niothiig to be gained by piling up

tlunber. As a result retail stocks are geli-
crally iiîadeqîîaie f0 take care of' sise cou-
stiiption wvhiclî %viii begisi as sooti as
weatler condition lire favorable for bpring
work.

The indications point to a large aniount
of building during fli year. The settie-
uent of tie strike in Chicago again brings

chat city into the narket vith last year's
loss of tinte to be nade up. It is predict-
ed that Chicago will consume a larger
anount of luniber this year thasn ai anîy
fine in ils hisiory exce,)t the World's Fair
year.

The building of the St. Louis exposition
is now assured, and for tle next twenty-
four months that city wili absorb a very
large aniount of yellow pine. Tlhis will
matcrially relieve our conipetition with the
soullera imtanufacturers in flie southwest
territory aiîd will exercise a very strcngth-
ening influence upon the whole yellow pine
market.

White pine has hield, and during the com-
:ng year will continue to hold, lis place ai
the head of the principal itiber pioduts
of the country as the strongest factor in
the market and to a very large extent in-
fluencing the price of all otier forest pro-
ducts.

The day will iever cone when northern
pmle will sel at the prices which % dîd
ilrce years ago. The present price repre-
sents the actual value of the product. The
days of clcap lumber are past. The rapid
and sure constntptioi of our standing tit-
ber assures us of tiis, not to take into con-
sideration the in.Ieased cost of manufac-
ture in the past two years. The niargin of
profit between the price list and the cost of
production is not sufficient to pernit the
reduction to lte selling price of former

years. We iust not be deceived by the
coiparatively high average selling prices ;
of tle past two years. They by no imeans'
cîtrepeent a pi upuo tnt e f . gnin in profil,,

for the inîcrease in the cost of everythintg
entering into tlie business of manîmiufacturing
luuber lias increased in grenter ratio than
lias the selling price of Incuber. While it
is not likely chat there will be any naterial
advances unless unforcseen conditions de-
velop, iliere is io likelihood of any redulîc-
lion of the general range of prices.

Janiiary t, go0. Great care has been ex-
ercised to get these statistics correctly,
aid wu believe tiemt to show very nearly
the actual aniouint of iniber ot hand.
Tile. iicie t lie iinvenitories of eighty-two
firniis in the two territories nientioned,
besiles careful esliinates of luiber, laths
and shingles of thirty-one firmns. They
show : total Of 1,772,0()3,626 fet, as con-
pared with i,66t,084,827 feet a year ago.

L.ast year there vas a shorage over the.
stocks of January, 1899, of 376,479,409
fees, and the shortage of 8r n over 1898
amtounts t0 105,719,507. Hence the total
shortage tis year over stocks ai January
t, 1898, is 37i,2S0,117. I s therefore
hardly to be expecied that a very great
shortage could develop this year.

'lie apparent shortage of stocks does
îlot exist in actual luniber in pile so much
as il does in luminber dry enougli to ship.
iMlany gtailis produced heav'HIy late Jast seas-
oit, bemîg closed down the fore part of the
year oi account of the scarcity oflogs, and
the weather conditions of ie late fall and
carly vinter were not such as to dry lui-
ber very rapidly. Nearly every firm re-
ports a shortage of certain itemis of lumber
in shipping condition.
