PRIVATE $CHOOLS.

The most forcible and vivid scenes and characters of
Dickeos are these which are faithfol reprodoctions of his own
expeclence. One of his great gifts seems to have been that of
taking by Sbservation a strong mental photograph or brain
picture of his surronndings, and of being able to recall these
and describe them with extraordinary minuteness in after-life.
This appears to have been a natural gift, commencing with
his early infancy, and epabling him to rem2mber toddling
from mother to nurse during his drst eforts to walk, Of him-
self, he sass in his autobiography,which he afterwards adapted
to*: David Coppereld™ : # If it should appear from aoything
1setdown in this narrative, that [ was achild of close observa-
tion, or that, as a maa, I have a stroag memory of my child-
bood, I endonbtedly lay claim to both of these characteristics.”
He :peaks of himself moreover as a @ vory qaeer small buy,”
and again s a ¢ very small and not over particalarly taken-
care ot boy.” We lzarn from Forsteds « Life of Dickens” that
after leaviog a small preparatory day schooil at Chatham
he went for two years to & school kept by & Baptist Minister,
in the same town, the Rev. Mr. Giles, where he laid good
fourdations during a pericd of w0 years—which school he
afterwaris remembered with pleasure and respect, and which
be left with uxteeme regret, on his father's removal to Somerset
Housz Lesndon, and te bis residence in Bayham Street—a
poor neighbourhovad in the porth-west district.

Whilst at Ckatham his imagination was kindled by
Roderick Bandom, The Vicar of Wakesicld, Don Quixotz, The
Arabian Nights,and the Spectator, Idler, &c., a choice cul-
leetion of books to which he bad access ¢« in a little room up-

point of view,
Spenser, in the Fuairie Queene, gives us:
“The itl-fuced owle, death’s dreadful messengere.”
In Shakspenre's Henry VI, we find—

“'The ominous and fearful owl of death.”

And in the Cumedy of Errors we have the owl associated
with ¢ gobling and clvish sprites.”

The superstitious opinion that the owl is the harbinger of
death, still prevails nmong the ignorant of tnodern Burope,
In K ngluml noe vlllngq, ghost, or fairy dance, no pigmy maze,
or huunted houzw is more cammon than n death foretold by
the owl,

The striking and peculinr look of this bird, its loud und
digmal cry, uttered often when all other birds are quict, as
well ag its being the bird of nlght are the circumstances
which, aided by an ovensional coincidence of events, have
cansed the owl to be regarded in the light of an cvil omen.,

The dread attached to owls scems to have buen extended to
other birds of the night, & circumstance which rather cor-
robortex the iden let. th\ y were dreaded, in a great measure,
from beivg companions of darkness and obsc aurity. The hr.»l-
low hrmmxug of the bittern from a pool ou u still evening,
uud the hoarse sound of the fern-fowl, are cqually striking.

Tt i an obd observation that the appesrance of i ccrtain
beethe, cailed ten frér wvrclisngus, was a presage of death, Vhe
appearanuce of tese insvets did in some minds abolately tore-
bode the denth of sick persous in the house where th\') were
tound, strce the pecnliarity of atmosphere suited 1o the beetle
may be such anone as would produce the death of the paticot.

Mesars. Merrvweatber & Sons, London, Eongland, 1t s the
ploneer engine to Canada, and §s a splendid speeimen of the
engines manumetared spectadly for Canadian service by Messes,
Merryweather & Sons, amd as it is absolutely necessary foe ase
in this elimate it is {rost proof in every parl.  Iu fact it is
stindiar 1o those sapplied by the sime irm 1o Russta, ot whiceh

1t is also cladmed for the Merryweather envines that they uree
veery stmiple In construetion, durable, light of weigbt, and

THE RECENT FIRES IN HAMILTON,

Durtog the arteruoon of Monday, the lith ult,, a tire broke out
in the wool wiarehouse of Mr, Jobn Harvey, King Street, Hanil-
ton, witch at one thme serious’y threatened the satety of the sur-
rounding  buibilings, " About four velock flaanes woere  secen
tasuing from the. second toor rear windows of the premises,
which fornre:d the centre of a bloek of three bultdings situnted
ot the south side of the Gore. Upoun exaination it was dis-
covarad thut sowme bidesd of Chlnese geass were an fiee, among a
farge gquantity of woel,  The iarm was imedinte:y given, but
by the thime the e brimule aretved on the spot the dire hind
made such headway that It was evident the ballding was
doomed, Ry dint of great exertions, and often at tho peril of
their Hves, the firemen succceded in prevonting the spréead of
the uines, but not before the warehouse was completely gutted,
About seven o partion of the buliding fell In, and four of the
mien nerowly eseaped being buried In the rulns.  During the
night and the greater part-of the following day the débris con-
tinued to burn, notwithstanding the constant efforts made to
quench the embers, AL duy oo Tuesday omibnous volimes of
sitoke rotled Feom the ruins il fears were entertained tor the

sufety of the adjoining bulldings, - About -half-past five in the
allernoon they were realized, At that time the cellar of the
adjoining warehouse, occupied by Messrs, J. H., Davis & Co.,
wool merchants, was discovered to be on fire, and before inany
minutes the fiames were raging through the bullding, which
burned until the roof and floors of the rear hud fullen and the
front, was ndmost gutted. The premises of Messrs, Turner & Co,,
wholesale grocers, and of the Bank of Commerce, were only
saved by the exertions of the firemen, atlded by the emnployees
of the two establishments,  The loss caused by the two Hres Is
placed ot about 3200,009, At the time of the outbreak of the
second fire, 4 warchouseman in the employ of Messrs, T, .
Kerr & Co,, while passing Davis & CoJ's hullding, was struck by
a nrge bule of wool thrown out of a window above. The blow

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‘T'ux year that hag just gone by has been, taken all in all,
one of almost unexampled peace and prosperity. War hax
Inft no unseemly stain upon its pages, nod until within the
last few weeks no rumour of war has arisen to shake the
weneral feeling of security which has prevailed. In this re-
speet the racord of 1872 offers a pleasing contrast to that of
its two predecessors, which were characterized by one of the
Boodiest strugeles the world has ever witnessed.  Troe there
have been complications, but these, though of a aufficivntly
grave nature, were at no time expected to lead ta serions
diticulty, and, thanks to the spirit of conciliation in which
negotiations were entered upon and carried out by the two
powers who were parties to the litigation, watters were
smoothed down, and the way was paved to au amicable and
honourable understanding, The Geneva Arbitration will
stand for all time as a monument of diplomaey casting
honour alike on England and Ameriea, and showing to the
uations an example of forbearance that they will do well o
follow in the future.  The verdict of the tieneva tribunal has
undonbtedly caused considerable dissatisfaction in certain
quarters at home, but in this country it has very generally
been greeted, if not with entive approval, at Jeast with a
fecling of relief that & question involving results go import-
ant for Canadians was settled without an appeal to arms
which must have proved eminently dizastrous to this country.

In the United Kingdom, if we exeept its share in the set-
tlement of the ““ Alabama” and other difficulties with the
United States, little has occurred to signalize the past year.
The Zanzibar expedition, inasmuch as nothing has been ae-
tually accomplished ns vet, more properly belongs te the re-
cord of 1878, The introduction of the Ballot in both parlia-
mentary and municipal elections ; the rapid stridex of
Republicanism among the lower and less educated classes;
and the fatal riots between the Catholics and Protestants at
Belfast, make up the sum of the principal characteristics of
the vear 18372 in the history of the Sister Isles.

Very different has it been with France, For her 1872 has
been a most eventful year; a year to be remembered long
hence and to be marked in the calendar of time. Eighteen
months ago the eountry was struggling for almnst very exist-
fmly twelve months ago, though she had in som-
measure recovered from her death-strugele, she was yet in
Rut
now, thanks to the wise and energetic rule of Pre<ident
Thicrs, and the unhesitating patriotism of her sons, her
cotfers are refilted, and she bids fair =oon to take her tran
place once more among the nations, The close of the year

very poot case, bankrupt alike in money and prestige.

was indeod marked by a erisis which, at one t'me, threat-
voed to be fatal, bhut which, happily for the nation, was safely
tided over,

With her antagonist, Germany, things have not been alto-
gether quict,  There has been a troublesome Reform Bill to
carry, the passage of which through Paclinment was only
etfected by making a large addition to the Pecrage. There
have bteen difficulties with the Roman See, arising from the
expulzion of the Jesuits, and the discantinuance of the stipend
of the Bishop of Ermeland,  There has been the ominous ill-
ness of Prince Bismarck, followed by his resignation of the
Presidency of the Council.  And, as if to counterbalance
these, there has been a gathering of the Kaisers, over which
all Furope has been set wondering and prophesying,

In Ruzsin, notwithstanding the presence of the Cuzar at
Berlin, a strong anti-German fecling has sprung up, from
which the seers are already beginning to angur trouble at the
death of the present occupant of the Tmperial throne, In
connection with the Muscovite Empire a difficulty has oc.
curred, which, though at present but small, micht lead to
important results.  An expedition is being organized against
the Khan of Khiva, which threateus consequences beyond
those merely which are involved in a season’s campaign
against a petty, semi-civilizea chieftain.  Great Britain,
alwaye jealous of the encroachments of Russia in the East,
hag, by her ambassador, deelared herself bound to the main-
tenance of the Afghan frontier, and determined to inberiore in
the case of any violation of Afghan territory,

Spain has, during the whole year, been n prey to Carlist in-
surrections ; an attempt has been made on the life of the King :
there have been more than one crisie in the Cabinet ;oyet \;'u,
hope that, with wise and patriotic men at the hehn of State,
there is yet a bright future in store for the Iberian peninsula.
Of Ttaly there is but little to chronicle,  The position of
partiey at the Vatican and the Quirinal still remaing un-
changed.  His  Holiness resolutely declines to meet any
aldvances made by Vietor Emanuel, never ceasing to insist
upon the restitntion of his States and to protest against the
sequestration of clerical property in Rotne.  Meantime the
Haliun Government is bent upon schemes of reform, one of
its last nets at the close of the year heing the introduction of
aoneasnre for the angmentation of the army,  Anstrin st
pursues the even tenor of the way xhe has (ollowed for the Jast
year or two. - The little Swikk Republic hag beon thrown into
an tnusnal ferment by the session at Geneva of the Arbitration
Commission, and by the difficaltics with Fome rospocting
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Mgr. Mermiliod.  The only event of importance in Turkey
during the vear is the clevation to power of & minister of
kno\\"n liberal tendencies, by whom we may shortly expect to
soe effected an eatire remodelling of Turkish tnstitutiong on
a Furopean basis,  Faraway Africn, nlways a point of attrac.
tion, has exeited more than usual inferest thiz year, and hag
mld«;«l another nume to the list of herexplorera, Mr Stanley's
undertaking, hig ardnous jonrney, and the discovery of Living.
stone, share the honours of the year with the Geneva Conven.
tion

The United States have, during the year, undergone n Pre.

A recent invention on this prineiple consists
in permanently atixing a perforated pipeat the
sipimift of the roof, allowing the water to run
aver the latter, and thence down the side of the
building.

A further improvement is a portable system
of perforated tubes, which ean be readily 1aid
along a roof or rested ot supports within the
building and thenee connected with the engines,
This pian has the advantage that the tiremen
eant thoronghly drench buildings even at their
highest partions, which otherwise they would
be unabie to approach on aceovuant of the hent.

We have encountered two ingenfonsty ridi-
culous ideas.  The first is the proposition thit
our fire department be provided with rofls of
thick wonllen blankets, suflivient (o surround n
block of houses, With these the five {5 ta be
smothered by hand, while the cloth Is kept wet
by the engines,  The second inventive gentus
thinks that a wooden veil, saturated with water
and placed between a fierce contlagration and
threatened bulldings, will tnstantly avert all
danger,

From all the plins, ideas and suggestions
above eunmerated, and from the experience we
have =0 dearly earned, a few weneral conclu-
sjons muay be safely drawn,  Of these the ohided
is that a ity to be fireproof needs both properly
construrted baildings amd o thoroughly eflicient
water supply.  No mntter how well organized
