TrHE EXOHANGE BANK.

The announcement on Monday last of
the suspension of payment by the Ex.
change Bank took the public by surprise,
although it would appear from the utter-
ances of the managers of the other banks
to reporters l'or the press that they were
quite prepared for the stoppage, that its

effects have been discounted, and that it
cannot be looked on as an indication of
weakness in trade or commerce. We can
well undgrstand the anxiety on the part
of our bankers to prevent, as far as in
their ,power, any feeling of insecurity on
the part of the public, and we.arewell
aware that, as far as the other banks are
concerned, no inconvenience is likely to
be suffered. Still the shareholders and
depositors connected with the Exchange
bank are pretty sure to suffer consider-
able inconvenience, and the former loss.
The Exchange Bank has been doing a
business, itis said, far beyond their means,
but this bas been in a great mneasure
caused by the large deposits placed in
their custody.

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It ie, of course, wholly impossible to
judge as to the value of the assets wihich
are chiefly under the head of " Bille dis-
counted," but it seems almost certain
thatithas been found impossible to reduce
the amount without forcing the debtors
into bankruptcy. Without knowing muchz
more than bas yet been made public, and
of which, moreover, the bankers whose
opinions have been promulgated, confess
themselves totally ignorant, it seems pro-
mature ta assert that there is no indica-
tion of general weakness in trade or com-
merce. If, as seems not improbable,
several of the customers of the Exchange
Bank should be forced into insolvency, it
vill certainly be an indication of weak-

ness ta at least a limited extent. It is
rumored that the depression in the cot-
ton trade bas been one cause of the
inability of the debtors to the bank being
able ta meet their payments. If this
should prove correct it would certainly 
be an indication of weakness in trade.

No reference was made by the bankers
ta a proceeding on the part of the Ex-
change Bank, which we have heard criti-
cised, and which is alvays a sign of weak-
nes--we refer ta the practice of paying
interest for deposits at higher rates than
those generally prevalent, and especially
allawing interest . on current accounts.
The effect of this policy was to swell the
deposits ta an amount quite dispropor-
tionate ta the capital of the bank.
Although there seems no ground for
doubt that the deposits will be ultimatel]y
paid in full,. yet serious inconvenience
will be experienced, and it may be well
ta point out that when people aretempted
ta make deposits by obtaining more than
the current interest at the principal
banks, they are not entitled ta much
sympathy if they suffer from the conse-
quences of the overtrading which has
been stimulated by their own imprudence.
With regard ta the resuscitation of the
Exchange' Bank, which is deprecated,
naturally enoughl, by all the other bankers,
it seeme to us premature ta offer an
opinion.

CONSTITUTIONAL LIMITS.

Concurring, as we do in-the main, in the
laudatory remarks in the, Toronto Globe
of the12th inst. on the Marquis of Lorne
and the Princess Louise,. it ie with
some regret that we noticed its reference
ta the Letellier case,:. and its allegation
that " the powers not only of Lieutenant-.

Governor but of the Governor-General
"also.have practically been greatly cur-
"tailed, and the administration of the
Marquis of Lorne will be memorable,
chiefly because of the great constitu-

" tional change," We must emphatically
deny that any "constitutional change "
was made at the period referred ta, and we
think it unfortunate that it should be
stated by a journal which is understood ta
represent the views of the Opposition
leaders that sncb vas the case. l will be
recollected that this journal maintained
throughout the constitutionality of the,
course taken by the late Lieut.-Governor
Letellier at the time of the dismissal of
the De Boucherville Administration, a
dismissal. which was promptly followed by
a change in the leadership of the Quebec
Conservative party and the disappearance
of the old leaders in both houses from
active political life.

We cannot admit that the powers of
the Governor General were curtailed,
unless the Globe is of the opinion that
the Governor is a mere cipher, and that
he is no longer entrusted with the exer-
cise of the Royal Prerogative, ivithin the
limits of bis Government,-a pretension
that is wyholly unsustained by what took
place in the Letellier case. The Marquis
of Lorne was very far from being the only
one who believed that the intention ot
the British America Act was ta render
the Lieut.-Governors independent of
the Dominion Governments and the
Parliaments, by whose support they are.
sustained. We shall always deem it
unfortunate that the case against Mr.
Letellier was not referred ta the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council for advice,
as ta the intention of the Act of Parlia-
ment under which the office was consti-
tuted. We have reason ta know that it
was the opinion of eminent English states-
men on bath sides in politice that this
would have been the true solution af the
difficulty. It was the opinion of the
Government of the day that it should be
treated as any ordinary question on
which a difference ai opinion might arise
between the Governor-General and his
Ministers, or between the Queen and
Her Impenal Ministers.

It is one of the recognized principles
of our constitution that the prerogative
of the Crown is curtailed, and, properly
curtailed, by public opinion, as repre-
sentedby Ministers of the Crown, enjoy-
ing the confidence of the IIouse of
Commons. It by no means follows that
the representative of the Queen is bound
to act on the advice of his Ministers, any
more than the Queen herself. To refuse
ta do so would of course produce a crisis,
such as that which actually occurred in
Quebec, and no prudent sovereign or re-

presentative of the Crown would become
involved in such -a crisis except under
circumstances of great moment, The

Letellier imbroglio occurred shortly
before a general election, which was de-
cided without the slightest reference to it;
and it would obviously have been most
imprudent for the representativé of the
Cown ta have brought on a crisis because
he differed in opinion with bis ministers
on a question vhich was comparatively of
but little importance. On the other
hand, the question on which Mr. Letellier
dismissed his-ministers: was one of grave
importance, although it never was fairly
discussed. The opponents of Mr. Letellier
from the very first took their stand not
on the merits of the Bill to which he ob-
jected, but on the assumed motive by
* which lie was influenced.

IL was boldly affBrmed by professed
Conversatives that the Lieut.-Governor's
duty was ta act in accordance with the
opinions of his ministers, without refer-
ence ta his own views on the question
under considerationj and vhen preced-
ents were cited, and also the opinions af
English statesmen of all political opinions,
the ground was taken that a Lieut.-
Governor was not entitled ta exercise the
prerogative as a Sovereign or Governor-
General might have done. Thore was a
very simple answer, viz. : that the practi-
cal effect of depriving a Lieut-Governor
of the prerogative within his restricted
limits would be ta invest his ministers
within the same limits with larger powers
than either the Governor-General or the
Sovereign. We know no instance in which
the real point at issue was s0 completely
evaded as in the Letellier controversy.
The Bill ta which he objected w'as never
heard ai again, and the men who proposed
it disappeared from public life. IHe,
however, who saved the- principal cities
of the Province from a load of taxation,
was dismissed, on the distinct ground that
his usefulness was gone, in other words,
he had become obnoxious to a political
party.

IL is, however, important to bear in
mind the effect of the decision, There
vas no curtailment whatever of the powers
of the Lieut.-Governors, but there cer,
tainly was a precedent. established by
the Dominion Government for removing
a Lieut.-Governor when lie becomes ob-
noxious to tlýe political party which may
happen ta be in ascendant, in Dominion
politics. It is one of the evils, inseparable,
lt le ta be feared, from our federal 8ya
teni, that the same political parties exist
in the Dominion Parliament and in the
local Legislatures, and that, while neither
the Government nor Parliament of Great
Britain bas any inclination whatever ta
interfere in Canadian politics, there seems
no way of restraining Dominion or Pro.
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vincial politicians from takiug a lively
interest in what is going on throughout
the entire Dominion. We may be fully
assured that during the term of office of
Our Governors General there vill be rio
nterference whatever on the part of the
Ministers of the Crown with the exercise
of the prerogatives entrusted ta them.
It is deeply ta hi regretted that the
precedent establiObed in the Letellier
case is calculated ta restrain Lieut.-
Governors from eveii attempting ta
restrain the Provincial ministers from
proposing meaisures contrnary ta their own
judgmeit. There bas not, however, bee
any constiturtional change. It is still
open ta Governors and Lieut. Governors
toexercise the prerogatives entrusted ta
them, as they see lit, subject, of course, ta
the consequences of a political crisis, the
resultofwhich would be o no personal dis-
coinfort ta a Governor-General althoughi,
in the case of a Lieut.-Governor, every-
thing would depeid an vhether the party
in the ascendancy ir the Dominion was
or was not in sympatlhy with his views.
We will îadd in conclusion thrat the
question at issue in the Letellier case
was one thrat was very properly re.
ferred to the Imperial Government i
arder ta establish ho % far Lieut;-Governors
are practically indepeiien of the Dorin-
ion Government during their terni of
office. The question is still unsettled, but
there are many who believe that the true
intent and meaning of tbe British North
Anerica Act and of its powers as ta
make them independent, and it is much
ta be regrettedi that there lias been-no
authoritative interpretation of the Imper-
lal Statute.

TIIE BOOT AND SIIOE TRADE.

A WORD FnIIo TnE RETAILEiRS STAND-POINT.

It frequently happens that certain lines
require sorting up ta replace nunibers
which have been sold. Orders are given
to travellers with specific instructions ta
ship only the sizes wanted. Wien the
goods came ta hand it is found in many
instances that the instructions have been
disregarded. The consequence is that
superfluous stock is obtained, and tie
retailer is unable ta supply lis customers
vith the special numbers whicI they

require. The only remedy for the evil ils
to return tlie goods, and notify the manu.
ficttnrer that a repetition of the practice
will forfait a continuance of trade re-
lations.

An excellent retail trade, particularly
in country villages, is fiequently destroyed

by buying inferior goods, the light lines
being built up with leather board and
trashy material. Shopkeepers who have
not devoted special attention ta boots
and shoes are victimized by travellers
representing unscrupulous houses, and
only discover, when too late, that their
customers are disgusted and have trans-
ferred their patronage to rival firms.
Greed of gain upon the part of retailers
leadls ta precisely the saine results, but
in such cases the parties to the fraud
have no excuse, and merit the conse-
quences. 'Jie honest dealer can best pro-
tect himself from imposition by buying.
froi established bouses, upon whose
representations he can implicitly rely.

The practice of dating invoices ahead
often léads ta the disappointment of the
retailer. When the order is. given the
trader specifies that tie goods will be
shipped at once. ie relies upon clearing
out a part of the pur chase previous ta the
date of the invoice. Frequently the
goods do not arrive until the expiration
of a month or six weeks, consequently,
tbe apparent advantage vhich he ob-
tained in giving an ea-ly order counts
for nothing. Customers who have been
induced ta vait a few days lose faith in
his statements, and his trade is danaged.
The fault lies primarily with manutac-
turers selling goods in excess of their
capacity. for production and in advanceof
their manufacture.

Merchants frequently complain of the
freight rate, In almost every section ofi
the country there are competing hnes,
anxious ta secure the carrying trade. TO
reduce the charges to a minimum it is
suggested that the retailers within a
certain area should form an association,
andi notify the. rival lines that they are
prepared ta male a contract for one year,
which sill ensure all their goods beimi
sent by a single route. The result would
be reduced rates and an active compe
tition at the termination iofeach yearly,
contract. .he plan has, been tried in
the west, and lias been found ta work.
satisfactorily.

Merchants whose solvency is unques-
tionable, and w-ha are prepared to buy_
for cash, complain that the wholesale
houses do not make sufBcient discrimi-
nation between the solid men in the trade
and competitors who have neitiher capital
nor business training. The latter class
are encouraged by long credits, a renewal
of notes, and a leniency which tends ta
prolong their business existence,butin the
end terminates in insolvency. When the,
crash cemes they are frequently permitted

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

The usual abstract of the Bank state-
ments will be found opposite. There is a
decrease in the liabilities of nearly two
millions, chiefly in deposits froi the Pro.
vincial Governments. In the other
deposits, those on demand have decreased
and those on notice have increased to
about an'equal extent. 'Jhe circulation
is about stationary. 'Ibhere is a decrease
in the indebtedness ta English batiks;
discounts are sligitly decreased, as also-
theloans on the securi4ty of stocks and
bonds." It is rather stanling to find how
much the liabilities have increased sinice
August, 1872, with little moi e than five
millions of acditional' paicd up capital.
The deposits fromr the public, which
were a little over $56,000,COO iin 1872,
are nearly $100,000,000, vhile the dis-
counts and other loans are proportionately
in excess.

It is hoped that the larger banlks are
pursmîing a strictly conservative policy,
but the stoppage of the Exchiangehas
naturally caused some ùneasiness, vhich
will continue until there ils more reliable
information as ta the extent of the loans
made ta customers, who seem unable ta
neet their indebtedness. It is said thiat
these are all safe, but, if so, it might be
expected that, the accounts would be
taken by other banks. The Dominion
circulation has increased during the
Month chiefly in the small notes, the
larger denominations being rather less
than in JuIy. As tie statements of-each
bank will be found in detail there is no
necessity to criticise those of particular
banks
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ta compromise and, resume on ta easy
terms. The result is that prices are cut
ta enable them ta malke payments, goods
are slaughtered, and tbe trade demoral-
ized. The practice is the cause of most
of the failures in the wholesale boot and
shoe business, as aIll along the highway of
the muanufictuens are strewtn the monu-
ments of their awn foliv.

Some travellers make a. practice of
dujllicating orders, thereby increasing
the volune of their sales, much ta the
annoyance and discomufort of the retailers.
There are two remedies for this species of
imposition. The first is ta re-ship the
goods and cancel the entire order. The

second is for the manufacturers ta
promptly disiniss travellers whio resort ta
such practices, as they are detrimental to
the bouse and resuit in the alienation of
trade.

"booms" in the new centres of the
North-Western States, as weil as iin the
territory north of the international boun-
dary. Noboîly will question a man's
riglit to do what he likes with his own
money, but tiere were more than a few
of the speculators of the last year or two
who investd money whtichi was required
to pay for the goods the retail value of
which they had but just realized. Wo
have in our.mind's eye a village of western
Ontarii wlere almost eyery man,-from
the postmaster, the storekeepers and the
village doctor to the tavern-keeper, the
industrious mechanics and those whto
could barely scrape together ten to
twenty dollars,-sent their contributions
to the notoriou s sclener of the so-called
"million dollar valise.'" As usual in such
schemes one or two winnings were made
at first, an d the lucky ones were not slow

to make it-known. Had they lost they
would not have even told it to their wives,
and fhus " one fool makes many,"-an'
the wholesale man waiteth for the pay-
ment of his note till the goods which he
sold are worn out or long since consumed,
Tie craze -for such it may be called-
foi ncquiring tracts of land far distant
from markets, or town-lots in new-laid
cities, where nearly every man buys on
speculation, was. never so rife, and would
indicate a belief that the country was
being all bought up, although this is pro.
bably as near the actual fact as the new-
founid theories respecting the timbersup.
ply. The man who keepsa country store
had better stick to his occupation as long
as it pays, and avoid speculative invest-
ments on the development of which he
cannot keep a watch!ul eye, and for which
he must accept the dicttm of one who is
not generally worthy of beiig entrusted
witi otther people's money ; let him sub.
scribe to the JoURNAÀ L oF- CoMMERoE,
which lias steadily refused to advertise at
any price for fraudulent schemers, and
has lost no opportunity of varning the
public against them.
