TUE CONVERSIDN OF CONSOLS.
The advantage of having a commercial

mnan of known ability at the iead of
financial niatters, in preference to the iost
skiilfusl orator or polit cian,.has never been
niade more clear to the British public
than dlring the tenure of the office of
Chancellor of the Exxchegner by Mr.
Goschei. iven Mr. Gladstone's achsieve-
ienits in lightening the load of the British
tax payer sink into insignificance when
compared witb a Chancellor w-ho brings
forv-ard at ane time a sebeme of con-
version of the funds and a Buldgetthat will
together take tw-o-pence half.penny off the
incone tax besides reducing the national
debt by the largest sum paid off during
any year since 1S72. . We admit that he

Mo.mm, Feb., ise
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bas been materially assisted by the
ste.dily increasing cheapness of money
due to the growth of national wealth; but
still the credit of the boldest and most
successful scheme for the conversion of
Consola is certainly bis due, and his efforts
to ligliten substantially a tax which bears
inost heavily upon fixed incomes, such as
clerk's salaries, will meet with full appre-
ciation from a class who bave hitherto
been the most obstinate opponents of the
Governmnent, lie so ably represents.

The nev scheme provides that £560-
000,000, sterling, worth of 3 per cent.
Consols shall ha converted into a 2.ï per
cent. stock for a period of fifteen years, and
that, at the end of that term, it shall be
further converied into a 2J per cent. stock
for a further guaranteed period cf twenty
years. This will permit of a saving in
interest of £1,400,000 per annum for tle
first fifteen years, and of £2,800,000 for the
succeeding twenty years, or to.put it from
a taxpayer's point of view of about a
penny half-penny in the income tax
Naturally it might have been expected
that so drastie a scheme would have de-
pressed the value of the thrce per cent.
Consola in the market, but to the astonish-
ment of the opponents of the measure the
very reverse was apparent, and this month
British funds, measured by the price of 2J
per cent, stock, reached 98, the highest
quotation in the history of the nation, and
a price which would have been
considered abnormally high ten or fifteen
years ago.

Of course it is only to be expected thiat
Mr. Goschen's scheme would arouse con-
siderable opposition from interested
classes, no matter how grateful it might be
to the great bulk of taxpayers, but even
liere the opposition lias been less bitter
than was expected. The ordinary in-
vestor can simply complain of having lost
a sound investment that yielded hiim a
safe three per cent. per annum, but if he
declines to accept the lowered rate of in-
terest tendered, he is free to receive at
once the principal due him and to invest
it elsewhere, hence no complaint of in-
justice is possible. In the case of trustees,
however, the case la very different, be-
cause, owing to the stringency of the
English law on this subject, the range of
securities in which they are permitted to
invest the funds of their wards is a very
restricted one and indeed includes very few
securFities otiside of Consols. Honce they
have not the option of receiving back their
principal and re-investing it, and therefore
muet perforce accept the terms oftered to
them by the Government. But such a
condition of affairs naturally invites that
comment which in free countries is always
a precursor of redress, and therefore it is
now possible that the law in question will
be so far amended as to permit trustees to

invest under certain conditions in Cana-
dian and other colonial securities, as well
as in debenture stocks which have paid a
dividend of, not lass than three per cent.
for a given numbar of years.

The success of the whole acheme is due
simply to the fact that Mr. Goschen bas
approached the matter in a commercial
way and has dealt with it throughout as if
it were a business transaction inatead of
makirg it a political mensure. liy grant-
ing a small commission to those offering
their stock for conversion li has secured
the co-operation of the banks (a point
neglected by Mr. Childers, which resulted
in tle failure of that gentlemans effort to
reduce the interest previously) and by re-
moving the fear of further conversion he
has given confilence to the market and
thus secured a rise in the value of the new
stock almost from its initiation. The
business community generally is favorable
to the scheme because it emanates froi
one of their own number and is framed in a
mercantile spirit, while the possession of a
handsome balance of over £7,438,000 in
the Exchequer will enable Mr. Goschen toa
meet the utmost demanda of those stock-
holders who may desire to couvert their
holdings into money in order to invest
elsewhere. Taken as a whole it is the
most gigantic financial transaction of the
year and an event of paramount import-
nues in the bis tory of Eugland. Its initia-
tion was commenced with marked ability
and its successful termination will enhance
the reputation of its author.

MANITOBA'S VICTORY.

The evidently inspired announcement
of the principal Governmnt newspaper in
this city that the Dominion Cabinet had at
length decided to yield to the demand of
Manitoba for the abrogation of the mono-
poly clause and the opening of the North
West to railway competition, bas been
greeted with evident relief. It had h-
come abundantly manifest that, in face of
the united front presented by men of ail
political creeds and nationalities in tlat
Province, any attempt on the part of the
Government to continue to resist the
building of the Red River railroad was
simply futile, and therefore Sir John las
shown bis wisdom in bowing at once to
the inevitable and'accepting gracefully the
exigencies of the situation.

The question remains as to the price to
be paid to the Canadian Pacifie for its con-
sent to the expunging of the fifteenth
clause of the contract between that cor-
poration anl the Government, and this
phase of the question is of far more impor-
tance to Ontario and Quebec than to
Manitoba, since the burden of payment
will fall upon the tax payera of the older
provinces without any prospect of compen-

sating advantages to lessen ils weight. it
ia evident from the tone of the inspired
press that this compensation is to assume
the form of a payment lu liard cash and
the sum demanded is variously stated at
from twelve to twenty millions of dollars,
an exorbitant figure which the interasta of
the Canadian taxpayer will cause himu to
oppose.

It la urged oi buhalf of the railroad
company that this sum will be entirely
expended in the country ; that every cent
of the money received will be paid ont at
once lm improving transport facilities,
erecting elevatore, substituting atone cul-
verts and iron bridges for the existing
wooden structures, and adding to the
rolling stock. IBy these nîeans it is claimed
that tle company's ficilities for Iandling
freight will be so improved as to preclude
any prospects of future grain blockades,
and that the ali-Canadian route will be
placed il a position to safely defy the
competition of American railronds. In
this way they hold that the subsidy
demanded will really return at once
indirectly to the taxpayers of the country
in the fori of increased expeuditure with-
in our bordera; but in discussing this view
of the case we must not forget that the
advantages to be gained will (with the
exception of the purchase of rolling stock)
be reaped entirely by Manitoba-the pro-
vince that contributes least to the subsidy
-and that ail that will accrue to the
eastern taxpayers will h the knowledge
that the national route has been improved
and benefitted at their expense.

The lesson that -we bave to draw from
this sudden change of front on the part of
the Government is an important one to the
business community of Montreant. It
shows that the beat and promptest mode
ofobtaining any benefit or advantage from
a party Government la by means of politi-
cal agitation, the old " Look to Washing-
ton" policy modernized, and ihat any
doubt as to the return of government sup-
porters from a dissatisfied section la far
more efficacious in opening the eyes of
the Cabinet to the necessity of a measure
than the justice and right of. the demand
or the fact that their representatives hlad
pledged themselves to its immediate initi-
ation. Were Montreal to show as firm
and undaunted a fronton their just request
that the Government should assume the
Channel debt and fre tle canals which
feed the St. Lawrence route, as Winnipeg
has dons on the Red River valley road,
Sir John's eyes would open with astonish-
ing rapidity to the feasibility and justice
of the claim. Auy doubt as to the political
complexion of Montreal at the next elec-
tion would have a marvellous effect upon
the minds of the Cabinet, and the reception
and dismissal of deputations from this
city would no longer he an amusing farce.
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'lie party politician looks at, everything in
a parly light, and(l consequently the in-
terests of any doubtful little constituency
in the backwoods are more important in
his eyes thin lhe rerjuirements of a great
city which experience lias tauglit him
m1ay ho regarded alnost as a pocket
Oroiuîgli. Coercion is the only policy he
understands, and until such timte a

Nontreal adopts ,he arguments of Winni-
peg andi iisists n pon her riglits, lier
iiiterests will always be sacrificed and lier
comtiplaints treated w'ithIi derision.

''lie wliipers in interested quarters,
pointing to probable collusion botween the
railway imagnates and Lhe agiIator- iii
Manitoba, are too absurd to call for notice.

OUt BANKING SYSTEM.

'ie ridiculous and seinsational reports
telegraphcd by irropressible 0,htawa cor-
respodilents Io Ainericiiii newspapors as to
the inefliciency f' flie Canadian banking
systen and the intention of the Govern-
ment to replace il by that now in use in
t.he ~United States, has elicited a spirited
defence of oir financial institutions in the
foriml of a clear and exhaustivo lotter on
fhe suIject addressedlto the editor of an
Aenrician fii aiii:ial contemporary and
bearing oasily discoverahlo evidences as
to Uih stuiîding of its auithor. Of course,
iost of its contents are alreaIIy famniliar to

Ouir reildois but th ele are som1c0 paragraphis
wihich iwill bear reproduction and coin-
mont, becaiise thlicy treat of features of the
systei ofte niglcted or misundcrsfood,
but which arc of the ltmnost importance
wlen any !omp'eîllariRoi of tli baiking laws
of io two eciountries beomes nocessary.

'lie writer points oit that in the flirst
ilace (h only practical di flrence between
ic Canadian System aid theli Natioial

ballnking systei in the Uniited States is
that tlie Canadiiaii baiks have branci
oilIces and have the right, to ihsi circulat-
ing notes Io the extent of the paid op
capital and wi t.lmif. he deposit of any
secirity with the iovornient, and that,
further, Hince the invironient, of banks in
Caiada and in the United St ates is iciieli
the Haime, if, las resulted that the Cana-
illain and the Unieid States NaLion al ban k
sysfteis are inmuch more alike thail people
who hl.ave not stidied the question sup-
pose. ll ton proceeds to point ouI. tbat.
under tho Canadiian systein a really larger
capital. is requiretcd and consequieitly
greater stability is imperativo than ndiier
tlie ruixcl vaniited National Baik laws,
sinco o bank cin 10 business tin Clanada
without a bona lide subscribed capital of
$500,000 pil up to the exteit, of $100,000,

aica:nt. ciifiontinue hn business witholit, a
paid Ip capital of s200,000 at tho end of
the second yeir. By this il wiill be seen1
that in vie v tif fhie dolible liability atfla1ich-

ing to the bank stock, no Canadian bank
eau ask the confidence of the people until
the shareholders have put at the risk of
the businers they are eigiigii'g as large a
sun as $1,000,000. In addition to this he
requirements of the Banking Act regard-
ing the creption of by-laws; the arrange-
ments under whichii transfers of bank shares
nay be mado ; the conditions under which
a bank inay or imay not pay a dividend;
the restrictions ad to the percentage of
dividenid to he paid until certain surplus
earnings have been accumulated; the pro-
visions preventing the loiniing of money
on real estate or on bank stocks, etc., etc.,
ire not oily eslanlislhed by laîw but are
the results of years of exporience. In
whatover respect they differ fron the
National Banking Act il is always in the
direction of greater security and caution.

In the course of his remarks upon the
present method if controlling and
guaranteeing the circulation, lie asserts
that it is safe tà say that bankers in
Canada have been willing at all times to
sfrongthen in every possible mainer the
circulating medium of their country, and
that ifthey have not adopted the United
States national banking system of circula-
tion secutred by government bonds it ias
becn becatuse, whilo it prescts some
features which are au inprovenment on
the Canadian systein, it presents several
whicli are not, and soine in particular
which seem fo nake it almost impossible
to tamitsplant. that system to Canada. This
coiicides witih the views frequently ex-
pressed in Ihese coluiins. We have
always hold that any ineasure which
wduld destroy the present elasticity of the
cnrrency or tend to lock up those funds
which are ncessary for tiecoidcuct of the
trade of the Dominion wvould simply re-
suit in increasing the cost of discount and
lowering the rate of interest to depositors,
and thus would prove a serious dotri-
ment to commerce.

No doubt the faet that notes of financial
institutions in any onte province are not
always readily received in otier Eections
of the country is a valid objection to the
presentsystem; but if the suggestion be
adopted to initiate clearing houses on the
principle of that used by the New En.1àgland
baniks before the war, by vhich ilthir notes
were redeemed by ite Bank of uitual
Redeiption in Boston,'tiis draîwback-îwili
disappear. hlie adoption of four or live
redeening centres in Canada, stretcling
fron Halifax to British Columbia, wouild
remove the only serions objection that
cai bc urged iginst our bank iote cir-
culation, and on the score of safety il is lo
ho remembered that the banknote issues
are ul prior lieu upoin the estate of the
ba iks, and, wih the exception of a petty
institution in cite of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, no serions loss of any kind lias

been sustained by the publie since the
circulation hias been so secured.

These facts make ont a very strong case
for the Canadian systemn and serve to en-
tirely refute the sensational telegrams te
the American press as to the drastic
nature of the reforms about to be instituted
in our present banking logislation; but ai-
thoughi, now that the batik charters will
shortly expire, the usual conference be-
tween the banks and the Government will
take place withl a view of rendering tho
ait as perfect as possible, il is certain that
any changes made wilisimply be in minor
details and that no serious legislative
alterations. are contemplated. The évils
with which Canadian baiks have to con-
tend are in no way attributable to any de-
feot in existing legislation, but simply to
the comiparative poverty of the country
and to the consequent very smail average
percentage of capital possessed by Our
storekeepers. This hias resulted in render-
ing long credits an absolute necessity, and
in reducing the proportion of cash and
short terni sales to an unusually sm all
percentage of the total volume of business.
These are causes which. only time and the
increase of the 'average wealth of the
business conmunity can remove, and
which are entirely irremediable by Gov-
crnment interference. Underour peculiar
surroundings we agree with the writer
that the present bankingsystem is asgood
as frequent revision can make it, and that
in view of the thorough discussion it is

subjected to at each. ex piry of the charters
it is quite safe to prediet tIat its evolution
will he sucb as to kep it as nearly pet fect
as the circunstances of the country and
the requirements of ils trade. will permit.

THE BANK STATEMENTé.
The returns of the ciartred banks of

Canada to the end of February,ISSS arie to
hand, and we again furnit-I our readiers
with the usual abstract of ihe returns,
and comparative figures of previous
periods. As might be .expected it tiis
season of the year, the general figures are
comparatively uniaiied fsiice lat
month. 'lie usual redemptioni of ciîcu-
lation went on in a quiet way, and that
item shows $600,000 less thtn in Januallrv.

The Government deposits and ordinary
deposits are both unchtanged. The loans
to Provincial Governneîîte show a re-
duction of S1,300,000 in the statement of
the Bank of Montreal, which is no doubt
caused by the re-paynent of -thie Quebec
loan.

The banks are in a slightly casier
position, as indieated by the inicreaseocf a
little over S1000,000 in net foiign balances,
the cash reserves being utichi as they: were
last month.

We note au increase in ''loanas fron
other banks securod " of $50,000. .This is
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largely caused of course by the assistance
rendired the Federal Bank by other
banks.

There is au increase of $750,000 in the
ordinary loans to the publie, and overdue
bills show a slight increase as well. •

- The figures for the total liabilities and
assets show how steady business was
during the month. The liabilities of all
the banks are only $50,000 less than they
were in January, and the assets are
$130,000 more.

February ls usually an uneventful
month in financial circleE. This year it
has been especially so; the result of the
diminished harvest of last year, and the
decrease in the purchasing power of thé
people occasioned thereby. The quietude
in money bas continued, but to a some-
what more marked degree. With regard
to rates the position is somewhat changed
since our last review of the -banking
situation, and we understand that some
concession ls now made by bankers from a
7 per cent. rate to a few of their best
customers, although rates have by no
ineans generally receded, and 6q per cent,
seems to be regarded as a fair rate for
prime business accounts. There is, how-
ever, every indication that with the ope-i-
ingof navigation rates will once more reach
a 6 per cent. level, and by that date ve
may expect to sec the rate of interest on
deyosits fall once more to 3 per. cent.

When we wrote about the bank state-
ments for January the public was looking
forward with more .or.less anxiety ta the
then forthcoming fourth. of, March. The
newspapers worked up -a considerable
amnount of sènsation in connection there-
with, and produced a good deal of nervous
trepidation '·1n the public mind-quite
beyond anytlhing that the occasion really
deserved. The I fourth," as all k now, passed
off quietly, and thereupon the public strain
was at once relaxed, confidence was re-
stored, stocks improved in price, and
every body felt more hopeful.

The truth of the matter is that neitlier
the anxious forebodings nor the subsequent
reaction had any real justification. Ex-
cept in the dry goods trade, payments, due
by wholesale housse on the 4th of March
are not heavier than at other seasons, and
although a very large amount of paper of
the customers of ail wholesale houses
matures on that date, the position of the
houses themselves could not well be
affected by a litile slackiiesa on the part
of their customers to ieet their payments.
The stronger houses take care of the un-
paid paper themselves, and the banks
carry it for the weakcr houses.- It is mucli
to a regretted that the daily papers
should make se much of these matters.
Gro-at injury is dons to business by the
unsettlement of people's minds. Quiet
confidence is anu essential elemenit in a

satisfactory business condition, and those
who influence publie opinion sbould do
what is possible to maintain it.

The commercial and financial position
is without doubt hopeful. Business, of
couse, is still quiet, but it is improving,
and the comparative ease in financial
matters shows that the business commun-

THE NEW îoR1 .iFI.

'Tlie ferty-third annual report of the New
Yi'ork Life Insurance Company shows an
anatunt of progress in thîaterial liroslserity that
redounds mtche to the credit of its manage-
ment. During the past year it bas added'
over $3,000,000 to its revenue which is nowr
$22,052,787 and $s,000,000 to its cash assets
which are now no less than $83,070,846. It
lis issued 28,522 new policies, insuring the
stin of $106,749,205, while the whole number
of policies Iin force at the end of 1887 was
113,322, insuring an aggregate of $358,985,-
536. Besides these evidences of wealth and
magnitude we inay mention that the seeuri-
tics exceed lu the value of flie amount
entered upon the company's booki by the suim
of $3,167,528. If ie take the New York
State standard of last year (American experi-
ence) we find that the surplus amounts to
$16,128,352, a remarlkable showing, and one
that very few companies cai equal. Their
Canadian business has been equally extensive.
No less than $3,300,000 of new policies have
been issuîed bringinîg upl the total to $10,400,-
000 in force in this country. The Canadian
income alone anounuts now to $4143,000, a
showing that proves conclusively the growing
popularity of this institution in the Dominion
a result largely dlue to the energy and tact of
M1r. Dtvid Burke, the General Manager of the
company for Canada. The whole report is
very saîtisfactory, but, considering the draw-
backs under which it labored, we must admit
that the increase in Canadian business reflects
iore credit tpon its officers than that of any
other section of the conipany's torritory.

IT is possible that the seal fishe:ies in Bel-
ring Sec will be the cause of. more trouble
during the coinlng stumer than the cod and
imackerel fislieries on the shore of the North
Atlantie. There arc intinations that somte
of the vesseIs fitted ont for sealing are pre-
paring to go armned, and to resist the efforts of
the revenue cutters to capture and confiscate
themî wlen fishing outside of what they con-
sider the local waters of Alaska. Anmerican
scalers fromî San Franscisco and elsewhere
are said to be of the same mind in this respect
as those of Victoria. Ii one case a British
Columbia vessel is knowin te have already
goa.n onut arned for the seasou's seal killing,

FTur Columnbia River salmon is offered
more freely fron the Pacific coast, with re-
quests that bids should be submitted. This
buyers here are not free to do, as they feel that

prices have started off too high, thorefore they
prefer to await later developnents before
binding themselves to the ideas at present
entertained. The law opens the fishing
seasion on the river lst prox., but it will pro-
bably be much later before a suflicient
niumber of fish will be available to warrant
the commencement of packing. The big run
is not usually met util June and July, there-
fore it will b a question until that time
arrives, as to what will be the resuit of the

pack. Somue authorities, who claim to have a
knowledge of the habits of the fisi, confident-
ly predict a short supply for the coming
season, claiming that when a river begins to
be extensively navigated, the fish become shy
and depart for more secluded waters.
Certainly the fishiug on the river has shown a
considerable decrease the past few years, and
it may be due te this cause. The next few
inonths will therefore be waited with con-
siderable interest by ail in the trade.

TH: creditors of J. M. Hamilton, the
Toronto dry goods merchant, who recently
assigned, have held a meeting. Mr. Donald-
son submitted a staternent showing that the
assets were about $22,000 and the liabilities
$36,000. The creditors present ordered the
assignee te dispose of the stock. Mr.
Hamilton's explanation of his difficu'ty was
was kiudly reccived by the creditors, who folt
that he had done bis best to meet bis obli a-
tions.

Tus crops in the agricukurat districts of
the Northwest territories have generally been
extremely good this year. At Edmonton
early frosts destroyed a portion of the grain
crop and almost entirely ruined potatoes. lu
the Qu'Appelle valley district a great deal of
dlainage was done by gophers, particularly in
light soit. . In the ranching country the crop
iwas not a very good one, the season having
been late and cold, but bay ail over bas been
an excellent crop, and North-Western fariners
are endeavoriug to get into mixed farming as
fast as their menus will allow. 'the late
severe winter was disastrous to the antelopes,
large bands seeking the vicinity of the settle-
ments in search of food and falling an easy
prey, and deer of ill sorts are now very scarce
in the country. The usual supply of most
fur-bearing animals is reported to exist, but
the almost total extermination of the rabbits
from throat disease, that comes regularly
evLry seven years, bas been followed by the
corresponding scarcity of lynx.

TuR annuial report of Chief Grassett on the
Toronto police force te the mayor refers to
the increase in the strength of the force, the
reorgaî,ization of the detective departmuent,
establishment of a systemi of good conduct
pay, the extension of the powers and respons-
ibility of inspectors, the slight increase of pay
of constables and the introduction of the
patrol system. Referring te the necessity for
still further adding te the force, the chiel
says: clNotwithstanding the recent additions
that have been muade'to the force, it is still, in
my opinion, te limited in numbers te keep
pace relatively with the increasii g demandi
of this-growing city, and I would recommend
the addition of thirty mon, te bring the total
strength of the force te 235 of all ranks, foi
the current year. This may seem a formidabh
increase, but with the population growing in

a phenomenal manner and a city expanding
with abnormal rapidity, 1 have rather under-
stated the wants than overestimateil the me-
quirements."

Tus Western Ontario egg dealers have been
in session at Stratford, discussing the varied
interests of this large and growing trade.
The meetings were held with closed doors,
but it is learned that the main object of the
persons in conference was to mutually agree
upon a policy te be followed in regard to
future prices. Heretofore there bas been ne
standard price, and the figures paid for eggs
varied in each section according te the coin-
petition and the extent of the cap ital of the
buyers. Last season et one time the farmers
of Western Ontario received more for their
eggs than the market price at Toronto. As a
resuilt of this meeting such comupetition will
lie donc away with and the prices' will vary
only with the changes in the New York
market. This, it is understood, is the extent
of the combination, but still we eau fairly say
that the egg market is about te pass under
the "yolk" of a monopoly.

ST&TiSTIcs of deposits in the Irish savings
banks given lu the Registrar-General's recent
report prove, spealing generally, that Irish
poverty is a myth. Ever since 1881 the
deposits have been.inrreasing continuously,
the total increase amounting te marly £1,-
250,000 sterling. The precise figures are:
On December 31st, 1881, £3,765,000, and on
December 31st,1887, £4,915,000. The money
In these banks represents small savings, and
comes almost entirely froin the agricultural
population, which, be iL observed, bas dimin-
ished in number during the period. The
startling statement may, therefore, bc made
with contidence that the tenant farmers in
Ireland, as a class, are considerably richer
than they were six years ago, and it may be
asserted with eqùal confidence that the same
could not he said of any other class or com-
munity in the United Kingdom.

A iiEw law will go into effect in Germany
October ist, 1888, regarding canned goods
and other food packages using lead or tin.
This law prescribes that the cans must not he
prepared cither entirely or partially of lead,
nor of an alloy of metal which contains in
100 parts of weight more than 10 parts by
of weight lead. The cans.must not bc tinned
on the interior side by an alloy of metal
whicl contains in 100 parts of weight more
thai one part of weiglt lcad, nor soldered by
an alloy of metal which contains in 100 parts
of weight more than 10 parts of weiglt lead.
The cans must net be furnishled with enamel
ed or glazing which, after having been half an
hour in vinegar, (this latter containing in 100
parts of weight 4 parts of weiglt vinegar
acid), then deliver lead te the vinegar.

AT a meeting of the British American Land
company in London, Mr. Paull, the governor,

stated that the price of lands lad gradually
increansed in recent years from 14s or 15s te
16s 6d and 17s 6d. Lest year there werc
ordinary and special sales of 11,773 acres for
£8,500, of which £4,714 was profit. In the
discussion that followed several shareholders
objected to the proposai to return £2 of the
capital, urging tint n dividend ba paid. A
resolution te tlat effect was proposed nud
defeated. Another motion proposed that a
committee of shareholders arrange with the
board a schmeume ta advertise the company's
lands and take varions mesans to secure settle-
ment. This was aise lest and the report
adopted, the resolution for £2 per share being
carried. Mr. Paull was re-clected.

Timuî celebrated detective's case bas reaclied
ils first stage in the conviction of Detective
Faliey. The evidencegiven by Dr. Girdwood,
who was calle I as an expert in handwricing,
fixed the authorship of the now noterious
letters so conclusively upon his shoulders
that any evasion upon his part was im-
possible. Tlie sentenuce iimposed is one of tha
severest warranted by law, but having in
view the gravity of the case and the fact that
Fahey wvas posing as an oflicer of the law
while using bis oflicial position to cloak the
deeds of what now appears to have been a
gang of crimirnals, the feeling of the commun-
ity is that lhe bas only received his ijust de-
serts and that, in his case, leniency would
have been tnisplaced.

Tus grain, tualt and loie section of the
Toronto Board of Trade have passed ce
following resolution : "That wliereas in-
formation has been receiveil that a consider-
able quantity of Manitoba and other barley,
badly nifixed with foreigu grains and seeds, is
being offered for sale througiout Ontario for
seed : in order te preserve the good quality of
Ontario barley, sellers are urged to sec that
any barley eifered for secd, whether from
Manitoba or elsewhere, 1s free frein any
foreign seed or seeds of any kind; farners in
particuliar being requested te su that the goed
reputation Ontario cnjoys for growing barley
l not affected by the introduction of prairie
and other seeds into their land which it would
take years te get rid of."

BoxusiGm nufactures by municipalities
lias received a decided check in the Ontario
lcgislatuîre. lenceforth no such bonus cen
bh granted without a two-thtirds vote of the
ratepayers; when there is a particular matnu-
facture in a municipality another of the samne
kind caniot be started by the aid of a bonus;
a bonus cannot b granted te secure the re-
moval of a manufactory from one Ontario
municipality te another, and bonuses mut
not, in the aggregate, rise in itunouînt te over
one-tenth of the receipts of a municipality.
This latter clause fixing the ten per cent.
maximum will be iost effective as a preventa-
tive ta the practice of granting extravagant
bonuses by smanll counmmunities.

CANADIAN HORSES.

To the Editor of the JouRNAl, Oi CoNIsucE:--
SiRa,-As you have lately touched un the

subject of the purchasing of horses for the
Imperial Governmont will you allow me a
suggestion or two. Canadian papers tell of
the number of horses that could be procured
by eniploying agents in differeut parts of the
the country. Are you aware of tho number of
horses that Col. Ravenhill inspected whîen in
this country ?-8,000. Ont of which large
number just one per cent. was suitable ; ho
actually bought 84. He told the reporter of
the Field newspaper that there was no use in
looking for horses as there were noe in the
country. There were no sires and no mares.
There are only a few sires fit for the purpose
now in the country, and there are no mares.
There are ne half-bred or thre-.part-bred
wares of sufficient size in Canada. The
reason is simply this, no one rides. Farmiers
only need heavy horses or lighlt drivers. [f
the papers would only tell the breeders that
unless they get first-class sires and dams they
cannot furnish cavalry horses, it would do
some good, instead of repeating the absurd
story of the abondance of first-class horses.
[have no doubt that the owners of the 8,00
first-class horses brougit to Col. Ravenhill
imagine that everyone of them was just the
thing. If the British Government would
adopt the samte sy.tm in England they em-
ployed ere, that is to say nlotified, the diffef-
eut counties Chat on sncb a day their buyer
would attend and bu prepared to pay £45 for
ail suitable horses, they vould get ail they
wanit. Bat, as in everytiiiug lise, there must
be a middleimau who must first get his profit
ont of the purchase, se that even if the farmers
brought their horses in they would have no
certainty of rnaking a sale, as the middleania
would not buy unless lie made his profit.

TE PROcUEDINOs OF TIE SIXTEENTI ANNUAI,
MEEfTING. . .

The sixteentli annual meet ing of the above
association was ield on Tuesday, the 20th
inst., at the ead offices of the company, 15
Toronto street, Toronto, ait 2 p.n., antdt was
wellI attended.

After the usual preliminaries, the ciair-
iman, Sir W. P. Howland, presented the foi-
lowing report and financial statements:

This last illusory system of" insuîr-
aice"- is 'practically received its higiest
commendation in the fact Chat its plans, or
something se cognat as to menrit twin-re-
iationship, have beau adopted by many of our

lifc companies. Douibtless al these schemes
bave beu adopted, if nt for 'actual existence,
at any rate for that measure of expansion
without which living. would scarcely bc ex-
isteonce.' They tet with present siccess, no
doibt, but will certainly prove decoptive and
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unsatisfactory in the end. Meéanwhile, how-
ever, companies, like our own May suffer in a
a lesser volume of new business and a pos-
sible greater loss of the old. But our board
is quite willing ta do a moderate aunonut of
business on legitiate lines, an I wait till the
time coines, as it certainly will come, when
the eyes of the iusuring public will be opened,
and the trading ou their credulity exposed.
No plan of insurance has ever been offred ta
the public by this Company which wiill not
stand the test of years and experieneè, and
the Directors will offer no other.

Guided by the principles referred ta your
Board has sought for business, and bas great
pleastire in being able ta report, iu the face of
ai i the opposing influences, a volume of work,
obtained at moderate cost that must prove
msst satisfactory accompa ied by evidences
of fiianciail strengti, and liberality ta tihe
palicy-holders ucqualled within the same
time, and likely ta remain so.

1,773 applications for a total assurance of
$2,745,295 were received and considered.
1,603 for $2,571,795 were approved, and the
rest were declined. 22 policies for $33,300
were revived, making the total issue foi the
year 1,085 for $2,605,095.' The business in
force at the close of the year was $15,794,369
under 10,202 policies on 9,037 lives.

It is woirthy of special note that the nim-
ber of policies in force at the close of the year
r'presented more than fifty per cent. uf the
whole issue of the conpany since its organ-
ization.

The death claims were icavier than usual,
though stilt very favorable. Several large
claims which fell in, necessarily increased the
amount. There were 64 deaths calling for
$124,309.02 under 75 policies.

Some idea of the strength and resources of
