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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

Bisnor oF CHESTER ON SUNDAY-SCHOOLS.—
At the time that Sunday-schools were first
brought into use there was very liitle teaching

indeed in the country, snd in the Sunday-
schools the boys had to learn their reading.
writing and arithmetic, as well as their Cate-
chism and the Bible, Now, however, all that
was changed, and if they conld not revive and
strengthen the Sunday-school work of the na-
tion, there was 2 very great rink of the religi-
ous teaching falling into decline. There wur
nothing in the world that did not require im
provement, and he was quite sure those who
knew the Sunday-school system would acknow-
ledge that it wanted a great deal of improve
ment, a great deal of systematic development
and a great deal more sympathy than it genor-
ally got. They wanted to see Suunday school-
beiter taught, better organized. and better
mannped, until children were tanght as well as
in the day-schools, If that was done he had no
doubt there was great and certain hopethat the
English people would retain their character as
a people of righteousness, 8 great and under-
standing people in the law of the Lord.

Svrrriowd Lapigs 1N a Caveca Ciomr.—A
Harvest Thanksgiving service was recently
held in the parish Church, Skelton on-Cleve-
land, York, of which the rector is the Rev. R
J. Eliis. Lately ladies have heen assisting in
the choir, which is a surpliced one, and ip order
to bring about a uniformity of appearance it
was decided that the ladies should also wear
gurplices. This change was satisfactorily ae-
complished at the Harvest Festival. The la-
dies’ surplices are exceedingly tasteful, consist-
ing of Scotch lawn, with pleated backs, and in
shape not unlike an M.A. gown. Purple velvet
caps, similar to those worn by D.C.L.’s com-
plete the attire. Ladies surpliced choirs are
not unkmnown, it is eaid, in London.

Tue CroRcE ARmy.—The Church Army,;
(England), bas now been sometime in exist-
ence, and like many similar organizations
which have trodden in mew paths, was received
with scant favor at first. We are glad to ree
now that not only do several of the Bishops
speak highly of a movement which marks a
fresh departure in the aggrossive effort of the
Church of England; but that, in more than
fifty testimonies from clergymen, the results of
some years’ experience of the Church Army
system in their parishes are spoken of in the
highest terms. Hundreds sunken in vice have
been raised from their degradation, and aie
now actively serving God and praising Him for
the change wrought in them.

During the year past thero has been an in-
crease of forty officers, the number standing
now at 105. Around London especially the
work has steadily increased, new openings
having been made at Paddington, Notting Hill,
Hornsey, New Southgate, Kensal Green, Col
lege Park, Croydon, Hackney. and Peckbam.
Nor have the ¢laims of the Missionary field
been neglected, for India, Canada, and Nova
Scotia bave absorbed several of the officers.

Ten thousand regular communicant members,
ail humble speakers in the cause of Christ,

make up the rank and fiie of the Army, many
of whom were drankards and blasphemers.
The attendance at the 70,000 meetings held an-
nually (20,000 of these in the open-air), num-
bers about five millions, and some five thousand
converts formed the crown of blessing to last
year’s labors.— The Christian, London.

Taw Bishop of Rhode Island has appninted
Mr. Hammerskold, a graduate of the Univer-
sity of Sweden, as lay-reader to a congregation of
some 200 Swedes to whom he ministers. These
penple werereceived into Grace Church by their
letters of confirmation on the first Sunday in
September.

Tae BriTisg born citizens of Portland, Ore-
zon, U.S,, huve endowed a bed in the Church
Hospitul of the Good Samaritan, with $3 000,
us a memorial of the Jubilee year of Queen Vic-
toris. .

Tae Praver-Boor.—The thoughtful student
of the book of Common Prayer canpot but no-
tice as its leading characteristic its deeply scrip-
tural spirit. It is nmot only in its language
lurgely from the Word of God, but breathes also
the spirit of the Word. Like it it enters deeply
into humanity and reveais it. _

BroTrERH0OD OF ST. ANDREW.—The Second
Convention of the Brotherhood of St, Andrew
(of the U.S.) held in Ephiphany Church, Chi-
cago, Friday, Saturday and Sunday, Octcber
14th, 15th and 16th, 1887. The Brotherhood
is an organization of laymen working in one
hundred and fifty parochial chapters, souttered
from Oregon to Mgaine, and from Dakota to
Florida, ** for the spread of Christ’s kingdom
among young men.” The sessions of the Con-
vention will be mainly taken up with addresses
and discussions by expoerts in the various lines
of lay work, and will be of very practioal value
to all who aro interested in Church work for
and by young men. In connection with the
Convention it is proposed to hold several pub-
lic meetings and services for men, at which ad-
dresses will be delivered by leading workers
and speakers.

A RivaL.—Genperal Booth has found a rival

in * King Solomon.” and the pranks of the
¢ Salvation Army " are apt to be eclipsed by
those of ““the Army of the Lord.” A number
of people who csll themselves the followers of
“ King Solomon,” or * Rebecca.” or * King
Duavid,” have taken up their quarters in Brigh-
ton, and are makiog disciples there of men and
women. Dancing seems to be the principal
part of their religion, and in the course of their
extraordinary.gymnastics they proclaim them-
selves *‘cleansed, healed, and forgiven.” The
ordinary result of their twirlings and revoly-
ings is an epileptic fit, King Solomon, the
founder of this latest religious vagary, is quite
ready to receive the offerings of the faithful,
and asks for money.

JuBiLEE Fuwxp, IseELanp.—The Victoria Ju-
bilee Fund for the Education of the Sons und
Daughters of the Irish Clergy has now reached

£6,000 in the united diocese of Dablin, Glena-
dalongh and Kildare. With the exception of

Cork, and Down Connor, and Dromore, the re-
sponse elsewhere is & poor one.

A Sonurron.—Bible commentators have hith-
orto been rauch perplexed as to the derivation

Moses is derived
from the Assyrian * Mgau,” signifying  first-
born,” ¢ eldest,” ¢ dounble,” or *“twin.” Ir the
two last there seems to be a reference to his
brother Aaron, which comes from ¢ Aharn,” to
send. Joseph is derived from ‘ Asip." an eon-
chanter. In Sau! the Professor sces the Baby-
lonian deity “Sawul.” His volume forma the
Hibbert Loctures for 1887.

Wrar THE PraveRr Book Saves us From,—
We lately gave some serious instances of ex-
tempore prayers. Here is another, which is
said to have been uttered by the Rev. Mr. Alli.
son when praying before tho Minnesota Legis-
lature :—*“ And now, dear Lord, b.ess the
reporters, whose nimble pens ecatch every word
almost before it is uttered. Like Thynrelf, they
are omnipresent, and almost omnipotent, If we
tuke the wings of the morning and fly to the
uttermost parts of the earth, they are therve,
They meet us in the jungles of Africa, they way-
lay us in the solitary canyons of Colorado, and
when at longth we find the latitude of the mag-
netic pole, behold they ure there. My their
light and goodness be cqual to their power, and
in the general assembly of heaven let no re-
porter be exaluded.”—Church Times.

CanoN Lippon on ReunNron.—Canon Liddon,
having boen addressed by an Edinburgh gentle-

man on the mubject of the reunion of the
Churches of England and Scotland, has sent the
following reply : —* Anything that could lessen
the existing division of Christendom must be
welcome to a serious servant of our Lord. On
this point Christians must be agreed. The diffi-
culties begin when we approach the discussion
of details. The principle which is embodied in
the Episcopate is much more than, asthe phrase
goes, a question of Church government ; and.
on the other hand, Presbyterians bave h storical
traditions of their own which they would not
lightly abandon. I should be very giad to find
that I am wrong in supposing this, bat as at
present informed I see nothing to be done be-
yond an incre.se of mutnal and earnest prayer
to our Lord that he would teach us the secret of
that blessing of unity which He has Himself
taught us to think so precious.”

DepicaTioNn or BerLs.—At the dedication

of a peal of bells for the use of St. Paui’s Church,
Wood green, Wednesbury, the following form
was used by the Bishop :— The Bishop baving
received the ropes said: * By virtue of our sa-
cred office we do solemnly set apart and repa-
rate from ull profane gnd unballowod uses this
spire and belfry and these bells now dedicated
to the glory of God for the benefit of His hol y
Church.” His Lordship afterwards delivered
the ropes to the vicar, and in doing so said :
‘Receive these bells as a sacred trust committed
unto thee as the appointed wminister of this

"Church and Parish; take »eed that they be ever
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nm’i o’nly used in His service and for His glo-
ry rn

RusricaL.—Rev. Newman Hall was asked
(says The Family Churckman, London), by the
S.P.G.Chaplain at Bel Alp not to attend the
celvbration of Holy Commaunion at the Chalet
Church. Thereupon his friends utter a com-
plaint that he has been *‘ excommunicated.” If
Mr. Hall has been confirmed, or ‘ is ready and
desirous to be confirmed,” undouhtedly the rule
of the Church of Eegland has been broken. In
the absence of higher wisdom, the chaplain
(who is said to be a young maon) did well to rely
apon the Prayor Book. A Dissenting paper
asks, “‘Shonld these chaplaincies abroad be al-
lowed to be the nurseries of a sect?” We
answer that these chaplaincies are voluntary
agsociations, supported privately by members of
the Cburch of England, and Nonconformists
bave as much right to them as they have to
use their neighbours’ drawing rooms !

A GeNeraug Girr.—Mr. James Ormerogd, of
Halliwell Lodge, Bolton, is erecting a new
Church at his own cost. at Bryn, Ruabon, in
the neighbourhood of his Welsh seat, Pen-y-lan,
Denbighshire. The timber to be used for the
benches, pulpit, screens, altar, and lectern,
will be ouk groon on the estate. The Church
is to be dedicated to All Saints. Mr, Ormerod
is also giving a parsonage house.

THE LO .. BISHOP OF COLUMBIA
ON UNITY AND THE CHURCH.

There hay been in these days a great awaken-
ing to iho present sad and evil state of Chris-
tianity in respect of unity. Good men feel it
a shame that Christ's Kingdom should be
broken up into separate divisions. His prayer
for unity shows he meant an oytward unity, so
that the world might see it amongst His fol-

lowers. Seccts which have been sub-divided
many times have sought unity amongst them-
selves. If this yearning for the unity Christ
desired continues, it caonot fail to lead those
who feel it to still further truth. They must
enquire the cause of these many divisions, and
when they find. it was wiltul, or unconscious
disregard for the lawful authority ordered by
Christ in His Kingdom, they will not think
it emough for the subdivided sects to re-unite,
but will seek to recover the lost anthority and
union in the Holy Catholic Church as exhibited
in the first ages of Christianity.

Many thoughtful men, amongst them a dis-
tinguished French R. C. Divine, have beld the
opinion that the Church of England is the only
Body in Christendom calculated to afford a
basis of union for all Christians and Churches.

Her Apostolic Episcopacy combined with
Rvangelic truth, Catholic Creeds and Ritual
with the Bible supreme, Primitive Church
authority with free use of modern criticism,
represent sound and yet modorate principles
that may attract and unite, as the Catholic
Church should d», earnest souls of all allowable
variety of impulses, tastes and modes of
thought. Let us strive to .ake our Church of
England more and more worthy of being a
true and loyal portion of the Kingdom of
Christ, and pray that the Holy Spirit may be
+o largely poured forth upon her, that out of
her children may be gathered a vast multitude
to swell the innumerable hosts of the Church
Triumphant.— From Centenary Sermon.

One ofthe eventsthat
took place in conpection wity th.c opening of the
Church was & marriage which v..3 a surprizse
even to the contracting parties, Mr. Joseph
Varner,of New Germany, and Miss Mary Venot,
of Northfield, were on their way to Chester to
be joined inthe bands of matrimouny, but on ar-
riving in the Bay they ascertained that all the
clergy were here. The Church scemed to be
the most convenient place to perform the cere-
mony and hither the clergy and couple secretly
repaired ;but news of what was going on epread
like wild fire through the bazaar grounds which
were near by, and immediately the Church was
packed with witnessess to the ceremony,which
was performed by the Rev. E. A. Harris, assis-
ted by the Rev. G. D. Harris. Immediately
after the marriage they started for New Gor-
many followed by the best wishes of all pre-
sent. .

The ladies of the Episcopal Church held their
Bazaar at the opening of the new Church, on
the grounds of G. A. Mader, The day was all
that could be desired and they were well patro-
vized. The receipts amounted to about $250.

It would be much better if
the appointment rested solely with the Bishop,
a8 it is almost impossible that a Committee so
large can come to an agreement, and then the
vacancy could be filled without any delay. It
is also to be hoi;)ed that no party feeling will be
shown, as this Dioceso is ruther blessed by be-
ing free from anything of she kind.

St. Michnel's.—It has been universally a-
greed upon here that the day fixed by the
Governor-Geperal to be observed as a day of
Thanksgiving, is always much too late. The
cereals which have long Leen gathered in every-
where, are the principal fruit of the earth and,
with the exception of the very latest, even the
root crops are harvested at least 2 month before
the 17th November, the day appointed.

This year the congregation of St, Michael’s,
with the sapction of the Bishop, had their
Thanksgiving Service last Sunday (Oct. 9th),
and the result of adopting an earlier day was
most satisfactory.

It is not too much to say that this beautiful
little Church has always been noted for its
tasteful decorations on all the great Festivila.
Or this occasion the ladies of St. Michael's sur-
passed themselves, and the artistic order and
beauty of the adornments of God's Houss were
the subject ot unqualified admiration. Within
the limits of the Parish all the materials, the
best of their kind and the finest for the pur-
pose, are to be found. ,

Grain of many varieties from the field ; bas-
kets of luscious grapes from hot-houses ; flow-
ors from garden and conservatory, and veget-
ables in profusion, were readily brought by the
Parishioners, and with deft and willing hand
placed in position.

The care taken in the details of the work, the
labour expended upon every separate position
and the admirable effect of the “‘tout ensemble”
would have disarmed the moust fastidious criti-
¢iswm ; but none were to be found to withhold
the meed of praise from thediligent and loving
workers whose only aim and desire was that
the dear little Church should not be wanting in
those adoruments befitling the day and services,
acd which in some sense are also an expression
of thankfulness for God’s bountiful gifts thus
symbolized.

The form of service was that appointed by
the House of Bishops, the Psalms being chanted,
the Hymns were 382, 383 and 365, the first
sung 88 an opening hymn.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

——

SHAwvILLE.—~The 6th and 8Lh of the cur-
rent mo.th were days to be remembered in our
village. The earliest of these was the annual

meeting of the Deanery of Clarendon, to which
the whole of the clergy comprising it, along
with their Churchwardens, had been cordially
summoned by the Rural Dean—Rev. W. H.
Naylor, a considerable time before. The lay
members were very few, and the more remoie
of the clergy were from previous pressing en-
gagements unable to attend. The service com-
menced at 9 g&.m., by the celebration of the
Holy Communion. The sermon was preached
by the Rev. Mr. Naylor, in the course of which
he urged npon Churchwardens the importance
of faithfulness in the discharge of their duties.

In addition to the ordinary business of the
Deanery, several papers were read upon most
important subjects. Mr. Martell read one on
the management of Juvenile Temperance
Societies, which led to the adoptior of a re-
solution recommending the formation, in the
several parishes, of Church of England Tem-
perance societies, The Rev. A. B, Givea in a
carefully prepared paper urged very careful

preparation for therite of Confirmation; which
was followed by a discussion upon different
methods of preparation; Rev. F. ﬁ Smith, one
on the inward and outwavd call to the holy
office of the ministry. Rev. N. A. F. Bourne
on the ministry of the Holy Spirit in the
Church; Rev. H. Plaisted on the Church as a
missionary organization. Rev. G. Johnson,
who was unable te bo present, sent a paper
upor. the same subject. The meeting was
closed by an address from the Bishop, in which
he arged upon the clergy the need of dealing
with individuals in their ministry, and of being
themselves what they wished to appear to be.

At 12 noon, an adjournment tock place so
that the company assembled might descend
from the consideration of things spiritual, to
the enjoyment for a short time of things cor-
poreal. In the large and handsome hull lately
erected by Mr. James Hodgins, was spread a
long and beautifully ornzmented table londed
with snbstantial zs well as delicate fare, the
head of which was graced by His Lordship the
Bishop, and the croupier's place filled by the
Rural Dean. Matrons and maidens kin
waited npon the guests, who seemed greatly to
enjoy what had been o liberally provided by
the good ladies in attendance, who at the cloge
of the feast received as they well merited a
hearty vote of thanks. But these good crea-
tures not content with supplying a mid-day
meal, had the same parties to tea in the even-
ing. Such bospitality was especially appre-
ciated by those who had come from a distance,
and who returned home, loudly praising those
Iadies in Shawville, who had added so much to
the pleasure of their visit.

At 7.30 p.m., & missionary meeting was held
in St. Paul's Church, which was well attended,
Addresses were delivered by the Bishop, Rev.
Messrs, Smith, Allen, and Naylor. The ad-
dresses were listened to with deep attention,
and missionary hymns heartily sung by the
choir and congregation. It is to be hoped that
the whole rervices engaged in will be long re-
{nembered, and important practical effects fol-
ow.

Blessings, it is said, don't come single han-
ded. If the 6th was a great day, the 8th was
greater, at least 80 far as the enjoyment of
numbers was concerned—the Harvest Home of
the parish. The weather was most propitious
and the people turned out in large numbers.
At 10.30 a.m., divine sorvice commenced and
every pew of St. Paul’s Charch was full. The
floral decorations attracted the attention, and
received the admiration of all present; and
the sheafs of grain and other fruits of the
earth gave abundant testimony to the faithful-
ness aud benevolence of the Giver of all good.
The prayers were read by the Rev. Mr. Bourne
and the lessons, appropriate for the oceasion,
by the Rev. Mr. Given, after which the pulpi£
was occupied by the Rev. Mr. Allen, of
Portage du Fort, who delivered a most ad-
mirable and eloquent sermonfrom verse 17th
of the lst chapter of St. James Epistle, which
seemed to excite profound attention. On
leaving the Church, the choir headed by its
banner, the {wo Sunday-achools of the Parish
each with its banner, and the clergy wa]keé
in processional order to Dagg's Grove, where
on long tables were arranged a bountiful supply
of wholesome and pleasant viands. Every
thing was admirably arranged and the “Home”
was one of the best ever held in connection
with the Church.

ArunpeL.—The Bishop of Montreal paid his
Episcopal visit to the new Mission of Arandel
on September 28th to 29th. The Rev. W. Harris
met His Lordship at Lachuts, We started
from the latter place on Wedresday at 8,30
am,, having 28 miles to drive over a very
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rough road to reach the Bishnp's first appoint-
ment at New Treland, at which place we were
due at 3 pm. The morning for Ao long a drive
was anything but pleasant, as the asmosphere
was loaded with smoke and fnz; the smoke
made our eyes gnite sore. About ten miles on
our journey the Bishop paid a visit to a family
by the name of Broadfoot, whose daughter,
Mrs. Guthrie, had recently died. The deceased
woman was formerly a member of St. Georze's,
Montreal, Whilst her corpse laid in the house,
her children (she leaves a husband and foar
children) who were living with her at her
parents, were playins with matches, set on fire
the farm buildings. Everything they had in
the way of grain, hay, farm implements, and
clothes, and furniture of the Guthrie’s, was
destroyed, leaving them destitute of clothing
and we may say ulso, of the necessities of life.
The B'shop assisted them from his purse and
promised to do something more for them in
Montreal. We drove on some four miles fur-
ther and put up for dinner. After a stay of
2 45 minutes, we started on our journey reaching
the appointed place in rafety. Here five can-
didates were presented for Confirmation ; after
which service and an impressive sermon by the
Bishop, the Holy Communion was ad ministered
to the newly confirmed and other communi-
cants. After this rervice we took our departure
for our appointed resting place for the night
some eight miles distant. We arrived safely
at Lake View, finding that “ounr hosts” the
Higginsons, had made good preparations for
us.

Thirty-six milos, over such roads, with &
service would make rome of our younger men
“wince” but His Lordship went through that
task like a thorongh young missionary.

Thursday at 830 a.m, we left for Grace
Church, Arundel, & distance of nine miles; ser-
vice at 1030. Here was a good congregation
agsembled ; the Bishop gave us another beauti-
ful address. The Sacrament of the Lord's
Supper was administered, and for the first time
was used a splendid new Communion service.
Tt wan presented to the Mission this summer by
tho “Women's Auxiliary Diocesan Association”
of Montreal. We took onr dinner at Mr.
Thomson's, after which we journeyed on to the
Thompson Sottloment in Harrington for an-
other service at 3 p.m.

Here al<o the Holy Communion wasadminis-
tered. All the services were thoroughly en-
joyed.

. };Ve now returned to Lake View for the night.

Friday morning at 8 o'clock, we left for
Grenville, reaching that place about 1 p.m.

Here we bid adien to the Bishop, and so ends
the Episcopal visit to Arundel.

BortoN.—The Rov. P. W. Chambars, B.A,,
the now Incnmbent, arrived in this parish on

1st October. He found the Church anthorities
had set to work to repair and put the Parsonage
in order; his family will not arrive until the
houre is ready. The new incumbent has ex-
pressed greut gratiication with the besuty and
arrangements of the Church at the centre, and
slko of the other Churclhies under his charge.

MANsONVILLE—The Annual Harvest Home

Mr. Mcek haso e thing that will greatly
aid him, the missionary epirit, and as a belp,
the advantage of being a musical man. '

WarerL00.—On Tuesday, the 4th, the Brome
District Clerical Union, assembled in this
parish, Holy Communion wus administered
by Archdeacon Lindsay, assisted hy the Rov.
W. Ross Brown. The session was convened in
the Liocture room cof the Church; thore wus a
good attendance of the brethren and much
arimation and interest in the topics debated.
The topics, “Sunday-school Leuflets vs Man-
uals,” received a little ventilation but no par-
ticular opinion decisive one way or the other,
was rendered.

To the Hditor of the CHUROR GUARDIAN:

Sir,—Will you allow me space in your col-

umns to give my official endorsement to the
appeal made by the Rev. A. Osborne in behalf
of his sorely sfllicted flock in Gravenhurst, and
to state briefly, but definitely, what ihe needs
are which appeal so loudly to the sympathies ot
members of the Church of England :

1. The Church (a wooden one) has been des-
troyed. The recoverable insurance on it is
$1,221, The establishment of fire limits com-
pels henceforth,and very wisely, the erection of
brick buildings. To meet the increased cost,
therefore, of restoring and furnishing the Church
the sum of from $2,500 to $3.000 will be needed.
For this, first of all I appeal to the generosity
of the laity of the Church of England.

2. Mr. Osborne’s appeal made, I think, noal-
lusion to the fact that the destruction of Graven-
hurst necessarily deprives him of that portion
of his own stipend which was derived from local
sources, His congregation contributed $200 to
this object, exclusively of a special Christmas
offering and various individual gifts, always
usefnl and acceptable in a parsonage. All this
is now cut off, his congregation, from being
generous givers, having become in a few hours
needy receivers.

8. Gifts of . clothing, in all forms, for beth
sexes and all ager, are urgently called for. Mr.
Osborne has told me some harrowing tales,
showing the distress that .exists for want of

roper wearing apparel. I understand that St.
?umea' school house, Toronto, is to be opened
on Friday next, the 7th inst., for the reception
of gifis of this kind. I trust that the response
will he prompt and liberal, and can assure the
givers that judicious use will be made of every
article forwarded, under the immediate super-
vision of members of Mr. Osborne’s family.

I would request that contributions in money
be sent either to Rev. A. Osborne, Gravenhurst,
or to Rev. Professor Roper, Trinity College,
Toronto, in his behalf, the objeot being specitied
in every case, ax for (1) church building, (2)
stipend, (3) general relief.

I am sure it will not diminish the sympathy
felt for Mr. Osborne if I state that while pss-
sing tbrough this “ ordeal by fire” he bhad in
his pocket & unanimous call from the vestry of

a church in one of Minnesota’s most flourishing
towns to become its rector., This invitation was

promptly . deolined. Mr. Osborne’s flock were
in sore trouble and he could not desert them.
Such self-denying devotion to duty deserves
generous recognition. :

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION

The Southern Churchman (Richmond, Va.) a
decidedly Evangelical paper, under the title
Unity Matters, has the following article:

“We asked the Central Presbyterian (as its
Westminster Confession made it obligatory for
Presbyterians “ togmaintain an holy fellowship
and communion in the worship of God " with
all other saints) what Presbyterians were doing

{there? To which it makes the reply we sup-

posed it would—that they recounized all Chris-
sians' membership in the one Catholic Chureh ;
they did not elaim to be the only Ghurch; and
they prayed with other Christians, communed
with them, and preached with them. Yet it is
evident our neighbour is ill at ease. He is not
satisied this is the unity for which Christ prayed;
for he remarks, but ouly hypothetically: ** Lf
this is not the unity * for which Christ prayed,’
we promise the CHURCEMAN that whenever he
gets as fur on the way towards it as this is we
will ‘aid’ himin finding out how to bring about
a more perfect unity of all Christ’'s people.”

But this is not unity; and to inviteus to it us
if it were would do us harm and not good, and
do others harm as well were we to accept; we
should be cheating them with false belief as to
what unity was.

For see; Presbyterians and Methodists and
Baptists and others have boen doing these things
for years; yet the churches arve still separated ;
and when a Presbyterian orother preaches so
lovingly for Baptints, Baptist brother will not
80 much as give him aseat at the Lord’s table.
This is not the unity of Christ prayed for. But
when Presbyterian brother preaches for the
Methodists and communes with them, Presby-
terian brother the next day will try to get
Methodist to join his chuarch, and Methodist
brother will try to get Presbyterian away from
his church. This is nct unity, And when there
be three or four churches of various denomina-
tions in a village of ive hundred inhabitants,
Presbytarians will build another church where
these are struggling for bare support—Churches
in abundance hecre; Presbyterian Church not
wanted ; built in opposition to all. This is not
unity, and to say it is, and invite us to such a
barmecide feast, will give no satisfaction, and
will throw dust in our owneyes and in the eyes
of Christendom. . '

Qur excellent friends will forgive us for cal-
ling their attention to the injury they do tothe
cause of Christian unity. They speuak of the
earnest efforts made by our Bishopsto get Chris-
tian brethren together to consult on this subject
thus :

“The claim ofthe ¢historic episcopate ’ is
somewhat evasive of spiritual authority, and
the public is not informed how many corpers of
the structure repose upon the word of God. But
in declining to announce a scriptural episco-
pate ’ the hierarchy exhibited a skill worthy of
noble ends. In point of fuct, the claim is pot
founded in Scripture at =l], but is ¢historic,’ or,
more accurately speaking,‘traditional’ through-
out, For the history of the system which is at
all relisble goes back no further than the reign
of Elizabeth.”

By historic they meant scriptural, so far into
time as the New Testament Scriptures extend
—say till the year A. D. 70, They desire this
episcopate, whatever it was, They koew,what
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everybody knows, there was no ‘ parity » among
Christian ministers during New Testament times;
they knew as well, there was none after New
Testament times; but they say, Christian broth-
ers, can we not come together to consider these
matters? Ought not all Christians, as they are
one in Christ, to be one with another ? And the
Central Presbyterian is stopping the way, so fur
a8 its influence can do it. What we want is
unity ; we waut to know what it is and how to
be brought about? We don’t want to betold
“we" preach for others and then the next day
try to get away members from the very church
¢we" preached in and called such doings unity.

BISHOP'S COLLEGE, LENNOXVILLE.

Sir,—A little more than a year ago, you
were kind enough to publish a lotter from me,
giving some acccount of our then projected

new Professorship of Pastoral Teology. Your
veaders have been informed that this has since
become a fact, and that the Rev. Dr. Allnatt,
entered upon the duties of the office at the be-
ginning of this academical year. The paper
which accompanied my letter above referred to,
entered fully into the work which we hoped
would be done by the Professor of Pastoral
Theology, one of the most important depart-
ments of his duties being the training of our
candidates for Holy Orders in what that emin-
ently devout man Richard Cecil, calls “the
devaticnal habit.” In th: 4th vol. of Cecil’s
Remains, in bis remarks on the Christian Minis-
try, page 107, Cecil writes: “A minister must
CULTIVATE A TENDER SPIRIT (the capitals are
his own.) If he does this, so as to carrya
.savour and unction into his work, he will have
far more weight tha: other men. This is the
result of a devotional habit. To affect feeling
is nauseous and soon detected ; but to feel iz the
readiest way to the hearts of others. The
leading defect in Christian ministers is want of
4 DEvoTIONAL HABIT. ' The Church of Rome
made much of this habit. The coutests ac-
companying and following the Reformation,
with semething of an indiscriminate enmity
against some of the good of that Church as
well as the evil, combined to repress this spirit
in the Protestant writings; wheroas the mind

of Christ seems, in fact, to be the grand end of
Christianity in its operation upon man.”

These remarks are striking and excellent,
and I am eure that your readers will be inter-
estod in learning that our mnew Profsssor is
actually engaged in trying to carry out for our
?rdinands what Mr. Cecil so earnestly plezds
or.

It is well known that this department of
Pastoral Theology is being ounltivated with
marked success in many of the Theological
Colleger of Epgland. Some momths ago, at
the request of some of our young men who
were engaged in organizing a Student’s Devo-

'tional Society, I wrote to the Rev. Lennox Wil-

liams, of Quebec, on the subject; and it Answer
roceived from bim, a letter giving a very valu-
able account of the Devotional training of
young men in the Leed's Clergy School. I
have obtained Mr. William’s consent to print-
ing his letter, and I now send it to you. I
am surc it will be read with much interest, and
I hope will do mors, that it will lead many to
pray for a special blessing upon the very im-
portant and very difficult life work which has
been begun in Bishop's College.

My dear Dr. Roe,
In answerto your letter, perhaps the next

thing I could do will be to describe the course of
an ordinary day at Leed’s Clergy. School.

A course of iife likely to be helpfual to us was
pointed out to each of us when we first entered
the College, and it was loft to ourselves to adopt
it or not as we thought fit.

The day began with Ma ins in Chapel at7.30
a.m. After breakfast and before the lectures,
which began at 10 a.m., we were encouraged
by the advice an- the example of the Principal
and the other men to spend some time, ten,
fif ecn, or thirty minutes, in silent meditation
on our knees in the Oratory.—a room fitted up
as a small chapel in the building itself, the
large chapel where we assembled for Matins,
Evensong, and the early celebration on Sunday
being a short distance away from the College-
This practice of daily meditation in the morn-
ing, when the mind was clear and fresh, thougb
found by nearly all very difficult at first, gradu-
ally grew when it became a habit to be extreme-
ly "helpful. Wo were encouraged to prepare
for this meditation over night, 8o as to have
something definitely before the mind when
kneeling down.

Many aids to systematic meditation were re-
commended, e. g., Mortimer’s Helps to Medita-
tion {Masters, Loudon) ; Thomas a Kempis;
Practical Reflections on the New Testament,
with introduction by Capon Liddon, (Riving-
tons) ; Heygate's Ember Hours ; Goulburn’s
Meditations of the Gospels (Rivington’s ; and
others. -

Lectures lasted from ten to one; at one, the
bell rang for a very short service, Sext, in the
Oratory, lasting from eight to ten minutes,
This service” was taken from the compilation
entitled Prayers for the T Canonical Hours
(Shrimpton & Sons, Oxford).

After dinner at 1:15, we spent two or three
afternoons in the week visiting in the districts
assigned to us in the various parishes of Leeds.

At 6 pm. we assembled for Evensong in the
chapel.

Every Wednesday evening at Evensong, a
sermon was preached by one of the men, being
his own composition, and previously looked
over by the Principal. This, taken in hand by
each man, was very trying, bat most useful. I
must, however, confine myself to the more
strictly devotional side of our life. Ouar morn-
ings we had to ourselves for study and occa-
siopally attending confirmation classes, guild
meetings, &c., in the several parishes to which
we were attached.

At 10 o’clock the bell rang for the service of
‘compline’ in the oratory ; this service also

taken from the same book as above. - After this
service whioch was always a hearty helpful oue,
when the Principal and vice-Principal had left
the oratory, snd such men as did not care to
remain, ove of the men read aloud a portjon of
Bishop Wilberforce's addresses to candidates for
ordination, or sometimes Goulbourn. The men
took their partinreading week and week about.
After this reading the reader concluded by using
one or two of the prayers on the card, which 1
enclose. After compline we were encouraged
to go at once to our own room for private self-
examination and devotion. The ovatory was
of course open all day for private meditation
and prayers,

The only services, attendance at which was
considered obligatory, were matins and Even-
song; but needless to say two other services
wers always well attended. Every Friday ev.-
ning after compline and in place of the reading
there was an address or meditation given by
the Principal, or Dr. Gott, or anyone whom
they might ask., On Friday also. in place of
the service of Sextzat 1 p.m., we joined in a
Litany cf {ntercession, also to be found in the
samo book of offices.

On Sunday there was always an early cele-
bration of the Holy Communion in the Chapel.
The rest of the day we attended the different
churches in the town.

Every Thursday there was an early celebra-
tion in the oratory, as ulso on every Saiunts’
day and Holy day. '

Occagionally, once every second teum we all
joined in a ‘“ Quiet Day,” conducted by some
good man, The manner of conducting such n
day I need not explain, a8 it is no doubt fami-
liar to you. This day, with its enforced silence.
was found by some of the men ton great a
strain, but for my own part, I can only say that
I found it most helpful and beneficial to tho
spiritual life.

I don’t know that [ cansay mnch more about
our life at Leeds, the devotional purt of it I
mean. I think it was more from the general
tone and spirit, and example of the Principal
and senior men, that the juniors seemed natu-
rally to take up and imbibe the same Spirit.

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LIFE IN CHURCH SERVICES.

—

By tHe Rev. CanoN E. Hoarr, M. A. ‘

—

I firmly believe that we Churchmen have the
best Liturgy in Christendom; a liturgy with lese
to be regretted, and more valued, with less of
human ipvention, and more of Scripture, tban
any otber Prayer Book in the world. But the
worship cannot be made by a book, and, how-
aver oxcellent the book, the fact remains that
the service of the Charch of England may be
cold, lifeless, deadening, and dead. But we are
not content with deadness. In this Iaity and
clergy are all agreed, for all aliko unite in the
wish that the hours of worship should be the
most holy, the nust happy, and the most ro-
freshing hours ot the week.

Now, in order to the attainment of this de-
lightful worship there are four things which may
be almost said to be essential.

1. There must be spirit, or our service must
be what is called ‘spirited’; and few things in
this world are more enjoyable. Now, the spirit
of a service will depend very much on the per-
gon conducting it. A dull man ip a dull mind
dragging himeelf to church—the conditions of
his living require it—will throw a dulness over
evorything; whereas the man with a light,
happy, thuukful epivit, going to church as to
the great plessuro of his life, will throw s
brightness over the whole service, and over all
those that help init. There is an insensible
influence over everything which is felt all
around him, and which affects, as it were, the
very atmosphere. It is most interesting to ob-
gerve how mind affects mind even when there
is no direct outward communication. Bat when
he begins the nervice you soon see the effect.
The reading is all alive, and you seo that his
whote heart is in his work and that he realises
the interest and solemnity of his sacred office.
Then there will be spirit in the music. In well-
adapted musiothere is a marvellous power. Who
has not felt the power of a fine hymn well sung
to'a good tune? But it must be well-adapted.
Some PeOple geem to think that the spirit of a

service depends on the guantity of music. Bat
I ventare to believe that itis not the quantity
on which to depend, but quality. 1f we want
spiritual worship we must have good bymus
and spirited tunes, But while we aim at spirit-
ed music may God preserve us from ever mak-
ing a show of it | 1t is a dark day for a parish
when the church is turned into a concert-hall.
Advertise & musical performance, and you may
sttracta crowd, but you may wither alllife
from your worship. but if the service is to be
spirited we must not depend on the clergyman
alone ; for the whole congregation must contri-
bute. This is the enormous advantuge which
we have in the Church of Eogland. A large
proportion of our service is conducted by the
peaple, and in arranging a shortened form fora
mission I would keep aimost exclusively to such
parts as are responsive. It is important that
the laity should remember this. If the service
in dull it is not alwaye the fanlt of the clergy-
man ; but the fault of those ladies and gentlemen
who either will not tuke the trouble, or who think
them~elves too refined to make their voice heardin
the congregation. How often bave L satin the
midst of intelligent worshippers and not heard
a sound or seen # movement of & lip amongst
those by whom I have been surrounded. In
such cases it is a lazy laity with whom rests the
blame of a lifeless service. Thus far I bave
spoken only of a spirited service. But that is
not all, for there is a great difference between
liveliness and life; and it is life that weall
desire. Tbis brings me to the second point.

2. Emotion is the very essence of worship.
All truo worship is the expression of our
emotions bofore God. Sorrow for sin, desire
for reconciliation, thanksgiving, and adorstion
are all emotions; and worship is the expres-
sion of such emotions in reverent utterance be-
fore the living God. When David said ‘I will
love Thee, O Jehovah, my strength,’ he did but
utter the emotion of that true, deep, and experi-
mentul jove with which his heart was full. And
when we unite in the triamphant hymn,‘There-
fore with angels,” &ec., wo unite with the unseen
multitude of'the heavenly host in most reverent-
ly pouring out the deep emotion stirred within
the soul by that which we can ounly see by fuith,
the ineffuble glory of the holiness of God Now,
my point is thut, as these emotions are expres-
sed in the language of our liturgy, so when
there is real lite they will be felt in the hoart.
Ldo not believe in Lhose emotions which are
quite undiscoverable ¢ven to the worshipper.
I kmow perfectly well thatl am treading on
delicate ground I am fully aware of the danger
of a religion of feeling as contrasted with a re-
ligion ot principle : but I believe there is quite
as great a danger in a religion of principle with-
out feeling; of & cold, dry. heartless system. that
kindles no feeling and stirs no emotion in the
soul. I do not forget Butlor's great argument,
thut passive impressions are weakened by re-
petition, while active powers acquire strength
in action; and [ can sce clearly that we must
not always expect the same vividoess of imprres-
sior which we, in early days, so greatly enjoy-
ed. ButIam, st the same time, profoundly
convinced that there ought to be, and .hat thero
muy be, a vast deal more holy, fervent and
deep feeling in our worship thin many of us
are even aiming at. Oaur Liturgy is the expres-
sion of such fecling; and surely if the feeling iv
not there we havo but the dead shell, for the life
is gono. )

3. If feeling is to be sound and trustworthy,
it must be theresult of intelligent conviction. As
the love of Christconstrained St. Paul, his judg-
ment convinoed him of the Atonement, o the
high est, most peaceful, and most svul moving
emotion is that which arires from a well intruc-
ted judgement in the truth. Thus, if we desire
life we must see that all the worshippers
thoroughly understand the worship in which
they are engaging. It is the principle of the
Church of Hugland that both *public prayer

and Sacraments shonld be in toogue understand- !

ed by the peuple.’ Carrying out that principle

we want the power of real intelligence to give
as it were a backbone to tbe emotions of our
worship. How to promote that intelligence is
too wide a subject for me now. My present
business is with the worship itself, and how to
promote within the Church that intelligence in
worship which is essential to the highest order
of Christian emotion. One thing is perfectly
plain—that to which I have already alluded.
There must be good read.ng—good, clear, vigor-
ous, intelligible reading—and that not ol the
Lersons only, bnt the prayers. 1 sometimes
hear reading that is enough to deaden anything,
and, more than that, I bave heard bad sctually
justified. I have heard peopleactually cantion-
ed against what was called  preaching the
prayers,’ by which, Ibelieve, was meant giving
to each cluuse its right expression, and using
the voice tor the uttorance of the emotions of
the hoeart. Such people ceem to prefer the dead
level of 2 meaningless monotone. But what-
ever is meant by preaching the prayers, of cne
thing 1 am periectly sure—viz., that it is essen-
tial to life that we should pray them, and if we
praythem it is a law of human nature that the
morualation of the voice should vary with ¢he
varying emutions of the soul.

Then, again, I am persuaded there should be
great care with reference to the use of music. I
buve alrendy spoken of its power; but it muag
pever be forgotiten that the eaume power misused
cun stifle intelligence. This is the only objec-
tivn that some feul too frequent chanting. of
the Psalms. We believe that a great many per-
sons cannot follow them, and so lose the iuntel-
ligence of that delightful part of our worship.
A clergyman standing with his c¢hoir in the
chaucel is surrounded by & volume of sound,
and thinks it most satisfactory; bat let him
some day go und worship at the far end of the
church amongst the people, and he will in some
cases find himself sometimes surronnded by a
gtillness that wmay almost be heard. So with
tbe Belief. I know few things more heart-stir-
ring than a large congregution standing up to
deciare beforo God and man that they believe
in one God the Father Almighty. But what
can be more destructive of all intelligent wor-
ship thano tbat, instead of doing so, they should
be required to stand by and listen while some
men and boys sing a long, elaborate piece of
dfficult music in which they are not intended to
tuke & purt, and which not one out of fifiy can
follow? I can scarcely imagine an arrange-
ment more destructive of all life in worship. I
say, then, use music as a power. Batlet it be a
power not to deaden, but to quicken, not to
obscure, but to help the soul in rising intelli-
gontly to God,

4. Last, and above uil, t.ue life must be the
result of the life-yiving power of the Holy Sgirit.
While it was the auty of the Lord Jesus Cbrist
by His propitiation to open the new and living
way, it is the officeof the Holy Spirit to lead us
in by the way which Curist has opened. When,
therefore, we speank of life in our services we
rnean the living worship of living souls before
the Throne of the Living God ; and such life
can only he given by Him Who is ‘ the Lord
and Giver of lite.’ I know wvery well that it is
impossible to explain His action, but though it
caunot be explained, thank God! it may be ex-
perienced, and when experienced it is some-
thing infinitely beyond all human instroment-
ality. Good reading may satisfy the under-
stauding, and good music may charm the ear,
but the life-giving power of the Holy Spirit
breaks the heart, sways the will, and moves the
miuds of men as corn is bent before the/wind.
It produces the same sort of effuct as was pro-
duced when the old Henry Venn was vicar of
Huddersfield, and a deputation was sent from an
infidel club at Leeds to hear him. These men
fulfillea their errand, and on their return re-
ported to their infidel friends, ‘ Truly God is in
that pluce, though we know Him not.” There
was life in that service at Huoddersfield, and that
is the life in which we must all most earnestly
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pray for in our churches ; for the emotion which

the Holy Spirit kindles will not die out with

the—==mion; the love which he sheds abroad
will not bé'always craving for novelty ; and the
worship in which He raises the heart will be
going on rising and deepening till we join in
holv adoration with the vast multitude of the
living ones befove the Throne.

BrSHOP HALL ON £PISCOPACY AND
APOSTOLICAL SUCCESSION.

Dr. Perowne's citing of Bishop Hall as a
witness in support of his peculiar and unfounded
views of the Church, her orders, and the neces-
sity and reality of the Apostolic Succession,
would seem to be more than unfortunate for
bim, according to the following quo'ation,
kindly furnished us by a friend, and taken from
Vox Ecclesice. -His witness destroys his theory:
¢ In his chief work on the subject,entitled “Epis-
copucy by Divioe Right usseried,” Bishop Hall
saya: ** The Church of Rome is a visible, a truly
viri ble Church, but ap nrsound one.” Ag re-
gards others, he says: * We abhor new churches:
and new truths” Again, It is usually up-
braided to us out of our reverend Whitgift that
there may bo some appendunces and formalities
of government alterable by the wirdom and dis-
cretion of the Church—yet for the main sub-
siance, it is now utterly indispensable and so
must continue to the world’s end—indispeusable
by any voluntary act. What inevitable neces-
ity may do—in such & case we dispute neces-
gity hath dispensed with some immediately
Divine Laws. Where then that may be justly
pleuded we shail not be wanting both in our
pity and our nravers.” The good Bishop quotes
Ignatiue -  Without these ( Bishops, Priests and
Deacons) there is no elect Church. Without
the-e no holy congregation, no assembly of the
Saints,” udding, **So here are words which
no Videlius can carp at as interpolated, imposing
such a necessity of the being of these three sev-
eral orders in God's Church, that it cannot be
right withont them.” After his asserting,
“Episcopacy is of Divine Right,” we gnote
but one mare out of many possible extracts:
“The Apostles were Church governors appoint-
ed by Christ to order and settle the affairs of
His Spirituval Kingdom, and therein, (beside
the preaching of the Gospel and baptizing,
common ‘o them with other ministers) Zo or-
dain a succession of the meet administrators of
his Cburch. Thus they were, would be, must
be succeeded nerther could the Church otherwise
have subsisted. No Christiun can deny this, all
binding upon a necessity of Apostolical succession,
though differing in the quality and degree of their
successien.””  Ail this from u formal work set-
ting forth among others:(!) That the forms or-
dained for the Church’s admioistrations by the

Apostles were for universal and perpetual use,|P

and ii, “To depart from the judgment and
practice of the universal Church of Christ ever

since the Apostles’ time, and betake ourselves|P.

to a new invention cannot but be, besides the dan-
ger, vehemently scandalous and savour too much
ot schism.”

THE BISHOP OF LIVERPOOL ON
' MISSIONS,

The Right Rev. Dr. Ryle, in 1 letter ad-
drossed to the Rev. Canon Bridgeman in refer-
cnce v Special Mission Services to be held in
the Parish, says:—“1 am satisfied that Mis-
sions, wisely conducted, are a good engine for

doing good in the present day. They tend to
awaken the thoughtless and cureless, to lead on
those who are doubting ard halting between
two opinions, and to estublish and comfort all
true Christians, and to make them inereasingly
zeslous of good woi ki 1 hope that this may be

the result in every pmish in Wigan. I need

hardly remind you that it is useless to expact
successful results from any missions unless it
iis both preceded and followed by the use of
. appropriate means, such as special visiting
‘from house to house; special invitations to

]attend the services which the Missioner will

conduct, and special instruction for tnose who
appear to derive benefit from the mission.
Above sli, it is of the utmost importance to

rurge upon your people that they can help for-

ward the work of the Mission by suppiications,
rayers, and intercession. For movements
ike these good is pot dore “by might nor by
power,” but by the outponring of the Holy
Ghost. In order to obtain this, even those
who are kept at home by ill-health, or kept
away by buriness engagements, can give valu-
able aid.”

CHRISTIANITY AND WORK.

Under the older Covenant, God’s people
knew that there must be happiness in work,
because the Lord God took the man, whom He
bad made in His own image, and pat him into
the Garden of Eden 1o dress it and to keep it;
and they knew that worlk must be painful also
because of the senteuce which followed the
Fall, “In the eweat of thy face shalt thou eat
bread. Six days rhalt thou labour.,”” But
Christianity brought a new light, a new life, a
new happiness to all honest work., Note bow
all the circumstances of the Incarnation, of the
restoration and exaltation of humanity through
Emmanuel, are so many visible appeals to the
sympathies of working men. When angels
announced to a fallen world, *“Unto you is born
this day in ibe city of David a Saviour which
is Christ the Lord,” that blessed proclamation
was not made in the palaces of kings, in the
schools of philosophy, in the Senate, or the
camp (though it was read by them all), but
they sang that triumphant anthem which con-

tains the source and secret of all happiness to
some farm Jabourers, as we should call them,
rough simple shepherds, keeping a watch over
their flocks, minding their work, doing their
duty. And when they went “to see this new
thing that bad come to pass,” this wonderful
mystery of the Word made flesh ; so wonderful
that the very design proves to be supernatural,
divine-—other religious bearing with them the
evidences of human reason, but this being so
utterly beyond it—what found they? The
King of Glory lying in a manger, The Lord
of Hosts in the outhouse of an inn! The
helpless Babe of a poor mother born in a poor
lace on a cold winter’s night, amidst strangers,
Surely no Christian shall complain of bis vile
raiment when he remembers that Child wrap-
ed in His swaddling clothes, nor of his bard
couch when he thinks of that manger. Surely
those lowly places, and those cotlage homes,
and humble occupations, and scanty means..of
which so many are afraid and some ashamed,
aro hallowed for ever by their associations with
Je-us, and an incitement and help to the brave
patience and sweet contentment of Christ.
And so when He spake as never man spake,
and wrought as man never wrought, it was
asked in astonishment, “Is not this the carpen-
ter, the Son of Mury ? Huave wanotscen *hose
very hands, which gave sight to the bliud, nay,
life to the dead, have we not scen them work-
ing witn axe, and chisel, and raw?” Whom
did He select to establish His Xingdom and to
convert the world? Not the clever disputers
of this world, the famous writers and speakers,
the learned expounders of the law, the skilful
scribes; but He chose the weak. Ile chose
whom the world called “unlearned and ignor-

ant” to confound the wise. I supposethat St.

Panl was tho only highly educated man of
those first teachers of the Faith, and he con-
stantly called those who knew him best to wit-
ness how he had worked, with his own hands,
night and day, that he might be chargeable to
no man. And the sacred history tells us how,
when he had preached about the more perfect
Tabernacle made without hands, he wont home
with Aquilla and Priscilla, and worked with
them at the tents. Thus you see how Chris-
tianity exalts. ennobles, consecrates work. God
hag revealed Himself through His Son a8 a
working God, “My Father worketh hitherto,
and 1 work.” Some spenk of creation as
though the Creator had left it to be a perfect
piece of machinery which would regulate it-
self and go on for ever. But God worketh, He
governs and maintains. “As surely a8 when
the sun sets the light fails,” writes St. Augus-
tine, “s0 surely would all nations collapse if
God withdrew His providential carve.” “And I
work.” None ever worked as Ho. Asa child,
in the perfect obedience of love; as a boy, in
learning wirdom; as a man, in hard daily
manual work, and in prepavation for His minis-
try; and when the time cnme that He should
show Himself to the world in the continuous
labonr of His Divine mission, culminating,
but not ceasing, in that awful agony and death
carricd on in tho place of the departed, resumed
on earth from the Resurrection to the Ascension,
and now continued hero in Iis epiritual pre-
sonce, and there in the intercessions which He
makes for all, and the glorious preparations
which He makes for the saved. And now He
gives “to every man his work,” and wherever
it is accepted as from Him, and done bravely
as for Him, Ho blesses it. It does not matter
what or where our work may be. If we take
its hardness as our heritage of final jnstice,
and, withal, as our Master's cross, and its rests
and rewards as signs of His Divine approbation,
and as foretastes of paradire and heaven—why,
then, I say to all their fulfilled work—

'Tis the primsal cause,
But roftened into mercy, made the pledge
Of choerful days, and nights without a groan.,

And thus with regard to our work ns with re.
gard to our bealth, our competence, our con-
tentment, our freedom, aud the good will of
our feilow-men, common sense and Christianity
are in complete agreement, so far as common
rense can go. When it can climb no higher,
then reason must tuke the head of Revelation,
and so mount the hill. Common sense says,
“No work, no wagoe ; no study, no scholarship;
no training, no silver cups.” Christianity
says, “No cross, no crown.” Common sense
says, “It is 8 grand thing to get through alot
of work, and then havethe money or the
praise”; but it does not say, for it does not
know, that tbe meanest, commonest work can
bring to him who knows for whom he is work-
ing a8 much happiness as the grandest enter-
prise, and that faith “makes drudgery divine”
to him who believes that the great final ques-
tion will bo not * What did you do ?” but “ How
did you do it?" “For if there be first a wil-
ling mind, it is accepted, according to that a
man bath, and not according to that he hath
not.” To do our best, because itris our duty,
that is tbe principle which brightens and
lightons toil.

THE B.P.G IN TINNEVELLY.
A Girls’ Boarding School was

commenced at Iduiyangudi by Mra,
Caldwell in 1844, fullowed by simi-
lar schools in other places; ehe
then also introduced lace-making
amongst the women; « branch of
industry which proved a great sac-
cess, and is carried on 1o the pre-
sent day. This has piovided suit-
able employment for hundreds of
native women, especially widows,
The Metropolitan of India, Bishop
Wilkon, visited Tinnevelly in 1841
—42,

In 1877 Bishop Culdwell, who
had becn consecrated at Calcutta as
assistant to tho Bishop of Madras,
was commissioned to supervise the
S.P.G. Missions in Tinnevelly and
Rumnad. The number of native
clergy under him is 41, of whom
16 deacons and one priest were or-
dained by him in oye duy, the 19th
December, 1886. The number of
European Missionaries is three.
The first native ordained wae in
1854  In 1877 Southern India was
virited by the most terrible famine
it has yet known, and in that and
the following year there were many
accessions to the Christian fold,
throngh gratitude for the help the
starving poor received from bene-
volent Christians, Much of the in-
crease which has tauken place, as
alreandy wentioned, during Queen
Victoria’s reign was from this
cause. Many of the more ignorant
people ot conrse relapsed, bnt many
more remained. Church Councils
have now been entablished in every
district, and are doivg a good work
in the organisation and conrolida-
tion cf the Mission. In 1880 the
large and beautiful church at Idai-
yangudi was opened for Divine
service, and in 1885 another simi-
Iny church was opeued at Mudalur.
Normal schools, both for boys and
girls, huve been established, and
the whole Mission will soon Le
well rupplied with duly trained
teuchers.  Mission D.spensaries
have alro been established, and
every station hag vow its Post-
Office.

The S.P.G.Missions in Tinne-
velly, including Ramnad, are divi-
ded into eleven districts, each of
which is under tho euperintendence
of a Buropean Missionary or native
clergyman of superior atiainments.
To begin with the northern districts
in Tinnevi«ly. There are two of
there, Puthianputiur and Nagala-
puram, both under the superinten-
ueneeof Bishop Caldwell. Pathiam-
pntint comprises five pastorates,
and Nagalupuram six, each of whick
ig under 2 native clergyman. Tu-
ticorin town is under the Rev. D.
Sumuecl, B D., native Chaplain both
10 the Bishop of Madrasand Bishop
Caldwell. Pudukottai and Sawer-
woram are under the care of the
}{(:v. J. A. Sharrock, with three
native clergymen to assist him. As
Principal o1 the College, he has
spiritnal charge of the Collegealso,
which, with its affiliated schools,
pumbers 651 pupils Idaiyangudi,

puram, with three,are under the
care of Bishop Caldwell, who resi-
dence is devided between Idaseiyan-
gudi and Tauticotin. The class of
27 candidates for ordination lately
held by Bishop Caldwell for three
wmonths was held at Idaiyangudi.
Sixteen of those candidates were
accepted by the Madras Committee
and ordained, Tbe ordination of
eleven was postponed. The district
of Nazareth is under the care of the
Rev A. Margoschis, with thres
pastorates attached to Nazareth it-
seif, and the districts of Mudalar
and Christianagram were lately
placed under Mr. Margoschis’ care,
wtth four native clergy. There
are Orphanages at Nazareth both
for boys and girls, in <onnection
with which there are industrial
schools. Ramnad follows Tinune-
velly, with its one European Mis-
sionary in charge, assisted by eight
natives. It hasits orpbanages for
boye and girls, and its indortrial
schools, and also a printing press,
The last even de-erving mention is
the enthusiasm with which the Ja-
bilee of the Queen-Empress was
obrerved in every town and village
in Tionevelly. The S.P.G.Chris-
tisng in Tinunevelly rent a telegram
of greeting to the Queen.

ONE of the most serious dangors
that are threafening the progress of
Temperance reform isthe tendency
to make it a party cry, and prac-
tically to igmore other great ques-
tions of Imporial interest. Some
bitter things were said. of some
members of the Temperance Snciety
who voted in the North Hunting-
don election for the successful can-
didate—he mnot being considored
sound on the Temperance question.
The opinion of tho late Joseph
Livesey will be received with res-
pect by all.  This is what heseys:

“ Temperance men may act poli-
tically at election times and seasons,
and in such a way as promises to
secure an zdvantage to their cause,
aod does not tend 1o increase divi-
sions among themselves, or create
a hurtful feeling against them with
the public; but for so comparative-
ly feeble a budy to assume thecho-
racter of a distinct political and
Parliamentary power, will, I be-

lieve, result in disappointment, if |

not in direct injury, to the Tem-

perance cause, To set up

ourselves as a distinct party, ov to

g‘]edge the support or opposition of

emperance eleclors, in going too

. far. No onoe scction of the
Temperance body ought, or can,

dictate to the wholo. God

forbid that I chould ever witness|

the holy cause of Teetotalism—that
cause which stands associated with
all that is peaceful, and quict, and
elevating—dragged into election-
eering rows.”

NOTES BY THE WAY:

Taere were (1.250 reafaring
men, fishermen, and bargemen
pledged 1o Total Abstinence from
intoxicatingdrinks by the Mjssions
to Scamen Branch af the C.E.T.S,
during the last cight years. Asan
example of the eflect of this subri-
oty, Bristol, cnce a most depraving
port for geumen. had, ten years aco,
forty-nine public houses frequented
by sailors, and since visited by the
Missions to Seamen Agency. Of
these, twenty-iwo havo disappear-
ed, and eight of the remaining pub-
licans aitend the Seamen’s Church,
For every sitting in that Church
thirty-five male worshippers have
taken the pledge, being 10,701 se-
men in sll; and ten bave boughi
Bibles and Prayer Books; whilst
for every threo seatsone male wor-
ghipper is a volunteer Mission help-
er on the high reas. Most of the
aailors’ boarding houses at Bristol
have become respectable, the crimy
is dying out, only two out of fifty
crimps remaining, awd the su-
vrounding property is enhanced in
value. As arule, tho Temperance
movement has added largely to the
Missions of Seamen’s congregation
at most ports and to the communi-
cants.
