J
would not pay him. So he goes on with
his work inwardly chafing, doubtless,
oftentimes, probably persuading limself
that it is'all for the best, but never in all
probability shaking himaolf free. " Iie
has made the fatal initial mistuke of re-
garding himself, who iz the minister of
the parish, aa though he were entitled to
be paid as if he were the chapliin of u
congregation, and he lionestly thinks
that any “sacrifice of income” would be
doing “an injustice to himself.” For
so phroses run, and so does use blind
men.

What sfion’dl ho have done T At the
outaet ho should have said to himself :
“I have no right to sell the rights of the
poorest of my people. 1 daro not take
from them their church and comnpensate
them with a ‘Mission Room.” My honest
income is only what comes tome honestly.
I that suffices for iny needs I can aceept
tho living. If not. Icomnot. Dut to
soll what is not mine to sell, what is the
proparty of my people—of all my people
of all ey «dly, T eannot and I will not.”
If only clergy wonld look faivly at the
charges” offered them lefore they ac-
cept them, and before they aceustom
themselves to the idea of their right fo
be supported ont of the rights of their
flocks all would bo well in many and
many o case,— Chesier Diocesan F. § O.

In your issuo of the 29th ult., "B~
touched upon A matfer of great practical
importance. The analogies ‘proposad
are unanawerable reasons for sameness in
worslip, but they do not show in what
the value of the sameness exists. .

Dr. Bollows, in his work. “The Ol
World in its Now Face,” pp.177 and 178,
has probably hit’it more exactly, He says
“Nothing can give a belter improssion of
the power of she English Establislunent
than the overflow of its energy and work-
ing strength.  Not n town of auy magni-
tude, nor a watering place of note is to be
found on the Continent, in which an Eng-
lish Episcopal service is not heard on
the Sunday ntornings and evenings of
the traveling months of the ‘year
Doubtless the punctiliousness with whizh
the English hunt up their own church,
Prayer Buok in hand, does something to
continue the narrowness and formality of
their faith ; but on the whole the effect
is gord. The Tnglish piety is formal,
ritualistic, but it is robust and substantial,
[t does not diftfuse itself like a universal

:spirit through life, bat it -keeps certain

preciona truths and prineiples under a
very strong police, and makes them eflica-
cious and fruitful.,” It would bo re
freshing to copy the whole of pages 2:1
and 222,vol. 1. It is simply on expres-
sion of this thought,“The Liturgy pro-
Tfoses a set of grooves for his religious
thought and feeling.”

Our Liturgy is framed to produce men-
tal, moral and apiritual culture. The

it was meant to be, and such our service,
if attended and ased * from jmnfancy up,
would prove to be. ~ Saméness is essential
to preduce this effect.

This is genuine culture,
and it ean not be acquired but by repeti-
tion, mot of many, but of 8 few things.
