Sundays excepted-wltbiu the building, luside
of wich are four courts where Justice and
Truth reigu supreme-tho latter espelaily,
as lawyera arc as tbick au the leaves that do
somotbing: er ether in Vallambrosa. 0f
course these courts are inside ; no eue likes te
bie "«caugbt eut." Judges ait hctre aiment
coustautly, and as their offices are permanent,
the f osition may ho termed a permanent
"lait. ' These Judjges, as le custemnary in this
country, do net dress lu the regulatien coa.
