Sho has no
mining, few manufictyrer, searcely any gain
from touristy, and tew towha able to efer any
profitable employment to the surplua village
population. Were the English and Scotch
people under similar conditions they would
be discontented nnd angry paupers.

Ireland can never be changed from a mis-
erable to a thriving country withont her lun-
ded system undergoing a thorough alteration.
She requires a law which would enablo the
peasnnts, by industry, prudence and vnonomy,
to acquire land; which would dissipate that
hopelessness snd  despnir which now drives
the fine pessantrv of that noble land into dis-
affertion and rebellion. This can only be
etforted by freeing the land from feudal
shackles in the same way as it was effucted
throughout Germany. Ireland i8 not worse
off than large parts of Germany were when
Stein, thongh a nobleman himeself, iercely
denonnced the noblea on account of the
misery of the peasantry. By the legisla-
tivn he promoted extensive dirtricts
were  reclulmed  from  barbarism  and
bive sinco been the abodes of hard.working
and comfortable populations, A peasautry
condemned to eternal poverty and dgprived
ot all hope, must sooner or later Decome
degraded both mentally any physically.

THE JIRISII RATIONAL LAND NOVEMENT—AI'PEAL TO
THE IRISH RACE FOR ITS SUSTAINMENT,

The land and rent agitation wlich bhas
origipated in the West of Ireland, and is rapid-
ly sprending throughout the country, hag ne™
assumed such national proportions that it be-
comus & question of first importance to all
who sympathize with its legitimate objects
how best to guide the popular move-
ment to the attainment of those ends.
Temporary abatements of Xceessive rents

NOT BORN TO BTARVH,

The diminished population of our country,
the millions of our race who perlzhed in or
fled from & land in which God -intended tbey
should not die by hunger; the continued
struggle with poverty which those have to
maintain who yet cling to their native soil ;
and the periodic climaxation of the impover-
ishing influences which landlordism exer-
cisesa upon the sucial life of Irelund, demaud
at last, in face of yet another impeuding
national calamity, the application ofa remedy
which can no longer be denled the salvation
of a people. 1In contmast to the social
wretchedness to whick a barbarous land
system bas reduced our country iz the
rapidly progressing prosperity of those
people at whose demand or for whose
benefit sach a system has  been
swept away, aud the cultivator of the soil
has replaced the landlord as its proprietor.
The surplus produce of lands thus freed, with
agricultural industry thus relieved from its
rent taxation, is now placed, by easy transit
over sea and land, in competition with what
is produced under conditiona of land tenure
the most unfavorable und incentives to toil
the least encouraging that ever regulated the
chiet industry of any civilized country. \When
to this is added the adverse intluences ot suc-
cessive bad seasoms on the poiat of culmi-
nating in what threatens to be the worst yet
experienced since fsmine years, the position
of the lrish farmer and those depending upon
the fruits of his enterprise and labor,
assumes an  aspect of menacing  ruin,
which to consider as trapsient or acci-
aental would be a criminal disregard of tho
vital existence of a people. Impelled by the
desperate citcumstances of their situation the
farming and other classes concerued have pro-
ctaimed their grievances in public mmeetings
and by the press, demanding the remedies
which alone can redress them. A copsensus
of opinion, apart from immediate interested-
ness, has declared that the remedy put for-
ward by the present sgitation is founded on
justice, reagon and expediency, and tbat ite
application is absolutely esseptial to meet
the cvils complained of nnd insure the pros-
perity and cootentment of Ireland. In
formulating a demand for ownership of the
ruil by the ovccupiers in substitution for that
of the landlords, the peopleof Ireland neither
contemplate por ask for the confiscation of
those proprictorinl  rights which existing
laws must neccesarily recognize and protect,
but that for the transfer ai those rights to an
industrial ownership & fair compensation muy
be given to those who shall be called npon to
agree to such transfer for the settlement of
the agrarinn strife of the country and the
supreme good of its people. To carry out a
project as vast &s that which we contemplate
murt require means in proportion to the difii-
culties that must be encountered in the under-
taking. Tenauts’ defence associations must
be organized in every county, and assistance
be rendered to faurmers who may be called
upon to defend themselves against an unjust
or capricious exercise of Jundlord power. The

wealth of Jreland s  nlmost  entirely
in the hands of that clussg which we
propose for the good of the coun-

try to deprive ot the absolute posses-
sion of the soil, and it is but patural to ex-
pect that strong and influential opposition
will be offered by those who will be called to
surrender the privileges they bave so long
enjoyed—even 1n virtue of compensation and
expediency. To meet this opposition, and
guide the naticoal movement for freving the
tund of Ireland, axgistance of two kinds must
be furthcoming ; the one, the wost essential
kind, 18 ap organized duvelopment of earnest-
nesg and & resolute attitude on the part ot
the 600,000 lundless farmers of Ireland, ns
well as these whose duily bread depunds
upon the prorperity of their fatherlsnd, in
demanding their jast rights as guaranteed in
the settlemeut we propesa. Tho second aid
required is money. Neither has ever
been wanting when the nationul spirit of our
country and the patriotism of her exiled sons
bave been appenled to in a patriotic cause,
und we are confident they will not be with.
held pnow when the very soil of Irelaud is
the object we desire to free, and the land
slavery of our people the thing wa are re-
solved shall bu abolished forever. Noue of
our race have had such bitter experi-
ence of the wrongs of landlordism as those

Legislation has power to frame laws sffect-
ing most of the conditions of mankind bere-
ficially or otherwige, but there are some
things which it cannot control. One of these
things is soclety, in the general acceptance
of the word, by which is meant the cream of
the population assembling in such & way as
to. them seems proper in & social
way, admitting or repelling whom it
wishes Even a  despotic monarch cannot

his favorites ihl}th_eir' midst, for they have un-
written 1aws stronger than the will of the
monparch - and which are more implicitly
obeyed than his enactments. It requires a
great revolution—like that of 1789in France
—not to crush society, but to modify it, and
even Napoleon in all the splendor of his
glory could not force .the noblesse of the
0ld. regime: to attend his saloons.. Hecreated
Marshels, Princes and Barons of..his own,
but they were not society ; society flourished
in the Fanbonrg 5t. Germain only, and it is
only the pressure and attrition of a succes-
sion of revolutions that have at length an-
nihilated the old aristocracy and with it the
gocial distinctions attached to it. Truethere
aro still small coteries of the old regime ex-
tant, who receive and visit their own
particular set, but they are fast disappearing.
and will soon be as well forgotten as the me-
nory of Louis the Fourteenth. Every French-
man is now a gentleman, clerks and salesmen
almost universally take lessops in fencing,
and are entitled to challenge a duke,
whose ancestors fought in the crusades with
Phillip Avgustus or St. Louis, if insulted by
him. As for « society,” it ix composed of the
members of state and officials for the time
being, the Imperialist, the Monarchist ard the
Republican issuing its decrees, as well as those
of the State, when his party is in power. At
the present time Gambetta receives the cream
of society, though twenty years ago it would
have been hard, if not impossible, for him
to gain admission to even the humblest set
pretending to be anything at all in the world
of society. Xrance is, however, an exception
among the nations. She has during the past
century been trying experiments for the bene-
fit of the world, but it would be hazardous
to say she has succeeded. A day may come
when the glory of cagte may visit the Fan-
bourg St. Germain once more, and all who
dor’t belong to the ancient noblesse be termed
roturiers. Across the channel society is in
full blast. England stands alone in its ex-
clusiveness, the lines dividing the clasges
are sharply defined and must not be over-
stepped, and the classes are many. High so-
ciety, however, is composed of the titled no—
bility, the landed gentry and their blood re-
lations. It is almost as hard for an outsider
to enter the emchantcd circle as itis for “a
camel to pass through tbe eye of a cembric
needle,” except be be a man of overpowering
wenlth, sach as a Rothschild, or great
geninses such as poets, who have
made a world-wide reputation, painters
sculptors or generals, Even these are looked
upon as parvenus, and only tolerated because
they are lions and set off a grand pamy. It
is not easy to obtain admission to the Lon-
don Clube, which are merely the male out-
posts of high seciety. These same clubs
have & good deal to do in forming public
opinion, toning newspaper articles and even
governing the Empire, as indeed also has
society proper. The other classes in Eng-
land, while strainiug every nerve to gain ad-
mission to the inner circle, are very particular
as to their own gets, and a dry salter's wife
will think deeply before exchanging visits
with or inviting the wife of a tallow chandler
to one of her select parties. In fact, Mr.
Taine, the emiment French writer, forcibly
and truthiully, if cynically, in describing the
distinction of cqste in England, says some-
thing to the effect that supposing a represen-
tative of each class occupied the rung of a
ladder, any one of those on the centre is at
all times prepared to lick the shoe sole of the
man above and kick his neighbor imme-

diately brneath to the bottom. But
even in Ebpglond the genius of de-
mocracy i8 Dbegioning to break up,

and confuse the lines of demarcation. Passing
tothe United States we see tremendous effurts
made to establish aristocratic society on a
firm basis, but for obvious reasons the efforts
are failures. Where the laws of primogeniture
aud entail do not obtain, there cannot be a
hereditary aristocracy,and, without the latter,
exclusive coteries cannot exist. Hence, in
Boston, New  York, Washington and
Philadelphia, 8 man coming along with
a million dollars finds all the doors fly
open at his approach. That sum is
at once his pedigree and his eduration,
his wit and his passport. High socicty in
Americs is like that of TFrence—which it
copies—mude up of plutocracy officialism and
the few foreign counts and barons they can
procure from Europe. The ancient familics,
dating from the Revolution, did in the second
generation strive to establish society onan ar-
istocratic basis, but they failed, for the fami-
liea diecl out. Wealth is only preserved in
American families for three generations, the
tirst makes it,the second, perhaps, presorves it,
nnd the third spends it. It is very seldom
thnt & millionaire's great-great-grandson ig
worth o quarter-dollar. As a matter of course,
Canudn has copied the Mother Couutry in
society matters, but, for want of means and
long degcent, it is only at best aridiculous at-
tempt. Wo nre all traders in Canada, and so
were our futhers, and so shall our sons be. We
are not wenlthy enough to educate our-
gelves into the tastes necesrary to make

in Mondreal, for instanoe, gather them toge-
ther for the dence or the banquet, and when
they atterwards form themselves into groups
and knots for conversation, there is never a
group that will not talk of dollars, prices,
teas, conl stocks and commerce generally,
while {n Evgland the discussion would turn
on literature, Naples, picturss, Sara Bernhardt,
Bismarck’s latest idea, Sallust, Lord Lytton,

To the Editor of the TRUE WiTness and Posrt.

DEAR SiR,—While the Government of the
Province are fighting their constitutional
fight with the gont'emen of the Legislative
Council, and agitating the whole Province as
to whether the people will govern or that the
nominee of a former regime will dictate to
ths Government of the day, I have been led
to consider tbe position held by my country-
men in this Province, and ask myself am I
doing justice to my pationality in quietly sit-
ting down and looking on with indifference,
when the intentions and aspirations of the
framers of the British North America Act are
being so flagrantly violated.

Quoting the words of Sir George Cartier,
spoken in 1865, who rays, «In onr own
Federation, however, English, French, Irigh
and Scotch, Catbolic and Protestant, all would
help to increase the prosperity and glory of
the new Confederacy.” Now, sir, what does
this mean, that all the nationalities enume-
rated above, according to Sir George, would
have fair representation, according to popula-
tion, in the governments of the day? Has
this intention been carried out? Huve weas
a mationality received at the hands of the
French Canadian majority that fair play that
we should receive and expect from a people
whose claim to a share in the goversment of
this country was fought for and obtained
through the asgistance of our countrymen,
who refused to join any Admimstration unless
the French Canadians were fu-rly represented?
Who was it that fought side by side with
Lafontaine but our Baldwin and our Aylwin,
assisted by their friends all through the
country!

I am told, when entering my protest against
the state of things at present existing and
which bas existed for sucha long period in
our Province, tkat we Irish Catholica have
nothing to fear, that there is no danger of onr
interests being sacrificed, that, as the great
majority of the Government are of the same
religion as ourselves, that what interests
them interests us to the same extent. Now,
gir, this kind of argument would be quite
conclusive if spoken into the ears of a no-
vice in one of our French Canadian educa-
tional establishments, but falls like cajolery
on the ears of 8 man of the world.

How unfortunate we have been through all
this nepotiation for Confederation, in not hav-
ing aman of stability to represent us, is quite
evident when we examine into the distribu-
tion of the electoral divizions of our Pro-
vince, and when we contragt the safeguards
surrounding the interests of our Protestant
fellow-citizens, whose interests without those
safeguards are not in the same danger as are
the interests of the Irish Catholic, against
whom, we cannot deny, the feeling of enmity
is at the present moment very great.

69.800 English.
49,400 Scotch.

The French Canadian would not have been
formerly successful in obtaining justice from
the Goverument of to-day, if it was not for the
determined front shown by their friends, the
Irish. Of course, I do not pretend to say that
they would not soon bave had their claimn
recognized, as the time for ignoring any body
ot the commuvrity, who is determined aud
united in demanding its rights, has passed
vears since. Howuver, the act of friendship
and sense of right is thus patent, as being the
motive which prompted my countrymen to
side with the weaker party. Their united
agitation was successful, and no government
since the Draper Goveroment of 1842 has
dared to ignore their just claims to a fuir re-
presentation.

« Inion " we hear the word often epoken,
on the hustings, at the social board, in our
charitable and temperance organizations. It
has become threadbare, 8o much so, that the
growing generation hearing it continually
preached and not seeing any good results will
come tfo think it a misnomer and listen to
those violent appeals {o unite with the utmost
conlness and unconcern.

The fizures given ghove speak for them-
gelves, our rights are clear and could not be
ignored by any majority if we were true to
ourselves., If we were, (I would like to use
another word), unifed.

GRANT V. BEAUDRY.

Connty Muaster Grant’s Statemeunt Cox-
rected,

To the Editor of the Tnug WrrnEss and POST :

Sir,—I beg you will give me space in your
influential paper to ssy a few words in contra-
diction of a statement made by the ¢ County
Muster” in the case now pending (¢ Grant vs.
Beaudry”). Mr. Grant says :—

«The latest calculation of the number of

# what about three million five hundred
i thousand ; the Grand Master of the Orange
#'hody in 1836 wuas His Royal Highness the
¢« Duke of Cumberland. The petition pre-
« sented in the House of Commons in that
# year wag cowplied with, and the Grand
« Lodge was disnolved.”

In theyear 1835, the Orangemen hatched a
plot to deprive the Princess Victoria of her
right of succession to the British Throne, and
place thergon the Duke of Cumberlapd. Mr.
Finn, the then member of Parliament for Kil-
kenny, moved for and obtained a reloct com-
mittee of the House of Commons to enquire
into the matter, when the treason of the Orange
-Association” wag ‘clearly establirhed. The
committee reported to the Honse of Com-
mone that the Orangemen were in process of
maturing a treasonable plot to enrure the
English Crown for the Duke of Cumberland,
and Beverely cenanred the Duke for his con-
nection with that body ; and hence the disso-
lution of the Oravge Association in 1836. So
much for Orangeism and its loyalty.”

Now, ag to Mr. Grant’s veracity respecting
the number of Orangemen in the United
Kingdom, it scarcely needs countradiction. It
bears ita own refutatien on its face. The
last cenaus (1871) taken in Ireland shaws the
population as follows :—

All otber denomipations. 1,269,473

Making a‘total of......5411,416

It will thus be seen from the above antben-
tic Government return, that the whole of the
Protestant population of Ireland was only a
fraction over a million and a qnarter. Then,
last, where does Mr. Grant get 3,500,000
Orange memters from? The poor man, he
takes his data from idle gossip when sur-
rounded by the “Biluea" at 81 Bt. James
street. Supposing all the 1,269,473 men,
women and children were members of the
Orapge Association in Ireland, he —ould still
have to find 2,230,627 members in England,
Wales, and Scotland to complete “his esti-
mate” of the number of the members of his
brethren in Qreat Britain and Ireland. I
would advise Mr. Grant not to meke himself
go absurdly ridiculous in foture, either on
oath, or in his “orations” We want docu-
mentary evidence and not the mere em-
anation of an enthusiast’s heated brain.

The County Master further asserts that:—

#'The Orange Order was first instituted in
#1684, in the reign of James the 2nd. The
«Orange body bas rendered signal assistance
tto the British Government; itdid soin
1848 ; it received the thaunks of the British
« House of Commons and the House of Lords.
« ] am also aware that the Order bas rendered
« Joyal service in assfeting to suppress rebel-
#lion both in Ireland and Canada.”

Mr. Grant has again fallen into error; the
Orange Association was not established for
one bundred years after the reign of King
James the II.  Mr. Grant “is ignorant of what
he i3 best convinced " His historical know-
ledge is very limited indeed, when he tries
to pawn off such a tissue of untruths as the
above. Mr. Grant savs his brethren were
active in supressing rebellion in Ireland and
Capada. Were they? There is one thing
equally certain, the Orangemen were active
in burning the Parlinment House in Montreal
in 1849, and outrageously assaulting Queen
Victoria's representative, Lord Elgin, at the
same time. And later om, have they not
insulted the Prince of Wales when he visited
Canada, and burned in effegy his guardien,
the Duke of Newcastle. The House of Lords
and Commons, says Mr Grant, passed votes of
thanks to the Oracge body. The assertion is
untrue. The Lords nor Commens of England
have never entertained or passed any resolu-
tion of confidence or appreciation of the
Orange Order.

Will Mr. Grant furnish any documentary
evidence on this subject? I defy him, and
until he does he hag better leave off his vain
boasting and hollow cant. Iam suvre thatthe
public generslly gives no credence to any-
thing that emanates from the « Couaty
Master.”

the kends which bad been provided for all
knewn banking transactions. I hold, then,
that it is most unfair to pretend that the head-
ing sother liabilities” was ever intended for
ordinary banking trensactions. The only
other head under which loans from banks on
time, and for which depogsit receipts were
granted, is that of s#due to other banks” (
feel assured that it never was intended to
place under that hend nny items but the actual
cash balances between the banks analagous to
a clearing house settlement. If 1 am right,
then the oniy place in which these time losns
is “other deposits payable afier notice.” The
Judge ingpructed the jucy that these were loans,
not deposits, as if every sum of money paid
to a bank on a deposit receipt was uot a
loan.

As the date for the re-assembling of Parlia.
ment approaches the chances of Mr. Joly's
abllity to command a majority are decreasing,
It is now a well understood fact that Alr,
Flynn, the member for Gaspe, is steering his
barque for a Conservative port. It ap-
pears his father-in-law is the proprietor
of the Journal de Quebec, which, from
being a powerful Liberal organ, bas
gradually drifted first into independent
neutrality, aud finally into the adoption of
ultra-Conservative politics. However, this
defection of Mr. Flynn has not protected him
frora the low personal abuse of Israel Tarte
in the Canadi:n. This cross-grained Israelite
calls Mr. Flynn «un matelot Irlandais.”

THE LAST OF THE ORANGE TRIALS.

Grant v8. How. J. L, Beaudry— Discomfi-
tnre of the Orangemen on Hearing of
the Dismigsal—Judge Macksay’s De»
ciyion. )

Saturday morning the Superior Court room
was denssly crowded with Orsnge sympathi-
zer8 awaiting, in eager expectancy, the de-
cision in this memorable case. A few Catho-
lics were also visible, but they did not appear
to evince any great interest, the result beiug
confidently expected.

At eleveu "o'clock His Honor Justice
Mackay entered the Court room, and on
seating himself delivered the following judg-
ment: He commenced by reading the
declaration of the plaintiff, which alleged the
defendaut, Hon. Mr. Beaudry, had abused his
authority hy arresting him and otbers and
causirg him to be imprisoned, and had
indicted Lim, the Grand Jury having
found a true bill, and that he had been dam-
aged to the extent of ten thousand dollars.
The defendant had been served with a notice
on the 23rd October, 1878, in accordance with
the Jlaw which provides that when a public
ofticer is to be sued for damages, he must have
a month's notice. The notice was to the
effect that the plaintiff would institute an ac-
tion against the Hon. Mr. Beaudry for having
s0 abused his authority by arresting plaintiff
on the 12th of July, when he, with others,
were about to proceed in a procession which
was legul.

The defendant pleaded that as he was act-
ing as a public officer he was not responsible
personally for exercising his authority, and
he also made exception to the motice served
upon him by plaintiff, saying it was not sufti-
cient, as it did not mention the place wnere
the cause for damage arose, and tbat the.
attorneys for the plaintiff had not stated their
residence.

The defendant says that he has not received
the required notice ; that the causes of action
were not stated in the notice served; that it
did not even state where the act of defendant
complained of was done; he objucts alxo that
the names and regidence of plaintiffs attor-
neys or ageuts giving the notice are not stated
in or upon it,

I'he notice 18 sufficlent says plaintiil’s
attorney, “the defendant couid mot
misunderstand it.” It must be Berved
in a reasinsble common sense way, etc.
Art. 22, Code of Procedure, enacts:—* No
pablic officer can be sued for damuges by
reason of any act done by him in the exar-
cise of Lis fuuctions; nor can any verdict or
judgment be rendered sgainst him, unless
notice of such suit has been given him at
least one month before the issuing of the writ
Snch notice must be in writing ; it must
specify the grounds of the action, and must ]
state the nsme and residence of plaintiff'
attorney.’ Are the causes or grounds of ac-
tion stated in the notice? Thearrestof the
plaintiff on the 12th July, 1878, is the trespass
charged as the offence of defendant.  Where
it took place or was committed is not
stated. In Evgland, whence we have drawn
our law, this would be held {fatal
to the plaintifi'a case—Martin vs Upcher, 5,
0B, Se it would bein Ireland—=See Fisher's
Digest, page 3, cuces of 1877  So in Gutarlo
—EKembly vs, McOatry, 6, Q.B, old series;
and Mudden vs. Shewan, 2, Q B, page 115.
Here the Judge read from these cases. Our
Code of Prucedure, Art. 36, ordars: & Every
mit in damages against a public officer, by
reason of uny act done by him in the exercide
of his functions, must be brought before the
Court of the place where such act was com-
mitted.” Huow can it be seen whether au
action is instituted in the proper country
if in the notice of action no place be
stated? The necessity for the statewment
of place in the natice of action is appsrent for
wore rensons than one. Certain it is that our
Quebec Cuurts hold as do those of England,
Ireland and Scotland and Oatario. See Bet-
tersworth va.

Ourcode meant to enact
ag do thé Eoglish statutes a8 strictness, it
must bejobserved literally, and allows of no
equivalent page 417, Padey on Cenviciions,
4thedition. Osborne vs. Gough, 3 Bosanquet
and Pulles,is the case that some might call the
best cage for the plaintiff; but in that case the
attorneys signed “of Birmingham.” That
case might have helped, had the plaintiff's at-
torneys signed of Montreal, as they have not
done. On this point of the case 1 am bound
to say that the dufendant's first plea haste be
supported ; s0o that upon either one of de-
tondant’s two objections treated at plaintiff's
action must fail. This makes it unnecsssary
to go into the case any further. In conclusion
His Honor begged te be excused for having
occupied so much time in pronouncing s
judgment in-a case that might have been dis-
posed of in a brief period of time. His only
reason for acting as be bad done was & desire
to simplify matters to other than professional
hearers. .

The Court then adjourned apd the ad-
mirers of religious liberty filed slowly and
mournfully out of the judical ball. It is as-
serted on good authority that a grand banquet
was to be given in the Wiudsor Hotel, ifn
tavorable judgment had been delivered.

Secondly—Additional reom for the various
classes, asnow they are over-crowded and
many are denied admittance trom lack of
space. As an instance of the extent of the
classes we may mention that one comprises
the very large number of 134 pupils. On
visiting the office of Mr. Wm. H. Hodsop, the
architect, we were afforded an oppor-
tunity of judging for ourselves the
character of the - proposed  building.
The building will have a frontage of sixty
foet, with a depth of forty feet. It will be
three stories in height, and surmounted by a
moansard roof en three sides. The difforent
fiats will be lofty, as consistent with modern
ideas, and the sanitary arrangements both as
regards drainage and ventilation will be per-
tust. The front of the building will be
entirely of cut stone and will present s neat
and uniform appearance, having a central
projecting  entrance, terminating  with
& pediment at the main cornice of thy
roof. The basemment will contain heating-
room, gervants' apartments, fuel cellars, &c.
On the ground floor will be the vestibule
hali, parlors, refectory kitchen, pantry, ser-
vauts’ room, and a staircase leading to the
foor above. The second floor will comprise
the “Community roum,” chapel, Bacristy.
cloak-room, and a wleepivg chamber for vism.
tors. A verandah will be erected in the rear
the full lengtk of the building. The thirs
floor will form one vast dormitory.
a bathroom, lavatory and linen closet beiog
also provided. Operations have been com:
menced.

A carter
named Patrick Hurkine, residing in Yard
Hends, Leith, while driving & horse and lorry
into a shed in the old docks on Saturday, had
one of his ears almost torn off by coming in
contact with & wooden beam. Harkins, it
appears , wag sitting on tbe top of some sacka
of bran with which the lorry was laden, and
had failed to observe the beam. Benjamin
Fiaher, a carter in the employ of MessrsA. & R.
Tod, flour millers, Leith, whileadjusting some
bags of grain on to a lorry at Messrs Hay's
mills, Leith Walk, a large pulley used for
hoisting bags fell upon him and fractured his
collar bone. All the injured men were con-
veyed to Leith Hospital.

A mass meeting ofthe unemployed, attended
by 2000 to 3000, wua held on Monday on the
Greop, near the Nelson DMonument. Mr.
James Buchanan, who first addressed the
meeting, 5aid that at a meeting of the com-
mittee held in the forenoon it bad been resolved
that, in order to allow the authorities time to
carry out their scheme of relief, the procession
through the streets should be posponed till
Friday—(cries of « No, no,” apd «It'll not do”)
—snd by that time they would know what
sort of a thing the scheme was to be. (Cries of
« No,” and « Have it to-day.”) Mr. Godfrey,
ascending the stool that bad to dodutyasa
platform, began by expressing hia great plea-
sure at sreing such a magnificent turn-out of
the working men of Gluosgow. The commit-
tee, at meetings held on Baturday and that
forencon to consider the present aspect of
affairs, had resolved tkat the demonstration
and procession originally fixed for Saturday
should be postponed till Friday next. He be-
lieved that the proposed procession had been
productive of at least one happy result. No-
thing was heard of any scheme of relief until
it was praposed that there should be such a
pracession for the purpose of showing that
the rtatements regarding the amount of des-
titution in the city has not been, and were
not being exapgerated, and also of showing
what sort of men the unemployed were. The
wuthorities had, as it were, taken the wind
out of their sails by making a temporary pro-
vision for the unemployed, and tbat being so,
there was no object to serve by having such
a proceskion. Another reason of the commit-
tee for wishing the procession postponed, in
addition to that of secing the scheme of relief
developed, was that if a procession was held
it might be joined by a large number of loafers
—uot genvine unemployed working men st
all. For bis own part, however, he honestly
admitted that he had no faith at all in the
proposed scheme of relief. The* Old Citizen's”
suggestion contaived in Friday's Iferald he
condemned as stupid and mischievous. A
man here stepped forward from the crowd, and
in order to show, a8 he said, the sort of relief
that was going to be given, mentioned that
the place in Tromgate, apened in the morning
hud already been closed, and while it was
open the door was guarded by policemen, in
order, ag was #aid, to prevent a mob. Mr.
Godfrey said it might be simply becaues of
the propnsed procession that the dowrs had
been closed, and altogether he thought it wns
a providentinl matter that the procession hud
pot been held. (A cry of « Thereis time enough
yet.") That might be, but if the advice of the
committee was accepted no procession would
be held. A Mr. Brown npext ascended the
stool. He srid there was plenty « f money in
Glasgow, and where there was that it would
be a Leathen country if men where allowed to
starve. The Town Council and Parochial
Boards could do nothing, and he Buggested
that a committee, consisting not of aristocraty
but of unemployed working men, should be
employed to solicit subscriptions from the
merchant princes of Glasgow, the listof sub-
scriptions to be hended by the uame of Coun-
villor James Martin.  Ultimately, however,
the meeting saparated without cuming to any
decislom, except that it was inadvisable to
bold a procession until it was seen how the
scheme of relief devised by the nuthorities
succeeded.—Glasgure  Herald.

THE OUTRAGE IN MAYO.

FULL PARTICULARS - THE INQUEST.

(From the Dublin Freemun’s Speclal Reporter.)
Castlebar, October 2.

On Tuesday last Mr. Smyth arranged to
collect the Clive rents at Ballyeroy. He left
Westport early in the morning, his son, Mr.
Edward Smyth, being with him, a man pamed
Mulkern driving. On their way home Mr,
Smyth, senior, was sitting on the left of the
car, tacing the Claggan Mountains, while his
son was seated on the other side, facing the
ses, and the driver rode in the dickey. Sud-
denly from a spot on the mountain side, about
ten feet above the road way shots rang out. Mr.
Swmyth saye four or five shots were fired, snd
that there were three or four men. Theshots
passed harmlessly over the hends of the party
and then the assailants were seen scattering
along the side of the mountain. The car
plunged on; but Mr. Edward Smyth, it is
stated, jumped off, ran across the road, mounted
on the bank, levelled a rifle he carried, covered
one of the men, and fired. The bullet struck
the fugitive, who was about sixty yards away,
in the right side, passed through his heart,
and out through his brenst bone. He dropped
a double-barrelled gun he was carrying, tot-
tered on a few paces, fell, and died, splashing
the turf with his life's blood, which gushed
through the wound in his chest. Mr. Smyth,
it is said, calmly loaded again, and fived ut
another man, and then, loading a third time,
fired, but without ‘effect. Two men naimed
M'Neely, who were working on the mountain
side, henrd the shots, and saw the affair. The
Messrs Smyth walked up to the dead body,
and returned to the place of ambush, picking
up the gup, and finding what were prezuma-
bly the bat and coat of the deceased. They
drove into Mulranny, gaveinformation to the
police, and proceeded to Westport, where AMr.
Smyth, junior, is mow. County Inspector
Owon had just arrived at Mulranoy on an offi-
cial visit, and heat once proceeded to Claggan,
Constable Foy and other members ot the
force also hurrying there.

The body was found lying about 3% yards
from theroad. The statements as to its hav-
ing been in any way hidden are without
foundation. 'The corpse was identified an
that of Thomas Howard, a militinman, whe
bore an indifferent chuaracter, and was not in
anyway interested in land. The deconsed ap-
pears to have been a well-built man, of about
35. He has a long black beard and a protu-
sion of black hair. No kith or kin has claimed
him, and he will be bur:ed at the expense of
the man on whom he fired. In his pockets
were tound some pieces of newspaper rolled
up, as if for wadding for a gun charge. One
of the barrels of the gun he carried was dis-
charged, the other was loaded with two bullets
an+l & very small quantity of powder.

On Thursday the inquest was held at Mul-
1apny, about half-pnst two, immedistely after
the arrival of Mr Roubert Mostyn, tho ceroner,
who came from Ballina by car. Sir George
O'Donel, Mr. Pike, and Mr Vesey Btopey, of
Rosturk Castle, sat in the room, and occa-
sionally put questiona to the witnerses. The
deceased was described on the inquigition pa-
per a8  Thomas Howard, a yeoman, late of
Corick or Baugor, aged 35.”

The Ceroner asked were there any friends
of the deceased present?

Sub-Inspector Davis said none were present,
and the police bad been unahle to discover
any friends or relatives of the deceased.

The police were reprerented by Mr. Owen,
Ccunty Inspector of Mayo, and Mr. Davis,
Sub-Inspector, Newport.

The following wure eworn by the jury :—
Capt. Thomas J. B. Stoney, Captain Richard
Atkinron, Messrs Richard Oram, John Oram,
David M'Adarm, George Hope, James Sproule,
John Gibboor, Nvil O’'Donnell, Dominick
Moran, Fraocis Moran, Henry M'Namin,
Bryan Henory, Alexander E. Mulley, John
M'Cufferty, Stanhope Alexander Forbes, ¥d-
ward Sweeney, John Gannon, Pceter Lavelle,
and Alfred Jones.

The jury having examined the body, the
corouer proceeded to take evidence.

Mr. Jubn Sydney Smyth, of Westport, said
—I am agzent for the Maruis of Slico I re-
collect T'uesday last, the 30th of Suptember.
T left Westpord that morning at about seven
o'clock, with my son, Sydney Ward Smyth,
and the driver of the car, Thomas Mulkern. I
drove to what we call the court-honsein Bally-
croy. I went to meet the tenants. I met a
good mavy tenants. I pgot thereat 110'clock,
and left again at a (uarter before two o'clock.
On my wuy to Westport, whon about four
miles on my way, passing a sandpit, or place
where thuy had taken thv material formaking
and repairing the roads at Clagean Mountain
there were a number of shots fired directly
I should say
there werp five—I would swear there were
four. They were fired very quickly, as fast
aB it wag possible out of a double-barrelled

gun.
Mr. Malley~—Do you belicve those shots

were fired at you?

Mr, Smyth—1I do.

Witness cortlnied—I was sitting on the

1eft side of the car, on the side from which the

shots were fired  The parties who fired the

shots were on the back of the pit, about eight

or nine feet above me and in front of me.

Captain Stoney— Were you looking at the
men—did you see the men when the shots
were fired 7 Noj not when the shots were
fired. On their being fired Ilooked up, and
then T saw three or four men—I would swear
there were three men, and I think there were
four—in froot of the car~in front of where L
was I saw weapous in their hands. o

Wers their arms pointed towards you when
yousaw them with guns in their hands? [
gaw Rome of them had guns. 1 cannot say
they all bad gups in their hands. The gnos
were not pointed then. They appeared to me
ar if they were looking to see what they had
dove. Theborse rav about 30 yards before
the man could stop him, :

Coroner—Were they disguised—had any
of the men their faces blackened? I did not
take particulur notice. I saw that ome of
these niterwards was disguined—a tew very
miputes afterwnrds. I am speaking of this
man that you are investigating the death of,
It struck me at the moment they wers very
black-looking wen. The horse carried me a
rhort distance. My son jumped off the other
side of the car immediately. He had a rifls
in his hand. He discharged itat one rfthe men
—atall events thuy wsrevetreating at thetime.

Coranaer—Would you say he ficed at them
all? He covered & man any way. I did not
see the effect at the time.” I ‘got off the car
as soon as I could. . I asked him first if he
had been hurt. He said “No He asked
me if I was hurt, and I made the same answer.
" ~Captain Stonev—When the shot' was fired
could you gee the man who was attacked? I
did not ree the man full, and conld not see
him from. where I wag. I won't say I could
not. I am-notaurebut I did- see the man,
but 1 did not see him fall; and,:- therefors, -I
don't like to say I saw the man he fired at,

. At tbat moment did yoa see.any man? I
did, I raw some of the mun as they scattered.
" What were they dolog at ‘that woment?

They were retreating after firing at us.

- Coroner—Waere they retreating at the time
the shot was fired? I cannot say that exactly;
1 came up to my son, and atter asking bim
was be hurt hesaid  No; but I have shot
another,”

How long was it after the shots were fired
when Mr. Smyth returned fire? Immediately.
When he told me be had shot o man I asked
«Where is he?” Almostas I asked the ques.
tion I saw the man lying on the mountuin
about GO yards from the road. We both
walked up to look at the fallen man.

Would you say he war cne of the mumber
that fired at you? I would. Ou going ever to
se¢ whether he was dead or not I found, and
took up, & double-barrelled gup, which was
some yards behind him, as if he had run after
be had been ghot before he fell.  One barrel
had been discharged.

The gun, a well-mnade fowling-piece, with
one barrel loaded, was produced.

The Coroner directed that the contents of
the londed barrel should be drawn, to see
whether it was loaded with o bullet or shot,
for the decensed was evidently shot with a
bullet.

Witness—1I took up the gun and brought it
to the police here.  The man, I believe,
was dead. I did not put ray hand on him, but
I believed so from his countenance, and alto-
gether.  1said at once to my son,*The wan
is deal.”

A Juror—How far was he from the road at
the time 1—Sixty yards. Wo returned to the
pit to see whure the man hind been lying, and
on coming there found a cont and a bat. The
dead man had no cost on him when I saw
him. I think he badno hat.

Would the pit, whence the first shot came,
be wixty yards from the road? No.

At this stage a constable produced o piece
of battered lead which bad been extracted from
the gun.

Sir George 0'Doncl—That is a bullet—that
is clenrly a bullet.

Mr. Malley~1t was not cast in a mould.

County Inspector Owen said the piece of
lend had been beaten together.

Captain Strong, after hammering the gun
again, produced a second picce of Jend—a per-
fuctly formed bullet.

Witness—We then drove dircct to the police
barrack with the gup, hat and coat.

Coroner—Is there anything else you wish
to add to your depositiona?

Witness—I wish to add that about three
woeks befors this occurrence I recerved a letter
through the post, with the Newport postmark

onit. I uniortunately bave not the lotter; it
is in the hands ot the police. 1t was to this
effuct :—

“[ am in this country obnerving the con-
duct and tyranny of agents and landlords,
Perhaps you are not awave that thare isu very
large sumn of money to be paid for the killing
of you. Tuke heed to yourself on the road
butween Baltycroy and Newport, for you will
be killed.”

Captain Stoney—Did tho behaviour of the
people at Ballycroy when you visited them
give you noy cause to apprehend any violonce
from them ? No, it did not. They have never
shown mo any rRymptons of disrespect or uny-
thing else. I never suw them more correct
in their wholu behaviour than they were on
the last visit. 1 went there to receive rent.
Thuy stated their inability to ppy—they could
not sell their cattle, and bad not their harvest
got together. I said 1 was perfectly willing
to wait until they could sell or get their crops
in. That is the ouly conversation I had, and
wo parterd on the best of terms.

A Juror—Was it off the road that My
Smyth fired at the dead man? It was not. It
wasoff the side of the road. Mr. Sydney
Smyth fired three shots altogether. It wus
out of » small brecch-loading single-barrellad
peagun. e fired the shots in quick succes-
sion.  One shot was fired atthe dead man, aud
the others were fired at the retreating
men to keep them going. The first shot ap-
porently kitled the man.

Do you believe it was with the intention of
taking your lives away thoy fired? L do.

There were no markson the car or cushions.
The face of the man that was killed was
blackened.

Thomas Mulkern, car driver, of Wustport,
deposed—1 recollect Tuerday last, the 30th
Septomber. I am in tho employ of Mr. Clum-
putt, who keepscars, [drove the Messre Bmyth
to Ballycroy. On the return to Westport,
abouts couple of miles from Ballycroy the
mare was trofting sbout five miles an hour,
and [ was looking at the right side of the car,
I was sitting in tho driver’s seat, when a shot
wan lired and the mare gave a jump,

A Juror raid the spot wus three miley
s gtrong ? from Ballycroy.

Witness—I cannot say really—it was about
3 miles.

Coroner—\Was there more than one shot
fired 7—1 did not hear more than one My
attention was onthemare.  She was jump-
ing. Theshot came sideways, Old Mr,
Smyth was on the left side of the car,and the
voung gentleman was on the right side. Younyg
Mr. Smyth jumped down when the shot was
fired. He had a rifle io hishand. The mare
went off o few yards. Mr. Smvth, senior,
catght the relug, and pulled her up. I did
not look back to ses what young Mr. Smyth
was doing. Mr. Smyth jumped ofl the cur.
It wag moving ou at the time. I went on a
few yards with the mare. I hardly could hold
her. I did not lopk back for some time. I
saw Mr Smyth firing nt three fllows who
were running awny over the mountain.

A Juror—Ifany one swore there were four
or five shots fired at first, wouldit be true?—I
could notsay. Therecould be nnknown to
me. I was frightencd and confused at the
timo. [ did not gee sny guns with the men-
who were running awny. I did not see their
faces. 1 could not see whether they had their
coats or boots on.

Coroner—Were you in terror of your lfe?
—1 was.

Sir George O'Donnel—Was it not your im.
pression at the time that you were fired at?—
No,sir. I dou't believe I wae fired at. There
were no signs of any murks on the car.

Mr. Vesey Stoney (n magistrate)—Why
were you afraid, then?—I got o shock. I
could not tell what they were firing at,

A Juror—The shots muy have been fired at
8 grouse.

Sir George O'Donel —Unegenernlly fires at
grouse with a bullet.

Mer. Pike—Did you ever say to Mr. Smyth
that you heard the bullets wilz hy your head ?
—No, sir, I did not. 7The shot may have
been fired at the car. Young Mr. Smyth did
not fire until the first shot came from the
party on the bank. I waited on the road un-
til Mr. Smyth brought back the coat and hat
and gun, sad told me to drive into Mulranny.
quick until he would send out the police for
the man. ‘ o
Bub-Constable Patrick Bourke, of Mulranny
deposed that on-Tuesday last Messrs Smyth
drove to the barracks. From what they told
him he proceeded to the scens, and found the
body of Thomas Howard lylog dead on the
mountaivr, about thirty yards from the public
rond. The first thing they did was to search
his pockets. They found nothing but bits ot
newspapers'in hls . pockets, ‘The. person he
nuw saw dead was Thomas Howard. He
knew him to be in the North Mayo Militia in
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1877, . K
hen charged the jury.

A Juror agked why were the M Neelys sum-
moned by the porice and not examined ?

Mr. Pike gaid he had brought them into
Mulranny, as they told him they heard oneor
two shots, and Baw three men running away.
After some discussion among the jury,

Pat M'Neely was examined by the Coroner.
He said he was about 300 yardson the monn-
tain from the firing on Tuesday. He saw &
car coming up, and two men jump off. One
%ot ou the bauk, and the firing began. ‘Two
were then coming out from the bog. One
man did not go far before he full, and then
two sfhots were Aired at the other man, He
beard about four shots altogether.

Joseph M’Reoly snid ho wns about 40 per-
ches from where the man was shot. He heard
the reports of six or seven shots. He saw a
man falling, and two men were on the bank
very near him. He could say they ficed at
him. He heard more shots after the man fell
than before.—There were three fired before
he fell.  Witness thought it was Mr. Clive
shooting gronse until he looked duwn the
wountaiv and saw the man fali,

Theroom was then clenred for the jury to
deliberate. In about twenty minutes they
founc the following verdict:—

- Wa unanimonsly find that the deceased,
Thomas Howard, died of n gunshot wound,
inflicted in self-dofence by Sydney Ldward
Suyth, after soveral shots had beon fired at
himself and his father ; and we nequit him of
all blame or criminatity in the matter.”

his shauow, than Is he who, with better fuctlities
for h's daily occupations, and vetter conv<n-
lences for tiis dahz' 1ife, hus hanging bvefore his
eyes the fact thut some d.y, when he Isolder
and less able 1o commence farming uguin, he
must resign bis \mprovements to his landior .
turn the key ou his home, and pitch his tents in
strange fields,

The question of economy, however, cannot be
set aslde. ‘lhere aure, I kpow, many farmers
whose uim {n life seems to be to sve how much
money they can screw outof the i1and to invest
on bond and mortga.e, and the more often they
canmove ind upp'y thelr leeches to fresh cheeks,
the moretully they wiil gratify thels [owest am-
bition. ?‘hey save ut the e pigotof improvement,
and are unconscious of the upea bung of exhaus-
tion; In their wuy they are happy. out every
man who means to take a bronder view of farm-
ing, and reeng,.izes the fact that ths most sub
stuotial part of the returnsof his labor, and of
his outlay, cunsists in better bulldiugs, better
soll, and betLer stuck, will see 2 sufficient reason
for wisbing to become the owner of the fea of
his farm. 1ln the other transuctions of life,
where the principle holds good that anything
is worth what it will feteh in the marget, busi-
ness men invest money with a view to the
chances of 1ts return »t any tlme when they
choose to sell. Iu furmlng, this prineiple does
not hold goud—aut least not with regard to the
farm itseir.

It {s better that the question of selling be not
at all cousldered, for a valudble farm i+ always
a very ditlcult thing 10 sell, and very rarely
brivgs 0 much as it 18 worth, There are per-
sous who speculute ln farms, who buy woru-out
iand at a low price, and, afier imp oving 11, sell
it ata high price. They of'en muke monsy by
the operution, nnd they generatly du good. They
are a usefu. clanaof enterprising mea, but they
are not the kind of men thal I huve inmy mind
now —-men who inteau 10 “follow” farming as a
perman-nt occtipation, who have mida up thelr
minus that it i3 the thing to do, and wn.0 regard
{tnot s0 much an enterprise ax a l{ving. To
such, I say, buy yourtarm judiclously, and, of
course, as cheaply asyou can. Make up your-
mind whether it wiil auit you, defore you buy,
aud, having bought it,don't ente: ta 0 the Ides of
selling it, nor cutsider thy mouey yeu invest In
improvements fu the light of the selling valus
they will add to the farm, s> much as with ro-
ference lo the annuai return they will bring in
conveufence, economy, or ferulity. 1n shnrt,
consider your 'arm us o part of  ourself, aud let
it “grow with your growth, and strengthen with
Fou strengin "—you will find your carly advan-
tage in sv doing.

Under all circumstances, make the purchase
ofafaim o mstiler of the mast careful study.
Probably 1t {s the oniy farm that you will ever
buy, avd it will have very much ta do with your
Pbrusperity ana your happiness throughout your
whule life, 1f you have fmm bred & luraler you
wiil be able tudeclds what you want, aud cau
form an upinion that will bé more sutisfagtury
{to yourself ut least: than any that you will get
from booksor from mea,

If you have passed your previous life in an-
other occupativn, and now mean to make your
living bv furming, the best advice that any one
could give you would be to gu and pass a whote
Year with the best farmer you Kuow. Become s
regular “furm-hund,” with an unde:standing
that youare t bs uliowed to learn to do all Kinds
of farm wurk. “Wo:ik away for dear life at his
‘farm, and miake him tel yon all he knows
“Jancy it is your money fnstead of his thut buys
every on ofmunure he expends.'* After such
an experience, unu with the sid of what you can
learn from books, lyou wlll probably be abie to
Judge for yourself, botler thau agy one else
can judge for you, what surt of farm you want.

It 18 4 good plan, (for & man who has an oplio-
fonuf bis own,) o ask the adviceur opluion of
othera pretty freely, not that such oplaions are
generally worth much, but they are uften sug-
gestlve of ¥ ew points to be cons.dered.

I do not propose tosay much {n rhe way of
advice onthe subject of farm buying The var-
lety uf wants supplied a'e about as numerous as
Lhe men tuemsslves who areseeking farms, and,
while to te may be in 4 groal measurp edu-
cated and madltied, and while thercal require-
ments of all systems of farming mixht bu
enumnerated and discussed, it would be far be
Yoad the scope of this arucls to atiemps uither.
There are, bowever, & few general principles
whowse application is 80 universnl that they
should aiways be borne in miud, but beyond
thesel d not deem iL practicuble Lo vo.

To those wao wanttu buy for & home rather
than for & farm,—who want an uraamental
furm, or & sorL aof agriculturnl ¢ nntry-seat,—
these directlons can be uf useoulyin o iur as
they awply o the strictly agricalturul aspucty
of thelr case, The very importanl cunsidera-
tionsof beauty, apd the con.enlences of luxur
lous iving must be determined by the i ht of
other cuusiderations than those” with which
slmple farwlng has to do

Al the same time, avery farm must be the
home .of the farmer's family, and must, (or
should,) comprise the influences which are 1o
have the most welght in the development of
his own and his wife's characters, and {n moutd-
ipg the habits, the tastes, and the constitutions
of hiy children,

As g mau has butone lifeto live he shonld be
very careful that heso Jives toget from it the
greatest possible amount of health, comfort,
cultivation, and ability for usefulness for ¢ im-
selfund for hi~ family,” Thlsrequires a healthy
lucation, a good house, ﬁood faciiiies for educa-
iion, good peighho bhood,and good l1and. To get
aliof these 1sthelot of but few men Genwsrally,
we muxst be content with only a partof them, In-
asmuch as —ufier health,—monwy 18 not the
greatest good, but the means for atiaining the
Rreatest good, the quallty of the »oll 18 of more
importauce thun any other thing except health-
fulness of situation. A hundred bushe.s ot corn
or forty bushels of whear to the acre, will not
compensaten wan for a housenold of fever and
ague, but if they can be had without the dlsesse,
they will lead the way toalmost every thing elss
that ia needed.

The first thing to be decided I8, whether to re-
main in well-seitled parts of the country, orto
emigrate 10 virg n land. In the latlter case,the
quesilon should be, in how far will large crops
and l{ghrer wark compensate for the want of

ood schools, good socley, and goed home mar-

ets. In the former, in haw far will thesootnl,
educational, and vommerocia!l advaatages make
up for the prorer quality of the soll. I agsume
that in elther cass the consideration of healtu is
the mastimportant of all.

The far West, with its newer and more fortile
land, is very tempting to one class of men, and
the older settled parts of the country, with
their older civitizution and tholr more dense

but a8 the broader culture, and more careless
feeding whioch 18 practiced on the larger farms
of new countries, requires 1ess exaot knuwledge
and |- ssclose ecomomy than 18 indispensable on
higber-priced laud, the abjects of my baok will
be best attained it I confine my attention tothe
requirementa of the more thorough gystem of
agriculture that amall 1arme make ROCessary.

7 hird.—Ruy a farm that is very much run
own und out of repair, rather than a good
farm with good lmprwements whicu are nut
exactly what you will require, uniess you can
get the 1mprovements for much less than It
wouild cost you to Teplacs them. Better pay
fifty dollar~ more for u place that fifty doll+rs
will make exuctly richt, than a hundred 1atlars
for a place that never will be exactly right.

Fourth.—Remember that 0clear up awamps,
bulls up stoue wails, aud dig out rocke and
stumps cosls much labor, and delays legitimute
farw operations, Farmers are not apt tv reckon
these thlugs at their full cort, bucauss they do
not ysually pay out monsy to huve themd.nw—
forgetting ‘Lut their own labor, thus spent,
might be more »dvaniageously upplied to better
lund. Thetile dralnage of wet clays may be g«-
dertaken with more confidence, ause asuch

most profit .ble of a'l cuitiva-fon. wtitl, {n pur-
chasing land of this sort we should calculateto
Sny from tbirty to sixty dollars su acre for
ruining tiles wnd labor,—an expenditure which
not frequent:y comes bark in two or three years,
from the increased production; while the im-
pruvement i8 permanent and often increases
yan{gl for a loug time; yet which does consume
capital,
Fifth.~Be sure thal the placeis adapted Lo the
sort of fayming yoa mean Lo follow. Do not
hopeto ralse the best frult on moist, cold land,
exposed o the highest winds, norto raise the
bost grassou & ground that is too high and dry,
It your soll w.ll require heavy manuariug, and
your system of farwming will not produce much
munure, you should be near enough to & town
to haul out sieble munure or other fertilizers
without too great cost.

been able to elect at least five or six repre-
sentatives, but that did not suit the Confeder-
ation gentlemen, who were 80 very careful in
securing to the Protestant minority a sufficient
number of seatg to give them at all timea
great influence in the House. No, they ac-
ranged the electoral divisfons in such man-
n-r that in every cmse, except Quubec and
Montreal, our people were outnumbered by
their French Canadian fellow subjectz and
unable to return their man.
Take a8 an instarce of what I desire to im-
prese on your attention, the thres Countier of
Montmorency, Quebec and Port Neuf, tte
large number of Irigh Catholics in those cruu-
tiog buing divided in such a way that the Iiish
find themselves swamped by the French as
two to one. If the counties had been laid
out differently, the [rish being altogether in
a string of back parishes, they would have a
large and numerously settled electoral divi-
sion, settled entirely by themselves.
The same thing applies to other parts of
the Province, where the injustice has been per-
petrated of swamping usout, or, at all events,
not giving that sucurity against the eonmity of
the people of another nationality, which was
justas likely to occur against us as against
the Protestant minority in this Province.

PARNELL'S CAREER.

AnEnglish Portrait of the Irlsh Agitator
—Hix ParMismentary Experien¢e and
Position.

(From the London Echo.)

«If Parnell does not draw vein,” remarked
a friend to me the other day, “the country
will soon have to put him under lock and
key.” It ig not my intention to justity the
observation, cr to discuss the anti-rent agi.
tation in Ireland in any shuape, butit scems to
me that when a politiciau comes to-be re-
garded by a great many people as a rather
dangerows woan—uand thers are a great many
perople of my friend’s way ot thinking—it is
well the couutry should know something
about him. Gladstone we know, and Buea-
consfield we know ; but here is o pew factor
in politics, as the jargon of the day goes,
about whom nobody, except Lis own personal
friends, knows anything. To begin with Mr.
Parnell—as I am for the moment biographi.
cal, let me say Mr, Charles Stuart Parnell—
although an Irish agitator, and the hope of a
very “young lIreland” party, is, curiously
envugh, not an Irishman at all, or oue only
to a limited extent. He is American by
his motber’s side, his mother teing the
danghter of an admiral in the United States
Navy, sud his father comes of an old English
family, originally, I believe, from one of the
Midband counties.  The poet Parnell was one
of his ancestors. T do not know at what
date the Darnells settled in Ireland, but it
must have been a very long time ago, tor the
grandfather of our Mr Parnell was the last
Chancellor of the Excheyuer of the Irish
Parliament, and a bitter opponent of the
Union.  So much for the lineage of my hero.
It i¥ not by any means contemphible. There
are very many peers who have not 8> good a

one.

7The first ap-
pearance of our fricod on any stage was when
he made his bow to the Speaker of the House
of Comwons, in April, 1875, with the return
for tho county of Menth in his pocket. A
tall, thin, fair, studious young man of nine.

of exusperation.” He had not long tinished
his  studies st Cambridge, aund politics
were practically an unknown tield to him, his
chicf article of faith being « Home Rule,”
which Mr. Butt had not long before invented
as ak improvement to Fenianism, and while
it was then undeorstood by young Iveland to be
a patrictic thing to beliovy in., Thut ses-
sion, after the manner of most new members,
Mr. Parnell wag mute. AMr. Pwnell heard
vote after voto of the estimales passed, and
clause after clause of his biNls discussed in
committee, and snid noet a word, The {den
of obstruction wan then as far from hig mind
w8 from, say, Admiral Edmoundrton’s. The
following session he begun to find his feet
and to interest himself in  small de-
tails of estimates, and it seems to have beea
about this time, ov his sceing the snceess
which attended persistont criticiem, that he
thonght of obatructioy. It was ounly by de-
grees, howover, that the policy of obstruction
was developed, and the House itself s, per-
haps, in some degree, responsible for it.
Evarybody knows that the House, or rather
the winisterial portion of it, is somewhat im-
patient of criticism, especially of persistent
criticient, of the estimates. Dillwyn, Whit.
woll and o few others have a sort of preserip-
tive right to make the pame remarks and ark
the ssime questions year after year; but no
sooner dovs any new member botray a dis-
position to pry into the secrets of the public
purse than the mechanical majority procecds to
sit on him after ite own fashion. A hum of
conversation arises ns soon as the new
man gets upon his legs. The new man, being
under the impression that members are mere-
1v carvless, and not malicious, raises his
voice; *he tatkers raiso theirs, till at length,
if the trial of strength is ceatinued long
enough, the Honee is & perfect Babel of sound.
This wag Mr, Parnell’s expericuce.

FIRAT PARLIAMENTARY EXPERIENCES.

Now, few men have the tewmerity to brave
the House of Commons,  Ninsty-nine mem-
bers out of o hundred, finding that they can-
uot get a hearing, are content to accept the
inevitable,  Notso Mr. Parmell. Vindera
slim and almost effeminaie exterior he has an
iron will. He refused to be put down. The
more the Houke would not listen, the mors he
wonld talk, even althongh be could not bu
heard more than a couple of henchen off, nud
hig persistence gradunlly attracted the sup-
port of the sympathetic Biggar and one or
two kindred spirits in the same direction,
who looked upon him as an Irish martyr.
By-nnd-Ly he began to retalinte by talking
when he had nothing to say, and so duriug
the session of 1877 and 1878, the merits of
obstruction as an engine for oxtorting con.
cessions from the Government gradually
dnwaed upon him and his faithful adherents,
whose appearance in the character of finan-

cial and administrative critics the House
resented  in pretty much the same way
a8 his own. Derhaps had Mr. Parnell

poseessed in  some degree  the oratorical
faculty the [Houxe would have tfreated him
more kindly.  But he has a harsh, monoton-
ons voico, which at onco destroys all sympa-
thy between him and his hearers, and hix
manner i8 stiff, and 8o to speak, wooden.
Since he has been in Parlinment he has never,
so far as I recollect, spoken upon sny ques-
tion of general politics except flugging, and
that he took up more, perhaps, for obstructive
purposes than on conscientious grounds. Tle
political creed which he asks the country to
wupport is therefore a purely negative and
destructive one, It has this advantage
abave all others which have ever been
preached, that it falls within the comprehen-
sion of tho meanest capacity.
PERBONAL CHARACTERIRTICE.

I have spoken of Mr. Parnell's persnnal ap-
penrance. He is a standing wonder even to
bis friends. Calm, cool, bloodless, ne is a
man whom nothing can move. O'Conuor
Power grows savage under the exasperating
treatmentof the House, and O’Donnell hisses
his words through his teeth will ill dis.
guised resentment. But Parnell remains in.
variably imperturbable. A contest between
him and the Houde is 8 comedy in itself.
« My. Soeaker,” snys Mr. Parnell, rising to his
feot, and overpowering cries of #'Vide!
tvide!® Then comes a lull, in which Mr
Parnell edges in the words, « Mr, Speaker,
gir® Here thers i8 a renewed chorua of
volces, on the eaubsiding of which,
Mr. Parnell utters the words, «I rise,” which
are followed by mnotber outhurst, In tbis
way he contrives, bit by bit, to ]JI:OCSed
with his speech, the House unconsciously
rerving his purpose by forcing him to pause
at every word, Though a man of this rerolute
and upbending stamp, e hag, in personal in-
tercourse, the mildest and-most gentle man-
ner conceivable. ‘He fs almost womanly, and
B8ir Wilfred .Lawgon has long since noted

that he i8 an inveterate water drinker. A

somewhat comic transformation in his appear-
ance occurred & session or two ago. Finding
his hair thinning he was persuaded to shave
the upper portion of his scalp, and the result
wag that for some little time he was scarcely
distinguishable in the House from Jenkins,
The remedy—a somewhat hazarduus one—
succeeded in bis case, enabling him to stave
off—at all events for some years—the mis-
fortune of baldness.

HI8 INCOME.

There is a belief abroad that Parpell is a
wealthy man. This is a mistake. Hig pro-
perty does not bring him in more than L1,
500 a year, and, true to the principles he has
recently been preaching up and down Ireland,
kie has within the past few weeks, reduced his
own rents some twenty per cent It is a
question of sowme importance how s man of
this stamp stands in popular estimation. From
inquiries I have made Iam convinced that
Mr. Parnell is at present the most popular
man in Treland. Heis almost worshipped
by the masses, who naturally take
kindly to the new doctrine that un-
less the landlords concede in all cases a re-
duction of twenty-five per cent in rents
it is legitimate to pay no rentat all. By the
members of the home rule pnrty he hns never
been cordially liked. [l¢ wis never on any
tut bare speaking terms  with Mr. Butt, and
the relatious exigting between bim and Mr.
Shaw, the present teader of the Home Lule
purty, ave very similar.  The breach between
him and the party generally was considerably
widened by an mcident which took place last
session. At a meeting of the Home Lule com-
mittee he urged that, nuless the government
granted a subetantial University Lill to Ire-
land, the whole of the  votes for the Qneen's
colleges should be opposed.  The proposal
wios rejected, and Mr. Parnell, who is a
Protestant, i3 said, while smarting under
defeat, to have used the words, ¢ Yon are a
cowsrdly lot of Papist rats.” A fierce contro-
versy raged on this subject in the lrish pa-
pers. It wag auserted by some members of
Parlinment, and denied by others, that the

words had been used.  Whether they were or
not does not greatly matter. The tact re-
mains that the reported use of them gave rise
ton great deal of bad blood and alienated o
great portion of the Home Rulers from Mr.
Purnell and his projects.  Xow ho stands al-
most alone; his party does not number more
than four—Messes. Biggar, O'Dovnell. O'Con-
not Power and Finegan.  This is fortnnate.
I have heard Mr. Parncll assert that
with  twenty men he could stop
tho entire legirlative machine, and that
he will do his best at tho next genceral eloc-
tien to secure supporters thero is no doubt.
Rumor has it that there are ten or twelve
London Irishmen, chiefly of the literary and
legal persuanion, who are prepared on the
lirst opportanity to contest Irish acats under
his patronage. If the general election came
now, while the populur tervor is at its height,
they might possibly atand a good chance.

BISMARCH S STATMENT,.

Tho Two Protocols Stigued nt Viennp-—
Antloipatiog War— Kalzer Wilthelin
Protestn.

Lonnun, Octeber 23, —The Culoyar Gazette
a journal koown to be disectly iuspired by
the Prussisn Foreign Oflice, states that Prince
Bismarck has made a most important com-
munication to the Federal Council, whom he
cauged to be summoned to Berlio a fow days
ago. He laid bofore the Council copies of
two protocols which had been drawn up at
Viennna in presenceof the Emporor Francis
Joreph, providing for au offenrive aml defen-
rive alliance botween the two Kmpires. The
Awstrian Emperor signed the protocol with
the reservation that it was not to be hinding
upon him until it had received the sigunture
of the German Kuizer,

Prince Bismarck, in laying these papors be-
fore the Council, rsid that he recognized the
grauvity of the situation, nnd ackoaowledged
the propriety of tuking the represcntatives of
the people iute his confidenco, The pro-
pored allinnce might, and probably wonld be,
resented by a great power in the north of
Lurope, aud this redentment might be

“But the Council,” added the Chancellor,
tghould weigh alt the conditions of thesitua-
tion, and act for the best intecests of the
Fatherland,  Asg for myse!f;” he sa'd, in con-
ciusion, [ aulso convinced that the pro-
pored allinnee iy vitally necessary for our
sufety, that I am resvlved to make its ac-
ceptancs by our KEmperor a condition of
my remaining in oflice.  If he refuses to sign
the protocols, T shall ot once resign wy
oflice, and retire to end my davs at Varsin.”

The Council gave their approval to the
protocols, and immedistely afterwards Count
Stallierg, Minister of State, proceeded to
Buden, where the Emperor Willinm is now
wojourning, to nsk his sanction.  Under the
pressure thus brought to bear upom bim, the
Bmperor #igned the protocols, protesting
that

and Germany, which is the ultimate outcome
of thy conference between Prince Bismarck
and Count Andrasgy some time since. They
are said to have nothing more in view than
t preserve the peace of Europe, but at the
anme time, it is asgerted here by those who
claim to know something of matters in-
volved, that their provisions are such as to
lend almost with certaioty to perilous compli-
cautions with the Russians, It is asserted
that the termg of the allinnce were chiefly
dictated by Prince Bixwarck, and ure strong-
ly impressed with the lending features of his
truditional policy. Whether England is open-
ly invited to become an active party to this
new holy alliancs has not heen revealed,

Taygsspay, Oct. 23.

Bince our last weekly report of the cosl and
wood trave in this city prices for nearly all
kind- of coal have advanced twice, each time
25¢ per_ton. On Saturdsy, the 13th iost., the
third advauce of 25 per ton since the 1st of Uct.,
came intoeffect, and yesterday (Wednesday) still
anotuer advance was levied by rlil vur large deal-
ers. The advance here, of course, was caused by
all the large american coal companied having
advanced their prices anotber 23 cents per ton
Monday, the 20th inst. The Pennsylvania Coal
Co. 1ssued a clrcular on the2ist inst., announcing
an advance 8f 20c on all grades but pea, which
{8 quoted 100 per ton bigher. Coul ianow re-
poried very scarce in New York, where, owlng
to the rapid improvement in the iron and
other manufacturing industries the de-
msnd has become very active, and a
large business {8 being done nt prices 30c to 70c
higher than those which ruled & meuth ago.
A falr demand is also experierced by Montreal
deniers, who malutain that, considering the ad-
vance in freights, they have nomore profit now
than when the low prices ruted. Une firm
stated i1oday that they are aow dolug the
largest business, in smul! sized orders, of hard
coal, that they have ever done at this season of
the year. There is a tolerably good demand
alsc belng experiencea for steam cosl from
manu’acturers and steambo-t men, ete; lots of
100 tons each of Scotch steam are selling at
$1 75, and smuller lots at $5.
