IN announcing Mr. James Tynan’s
book, the St. James Gazette, & most bit
terly hostile paper to Irish interests,
8ays :

These
disclosures are a symptom of the in-
creased unrest of the physical force
party, and are not unlikely to hasten
the breaking un of the Irish party.”

The Fhoenix
Park affair has been condemned and re-
pudiated by the Irish people, and no
reputable Irishman has ever expressed
anything but sorrow for the sad event.
If Mr. Tynan thinks thathe can furnish
ovidence that maynserve as a vindication
of the Nationalists, he is coming too late
with it. If be has nothing new totell,
his book can only create mischief by
raking up ashes of the past. If he has
important information to give, that
might be of benefit to unjustly suspected
Irishmen, he was criminal in keeping it
to himselfzo long. Inany case we don’t
like the idea of such a book, especially
when heralded by such an organ as the
St. James Gazette. g

“AnToNIO " asks us: “Are all outside
the Church heretics ?” and, “Are all
heretics condemned ?"’ These two ques-
tions suggest answers that have been
given times numberless,” and these
answers are a refutation of one of the
false accusations brought against the
Catholic Church. All ontside the Church
are not negeesarily heretics. A man
may be in error without that his error
separates-him from the Church. Father
Lambezt, in & recent article puts it thus :

« He who does not know the doctrines

and decisions of the Church, is not a her-

etic, even though he professes heresy.

Heresy of this kind is like the sin which

one commits through involuntary ignor-
ance ; for instance the breaking of a law

of whose existence one is ignorant.” Here
the sin is only material, not formal, and
is not in itself an obstacle to salvation,
St. Augustine says : “We must not rank
among heretics those who carefully seek

after the truth, and who are in a dispo-
sition toembraccit assoon asdiscovered.”
There are many Protestants to-day who
belong to the spirit of the Church, al-
though not to the body thereof ; as there
are Catholics who belong to the visible
body of the Church but are not members
of it according to the spirit. “Out of
the Church no salvation,” is a principle,
when properly understood, is admitted
by all Protestants as well as by Catho-

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THE PAPAL ZOUAVES.

'WHAT AN OTTAWA MAN KNOWS OF
THEM.

A Relation that Comes Appropriately as
a Sequels to Gen. Herberxt’s Speech in
Montreal — The Expedition Didn’t
Tarn Out as Expected—The Identity
of the Corps Lost,

The following appeared in the Ottawa
Evening Journal and will be of interest
to our readers in view of the recent com-
ments.upon General Herbert’s very per-
tinent remarks concerning the Zousaves:

“Mr. J. T. Hickmett of this city
knows something about the experiences
abroad of the Canadian Papal Zouaves
which, in view of Gen. Herbert’s address
to the 65th Batt. in Montreal and the
newspaper discussion since, may be
worth the telling.”

Mr. Hickmett at the time of Gari-
baldy’s assault on the Pope’s temporal
power was living in Liverpcol where he
was foreman of s large glass factory
owned by Juan Gobbi, an Italian. In
this factory many Italians were em-
ploved, nearly all of whom were staunch
Garibaldeans, Altogetber there were
about 700 Italians in the city at the
time. While the fighting was going on
many of these men used to parade the
streets at all hours of the night shouting
% Long live Garibaldi.”

When the Canadian Ziuaves returned
to England after the war,en route to
Canada, some 150 came vie Liverpool,
where they stayed about three days
awaiting transhipment.

Mr. Hickmett says that when it be-
came known that the Z,uaveshad ar-
rived, the Italians began to plan an
attack on them in reprissl. Learning of
their intentions, and baving copsider-
able influence with them from his posi-
tion in Gobbi’s works, Mr. Hickmett,
after considerable difficulty, persuaded
the Garibaldeans not to try to molest the
strangers.

GOOD COUNSEL PREVAILED,

He told them that though the Zouaves
had gone to fight Garibaldi, and to pro-
tect tne Pope’s temporal power, they
were doubtless doing whbat they con-
gidered their duty to their religiom,
and therefore were not to be blamed.
The wise counsel prevailed, and there
was no fracas, but the Xtalians went
down in a body to the docks to see “ the
enemy,” Mr. Hickmett went along too,
and had talks with several of the men.
The rest of the story is best told in bis
own words.

‘There was about 150 of the Zonaves,
the balance of the 300 that went from
Canada had gone by London. A more
distressed looking lot of men I never set
eyes on. They looked as if they had
seen pretty hard times and it afterwards
proved they had. They bore a very
ragged appearance. Some had the
Zouave costume, but the majority had
only military caps, while not a few had
no uniform of any kind.”

THEY WERE DISHEARTENED,

“ Most of the corp were young fellows
of 22 or 23. Very few wereover 25 years
of age, and one, a bugler was only 15, he
told me.

One and all were entirely disheartened
and wholly disgusted with the expedi-
tion, and several told me they wished
they bad stayed at home. They said
ttey bad not been properly treated.

LOST THEIR IDENTITY,

They supposed when they left Canada
that they would all be kept together and
fight together. But when they arrived
in Rome they were promptly distributed
among the various Fapal regiments.
Their officers sgeemed to have no say at
all, and as Canadian Zouaves their iden-
tity was completely lost.”

WHERE AID CAME FROM,

" During the three days the men were
in Liverpool,” concluded Mr. Hickmett
“they were almost begging and in fact
would have had to, but for the aid of the
Irish people of the city whosympathized
with their cause.”

~ Masosgni, the composer of * Cavalleria

AN INTERESTING COMMUNICATION,

Arthur, an enterprising village of about
1,500 inhabitants, is situated in Welling-
ton County, in Ontario. The Teeswater
Branch of the C. P.R. runs through it at
the north-east end. It has a large Catho-
lic Church of which the sterple is one
hundred and twenty feet high. A bell,
costing fifteen hundred dollars, was
placed in the tower two years ago. The
inside of the church is undergoing many
improvements, and when it s finished it
will look like s new church. The two
priests, Father Doherty, P.P., and Father
Dube, curate, serve this church, also the
one in Peel Township. There are about
two hundred families in this congrega-
tion, the greater paxt of them living in
the surrounding country, Opposite the
church is the presbytery which was built
last summer.

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AN INTERESTING INSTITUTION.

THE CATHOLIC PROTECTION AND
' .RESCUE SOCIETY.

A Short Account of this Icme for Im-
migrant Catholic Children—The
Oplnion ot the Superintendents
and the Immigration
Agents.

0. St. Thomas street, in the parish of
St. Ann, there ie particularly noticablen
large_but plain and substantial brick
building, the whole exterior of which
presents an appearance of neatness and
gcrupulous cleanliness whick would do
credit to & Datch housewife. This
building is the house for immigrant
orphans, and is known by the name of
the Oalholic Protection and Rescue
Society. The society is under the aus-
pices of His Lordship the Bishop of
Soiford, England, and its object istogive
shelter, provide food, and, if poesibie,
work for Catholic orpbans, who are sent
to aeek their fortunes in this country.

The institution is the first of its kind
that has been founded in this country
for the benefit of Catholics, and the as-
gistance it has given to many young
immigrants, during the one short month
of iis existence, aungurs well for its future
usefulness.

Miss Brennan, a young lady well
known in St. Ann’s parish, is the super-
intendent of the home. When inter-
viewed by a representative of the TRUE
WiTKESs upon the establishment of this
new branch in Montreal, Miss Brennan
stated that the home was opened on the
1st of May, and up to the present there
had not been a very large number of im-
migrants, but a great many were ex-
pected during this month.

The Rev. Father 0’Callaghan, of Sal-
ford, England, will arrive in Montreal in
a week or two with a party of five boys;
sud Miss Lacy is expected later in the
month with 40 or 50 more boys and gixls.
Miss Brennan, while showing the TRUE
WITKESS representative over the estab.
Iishment, stated that there is excellent
sleeping accommodation for more than
50 persons. L

On the first flat of the building is a
large well furnished reception room and
office; separated from this room by a
pair of folding doors is & smaller private
reception room, and at the back of this
is the recreation rcom, in which eight
sturdy looking English youths, from 15
to 20 years of age, were amusing them-
selves with various games.

The recreation room is provided with
8 piano and two harps, also dominoes,
chequers and other games. There is a
very large recreation ground at the side
of the building, where the boys may
amuse themaelves with cricket and foot-
ball.

On the second flat there iz a prettily
furnished drawing-room, kept for special
visitors ; there are also several bed-rooms
on this flat and = well appointed bath-
room, where each new inmata is required
to take & bath immediately on arrival,
On the third flat there are three large
and airy bed-rooms, gla.mly, but very
neatly furnished ; the kitchen refectory,
etc., are equally well furnished and tidy.

Miss Brennan said that in & short time
she hopes to be able to make arrange-
ments for furnishing table board to such
of the former inmates as wish to come
to her; of course this would apply only
to those who had obtained situations in
the city, and they would be required to
pay & reasonable price for their board,

Mr. John Hoolahan, Dominion immi-

gration agent, when interviewed in refer-
ence to the above establishment, stated
that there was not the slighteat doubt
that it was a moat valuable acquisition
to the institutions of the city ; hundreds
of Catholic young men and boys used to
come to him every year and ask him
what they should do; the most of them
bad but very little money, and it was a
very difficult task to advise them aright,
as without friends they were almost sure
to consume whatlittle money they had
befure obtaining work ; now their condi-
tien will be very different, they will be
h uedaid fed efforts will be made 1o
find them work, and they will be treated
well in every way.
. Mr. Hoolahan paid his official visit of
Inspection to the Cathohic immigration
bome last week and expressed himeelf
excellently well satinfied with all he
8aw ; he also stated that, in his belief, no
more suitable lady than Miss Brennan
cnuld have been found to fill the position
of superintendent, , v

While public interest is concentrated
on the trial of those concerned in the
Banca Romana scandal, a deficit of 130,-
000 francs has been discovered in the
local Banca Agricola Industriale at
Chkieti, and the director, cashier, and
a.not.l:er cofticial have been placed under
arrest.

In the Church of San Nazzaro at Milan
dgnng Bome recent excavations near the
high altar, they were forlunate enough
to find, within a sarcophagus of the
Roman epoch, the bodies of $S. Nazarius,
Vasuvius, Glicerius, Lazzarus, and Maru-
lus, of whose bodies no trace has ever
been known since the time of their
burial by St. Charles Borromeo.

The hopes which at one time appeared
that the Crispi cabinet wonld abandon
the Giolitti policy of refusing Erequalurs
to the Italian Bishops seem destined to
fail. Some of the Bishops have been
walting since 1892, and there are still
twenty-three vacancies, including such
1mporiaut ones as those of Venice, Fer-
rara, Arezzo, Segni, Terracina, and
Parma.,

expresses & wish that due submission
may now be made by the priest, and
states that he has no doubt but that the
Cardinal will in that case grant him full
pardon for his disobedience and acanda-
lous conduct toward His Eminence.

FIRST COMMUNION ANI) CONFIRMATIOI\';

The snnual general meeting of the

The business of the Bunk has been
fairly good during the past year and
tbough adversely affected by the com
mercial depression, our profits are only
about $12,500 less tban shown in the last
annual statement. Under these circum-
stances the Directors feel that there is
every reason to be satisfied with the re-
sulta of the year's operations.

Since the Apnual Meating of the
Shareholders in June last, 8 change has
taken place in the Board, by the election
of Mr. A. F. Gault to fill the vacancy
caueed by the lamented death of the
late Hon, Sir Jobn Abbott in Montreal,
in October last. Sir John Abbott was
elected to the Board on the 15th May,
1888, and remained a member $ill his
death.

The Shareholders, especially the older
ones, will also have neard with regret, of
the death of Mr. Peter Redpath, which
took place at Chiselburst, England, on
1st February last.

Mr. Redpath was long & valued and
esteemed member of the Board here, hav-
ing been elected a Director in June, 1868,
and resigning in the year 1852, when he

_ left this country to take up his residence

in England. He was a member of the
London Committee of the Bank for the
five years preceding his death.

The Directors are gratified that Parlia-
ment has at length taken up the ques-
tion of an Insolvent Act for the whole
Dominion, and it is to be hoped that the
legislation upon that important subjeot
will resulvin a comprebensive and equit-
able act that will meet the requirements
of the business community, and while
affording protection to the interests of

-¢q1elitors, will at the same time expe-

dite the winding up of estates, .
In September last the Bank opened &

branch at Deseronto, Ontario, and the
office promises to be a satisfactory one.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

Sir Donald 8mith, in moving the adop-
tion of the annual report, said that the
fact of the bank having earned $1,313,-
989 or within a fraction of 11 per cent.
on the paid up capital, would be regard-
ed by the shareholders as very satisfac-
tory. The profits, while fully up to the
average of the preceding six yeers, had
been appreciably larger since the rate of
interest bad fallen to what bad become
to be looked upon a8 a presumably low
level. During the past ten months the
exports from Canada bad amounted to
$94 300,000, & gain of $1,660,000 over the
corresponding Eeriod of the previous
year. During the same period the valne
of importe had declined by $3,000,000.
For the first four months of this year
the banking clearances amounted
to $14796,000, compared with $21,-
468000 in the same period of
1893, a decrease of - 31 per cent,
and it was to be regretted that no
elements of revival could be observed.
In Great Britain the period of 1893 was
one of retrogression, but somewhat less
congpicuous than its immediate prede-
cessor. In the United States the amount
of currency outstandiog on May 1 was
$92,500,000 greater than on same date
last year. Was it any wonder that $15,-
000,000 of gold was exported from that
country ? Referring to the present state
of trade of Canada, Sir Donald Smith
alluded to the continued decrease of
railway earninis as a sign of the times
that could not be ignored.

Reviewing all the circumatances, the
ghareholders had cause to be satisfied
with the outcome of the bank’s business
during the 12 months ending April 30.
Ten banks had $1,351,904 of dividends
during that period ; four of the largeat of

thege with a capital and veserve of $22,-

850,000 paid dividends, $602,000 or only
two thousand dollars more than the Bank
of Montreal with & capital and reserve of
$18,000,000. Sir Donald feelingly refer-
red to the death of two of the directors
during the year, Sir John Abbott and Mr.
Peter Redpath, and then appropriately
alluded to the knighting of Sir William
Van Horne and Sir Frank Smith by the
the Queen.

The president then called upon Mr. E
8. Clouston, the general manager, who
made the annusal statement. He said
the circulation showed a falling off of
$488 000, a. sign of general inactivity in
business. The deposits not bearing in-
terest had decreased $1,000,000 ; deposits
bearing interest had increased $3,700,000,
chiefly from specia! deposits. The Bank
had invested $2,208000 in the highest
clags United States railway and other
securities. Their overdue debts had in-
creased $171,000 and loss had been fully
provided for.

The lesson of last year will have been

.| productive of good if it has taught the

necessity of some stronger cash reserve.
He commended the caution of the Cana-
dian Government in not being a borrow-
er this year, but regretted that the same
prudence had not been displayed by some
munpicipal corporations, whose ralers con-
tinue to incur liabilities at an excessive
rate, Their bank, he said, had come
through the year with increased credit,
and he said the shareholders had reason
to be satisfied with the statement laid be-
fore them. He only hoped they would
do as well next year.

Six Donald Smith in puiting the report
to the meeting said, referring to the
hopeful tone of the report referred to by
Mr. Morrison, that the board had en-
deavored to lay the position clearly be-
fore the directors. The $2 207,000 in-
vested in the United States railway
bonds was invested in the very best se-
curities, and the bonds could easily be
couverted into cash. Sir Donald agreed
with Mr. Morrison about quarterly
dividends. Economy and prevision were
very useful virtues, and should be culti-
vated,

The report was then put and adopted.

Mr. Hector McKenzie, seconded by
Mcr. Jas.Q’Brien, moved:

That the thanks of this meeting be
presented to the president, the vice-
presidentand|directors for their attention
to the interest of the bank.

This was carried and Sir Donald replied
briefly.

Mr. A.F.Gault moved & vote of thanks
to the manager and bis staff. Their ser-
vices had been most efficient. The
motion was carried unaimously, and Mr.
Clouston retnrned thanks on his own be-
half and un behalf of his staff,

A motion thanking the president was
proposed by Mr, Jobn Morrison, and
unanimously carried.

On motion of Captain Benyon, it was
decided to have the election of directors
continud until three n'clock, unless fif-
teen minutes elapse without a vote be-
ing cast. The meeting?then proceeded
to the election.

The old board of directors was re-elect-
ed as follows: Sir Donald Smith, Sena-
tor Dranmmond, W. C. McDonsald, R, B.
Angus,A. T. Paterson E, B. Greeushields,
Hugh McLennan, W. H. Meredith and
A, F. Gaalt.

These plans contemplate
making of it an ideal summer resort,
with winding roads, affording a variety
of the besutiful wmountain and lake
scenery.

Work has been begun already on the
beauntiful groves fronting the lake, both
on the bluff overlooking the lake. These
groves will furnish a magnificent natural
park for the Summer School guests,
affording beautiful views of the lake,
and charming and varied walks fitted up
with rustic-seats, where everything will
delight the eye and charm the imagina-

tion,

Abandoning the old dock on the pre-
mises, it has been determined to build a
new pier or crib-dock, out to deep water,
g0 a8 to avoid the steep grade that the
bluft necessitates. It is expected also
that the work will be begun at once
upon the foundations of the Auditorinm,
the cornerstone of which will be laid
during theseasion, and a beasutiful Casino
will be built to accommodate pleasure-
loving members of the school. All these
improvements have been commenced,
and everything points to the succesaful
completion before the beginning of the
Bession, _

The financial outlook of the school ir
very good. A number of itsa bonds have
been already disposed of ; and when the
subzcription list becomes public it is ex-
pected that all those interested in the
movement will beanxious to avail them-
selves of the oppartunity to secure what
promises to be a paying investment.

The lectures
in the normal coursie will be devoted to
the discussion of Abstract Science (Gram-
mar, Ingic, and P:ychology), Language
and Literature, History, Mathematics,
and Geography.

CHRIST'S SEAMLESS GARMENT,

1T 15 ON EXTOSITION AT ARGENTEUIL, A
FEW MILES FROM PARIS.

Paris, May 20, 1894.—Thousands were
preeent last Monday at the exhibition to
public view of the holy relic of Argen-
tenil. After grand Pontificial ceremon-
ies, the garment was kissed by the mul-
titude. All this means that the festivals
in honor of the holy garment at Treves
are now to be equaled by the revival of
veneration for the tunic of Argenteuil,
which, from time immemorial, has been
looked upon a8 the inner garment worn
by Christ when he was scouiged at the
pillar. This relic Las always maintained
ita local celebrity, but the Bishop of
Versailles baving referred the matter to
Rome, the Sacred Congregation of Relics
has declared that the authenticity of this
tanic is more than sufficient to author-
ize the intense reverence due to the ac-
cessories of the passion of our Loxd,

The last festival of Christendom in its
honor was in 1680, when the tunic was
transferred to & magnificent reliquary
presented by the Duchess De Guise.
That of this year will be honored by the
presence of several Cardinals and Bis-
hops, including prelates from England,
Ireland, and the United States, and will
last until June 10tb,

The garment now being exhibited at
Argenteuil, & small town to the north-
west of Paris, famous for ita asparagus
beds of fig trees, is declared to be the
veritable seamlesa garment or tumic
(sadin) which the Savior wore at the
crucifixion, The story related concern-
ing it is briefly as follows: It was pur-
chased by the Disciples after the cruci-
fixion and concealed in a church at Ga-
latia. At the time of the Persian inva-
sion of Asia Minorit was preserved from
destruction by one Simeon, and by him
handed over at Jaffa to St. Helena, the
mother of the Ewmpress Constantine.
Finally it was given by the Empress
Irene to Charlemagne, who presented it
about 800 A. D. to the Convent of Ax-
genteuil, of which one of his daughters
was abbess,

The actnal condition of the famous
relic is very imperfect. The whole of
tbe left sleeve is missing, and a large
piece has been taker out of thesame
side. The tunic is about five feet long
by tbree and & half broad. It is hand-

woven, and made of camel's hair, very
gimilar to the dalmatiss now worn by
officiating prieats. As seen im the cae-
ket in which 1t xeposes it appears to be
almost black, but when looked at in the
light it hea & red tint like that of & dried
rose. The ebrine in which it is kept is
carried in procession through the
church every afterngon from As-
cension Day to Whit-Monday, the con-
gregation being afterward admitted to
view it in the vestry, but an exbibition
of the tunic in its entirety is a very rare
event, The garment is placed under
seal by the Bishop of Versailles, in
whose diocese Argenteunil is, and he alone
has authority, with the sanction of the
Pops, to open the casket, The last time
that this was done was nearly forty
yean ago, when Pops Pins IX, desired
tohave & small fragment of the tumic,
two other smsll pieces being cut out of
it at the same time.

Argentenil is not the only town which
boasts of possessing a garment worn by
the Redeemer. A score of other places
claim to be favored in the same way. Of
these the most famous is that of Treves,
which is alep said to have come into the
hands of the Empress Helena during her
travels in Palestine, and to have been
given by her in the early part of the
fourth century to the Church of Treves,
The apparent possibility of their being
two relics was settled by the authorita-
tive declaration that three garments
were probably worn on this selemn oc-
casion—sa tunic near the skin, a robe,and
8 cloak—and that Argenteuil was quite
within its right in exhibiting one of
them, In 1891 the Bishop of Versailles
sent representatives to Treves for the
purpose of comparing the two treasures,
and after comparieon it was decided that
both relics were genuine, but belonged
to different years of Christ’'s existence.
Treves, it is beld, possesses one of the
outer garments (the simba or chetoneth)
worn by our Lord, but Argenteuil has
the tunic which was worn next the body
at the crucifixion, and for which the
Roman soldiers cast lots.—Church News,

SIR FRANCIS SMITH.
SEETCH ‘OF THE CAREER OF A SELF-MADE
MAN.

Her Msjesty has singularly honored
Toronto upon the oceasion of her 75th
birthday 1o the person of Sir Francis
Smith, who received his title on the
morning of the 24th through His Excel-
lency, the Governor General. Sir Fran-
cis Smith, whose name ia a housebold
pname in Canada, was born at Richill,
Armagh, Ireland, 1822, Accompanied
by his {ather he cume to Canada in 1832,
and settled near Toronto. He married
Lady Smith, the daughter of John
O'Higgins, J. P, Stratford. His esrly
commercial training was received at
Hamilton, He went into business as a
wholesale grocer at London, 1849, and
continned there until 1867, till he re-
moved to Toronto, still following the
same business. His career since haa
been one of unbroken business and so-
cial success. He began his political life
a3 an slderman at London, and was sub-
sequently mayor of that city. Shortly
after moving to Toronto he became
president of the Northern Railway Com-
pany, which position. he retained until
the road became part of the (. T. R.
system. He sold his interest in the
wholesale business in 1891, having built
up the greatest commercial credit known
in Canada, He was sworn & member of
the Privy Council July 29, 1892, and has
since upon several ocoasions adminis-
tered the affairs of different departments
of the Federal Government. He re-
fumed last year to continue in the posi-
tion of Minister of Public Works on the
ground that it would necessitate his
changing his residence from Toronto to
Ottawa. He is president of the Home
8avings and Loan Company, London and
Ontario Investment Company, vice
president Dominion Bank, director Do-
minion Telegraph Company, Consumer’s
Gas Company, Northern and Pacific
Junction Railway Company, G. T. R.
Company, president of the Niagara Nav-
igation Company, and was president un-
til 1802 of the Toronto Street Railway
Company. He was called to the Senate
of Canada in 1871. Bir Francis Smith
bas two sons, Mr. Harvey and Mr. J.
Austin Smith, and three daughters, Mrs.
John Foy, Mra. Bruce McDonald and
Mrs, Major Harrison.

DE MAISONEUVE.
. His Life and His Monument.

(Continued from last week )

Paul de Chomedy de Maisoneuve, who
was descended from a noble family of
Champagne, evinced in youth great love
of military art] He was enrolled in the
French army at the age of ten years and
fought in an epgagement in Holland
with a valcr and courage far above his
agze. He preserved amidst the dangers of
the camp an admirable purity of morals,
In leisure moments, as he did not wish
to mingle with licentious company, he
atudied music and leaxned to play the

ute.

He was ambitions and aspirad to a
more glorious careex than that of taking
part in the wars which were then dis-
tracting Europe. He resolved to imitate
the example of a great many of the
French nobility who had gone to the
FEast to subdue the barbarous Mussul-
man, or else, to- ses another land where
he might consecrate himself exclusively
to the services of his God snd country.
In thisstate of mind he went to Paris,
hoping that providence would furnish &
favorable opportunity. One of the “re-
lations ” that the Jesuita published every
year, concerning their Canadian Missions
came under his notice. Among other
things, it told of the coming of Father
Lallemand to Paris, returning from New
France. He sought him out and told
him that the thought of going to Canada,
At this very time, M, de la Dauver-
giere was anxiously seeking a leader for
recruits engaged by the Society of Our
Lady of Montreal then sbout to leave
France and consulted Father Lallemand
on the subject ; through his intervention
M. de Maisoneuve offered to accompany
them,

After having expressed the pleasure he
felt in hearing the explanations and
hearing the plans of the association, he
added that having spent his life with
soldiers he had acquired great exper-
ience; that he had no other ambition
than to serve God and work for His
glory for the remainder of his life ; that
if the associates were willing he would
commsnd the recruits and that he was
quite ready to leave France at once. He
concluded with these admirable words:—
“I have no mgtive of personal intereat
in this unertaking, my income is suffi-
cient for -my support, 1 will willingly
employ my life and my means in this
new enterprise without aspiring togreater
honor than that of serving my God and
my king.” .

The associates gladly accepted his aer-
vices and nsmed him governor of the
future colony. A short time aflerwards
he embarked at La Rochelle.

The expedition consisted of three ves-
sols, two leaving Lz Rochelle and one
leaving Dieppe, carrying fifty porsons,
among whom were Melle. Mance, a
young girl of her acquaintance who ac-
companied her, and three women, wives
of colonists.

The three vessels left port at the same
time, in the spring of 1641.

Melle. Mance, a lady of noble descent,
was born at Nogeut-de-Roi. She spent
thirty-three years in Canada ecaring for
the sick and wounded, where her heroic
courage and devotion were a constant
source of edification,

The vesnels bringing the future con-
quorors and colonists of Montresl, ar-
rived at Quebec in July, 1641, with the
exception of the: one on which M. de
Maisoneuve had embarked. It was de-
tained by unfavorable w'n 's,and only ar-
rived at Quebec on the 12th of August,
1641. 1o our next sketch we will tell
how M. de Maisoneuve came to Montreal
and founded Ville Marie.

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AN IRISH PARADOX.
AWAKENED INTERESTIN THE GAELIC
TONG“E. '

Humiliating Fact Forced to the Atten-
tion ot the Irish Race in Enlight-
ened America—Comment on
& Rome Incldent.

Neatly thirty years ago a writer in the
Dublin Review wrote these words: “It
is disgraceful to the whole of us Saxons
and Kelts alike that we leave the real
work of Keltic remearch to continental
schools. With Irish Gaelic—the Keltic
root tongue—and three dialects spoken
in the very midet of us, with stores of
documents of all kinds accessible to en-
quirers, with every means at command,
we supinely permit the German -and the
Frenchman to take the honors that
ought to rest with ourselves.” All of us
must admit that the above exiract con-
taiped nothing but the literal truth when
it was penned. To-day & few exceptions
might be made for Scotch and English
scholars who have grown enthugiastic in
the study of Gaelic not only for ite im-
mense philological and _ethnological
value, but even as & beautiful medium
of spoken language.

Among the able and ardent advocates
of the modern Irish Gaelic in Scotland,
John Stuart Blackie, professor of Greek
and Keltic in the university of Edin-
burgh, stands pre-eminent. Hardly less
enthusiastic and learned in the same de-
partments sare Professor Geddes and
Mackey, with many others, The Saxon,
who once did all in his power to crush
the very life out of the Celt and his lan-
guage, has begun to see the shame and
the folly of his ways. Not only has he
established several chairs in his univer-
sities for thelstudy of the language, but
has already given us Celtic scholars of
world-wide repute, such as Arpold,
Latham, Pritchard and Max Muiler. It
locks as if the Englishman's sturdy
senge of honesty and fair play were lead-
ing bim in this a8 in other departments
of Irish public affairs, to make repara-
tion for the myriad woes which his fore-
fathers inflicted on & nation which con-
tributed so much not only to the Chris-
tian civilization of England, but to the
general education of Europe.

GERMANS IN THE LEAD,

It must be admitted, however, that
not to Englishmen or Scotchmen, and,
of course, lenst and :ast of all to Irish-
men themselves, must the chief credit
for the present awakened interest in the
ancient tongue be assigned. The cul-
tured Germans, led by the learned Zauss,
whom every Celtic scholar since bas
little more than copied, were tbe firat in
the field ahd are still the leaders in the
movement. His great work, ‘Gram-
matica Keltica,” Professor Z:umss
carefully compiled from the dusty manu-
scripts written ages ago by the Irish
monks who first preached the Gospel in
thefatherland. The laborsof those Irish
missionaries, eminent alike for sanctity
and learning, have been sketched by a
learned priest of Providence Diocese in
a little volume which ought to be in the
hands of every Irish Catholic. Weallude
to “Germany’s Debt to Ireland,” by Rev.
W. Stang, D.D, .

Well, if we but consider the labors of
Zeuss alone on bebalf of our Celtic litera-
ture it will soon appear that Germany
has done a great deal to pay for the
priceless treasure which under God she
owes 1o the Irish apostles. Indeed, when
the immensae researches of such scholars
as Schleicher, Ebel, Bopp, Windisch and
Z:mmer, 8ll in the department of Celtic

language and literature, are taken into

scgount, 1t may well be taid that another
volume. entitled * Ireland’s Debt to Ger
many,” would be just now entirely ap-
propriate.

The best grammar of the Irish lan-
guage has been compiled by a German,
Professor Windish. He is besides the
oniy scholar who has given ua anything
like a hand-book of Irvish literature in his
magnificent article, * KelticheSprache,”
in the new German Encyclojeedia. This
admirable compendinm is ati1ll untrans-
lated. JXreland would indeed be un-
grateful were she ever to forget what
German Protestant scholaxship has done
10 rescue her fine Catholic literature
from the obscurity and final decsy which
heas long surrounded and threatened it.
Yet it cannot but be painfully humili-
ating to us all to reflect that not to our
own, but to foreign effoxts, to aliens in
speech and religion, do we owe the

restoration of our only living monument
of distinct nationhood. .

France has not forgotten ber own
Celtic origin, and in her gay and cul-
tured capital has long been supporting
an excellent monthbly, the Revune Cel-
tique, devoied exclusively to Celtic lan-
guage and literature. She bhas given us
some eminent Celtic scholars, such as
Joubainville, Gaidoy and Lizeray.
Switzerland claims Pictet, while Italy has
her Niegra and Ascoli,

A HUMILIATING FACT.

When we turn to the Irish race in free
and enlightened America, can we point
out even one Celtic scholsr to rank with
any of the German, French, English,
Scoteh or Italian just referred to? With
sorrov snd shame it must be confesses
that not one golitary such is to be found.
A rather recent confirmation of this
humiligting fact may be regarded as
farnished %y that remerkable linguist,
well known to the readers of the New
York Sun, Mr. Jeremiah Curtin. This
lesrned and judicious student of lan-
guages and folk-lore, when a few years
ago he published “his first contribution
to the ancient lore of the Kelts,” could
find in the whole United Ptates no Irish-
man of scholarly prominence in Celtic
studies to whom he could fittingly dedi-
cate his interesting book, “ Myths and
Folk-Lore of Ireland.” He, & Gaelo Cell
and a warm friend of the Gaelic nation,
was obliged to seek ‘‘a distinguished
American of Cymbric descent, Major J.
W. Powell, LL.D., of Harvard and Hei-
delberg, to inscribe with some degree of
propriety the firat effort of the kind ever
attempted here.

It is too painful to dwell upon the
shame(ul treatment which the leaders of
the Irish people, both lay and cleric,
have at home for the past fifty years
meted out to the native language. It
will ever remain a toul blot on the
otherwise bright page of ecclesiastical
Ireland, as it is another sad chapler
added to the many of Irish political in-
consistencies.

Rev. E. O'Growney, whom the Irish
Catholic prelates have, to make up
for their acknowledged shameful
apathy in the past, appointed to
& Celtic cbair in Maynooth, not long ago
asked answered the following question :
“In whose hands do we now find those
lectures (O’Curry’s **Manuscript Mate-
rials of Irish History”) delivered in the
National Catholic University and treat-
ing of the most Catholic literature in the
world ? -Chiefly in the hands of foreign-
ers and almost exclusively in the hands
of non-Catbolics. These precious eccle-
giastical manuscripts, first studied by
O'Curry, have been published in fac-
simile, after great toil and labor, mostly
by the exertions of Dr, Atkinson, of
Trinity College, an Englishman and a
Protestant, An immense body of me-
dicoval sermons, Catholic, of couxse, to
the core, have been given to Celtic stu-
dents by the same Dr, Atkinson.” We
might add that a calendar of Irish saints,
together with the firat edition of the
famous Irish life of St. Patrick, has been
published not by a priest, not by a
Catholic, bat by a distinguished lrish
Protestant, Whitley Stokes, Many other
examples of commendable Protestant ac-
tivity in Celtic circles might be cited,
but we feel ashamed to proceed further,

IRISH PRELATES’ NEGLECT,

This pitiable and almost criminal ne-
glect of their father’s refined and expres-
pive tonmgue was shamefu!ly emphasized
by the Irish prelates themselves when, a
few years ago, not cne of them could be
found to present an Irish address to the
successor of Peter at our Holy Father's
jubilee celebration. The language which
was once and for ao long a period so hon-
orably associated with everything Catho-
lic was on that august occasion left to
the kind consideration, or rather com-
migeration, of an American bishop to be
lisped a8 best it might before the as-
gsembled nations of the world. Neither
an Irishman nor even the son or descend-
ant of an Irishman was he who wrote
and read the vrepresentative ad-
dress of the Irish Church to the aged
and illustrious yuler of the Church of
Rome. The scholarly Bishop Becker,
of Savannah, was the only Catholic pre-
late then in the Eternal City who was
found capsble of performing a duty so
simple and so plainly called for by the
Church of Patriok and of Brendan, And
yet we are told that in Rome there is an
Irish College! As an Irishman the
writer would be most happy to know
that for this degrading and eternally dis-
graceful conduct of the Irish prelates on
so historic & day even the shade of a

shadow of excuse could be found. There
seems to be nothing left to us and all
descendants of the Gael but to admit the
sad fact and hang our heads in shame.
Let us conclude these painful reflec-
tions with the pertinent remarks of a
distinguished Irish-American, uttered in
sorrow only three years ago:

“Two puzzling facts in recent Irish
bistory. First, the interest that Pro-
testants and foreigners take in the lan-
guage and literature of that country—a
Ianguage and a literature not only full
of the spirit and teachings of Irish
Catholicity, but which contain in them-
selves the seeds of the strongest and
most aggressive Catholic tradition in the
world. The other fact no less puzzling
is the callous indifference or open hos-
tility of the clergy and politicians to the
native apeech and literature.”

No comment is needed ta suggest a
possibly sadder state of things, save to
add that our vaunted Irish patriotism in
this respect partakes a great deal of the
pature of & puzzling paradox.—SACERDOS
in Philadelphia Catholic Times.

The people have
their hooks, thelr newspapers, thelr popular
songs, in thelr respective dialects, slde by slde
with the official la '‘guage of each country,and
all olasses take g pride in being familiar with
both, I have mel foreigners famiilar with the
lauguage and litera:ure of our country in which
they cialmed to find the most valuable philo-
loglcal and antigquarian elements, Surely 1t is
unworthy of us that others should have Lo
come 1o us from outslde and reveal to usour
own hidden treasures,

Time alone can tell ln what measure Irish
may win back what 1t has lost as a spoken lan-
guage, Much may depend tupon political
changes and the spirll awakened by them. In
the present century it only took three men—
men, indeed, of great gifts and great determin-
atlon, Palacky, Yungmaon and Safarik, 8 his.
torian, a linguist and an anliguarian—to bring
baclk to Bohemia her national spirit and her
almost defunct language. They bolh flourish
10-day. On the grave Of one of thelr poets,
Hanka, they have placed an Inseription
witlch we would do well to meditate: *“*A
natlon never dles so long as its language lives.”

DEAR SBILk: Iglaaly comply with the
request which you make for some words of
sympathy and encouragement for the move-
ment to revive and spread the study of the
Irish langugge, that most aunclent and vener-
ablie of the tongues of Europe, Of the great
Keltic dialects the Cornish has ceased 10 be
spoken, the Mabpx i8 dylng, the Bratou and the
Gaelic losing grouud ; only the Welsh and the
Irish seem able to hold their own, That it is
possible to preserve both is clear from lhe ex-
ample of the former, whose frlends have saved
il irom extincilon by personal sacrifice and de-
votion, as weil a8 by their annual meatings or
eisteddlods, which are quite in the line of what
you propose.

Whatever be the (ate of the Irigh as a Bpoken
ity that it is not better
spository of & varied and
splendid literuture, capable of instructing and
amusing the most polite generation. It has
heen for thousands of years the tobgue of
heroes and conquerors, of legislators, teachers
and poels, and for fourteen cenlurlies one of
the great channels of C(atholic Christian
thought and endeavor. It was the mother
tongue of the men who nurtured the Carclin-
glian renaissance and transmitted to heathen
Alemanic and rude Frank not only the ele-
ments of Christian falth and self.discipline,
not only the first rud iments of philosophy and
history, bul the arts ot music, painting, cali-
graphy and book making, men who were Lo
the early middie ages what the Greek was'o
hie Roman eonqueror, the ever-open source of
all that was beantiful In'art and literature and
all that was religious and spiritual in the-
higher life of the soul. It i8 to these men,
rashloned by the Irish tongue and literature,
that moral t.heolngr, Lalin grammar, the
text of the Liatin Vulgate, the early medizeval
annals, church mnusie, the studies of Greek,
mathematics, geomsetry and astronomy, the
vernacular lonﬁnes of the continent, philo.

Besldes ihe deserving names of 0'Rellly,
O'Donovan, O'Curry, 0'Grady, Hogan, Sulil-
van, Stokes and many others in the British
1sles, Frenchmen llke De Belloguet, Piclet,
D'Arbois de Joubalnville, Loth and Gal!dos;
(Germans llke %euss, Diefenbach, Windisch
and Zimmer ; Itallans like Nigra and Ascoil
have made the most laborions and fruitful re-
gearchies ln this domalit which ylelds even
more informatlon on the migration of peoples
from the Orlent, or the North, on comparative
philology, the original culture and religion of
the Aryan race, the primltive tradlitions apd
tnstitutions of Europeao humanliy.

gathered, where Keltle antiquities (at least in
casts and photographs) will be collecled, where
the study of Keilic can be curried on in unlon
with the studies of Greek and Sanscrit. If
you can accomplish this you will bave secured
for the tonguu ol the Goidels a new and im-
perlshable existence in thls blessed land of the
west, toward walch our forefalhers so often
strained thelr eyes ju e long gone ages, and
which they little suspected would be the refuge
of thelr persecuted progeny, and parhaps the
saving ark of all that is most worthy and
imitable in the history, literature and ox-
perlence of ihe Kelt.

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LUCIFERIAN FULTON.

During the past two weeks we have
-been writing about the sect of Lucifer-
iang, or Devil-Worshippers, whose sacri-
leges of late bave made so much noise in
Europe, and whose diabolical treatment
of the Sacred Host has sent a shudder
through the Christian world. We im-
agined that only men possessed of the
demon could go g0 far as to desecrate the
most priceleas treasure that Christ has left
to the Church—His own Divine Person.
Even though pecple may not actually be-
lieve in transubstantiation, still, if they
be Christians in spirit, and gentlemen by
nature, they will refrain from insulting
the most delicate sentiments of ;their
fellow-citizens. Unfortunately theseacts
of black sacrilege are not confined to the
professed Devil-Worshippers of Europe
and America; we find a so-called Chris-
tian miniater openly boasting in & Cana-
dian pulpit of having outraged the Host
in a Boston church.

Read the following dispatch ¢

St. Joux~, N.B., May 23.—* Rev. J. D-
Fulten, of Boston, announced a series of
services at Leinster street Baptist chuxch
yesterday, It was announced bis meet-
ings were purely evangelical, but both
sermons yesterday were arraingments of
the Roman Catholic church. The theme
1ast night was :—* Our Mediator,” and he
explained how in a Boston meeting he
took & wafer into the pulpit and beat it
with his fist, asking: ** Why don’t your
little God speak ?’ He announces for
his next subject, *“ Are Spurgeon and
Newman both safe?” Dr. Fulton says
he loves Qatholics and is determined to
do what he can to save them. The other
Baptist churches in the city are not at all
in accord with the Leinster street church
in inviting Dr. Fulton.”

If the wafer in question had not been
consecrated the man Fulton was a fool—
for he was merely playing antics with an
ordinary piece of bread. If the wafer had

been consecrated, he must have secured
it by illegal means, and he is & criminal
both in the eyes of the law and the eyes
of God. But whether or not it were con”
secrated, if what he says is true, he gave
evidence of a Luciferian spirit, 8 mean
mind, & low disposition, an unchristian
heart, all of which are in accordance
with his past writings and sayings. His
conduct, in this instance, is on & par with
his books that were stopped by the United
States customs officers at Rouee’s Point
and consigned to the basket that con-
taine all literature too flthy, too immoral
to be allowed into a country. This Rev-
(?) 3. D. Fulton pretends to love his Ca-
tholic fellowmen, and at the same
moment he slaps every one of them in
the face ; he boasts of his miserable and
mountebank methods of insulting them ;
he outrages every canon of respectibility
and forfeits every claim to either the
title of reverend ox the common respagt

of honest Christians—no matter to what
denomination they belong,

What & model Christian clexgyman!
He beats the Host; so did the Jewish
persecutors, nineteen hundred years ago,
beat Qur Lord and Saviour. He calls
upon the Sacred Host, “The Little God,”
to speak ; so did the Scribes and Phara-
gees, the Roman officials and the infuri-
ated deicides call upon Jesus Christ to
come down from the cxoss and prove His
Divinity. But the omnipotent Redeemer
ignored the petty attacks of puny men
whom l{e had come to save. He
did not resent the blows of the rabble
—they were all part and parcel
of the tremendous work of salva-
tion, He did not come down from the
cross; He contioued unto the consum-
mation the mission for the accomplish-
ment of which He had come on earth.
But He was then the God of Mexcy. At
His second coming He will be the God
of Justice. Time is in His hands; He
has noneed to hurry; His persecutors
cannot eacape Him ; death is their only
means of flight, and death is His servant;
through the portal of the grave they fiy
into His presence. Yet He asked the
Father to “ forgive them for they knew
not what they were doing.” He does
not to-day openly resent the buffets from
the hand of Fulton; no more does He
condeacend to speak at the command of
an insane creature. He still ia the God
of Mercy ; He asks the Father to forgive
the man who does not know what he is
doing. But the deed is written in an
eternal book; the Angel of Record has
ingcribed it there; and unless, by some
miraculously powerful means, it is effac:
ed, the day will come when J. D. Fualton
will be called upon to read it in charac"
ters sv glowing that the very beams will
scorch his eoul with the terrific memory.

Turning for a moment from the appal-
ling sacrilege of such an act, and leaving
the question of its enormity to be settled
by the perpetrator with the One againt
whom it was perpetrated, from a purely
matter-of-fact standpoint we will ask for
the motive that could spur an individual
on to such an act. It is very evident
this Mr. Fulton has been doing a!l in his
power to gain notoriety, and in his
anxiety to attract attention, he has
played the firebrand to perfection. Yet
he failed in Brooklyn ; he failed in Mont-
real; he failed in Boston., He conse-
quently resolved to create a sensation,no
matter by what means and no matter
with what coneequences. He deter-
mined to 80 excite the indignation of
Catholics that some hasty person might
attempt to do him bodily harm, and
thereby elevate him to the position of a
martyr. TheCatholics of Boston showed
great wisdom in not falling into the
trap ; the result was simply a failure on
the part of Fullon to attain the beight
of his ambition and to play the part of
s persecuted man. There is only one
way for Catholics to treat such an indi-
vidual ; let him pass, and by so doing
they will frustrate his plans. As to the
great mass of our Protestant fellow-citi.
zens, they do not want any such person
to fight their battles, nor do they ap-
pland such vile means of religious pro-
paganda. When we speak thus of Ful
ton we wish it t{o be distinetly under-
stood that we refer to & man whose
methods shock the Christian sentiments
of the vaat majority of Protestants, and
that we in no way allude to our non-
Catholic friends of different denomina-
tions, _

That our faith is not the same on all
points of Ohristian doctrine is regretable,
but that is no reason why we should in-
sult each other, nor can it justify in any
way, the ridiculing, belittling, scoffing
at, or abusing the cbjects of each other's

veperation. The Protestant believes
implicitly in the Bible and so does the
Catholic; they merely disagree as to the
question of interpretation of the Berip-
tures. Buat for argument sake, let us
suppose that the Catholic did not believe
in the Bible at all: would that justify
him in tesring the sacred volume, in
trampling upon it, in using every effort
imaginable to shock and injure the feel-
ings of bis Protestant neighbor who
firmly believes in that book? The one
who would so act would be either a
maniac or s scoundrel. What then are
we to think of the man, who knowing
that two hundred and fifty million
Christians have faith in the Real Pre-
sence, deliberately acts as did this man ?
If he has no more dignified means of
propagating his religion it is about time
that his religion were wiped out, We
would have more respect for an object
held sacred by the Mshometans than
this so-called Christian minister has for
the Son of God. But we have said
enough ; allthe advice we can give Mr,
Luciferian Fulton is to burry up and
join the other members of that sect, they
have work for him at Fribourg, and he
may find an apreciative sudience in the
purlieus of Parias.

FABLES AND MYTHS,

There are some gentlemen—who are
known as ministers of the Gospel—whose
stock of accurate information ia very
small, and as & consequence they make
it & practice to draw upon their imagin-
ations, to repeat legends of the misty
past and to parade all kinds of myths
before their audiences. Of course they
are careful to await most favorable op-
portunities, when their hearers are en-
tirely in sympathy with them and are
ready to accept any absurdity as long as
it tells ageinst Rome. Recently one of
these knights-errant found his way to
Sturgeon Falls, Cntario, and there held
forth on the question of Anglican claims
to apostolic succession. The name of
this preacher, or lecturer, or reader, or
stumper (for he was all four combined)
is Lawler. It remained for him to go up
to Sturgeon Falls and sirive to stir up
religious animaosities amongst one of the
most peaceful and harmonious com-
munities in Eastern Ontario. But he
paid a very poor compliment to the in-
telligence of his audience. He must
have presupposed that all who listened
to him were entirely and bhopelessly ig-
norant. Surely nosane man, believing
his hearers to be men of even ordinary
knowledge, would attempt to pawn off
legends for history and myths for facts.
The people of Sturgeon Falls owe Mr.
Lawler very little gratitude for his low
estimate of their intelligence. Here are a
few of his wild atatements,

He said that people, who claimed
that the English Church sprang from
the Catholic Church, lied. He stated
that the first Anglican Church Bishop
was consecrated in the year 43; while
in the 6th century, the Anglican
Cbhurch gave the Church of Rome
her first Bishop. The Auglican Church,
he remarked, was always distinct
from the Roman Catholic Church. He
said that “they” knew 8St. Paul was
in Rome, but that there was no authority
to prove tbat St. Peter had ever been
there. He claimed that 8t. Patrick was
1ot & Roman Catholic, but that the work
he did was for the Established Irish
Church.

This is moat refreshing, and deeply
interesting. Surely a man who makes
such assertions must either believe that

agine the Catholic Church can be in.
jured by them. To enter into a dis.
cussion with men of the Lawler category
would be & loss of time. The man is
thoroughly convinced that there is no
truth in his own assertions; and what
use in {rying to persuade a man against
his own determination to pervert his-
tory? There is one grand consolation,
however, in the matter; great as Mr,
Lawler may be, there is no probability
that he is sufficiently powerful to efface
the facts of history, mor is there sny
likelihood that he will ever overturn the
Church that has weathered the storms
of almost twenty centuries.

For the fun of it, let us take his first
assertion. Mr. Lawler claims that the
people lie who say that the Anglican
Church sprang from the Catholic Chuxch,
He might use a more refined expression;
but, perhaps, the word ‘ mistaken
would not serve his purpose as well;
certainly it would not give as good an
index to his education. We do not
claim that the Anglican or any other
Church ever sprang from the Roman
Church ; the former separated from the
latter. It was not an outgrowth, or
development of the old church, it was a
fragment cut off from the parent trunk,
We would like to know the name of that
Anglican Bishop who was consecrated in
the year of Our Lord, 43 ; alzo that of the
first Bishop that Romereceived from the
Anglican Church in the sixth century.
The man must be raving. Sure the in-
habitants of Great Britain were painted
savages in the year 43, and their gods
were more abominable and their habits
more barbaric than the deities and the
customs of pagan Rome. How do “ they’*
(whosoever they are) find out that St.
Paul was ever in Rome? The same
evidence used must stand good in the
case of St. Peter. Tradition and history,
if there is any faith to be placed in
them, a8 well a8 the proof of St. Peter’s
and St. Paul's works in Rome, are
equally strong. But the richest of
all ia the assertion that St, Patrick
did his work for the Established Church
in Ireland. Heaven preserve us! He
might as well say that St. Patrick
preached at the command of Oliver
Cromwell, or under the direction of the
Salvation Army. The establishment of
the Irish church dates since the Refor-
mation, and centuries before an Angli-
cap church was ever dreamed of St,
Patrick had received his mandate from
Rome to convert the inhabitants of Ire-
land.

The next time Mr. Lawler goes preach-
ing, he should remember that because
he is in a village, outside the limits of
great commercial and intellectual cen-
ters, he must not conclude that he is
dealing with ignorant people, nor that
bigotry and religious hatred are accept-
able to the community. He would do
well to go to Verner or Sudbury and
complete his work by lecturing upon
the conquest of Rome by the Britons.
He might tell the people up there that
there is no evidence to prove that St.
Peter ever spoke to our Lord, or, in fact,
that he ever lived at all, He could also
state that the Kings of England drove
the early Christians out of the Cata-
combe and set up the Auvglican church
under the palaces of the Creaars. It
would be a startling statement Lo say
that the Irish church was established
before Christianity and that Westmin-
ster was the Episcopal See before the
days of Romulus and Remus,

Perhaps the good people of these
flourishing fowns might be tempted to
hold forcible argunment with Mr, Lawler.
It would not be out of place were he to
argue that the English langusge was
the official one of ancient Rome and

that St.Paul had a Yorkshire accent sq
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pronounced that he evidently was edu-
cated in the neighborhood of the York
Cathedral,

But seriously speaking, it is too bad
that men, pretending to education and
claiming to preach the truths of Christi-
anity, should beso blind and so reckleas.
Intentionally, or through ignorance,
men of that class sre calculated to do
immense injury to the country. They
‘do not preach Christian charity, the
love of God, or the sublime morality of
the church; they go about raising up
strife, sowing the seede of religious
batred, making enmity between people
whose interest it is to live in peace.
But what care they? Such a man
comes into a community where the best
of leeling exists; he fires his poisonoun
shafts, and a8 soon as he has set a con-
flagration of discord and fanaticism
aflame, he goes away to sBome other
place, leaving his victims to fight it out
and end their quarrels as best they can.
To undertake the refatation of such per-
verters of history wonld be as fruitless
a8 It would be ridiculous. The only
thing that can defeat them is the aolid
common sense of the people, who will
pot be set apainst each other to satisfy
any man’s whima,

GOOD MEN,

In the writings of Father Faber we
meet with this very beautiful and very
suggestive passage : “If, as Wordsworth
mays, all things are less dreadful than
they seem, so is it true that all men
gre better than they seem.” The
thought is worthy of the fine mind
that cunceived it ; nor is there any
exaggeration in it. We have often
heard the remark that the world is
mostly composed of bad man, that no
one knows all the wickedness of the
world, that the evil in the hearts of men
is terrible to contemplate. It may seem
80 ; but we believe that the world is full
of good men, that no one is aware of all
the virtues that are bidden beneath the
rough or polished exteriors we meet, that
the beauty of a multitude of sounls is
wonderful to understand. We have met
more good men than bad men during
ourshort pilgrimage through life; we
have found far more fine qualities than
repulsive characteristics in the men of
our time : and we have never yet met &
really bad man who had not some re
deeming feature, some soft corner in his
heart, some ray of light in his soul. And
even the davker the gloom around that
being the more brilliant was that one
beam—if only by contrast.

1t is unfortunate that we should be
ever ready to accept as exact the evil
gaid about others and be always chary
of accepting a8 truth the good set down
to their credit. Yet such is the way of
the world. There iz 2 want of true
charity in life. The consequence is that
a very cold atmosphere surrou.ds the
spiritual and the social spheres. In
1884, under very exceptional circum-
stances, wa found ourselves in the com-
peny of & man who was considered the
deepest-dyed sinner that breathed the
air of heaven. It was in the woods of
the north, This man had been an out-
law for yeara; he is stil under the
shadow of the law. He bad been guilty
of every crime mentionable. He had
taken humsan life; he was the terror of
all who worked with him; he was an in-
carnate demon whenever fortune brought
him liquor. Scarcely could he pro-
nounce & phrase without interlarding it
with oaths and most obscene expressions.
He gcoffed at God, at religion, at morals,
at the law, at mankind in general. Aec-
cording tc all we had heard of him there
was not one tender spot in all his com-
position, nor was his heart capable of

harboring a single good feeling. We
gpent three months with that man, in
the same camp, listening constantly to
his offensive languege and witnessing
his brutality. If ever there lived a
thoroughly bad man he was that one.

One night, while awake in our blankets,
we heard the chore boy saying his beads
in the next tent. The foreman asked us
what that fellow was muiteriog, as it
seemed 10 be the same story over and
over again. By the way this character
was not & Catholic. When he was told
that it was a special prayer asking the
Mother of God to pray to her Son for us,
he became interested. For several
nights he listened attentively to the boy
agying his rosary.

One night the lad was o weary after
his day’s work that he fell asleep with-
out saying the beads. The foreman re-
mained awake for several hours, but
finding at last that the boy was not like-
ly to repeat his prayers that night, he
got up and went to the other tent. He
awakened the boy and told him to say
the heads. Next day the question came
up between us, while chatting on the
creek bank, and having asked him why
he insisted on the beads being said, he
made a strange reply. “The boy told
me,” he said “ that he was asking the
Mother of God to plead with God for
hira, because he was a great sinner, and
God might listen to His Mother when
He would not pay attention to the boy.
Now, my mother was & good womanp,
aud Iloved her as much as a man like
me could love. I know if she asked me
anything I'd do it for her, but I wouldn’t
do it for the biggest man op the river.
That boy is wise to get at God through
His Mother, He knows what he is
about. I wouldn’t dare to talk to the
Mother, let alone talking to God. I
never did anything but swear and curse.
I’d be ashamed to talk to God’s Mother.
But, see here, I'll get the boy to talk to
her for me, and perhaps she might lie-
ten to bim, and, maybe, she might be
brought to mention me to God; and
who knows but between them all I
might get out of all this dirty cursing.
I’d like to see my mother ; if she is any-
where she isinheaven ; and I don’t want
God to keep me {rom seeing her again.”

These are about as nearly that man’s
words as one could recall them after so
many yeaxs. He is still alive; he has
grown older and quieter; we do not
know what kind of life he leads: but
will any one dare to say that there was
po real good in that man’ heart ? Yet if
we were to mention his name, not one
in a thousand of the people in the valley
of the Ottawa, who knew him, but wonld
say that he was a demon and devoid of
all goodness, that there was not one re-
deeming trait in his character., We
have taken this exceptional case and re-
corded the exact facls, in order to illus-
trate our contention that there is more
good than evil in the world, if it were
only brought to light. But one of the
features of evil is that it is constantly
before the eyes of men, while the prin-
cipal characteristic of good is that it
loves to hide itsell from the public gaze.
This is & subject upon which we would
love to dwell, but we cannot crowd out
more immediately important subjects.
Still we wonld beg of our readers to start
out in the morning with an eye upon
the brighter side of life, with a deter-
mination to see all the good possible in
each individual, to make allowances for
buman frailty and to seek the perfec-
tions and not the defects in men, Try
that plan and you will ind & wonderful
change in the world. You will suddenly
disoover that nature is brighter, the air
more inspiring, the scenes more attrac-

tive; you will find & grace in the move-

ments, & charm in the expressions, a
light in the features, a harmony in the
voices of men—whereas before you could
only discover shortcomings that shocked
your feelings and grated on your nerves.

Elsewhera we give a short sketeh of
the very honorable and successful carcer
of the eminent Irish Catholic, whose
great gervices to the country have heen
recently recognized in a most signal man-
ner. Sir Frank Smith (it ia more fami-
liar to say Frank than Francis) is one of
the moat prosperous and most universally
respected sons of our race in Canada. Dur-
ing his long and checkered term of years

About twenty-five of the
men, who are of the P, P, A. persusaaion,
declared that they would not work uns
lets Mr. McDermott, who is a Roman
Catholic and foreman of the tannery,
was dismissed by the firm. Theyhad no
grievance against the foreman, but they
plainly intimated to the hookkespar
that the sole reason why they wanted
McDermott dismissed was because he
was & Roman Catholic.”

The whole affair was dictated by the
lodge which met on the previous even-
ing, Mr. Bowman, to his credit, refused
to dismiss the foreman; he said that
rather than submit to such tyranny he
would allow the tannery to be closed.

Put an open box in the cellar, with a
peck of fresh lime in it; it will absorb
the moistureand make it smell fresh and
sweet.

Crackers that are mot perfectly fresh
should be dusted free of the cracker flour
and then put in a hot oven for three
minutes, They will come out as fresh
88 NEeW Ones.

_Alarge sponge hung in the room at
night or in the day time, if it can be be-
bind a convenient screen, and kept con-
stantly wet will greatly assist in keeping
a room cool, or a wet cloth hung in the
window over the blind will cool the
room as if ashower had fallen ; all know
bow fresh water sprinkled on the pave-
ment in front of all the windows and
doors will freshen the hot, dry air.

A great many things have been sug-
gested for covering pantry-shelves, but
there is nothing like clean, sweet smell-
lng newspapers. They are so plentiful
and can be so easily renewed every few
days, and there is' mo unpleasant odor
about them, as there is about oilcloth,
Something over the shelves is necessary,
for if .painted a hot dish will stick fast,
and {hen a little milk spilled on a pine
shelf will make it smell bad in a very
short tims unless you wash it up at
once.

. VINAIGRETTE SAuce.—~Put into & vessel
six hard-boiled egg-yalks rubbed through
5 sieve; smooth nicely while beatin
with a spoon and incorporate slowly two
gills of good oil, two spoonfuls of cold
stock, a little vinegar, mustard, pepper,
chopped parsley or chives, Serve this
sauce with asparagus.

A MorninG PALATE TICRLER.—A nice
breakfast dish is made by slicing three
or four ripe bananas in a dish and squeez-
ing over them the juice of a good-sized
lemon. Then put over this a gill of ice
water and half a cupful of granulated
sugar. Stand where it will get good and
cool, and after half an hour it will be
ready toserve, The lemon juice takes
away the naturally insipid taste and is
healthy.

BorLEp Tongue.—Wash the tongue
carefully and let it lie in cold water for
several hours before cooking—over
night if possible. Lay it in a kettle of
cold water when it is to be cooked, bring
the water to a boil slowly, and let it
simmer until the tongue isso tender that
you can pierce it with a fork. A large
tongue should be over the fire about
four hours. When it has cooled in the
lqiuid in which it has boiled, remove the
skin with great care, beginning at the
tip, and stripping it back. Trim away
the gristle and fat from the root of the
tongue before serving it.

Poveriy CakEs.—Take from the bone
and from the griatle ull the scrapsof cold
meat that you have in the larder—
chicken, turkey, ham, beef, mutton or
p 'tk, and it matters not how it has been
cooked. Chop it all together (ill it is
minced fine; to every two cupsful of
meat put a cupful of mashed or finely
minced potatoes; season with galt, pep-
per, and if you like, a leaf or two of
onion chopped with the meat. Mske in-
to flat round cakes, dip in the beaten
yolk of an egg, and then in pounded
bread crumbs, and fry in plenty of good
meat dripping or lard, Serve sizzling hot
on a platter.

THE POET PRIEST.

HONORING THE LATE FATHER ABRAHAM
J. RYAN,

There is a movement on foot in sever-
al of the Southern states Fto honor the
memory of the Iate lamented poet priest,
the Rev. Abraham J. Ryan, by baving a
statue of the sweet singer of the lost
cause placed in one of the parks of Mo-
bile. His remains are now lying ina
picturesque graveyard on a gentle slop-
ing green hill overlooking the sea. Red
xoses, the flowers which he loved so
much in life, for they represented all
the flashes of his passionate soul, grow
in profusion over his last resting place.
Qb, if he could hear the musical swish
of the waves on the sandy beach at the
foot of the hill, or could see the glorious
sun and deep azuore sky of the voluptu-
ous South over his head, would he not
be glad to have sach a lovely graveyard
to répose his weary bones—now that
life’s fretful fever is o’er. What a meet
and ideal spot for a poets grave! It
was his own wish that here he should be
buried, for a8 poor Davis expressed it,

‘*“Twere merry unto the grave togo
Ifone were sare 1o be buried s0.”

Davis’ wishes were, however ignored
by his surviving relatives, who had his
remains buried in a dungeon hidden
away from the sunshine by four tall
walls surrounding the cemetery of
Monnt Jerome, Dublin. To return to
the projected monument of the good and
kindly priest, it is thought that Savan-
nab, in which city Father Ryan exer-
¢ised the holy functions of his ministry
at one time, will erect another statue to

——

hie memory, for the life of the poet |

priest is very affectionately cherished
in that city. Some of Father Ryan's
oems are still very popular, though
they were written so long ago as in the
early sixties. His “Conquered Buanner,”
and his musical dirge for Lee, the most

melodious lyric in the English languags, |
apreal strongly to the more genervus |
hesrt of the average Southerner, while |

his “Irish Flag,"—the reverend author’s
parents were both natives of Ireland—
anpealed, to the Irish race all the world
over. THus the dear poet priest is en-
shrided in the hearts of two of the most
affectionate and tenderest heaxted peo-
Ples—the Bouthe¢rners, among whom he
lived, and the Irigh, whose hot and fiery
blood was his. No one could doubt the
strong and genwine sibcerity of Father
Ryan in the espousal of the Southern
cause. True emough he wasin favor of
the liberty of the colored people, but he
loved more the absolute liberty of the
Southern States, He fancied that oil
and water would sooner commingle than
thie lava heart of the Southerner would
with the ice cold one of a Vermonter.
Time, however, has shown that the rev-
erend poet was mistaken in his ideas.
Ctber [rishmen, such &3 Jobn Mitchel
and Gen. Thomas Bourke, were also in
fyvor of the Southern cause, but there
wag no excuse for the former who, while
he would free the Irish sexf at home, re-
fuge to liberate the negro slave in Geor-
