Some pretty girl, you fancy ; bui that’s
a mistake. A rosy-checked young Irishman is
not very likely to turn his back too contemptu-
ously on a preity sweet creature of a mce girl ;

He took the children
on deck for a mouthful of fre:u air, when their
mothers could not leave their berths. e paid
specral attention to DMary O’Sullivan, because
she looked like his sister Norah, probably, He’
was not the only one that admired her. The
second mate, a stout, beef-eating Iinglishman,
had fixed his eyes upen her also. .

The result was that the second mate bad a
black eye one morning, and Patrick a slight
sprain in his wrist ; and that Mary O'Sullivan,
next ta her heavenly Protectress, was grateful
to Patrick Malony.

They lose their red cheeks, white
teeth, sweet breath, bright eyes and - vigorous
constituttons ; and then blame the climate.—
Patrick, I am satisfied by all I can learn from
reading and inquiries, that 1t is ot the climate,
half so much as the pork, and wliskey, and to-
bacco, and other useless luxuries. So, take my
advice, Patrick ; live as you have lived at home.
You are strong and healthy ; try to keep so.—

you think America-is a better place for them
thao poor Ireland, bye and bye you can send for
them, perhaps.

LETTER OF HIS GRACE THE MOST
RIV. DR. CULLEN,
TO THE CATHOLIC CLEWGY OF THE DIOCESE
OF DUBLIN,

ON THE DANGERS TO WIIICH THE FAITH OF POOR CATHO-
LIC CHILDHEYN 18 EXPOSED.

Very Reverend and Dear Sir—The continued
and dangerous warfare carried on most actively
for years agaiust the faith of poor Catholic chil-
dren, has obliged me to address you repeatedly
on so important a subject, Theugh well acquaint-
ed with your vigilance and zeal, T considered 1t
necessary (o point out to you the dangers lo
which children were continually exposed, and to
call yaur attention to the perfidious arts by which
wicked proselytizers, disguised in sheep’s cloth-
ing, and quoting words of Scripture like the
tempter i the Gospel, were endeavouring to lay
‘waste the fold of Christ. To defeat such dan-
gerous schemes, I requested of you to exhort ali
parents to give a sound Cathalic education to
their chiidren, instructing them not only by word
but by example, and teaching them from infancy
to dedicate their first thoughts to God, to sanc-
tify themselves by prayer and other exercises of
piety, to acquire habits of virtue, to grow up in
the fear and love of God, and 1o be sincerely at-
tached lo thew religion. - T need not add that,
however farthful and religious our flocks may be,
we cannot be too assiduous in inculcating those
lessous, in order to prepare the raising genera-
tions to encounter the dangers which await them
in aiter life, and to enable them to defeat all the
schemes of the enemies of their salvation. The
fate of religion, as well as the salvation of im~
mortal souls, depends in a great part on the good
mpressions wade on the tender mind of youth.

In connexion with the care which we are call-
ed-on to exercise regarding the education of our
flocks, there  is a matter referred to Yery often
by the public press, 10 which it is now my object
to call your special attention—1 mean the scan-
dalous practice of kidnapping or buying Catholic
children for the purpose of educating them 1 a
religion different from that of their parents..

This monstrous and degrading gractice; tlus
branch of traflic mn human (esh, is not of recent
originin Ireland. We find innumerable exaniples
of it in the history of the seventeenth century.
When the hordes of Cromwell bad got posses-
sion of this country, 1t was the fashion of those
fanatics to sing psalms and praise the Lord, and
to quote Scripture in favor of liberty of con-
science, whilst at the same time they shed blood
like water, and slaughtered the unoffending 1n-
habitants of the country because they were Ca-
tholics: the massacres of Wexford and Droghe-
da amply show how the rights and persons of
Irish Catholic parents were respected by the
Scripture-reading lovers of religious liberty at
that time. And how were Catholic clildren
treated 2 Thousands and tens of thousands of
them were seized on and sent off to Jamaica and
Barbadoes, or.the English colonies professing
Protestantism, and taught to hate the faith of
their forefathers. Undoubtedly, a scriptural way
of enforcing liberty of conscience, and respect
for parental autherity. .

A little later, and especially about the begin-
ning of the last century, this wicked system was
extended and legalised. Professing lovers of re-
ligious freedom, anxious, of course, for the
Christian liberty of the spirit, made laws in Par-
liament under King William, and afterwards un-
der Queen Anne, prohibiting all Catholic schools
and enacting the severest penalties against any
Catholic parents convicted of the offence of hav-
ing sent his child to receive a Catholic education
beyond the seas. At the same time every en-
couragement was held out to Catholic children
to desert. the religion of their fathers, .and - the
'young apostate was euriched at the.expense of
his brothers who remained faithfl to their God.
Whilst our legislators thus respected. parental
authortty, they did not fail to denounce -Catlo-
lics as the enemies of progress,‘and of the light
and doctrine of the Gospel. . B

When the work of perversion -was not pro-
ceeting with the desired rapidity, a Protestant

Dr. Boulter,” proposed the establishment of a
system of schools throughout freland, into whicl
Catholic children were to be seduced, for the
purpose of educating them in the Protestant re-
ligion. This dignitary, in a letter wrnitten 1n
1730, to the Bushop of London, states that it
was useless to attempt to induce the adultso! the
Catholic population of Treland to renounce their
religion, and admits that the only way of promot-
ing Protestantism was to seize on poor ignorant
Catholic chufdren, and to unbue their minds with
Protestant dactrines aud batred of Catholicity,
before they could hare lesrned what the Cathe-
lic Church required of thewn to believe. This
same persuasion still prevails in the minds of
many dignitaries of the: Protestant Clurch. Oge
of them, some few days ugo, nsed the following
words in the presence of u Catholie geutieman:
“ All our preaching, all our missionary labors, all
our discussions are guite useless, unless we can
lay hold on the instruction of the Catholee chil-
dren of the country.,”  ‘'This 15 the sreat end
which they are endeavouring 1o Altain by their
proselytisirg institutions, and by cucouragg
model schools and mixed education, so well cul-
culated to undermine faith and to promate indif-
ferentisin to every religion.”

The Charter Schaols were establi-hed 1o car-
ry out the views of Dr. Boulter.  T'ne expense
thus entailed on this Cathobic country 10 bring
up children iy beresy wus immense, wod & Parlia-
mentary Teport publsbed i 1823 crates, that
in some few years, a million or more wis ex-
pended in this way.  From the same Heport we
learn, that o those schools the children were
allowed to grow up in ignorasce and vice, that
they were badly fed aud badly taugin, and cen-
dered incapable of Lecaming uselul members of
society., The bennevolent men who estublished
and managed the Charter Schoals, quite satis-
fied with having robbed the puor claddren of
their faith, cared but little about tiwir prospects
in'this world or the next.  Very probably when
history shall have thrown its light upun esents
now passing, it will appear that the zealous pro-
selytizers of the present day have no other ob-
ject in view but toinflict a wound upon Catho-
licity, and that having once poisoned tie ininds
of poor children with error, and inflamed them
with hatred of the religion of their parents, they
abandon tliem to tnisery and wretchedness, thus
walking in the footsteps of their predecessors,
the directors and masters of the Charter Schools.
Such ‘was the conduct of the proselytisers de-
seribed by our Saviour, who compassed earth
and sea to wake one proselyte, and then render-
ed him a child of perdition worse than them-
selves. '
In the Darliamentary Teport on Education in
Treland, of 1825, just referred to, there 1s one
pascage worthy of most serious reflection :—

# 1t appears, however,” says the LReport, -
6, ¢that the Society (for Protestant Charter
Schaols) soon adapied the opinion that, as long
as the children associated with their parents and
kindred, the systemr of instruclion which was
pursued could not effect the 6Bject of converting
them to the Protestant religior ; and as, consist-
ently with this object, the schools were establish-
ed in districts chiefly inhubited by Roman Ca-
tholics, 1t was thought necessary to not only cut
off all communicution between the cuidren
and their relutives, and to confine them within
the walls of the schools during the whole period
of their instruction j but it is staled to have been
a part of the discipline peculiar to the society,
that they should transplant the children into such

* We give Boulter's letter to the Lord Bishop of
London, dated Dublin, 3May 5th, 1730, whick ex-
plaing hig object in proposing the erection of Char-
ter Schools:—* The graat numbers of Papists in
this kingdom, and the obstinacy with which they ad-
here to their owa religion, occasions our irying what
may be done with their children to bring them over
to our Church; and the good saccess the corporation
established.1n Scotlund for the instruction of the ig-
norant and barbarous part of that nation, has met
with, encpurages us to hope, if wo were incorporated

for that purpose here, that we might likewise have

some suceess in our atlempts to teach the children
of -the Papists the English tongue and the principlea
of the OChrigtian religion; and several gentlemen
here have promised subscriptions for maintaining
achools for that purpose, if we were once formed
into & corporate body.

To aid the charter schools in the work of per-
version, oursisries were established in each of the
provigces of Ireland to bring up Catholic infants
in Protestanti=n ; and (o supply these institutions
wore easlly with inmates, it was enacted (23
George 11.) that beggars’ children uader mght
years of zge might be seized on and sent to
themn ; and fest there should be a lack of beggars,
effective measures had been taken to render that
elass very oemerous by eonfiscating the property
of Catholicy, and excluding them from every of-
fice of cwolument. At the same time, the per-
versinn of the cespectable and influential classes
was not neglected.  Thus we find thut by an act
of the 101th Wltiag the Third, it was determin-
ed that all practising solicitors, very many of
whotn zre described in the sameact as Catholies,
shauld educate all their children Protestants,
uader the penaliy of beipg exeluded from the
cxercise of their proiwesion. We may here add
that so fittle liberty was left even to Protestants,
whose great bosst is {reedom of conscience, that
it avy oue of Wem allowed his cluldren to pro-
fess the doctrines of Catholicity, he himself was
subjected, by an act of 13th Geoige the Second
to the saine penaltivs as a relupsed Papist.

Dr. Boulter, who originated the system of
Chbartes Schools, fousd many followers w his
warh of proselylism and seduction ; and, in imi-
wiion of his worthy examnple, innumerable
schoois, and asylums, and orphanages were es-
tablished bF private enterprise and with assist-
soce from the public funds, to gire a Protestant
education to Cathokic clildren. “Thus, 1o quote
one example, by the will of Dr. Pococke, Bi-
ehop of Ussory, a uchiool was founded in Kilken-
ay 1 1763 * for Papist boys (sueh are the words
of the will) to be bred in linen-weavivg and in-
structed i the privesples of the DProtestant re-
ligion.”—(Brport of Endowed Schools, p.. 94.)

That the trade in the souls of poor Catholic
infapts is sUll carried on as vigoiously as ever, is
proved by the establisbment of modecn colonies for
promuting Protestantisi, and by the events that
oecer every duy under our eyes. I bave heard it
repeatedly otated by poor mothers, that they
could get » comfortable subiistence for them-
pelvzs of they would only hand over their chil-
drea o wome Protestant Orphasage. When
say poor wap dies, prosclylizing agesls imme-
diately visit ins abode, and offer a price for his
ehildren § and, wakappily, 1Lis too true, that some
poo- Catholic widows lave bartered their infants
tor & sum of woney varping from five to fen
pousss.  The unfortanate creatures who are
guilty of eelling their own offiprisag cannot be
excused, though they may plead hunger and want
in alleviatior of their crime § but what terms of
exucration can be found sufficicat to demounce
the mea who encourage and promote such gulty
practices, and uphold a system equally contrary
s religiod asd the (eelings of sature—a’ system
wost degrading and deworalising in its effects,
rud weli caleulated to banish every exalted and
Christiau esdtimsst from the humaa heart 7

1o former times, whea the perversion of Ca-
tholic children was sanctioned by acts of parlia-
went, and by the decision of the judges in ihe
publiz eourts, proselytism was carried on openly
and avesedly ; the proselytizers of the present
day arecfraid to appear in Weir trie colors, and
the very weu, who, continuing the wicked designs
of thwir forefathers, are most active in under-
minng pareatsl avthority, in order to conceal
tbeir unholy work, have raised a ery against Ca-
tholies, as if they were engaged in siealing or
buying the children of Protestants. A stranger
reading the articles of the anti-Catholic papers
of Dublio, or of the London Z¥mes or Press,
would iesgiae Lhat o Protestant child could ap-
pear witis safety in our streets, and that every
bouse in tbs country was in continual danger of
betng assailed for the purpose of carrying away
Protestant children. One excited orator rawes
his bewildzred eyes: to heaven, and tells us that
ibe modera Hernds of opery are waging a cruel
war on the children of the saints, and that Pro-
testant mothers are living in "a state of terror
sad dismay equal to that which prevailed
Bethlehem after the slavghter of the Holy Iuno-
cents. “ A veieo in Ramu was heard (this is
now a faverite text in the pulpit and on the plat-
form), lamentation and great mourning ; Ruchel
bewailing her childrew and would nut be comfort-
ed because they were not.”?  Anocther enthusi-
astic preacher wdulyes in erce invectives againgt
the wicked arts of Popery, and then, like the
Pharisee in the iemple, eries out, in the fulness
of bin pride: * We luve never been guilty of

: ‘Papists, accustomed. for cen-
turies‘to se1ze“dn the children of Irish Protest-:
auts, whio-bave been’léft unprofécted, - alas, .and
exposed to.every persecution.”?:’ v .- o

Such an exhibition of hypocrisy -can scarcely
be exceeded ; but ‘it'is'the usual way n iinch
intquity-screens itself ;:it i3 a renewal'of the story
of the’ wolf bringing 'accusations against the. in-
nocent victim whicli hie'was aboul: to destroy 3 it
1s thé stratagem of the thief who lustily cries oul
“ robher ! robber. /2 m ‘the crowd, in the : hope
.of turning alteation away from hunself;-so that he
.may carry of bis booly with impumty;8hd bafle’
the pursuit of Justice. R

. While - an-impudeat hypocrisy is filling the
world with calumnies agaiast us : whist the pul-
pit is pouring its invectives upon us, exciling the
bad passions of the country, and whilst the in-
solence of our epesmes is carried to such an ex-
cess that a judictal authority cannot explain Lhe
faw in favor of a Cathotic without exposing him-
sell to be insulted and maligned by a hostile press ;
whilst this is the actual state of things, it 'is
naturally asked : what are we 10 do? 1 Lhink our
course is clear. . :

In the firat place it is desirable that all Ca-
tholses should uuderstand the wickedness and im-
morality of kidoapping, or stealiog, or buying
children. “The Cathalic Church las - always
condemned thus sort of slave trade. and similar
practices, and Catholics sanclioning them would
be exposed to be exconununicated. Besides, Ca-
tholics are s0 numerous in Ireland. that we -are
not under the necessity of recruiling our ranks
by such unwortlhy. means—means which bave
buen employed for centuries by tbe Hstabhshed
Chureli 10 keep up its existesce in this counlry,
ang to give 1L some claim to the jmmense re-
venues, tuken from the ancient Cutholic Church
of Ireland, which it now enjoys. As, however,
others are endeavoring to establish so odiousa
trafic, so degrading a slave trade, we mast ex-
hort alf 1he tuithlul to resist it by every fegal
means in their power., Many liberal Protest-
ants will unite with you in condemning and re-
sisting the wicked system carried on Uy fanatical
agents of proselylizing societies, by inerant
preachers, and otber aposiles; and abo, 1say it
with regret, by the wives and daughters of digni-
taries of the establishment, and ol doclors and
other professional men, whose position in society
ought o render them incapable of participatiog
in the disgracelul schemes of kired street
preachers.

In the second place, as the elforts of prosely-
\ism are principally directed against poor eor-
pbans, it i necessary to take proper steps for
their protection. With this view, poor men
when dying are lo be instructed to make wills,
appointing a guardian for their children, and di-
rectivg them o be educated in the Catholic re-
ligion. ' .

In the next place, the greatest cavtion must be
employed 1o bave the wills fegally drawa up and
properly signed. It 1s most desirable that a »kil-
ful 1awyer should be employed in such matters,
in order that there ay "be no possibility m im-
pugoing or setling aside the testator’s wishes.
True, our courls are now very impartial ; the
days of Norbury and. bis .school are gone by ;
public functionaries no longer emcourage the
ravings of an Italian fanutic by presiding at bLis
lectures i the Rotundo ; they no longer adorn
Ouznge Lodges ar proselytising societies by their
favor and pretectron ; bul still, as the traditions
and precedents of our courts have been formed
in the days of Orange ascendancy,and in con-
formity with ant-Catholic and persecuting acts
of parliament, quite hostile to the fair and just
claims of Catholicity, it is well that the inten-
tious of the testator, in regard to the Catholic
education of bis children, should be clearly laid
down, and expressed in a legal form, so that
bis will may not be impugued by {egal chicanery
or receive a false igterpretation [rom a biassed
or prejudiced mind. Lord St. Leonards, in a
late wark, gives some - excellent hints regarding
the making -of wills; and a very useful hule
tract, entitied ¢ Initruciions respecting the mode
of appointingFwirdians,” has been prepared by
a London lawyer, #nd published by Jones, Pater-
noster-ruw, 1858. :

But it is most desirable that a skilful lawyer
should be ulways. employed, excepl m cases of
urgency, where there is no time to call in sucha
person. In sucih coses il is to be remembered
that every will must be signed by the testator
bimself, and by (wo ‘wilncsses, The witnesses
must see the lestator “sign the will, or put bis
cross Lo i, and they must sign it themselves in
bis presence, »nd see each other rign at.

In the ! st place 1 think it most important that
public opinion should be brought to bear on the
wicked system of kidnapping. Hence it is de-
strable that every case should be exumined,and
a'record kept of the names of all engsged w
such wicked proceedings. - A: published  accouut
of the names of the children who have been kid-
nupped or purchased from their parents, and of
the agents eagaged in tns -sort of slave . (rade,
will ‘he productve of great good,

Ualess these deeds of darkaess be accwrately
recorded, fulure pgenerations will scarcely be-
lieve that Catholic children were bought and sold
wn the hght of the nineteenth cestury, and that
bigotry wus carried to such an excess, that in
a public haspital sy Dublin poor Trish Cutbelics,
and even a poor Freach Catholic, were prevent-
ed by the mavugers of the place from receiving
the last rites of their religion, and prepariug
themselves to die in peuce with their Creator.

Besides ccouring legal protection for orphans,
it 1s often necessary te provide means for their
support., ‘I'lis cumnot be done more effectually
thun by proterting and encouraging the various
excellent ofphanages established by the inex-
haustible charity of the people of this diveese.—
I recommend 15 you in an especial maaner the
Orphanage of St. Brigid, which has been the
means of saving several bundred poor Catholic
children from the [angs of the proselytiser. Ac-

tive attninpis are now mnade to damage this mest

evidently with the intention of prejudicmg or
coercing the decisions of the public tribunals. -

The great, the unpardonable offence of the as-
sociation ig, that it secures a Catbolic educalion
to'the children of poor Catholic parents, and
saves many, of them from becoming inmates, of
vile proselylising institutions, or swelling the list
of Protestadt ‘colohists -in-- the ~country. . The
tury of the arch enemy of the saivation of wan
knows no - bounds when ™ the "expecled prey is
placed beyond his reach. Ience we are not to
be surprised that every effort 15 made to injure
Abe “association of St. Brigid. But, though it
way suffer trizls 2nd persecution, yet with the
aggistance of our glorious patrons, 8r, Patrick und
H¢. Brigid, and the protection of the Holy Mother of
God, all the deaigns of its enemies will be fruatrated,
Treath {3 great and will prevail : Mugnu est verites et
prevalebil.  Let ug nasist the good work by our slme
and still more-by our fervent prayers Tho protec-
tion graoted by Qud fur the paat to every guod work
undeciaken in Irelund, and, indeed, ti.e preservstion
of our religion in the midst ot such trinls and perse-
‘cutions; uifurds us the greatest reasvn to bs confis
dent'that hosven will not now abandon innoceut
children to destruction, nor bo deaf 1o our uppiica-
tions. : . . .

And here Jet me add that in many cases mixed
wAarrisges give rise to most serious dispuies nbout
the education of children. This is one of the rexsons
why the Catholic Church copdemns and probibits
such marcisges. 16 is most desirable that all ‘Catho-
lics should fully anderstand tie evils avisiog from
them. When parents prufess different creeds, wnd
frequent differeat places of worship, the peace of 1a-
mihes iy frequently disturbed ; the cinldren were not
properly trawed wp in the practice of any religion;
aud if tho Cutiwlic husband die, leaving his children
whitst youwng, misder the care of his anmt-Catbolic
widow, the graat probability i3 that they will be
educated in n religion which he considered false, iud
in which he believed they could pot lie suved.

Treating of the poorand the dnngeri 1o which
they uro exposed, 1 cannot but refer o the munner
wiich the pour-law aystem i3 carried in oul in fre-
Innd.  Tho infunts, it appesra, who are tsken into
the poorhouses are 60 badly treated that few of them
rench the deys of youtl, and thuse wbo siruggle
through childbood are frequently infected with scru-
fuln, disease in the eyes, or totul blinduess, sud
other eviis, The aged and iafirn are ofien {efi W0
linger vut their days in the utmost misery or wretch-
edness, without even a place of worabip, where thiey
might flud some comfort in cummuning with their
Gud.  Inthose nbodes of destitution all tbo ties of
farnily are broken, nnd the men whn have once en-
tered them Dbecomo outcasts ww supiety, and lose
every chunce of ever having A bome ngain. And
this whole ayalem, 8o opposud to Cliristian charity,
enluils an enormous cxpenditure on the coumiry;
got thut the poor are weated in an expousive way,
bus the salurics of the eommissioners and fonumers-
ble ufficers, und the wholu administration, swell up
the expensea tu-n grent amount, whilal the poer are
placed slmoat on famine allowaoee, How different
i the fut of the pour in the Qutbolic countries, where
they are treated as brothers and us members of Jesus
Christ. Were rebels and conspiraturs, or asanssing
in Naples, u country 8o cruelly maligned and misre-
presented, subjecied to the same privations as the
bomess puor of Ireland in our work-houses, all tbe'
preas of England wonld by roused o fury and indig-
udtion, xud our Miniater fur Fureign Affairs would
despatch a fleet to vindicate- the cause of ovtraged
bumanity, These who Bec & mote in the eye of their
aeighbour, enanot see the: beam in their own. In
gome bitrbaruus countriva children are givem to wild
beusts to be devoured, und old men, when unfit for
labour, are cast into rivera. Such a system of pro-
vidiug for by wenk and infirm is cerininly less ex-
tensive than 1he plan forced on lIreland. It mauy ba
doubted - which i3 the more immorsl ; tor if there be
direct murder in the one case, buman lifo is destroy-
ed in the other with equal certninty, with the addi-
jion of pain nud tocture. Bat, howevsr tuay may be
it i3 & great crime o have allowed such a ayatem to
exist go lung with impuaity io its present degrading
gtate. Wo ougbt, without further delay, to exhori
our pevple and beg of our representatives to make
ovory effort 1o correct it or Abolish it altegether,

1 shall here ndd ore word in'regard to emigration,
which ie now proceeding so rapidly, and which haa
been recommended fur a pruacea fur every evil, No
geaeral rute can be given upon this subject, but it is
clear thatif any by remaining At homy conaider it
probable that they sbull be cumpelled to termisnte
their days.in those disgraceful abodes of erime npd
wretchedness—the pourbouses—if any canmor Sud
employment in this couniry, and il they bave friends
to receive them beyond the seas, they do well to
emiygrato. But emigration is not nlwnys safe or de-
Sirable, and those who have the means of living at
kome, oughtto consider the dunpgers they exzpaose
themselves to, befors they determine to leave their
native land. I bave heard un illnstrious Biskop of
the United Btuteg declars that, in Lis opinion one-
half of the workmen who left lreland were goueral-
ly ia their graves within twelve months after their
srrival in America. Thousands, who could. have
gnained a wubsisience at kome by honest laubour, sre
piniug away in the streets of 1he grest citles of the
New World, or castinte poor-huuses, where, though
iufiuitely better trested than iu such isstitwtionsin
lreland, they bave yet 10 sulfor great irinls Aud pri--
vations; religivus and physical. It i3 wost desirable
o caution the people not to allow themselves to be
duceived by Lhe glowing reports of progperity which
are gumelimes given in our pupers, Many who leave
Irelaud fly from misery at bome I grenter misery
abrond, und are involved ju evils of which they had
previcusly no oxperience. Those who prupose tu.
emigrate ought 10 broceod with the greatest caution,
rud caefully examiny the prospects \Lat are open 10
them beyond the seas, before they abandon the land
of thigir fthurs, though tiey may. have to sulfor many
persecutivns aud trinlg i it : AR

A beg of you, Rev, Brethren, teo isstruct. your

tog for the bluud of 1ha teoder lambs ; above nll we
are to be assiduous in jurayer, und to offcr up fre-
quently the Huly Saerifice of the Muse, in arder to
oblsin the protection of fleaven fur the Church, for
Pius the Ninth, its Supreme Pastor on enrth, nud for
atl commitied to our eare, fur whose souls we shall

home prodactions of thoss boasted institutions, To
test a government, like a tree by its fruits, s not an
unsound or unressonable “mnxim, and, accordingly,
those foreigners have lately devoted much industry
to the history of Ireland, in order to uscertain the
extraordinkry blessings for which it ia indebted
to England's politica) institutions.

In commob : with all -sound jurists, whether su-
cient or modern, they lay'down as a principle, that
the cundition of -the people is the truess test of the
character of the government by which thoy nra rul-
ed. Wherever the people are found to enjoy peaco
and plenty,und religious freedom, those writers would
be slowjto unsettle their minda by those wild theories
of annexations which are now obtaining such favor,
cot oply with arvowed anarchists, but what is far
more strunge, with some modern rulers and their re-
sponsible ministers. But, if inatead of tho bievsings

‘of plenty, apd thy eocial pence snd security by which

jt-is generally accompanied, the country huppens to

‘be noted for peciodical returns of fumine and starva-

tion, this is & state of thinga deserving the deepost
consideration of ipen fn power, eapecislly of thoae
men who are ths svowed patrons of revolutionary
doctrines,

.-.-Now, the anomslous relations of Rngland und Ire-

innd, not only in remote times, but up to the present
bave become A theme of daily and serious discussion
with foreign writers of great eminence, vspocially in
‘Germany and France, And, no donbt, the opinious
of those foreignery, formed by  the consideration of
undisputed fucts, und expressed with a temporate
freedum, will exercise & mora aslutary infuence on
the minds and poiicy of British atatesmen than wny
to which writers nearer home could give utterance.
Loag sccustomed 1o the tame endurapce of injussice
nud oppreesion unknown to any other people, lrish
writers have lost that keen sepsitiveness to wrong.
which the frest kuowladgs of its infliction ulone in-
spires. And, besides, from being’ within the dusky
shadow of the huge injuslice that vppressed them,
they cannot view it proportions, nor estimate the
extent of its disustrous iofluence with the samo ex-
aciness a8 those who are placed a mors favorsble

‘disiance for auch contemplations.

For example, we have not been igoorans of the
famibes that bave been recently desolating Ireland,
wor insensible to the intensity of suffering which the
people have endured. Un the contrary, wo bave been
deeply engaged in their disustroua consequences, and
have wken such na sctive part in siriving to alle-
viate thoae national wmisfortunes, as would have on-
tirety crushked the onergies of those whom long hLa-
bit hiad not familiacised to their recurrence. Yey,
tbough we have beer, zud though it is our lot te be
still in the thick of yuch sceues, encompsssed with
all their migery, xnd earpestly entreated to aflord
relief nud rolace to their victims, uo appeal from the
immediate vicinity could speak 30 powerfully to the
Qoveromont or ita responsible Ministera as Lho sta-
tistical aonals of lrish faminesa now appusring
through tho Freach prees, and bearing attuatation to
the huinaonity with which the lives of tha people are
protected.

We bdve aow the Krris famine ruging Intensely
through a portion of the western county of Mayo
and siretching to Galway along the sbores of the
Atlautic; and it is wondered whby disireas so deep
and wide-spread {s comparatively so unbeedsd. Yor,
thia surprise. would have been less, it those who #v
express it were to reflect with what untecling cal-
lousness, destitution of far widor extest aud inteuser

suffering was Buffered during the raceat famines to

wasie ftself away by its own violonoe, whilst muny
charishéd the maligoaat hope that iv would only end
in the extermivation of the Irish pnople. They wore
extirpated it i8 true, to the frightful amouat of two
millions of Lhe inhabitunts, nnt, however, tu the em-
dication of tho race, which, in despite of those Rng-
lish and Protes{ant svothsayers, is still vigorous in
tbe land, and will survive the Erris famine, a3 it has
the more numerous and terrible famines which swept
aver it in times of peace apd pleuty, a3 well as in
times of war and pestilezce.

What wonder then that our intellectun] neighbors
should, with a melancholy felicity of expressivm,
characileriss our islund a8 the * Land of Fawmines.”
They have added cne more name, and that not the
leasst significant one, to the many lrish names by
which our couatry has been distinguished by aneient
etymologists. Her old appellation of Innisfucl, or
the Island of Destiny, bas been the fertile thome of
faneiful interpretntions. Of the fate whick was ro-
served for ber in the latter days of Ler histury, some
imagined they found a just illustration in lLer moro
modern name of Ireland or Land of Ire. Butthatthe
natare of thi3 ire to which her destiny bad doomad
ber was to be.ascertained through  regular chrono-
logy of recurring fumiues hina beon reaerved for the
historical ingenuity of Freuch writera. They are
exhsbiting in several publicativas the and scenes of
famioes that have desolated Ircland gince that Union,
which wad inaugurated by the extracrdinary deatth
of the summer of 1800, sud appropriate climax of
all the horrors which were the precurgors of the ex-
tinction of our nation. Then came the appalling fa-

. mine of 1817, when the poople died in numbors with-

out relief and without pity, or nny recogaition ' of
the moro intimato connection which 8o rocently link-
ed our destinies with those of Great Britain. Bearcely
did five years elapso whea another of more drerdful.
extent succeeded, and which elicited from the Bog-
lish people of all cldases the most lnudable manifes-
tations of aympnthy. Hut whilst Irelaud ackrow-
ledged with gratitude the noble benevoleacs of the
English people in this instanee, she could not forget,
por shull'ever forget, that the oxercise of such precu-
rioua charities can bs no compensation for the enor-
mous wrong inflicted on us by the forcible abstrac-
tion of our legislature, the only sound und vigorous
spring of ournationsl prusperity.

In less than another decade came the fearfal fa-
mino of 1831, when several perscus of distinction re-
paired to Loedon to lay the griefs and sufferings of
the Irisk pauple beforo tha Government of the United
Kingdom. But instead of a grant fram the Imperiat
Excheguer suited to the deep and wide-spresd deati-
tution of the people, those who comyposed the depu-
tation were obliged to be content with the peddling
produce of raflles nnd buzwars, aud the equally In-
adequate proceeda of charity sermons. Soven yesrs
of plenty:had not ¢dapsed 10 erase ths melancholy
reembranca of '31, when the severe destitution. of
'37 renewed and aggravaied its privations, Bot the
most terrible of nll, both in the exteny and intensity,
and continuance of the inflictive, waa resarved for
ibe years 1846 and 1847, when our people were
gwept in millions from the face of tha Jand, and their
sufferings seemed to indicuie thus they wers doomed
to utter annihilation, ) ’

It it was ever the duty of a Government to come
to tho rescue of a fumishing people, by all tie re-
sources at its command, it was at 50 nwiul n crisia.
Agd yeu the Irish peopts were sacrificed to the inex-
orable requisitions of jparty. A comprehensive
scheme of benevolence, which would huve arrested
the fumine, nnd conferred prospective banefits on the
country, wag defeated, nud frish membe.s wrre fonond
then in abundance who felt more sympathy with the
hosiile minister than their dying coustituents, as
there ara now, who would rather sustaia the same
hostile minister than the Pope and the people, and
tha cause of Cutholic education. It 13 no wonder if,
with sucl indifferenco on the part-of thosy represen-
tatives in Parlisment, Irizh destitution should remain

Haly Father, to place before those who take aain-
terest in its euccesa thie train of. events which have
fortunately placed me, 'tao, in 4’ position in which
con hope 1o be of service, thongh of another kind.

On my arrival in Ancons, T found, almoss ag I bad
expected, that by reason of the disturbed state of the
country, rrilway enterprise und lnho? waa st a dia-
connt, and that, in fuct, soldiers are just now more
in request hereabouts than naveies. Not being die-
{nclined to the profesyion of arms, I have offered my-
self, and being accepted, together with a goodly
aumber of my fellow-countrymean, a4 full privates iu
the Pope’s army. Our engagement i8 fur four years;
Yot should we continue to like the profession, we
may renaw it indefinitely—so that, should the cause
reqaire & continuance of cur Bervices, there is'but
slender chauce of our ever laying aside the rifle and
gayonet for the pick and shovel,—noi, indeed, thgt
the piospects held out to us are very encouraging in
a materal point of view ; on the contrary, ocur work
is bard and cur remuueration notbing to boast of,
the duily pay of a private not amounting, after all
deductions, to more than three bajocchi, or some-
thing aver three hnlfveuce per day. The heats, 100,
jost now «re, und for two or three months will be,
very oppressive-in the towns and oamarch and drill,
nud the comwmander, General Lamoriciere, shows no
disposition to allow his men to grow rusty for want
of work, or to ullow the srmy to become inefficient
for want of atrictest discipline, to which all, of what-
goever previous ravk or coadition, are expected to
submit without & murmur. However, a spirit of
Kindneys, animated by religion, pervades the ealire
gystem—a great desire is shuwn 10 take care of the
men, and the Chaplain, Very Rev. Dr. M‘Loughly,
formerly of Adam and Eve Chapel, ia Dublin, is
ever on the wateh to explain to the commanders
anything which, for the present, {5 peculiar in our
habits or necessities. To say that we have the ex-
arciie of our Holy Religion free, und in every way
encouraged, is quite unneces3ary in & couniry whose
crulers found their beet claim to their independent
temporal autherity on its necessity for the interests
of religion and the good of souls,  What a glorious
mission for the airong arms and courageous hearts
of Irish Catholics to help in restoring their Holy
Father to the full and penceable possesinn ot his just
rights. [t will, indecd, bea proud day for those
who have contributed to such » result, aud the re-
oollection of 1t will nnply repay us for nny aacrificez
we inay huve to make io turtheriog it.

Previcus to their are
rival, which touk piaee exsctly fifteen minuies after
the fire wag discovered, and which, consideriug the
distance, was remarkably expert work, the * turn-
cuck"” of the Water Commissioners Ind a plentiful
supply of water ready for the engines.  Indeed, with-
aut bis ngsistunce, there was found jns'anter whal,
in many cases, would be considered » copiona provi-
siou o river water in the stream wiich prases under
the mill, and discharges itself into ihe Lagan nt the
fuot of Uigh street. The thronging people who
vughed eagerly to the mill ou liearing of the catng-
treplie, many of whom had children nnd  other reln-
tives entnloyed in the place, had their fenrs congider-
ubly bughed on learning thut the desiruetive element
raged unly in the flax swre which runs paralicl with
the spinning depurtment of the miti, where the work-
ers were still engaged nt their occupation in perfect
safety.  The anccideut waa first discovered by twoy or
three of the workmen who were passing up the yord,
aud observed some smoke issuing vutof a window in
the centre of the building.  Ouw makiug furiher ox-
aminativn, they noticed that smoke waa alsn eseap-
iny from several erevices in the roof. At mid-dny
the tire was il but completely subdued, Lut it was
deemed udvisnble to keep the water pouring os the
smouldering debris 1itl a late hour of the ulternoon.
The total emount of loss in stock and building be-
longing to Messes. Craig & Co, i3 catimated at £12-
000 (360,000), which i3 cavered by insuranee in the
Ruyl, tne Nurthern, the Globe, the~Kent, the Liver-
poul wnd Loudan, the Sun, the Provincial, aad Welsh
Oflices.

One complaint which with justice Catholics
wrpe agninst their Protestant fellow-citizens is,
it the latter bave two standards of right and
wrong ; 1wo measures — one wherewith they
wele nuf 10 themselves, and another wherewith
they weasure oul to their Romish. neigabors.—
Qf the trath of this complamnt the above para-
graph affords incontestable proof. The public
buildings of tbe Province, toward the erection
apd repairs of which Catholics are compelled to
contribute, are by Protestapt officials placed at
the disposal of a secret politico-religious Society,
notorions pot in Ireland only, but in Canada
also, for its bitter hostility towards the Catholic
portion of the community ; and the public au-
thorities—from whom we have the right to de-
mand the most perfect neutrality in politics and
religion—adjourn their deliberations, in order
that the Court House may be entirely and unin-
terruptedly devoted to the service of the Orange-
ien !

Now let us suppose the circumstances of the
case reversed. That at Quebec, or in some
part of Lower Canada where the Cathohes are
m an immense majority, the public buildings, the
Court House, had been handed over to the ex-
clusive vie of a secret society standing in the
same Josition towards Protestants, as that in
which Orangeisn stands towards Catholics. Let

ence. The Courts of Justice'ure polluted by its
presence ; the administration -of the law in Up-
per Canada is suspected, and more than suspect-
ed of being subject to its arbitrary dictates; and
the officers to whom the -admunistration of that
law is confided ‘are known to be 1ts docile tools.
Have we not seen, with our own eyes, one of
the very first legal dignitaries of the Province
leading at his heels a “vile mob of Orange® row-
dies—swaggering with drawn sword, and stag-
gering through the mud, at the head of a drunk-
en rabble, the sweeping of the Toronto brothels
and pot-houses ?  Have we not heard, with our
own ears, the shouts, the blaspbemous execra-
tions of his following of inebrnate rascals, eager o
unbrue ‘their hands in Popish blood? And see-
ing, and hearing such things, can it be wondered
at that we have nearly lost all respect for the law
and its officers, in so far at least as Upper Can-
ada is concerned ?

The curse of Orangeism is in fact more griev-
ous in Upper Canada than it is, than it ever was
even, in Ireland. In the latter country the evils
of Orangeism have been to some, and often to
no inconsiderable degree, modified by the fact
that its officers ot leaders, were, n spite of their
political bigotry and funalicism, gentlemen; gen-
tlemen by birth, gentlemen in their sympathies,
and not destitute of that chivalrous spirit which
is the characteristic of the gentleman, no matter
of what denomination, either in’ religion or in
politics. But bere in Canada, we have all the
bigotry, all the political fanaticism of the old
Irish Orangeman in bis worst of days, but with-
out any leavening even of that gentlemanly and
chivalrous spirit which, in Ireland often restrict-
ed and modified the inherent brutality of Orauge-
ism. 1ts leaders or officers in  Canada, are, if
wealthier, in no respect morally superior to, or
distinguishable from, the very lowest and most
degraded of the swinish herd of which its ranks
are everywhere composed. A. pinch-beck aris-
Locracy, bears its scarlet bonors, and takes infam-
ous precedence over the less conspicuous rascals
whose names are unrecorded amongst the * most
worshipful®® snobs who preside over the delibera-
tions of the Orange Grand Lodges, of British
North America. A Canadian Orangeman, - in
short, is one—especially if he be an official in
high standing with the Order—with whom it
would not be prudent to have any pecuniary
transactions, and in whose vocabulary there is no
such word as honor. Hence it is that Orange-
ism in Canada is of a far lower character thanit
is in Ireland ; that, if in' the latter it is often
hateful, here it is always loathsome and contemp-
tible.

And yetf we may credit the hints thrown out
by the Colonist, this odious and contemptible so-
ciety has it i contemplation to thrust itself on
the notice of His Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales, and to present an official address to our
expected illustrious visitor.. [This indeed, seems
hardly credible ; but it is as difficult to assign li-
mits (o the presumption and insolence of Orange-
isma, as to its cruelty and disregard of truth and
justice. - Tt 1s well, however, that the Catholics
of Canada should be forewarned of what is con-
templated by their enemies ; and, that being fore-
warned they should be ou their guard. Tt is
possible, therefore, barely possible, that encou-
raged by the unstatesman-like and most ungeatle-
man-like precedent afforded some some years ago,
the Orange body may venture to approach the
beir apparent to the British throne with an ad-
dress ; but it is in the highest degree improbable
that that illstrious personage will be so wumind-
ful of what he owes to Lis mother’s loyal Cana-
dian Catholic subjects, of what he owes to him-
self, as, n a certain sense, her representative,
aud above all, of what he owes to her who 1s bis
sovereign as well as our sovereign—as to receive
that address ; or to offer such a cowardly and
wanton insult to the Catholics of Canada, as
would be implied by any official, or quasi-official,
recognition of an extra legal and secret politico-
religious, anti-Catholic saciety. The Privce will,
no doubt, be accompanied by some responsible
adviser, who will guide our Royal guest by his
sage counsels ; and we cannot bring ourselves to
believe that any English gentleman would ven-
ture upon a step the immediate and mevitable re-
sult of which would be to convert a season of
rejoicrg and festivity into one of heart-burning
and ill-will. Better—we say it advisedly—bet-
ter would it be that the Prince of Wales should
never set bis foot on our shores, than that he
should visit us only to add fresh fuel to the flames
of sectarian discord, which already rage fur too
fiercely in our midst.

But should our worst fears be realised ; should
in an evil moment our expected visitor be induc-
ed to give encouragement to that secret society
which 15 the curse and the disgrace of every
country where it has obtained a footing—we,
Catholics, must be mindful of what we owe to
aurselves 3 we must be the guardians of our own
honor, and of our own integrity. That we are
loyal subjects we must always testify, by our
quiet orderly conduct, by our obedience to the
laws of the land, and our submmssion to all con-
stituted authorities ; yet, we besitate not to say
it, we owe it to ourselves, to our holy religion,
and we may add e the principles of our ciml
Constitution, to mark by our silence, and averted
looks, our strong unqualified condemnation of
him who avails himsell ol his exalted position to
‘offer to us wanton, unmerited, and most cow-
ardly insult, by giving any semblance even of re-
cognition or sanction to the accursed Orange
Society. No salute, no cheer, no word ol wel-
come from Catholic lips should greet the adveut,
passage, or departure of one, who should so far
forget tus duties both as a prince and asa geatle-
man, as to give a word or sign of welcome,
or of recognition even, to Orangeism, and to the
eternal cnemies of our civil and religious liberties.
The demeanor of our expected visitor will, we
may be sure, be closely watched ; and if unfor-
tunately he should be so ill-advised as to throw
bimsell mto the arms of a hateful party, instead

Tue SEPARATE ScHooL QUESTION.—This
is a question which neither * Zns” nor * Cuis”
desire to have raised. 'The former because,
though generally not ill-disposed towards the
claims of Catholics for Freedom of Education,
they dread the suti-Catholic or Clear Grit
party ; and hecause, however favorably disposed
they may feel towards Cathalics, they are far
more strongly impressed with the advantages of
retaining office, and will not therefore incur the
risk of a defeat from the hands of their political
opponents the “ Outs.”

The latter also would gladly, if possible, evade

“ Quts,” the School Question of Upper Canada
has been posiponed to a more convenient season.
Even the Globe, once so rabid, so eloguent in ils
denunciations of the nefarious designs of the
“ Dogans” upon the State Schools, confines it-
self to deprecaling any further * cxztension of the
Separate School system.”

And yet, despite of all precautions of worldly
minded statesmen, and illiberal fanatics, this ques-
tion must force itself yet more and more upon
the attention of the public, and of the legisla-
ture. Ever and anon it persists in bubbling wp,
and will not be arrested in its flow. Were the
-Catholics of Upper Canada to liold their peace,
the very rocks—the Anglicans and the Wesley-
ans—would cry out, and rebuke their unworthy,

tion is assuming its true position amongst the so-
cial questious of the day. It is nolouger merely
a question of Catholics against Protestants, but
it comes before the public in the guise in which
we have always endeavored to array it; asa
question of the rights of the fanuly as against the
State, of the claims of the father as against
« Jack-tn-Office.” Itis no longer, to use the
vague language of the « Clear Grits,” a « sec-
tarian question ;> it is the question of Freedom
of Education ver. State-Schoolism.

So long as we had to fight the battle sim-
ply as Catholics; or so long as we based our
claims for exemption from taxation for the sup-
port of State Schools upon an exclusively deno-
minational basis, we were weak. Indeed, through-
out the struggle Catholics have almost ahways
been content to abandon the naturai advatages
of their proper position, and to accept the prof-
fered combat on the lower and nferior ground
selected by Protestants. Of this the fact that
Catholics condescended to argue for © Separate”
schools is an instance ; for by so doing they lo-
gically imphed the right of the State to estab-
lish % Common” schools. They condescended to
ask as a pnvilege, that which was theirs, by
eternal right; to sue in jforma pauperts for
that which was their’s by inberitance, and of
which no tman had the right to deprive thew.—
The real state of the question is not—* why
should there be ¢ Separate’ schools ™ but
¢ why—in the name of common sense, and of
the first principles of heaven-born justice—why
should there be any Common Schools 27 l

And by fighting the battle on exclusively reli-
gious grounds, we necessarily fought it single-
kanded, or almost single-handed ; for so long as
the question was stated as a question of Catho-
lics ver. Protestants — the latfer were united
against us. We, therefore, always insisted that,
since to fight successfully we must win allies to
our side from amongst Protestants, we should
state the question in its true terms; that we
should hase our oppesition to State-Schoolism
or common schools upon grounds common
both to Protestants and Catholics; in a word
that 1t was in our capacity of pareats, of heads
of famiies, and, not in our character as Papists,
that we should urge our claims upon the public,
and upon the legislature. To Catholies, and ar-
guing with Catholics on the School Question, we
may apply Catholic premises, and may appeal to
the authority of the Church ; but when we have
to deal with Protestants, who do nat adwmit our
Catholic premises, and who reject our Churel’s
authority, we must content ourselves with urging
our natural rights as parents ; the natural right
ot the father —absolute as against the State—to
educate lis.own children, and therefore to be ex-
empt from all State interference with that natur-
al right.  Why-—we always asked—in a_coun-
try calling itsell free, shou!d there be any School
Question at all ? ,

We hail therefore as a good sign of a coming
change, the action of our Protestant brethren on
the School Question. The Methodists have
taken it up, applying to University education the
principles we have always sought to apply to
primary education. The Anglicans, in their
late Synods, have also taken the question up, and
seemn determived to apply those same principles
in their bebalf, and in behalf of their brother
Protestaots of other denominations. Ieartily do
we wish them success, and strongly would we
urge upon Cathalics, the wisdom, nay, the duty
of awding their separated brethren in throwing off
the degrading and demoralising shackles of
State-Schoolism.  "We should lLave no more
talk about a  separate” system, for that presup-
poses the exisience zad prior claims of a ** com--
mon® system ; and it is precisely of the latter that
we must get rid before we can establish any
sound educational system. % Common® schools

- Now certainly, Catholics should not ask for,
shonld spurn with disdam, it offered to thein, all
special privileges. They should ask for their
rights as citizens, and no more, but they should
be content with nothing less. First, and most
important of these riglts, is the right as against
the State—(the correlative of his duty as before
God)—of the father to determine all the circum-
stances of his child’s education. DBut this nght
1s common to Protestants and Catholics. In
joimng issue, therefore, with our enemies, we

position that Education 1s not a legnimate func-
tion of the State; thut it belongs to the family,
and to the father, but not to the Ciril Magis-
trate. 'Whether State-Schoolism be praductive
of the spread of intelligence amongst the peo-
ple ? whether its tendencies are moral or immo-
ral ? are questions altogether foreign to the pur-
pose, into wiich we should not condescend to
enter. Lnough for us to urge our right to edu-
cate, feed, and clothe our own children, and its
corollary, our right to be exempt from the bur-
den of feeding, clothing, and educating, other
nen’s children. "Thas shall we put the School
Question on its right basts; thus shall we elimi-
nate the religious element—on which Catholics
aad Protestants can never agree, or have aught
in common—from 1its discussiou ; and thus, fight-
ing the battle on the high vantage ground of na-
tural right, on which ground both Catholics and
Protestants can inake a common stand, we may
reasonably hope that the cause of Freedom of
Education shall triunph; and that % common’
schools may, ere long, be numbered with the ex-
ploded absurdities of rude and ignorant oges.—
We must, in short, fight Protestants with their
own weapons ; and retort upon the supporters of
State-Schoolism, their own arzuments against
State-Churchism.

authority. Yet while I remuain i politicul life, using
all ils opportunities of observation, I shall acver con-
sent to abandon one single conviclion, ot the dictate of
any authority, that does not reach me through thal rea-
son whick i3 at once the charter and the charl of the
lempestuous voyoge of pubdlic life”

We leave it to the candid and intelligent read-
er to say, whether the above repudiation of “ any
authority,” asserted in the passage by us Ifalic-
ised, was made—as we pretend—in reference to
the action of the “Chief Pastors of the Church”
ir publishing * their views on questions” upon
which Mr. McGee had taken a well understood
stand ; or whether, as the Freeman asserts, it
was designed to be understood by those to whom
it was addressed merely ©as a protest against
the dictatorial style of the Trug WirNess.”

This Senalus Consulte
will probably be presented to the Sepate to-morrow.
France will tnke possession of Suvoy and Niee on
the 14th of June.

Iz official quarters it is stated that the upproach-
ing interview of tho Emperor Nipoleon with the
Prince Regent of Prnssin nnd other German Sove-
reigns was proposed by the Emperor with the object
of calming the ucnexsiness of the Germsn people,
and of re-establishing tle international relatioas of
the two countries, Prance aud Germaany, on A baeis

of mutual and absolute confidence. .

Why, let us ask, should it cause any commotion if
an interview i contempliated beitween the Prince
Regent of Pruasia and ths Emperor of the French?
Such 4 meeting, we are assured, is likely to take
place al Buden Baden within a few days, but why
ahould it crente Any uneasiness or suggest alarm for
the settiement of Europe? GCrowned beads have
often met, and visila have been intetchunged be-
tween the Emperor and Queen Victoria. Why, then,
should this interview fill statesmen wilth speculations
and Oabioets with conjectures ? The explanation is
80 notorious that it would be mere affectation to dis-
semble the truth, People fear that it imperts some
new disturbance; that it i3 the first &ct in & new
Buropesn drama; tbat Prussin will be sounded
about the Rhenish provinces as Sardinia was soaund-
ed nbout Savoy ; that the temptation of cquivalents
may be again fortbeoming, aud that possibly some

fresb annexation may ultintely follow w fresh
conference and a fresh campaign, That ia the
current talk. Those are the apprehensions now
commouly prevailing, and who eun any they are up-
warrantable? If we could but assume, which we
are neither entitled nor dispused to du, that Prussia
ia n3 smensble 1o management a3 Snrdinir wus, ws
might forecast the future with nlmost as much con-
fidence us we Furetsll a slorm from the indications of
a barometer, and carry two courses of evenls in two
parnlle] lives from Buden Baden und Plombieres.—
France wants ber ¢ paturel’ frontiers—the Alps and
tbe Rhine. Savoy has tnken ber to the Alps—what
ia to tuke her to the Rhine? One trapsaction has
been clused, is the other to open ?— Times.

Tue NEw Bistor or Vanses.—The Iimes’ Paris
correspondent writes on the 313¢ May:

#The Abbe Maret has just been mamed by the
Emperor Bishop of Vaunes, M. Muret was Professor

A lew transactivns
are enteied on, to be conciuded at o short date, but
nobedy will undertrke un operition at o lung date
of which the success it made v depend on future
security. The reault is, that though irade in Frauce
i3 not nbsolutely dead, it i3 vo longer in that active
slate of prospecity which belongs to & period of
genersl peace.

Tha rumour
wrus, that the sum ol 40,040,000f being funiud to be
insuffcient, the Emperor was determined tu :ncreage
it W 400,800,000t Lt apjrenrs that such an idea wus
entertained for o moment, but we3 subscquently
absudoned.

The unfavourable ncceuats of the growing crapa
in ihe noribern departments of [ranee hmve pro-
duoced o furtber rise ia the flour and curn markets.
These accounts are that the lnte cold weather has

Fuur other priess
were also arreated at Turia, Messrs, the Abbes Gia-
polia, Rostagno, Alvera, and Bosco. In nddition tu
the gisteen Bishops' Sees kept vaenat in Pledmont, a
number of Sees in the Central Italian Provieees have
been dep:ived of their Bishops by tue Guvermment,
which intends, we are told, to content itself with
banishing Lhose FPrelates whose sentiments or con-

No excess of iyranny, cither by enforcing bad lawa
or by brenking good ones, cun provoke a censure
from the Liberal press, unless in the onse of some
Power sentenced by the Revolutivn to destruction
as the Pope, the King of Naples, and the Austrian
Kaiser. Against these no denounciation is too rhap-
sodical, no libe! too malignant or absunt. And men
are so weak, and the power of rystematic lying is so
great, thut these libels are believed, though they are
the concoctions of & press controiled by and devot-
ed 1o the eads of Freemasous, Jacobins, and Revolu-
tionists, and working by the rule of the Great 1llu-
mine :—"Lip, holdly : sowe of it will stick.”

And we ars told, because these manstrous fictions
about the cruelties, tortures, and barbarities, of the
Austrian Emperor, the Kiag of Naples, and the Pope
of Rome find no crodence with us, that woe are the
admirers of despotism and the enemies of freedom.
That Trial by Jury, Habeas Corpus, Free Parlis-
ments, and the responsibility of Ministura, are things
on which we zet no value.

Why, these are the very things which in the name
of Liberly the Liberals invariably destroy, All the
institutions which make the safeguard of oor con-
stitution and of cur rights as free born Britous are
invarinbly trampled on by them. Even in England,
even now, the * Times” cannot allow us Catbolics to
tkink or speak freely in opposition to its senliments
without telling us, as it told us dnring the Papal ag-
gression, that itis hy & wonderful condescension, and
by n great stretch of patience, that we are allowed
to say a word. Regard for Liberal Institutlons!—
Where are the liberal inatitutions of Franée? Li-
bersl [nstitutions ! What respect i paid to them in
Piedmont? The Emperor of Austris, the King of
Naples, nnd the Pope, are abaolute Sovereigns, und
when they arrest a disturber of the peace, or impri-
gon B conspirator, or banizh an opponent, they are
acting within the limils of their legal powers. But
when the Liberal Minister of = Constitutimal King,
Reting in open wnd flagrunt brench of all law and
juatice, arbitrarily srrests, imprisons, and banishes
men without 1rini, conviction, or sentence, or with-
out auy legel process whatsosver, he is praised by all
the Liberal Press. The Liberal Government of Pied-
mont bag actually made & law by which men are
forced, whalever be their sentiments, 1o wmake holi-
day, to rejoice and thank God publicly for the Sta-
tuto. The refussl to ging 4 ** Te Deurn” st & Minis-
ter's grder is in Surdinia a critae punishable by iwm-
prisonment apd banishment! The difference between
us and our Liberal friends is this—They clamor
apuinat geveritica legally inflicted oa malefactors—
We protest sgninst oppression illegally practised
upon the gond. They would subvert ancient and le-
gitimate Monarchies because they bave not granted
political and cornstitutional rights to their subject.—
Our indignation chiefly burng agaiost those hypo-
crites and tyranta who practise oppression in the
name of Freedom, and who reb their fellow-citizen
of the legal rights of which they are the sworn guar-
dinns.— London Tablel.

Rome.—1It i3 & pleasing duty to be abletoannonnce
that the loan of two millions sterling coutracted by
the Pontilcul Government for the purpose of organ-
ising the army bas been entirely subscribed. Any
turtuer contributions tov the Pupal loan will go to-
wards redeemiog part of the former pablic debt of
the Papal Goveroment, which was contracted from
the uaunl loas-maongers on less advantageous terms
than the presentone. Meapwhile, General de La-
moriciere has returned to Rome, after havieg visited
the grentest part of Ombrik. The General visited
the whole of the frontier from the heighis of Orvieto
to the sea; he wag much steuck by the enthueiasm
of the people, who "@ocked nround him with cries of
“Viva Pio Nono!”  They etiook hands with-the aol-
diers who accompanied the geueral, carried their
kuapancks for them, and requested to be enrclled in
the army, orto be armed for the defence of their
territory.  Genernl de Lumoriciere spoke to them
with great kindnuvas ; aud they have since been sup-
plied with arms, and are now resdy to watch the
froutierz, aed to defend them better than any regu-
{ar troops could do.— Weckly Regisier.

It il becomes Foglish writers to tannt the Pope
with empinying mercennries to butcher his subjects,
whether affending or unotfendiog.  The Pope and
the King of Naples iiave not been even zccused, as
far us our meisory secves, either by Mr. Gladstone,
Lard John Russell, she aagassin Gallenge, or his emn-
ployer the Times, with applyiug pitch-caps to the
heads of theic gubjects for merely being found walk-
irg pencenbly in tho sireets of Kome or Nuples afier
dusk, or of fepzing woien at trinngles for the sheer
love of infeiuni cruelty.  ¥Yet these horrible out-
puges were Leguentiy perpetrated in Dublin in 1798
und 1803, by trw myrmiduns of the British Govern-
ment, ag liviag witnesses can attest.

It is defended by formidable fortifications, amoag
which are the Citnde), Fort San Salvatore, and the
Bastion Real Alto, completely commanding the en-
trance of the port. On the heights, atless than
1,000 yurds from the citudel, sre the forts
«f Gonzague, Custel Lucio, and Capicinl. The
Straits of Messina, separating Bicily from 1tbe
kingdom of Nupleg, aro more than four miles
across in the widest part, and upwarde of one mile
in the narrowest. The entrance to them iz defend-
ed by 8 number of batteries, well situated and well
armed. The town of Measina is the most important
nilitary position of Sicily, and, in fact, decides the
possession of the whole island. Warlike operations
are difficult in Sicily. Cavalry and artillery cannot
be easily moved, and & very strong force of infantry
is requisite to attack the numerous fortified places.-~
The fate of the country must be decided in the pro-
vinces of Palermo, Trapani, and Mession, especially
the latter; it is there tbat tbe enemy must employ
the greatest vfforty, and there are the principal stra-
tegical points. A disembarkation effected on other
parts of the coast would not oroduce any result; an
enemy might maintaiz himgelf for & long time in the
south or in the interior of the izland, but would be
wasted in detail without attaining his object. In
the wars and insurrections of whick Sicily has been
the theatrs ut different periods, eatire bands, in the
interior, bave perished of hunger. Sicily cannot bs
sttrcked with success without the co-operation of
the navy, the command of the sea giviug its defend-
ers & vast advantege. The population of Sicily is
about 2,000,000—all Catholics. They are intelligent
gay, and witty; possess brillisnt imaginations,
stroug paesions, entertain an wrdent love of their
country, are very fond of religious spectacles, and
much attached to their religion. Their patriotism
makes them consider themeelves superior to other
nations ; among themeelves, moreover, they are -ea-
gaged io = continual conflict for pre-emicence : and
this conflict is particularly strong between Meisina
and Palermo. In addition to [ts nutural advantages,
Sicily, by its aitustion in the Mediterranean, is a wmi-
litary poaiticn of the first order.

AUSTRIA.

The Emperor ol Austria proceeds ateadily in the
fulfilment of the promises he made an the cunclusion
of the war, showing a marked contrnyt in this re-
gpect to the high-sounding but empty protestations
of revolutionary governments. The enlarged Coun-
cil of the Empire wus opened on the 1st lnst. And,
thougl: the * Times" perverts itg influence te produce
an impresaion that thiz €vent has liad no salutary ef-
fect on the public mind in Austrin, according to tnore
relinble uccounis, the opening «f the Reicharnth bus
strengilened the belief, which bas long been on the
increase, that the Emperor i3 heartily engaged in en-
deavoring to remove nbuses, to beiter the coadition

gonally, to the throne of iny ancestors.  Decided to
maictain them, as well as the prineiple of legnlity
upon which they are based, [ will not permit un ap-
peal to arms to obtain the triumph, nor that the no-
ble blood of Spaniards shall aguin be ghed in the
cause.

A sericus conflict
bad taken place at Jeddo between the followers of
one of the great princes and those of the Regent, the
latter huviog been asttacked and several of them
alain by-the former. The Regent bimaelf was
stabbed, but whether fatally or not was not
known. Foreigners were in much alarm, and
with gnod reason, althaugh the Governor of Jeddo
was adopting precautions for their safety ; for the
insurgent chief i8 very powerful, asd bitlerly op-
posed to tho concessions in favour of foreigners
granted by the late treaty.
