2. *That for
the promotion of the general aims of this azsocistion,
it abould co-operate &3 much as possible with land-
lotds, ag icultural gocisties, and ell organizitions
which have taken, or may heroafter take, prac-ical
steps for the extension and improvement of flax
culture. 3. ‘That ag ope of the chief cbstaclea to
the growth of lax has hitherto been the difficulty
of sale in outlying districts, this azsociation should
take such stepa as would eueble the tarmers in those
dis ricis to dispose of their crop to the best advan-
tege’!

boundary, transfer of archives nzd and manuseripts,
¥c.; and that, in consequence of Salzburg greetings
snd cordialities, Italy bas made a correspondirg
wore in the direction of Prossie. Count Usedom’s
vigit to Berlin is supposed to be in eonnexion with
this tendenoy. Thst experiecced diplomatist is not
the man to lose a chance or to neglect ary change
in 1he wind that might be availed of advaniageously
for his Government. At the ssme time there is
scarcely room for 8 doubt that in the event of & war
smong the great Powers of the Continent Italy
mugt side with France,who helds in her hazd means
of presaure and allurement much saperior to thoge of
which Prusaia can dispose. Ttaly’s ouly cbasce of
avoidiog & part in the cosflict would be if it were
to be settled, lilce the last Europe witneesed, i a few
days. Prolongod, she mzst be dragged in. Ang,
slthough the Rattazzi Government has assumed to-
wards 1bat of France a fiee and Independent atti-
tude, to which its predecessors—and notably the La
Marmora Administration—had oertainly not accus-
tomed us, we should do wrong thence to infer that
it forgets the obligations Italy hes towards the
Emperor Napoleon. Such asaistance a8 he has given
to Italy can never be igoored, even thongh some of
the begefits wero bestowed in 8 menner to wound
Tialian sueceptibility. aad though he took a couple of
provinces in requital of his services.

From s Florence letter of the 23d in the Debals,
which may be relied upon ag correct, we learn that
the Italian Government bas addressed & Note to the
Oabinet of the Tuileries on the subject of General
Niel’a Ietter of June last, although it considers that
letter as virtoally annulled by the Monileur’s gub-
cequent explanation— not to say disavowsl-—of
General Dumoont’s mission.  Other French snd
Ttalian papers say that the Note, althongh very gen-
tle in its form, does pot the less contain s formal
protest against various meaenres taken by the Freoch
Government, and which the Florence Oabinet bolds
incompatible with the spirit aud the text of the Sep-
tember Convention..

The correspondent of the Debafs also speaks of
Garibaldi, who keepa the Italian public on the tem-
terhneks of expectation. He says:~—

t One day his return to Caprera is announced ; the
pext it is contradicted. He isatill in the environe
of Siemna. Thbere redlly exists a little army organ-
ibed and paid ; arms have already passed the frontier
into the Poatifical Stafes, and evergtbing seems
ready for & movement. I canpot say whence Guri-
baldi gets his money; but I know that money he has.
It may be that nothing will bappen, and tbat Guri-
baldi will abandon projects which evidenily em-
counter great difficulties. The Romen population
geermng very indifferent (resie lres froide}, although
Menotti Garibaldi bas pasred two days in Rome.
Neverthelers, we mav bave an explosion in Reme at
the moment it is Jeast expeted, and the contradictory
reports spread may be intended to weary vigil-
ange. .

It i3 quite evident that nobedy-—perhaps not even
Garibaldi bimself- knows what is coming.

Oa the
two sbove -mectioned days thera had been festivities
at Ariccia acd Marino. - The population of these two
towns and of Albano kad beea swarming together
on the bigh roads, and tbe nights were Bpent in mu-
sie, dancing, apd fessting. Un the moruing of the
oth the awnkenisg wes terrific.  The Cholera was
in Albano. No attempt was made to call it by sny
other name. 150 to 200 cases out of a population
of 4,000 souls, were seid to bave broken out in the
pight two-thirds of which had proved fatal. The
Dowager Queen’ of Naples, Maria Theresa, Baron
Worther, the Bavarian Minister, the Princesa Qolon-
nn, the Marchese Seriupi, who only two moatha ago
here in Londan exspresied his full faith that “'the
Clolers was only a wicked invention of the enemies
of the Holy See,” were among the earliest viclims.
On'the frat spread of alarm there was & general rush
from 1he town. Frantic with terror they laid vio-
lent hands on guch conveyances as the place afforded.
The rest trudged after on foot, * pele-mele” crowd-
ing the thoroughfares, making for Aricela, Genzano,
and other places where, however, the staruliog tid
ings had preceded thew, and where they found the
peataniry in srms, dfawn up as & Sanitary corden,
nod ready to drive them back at the point of therwr
pitehforke. The helplesa fugitives returned to Alba-
no, &nd beoce \here waos o grand ‘stempede’ upon
Rome, whither the confused mags iravelled, closely
presied by the nogel of denth, which etruck some in
the retreat, apd overtosk ctfbers immediately upon
their arrival. A crowd of prizata and civil tunetic-
paries from Albano beset the palace of their Bishop,
Usrdinal Altieri, one of the welixknown priscely fa
wily of that prmae. This Cardinal i3, or rather was,
a very pillar of the Holy See, aud be showed a cou:-
gge which wae wanting in all around him. He met
the fogitives with scorn and rebuke, recalled themto
& sense of their duvy led them back to tbe plague-
glricken place, and, with a devotion of which, to do
them justice, tbe.
